The criteria for selecting fellows need to be exphcit and the process of recruiting and
seilecting feliows needs to be fair, equitable, and consistent with programming principles
and strategies in each region The program can include a vanety of types of learning
expenences, Including formal academic programs as well as other learning

experniences, which respond to the unique needs and context of each region

Program staff for each region will develop criteria and strategies for identifying potential
candidates within their region The intent 1s to move Study Grants more toward a

proactive recrutment/selection paradigm rather than the traditional appiication/selection
rotoce
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Development of Study Plans: Program staff for each region will develop a Study Plan
for each fellow This plan might consist of a formal academic component and/or
complementary expenences such as site visits, study tours, and infernships A
comprehensive plan should be developed i consultation with the fellow as early as
possibie during the fellowship period However, program staff will be given the lafitude
to further develop, modtfy, and/or supplement the Study Plan during the fellowship
penod n order to accommodate the programming priornities and strategies within each

Extensions and Supplements: The extension of an existing fellowship constitutes an
operational issue to be handled by program staff However, program staff must ensure
that the fellow in question 1s making good academic progress and that the overall penod
of time at the study site does not exceed three years for master's students or four years
for doctoral students Adding supplemental funds o an existing fellowship also
constitutes an operational issue to be handled by program staff, which must ensure

Cohort Events and Activities: Program staff for each region will discuss strategies

F. Tuition and Fees Tuition and fees are paid diractly to the academic study site

J. Research Procedures and Allowances: The procedures and allowances for
