THEIR DESCENDANTS
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PRUITT

Some say the family was an armorial family and bore arms: "Azure a Chevron between three
fions rampant Or". The motto means: "Loyal and Trustworthy".

The fighting man of the Middle Ages wore a metal suit of armor for protection. Since this suit
of armor included a helmet that completely covered the head, a knight in full battle dress was un-
recognizable. To prevent friend from attacking friend during the heat of battle, it became
necessary for each knight to somehow identify himself. Many knights accomplished this by
painting colorful patterns on their battle shields. It is impossible to date with any precision the
time when coats of arms were first used, but it is generally agreed that heraldry originated in
western Europe in the 12th century.

The name, PRUITT, is spelled variously: Pruett, Prewet, Prewitt, etc., all thought to be derived
from the Anglo-Saxon word "pryte”, the meaning of which was: that of which is justly proud, self
respect, etc.. Bardsley's book gives the etymology of Pruitt as coming from Anglo-Saxon "prut”,
meaning: haughty or arrogant. It is interesting to note that in both England and America, the
name is pronounced the same (Pru-itt) no matter how it is spelled.

Records of the family have been found in England as early as the 13th century. In England in
1202, Mathew Pruet was listed in the "Pipe Rolls" (P.H. Reney, Dict. of British Surnames,
London, 1958, p. 259). 1n 1249, It was found that William Pruwet and Adam, his son, did
damage to the King's property in Winchester (Inquest Calendar, Vol. II, p. 127). On Dec. 12,
1251 (The Feast of St. Gregory), the Earl of Derby released Reginald Pruet and his issue and their
lands and holdings from "servitutem" and made them freemen (Vol. I, p. 327, Charter Rolis,
Henry ITI). In 1273, Andrew and William Pruet were mentioned in the "Hundred Rolls of
Cambridge". In 1275, Henry Pruet was pardoned a twelve shilling fine for contempt (Close Rolls
Edward I, p. 175 & 520). In 1278, Hugh Pruet of Somerset went surety for 40 Pounds
(Westminister Record of Oct. 23, 1278). In 1317, Thomas Pruwet of Devon was mentioned in
"Dwelly's Name Indices”. On May 18, 1322 (Tuesday after Barnabas), at a council held at Old
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Sarum, Christiana Prewet sold land reserving a rent for her son, Nicholas (Close Roll Cal,, p. 62).
In 1327, Richard Pruet and Thomas Pruwet, both of Somerset, were mentioned in Dwelly's
Names. In the Somerset Plea Rolls for Easter Term 4, Henry VI (1422-1461), Richard Pruet and
Alice, his wife, sued John Seyntclere, the elder, for land and rents in Cruk and Eastham. In Feb.
1538, John Prewett received a A.B. Degree from the University of Oxford; became a fellow at
Exter College in 1539, with a A M. at the Michaelmas Term 1543. In 1552, John Pruet married
Tamsen Smith at Stockland Gaunts in Somerset {(Boyd's Master Index). In 1558, two with the
spelling Prewett were mentioned in the "Bristol Wills". There was a Prewet family in Hampton,
Middlesex in 1600. In 1619, Thomas Pruet, and John and William Privett were listed as leaving
Salisbury for Virginia (Parker's Bristol to America, p. 89 & 93). Ambrose Prewett witnessed a
will in 1619. In 1624, Stephen Pruet gave up rental of church land in West Monkton of Somerset
(Weavers Somerset, p. 403). John Pruit of Somerset sued John Green in 1627 (Somerset Society,
Vol. 24, p. 53). In 1636, two Pruets were buried from Covent and Benet Wharf in London.

THOMAS PREWITT was born at Salisbury, Wiltshire, England in 1616. In 1636, Thomas
Prewitt and seven others were transported to Charles River Co., Virginia (Patent Bk 1). Early
Virginia Immigrants, by G. C. Greer, Clerk of the VA State Land Office, contains a list of some
25,000 persons who came to Virginia from 1623 to 1666, together with the patentee or person
who brought them over. In this list is : Thomas Prewitt, 1636, by Joane Bennet, to Charies River
Co.

On May 6, 1636, Joane Bennett, widow, received 450 acres in Charles River Co., VA, upon
the new Poqueson River, east towards the bays, west into the woods, north upon the Pinye
Swamp (River) and south upon Robert Thrasher. 50 acres due for transfer of 8 persons: Ann
Winter, John Roote, Jon Marshall, Thomas Prewitt, Andrew Chant, Jon Morris and Pole
Carplights (Patent Bk 1, part 1, p. 346).

At first, land could only be had by paying the passage of settlers to poor to pay their own; the
man who paid the transportation costs got 50 acres of land for each person brought into Virginia.
The transported person usually had to spend five years in working out the costs of his passage,
but at the end of that time, he or she also received 50 acres of land.

On June 2, 1636, Thomas Privett was granted 50 acres of land in Charles River Co., VA, being
a neck of ground at the New Pogqueson, west upon William Clarke a creek, then east upon
Thomas Harwood a creek. The said 50 acres of land being due unto him the said Thomas Privett
for the transportation of one servant into this colony (Patent Bk 1, p. 357).

This seems strange that an indentured servant would be transporting an indentured servant to do
his work for him.

Much has been written about the indentured servants that came to the colonies. Like most
immigrants, they were of all classes, but they were mostly young men with little or no material
goods, believing that they could make a killing quickly in the new world and return home. There
were some who, for political or religious beliefs, chose to come as indentured servants because, in
doing so, they would not have to take an oath to support Church or King. No doubt many
Quakers were among these, for this sect was a problem for Gov. Berkley. It appears that Thomas
Prewitt and wife were Quakers and not married by the rules of the established church.

Charles River Co., VA was changed to York County. In 1646, Thomas Privet confessed he
borrowed a canoe from John Wilson and lost it. Ordered that he pay Wilson 2 busheis of corn for
it 1st November next (York County Records, Virginia Colonial Abstracts, Vol. 25, p. 14).

In 1647, John Thomas has an attachment against Thomas Privett to secure debt of 600 Ibs
tobacco (Virginia Colonial Abstracts, Vol. 25, p. 284).
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On May 24, 1648, Thomas Pruitt confesses judgment to Robert Abrall for 1202 Ibs of tobacco
to be paid the 10th of October next at the house of Pruitt. Three cows bound in security. Court
for the County of York (York Order Bk 2, p. 87, & Virginia Colonial Abstracts, Vol. 25, p. 356).
Cattle were very valuable to the early settlers. They were expensive to bring over by ship and
scarce.

In 1648, Thomas Privett confessed judgment to Mr. William Hockaday, 1 1/2 bushel of corn
and 56 lbs tobacco (York Order Bk 2, p. 383).

On July 25, 1648, "Whereas Thomas Privett and his wife were presented to this court for
committing fornication and thereof found guilty. Court ordered that they shall do a pennance in
the Parish Church on the New Pawqueson and during the tyme of devine servis the next Sabbath
Day. The church wardens ordered to see this done. Pruitt and his wife to appear at the next
Court to abine further censure (York Order Bk 2, p. 387, & Virginia Colonial Abstracts, Vol. 26,
p. 9). This was undoubtedly persecution of the Quakers.

On Dec. 6, 1648, Thomas Privitt binds himself to pay John Madison 600 Ibs of tobacco before
1st October next, a steer and heifer as security (York Order Bk 2, p. 436).

(H) HENRY PREWITT was born in York Co., VA in 1654, and is thought to have been the son
of Thomas Prewitt, who was transported to Charles River Co., VA in 1636.

On April 25, 1679, Henry was listed with the heads of families in Henrico Co., VA, when he
was taxed to support an army to defend against the Indians. In the same group of 40 neighbors
was Col. William Byrd. Henry evidently owned land at that time, since he was taxed. He was not
a large land owner by comparison to the Carter's, Byrd's, Randolph's or Washington's, who owned
thousands of acres, but for Henry Prewitt to be a land owner at age 25, was of some importance
(See William & Mary Quarterly, Oct. 1915; & History of Pittsylvania Co., p. 13).

It is believed that Henry married first: a Field. A researcher in the Field line believes an older
sister of John Field (Ann Field) married Henry Prewitt. That Henry Prewitt was married first to a
daughter of Thomas Field, Sr. is strongly suggested by Henry's location in 1679 near Edward
Jones (who married Mary Field) and the joint patent with John Field in 1687, It was the custom
to live on the land before recording a patent. In the case of Edward Jones, John Field and Henry
Prewitt, it seems likely they settled on Thomas Field, Sr's land for which he had not yet recorded.

On Aug. 25, 1681, Hen. Prewett was summoned to testify, and having attended one day, was
granted 40 pounds of tobacco against Hugh Jones. Court held in Varina Parish, Henrico Co., VA
in the action between High Jones and Edw. Jones (Henrico Bk 2, p. 384).

On Feb. 1, 1685, Hen Prewett and John Field witnessed the Will of Gilbert Jones of Henrico
Co., VA (Bk 1, p. 350).

On April 20, 1687, Henry Prewitt and John Fields were granted 440 acres of land in Varina
Parish, Henrico Co., VA on the North side of the James River, beginning at Almond Creek (this
area is now within the city limits of Richmond, VA) (Patent Bk 7, p. 569, & Crozier Vol 4, p.
128). Often in the patents involving two people, we find they were brothers-in-law. Henry
Prewitt was involved with the Fields and Jones families throughout the records of Henrico Co.,
Virginia. Mary Fields, sister of John Fields, married Edward Jones, and Henry Prewitt
administered the estate of Edward Jones in 1695. Henry Prewitt sold his half of the above 440
acre patent to Mary (Field) Jones in 1697.

In 1688, Henry Pruitt patented 411 acres (Patent Bk 7, p. 637). On Oct. 1, 1690, at a Court
held at Vanna for the County of Henrico first day of 7, 1690, Jury: Fra Reeves, Foreman, Jno
Cannon, Tho. East, William Ballow, John Watson, Michl Turpin, Phil Turpin, Hen. Prewett, Thos
Cardwell, John Field, Robert Easly and John Coates (Henrico Bk. 2, p. 350).
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The 1690 tithables list Henry Pruitt and John Pruitt in Henrico County. On Aug. 1, 1691, Hen.
Prewett, aged about 37 years (deposttion) that some time before John Low went away, Hugh
Jones demanded of Low that he put his gun in the loft of Edward Jones, as security for corn John
Low had bought of Hugh Jones (Henrico Bk 5, p. 219).

On Aug. 3, 1691, Hen. Prewett being supported by John Field in the suit brought against him by
the Hon. William Byrd, Esq., having attended one day, hath order granted against the said Field
for 40 pounds of tobacco according to law (Henrico Bk 2, p. 364). Henry Prewitt's land on
Almond Creek was about 20 miles up the James River from William Byrd's plantation
"Westover". However, William Byrd also operated a trading post near Henry Prewitt's land.

Henry married second: Rebecca Dabbs in Henrico Co., VA in Aug. 1691. On Aug. 20, 1691,
an account of licenses granted in this County since last account, etc. Henry Prewett marriage with
Rebecca Dabbs (Henrico Bk 5, p. 253). According to depositions taken in Court that month,
Henry was 37 years old. Rebecca is believed to be a dau. of James Dabbs. James Dabbs and
Edward Palmer were transported to Henrico Co., VA on Dec. 6, 1652 by John Greenhough.
James Dabbs settled on Four Mile Creek, and was probably the father of Rebecca Dabbs and
Joseph Dabbs.

Henry and Rebecca are believed to be the parents of:

(H1) Thomas Prewitt, Sr., b. ca 1693 Henrico Co., VA; m. Mary Ducray, widow of Nicholas
Ducray, and died in Halifax Co., VA in 1759

(H2) Andrew Prewitt, b. ca 1695 Henrico Co., VA; m. Agnes; and died in Bedford Co., VA in
1763

(H3) Hugh Prewitt, b. ca 1697 Henrico Co., VA (was probably named for Hugh Jones, who
wrote the first history of VA); lived in Goochland and Lunenburg Co., VA

(H4) Richard Prewitt, b. ca 1698 Henrico Co., VA, m. Frances Murrell; lived in Goochland,
Lunenburg and Bedford Co., VA

(HS) Uriah Prewitt, b. ca 1699 Henrico Co., VA, lived in Goochland and Lunenburg Co., VA

(H6) Rebecca Prewitt, b. ca 1702 Henry Co., VA; m. James McGehee in Henrico Co_, VA on
Dec. 9, 1721

On Aug. 25, 1691, Hen. Prewett having attended two days as a witness, being summoned for
Ed Jones in his suit against Fra Reeves, hath orders against the said Jones for 80 pounds of
tobacco according to law. Court held Varina Parish (Henrico Bk 2, p. 383).

On Sept. 1, 1691, Hen. Prewett aged about 37 years depozeth that crossing James River
sometime since, he did see a black bull of Thomas Field's mark which belonged to Ed Jones
floating upon the river against Mr. Reeves low ground (Henrico Bk 5, p. 229).

On April 17, 1693, Mr. Hen. Prewett on Grand Jury (Henrico Bk 5, p. 408). On April 1, 1694,
Giles Webb conveyed land to Thomas Cardwell, both of Varina, 100 acres boubded by lines of
Cardwell and Henry Pruit (Henrico Bk 5, p. 528).

On Feb. 1, 1695, Henry Prewitt having attended one day as a witness in behalf of Mr. Jno
Pleasants in his suit against Nathaniel Cardwell, has an order for 40 pounds of tobacco against the
said Pleasants according to law (Henrico Bk 3, p. 85). Also on Feb. 1, 1695, the estate of Barth
paid Hen. Prewett 15 shillings (Henrico Order Bk 5, p. 620).

In Feb. 1695, Hen Prewett and three others made inventory of Edward Jones (Henrico Order
Bk 5, p. 628). Inventory of Edward Jones listed Feb. 19, 1695 (Henrico Order Bk 5, p. 630).

On June 1, 1695, Henry Prewett being summoned as a witness in behalf of Allanson Clarke
against Mr. Frances Reeves, has an order granted against said Clarke for 40 pounds of tobacco,
he having attended one day (Henrico Bk 3, p. 59).
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On April 1, 1697, Henry Prewett of Henrico sold 220 acres to Mary Jones. Land on the North
side of James River, John Higledy, Edward Jones, part of the land patented by Henry in 1686,
"and upon which I now live", it being the southernmost end of the said tract next to Thomas
Field's Creek. Witnessed by: Giles Webb and John Wilson, recorded April 17, 1697 (Henrico Bk
5, p. 701). Henry Prewett comes into Court and acknowledges conveyance of 220 acres of land
to Mary Jones (Henrico Bk 3, p. 141).

On Dec. 1, 1699, Hen. Prewett was a Grand Juror (Henrico Bk 1697-1699, p. 153). Several
people have thought that the Prewitt's of Virginia oniginated with the French Huguenot, Roger
Pratt, and his wife Mary. When Roger and Mary Prouit or Pratt, settled at Manakin Virginia in
1699 (The Huguenot, 1926, Vol. 2, p. 15), the Prewitt's had been recorded in Henrico Co., VA
records for over 20 years. John Prewitt donated to a fund to help "the poverty stricken settlement
of French Huguenots at Manikin Town in 1700" (Virgiua Historical Collections, No. 5,
Huguenot Emigration to Virginia, p. 65).

On April 3, 1702, Henry Prewitt sold land (LDS Library, F Va pt 2 (pt1) 7559, p. 278). June
Court 1711, Henry Pruet, over aged person exempt from paying poll tax (Orders 1710-1714, p.
73; Reel 66, pt 1, Richmond).

Henry Prewitt died in Henrico Co., VA before June 1722. In the June Court, 1722, Rebecca
Pruit, widow of Henry Pruit, late of this County, dec'd, being summeoned to adm. estate of dec'd
husband and failing to do so, on motion of Teston Woodson, a Quaker, it is granted him letters of
adm. of estate of Henry Pruit. Willian Kent, John Huckaby, John Lewis, William Womack or any
three of these to appraise the estate. John Woodson is also included (Minutes 1719-1722, p. 182;
Reel 66, pt 2, Richmond).

In 1739, the vestry proceeds to lay the parish levy; to the church wardens for Rebecca Pruett,
698 pounds tobacco (History of Henrico Parish and Old St. John's Church, Richmond, 1611-
1904, by Moore, p. 50).

Rebecca died in Henrico Co., VA in 1748. Henrico Parish for the year 1748, to Robert Morris
for burying Rebecca Pruitt, 200 Pounds (History of Henrico Panish and Oid St. John's Church,
Richmond, 1611-1904, by Moore, p. 83).

(H2) ANDREW PREWITT (son of Henry Prewitt and Rebecca Dabbs) was born in Henrico Co.,
VA about 1695. He married Agnes 7 , and had three known children:

(H21) Michael Prewitt, Sr., b. ca 1720 Henrico Co., VA; m. lst: Elizabeth Simpkins ca 1742,
m.2nd: Mary Thurston in Halifax Co., VA on March 10, 1778; and died in Jessamine
Co., KY on April 4, 1798

(H22) Mourning Prewitt, b. ca 1725 Henrico Co., VA; m. Willlam Webb in Goochland Co., VA
before 1750; and died in Patrick Co., VA after 1795

s(H23) Byrd Prewitt, b. ca 1728 Goochland Co., VA; m. Nancy Dyer; and died in Warren Co.,
GA in 1800

Henrico Co., VA Feb. Court, 1719, Thomas Randolph sued Andrew Pruit and later Hugh and
Thomas Pruit.

In 1727, the portion of Henrico County where Andrew Pruit resided, was placed in the newly
formed Goochland Co., Virginia.

March Court 1728, Goochland Co., VA., Andrew Pruit mentioned (Goochland Bk 1, p. 89).
July Court 1730, Andrew Pruit was a plaintiff, and won his case the following May 1731
(Goochland Order Bk 2, p. 14). May Court 1731, Richard Pruit of Henrico Co. granted 795
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pounds of tobacco for seven days as witness and coming and returning 25 miles to testify for
Andrew Pruit in his suit vs Charles Johnson (Goochland Bk 2, p. 116).

On June 16, 1731, Charles Johnson vs Andrew Pruit to review a judgment in Goochland
County.

The 1746 tithables for Goochland Co., VA lists Andrew and Richard Pruet in the Northern
Parish, and Henry and Isham Pruit in the Southern Parish. Andrew and Richard were listed in the
Northern Parish in 1747 and 1749. In 1749, the Southern Parish of Goochland County was
formed into Cumberland County.

On Sept. 9, 1750, Andrew and Agnes Pruet sold the land where they lived in Goochland County
to Robert Addams of Albemarle County. One hundred acres bounded by Mathew Hutcheson and
Mathew Collins, and witnessed by: William Webb and Byrd Pruet (Goochland Deed Bk 6, p.
110).

On Oct. 20, 1751, Andrew Pruet motions the court that he has lost his sight very much which
prevents him from maintaining himself, whereupon it is considered that he (be) free hereafter from
paying his County leveys (Goochland Order Bk 7 (1750-1757), p. 75).

Andrew moved to Bedford Co., VA where his son, Michael Prewitt, Sr., resided. On Dec. 9,
1762, Michael Prewit of Bedford bought 171 acres from Richard Parker for 74 Pounds.
Witnessed by: Andrew Prewit, Thomas Watkins, Richard Parker, Jr., James Prewit and Charles
Talbott (Bedford Deed Bk 2, p. 265).

Andrew Prewitt died in Bedford Co, VA in 1763. Nov. Court 1763, Will of Andrew Pruit
proved by witnesses (Bedford Bk 3, p. 79). Feb. Court 1764, another entry of the proof of the
Will of Andrew Pruit, by witnesses (Bedford Bk 3, p. 89).




EXPLANATION OF NUMBERING SYSTEM

The descendants of BYRD PRUITT are numbered as follows: The FIRST GENERATION,

Byrd Pruitt's children, are identified by a single digit (1 to 5) corresponding to the order of birth.

Byrd's grandchildren, being the SECOND GENERATION, age listed with two digit numbers.
Each succeeding generation has one more digit than the last one. Each INDIVIDUAL bears his
parents number with his own placed after it. No. 5234 has his parents number 523, and then his
own number 4. To find the parents of No. 5234, you would look up No. 523 in a preceding
paragraph.

An (*) asterisk after the child indicates that there is no further information on that child.



BYRD PRUITT

BYRD PRUITT (son of Andrew Pruitt and Agnes) was born in Goochland Co., VA about 1728,
and married Nancy "Nanny" Dyer. Nancy was born in Caroline Co., VA about 1739 to John Dyer
and his first wife, believed to be a Bluford.

Byrd and Nancy had the following children:

(1) Levi Pruitt, b. ca 1755 Halifax Co., VA
(2) Lemuel Pruitt, b. ca 1760 Halifax Co., VA
(3) Elisha Pruitt, b. ca 1761 Halifax Co., VA
(4) Austin Pruitt, b. VA

(5) Nancy Pruitt, b. VA

The first record we have on Byrd Pruitt is when he witnessed his fathers deed on Sept. 9, 1750.
His father sold the land where he lived in Goochland Co., VA to Robert Adams.

This Indenture made this minth day of September in the year of our Lord One Thousand Seven
hundred and fifty. Between Robert Addams of the County of Albemarle and Andrew Pruet of
County of Goochland. Witness that the said Robert Addams do acknowledge his right and title
to a peace of land Y'e s'd and Pruet that the said Pruet now lives on believing it to be a
hundred acres binding upon Mathew Hutcheson and Mathew Collins being the same more or
less.
Given under my hand and seal this Day and year above mentioned. I
Signed sealed and delivered '
in the presence of

William Webb !
Byrd Pruet

at a Court held for Goochland County, Nov. 20, 1750, This deed was Prov'd by the oaths of
witnesses thereto to be the act and Deed of Rob. Addams, which was ordered to be recorded.

(Goochland Co. Deed Bk 6, p. 110)

In Colonial times, there was no set spelling for a name. A name was often spelled two or more
ways on a single document. Each Clerk or Recorder would spell a name the way it sounded to
him.

Byrd Pruitt moved to southern Virginia, where several members of the Pruitt family had
previously settled. In 1756, Byrd Prewet was mentioned in Halifax Co., VA Order Bk 2, p. 90.



On March 16, 1758, Deed of Gift, John Dyer to daughter Nanny Pruett, wife of Bird Pruitt, for
natural love and affection that he bears for his said daughter, a tract of land which was part of a
patent he got in 1755. Land containing 108 acres, also pieces or parcels of land with buildings,
etc.. Signed: John Dyer; witnessed by: Joseph Collins, John Bates and Charles Bostick; rec.
March 16, 1758 (Halifax Deed Bk 1, p. 428).

In May 1758, Byrd Prewit made a purchase at the Harry Chiles estate sale in Bedford Co., VA
(Bedford Will Bk 1, p. 517). In 1759, Nancy, wife of Byrd Pruet, was mentioned in Halifax Co.,
VA Order Bk 2, p. 332.

The estate of Shadrack Tribble vs Byrd Prewitt and Michael Prewitt in 1761, was dismissed
(Halifax Order Bk 3, p. 378).

On May 21, 1761, Byrd Pruit bought 200 acres on Bradley Creek, Halifax Co., VA from
William Hodges (Halifax Deed Bk 3, p. 110). On Feb. 18, 1762, Byrd sold the 200 acres on
Bradley Creek to Thomas Hodges (Halifax Deed Bk 4, p. 157).

On April 19, 1764, Byrd Pruett and wife Nanney sold 108 acres to John Gunson, alt of Halifax
Co., in consid. of 10 Pounds. Land being part of a 1755 patent in Halifax County to John Dyer.
Witnessed by: Joseph Collins, Spilt Torble and Owen Murphy (Halifax Deed Bk S, p. 66).

On July 19, 1764, Byrd Pruitt bought 365 acres from John Ballinger in consid. of 30 Pounds.
Land on Straightstone Creek, granted by patent first to Isaac Eachol's on Sept. 20, 1751. Rec.
July 19, 1764 (Halifax Deed Bk 5, p. 141).

The list of polls taken for the Election to the House of Burgesses on Nov. 28, 1764, shows
Byrd Prewit voted for Edward Booker (p. 389, no. 93). The list of polls taken for the Election to
the House of Burgesses on July 17, 1765, shows Byrd Pruit voted for Edward Booker (p. 394,
no. 227) and for Thomas Green (p. 401, no. 14).

In 1766, the area where Byrd Pruitt resided on Straightstone Creek, was placed in the newly
organized Pittsylvania Co., Virginia.

The June 10, 1767 list of tithes taken by Thomas Dillard, Jr. in Pittsylvania Co., VA shows Byrd
Prewet with 360 acres. The 1770 list of tithes taken by John Dix in Pittsylvania County shows
Byrd Prewitt with 1 tith.

Byrd Prewitt vs Thomas Justice on July 28, 1770 (Pittsylvania Order Bk 1, p. 233). Byrd Pruet
vs James Waldrope, judgement on note for 40 shillings March 29, 1771 (Pittsylvania Order Bk 1,
p. 281).

At a meeting of the Camden Parish Vestry, Pittsylvania County, Nov. 23, 1772, for laying
Parish Levy, ordered that Byrd Prewett, George Evans, Edmund King, process all the patent land
between Doss's Road on Staunton River, beginning at James Doss's then along Doss's road to
Clement's road, thence down Clement's road to Hickey's road. Ordered that John Adams, Reuben
Payne, Henry Prewett and Henry McDaniel process all the patent land from mouth of Whitehorn
up Banister River to the mouth of Great Cherrystone. That they begin said work by first of
February and return same to vestry by last of March following, a particular account of every mans
land in the said bounds.

On Feb. 1, 1773, Byrd Prewett sold 215 acres to Joseph East in consid. of 50 Pounds. Land on
Straightstone Creek, being part of a greater quantity granted first to Isaac Echols, joining lands of
Joseph Collins and Stephen Collins (Pittsylvania Deed Bk 3, p. 173).

On March 25, 1773, Byrd Prewett bought two parcels of land from Frances Luck, both of
Pittsylvania Co., in consid. of 200 Pounds. One tract containing 400 acres and the other tract 327
acres lying on White Oak Creek, first granted to Benjamin Mosby bearing date Jan. 10, 1748, for
non-payment of Quit-Rents; again granted to Pendexter Mosby, which assigned same to Frances
Luck, which new grant bearing date May 23, 1763 (Pittsylvania Deed Bk 3, p. 167).
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BYRD PRUITT

On March 25, 1773, Byrd Prewett sold his remaining 150 acres on Straightstone Creek to
Michael Gilbert in consid of 64 Pounds. Land being part of the old patent of Isaac Echols
(Pittsylvania Deed Bk 3, p. 171).

Byrd Prewitt vs John Clever on July 22, 1773 (Pittsylvania Order Bk 2, p. 227). The 1775 list
of tithes by William Thomas shows Bird Prewitt and Levy Prewitt taxed for 2 persons. The 1777
list of tithes by William Short shows Byrd Pruet and Levi Pruet taxed 1 tith and 137 acres.

QOaths of Allegiance taken in Pittsylvanmia Co., VA in 1777 include Bird Pruitt and Levey Pruitt.
On Oct. 22, 1779, Byrd Prewett of Pittsylvania County sold land to Christopher Robinson of
Amelia County, in consid. of 7,000 Pounds. Two tracts of land purchased by Pruit in the year
1773 from Frances Luck, one of 400 acres and the other of 337 acres, both on White Oak Creek.
Rec. Nov. 16, 1779 (Pittsylvania Deed Bk 5, p. 314).

Byrd Prewitt vs Joseph Jennings on March 21, 1780 (Pittsylvania Order Bk 4, p. 295). On
Nov. 20, 1781, Elizabeth Prewet vs Byrd Prewett in chancery, dismissed (Pittsylvania Order Bk 4,
p. 386). Byrd Prewitt vs Joseph Jennings, Ex. on Oct. 16, 1782 (Pittsylvania Order Bk 4, p. 445).

Byrd Pruitt moved to Montgomery Co., VA about this time. He was granted 50 acres on
Crooked Creek and New River, Montgomery Co., VA on Nov. 22, 1782 His son, Elisha, was
granted 60 acres on Crooked Creek and New River the same date. On Nov. 26, 1782, Byrd
Prewitt was granted another 150 acres on Crooked Creek and New River;, and on Oct. 14, 1783,
Byrd Prewitt was granted another 150 acres on New River in Montgomery County.

The 1782-87 Virginia Tax Payers list Byrd Pruit in Montgomery Co., VA with 1 poll and 2
slaves. (NOTE: The Byrd Prewitt recorded in Halifax Co., VA on the 1782-85 Virginia Tax
Payers, was a son of Michael Prewitt, Sr.) Byrd's son, Lemuel, was listed on a Montgomery Co.,
VA roster roll.

On July 20, 1784, Byrd Prewitt vs Comnelius Shutout in Pittsylvania Co., VA (Pittsylvania
Order Bk 5, p. 108).

Byrd's son, Levi, married Elizabeth Taliaferro in 1778 and moved with her parents to Surry Co.,
NC, and then to Wilkes Co., GA in 1784-85. Byrd Pruitt and the rest of the family moved to
Wilkes Co., GA about 1787.

On Oct. 23, 1787, Byrd Pruitt witnessed a deed between Sarah Taylor and Jesse Miller for 100
acres (Wilkes Deed Bk BB, p. 30).

On March 28, 1789, Byrd Pruitt bought 350 acres on Rocky Comfort Creek, Wilkes Co., GA
from John Torrence. Land bounded by Joseph Higginbotham, witnessed by: Jas Johnson, Hugh
Rees and Mathew Hubert (Wilkes Deed Bk HH, p. 241).

The 1791 Tax List for Wilkes Co., GA shows Byrd Pruett with 350 acres. The 1793 Tax List
for Wilkes Co., GA shows Byrd Pruitt paid taxes in Capt. Medlock's Dist., no. 6, on 350 acres of
land adjoining Moore, 1 free white male 21 years of age or older, and 2 slaves under 60 years of
age.

In 1793, the portion of Wilkes County where Byrd resided, was placed inthe newly formed
Warren Co., Georgia.

The 1794 Tax List for Warren Co., GA shows Byrd Pruitt paid taxes in Capt. Friend's Dist. on
1 free white male 21 years of age or older, 2 slaves, and 350 acres of land on Rocky Comfort
water course, adjoining lands of McCormick and Beasley.

On Dec. 28, 1795, Byrd Pruitt of Warren County bought 200 acres of land on Rocky Comfort
Creek from John Hull of Camden County for 50 Pounds Sterling. Land originally granted to
Absolem Jackson on Feb. 25, 1786 (Warren Deed Bk A, p. 285).



On April 7, 1798, Byrd Pruitt sold 200 acres on Rocky Comfort Creek to Levi Pruitt for 5
shillings sterling. Proved March 17, 1799; rec. Feb. 1, 1800 (Warren Deed Bk A, p. 596).

On Sept. 22, 1799, Deed of Gift from Byrd Pruitt to daughter, Nancy, and son, Austin. Nancy,
1/2 household goods and house, Austin, $350, and also 1/2 household goods, griss and saw mills
and other considerations.

Byrd Pruitt died in Warren Co., GA about 1800. On May 8, 1800, final settlement of estate of
Bird Pruitt: L. Pruitt and Leml Pruitt relinquish claims to all lands belonging to the estate of Bird
Pruitt to Augustin Pruitt and Nancy Wilkinson.

On May 8, 1803, Hold Harmless and Quit Claim from L. Pruitt to John Torrence for certain
interference in the lines of a tract of land on Rocky Comfort sold by John Torrence to "my father
Bird Pruitt", adjoining now the property of Rich and Beasley. The property was granted to John
Torrence in 1789 as a "Head Right" and sold to Bird Pruitt on March 28, 1789.




LEVI PRUITT

(1) LEVI PRUITT (son of Byrd Pruitt and Nancy Dyer) was born in Halifax Co., VA about 1755.
He was taxed with his father in Pittsylvama Co., Virginia. The 1775 list of tithes by William
Thomas shows: Bird & Levy Prewitt, 2 persons. The 1777 list of tithes by William Short shows:
Byrd & Levi Pruet, 1 tith, 137 acres; John Taliaferro, 2 tithes, negro Joice. QOaths of Allegiance
taken in Pittsylvania Co., VA in 1777 include Bird Pruitt and Levey Pruitt.

Levi married Elizabeth Taliaferro in Pittsylvania Co., VA on Oct. 22, 1778 (Crozier Vol. 9, p.
123; & Marriage Bonds 1767-1862, p. 2). Consent given Oct. 3, 1778. Elizabeth was a dau. of
Dr. John Taliaferro and Mary Hardin.

Levi and Elizabeth had the following children:

Following their marriage, Levi moved with Elizabeth's parents to Surry Co., North Carolina.
Levi is said to have entered the Rev. War from Surry Co_, NC, but no record of his service has
been found. Levi and family came with his father-in-law, Dr. John Taliaferro and family to
Georgia.

In 1785, Levi received an original grant of 300 acres in Wilkes Co., GA., as stated when Levi
Pruitt and wife, Elizabeth, sold 40 acres to Amos Wright in 1795.

On Nov. 6, 1786, Levi Pruitt bought 500 acres on Middle Creek in Wilkes Co., GA from
Absalom Eilands and wife Nancy in consid. of 100 Pounds (Wilkes Deed Bk CC, p. 128).

On Oct. 23, 1787, Levi Pruitt and Byrd Pruitt witnessed the deed between Sarah Taylor and
Jesse Miller for 100 acres (Wilkes Deed Bk BB, p. 30).

When the Williams Creek Baptist Church was formed in Wilkes Co., GA on Dec. 22, 1787, the
charter shows among others: Levi Pruitt, Joseph Brantley, Benjamin Brantley, Philip Brantley,
Elisha Pruitt, Elizabeth Pruitt, Roda Pruitt and Ann Brantley.

Levi was a Capt. in the 3rd Company, Alexander's Battalion, in the Wilkes Co_, GA Militia from
Aug. 15, 1787 to June 1791.

The 1790 Justices of Peace for Wilkes Co., GA lists Levy Prewett. In 1791, Levi Pruitt was
granted 250 acres in Richmond (now Columbia) Co., GA (Bk VVV, p. 219). On May 7, 1792,
Levy Pruett gave a road report in Wilkes Co., Georgia.

The 1793 Tax List for Wilkes Co., GA shows Levi Pruitt paid taxes in Capt. Slatter's Dist., no
5, on 500 acres of 3rd quality land adjoining Gibson, and one free white male 21 years of age or
older. Levi was Tax Receiver in Capt. Alexander's Battalion in Wilkes County in 1793.

In 1793, the portion of Wilkes County where Levi resided, was placed in the newly formed
Warren Co., Georgia.

The 1794 Tax List for Warren Co., GA shows Levi Pruitt paid taxes in Capt. Slatter's Dist. on
one free white male 21 years of age or older, and 500 acres of land on Middle Creek adjoining
Hardin and Gibson.

In 1794, Williams Creek Baptist Church nominate and appoint Levi Pruitt, Elisha Pruitt, Lemuel
Pruitt to go as helps to Day's meeting house to endeavor to settle a matter between John Kirk and
Jeffrey Bosdel.



On Nov. 10, 1794, Levi Pruitt sold 52 acres on Carsons Creek to Thomas Parham, land granted
in 1791 to Levi. Witnessed by Peter Parham (Warren Deed Bk A, p. 391). On Nov. 10, 1794,
Lemuel Pruitt bought 90 acres on Middle Creek, adjoining Levi Pruitt, from Joseph Miller.
Witnessed by: Reuben Meadows and L. Pruitt (Warren Deed Bk A, p. 391).

Levi was a Justice of the Peace in Warren Co., GA on Nov. 10, 1794, and was a Delegate to
the Constitutional Convention from Warren County in 1795.

On July 11, 1795, Brother Levi Pruitt and Brother Elisha Pruitt being cited for joining the order
of free-masons.

In 1795, Levi Pruitt and wife, Elizabeth, sold 40 acres to Amos Wright. Land granted Levi in
1785, rec. Nov. 27, 1795 (Warren Deed Bk A, p. 104).

In Oct. 1795, Brother Lovel and Brothers Levi and Lemuel Pruitt were appointed to attend the
Association on Tuglo.

Levi was Judge of the Supreme Court of Warren Co., GA June 23, 1796 to Feb. 14, 1799, and
was a member of the House of Representatives from Warren County from 1797 to 1801,

On Dec. 23, 1796, Mark Hardin sold 148 acres on Middle Creek adjacent to Levi and Lemuel
Pruitt. In 1797, Levy Pruitt was granted 200 acres in Wilkes County (Bk ZZZZ, p. 175).

Levi Pruitt was listed as a JP in Warren Co., GA in 1798 (Georgia Genealogical Magazine,
April 24, 1967). Levi Pruitt and John Lawson were Justices of the Inferior Court.

On April 7, 1798, Levi Pruitt bought 200 acres on Rocky Comfort Creek from Byrd Pruitt for 5
shillings sterling, being part of a tract of land whereon the said Byrd Pruitt now lives. Proved
March 17, 1799; rec. Feb. 1, 1800 (Warren Deed Bk A, p. 596).

On July 2, 1798, Levi Pruitt JP witnessed the deed of Lemuel Pruitt and wife, Catey, selling 270
acres on Middle Creek to Churchill Gibson (Warren Deed Bk A, p. 430).

On Dec. 3, 1798, Levi Pruitt and wife, Elizabeth, sell 2 tracts adjacent on waters of Middle
Creek to Isaiah Tucker, 260 acres in all (Warren Deed Bk A, p. 599).

On May 8, 1800, final settlement of estate of Bird Pruitt, L. Pruitt and Leml. Pruitt relinquish
claims to all lands belonging to the estate of Bird Pruitt to Augustin Pruitt and Nancy Wilkinson.

On Jan. 5, 1802, Levi Pruett, Esq. bought 150 acres from Austin Pruitt of Warren County,
planter, for $1400. Being the last part of a 300 acre grant to John Torrance, 1789 on Rocky
Comfort Creek of Oquechee River, conveyed from Torrance to Bird Pruitt and from Bird Pruitt
to the said Austin, conveys all that part of 350 acres that had not been heretofore conveyed to
John McCormick; also another tract of 200 acres granted Absolem Jackson in 1785 - sold to Mr.
John D. Young and thence to John Hill, thence to Bird Pruett, then to Austin Pruett and now to
Levi Pruett with the above mentioned 150 acres, known as Pruett Mill, with said mills and all
improvements. Witnessed by: James McCormick and 7 Jones (Warren Deed Bk B, p.
2710,

On May 8, 1803, Hold Harmless and Quit Claim from L. Pruitt to John Torrence for certain
interference in the lines of a tract of land on Rocky Comfort sold by John Torrence to "my father
Bird Pruitt” adjoining now the property of Rich and Beasley. The property was granted to John
Torrence in 1789 as a "Head Right" and sold to Bird Pruitt on March 28, 1789.

On March 5, 1804, Levi Pruitt of Warren Co., GA gave a Quit Claim to a certain negro wench
named Dinah, and her children, "to my loving sister Nancy Williams".

Levi died in Warren Co., GA on Nov. 14, 1804, and was buried in Warren County. On Jan. 7,
1805, Elizabeth Pruitt and Byrd Pruitt apply for temp. administration of estate of Levi Pruitt; Joel
Neal and Hardin Pruitt sureties on the bond.

On March [1, 1805, Estate of Levi Pruitt administered. Executors were Elizabeth Pruitt and
Byrd Pruitt; with Matthew McCrary as one of the appraisers.
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The 1805 Tax List for Warren Co., GA shows: Bird Pruitt paid 31 1/2 cents poll tax in Capt.
David Neal's Dist. for himself and also $2.56 1/2 as administrator of Levi Pruitt for 7 slaves, and
300 acres of 3rd quality land on the waters of Rocky Comfory, adjoining land of McCormick.

On July 21, 1806, Elizabeth Pruitt, widow of Levi, to John McCormick, release of her dower,
undescribed lands. Witnessed by: James McCormick JP.

(11) HARDIN PRUITT (son of Levi Pruitt and Elizabeth Taliaferro) was born in Georgia in
1780, and married first: Martha "Patsy" (McCormick) Neal about 1804. Patsy was born on May
16, 1770 to James McCormick Esq. and Mary Ann Fletcher. Patsy was first married to Samuel
Neal, and had a son: James Meridith Neal, b. April 18, ?  (date not legible). Samuel Neal died
in Warren Co., GA in 1801.

Hardin and Patsy are said to have had the following children:

The 1805 Tax List for Warren Co., GA shows Hardin Pruitt paid 62 1/2 cents poll tax in Capt.
David Neal's Dist. on one slave. Hardin was a member of the House of Representatives, Warren
Co., GA from 1811 to 1814,

Patsy's children by her second marriage were remembered in her father, James McCormick
Esq.'s will on Sept. 6, 1814. James Neal, Jr. was guardian for three minor children for legacy left
them by their grandfather, James McCormick, Esq. Hardin Pruitt named guardian of his own
minor children in estate of their grandfather (Marcia and Terrel, children of Patty McCormick
Neal Pruitt and said Hardin Pruitt)

On Sept. 26, 1814, Hardson (Hardin) Pruitt enlisted in Capt. Neal's Company of Georgia
Militia, and was discharged March 2, 1815 at Savannah, Georgia.

The 1818 Tax List for Warren Co., GA shows Hardin Pruitt paid taxes in Capt. Harris's Dist. as
follows: 1 poll, 9 slaves, 300 acres of P quality land on Deep Creek adjoining Usry property and
stock in trade, $200, 490 acres of P quality land on Deep Creek adjoining McDonald; and as
administrator for the estate of Samuel Jones, dec'd, 5 slaves ("Some Early Tax Digests of
‘Georgia", p. 224).

The 1820 Census, Warren Co., Ga lists:

On Aug. 13, 1821, Hardin Pruitt was Justice of Inferior Court, Warren Co., Georgia. Hardin
moved to Alabama before 1841



According to Hardin's pension records, he married second: Elizabeth Jackson in Butler Co., AL
about 1841. They were married by Reuben M. Bonner, JP.
The 1850 Census, Butler Co., AL, p. 221, no. 647, lists:

Hardin died in Butler Co., AL on Oct. 20, 1858 Elizabeth married second: John McCook on
Oct. 13, 1860, with Judge S. J. Bolling officiating. Elizabeth and John were divorced in Oct.
1878, and Elizabeth applied for pension on March 24, 1879. She believed her husband, Harden,
obtained a 280 acre land warrant. The widow's application was rejected on May 17, 1879
because of her remarriage.

Elizabeth died after Jan. 20, 1880. Mrs. Ann McMiilan of Greenville, AL wrote Jan. 30, 1880
to ask if anyone was drawing pension of Hardin Pruitt's service.

(12) AUSTIN PRUITT (son of Levi Pruitt and Elizabeth Taliaferro) was born about 1782, and

married Nancy Yarbrough in Warren Co., GA on Feb. 27, 1800. (NOTE.: the Nancy Yarbrough

who married Elisha Neal in Warren Co., GA on Nov. 30, 1799, was a cousin of this Nancy)
Austin and Nancy had the following children:

On Oct. 24, 1808, Augustin Pruitt of Puinam Co bought lot 294, 2nd Dist. of Baldwin on
waters of Crooked Creek from John McKenzie of Jones Co. for $400. Witnessed by: J. S. Zachry
and Robert Hutchins; rec. March 15, 1814 (Putnam Deed Bk C, p. 227).

On Feb. 8, 1809, Augustin Pruitt of Putnam Co. sold lot 294 to Samuel Yarbrough of Warren
Co. for $1200. Witnessed by: James Lamar, Finney Dismukes and Joseph Turner, Jr.; rec. Nov.
19, 1810 (Putnam Deed Bk B, p. 85). On Oct. 17, 1818, Samuel Yarbrough of Warren Co. sold
this land to James Yarbrough.

Austin was murdered by highwaymen after selling cotton at Augusta, Georgia. Historians tell
us at that time, robbers were notoriously dangerous along these routes. A brother of Nancy is
said to have raised the children of Austin and Nancy in Putnam Co., GA (See Yarbrough section).

On March 18, 1811, "I Joseph Perry of Burke County appoint Rowland Mahone my attorney to
lease or rent a tract of land, lot 294, whereon Augustin Pruitt formerly lived, for a term of 1 year
or more. Witness. Peter F. Mahone and Mary A. Sanders; affirmed and recorded Nov. 18, 1812
(Putnam Deed Bk C, p. 98). Samuel Yarbrough of Warren Co. owned lot 294 at this time.
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Nancy married second: Henry Dixon in Putnam Co., GA on Jan. 9, 1816. Henry was a son of
Robert Dixon and Ann Bacon. Henry Dixon and his first wife, Elizabeth Ramey, sold land in
Wilkes Co., GA to James Campbell in 1791. 180 acres on Williams Creek adjacent John
Dismukes {Wilkes Deed Bk GG, p. 351}, Henry Dixon was in Putnam Co., GA by 1810, when he
was listed as having between 10-20 slaves. He is also on the 1813 tax list as having land in
Putnam and Jefferson Counties. On Feb. 8, 1814, James Yarbrough married Mary B. Dixon in
Putnam Co., Georgia.

Moses moved to Lee Co., AL about 1850. The Moses Y. Pruitt plantation was about a mile
from the center of Salem, Alabama. The plantation house had four rooms and a breezeway
running through the center of it. It is said that the negro slaves were fed corn bread with their
meals; the negro kitchen help would sneak biscuits out to the slave quarters whenever they could
get away with it. This old plantation had a small cotton gin on the place and also a large smoke
house. The plantation was primarily a cotton producing enterprise, but hogs and cows were
raised to help feed those who worked on the place.

Moses was one of the individuals in Salem, AL who sold parcels of land to the Montgomery
and West Point Railroad in 1853. Moses donated the land for the Salem Methodist Camp
Grounds about 1850, and this camp ground played a very important part in the religious life of the
community. Moses tented at the camp grounds as long as he lived. He 1s shown as being a
member of the Salem Masonic Lodge.

Moses died at Salem, AL on Dec, 25, 1876, and Edna died there on May 31, 1894, Both were
buried in the Salem Cemetery, adjoining the Salem Methodist Church, and are identified with
impressive marble monuments.

Wash was a farmer and member of the Union Chapel Methodist Church. He fought with the
34th Alabama Regiment during the War Between the States as a Lieutenant.

The plantation of Richard Washington Pruitt was two miles east of Salem, AL, and was entitled
to the name of a model farm. This farm consisted of 900 acres in a body, 500 of which were
purchased for about $1.00 per acre, and was then an old abandoned pine orchard. By an
intelligent system of rotation and fertilizing, it was brought up to a high state of productiveness
During the time Wash farmed this plantation, he never had to buy a bushel of corn, wheat or
bacon for his own use, but he did buy for his tenants. He had Irish potatoes all the year round,
from seed which he oniginally purchased; sweet potatoes all the year round to keep and to sell,
had a fresh fat kid, lamb, shote, or beef any time he wanted it.

Wash died at Salem, AL on March 26, 1881, and Mollie died there on May 10, 1904. Both
were buried in the Methodist Cem., Salem, AL, and are identified with impressive marble
monuments.

She worked for the Smith Fraley Lumber Company. Later she worked for the Fraser Brother's
Cotton Exchange where she remembers taking dictation until supper time. Then she would go to
the First National Bank and type for Mr. Timberlake, who was the vice-president of the bank.
She recalls how she would sit in the window and type for 5 c a letter, while children would stand
outside the window on the street and watch her hands fly across the keys. Another place she
worked was the Portland Cement Company, Ada, OK., where she was employed as a
stenographer as well as an assistant sales manager. At one time she worked for John Ringling and
for his Ringling Railroad, and also for the Ringling Construction Company.

The last job that Byrdie held before returning to the ranch was as Administrator of the Hardy
Sanitarium. Afier the stint at the hospital, she returned to her first true love, ranching and raising
cattle.

She was never afraid of work. She would plow the land for planting, mend or build fence, feed
cattle, and cut wood. She never faltered if there was a sick calf to be doctored.

When Byrdie was 82, she buiit a new brick home and moved into it during the summer of 1980.
She has always dressed the part of a hard working person. Byrdie has been a familiar sight in her
pants, shirt, boots (or tennis shoes) and a red billed cap to shade her face in the summer, and a red
sock cap to warm her head in the winter. Red has always been a favorite color which is reflected
in her red jeeps, red pick-ups, and red cattle trucks she owned.

Byrdie owned and operated a ranch that consisted of 2700 acres of land located in Carter and
Love Counties. Over 400 head of Prime cattle grazed on her holdings. (From article by Dana

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Records of Columbia Co., GA réveal that James and Rose sold their land there in late 1818, and
were in residence in Florida in 1819. An early settler following the submission of the Indians in
1818, James was an Indian fighter of repute and had a fortified blockhouse on the Jacksonville-
Baldwin Road. He served in the Indian Wars of the 1830's and was very active in the politics of
the area. He was the first Judge of the Nassau County Courts and organized them at the request
of the governor.

Lemuel Pruitt was 1st Lieut., 3rd Co., Alexander's Battalion, in Wilkes County Militia from
June 25, 1788 to June 1791.

On Jan. 9, 1789, Lemuel Pruitt of Wilkes Co. bought 150 acres on Middie Creek from William
Bishop and wife, Jane, of Greene County. One boundary being a line agreed upon by Byrd Pruitt
and Jos. Breed. Witnessed by: Philip Brantley and Dorcus Bishop (Wilkes Deed Bk HH, p. 250).

The 1791 Tax List for Wilkes Co., GA shows Lemuel Pruett paid taxes on 280 acres on Middle
Creek adjoining Breed, 2 slaves and 1 poll. The 1793 Tax List for Wilkes Co., GA shows Lemuel
Pruitt paid taxes in Capt. Slatter's Dist., no. 5, on 280 acres of 3rd quality land adjoining Breed; 3
slaves under 60 years of age; and poll tax on 1 free white male 21 years of age or older.

In 1793, the portion of Wilkes County where Lemuel resided, was placed in the newly formed
Warren Co., Georgia.

The 1794 Tax List for Warren Co., GA shows Lemuel Pruitt paid taxes in Capt. Slatter's Dist.
on 1 free white male 21 years of age or older; 3 negroes or other slaves; and 270 acres on Middle
Creek adjoining Hardin and Breed.

In 1794, Williams Creek Baptist Church nominate and appoint Levi Pruitt, Elisha Pruitt, Lemuel
Pruitt to go as helps to Day's meeting house to endeavor to settle a matter between John Kirk and
Jeffrey Bosdel.

On Nov. 10, 1794, Lemuel Pruitt bought 90 acres on Middle Creek, adjoining Levi Pruitt, from
Joseph Miller. Witnessed by: Reuben Meadows and L. Pruitt (Warren Deed Bk A, p. 391).

In Oct. 1795, the Williams Creek Baptist Church appointed Brother Lovel and Brothers Levi
and Lemuel Pruitt to attend the association on Tuglo.

On July 2, 1798, Lemuel Pruitt and wife, Catey, sold 270 acres on Middle Fork of Upton's
Creek, commonly called Middle Creek, to Churchill Gibson. Land adjoining Joseph Breed,
Lemuel Pruitt and Thomas Weakley, witnessed by Isaiah Tucker and Levi Pruitt JP (Warren
Deed Bk A, p. 430).

On May 8, 1800, final settlement of estate of Bird Pruitt; L. Pruitt and Leml. Pruitt relinquish
claims to all lands belonging to the estate of Bird Pruitt to Augustin Pruitt and Nancy Wilkinson.

On March 2, 1805, Lemuel Pruitt of Warren Co., GA sells to David Golden, land estimated to
be 195 acres on Harts Creek, in consid. of $750. Witnessed by: Philip Brantley and Henry
Golden; rec. Dec. 15, 1809 (Warren Deed Bk C, p. 257).

Lemuel Pruitt moved to Maury Co., TN in 1805. William B. Wilkes, noted Maury County
historian, says that Lemuel Prewett bought 1,000 acres on Fountain Creek at $1.00 per acre.

On Dec. 21, 1807, Lemuel Prewett was elected J P. (Tennessee Cousins, by Ray, 1950, p. 592).
Lemuel Prewett et al signed Bond of $2000 for the County Treasurer (Maury Co. Minutes 1807-
1809, p. 3,4, & 5).

1807-1809, Appointed to view, mark, and lay out road from Columbia, TN to Lemuél Prewitt's
on head of Fountain Creek.

1810, Appointed to lay out road from Jesse Evans to Esq. Prewett's (1810 Minute Bk, p. 113).
1811, Justices to receive taxes: Lemuel Pruett in Capt. Russel's Company. The 1811 Taxes for
Maury Co., TN, p. 31 lists Lemuel Prewett, 750 acres on Fountain Creek, 1 poli, 6 slaves.

1812, Lemuel Prewitt, Esq., was the father of Abner and Dyer Prewitt, who fought in the War
of 1812 (Maury Co. Historical Sketches).

On June 10, 1814, Lemuel Prewett bought 785 acres on Fountain Creek from Jones Kendrick,
Sr. for $1350, both of Maury Co., Tennessee. Being part of a 5000 acre tract of land granted to
Jones Kendrick, founded on a warrant no. 535, being at a Muiberry stake in Lemuel Prewett's
improvement, etc. Witnessed by: Thomas Goodrum. Jones Kendrick, Junr. and Abner Prewett;
rec. Dec. 8, 1814 (Maury Deed Bk F, p. 16; and Historical Southern Families, Vol. 1, p. 61).

On Aug. 17, 1814, Lemuel Prewett and Olsimus Kendrick were sued for debt. Claim was
disallowed by March Court 1815,

On July 24, 1815, Lemuel Prewett bought 7 acres on Fountain Creek from Thomas Richardson
for $100, both of Maury Co., part of 200 acres on which he now lives, and deed to Richardson by
Washington L. Hammon and others, being part of Elijjah Robertson's 5000 acre tract, Entry no.
1043. Witnessed by: Abner Prewett, Elisha Pullen and Elisha D. Prewett; rec. May 16, 1817
(Maury Deed Bk G, p. 20).

On April 20, 1816, Lemuel Prewett bought 100 acres on Fountain Creek from Washington L.
Hammon & Patsy, his wife;, John Childress and Elizabeth, his wife; Stirling C. Robertson and
Eldridge B. Robertson; by Washington L. Hammon, their attorney for $300; being part of Elyah:
Robertson's 5000 acre tract no. 1045 (Maury Deed Bk J, p. 423).

On Feb. 20, 1817, Lemuel Prewett bought 132 acres on Fountain Creek from Thomas Gill for
$528. Part of a 1861 acre tract granted to Thomas Gill by State of North Carolina on North bank
of Fountain Creek. Rec. June 4, 1817 (Maury Deed Bk G, p. 63).
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Lemuel Prewett was appointed overseer of the road from his house to the Giles County Line on
Aug 22, 1817

The 1820 Tax List for Maury Co., TN shows Lemuel Prewett paid taxes on 533 acres, 1 white
poll and 7 black. The 1820 Census, Maury Co., TN, p. 37 lists:

When the Mississippi Territory was opened to settlement, Lemuel and his sons carried freight by
mule team between Maury Co., TN and Monroe Co., MS from 1818 until they established homes
in Mississippi about 1821, and sold their Tennessee holdings. Land purchases in Monroe Co., MS
were not recorded until 1824, several years after the County was formed.

On Oct. 18, 1821, Lemuel Pruitt of Maury Co_, TN to Elisha D. Prewitt of same, 100 acres in
Maury County on Fountain Creek for $800. Part of 5000 acre grant to Jones Kendrick and also,
part of said as deeded me by Kendrick. Witnessed by: Larkin Prewitt and Allen Hill; rec. Aug. 8,
1822 (Maury Deed Bk J, p. 729).

On Oct. 18, 1821, Lemuel Prewitt to Nathan McGee, 40 acres on Fountain Creek for $200.
Part of the 5000 acre grant. Witnessed by: Allen Hill and Elisha D. Prewitt, rec. March 22, 1822
(Maury Deed Bk J, p. 301).

On Oct. 18, 1821, Lemuel Prewitt to John Kirk, 104 1/2 acres on Fountain Creek for $667,
both of Maury County. Witnessed by: Larkin Prewitt and Allen Hill; rec. July 30, 1822.

On Oct. 18, 1821, Lemuel Prewitt to Jesse Tomlinson, 26 acres on Fountain Creek for $130.
Witnessed by: Allen Hill and Elisha D. Prewitt; rec. Aug. 7, 1822.

On Oct. 23, 1821, Lemuel Pruett of State of Mississippi, Monroe County to Abner Pruett of
same, 200 acres in Maury Co., TN for $1000. South boundary line, James Kendrick's survey,
John Kirk's south boundary line, Tomlinson's corner, Kirk Prewitt's corner, Kirk Prewitt's line.
Witnessed by: Allen Hill and Elisha D. Prewitt; rec. July 6, 1822 (Maury Deed Bk J, p. 511).

On Oct. 23, 1821, Lemuel Prewett of Monroe Co., MS to Kirk Prewett of Maury Co., TN, 100
acres on Fountain Creek in Maury Co., TN. Witnessed by: Allen Hill and Elisha D. Prewett; rec.
July 6, 1822 (Maury Deed Bk J, p. 513).

In 1826, Lemuel Prewett sold 330 acres in Maury Co., TN to Joseph Brown (Maury Deed Bk
L. 21).

On April 4, 1826, Lemuel Prewett, Elisha D. Prewett and John Kirk of Monroe Co., MS sold
312 acres on Fountain Creek in Maury Co., TN to John Farney of Maury Co., TN for $2814.
Rec. Oct. 10, 1826 (Maury Deed Bk M, p. 125).

Lemuel Prewett was a Member of the House of Representatives, Mississippi Legislature from
1828 to 1838.

Catherine died about 1829 or 1830 in Monroe Co., MS, and may have been buried in one of the
more than 100 unmarked graves in Boggan Cemetery, located east of the Hatley Community.

On April 5, 1830, Probate Court appointed Lemuel Prewett and Benjamin C. White as
administrators of the estate of William W. White, dec'd. The Court appointed Lemuel Prewett,
grandfather, as the legal guardian of William W. White, Jr.
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The 1830 Census, Monroe Co., MS_, p. 135 lists:

I.emuel and his sons, Abner, Larkin, Elisha Dyer, Kirk and Mark, had become the largest land
owners and the most extensive farm operators who resided on the east side of the Tombigbee
River. Together they owned more than 5,000 acres and the 1830 census lists them as the owners
of 108 slaves. They remained on their homesteads and plantations until about 1845, when they
began moving west of the Tombigbee to the new town of Aberdeen.

On June 22, 1831, Lemuel Prewitt of Monroe Co., MS entered into a marriage contract in
Maury Co., TN with Elizabeth Johnston (Maury Deed Bk O, p. 471). Elizabeth was the widow
of Nathaniel Johnston, by whom she had children: John Johnston and Mary Johnston. 550 acres
of land whereon she now lives, slaves, were set aside for her children; witnessed by: Willoughly
Howard and William §. Gooch.

In April 1835, Lemuel Prewett and Elizabeth Prewett, admrx vs Lewis Johnston, Jacob
Johnston and Jesse Johnston, heirs of Amos Johnston. Elizabeth Prewett formerly Elizabeth
Johnston, admrx of Amos Johnston, dec'd, and Lemuel Prewett her present husband of Maury,
that before her marriage with intestate Amos Johnston, a marriage contract was entered into by
which certain property was reserved for and settied upon her, that I .ewis Johnston, Jacob
Johnston an infant under age 21, and Jesse Johnston, an infant under 21, are heirs and distributees
of Amos Johnston, and be made defendents, filed Jan. 3, 1832. Answer of Jesse Johnston by his
guardian Lewis Johnston, respondent's father Amos Johnston in the year 1829 died intestate
leaving respondent's mother (the complainant) in possession of property. Answer of Jesse
Johnston says father Amos Johnston died in June 1829. Copy of letter of Adm. session of July
Term 1829, Elizabeth Johnston made administrix, commissioners to settle estate of Amos
Johnston were Nathan Coffey, Joel Reese and David Craig (Maury Chancery Court Records
1810-1860, p. 191).

In 1836, Lemuel Prewett, Deed of Trust to George Wight, et al, George Wightman cashier of
Aberdeen & Pontotoc Railroad, Lemuel indebted for sum of $1,102.33/100 (Monroe Deed Bk 5,
p. 467).

On Sept. 13, 1837, Lemuel Prewett and wife Elizabeth Prewett, adm. and admrx of Amos
Johnson, dec'd, all of Monroe Co., MS to James Patterson of Giles Co., TN 253 3/4 acres in Giles
Co., TN for $918.72. Land part of a tract granted Alex Kerr and James Porter for Revolutionary
Services. Transaction made in Monroe Co., MS (Giles Deed Bk N, p. 277).

On Oct. 26, 1837, Lemuel Prewett, Elizabeth Prewett, Lewis Johnson, Jacob N. Johnson of
Monroe Co., MS to Martha Ann Wortham, formerly Martha Ann Terry, (named) heirs of David
Terry, dec'd, land in Maury Co., TN; 531 acres, 2nd tract: 19 acres, part of James Houston's 5000
acre survey; 3rd tract: 160 acres, part of J. Houston's grant from State of North Carolina. (This
land owned by Elizabeth Johnson Prewett prior to her 2nd marriage) Rec. Dec. 12, 1837 (Maury
Deed Bk U, p. 314).

The 1840 Census, Monroe Co., MS,, p. 84 lists:

Lemuel Prewitt 1 m20-30

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On March 27, 1843, Lemuel Prewett made a deed of gift for love and affection for his daughter,
Elizabeth Loughridge, wife of Terr L. Loughridge, in trust to Abner and Albert G. Prewett for
$10 in hand, real and personal property. It contained about 300 acres of land, 13 slaves, 3 mules,
1 gray horse, 1 wagon, | yoke of oxen, all stock of cattle, sheep and pigs now in her possession.
All was under the management and control of Abner and Albert G. Prewett for her and her
children, free of control or management of her said husband.

Lemuel died in Monroe Co., MS in the summer of 1844, and was buried in the Prewett
Cemetery, located two miles north of Athens in Monroe County.

At the August 1850 Court Term, Monroe Co., MS., disposition was made of negroes, wagons
and equipment, mules, etc. to Mark, Elisha D., Kirk and Abner, Sr. Prewett, Daniel Burnett and
Michael Bailey, each approximately $700. Elizabeth Prewett signed receipt for 1/2 of 1844
cotton crop, to which she was entitled by the codicil. W. D. Nabors had been paid $49 for
medical expenses to the family, due fall 1844

Speculation is that Elizabeth returned to Maury Co., TN where she had children and probably
grandchildren. She probably died in the summer of 1853.

Elizabeth had a life estate in Lemuel's land. Disposition of his real estate would not have been
made until after her death. The estate of Lemuel Prewett was settled on Nov. 18, 1853, at which
time Kirk Prewett bought Lemuel's homeplace and additional lands at $2 per acre at auction.
Abner Sr. and Mark Prewett were administrators of their fathers estate (Monroe Bk 17, p 87).

(21) ABNER PREWETT (son of Lemuel Pruitt and Catherine Brantley) was born in Wilkes Co.,
GA on Oct. 30, 1789, and married Nancy McGee in Maury Co., TN on Dec. 25, 1810. Nancy
was born in Moore Co., NC on Feb. 22, 1791 to Joseph McGee and Nancy.

Abner's home at Cullecka, Maury Co., TN., built in 1810, now known as Turnhill Farm, is one.
of the oldest occupied houses in Maury Co., Tennessee.

On Nov. 13, 1812, heirs of Joseph McGee, dec'd, bond of division to C. McGee. Polly McGee,
widow of the late Rev. Joseph McGee, Abner Prewitt and Nancy, his wife, and Polly McGee,
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daughter of said Joseph, all heirs and legatees. Bound unto Chiles McGee of the State of
Tennessee for $2000. The conditions of the above obligation are such that whereas the above
bound Polly McGee, Abner Prewit and Nancy, his wife, and Polly McGee Junr. heirs and legatees
of aforesaid Joseph McGee, dec'd being desirous of leaving Tennessee and removing to
Mississippi Territory and for the purpose of enabling them to do so, the before mentioned Chiles
McGee was prevailed upon to undertake the settlement of the estate (Maury Co. Wills &
Settlements 1807-1824, Bk A-1, p. 100).

On June 10, 1814, Abner Prewett witnessed the deed between Lemuel Prewett and Jones
Kendrick, Sr. for 785 acres on Fountain Creek (Maury Deed Bk F, p. 16).

On July 24, 1815, Abner Prewett witnessed the deed between Lemuel Prewett and Thomas
Richardson for 7 acres on Fountain Creek (Maury Deed Bk G. p. 20).

The 1820 Tax List for Maury Co., TN shows Abner Prewitt paid taxes on 140 acres, | white
poll and 4 black.

The 1820 Census, Maury Co , TN., p. 37 lists:

Abner Prewett, Sr. moved with his wife and family to Monroe Co., MS at sometime during the
early part of 1821. He settled on a tract of land that is located approx. one and one half miles
north of the town of Athens.

On Oct. 23, 1821, Abner Pruett of Monroe Co., MS bought 200 acres on Fountain Creek in
Maury Co., TN from Lemuel Pruett of Monroe Co., MS for $1000. South boundary line, James
Kendrick's survey, John Kirk's south boundary line, Tomlinson's corner, Kirk Prewitt's corner,
Kirk Prewitt's line. Witnessed by: Allen Hill and Elisha D. Prewitt; rec. July 6, 1822 (Maury Deed
Bk J, p. 511).

On Dec. 6, 1821, Abner Prewett sold his 200 acres on Fountain Creek, Maury Co_, TN to John
Amis of Williamson Co., TN for $2000. Witnessed by: Allen Hill and Kirk Prewett, rec. July 1,
1822 (Maury Deed Bk J, p. 454).

On April 13, 1824, Brice M. Garner, Daniel Burnett, Abner Prewett, Daniel W. Ragsdale,
William H. Ragsdale, William Wall, John Kirk and Benjamin Harris bought 107 1/4 acres upon
whick the settlement of Cotton Gin Port was established. They authorized the laying out of lots
and organized the "Cotton Gin Land Company on Tombecky".

Land purchases in Monroe Co., MS were not recorded until 1824, several years after the
County was formed.

In 1825, Abner Prewett sold 40 acres to John Hardy for $200 (Monroe Deed Bk 1, p. 255). On
Aug. 30, 1825, Abner Prewett bought land from John Hardy for $200 (Monroe Deed Bk 1, p.
316).

On April 12, 1827, Abner Prewett sold land to James Wilson (Monroe Deed Bk 2, p. 166). On
July 11, 1827, Abner Prewett and wife Nancy sold land to Lemuel S. Bowers for $639 (Monroe
Deed Bk 2, p. 149). On July 11, 1829, Abner Prewett sold 160 acres to John Bumnell (Monroe
Deed Bk 6, p. 114). OnDec. 1, 1829, Abner Prewett sold land to John Wilson (Monroe Deed Bk
7, p. 257).

On March 2, 1830, Abner Prewett sold land to W. W. White (Monroe Deed Bk 2, p. 437). On
the same day, Abner Prewett sold land to Elisha D. Prewett (Monroe Deed Bk 7, p. 482). On
June 9, 1830, Abner Prewett bought land from John Pernell (Monroe Deed Bk 2, p. 173).
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The 1830 Census, Monroe Co., MS,, p. 135 lists:

On Aug. 19, 1830, Abner Prewett bought land from G. B. Ragsdale (Monroe Deed Bk 2, p.
458).

The Chickasaw tribe of Indians concluded the Treaty of Pontotoc with the U.S. during the year
of 1834. As a result of this treaty, the lands lying west of the Tombigbee River in northern
Mississippi were opened up to settlement by white people.

On May 24, 1834, Indian land of the Chickasaw Nation of Indians to Abner Prewett (Monroe
Deed Bk 4, p. 374), also Indian lands to Abner Prewett p. 376 thru 512, and continued into Book
B,

On Feb. 18, 1835, Abner Prewett bought 80 acres from Gabriel B. Ragsdale, signed by Samuel
Ragsdale, Atty. for Gabriel Ragsdale (Monroe Deed Bk 3, p. 277). In 1835, Commissioners of
the Town of Cotton Gin Port to William Smith, between Daniel Burnett, Abner Prewett, John
Bell and Bryan Harris of Franklin Co., AL., 50 acres at $50 (Monroe Deed Bk 3, p. 293). p. 294,
release of dower by Nancy Prewett, Lucinda Bell and Phoebe Burnett.

On Jan. 7, 1836, Abner Prewett bought land from Henry Anderson and Edward Orne (Monroe
Deed Bk 5, p. 65). On April 21, 1836, Abner Prewett sold land to Abner Weir of Lowndes Co.,
MS. Witnessed by: Daniel Burnett and P. Alexander, Marshall Co., release of dower Marshall
Co. by Nancy Prewett, wife of Abner Prewett (Monroe Deed Bk 4, p. 413) On Sept. 30, 1836,
Abner Prewett sold Lot 136 Cotton Gin Port to Horace Daggett. Release of dower, Nancy
Prewett (Monroe Deed Bk 5, p. 79). On Oct. 29, 1836, Abner Prewett sold 640 acres to
Needham Whitfield of Lenoir Co., NC (Monroe Deed Bk 5, p. 57). On Dec. 5, 1836, Abner
Prewett, deed of trust to RR (Monroe Deed Bk 5, p. 470).

On April 26, 1837, Abner Prewett, quit claim to a section, to Charles W. Martin (Monroe Deed
Bk 6, p. 481). On June 24, 1837, Abner Prewett sold land to Daniel Burnett (Monroe Deed Bk
7, p. 75). OnNov. 28, 1837, Abner Prewett sold land to John Wightman. Release of dower,
Nancy Prewett (Monroe Deed Bk 4, p. 565).

The 1840 Census, Monroe Co., MS,, p. 77 lists:

On Jan. 14, 1842, Sheriff John T. Dyche sold Block 79, 10 acres, in that part of town known
and designated as "New Aberdeen"” in order to satisfy a writ of attachment. Abner Prewett was
the highest bidder and acquired a property interest in the site that was later to become his home
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(Monroe Deed Bk 11, p. 533). Abner built an antebellum home at the top of the hill on this lot.
He and his family lived in this home until a few months after the death of his wife in 1867.

On Jan. 18, 1843, Abner Prewett bought Blocks 64,85,83 and 705 in the town of Aberdeen
from Henry Anderson and George Wightman for $2400 (Monroe Deed Bk 10). On Aug. 22,
1843, Abner Prewett and wife Nancy of Monroe Co., MS joined Austin L. Prewett in saie of land
noting to defend against all claims, excepting dower of Ann McGee, rec. Sept. 11, 1843 (Monroe
Deed Bk Vol. 1, no. 2, p. 612).

On April 15, 1844, Abner Prewett from Sheriff sale, Lots 103,105,107,825,901,902, parts of 2
others in Aberdeen (Monroe Deed Bk 10, p. 322). On Aug. 30, 1844, Abner Prewett sold Block
86 in Aberdeen t¢ Needham Whitfield (Monroe Deed Bk 11, p. 85).

By 1850, Abner was operating two large plantations in the Prairie Land section that required
the iabor of 60 negro slaves. The 1850 Census, Monroe Co., MS , p. 95, no. 446 lists:

Albert 28 TN merchant

On Nov. 28, 1857, Abner Prewett divided most of the negro slaves that he owned among his
several children.

Nancy died at Aberdeen, MS on Jan. 30, 1867, and was buried in Odd Fellows Rest Cemetery,
Aberdeen. In 1867, following the death of his wife, Abner divided most of the real estate that he
owned among his children. A few months later, on Nov. 18, 1867, Abner Prewett conveyed his
home to his brother, Elisha D. Prewett, as the legal guardian of Adrienne Ewing and Jimmie
Ewing, the grandchildren of Elisha D. Prewett and the minor heirs of James Ewing, deceased. It
appears that Abner Prewett had borrowed $2800 from the children's gardianship estate and had
given the mortgage on his home to secure payment of the debt.

After the death of his wife, Abner spent most of his remaining days with his daughters. Official
records indicate that during the last years he was under the constant medical care of his son-in-
law, Dr. William M. Hampton.

Abner Prewett traveled about in a buggy that was drawn by an old gray mare that he had used
for several years. He smoked a pipe constantly and took a great many pills for the relief of
infirmities that come ordinarily with 80 years of living in a frontier society.

Abner died at the home of his son-in-law, Kenneth Clark, in Chickasaw Co., MS on Aug. 19,
1871, and was buried beside his wife in Odd Fellows Rest Cemetery, Aberdeen, Mississippi.

(213) MARY I PREWETT (dau. of Abner Prewett and Nancy McGee) was born in Maury Co.,
TN on May 12, 1815, and married Josiah N. Walton on Oct. 18, 1835. Josiah was born on Oct.
18, 1805 to Jesse Walton and Joannah Hobson.

On Oct. 18, 1821, Larkin Prewitt witnessed the deed between Lemuel Prewitt and Elisha D.
Prewitt for 100 acres on Fountain Creek, Maury Co., TN (Maury Deed Bk J, p. 729). On the
same day he witnessed the deed between Lemuel Prewitt and John Kirk for 104 1/2 acres on
Fountain Creek, Maury Co., Tennessee.

Larkin Prewett and his family moved from Maury Co., TN to Monroe Co., MS about 1822-23.
He established his homestead on 80 acres approximately 3 miles S.E. of the site of the town of
Cotton Gin Port, and one and a half miles south of the present city of Armory, Mississippi.

Larkin served in the State Legislature, eleventh Session, 1828, from Monroe Co., MS
(Members of Legislature Senate & House, 1817-1952, House & Senate Journals, MS State
Library, Jackson, MS).

Larkin died in March 1830. His Last Will & Testament, dated March 8, 1830, was received for
proof and administration in Monroe Co. Probate Court, April 6, 1830 (Packet 89). Also on April
6th the court appointed Lemuel Prewett, father of Larkin Pruitt, and Col. Abner Prewett, Sr., co-
executors of his will. The executors bond was executed on April 7, 1830 by Lemuel and Abner
Prewett with Elisha D. Prewett, Mark Prewett, and Kirk Prewett signing as sureties. A short time
later, the court appointed Dr. Daniel Burnett and Dr. Michael Bailey, brothers-in-law of Larkin,
and Solomon Nix as appraisers of the estate's personal property. Payments were made from the
Estate of Larkin Prewett, dec'd, to Lemuel S. Bowers et al, to John Whitaker, J. D. Love, Lee
McKinley, Jeremiah Prewett and to the Bank of the State of MS at Natchez.
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In April 1829, Larkin Prewett had agreed to pay an indebtedness which Collin McKinney, a
local politician and tavern keeper in the town of Hamilton, owed to the Bank at Natchez. Larkin's
heirs made an effort to prevent the executors from paying this claim, and a law suit resulted.
Depositions were given by James McPherson, William Flynt, John S Daniel, Mrs. Mary E.
Coopwood, Benjamin C. White, Mrs. Mary T. Ragsdale, A L. Prewett, Stephen Daggett, Samue]
A. Edmondson, William Hardt, William B. Wilkes, Dr. Michael Bailey, Davis H. Morgan and
Nathan L. Morgan. Most of these were in-laws of Larkin Prewett.

Witnessed by: Alien Hill and Elisha D. Prewett,
rec. July 6, 1822 (Maury Deed Bk J, p. 513).

Kirk sold his lands in Maury Co., TN about 1822 and early 1823, and moved his family to
Monroe Co., Mississippi. He established his first homestead there on 140 acres approximately 2
miles north of present day Hatley, Mississippi. By 1835, he was listed with about 500 acres.

James T. Cason guardian of three
youngest children (Monroe Estate Package 448).

The estate of Lemuel Prewett was settled Nov. 18, 1853, at which time Kirk Prewett bought
Lemuel's homeplace and additional lands at $2 per acre at auction (Monroe Deed Bk 17, p. 87).

On Sept. 2, 1861, Kirk Prewett made deed of gift to Sally L. Dyke, a negro girl (Monroe Bk 2,
p. 265).

On Feb. 18, 1870, Deed of Trust shows Kirk Prewett owes Elizabeth Prewett and John B.
Prewett (her) trustee sums of $3450, with land given as security (Monroe Deed Bk 28, p. 533).
On Sept. 2, 1873, Kirk and Elizabeth Prewett made a deed of gift to John Prewett, 200 acres
(Monroe Deed Bk 34, p. 549), and a deed of gift to Virginia E. Rainey, for love and affection,
240 acres (Monroe Deed Bk 34, p. 549).

J. B. Prewett is
delegated right of management during her life, for her benefit, and in the event she dies before her
husband, he is to control the lands during his life time, and if there are no further heirs, lands are
to be equally divided between Mollie E. Wade, daughter of said E. A. Prewitt and J. B. Prewitt,
Jr., infant son of J. B. Prewett, Mollie E. Wade having the old Kirk Prewitt residence and the
southern portion of above described land, it being divided east and west. Signed: Kirk Prewett &
Elizabeth Prewitt; rec. Dec. 23, 1873 (Monroe Deed Bk 34, p. 576).

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[t appears the Kirk family moved from Maury Co., TN to Monroe Co., MS in 1821-22, along
with Lemuel Prewett's family. The Kirk's established a homestead in Monroe County east of
present day Hatley, MS, and near the Prewett's.

John Kirk was appointed Associate Justice of the Monroe County Court, by Walter Leake,
Governor, on Aug. 31, 1822

John died in Monroe Co., MS in July 1837 He made a will on June 14, 1837 attempting to
disinherit his wife, Jane Amanda Kirk, and to leave the great bulk of his land and negro slaves to
their infant child, Joseph Jon Kirk. Amanda exercised the widow's prerogative under Mississippi
law and renounced the Last Will and Testament and made application for a child's share of the
estate (Monroe Bk 1, p. 201).

At his death in 1837, John Kirk owned over 1000 acres. John Kirk had problems with other
family members, as indicated in a 1826 disagreement with his son, William Kirk, when he revoked
a gift of a negro slave he made to his son in Maury Co.,, TN in 1816. Rec. Sept. 9, 1826 (Monroe
Bk 1, p. 431).

Jane married second: John B. Hunter in Monroe Co., MS on Jan. 12, 1839. The Probate Court
directed Jacob N. Johnston, Nicholas Tubb, George Tubb, John C. Tanner and William Anglin to
set aside one third of John Kirk's land to his widow as her right of dower and for her use during
her natural life. These men allotted 320 acres of land to Mrs. John B. Hunter, as the widow's
dower in the estate of her late husband, John Kirk, Sr.

The title to much of the land that John Kirk, Sr. owned when he died in 1837, went to the State
of Mississippi for non-payment of taxes during the Reconstruction years of 1867 and 1868.

John B. Hunter and Jane moved from Monroe Co., MS between 1849 and 1850, probably
joining the great western migration.

On April 12, 1836, Mark Prewett bought land from
Solomon Nix (Monroe Deed Bk 7, p. 255). On Nov. 22, 1837, Mark Prewett, deed of trust to
Railroad (Monroe Deed Bk 6, p. 36).

On June 29, 1838, Elisha D. Prewett and Elizabeth L. Prewett, his wife, Mark Prewett and
Sarah D. Prewett, his wife, and William B. Wilkes, all of Monroe Co., MS., appoint Richard A. L.
Wilkes of Maury Co., TN their true and lawful attorney to handle their interests in the estate of
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Judith Barnett, dec'd, late of Hickman Co., TN; rec. Dec. 11, 1840 (Maury Co., TN Vol. |, Bk X,
p. 334).

On Aug. 27, 1838, Mark Prewett bought 680 acres from Kirk Prewett for $10,000 (Monroe
Deed Bk 7, p. 258). On Aug. 29, 1838, Mark Prewett sold 1/2 gris mill, saw mill and cotton
machine to Kirk Prewett (Monroe Deed Bk 10, p. 126), and the same day he bought 760 acres
from Kirk Prewett for $10,000 (Monroe Deed Bk 10, p. 127). On Aug. 31, 1838, Mark Prewett
sold land to Samuel Ragsdale (Monroe Deed Bk 7, p. 245).

On Oct. 18, 1839, Mark Prewett purchased 30 acres from the original private owner, Lotty
James, a Chickasaw Indian (Monroe Deed Bk 7, p. 658), and soon after sold 16 acres to Robert
Paine, Minister of the Methodist Church. Mark built his home on the remaining 14 acres.

Capt. Terry Ligon Loughridge was a steamboat pilot, and owned and operated boats on the
Tombigbee River, the Biack Warrier River, and the Alabama River for several years.

River to Aberdeen, MS about 1836, when lots in the town were first offered for sale.

On March 27, 1843, Lemuel Prewett made a deed of gift for love and affection for his daughter,
Elizabeth Loughridge, wife of Terr L. Loughridge, in trust to Abner and Albert G. Prewett for
$10 in hand, real and personal property. It contained about 300 acres of land, 13 slaves, 3 mules,

John studied medicine and became a great physician in the Colony. He first patented land in
Pittsylvania Co., VA in 1769. At the outbreak of the American Revolution, John bravely
responded to his country's call, and on Sept. 12, 1776, he organized a company of minute men, of
which he was made Captain (VA State Library, Vol. 8, p. 426).

The 1777 list of tiths for Pittsylvania Co., VA, list of William Short, lists: John Taliaferro, 2
tiths, negro Joice; Joseph Pruet, 1 tith; Byrd & Levi Pruet, 1 tith, 137 acres; and Thomas Pruet, 1
tith. The 1777 Oaths of Allegiance, Pittsylvania Co., VA, list of George Carter lists: John
Talaferro.

The Pittsylvania County records show that in 1779, John sold his property and moved to Surry
Co., North Carolina. Dr. John Taliaferro was a teacher and Baptist Preacher and the only
Physician in Surry County at that time. He followed Gen. Greene's army as surgeon and
administered to the sick and wounded soldiers.

His old estate on Fisher's River, ran four miles along the river. John also owned a considerable
tract of land on "Big Fisher's River", about six miles from the old home place; also a hundred
acres on Moore's Fork, just two miles from the old home place.

In 1790-91, Dr. John Taliaferro was offered government land in Georgia, which he accepted in
Witkinson County. He divided his land in Surry Co., NC among his children who wished to
remain there. The records show deeds made by Dr. John Taliaferro in 1790-91 to his son Charles
Taliaferro, with sons-in-law Levi Pruitt, Joseph Porter and a party by the name of  ? Lay,
as witnesses.

John married second: Mrs. Lydia Howard at Milledgeville, GA on July 6, 1814. Lydia was the
widow of Benjamin Howard of Baldwin Co., Georgia.

John died in Wilkinson Co., GA on April 7, 1821. His will was probated in the July Term of

Court.

Meshack Turner, Sr. moved from Pittsylvania Co., VA to Wilkes Co., GA about 1784,
Meshack Turner is on the 1785 Tax List of Wilkes Co., GA, Capt. Karr's Dist., with 7 polls, 12
slaves, and 600 acres of land.

Meshack Turner, Sr. died in Wilkes Co., GA in 1794, Meshack Turner, dec'd, David Ogletree,
James Turner and John Turner appointed admrs. on Jan. 28, 1794. Edward Gresham, Asa Adkins
and Edward Jones, securities (Early Records of Georgtia, p. 300, Vol. II). On Jan. 28, 1974,
Philip Wilhite was appointed appraiser of the estate of Meshack Turner (Remnant of a book of
inventories 1793-94).

Meshack Turner, dec'd, Inventory April 8, 1794: 33 slaves, cattle, household goods, etc.
Charles Deane, Philemon Bird, John Ogletree, appraisers, Jesse Talbot, JP (Remnant of a book of
Inventories, p. 43).

All the land which is child's part of the estate of my husband Meshack
Turner, dec'd, slaves Piety and Joe, all household furniture, etc., to be sold and equally divided
between Meshack, John and James Turner, Rebeckah Ogletree, Susannah Wilhite and Sally
Billingslea. Son James and John, Execrs. Will signed Oct. 14, 1796; witnessed by: Charles Dean,
Jr. and Unal Turner (Record of Wills 1792-1801, p. 174).

YARBROUGH

It has been handed down as family legend, that Samuel Yarbrough raised the children of Austin
and Nancy (Yarbrough) Pruitt in Putnam Co., Georgia. Ifthe children of Austin and Nancy were
raised by her brother in Putnam County, it would have to have been by James Yarbrough Or if
raised by Samuel Yarbrough, it would have been in Warren County. Perhaps Samuel furnished
his land in Putnam County for them to reside on.

Austin Pruitt and Nancy Yarbrough were married in Warren Co., GA on Feb. 27, 1800. Deed
records for Warren County show a Samuel Yarbrough to be living in the area of Long Creek at
this time Long Creek runs into the Ogeechee River on the west side of Warren County.
Hancock County is across this river to the west. In the late 1700's, there were Yarbrough's
residing in both counties. At the time of Nancy's marriage, there was William, James and Burrell
Yarbrough in Hancock County, and Samuel and James Yarbrough in Warren County. When the
Indians were removed from the area of Putnam Co., GA, and the 1805 Land Lottery was held,
many from the Hancock & Warren County area moved into the newly opened land.

James Yarbrough is in Putnam County from 1809 (not owning any property unti! he bought the
land from Samuel Yarbrough in 1818). James appears consistantly as a witness to many deeds as
well as a Justice of the Peace for a short time. Since he was always involved with people in the
area of Lot 294, he probably managed the land for Samuel Yarbrough until he purchased it in
1818. James sold this land in 1832, and moved to Harris Co., GA, where he died in 1839-40.
Will written Dec. 25, 1839 and proved Jan. 6, 1840. Administrators were: Robert H. Dixon,
William Yarbrough, Absolm Bidell and Roland Mahone. James Yarbrough married Mary B.
Dixon in Putnam Co., GA on Feb. 8, 1814. The 1830 Census for Putnam Co., GA shows James.
between 30 and 40 years of age.
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William Yarbrough first appears in Putnam Co., GA in 1818, when he witnessed a deed.
According to the 1820 Census of Putnam Co_, GA, William was younger than Nancy and was
probably a brother. In 1824, he was taxed on 130 acres on Long Creek in Warren Co., Georgia.

The 1820 Census of Warren Co., GA shows Samuel Yarbrough is over 45 years of age, and old
enough to be Nancy's father. Samuel is not listed in 1830.
