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ORDINANCE NO. 2016-17 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF PALMETTO, 
FLORIDA, REGARDING THE REGULATION OF VEHICLE REPAIR, MOTOR 
VEHICLE REPAIR USES, SERVICE STATIONS AND INDUSTRIAL USES; 
AMENDING APPENDIX B (THE ZONING CODE); AMENDING THE PALMETTO 
DOWNTOWN DESIGN CODE; DEFINING AND AMENDING THE DEFINITION OF 
CERTAIN TERMS; ESTABLISHING THE LIMITATIONS ON THE LOCATION OF 
VEHICLE REPAIR, MOTOR VEHICLE REPAIR, SERVICE STATIONS AND 
INDUSTRIAL USES; CREATING A "TENTH A VENUE/OLD MAIN" CHARACTER 
DISTRICT AREA; PROVIDING FOR PENALTIES; PROVIDING FOR 
CODIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR 
TE&.VliNATION OF THE MORATORIUM RELATED TO MOTOR VEHICLE 
REPAIR-MINOR AND MOTOR VEHICLE REPAIR-MAJOR AND SERVICE 
STATIONS (ADOPTED JUNE 2016); AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, Article VIII, Section 2 of the Florida Constitution provides that 

municipalities shall have governmental, corporate and proprietary powers to enable 

municipalities to conduct municipal government, perform municipal functions and render 

municipal services; and, 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the referenced provision of the Florida Constitution, a city may 

exercise any power for municipal purposes except as otherwise provided by law; and, 

WHEREAS, Chapter 166, Florida Statutes, the "Municipal Home Rule Powers Act," 

reinforces the authority granted under the Florida Constitution and authorizes municipalities to 

exercise any power for municipal purposes, except when expressly prohibited by law and to 

enact ordinances in furtherance thereof; and, 

WHEREAS, within the above-referenced grant of powers, the City ofPalmetto (the "City") 

has the authority to regulate land development and the use of property within the City for the 

protection of the public health, safety and welfare; and 

WHEREAS, the City desires to create a vibrant, mixed-use, pedestrian-oriented Tenth 

A venue/Old Main overlay district; and 



WHEREAS, there are extemal impacts associated with vehicle repair, motor vehicle repair, 

service station, and industrial uses, which make them incompatible with the City's goals for the 

Tenth Avenue/Old Main overlay district; and 

WHEREAS, consistent with the findings stated above, the City Commission has 

determined that adoption of this ordinance is in the best interest of the public health, safety and 

welfare. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE 

CITY OF PALMETTO, FLORIDA: 

Section l. Amendment to Zoning Code. Appendix "B" of the Palmetto Code of 

Ordinances is hereby amended as follows: 

A. Section 4.4(a) of the Zoning Code is amended to read as follows: 

(a) Definitions. For the purposes of this section, the following terms shall have the meanings 
identified below: 

Character districts shall mean the downtown \Yatcrfront district, midtown district and uptmvn 
district, as those areas are geographically depicted on Figure 4.4 herein. and further defined and 
regulated in the downtown core design code. 

/)ere/opment means any activity requiring issuance of a development permit. 

DeJ•e!opment permit means any building permit, zoning permit, subdivision approvaL rc:roning, 
ccnification, special exception, variance, or any other official action of local govcmmcnt having the 
effect of permitting the development of land. 

J>mrnfown core means the means the area geographically depicted on Figure 4.4 herein. and 
further defined and regulated in the downtown core design code. 

l>mrnlmrn core dcYngn code means those provisions applicable to development within the 
downtown core, as adopted as the "downtown core design guidelines" adopted May 21, 2007, and 
references to the downtown core design code shall be amended to rctlect the new title. A complete copy 
of the downtown core design code. as may be amended fi·01n time to time, are incorporated herein by 
reference and shall be kept on file in the building department, the planning department, the community 
redevelopment agency office and the office of the city clerk and made available to the general public. 

F'ighrh AJ•cn11c TVcst commercial corridor means the area geographically depicted on Figure 4.4 
herein, and further defined and regulated in the downtown core design code. 
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Ne ll' conslmclionmeans construction commencing after May 2 1, 2007, and requiring issuance 
of a development permit. 

l'enl/J Avemtc/0 /d Main m ·er/ay dis /riel means the area geographicall y depicted on Figure 4.4 
herein, and f11rther defined and regulated iu the downtown core design code. 

B. Section 4.4(f) is added as follows : 
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C. Section 4.2, Schedule of Permitted and Conditional Uses by District, is amended 

to add the following note: 

Note: Uses located within the downtown core may be further restricted as 
provided in the Downtown Core Design Code. 
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Section 2. Amendment to Downtown Core Design Code. The downtown core design 

code is repealed and replaced in its entirety with the attached Exhibit "A". 

Section 3. Repeal of Moratorium. Ordinance 2016-08, enacting a temporary 

moratorium on the permitting of service stations and automotive repair uses in the downtown 

area, is hereby repealed. 

Section 4. Conflicts. Any ordinance, resolution or part thereof in conflict with this 

ordinance, or any part hereof is repealed to the extent of any conflict. 

Section 5. Severability. If any section, sentence, clause, phrase or provision of this 

Ordinance is held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a com1 of competent jurisdiction, such 

invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not be construed as to render invalid or unconstitutional the 

remaining provisions of this Ordinance. 

Section 6. Codification. The publisher of the City's Code of Ordinances, the Municipal 

Code Corporation, is directed to incorporate the above Zoning Code provisions into the Code of 

Ordinances where indicated. The City Clerk is directed to incorporate the above downtown core 

design code provisions into the downtown core design code where indicated. 

Section 6. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take as provided for by law and by City 

Charter Section 14, upon execution by the Mayor, if disapproval occurs, upon reconsideration by 

the City Commission and passing of the Ordinance by at least four (4) votes.

private development projects implement the Goals, Objectives, Policies, and Character District 

Visions of the CRA Waterfront Plan. 

The G:~idel-ilu:!';Design Code provide!i_ a framework j ilf the following: 

• enhancing the qua lity of the downtown bui lt environment; 

• achieving qual ity contextual design; 

• achieving design that implements the vision of' the character dis trict in which the property 

is located, thereby promoting an identity fo r pa lmetto; 

• encouraging a di vers ity of archi tectura l styles; 

• providing design llexibil ity instead of aesthetic control ; 

• guiding the appropriate rehabilitation and preservat ion of designated historic structures; 

• creating a pedestrian-oriented environmen t built upon the city's history and activities; 

• protecting and improving property values ; and 

• providing investor and property owner confidence through de ign con ti nu it y,~ 

The Design GuidelinesCodc achieve§ the above through standards for new eonstn1ction that 

regulate site design, building placement and bui lding design. They also provide standards for the 

rehabilitation and maintenance of designa ted historic stmctures, as well as for the constmction of 

addi tions and the insta llation of modem equipment to such structures. Last ly, the Gui~elin es 

Design Code estab l ish~ standards fo r signs, light ing, property maintenance, and connecti ons 

' ith the Manatee Rivcrwa lk, util ity/ infi·astructurc fac ili ties , and corporate design. 

The GtHGelffiesDesil!n Code include§. an explanation of the genem l and specific design principles 

promoted by each aspect of the guidelin esDesign Code, as well a a series of statements 

describing appropriate and inappropri ate des ign solut ions to implement those principles. 

Photogmphs and drawings are a lso included to ill ustmte acceptahlt! and unacceptable des ign 

solutions. This approach values creativity and a llows for numerous design solutions tor any 

particular project.

Review Commillee, Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) Executive Director and CRA 

Board arc responsibl e for the administration o f the Design GuidelinesCode. Proj ects in the Cit y 

of Palmetto mu t comply with the Design GuidelinesCode, as well ns the provisions of the Land 

Development Codes nnd complinnce will be detcnuincd during the site plnn review process. 

The Design G11itleliHesCodc applyics to the following: 

• new conslmction projects; 

• the relocation of exi ting building ; 

• renovations /additions to existing structures (hi storic & non-historic st ructmes); and 

• any exterior changes requiring a building permit fi·om the cit y, including new signage, 

awnings, windows, paint, parking etc. 

Existing developments that do not comply with the requirements of the GHi.:leliuesDcsign Code 

shall not be required to be brought into filii eomplinnee with the Gtt~etiuesDes i an Code at the 

time the GuideliaesDesiun Code areis adopted. Any improvement proposed to an existing 

development. however, will be required to comply with the applicable provision of the 

UuidelinesDe ian Code related to the improvements. 

School si tes ha e special consideration pertaining to t-4t>sethi s GHieli!l inesDesiun Code. The 

overriding issues regarding the safet y of children in school settings wi ll supersede tffi!sethis 

Guilol i!linllsDesign Code as appropriate.

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SITE DESIGN 

Block and Lot Characteristics 

A major contributing element to the revitalization of the Downtown is significmtt pedestrian 

activity. Extemive IWtional research of pedestrian behavior documents that ll'alkable blocks 

promote a vibrant mul diverse downtoll'n. Downtown Palmello has an existing grid street 

pattern with minor exceptions am/ this patient should be respected as redevelopment occurs. 

Appropriate block am/ lot size depeml~ on the character district in which the property is 

located am/ sltoult! help create £1 sense of lmman settle. Larger lots with buildings located 

away from the roadway can create a campus-type or more suburban appearance that may be 

in appropriate. Smaller lots, such as those typically found in the Downtown Core, create a 

W£tlkable urban environment with a greater sense of space and place, and provide 

opportunities for social interaction. Greater numbers of users supporting greater numbers am/

App.-opl'iate: 

• retention of th e existing street grid pallem where it contributes to an active pedestrian 

environment; 

• blocks which promote easy pedestrian access and encourage cross-usc; 

• redevelopments that reopen previousl y vacated rights-of-way or create new rights-of-

way; 

• provision of new vehicular and pedestrian access/circulation that ctTeetivcly serves the 

proposed development and vicinity if a vacation of a right-of-way is requested; and 

• lots that maintain a consistent size, scale, pattern, and rhytlm1 of the surrounding block(s).

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ACCESS, CIRCULATION AND PARKING 

Vehicles and people need to co-exist, howe1'er, it should be recognized that much of the 

/)own town is first tmt! foremost for pedestrians. Circulation throughout the Doll'nlown should 

be designed to provide safe am/ direct connections that minimize l'ehicular-pedestrian 

conflicts. Parking lots am/ garages sho11ld be as Ill/obtrusive as possible ll'hile maintaining 

easy accessibility. Pedestrian circulation pallerns tNmsitiouiug from parking areas should be 

tlesigned to be safe, convenient, mul allractil'e. 

Vchicula•· Cil'culation, Access and Pa1·king 

App•·opl'iatc: 

• the location, number, and design of driveways, which maintain the urban fabric of the 

downtown; 

• vehi cular access from secondary street frontage or alley; 

• interior lot access Limited to the minimum number of curb cuts to adequately serve the 

site; 

• parking areas tor townhouse developments located within the interior of tile development 

and maintains the integrit y of the primary lltc;:ade as the preferred design (for townhouse 

projects loca ted on low traffic-volume streets wit h s ite charactcri tics that prevent 

internal parking, parking may be directly accessed from the treet provided it is co­

located with shared driveways);

Research into criminal behm 1ior shows that the decision to offend or not to offend is more 

influenced by I he perceived risk of being caught I han by the rell'ard or ease of ellliJ'· Consislent 

u·ith I his research, CPT ED based slrategies emphasi::.e enhancing the perceived risk of detection 

and apprehension. 

The proper design and eff ective use of I he buill enviromnenl can reduce crime, reduce !he f ear of 

crime, and improve 1he quality of life. The impleme111mio11 of CPTED principles seeks lo 

dissuade offenders fi'om commi11i11g crimes by manipnlming 1he built enviromnelll in ll'hich lf1ose 

crimes mav occur. 1'l1e llll'ee mosl common built em•ironment s/rcilegies are natural Slll'l'eil/ance, 

natum l access comrol, and natural territorial reiJ!forcemelll. 

a/ural surveillance and access control trategies limit the opportunity for crime. Territorial 

reiJ!forceme/11 promotes social comrol llwough a mriety of measures. 

Natural Su..veiUance 

Natura l surve ill ance limits the opportunity lo r crime by taking steps to increase the perception 

that people can be een. atura l urve illance occurs by designing the placement of physical 

features, acti vi ti es, and people in such a way as to maxi mize visib il ity and fos ter posi tive social 

interact ion among legitimate users o f p rivate and public space. Potentia l o ffenders feel in creased 

scmtiny and limita tions on tllei r escape routes.

• place windows overl ooking sidewalks and park ing l ots~~ 

• leave window shades open; 

• use pass ing vehicular tra fli c as a surveillance asset; 

• crea te landscape designs that provide surveillance, especially in proximi ty to designated 

poi nts of entry and opportunist ic poi nts o f entry· 

• use the short e t, least sight limiting fence appropriate lor the s ituation; 

• u e tmnsparent wea ther ves tibules at building ent rances; 

• when crea ting lighting design, avoid poorly placed lights that create blind-spots fo r 

potenti a l observers and miss cri ti cal area ·~,-en sure potent ial problem HFc!U '1 urt!

at ural access control limits the opportunity lor crime by taking steps to clearly di rterentiate 

between public space and pri va te space. By selecti vely placing entmnces and ex its, fencing, 

lighting and landscape to limit access or control flow, natural access control occurs. atuml 

access control is used to complement mechanical and operational access control measmes, such 

as target hardening. 

Appropl"iatc: 

• use a clearly identifiable point of entry; 

• use stmctures to dive1t persons to reception areas; 

• incorporate maze entmnces in public restrooms. thi s avoids the isolation that is produced 

by an anteroom or double door entry system; 

• use low, thom y bushes beneath ground level windows.,-; 

• eliminate design features that provide access to roo ts or upper l eve l s~ 

• in ti·ont yards, usc waist-level, picket-type fencing along residential property lines to 

control access, encourage surveillance:-~

• use shoulder-l evel, open-type t(mcing along lateral residential property lines between side

publi c alley. 

Natural Territorial Reinforcement 

Territorial reinforcement promotes social control through increased detinition of space and 

improved proprietary concem. An enviroll.ll1ent designed to clearly delineate priva te space does 

two things. First, it creates a sense of ownership. Owners have a vested interest and are more 

likely to challenge intruders or report them to the police. Second, the sense o f owned space 

creates an environment where "strangers" or "intruders" stand out ami are more easily identifi ed. 

By using buildings, fences, pavement , signs, light ing and landscape to ex press ownership and 

defin e public, semi-publi c and private space, natura l teJTitorial reinto rcement occurs. 

Additionally, these objectives can be achi eved by assignment of space to designated users 111 

previously unassigned locations. Territorial reinforcement measures make the nom1al user fee l 

safe and make the potential oiTendcr aware of a substantial risk of apprehension or scrutiny. 

Appropriate: 

• mainta ined premises and landscaping such that it communicates an alert and active 

presence occupying the space;"

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BUILDING PLACEMENT 

Location 

The appropriate location of a building should help define and provide a coherent street ·cape 

and appearance of an area resulting in a defined sense of space and place. The appropriate 

location of a building on a site varies depending on The characTer districT in which The 

development is located. A seTback or a build-to line, as well as the placement of existing . 

"historic " buildings, will determine the appropriate locmion of a building. A setback requires a 

minimum distance from a property line wllief.lline, which may be exceeded whereas a build-to 

line prescribes a particular distance jimn aji-ont proper~)! line. 

Orientation 

Buildings should be oriented towards the street. 1l1e orientmion of the ji-olll faqade of buildings 

along the streetscape coll/ributes to pedestrian illlerest in an area. Buildings that tum 

perpendicular to the public right-of-- W«}' or have their sole access from rear parking lots create 

an environme/11 that is wifi·iendly for pedeslriam . 

Separation 

1l1e existing and/or desired character of the area should define the distance between buildings. 

Separation bet1reen huildiugs should be determined based on its surroundings, the character 

district 's vision and development pallem , i11tensity of development, pedestrim1 activitr and 

height of the building. When separatio11 between buildi11gs is unm,oidable or desirable, the 

separation should be designed to f unction ill a ma1111er that complemellls !he surrounding area. 

Cover·age 

1/igh perc·enlage of ground coverage is encouraged in a dmvnwwn to cTea/e a critical mas of 

activily . The amow11 ofgr01md coverage varies among character districts with the mo 1 inteuse 

coverage found iu the Dowmowu Core a11d the commercial areas of the other districts. In 

addition to a building. co1·erage can also include pla:as, courtyards, outdoor cafes and oTher 

pub/ ic spaces.

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BUILDING DESIGN 

The pu•·posc of building design •·cquil'cmcnts is to cstnblish design stnndm·ds so that new 

constl·uction is compatible with its sul'!'oundings. The fi1·st step in design is to identify a 

building's o1·ientation and placement to contribute to a unified streetscape creating a sense 

of place. The second critical part in design is a building whose form and m·ehitectuJ·e 

contributes to its cha•·acte•· district. Successful building design is a mal'l'iage between form 

and m·chitcctu•·c to "i.sually connect with the existing nnd/or desired chamcte1· of the 

sul'!'ounding :n·ca. A compatible structure l~ one that possesses pattcms of f(ll"m and 

architectu•·e that a1·e found in suJTounding buildings creating "points of agreement" 

between them while retaining the individuality of the building. Quality urban design 

balances a respect for an area 's existing OJ' desired pnttcm with the design of new 

structu•·es. 

Form 

The form of a building is made up of a combinarion of elemen/s including mass. scale, heigh!, 

widrh, depth, rlry rhm and spacing. 

Mass/Scale 

A4ass refers roan interplay of !he heighr, ll'idlll and deplh of a building. \!lass can be augmenred 

and i11f7uenced by design fearures uch as columns, awning . arcades, recessed bays, doors and 

windows 11·hich can reduce or i11crease rhe apparent 1/Ws .\· of a building. Scale refers IIJ rhe 

relative s i:::e of a building as if rei ales ro neighboring buildings. The s i:::e and proporriom of new 

developmem should be relmed ro the scale of nem·by buildings. £ 1·en if IIII lCh lmger rhrm irs 

neighbors in rerms of square fool age, the building should maimain !he same scale and rhy!luu as 

!he ex isling buildings.

Rhythm/Spacing 

Rhy!luu and spacing is a palfem created by !he arcllilecture lhrougll !he use of wirllll, height, 

windmrs, doors and other arcllileclliral elements. The rlly!lun and spacing of the arcllilectural 

elements of new buildings should slrong~l' relale to, complement and supporl !he existing and/or 

desired rhythm and spacing in an area.

• Building fonn which visuall y relates to surrounding bui ldings and the des ired charac ter 

of the area wi th regard to mass, scale, height , width and depth .

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Architecture 

The architectural sty le of ne1r developmelll or redel'elopmem should be consistelll with the 

desired developmelll in the surrounding character districts. Architecture refers to the 

relationship and culminmion of the various .features of a building including texture, proportion, 

entrance design, doors, windows, detail.~. roof!;, materials and color in addition to the mass and 

scale. A varie~y o.f architectural sty les exist within the Ci~y o.f Palmel/o and the Downtown, and 

the GuiektinesDesign Code should not prescribe any one architectural style as being the most 

appropriate. Buildings in all three Down/own character districts represent a broad range o.f 

s ty les typical of trend5 of the late- 19th to mid-20th centuries with 110 singular sty le being 

predominant. Tllere.fore, no one pcn-licular s ty le or theme will he mandated for Oil)' districl. Ne11· 

buildings may use a varie~)' o.f architecfllral sty le.· as appropriate to the intended use o.f the 

building and the comer/ o.f the surrounding area. in the evem that an applicam proposes a 

monumental architectural design which deviates from the tksign guitk linesDesign Code, the 

City (DRC, Planning and Zoning Board and City Commission) may entertain said application 

through the Plmmed Development process. 'l'l1e purpose of this provision is to allow a unique 

and superior architectural exception that enhances an urban environment which would 

othenrise be prohibited

Far;ades should use a combinalion of archilecll/ral del ails, 

malerials, window and door pa11em s and of her design feal/lres ro f orm a cohesive and viwally 

inreresling design. 

Primary and Comer F:u;ades 

Primary fa<;ades include those f,1<;ades located along S'h Avenue West, 10~' Avenue West, 

Riverside Drive, 4'11
, 5'11

, 7'" and I O'" Streets. 111e design of the primary fa<;ade of buildings is 

critica l for the a tmosphere to be created along the street front. Buildings on com er lots a t the 

intersecti ons of these streets are considered to have two primary li1<;ades and should receive th e 

highest level of design treatment on those fa<;ades. For other corner lots, the s1mounding 

development pattern shall detennine the primary f,1c;ade.

The correct cboices of building materials are paramount in the success of any building. Buildings 

should be coustm cted of high quality, long lasting materials to contribute to Downtown's 

stability, character, and pedestrian experience. Building materials on the lower levels of 

buildings are especia ll y important due to their proximity to the pedestrian environment. 

Material should a lso be appropriate to the architectura l sty le of the building to which they 

belong. lmpot1ant character defining detail such as brick corbelling, bonding pattcm, joint 

spacing, and color should be incorporated into the design.

The color palet te of a building is composed or th e colors ol' th e main body of the building, trim 

and accent co lors. The colors cho en for awnings, canopic , shutters, and roofs also contribut e to 
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the overall color scheme of a building. TI1e overall color scheme of a building or project should 

rellcct a cohesive pallem. Th~se guiaelinesThis Design Code recogni ze that the review of a 

building's color scheme is a balance between an owner's creativi ty and individualit y, the 

arch itcctmal style of the building and an overall hannoni ous vis ion for the Downtown. The usc 

of a single color on all surfaces should be avoided. A two- or three-color scheme is encouraged 

to provide visual appeal. The main body color should be the predominant color of th e building. 

The color tone of the main body should be guided by the size and height of the building, its 

location (comer or interior lot), and architectura l style. The trim color is applied to architectural 

element such as window , door , columns, porches etc. The trim color should be a lighter or 

darker tone of the main body color, a complimenta ry color to the main body color or a neutral 

color. In a three-color cheme, the accent color should be used sparingly to highlight certain 

architectural elements such as a fron t door or awning.

Properties that fall into disrepair quickly become eyesores, damage the integrity of 

the doll'ntoll'n, mul reduce the l•alue of s11rromuling properties. bt addition, requiretl repairs 

are often more expensiw~ than regular maintemmce. Allowing properties to fall into disrepair 

costs e1•eryone money. Regular, consistent property maintenance is the obligation of all 

property owners.

Downtown Waterfront District

commercial, office, recremional, and wafer dependenl uses. The wa/e1ji·onl is 1he Ci~v of 

Palmel/o 's moslvaluable amenily. This dislrici is iniended 10 be a galhering area .for reside111S lo 

lake advanlage o.f !he parks. !he Mana/ee Riverwalk. and businesses located al011g !he Manatee 

River corridor. 

The area is-m depicled in Sec/ion 4.4 o[ the Zoninr,: Codedcif+ned as being herrlered e11 1/:e wesl 

br-J-1-Ih. he1me West. e11 :he 11er:h hy l ilt Sfreel Wes1, en .'lw ef!sl hy the [~') 4/ aNfien Ike seulh 

h.r /He ME11atee Rirer. The wa/eljiwll and ils relmionship wilh !he 1 0'" Avenue!: corridor of t.lw 

Old Main 01·erla ~District serves as !he .focal poinl o.fthe Dowmown Wa/eJ:fronl area. 

The Downtown Wme1:fron1 District may hereafter bee rablished in accordance wilh rhe general 

procedures, r equiremellls. standards and criteria ser .forrh in Section 8. 4. All site plan 

development app/ica/ions will be processed as planned del'elopment. II is the inrenf o.f these 

regulmions io pro1•ide .for derelopmelll ar approprime locmions, in accord wirh rhe goals, 

objeclires, and policies o.f rile Comprehensr•e Plan, and in accord wirh !he requiremems herein.

Ir is jiw1her imended 1h01 developmellf in the Dowmown Wa/eJ.from Disrrict shall be designed 

will! careflil~v locared buildings, parking and serl'ice areas, open space and use mixrures. 1'l1e 

u e mixiJJres will be scaled and balanced ro reduce general lrqfflc congeslion. l11is will be 

accomplished by incorporaling inlerdependenl uses and uses which are compalible and 

complimenlm)• wi!II adjacenr and surrounding land use and !he amenilies o.flhe Manatee River. 

All proj ecls wilhill 1he Dowmown Wa1e1ji·om Dislricl shall provide a public pedeslrian easemem 
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along the 1\lfanatee River (or closest proximity) in order to maintain a public pedestrian 

connection for the entire distance ofthe district. 

It is not the intent of the district to avoid requiremellfs and criteria. which are fo und in other 

sectioi/S of this eedeDesign Code. Limitations ofredevelopmellf to existing stmctures are defined 

in the affached fksign guifklinesDesign Code associated with this district. All new deve/opmellf 

applications must comply with said guiolelinesnesigu Code. Application of appropriate reviell' 

criteria shall be based upon the f act. of the proposal.

Building Height 

The maximum building height for other properties in the Downtown Waterfront District shall not 

exceed 75 feet at midline of roof 

Floo•· Al'ca Ratio 

Development of any project is subject to lim itations of building height, density, parking and 

other requirements of the Land Development Code and ~~-•ign guid~lin~sDesil!.n Code of this 

district. All projects shall be limited to a lloor area ratio of I 0.0. 

Consistency with Comprehensive Plan 

All development applicat ions within the Downtown Waterfront District must be compliant with 

all goa ls, policies, and objectives of the Comprehensive Plan. In addition, all development 

applications shall be reviewed and approved fo r a ll infrastmcture needs concurrent with the 

proposed development. These improvements include roads, water, sewer, drainage, parks, and 

schools (when applicable).

• providing amenities such as sea ting and/or bike racks. 

lnappl'opl'iatc: 

• Properti es located adjacent to the Riverwalk that do not acknowledge it by incorporating 

connecting pedestrian paths, doors, windows, art , etc. into their site plan.

Development of any proj ect is subject to lim itations of buildi ng height, density , parking and 

other requirements of the underl yi ng zoning distJi cts . Any non-residentia l project should be 

limited to a floor area ratio of 5.0. 

Consistency with Compl'ehensive Plan 

All development applications within the M idtown District must be compliant with all goals, 

policies, and objectives of the Comprehensive Plan. ln addition, all development applications 

shall be reviewed and approved lo r all infrastmcture needs concurrent with the proposed 

development. ll1ese improvements include roads, water, sewer, dra inage, parks, and schools 

(when applicable). 

Uptown Distt·ict 

The Uptown District is defmed fo r purposes of these regulations as a planned development 

district lo r tile establishment of complimentary groupin!!.s of residential, commercia l, and office 

uses.

A mix of uses, severa l of which arc based around Palmetto 's agriculntral 

packinghouse industry, defines this dist rict. TI1e CSX ra il line traverses this district from notth to 

south and has historica lly been ut ilized by the packinghouse indu try. 
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The Uptown District ma y hereafter be established in accordance with the gcncm l procedures, 

requirements, standards and criteria set forth in Section 8.4. All site plan development 

applications will be processed as planned development. It is the intent of these regulations to 

pro ide for devel opment at appropriate locations, in accord wi th the goa ls, object ives, policies of 

the Comprehensive Plan, and in accord with the requiremen t herein . This area is encouraged to 

provide an industria l/commercia l/resident ia l mix separated by appropriate landscape buffering 

and open spaces.

maintenance of historic materials, features, fi nishes and space57; 

• origina l detai ls uncovered and repaired~7 

• mainta inin g the orig ina l appearance, deta ils, and features of front porches and porte­

cochcr<!7; 

• opening and restoring previously enclosed front porches to their original lom1 and s ty l e7~ 

• the repair rather than the replacement of deteriorated histori c features7~ 

• stabili zing and/or repairing o f a deteriora ted structural clement in a manner that imparts 

the least irnpact on the hi storic fcantrcs of a building7; and 

• the replacement of missing and/or deteriorated chara ctcr-dctining fcahtrcs that match the 

origina l with regard to design, color, texhtre, materials and other visual qualities as 

substantia ted by documentmy, physical or pictoria l evidence. 

Inappt·opl'iate: 

• use of multip le and/or contli cting architectural styles wi th in a single buil ding or between 

sc em I buildings within a single projcct7, 

• building widths that visually overpower adj acent buildings.,-; 
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• the removal or alteration of character defining feann·es that impatts significance to the 

• removal of any ommnenta tion or architecn1ral detail~; 

• covering or obscuring original fean1res with new construction where the original 

historical character of the bui lding is significantly altered;; and 

• the applica tion of new material that covers original materia l such as us ing contemporary 

meta l siding or vinyl to replace or cover original masonry. 

Roofs 

Roof form and materia ls are important design elements of hist01i c buildings. The roof is an 

integra l element that defines the historic architectmal style of a building. Certain architectura l 

styles have spcci lic roof fonns and/or materials. For example, hipped and gabled roo fs arc 

commonly found in vem acular styles and bungalows; flat pam pet roofs wi th barrel ti le are 

charac teristic of Medi terra nea n Reviva l ; and tlat roofs arc characteristic of the Neo-Classical 

styles. The protection and maintenance of the functional and decorative fea tures are important in 

retaining the overa ll histori c character of a building. As with all historic building elements, 

retaining and preserving these fea tures are the most desirable. When this is not possible, repa irs 

may be done and when such systems have deteriorated beyond repair, replacement may be the 

onl y viable option. All repairs and repl acement should reta in the historic characteristi cs of the 

roo f. 

Appropriate: 

• the maintenance of th e original rooflin e;; 

• preservation and repair of the original rooting materia l;; 

• new or replacement materi als that replicate or are otherwise compatible wi th exi sting 

materia ls with regard to style, materia l, scale and color;; and 

• roof repl acement with new roof mate1ia l and style onl y if characteristic of the 

architectura l style. 

Inappt·opriate: 

• the a lteration of th e original mo llinel; 
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• the replacement of roofing materials that is not characteristic of the building sty l e:-~ 

• the addition of roof fonns such as soffits, canopies and donners that are not cons istent 

with the original root:,...: and 

• pa inting or sta ining of roo f materials unless substantiated by documentary, physical or 

pi ctorial evidence. 

Windows and Doors 

The design and functiona li ty of windows, and to a lesser extent doors, have changed over time 

due to advances in technology and changes m architectural style. Windows arc unique 

architectural elements because they are found on both the interior and exterior of a wall. 

Windows and doors are al so the only building features that provide a link between the pri vate 

space (area within a building) and the public space (area long streets, sidewalks, etc.) Due to the 

fac t that window and door patterns have such an impact on the appea rance and funct ion of a 

stmclltre, their protection and maintenance contribute to the ovem ll historic character o f 

buildi ngs. Protecting and maintaining ori ginal doors and windows is des irable. I f this is not 

possible due to the extent of deterioration, repairs and/or replacements similar materia ls should 

be employed. 

Appropriate: 

• hi storic windows and doors preserved in place when fea sible.; 

• repair of deteriora ted windows and doors~o 

• replacement of deteriorat ed doors and windows when no other opti ons are feasible 

provided that the replacements match the original units with regard to orientation, design, 

sca le, materia ls and color as documented by physical, documentary and/ or pictorial 

evidenceo~ 

• replacement o f non-historic windows and doors with new windows and doors consistent 

with the architectu ra l style of th e building and tha t match the orig inal uni ts with regard to 

orientati on, design, sca le, materia ls and co lor as documented by physica l, documentary 

and/or pictori a l evidence,-; 
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• retention of doors and door details, frames, lintels, fanlights, sidelights, pediments and 

tmnsoms, in good condition or repairable, that are in character with the style and period 

of the building~~ 

• installation of screen doors provided the design is compatibl e wi th the architecture and 

materials of the building~~ 

• new windows amVor doors as required by life sa fet y codes. the new opening(s) should be 

located on s ide or ecoudary facrade , con istent with the architectural style o f th e 

build ing and minimizes the appearance of th e alteration of the stmcture~~ 

• restoratim reopening of orig inal doors/ \~ indows as documented by phys ical, 

documentary ancVor pictorial evidence,-; and 

• the use of clear glass or, under certain circumstances li ghtly tinted glass (note: tinted 

glass may preclude the designation o f a certified rehabilitation). 

InapJn·opl'iate: 

• new openings 111 existing walls that cannot be documented by physical, documentary 

amVor pictmial evidence unless otherwise required by life safety codes,...; and 

• usc of tint ed, rc f.l ccti vc or mirrored glass amVor blackened out windows. 

Mater·ials and Color·s 

The identification of material s that are important in defining the historic chamcter of a stmcnrre 

is paramount. Once they have been identified, the goal is to protect and maintain them. When 

warranted such material s should he repaired. rr repa ir is not feasible, replacement with a 

compatible subst itute material may be pennitted. Ex terior paint colors should a lways be 

appropriate to the architectural tyle of the building. Traditiona lly muted earth-t oned colors, 

which are found in stone. brick, wood, and terracotta, compo ed the basic co lor pa lette of 

downtown areas. Certa in architectural sty les do not foll ow this color palette such as Craftsman, 

which used ncutml colors white, beige, tcrracoua ' s . Queen Anne Reviva l and Bungalow styles, 

which typicall y used deep rich tones or opaque stain with lightt:r trim ; and Meditetrancan 

Reviva l buildings, which were paintt!d in coral pinks and beiges. 

Apprupl'iatc: 
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• the removal of wall materials, such as aluminum, vinyl, or asbestos that covers original 

wall material s~~ 

• wood siding repaired or replaced with the same material , ori entation, board width and 

length as that which ex is t s,~ 

• masonry finish repaired or replaced wi th the same material with regard to color, material , 

and t exture~~ 

• brick exteriors carefully cleaned and rcpoint cd~~ 

• brick or stone ten unpainted unless the brick or stone is already painted and its use 

documented through paint analysis and historic documentation,; and 

• color schemes based on the architectura l ty le of the building or a documented by paint 

analysis and historic documentation. 

lnappl'opl'iatc: 

• historic wood siding covered or stripped to expose the original coated or raw surfac e,~ 

• use of a clear finish or stain as the finished surface, unless historically accurate"~ 

• the appl ication of a non-historic covering over masonry or wood such as aluminum, 

vinyl, stucco, etc.; 

• colors that are gari sh, ga udy, loud, excessive, and ostentatious or that constitute a glaring 

and unattractive contrast to urrounding buildings~ ; 

• colors not consistent with the historic architectural building st y le~; and 

• color used to obscure important architcchtral fcahtres . 

Tt·eahnent of Stot·cfl'ont Components 

Storefronts located at or near the propetty line, have a great impact 0 11 the streetscape of 

commercial areas. Even though histori c buildings may have diflcrcnt architcchtral styles, thei r 

mass, scale and window and door pattcms establish the rhythm of the street. Defining historic 

feahtres of storefronts typically include display windows, doors, bulkheads, kick plates, etc. 

These teatures should be reta ined tln·ough protection and maintenance. If conditions warrant , 

repa ir would be considered the next option in a rehabilita tion project and replacement , as always, 

is the last altemative. 
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Appropl'i ate : 

• mainta ining the orig ina l size and shape of an ex isting storefront opening.,-~ 

• preserving large panes of glass that are a part or the orig ina l storefront opening.,-~ 

• reestablishing the original dimensions of storefront windows so replacement glass tits 

with in orig inal piers or column: . ~ 

• mainta ini ng or restoring the storefront wall at the miginal fa <;ade l o ca t io rh~ 

• mainta in ing or restoring a recessed entry in its orig inal l o ca t ion~, 

• mainta ining kick plates and bulkheads found below display wi ndows~~ 

• the preservation of transoms located above display windows~: and 

• usc of awnings and/or canopies that complement the orig inal design of the building wi th 

regard to color and architectural tylc. 

lnappt"Opl'iate: 

• ca nopies and awnings that obscure ornamenta l details, windows, and/or doors,-· 

• canopies and awnings made of meta l, plastic , shake or asphalt shingles~~ 

• superficial , architectural moti fs , which do not support the historical character of the 

store lront.,-; and 

• the installation of lighting under au awning ('back-l it" lighting) that has the effec t of an 

internall y lit sign. 

Cot'pol'ate Design 

Corporal<:: li·anchises typicall y pre fe r to bui ld new s tnu.: tures rather than convert existing bui lding 

to their needs. However, ti·anchiscs more and more arc moving into existing stnrcturcs wi thin a 

downtown. Any bui lding occupied by a corporate fra nchise, whether new or existing, will need 

to mt:et the requirement s of lhese g~:~idelinesthi s De. jon Code. While many nat ional corporate 

chains typica ll y design their buildings to act as signage, they can and do modify the design o f 

their buildings to blend wit h the character of the surrounding neighborhood and/or compl y with 

design standards when required. 

Appt'opl'i atc : 
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• corporate design which visually relates to surrounding buildings and the desired character 

of the area with regard to mass, scale, height , width and depth consistent with- the new 

constmction provisions of these guideliHesthis Desiun Code~: and 

• corporate design that incorporates an architectural sty le or architectural elements 

consistent with the existing and! or desired style of development in the surround ing 

neighborhood consistent with the new cons tmction provisions of these guidelinesthis 

Dei n Code. 

Inappt'O(Wiatc: 

• Buildings which house corporate franchi es or businesses which do not relate to the 

ex isting and/or desired character of' the surrounding neighborhood with regard to ma. s, 

scale, height, width and depth and/or are otherwise inconsistent with the ew 

Constmction provisions of' thes<' gHidelinesthis Design Code. 

Other At·chitectural Features 

A variety of other archi tectural attributes can be considered character defining features such as 

awnings, clocks, door handles, hinges, ma il s lots, etc. ·n 1e size, style, oma teuess, or simplici ty of 

these types of features should complement the architectural style of the building. 

Appt·opl'iatc: 

• use of awnings and/or canopies that complement the original design of the building with 

regard to color and architectural s ty l e.,-~ 

• address numerals, as requi red by code, unobtrusive in location and in sca le wi th other 

design elements on the fa9ade of the building utilizing a mounting method that will not 

damage any histo ric ma onry or idin~; 

• the addition of window shutters provided there i a historical precedence.,-

• the maintenance of ori ginal hardware.,-~ 

• the use of hardware in a similar style and scale to the building if replacement hardware i 

necessary"~ 

• the maintenance, repair, or replacement of clock , whichever is appropriate~; and 

• gutters and downspouts that are compatible with the design of' th e building. 
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Inappropl'iatc: 

• canopies and awnings that ob cure omamenta l deta ils, windows, and/or do01 .,...~ 

• ca nopies and awnings made of metal , plastic, shake or asphalt sh i ngl es~ ; and 

• covering or ob curing archit ectural features. 

Additions, Accessory Structures and Modem Equipment 

Additions and alterati ons may be needed in some instances to assure a building has continued 

usc. In part icular, work that enhances energy cfticicncy, accessibility and health and safety is 

necessmy to keep a historic stmcturc viable. New additions should be avoided, if possible, and 

cons idered only after it i detem1ined tha t those needs cannot be met by altering secondary or 

non character-defining interior spaces. If no other viable a lternative exists, however, an additi on 

may be penn ittcd provided the addit ion is designed and constructed in a manner tha t is 

compatible with but diffe rentia tes it elf from the historic structure. Additi on or altera tions shall 

not radically change, obscure, or destroy the character-defining spaces, materi als, features, 

finishes, etc. 

Appropriate: 

• an addition or accessory stmctme that i- compa ti ble with and subordinate to the sca le and 

mass of the principa l building that it serves~; 

• the use of materi a ls that complement the histori c materia ls of t he principal building.,-; 

• the use o f contemporary materi als adapted to histori c design elements.,-; 

• new additions constructed in a manner that if rem oved in the fu ture enables the building 

to be restored to its origi nal conditi on.,-; 

• the loca tion of a new addition oflset behind the primary and com er fi1~ades tha t preserves 

the orig ina l proportions and chamcter of the origina l tayade-:-; 

• additions that arc compatib le with the ex ist ing portion o f the structure with regard to roo f 

type, size, slope, color, and materia ls and textur~; 

• windows and doors that re late to the scale and proportion of the 01iginal openi ngs in the 

existing building.,-; 
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• the alteration of non-character defining interior spaces to avoid the coustmction of a new 

addition,-~ 

• providing required parking on ite in a manner that minimizes the effect on the historic 

setting of thc site~. 

• the location of central a ir conditioning components as Htr away from the street as possible 

ancVor out of public view,-~ 

• the placement of window air-conditioning uni ts in windows located on the secondary and 

side fa9ades~~ 

• skylights located on a side of the roof with the least visibi lity from the street.,-~ 

• o lar collectors located on portions of the building not visible from any public right-of-

way~~ 

• the location of lire tair on ide and econdary la9ades de igned to be compatible with 

the architecntre of the buildi ng~~ 

• utility boxes, meters, etc. located as visua lly unobtrusively as possible. where leasible, 

they should not be visible from the st reet~~ 

• concea led wireles communicat ion lacilitie (antennas, satellite eli he , etc.) not visible 

from any public right-of-way,-~ 

• hurricane shutters, if provided, fitted as an integral pat1 of the design, not visible when

Signs and Miscellaneo us 

Signs 

Signage is a vita l component of any commercial es tablishment and many multifa mily 

developments providing identifi cation of a pa rticular usc. There arc two basic types of Signs: 

attached and freesta nding. Attached signs a re physically a ttached to a building whereas 

freestanding signs are elf-support ing. TI1ere are a variety of types of a ttached signs such as wall , 

projecting, hanging, awning, and window. Due to the pedestrian nature of Downtown, attached 

signs are the most appropriate type lor the area . Changeable copy is primaril y ori ented towards 

vehicular traftic; therefore, its use in an urban pedestrian environment should be limited. 

Monument-style free tand i11g ign may be appropria te within cert a in areas of the Downtown 

where building placement wammts thei r use. ·n te appropriate scale and placement o f s igns on a 

lit ~Yade should contribute greatly to the appearance o f a building and the character of an area. 

Every sign should be designed as an integral architectura l clement of the bui lding and site and 

should compliment that building with regard to materials, color, texture, fi nish, scale and design 

and architectural context. Ex isting, historic signage should be repaired when possible and 

replaced only when repairs are not feasible. Should the replacement of historic s ignage- be 

necessary a replica is encouraged provided it i · compatible wi th the archi tt:c ture o f the building. 

Signage should not obscure architectuml detail s.

Lighting 

Lighting and light fixtures should be part of an ovendl design plan and their design and 

placement appropriate to the building to which they will serve. When unlit , lighting fixtures can 

affect a building or space through the physica l fom1 of the fixture. At night , lighting can create 

atmosphere through the level ol' intensity and color of the light emitted.

However, current development 

practices emplwsh e automobile uses and access, ll'hich Cl/11 he at odds with the City's goal of 

creating a transit-oriented, pedestrimt-friendly, safe urban e:..:perience. Alt!toug!t development 

patterns !tave c/umged over time, it is still possible to protect am/ enhance t!te traditional 

pedestrian-friend(!' c/wracter of tlte corridors. Site elements shou!tl be consistent with the

Design principles cannot be simplified to a "step by step" cookbook approach. Each design 

challenge is in some way unique, ll'ith its own issues of context, constraints, objectives, 

challenges am/ opportunities. Although itwoultl he ideal if every project could meet all aspects 

of the~u:: gNMe!itrest!tis Design Code, 11'/rich may not be possible due to a site's physical 

constraints or ot!ter considerations. 

71te scale of projects can also be a factor. Large projects will be generally expected to meet 

most or all of the principles. Small projects may he able to meet only a selection of the 

principles. 

The City recognizes that each project must be considered im/ividually, mul is committed to a 

collaborative review process that !tas the shared objective, between project proponents, project 

reviell'ers and other interested parties, of ensuring an enduring and sustainable downtown and 

promoting quality design. Flexibility in considering alternative approaches to good design 

allows the Ci~)' to encourage design creativit) mul to avoid possible undue hardships in 

particular situations. 

Transitional Areas 

Buildings in Transition Areas should establish an approp1iate balance between more intense 

commercial uses of downtown Palmetto and the adjacent residential neighborhoods. Therefore, 

any new development located adjacent to an established single tamily residential area will be 

closely reviewed lor compatibility. It may be appropriate to reduce building heights, 

development densities and land use intensities on the perimeter of each dis trict.

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PURPOSE AND APPLICABILITY 

11te Downtown Core Design Code is established to ensure that public am/ private development 

projects implement the Goals, Objectives, Policies, aml Character District Visions of the CRA 

Waterfront Plan. 

The Design Code provides a framework for the folloll'ing: 

• enhancing the quality of the downtown built environment; 

• achieving quality contextual design; 

• achieving design that implements the vision of the character district in which the property 

is located, thereby promoting an identity for palmetto; 

• encouraging a diversity of architectural styles; 

• providing design flexibility instead of aesthetic control; 

• guiding the appropriate rehabilitation and preservation of designated historic structures; 

• creating a pedestrian-oriented environment built upon the city's history and activities: 

• protecting and improving property values; and 

• providing investor and property owner confidence through d~sign continuity. 

The Design Code achieves the above through standards for new constmction that regulate site 

design, building placement and building design. "Il1ey also provide standards tor the 

n:habilitation and maintenance of designated historic stmcn1res. as well as for the constmction of 

additions and the installation of modem equipment to such stmctures. Lastly, the Design Code 

establishes standards tor signs, lighting, property maintenance, and connections with the 

Manatee Rivcr.valk, utility/infrastructure li1cilitics, and corporate design. 

The Design Code includes an explanation of the general and specific design principles promoted 

by each aspect of the Design Code, as well as a series of statements describing appropriate and 

inappropriat~: d~:sign solutions to implement thos~: principles. Photographs and drawings are also 

included to illustrate acct:ptahle and unacceptable design solutions. This approach valu~s 

creativity and allows lilr numerous design solutions for any particular project 

The Planning and Zoning Oflicial and Board, Public Works Director and the Development 

Review Committee. Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) Executive Director and CRA 

Board are r~sponsihle for the administration of the D~sign Code. Projects in th~ City of Pahnetto 



must comply with the Design Code, as well as the provisions of the Land Development Codes 

and compliance will be detennined during the site plan review process. 

The Design Code applies to the following: 

• new constmction projects; 

• the relocation of' existing buildings; 

• renovations /additions to existing stmctures (historic & non-historic structures); and 

• any exterior changes requiring a building pennit from the city, including new signage, 

awnings, windows, paint, parking etc. 

Existing developments that do not comply with the requirements of the Design Code shall not be 

required to be brought into lhll compliance with the Design Code at the time the Design Code is 

adopted. Any improvement proposed to an existing development, however, will be required to 

comply with the applicable provisions of the Design Code related to the improvements. 

School sites have special consideration pertaining to this Design Code. The overriding issues 

regarding the safety of children in school settings will supersede this Design Code as 

appropriate.

ACCESS, CIRCULATION AND PARKING 

Vehicles am/ people need to co-exist, however, it shoultf be recognized that much of the 

Downtown is first tmd foremost for pedestritms. Circulation throughout the Downtown shoultl 

be designed to provide safe ami direct connections that minimize vehicular-pedestrian 

conflicts. Parking lots a11t/ garages slwul£1 be as unobtrusive as possible while maintaining 

easy accessibility. Pedestrian circulation patterns transitioning from parking areas should be 

designed to be safe, convenient, anti t1ttracti1•e. 

Vehicular Circulation, Access and Parking 

Appropriate: 

• the location, number, and design of driveways, which maintain the urban tabric of the 

downtown; 

• vehicular access from secondary street frontage or alley; 

• interior lot access limited to the minimum number of curb cuts to adequately serve the 

site; 

• parking areas tor townhouse developments located within the interior of the development 

and maintains the integrity of the primary llH;ade as the preferred design (fi1r townhouse 

projects located on low tratlic-volumc streets with site characteristics that prevent 

intemal parking, parking may be directly accessed tl:om the street provided it is co­

located with shared driveways): 

• detached garages and carports serving single-Hunily uses located in line with or behind 

the rear of the principal building: 

• residential uses along the manatee river designed with parking garages or with parking 

areas intemal to the site/building and scrccn.::d from th.:: manatee river and any abutting 

right-of-way; 

• attached garages in residential developments, architecturally integrated with the design of 

the principal stmcture; 

• driveways fimctionally integrated into the design of the development; 

• jointlconunon access driveways between sites: 

• shared parking where a mix of uses creates stagg.::red peak periods of parking demand; 



• parking lots located behind the primary £19ade of the principal building; 

• parking lot design that minimizes negative impacts such as light glare, exhaust fi.nnes, 

noise and undesirable views; 

• parking lots adjacent to rights-of-way that are screened with either a landscaped butler or 

a solid wall or fence three feet in hcight; 

• large parking lots visually and fimctionally scgmcnll:d into smaller lots with landscaped 

islands and canopy; 

• the use of interlocking pavers, brick or other similarly textured materials fi.)r parking lot 

surfitcing and/or accents; 

• parking garages as the principal uses that are architecturally integrated with surrounding 

developments an<Vor the envisioned character of the area; 

• parking garages as the principal use within the downtown core located with at least 75 

percent of the ground t1oor of each fi19adc on all a(Uaccnt street lhmtagcs occupied by 

active uses. active uses include restaurant, retail, entertainment or other uses/features 

dctcnnincd to be pedestrian oriented: 

• parking garages accessory to a principal usc that arc architecturally integrated with the 

design, materials, lin ish, and color of the principal structure(s) on the lot; 

• ground floors of parking garages accessory to a principal usc with at least 75 percent of 

the primary li19adc occupied by the principal usc(s)/lcatures or other usc dctcm1incd to be 

complementary to the principal usc; 

• upper tloors of all parking gamgcs designed to visually screen vehicles from view from 

rights-ot:way and public open spaces. screening includes landscaping, walls, architectural 

elements or other decorative features: and 

• parking garages with clearly marked points of ingress and egress.

ConsisTeflf 

wiTh this research, CPTF.D based sTrategies emphasi=e e11hancing the perceived risk of detection 

and apprehension. 

The pmper design and l{[fective use oft he builT environment can reduce crime, reduce thefear of 

crime, and improve The quality of life. l11e implemel/fation of CPTED principles seeks to 

dissuade o[fendersfi·om commiTting crimes by manipulating the builT environment in which Those 

crimes may occur. ll1e three most common built enviromnent straTegies are natural sun•ei/lance, 

natural access control, and natural territorial reil?fbrcement. 

Natural sun•eil/ance and access control strategies limit the opportunitr jiw crime. Territorial 

reinfbrcemem promotev social eollfrol through a varietv of measures. 

Natural Sm·veillance 

Natural surveillance limits the opportunity II:Jr crime by taking steps to increase the perception 

that people can be seen. Natural surveillance occurs by designing the placement of physical 

features, activities, and people in such a way as to maximize visibility and li.Jster positive social 

inlcraction among legitimate users of private and public space. Potential offenders feel increased 

scmtiny and limitations on their escape routes.

• usc the shortest, least sight limiting lcnce appropriate for the situation: 

• use tmnsparent weather vestibules at building entrances: 

• when creating lighting design, avoid poorly placed lights that create blind-spots for 

potential observers and miss c1itical areas, ensure potential problem, such as pathways, 

stairs, entrances/exits, parking areas, ATMs, phone kiosks, mailboxes, bus stops, 



children's play areas, recreation areas, pools, laundry rooms, storage areas, dumpster and 

recycling areas, etc., areas arc well-lit; 

• avoid too-bright security lighting that creates blinding glare and/or deep shadows, 

hindering the view I(Jr potential observers (eyes adapt to night lighting and have trouble 

adjusting to severe lighting disparities and using: lower intensity lights often requires 

more tixtures); 

• use shielded or cut-otrluminaires to control glare; 

• place lighting along: pathways and other pedestrian-use areas at proper heights tor 

lighting the tltccs of the JK:oplc in the space (and to identify the faces of potential 

attackers); and 

• natural surveillance measures can be complemented by mcchanical and organi1ational 

measures, tor example, closed-circuit television (CCTV) cameras can he added in areas 

where window surveillance is unavailablc. 

Natut·al Access Contl'lll 

Natural access control limits the opportunity tor crime by taking: steps to clearly ditlerentiate 

bctwccn public space and private space. By selectively placing entmnces and exits, lencing. 

lighting and land~capc to limit access or control flow, natural access control occurs. Natuml 

access control is used to complement mechanical and operational access control measures, such 

as target hardcning. 

Appropriate: 

• usc a clearly identitiablc point of entry; 

• usc stmcturcs to divert persons to reception areas; 

• incorpomtc maze entrances in public rcstrooms. this avoids the isolation that is produced 

by an anteroom or double door entry system: 

• use low, thomy bushes beneath ground level windows; 

• eliminate design features that provide access to roots or upper levels: 

• in rronl yards, usc waist-level, picket-type fencing along residential properly lines to 

control access. encourage surveillancc; 

• usc a locking gate bctwccn front and backyards; 



• use shoulder-level, open-type fencing along lateral residential property lines between side 

yards and extending to between back yards. they should be sufficiently unencumbered 

with landscaping to promote social interaction between neighbors: and 

• lL'ie substantial, high, dosed fencing (for example, masonry) between a backyard and a 

public alley. 

Natural Tenitorial Reinforcement 

Territorial reintorccmcnt promotes social control through increased definition of space and 

improved proprietary concem. An environment designed to clearly delineate private space does 

two things. First, it creates a sense of ownership. Owners have a vested interest and are more 

likely to challenge intruders or report them to the police. Second, the sense of 0\\1Jed space 

creates an environment where "strangers" or "intruders" stand out and arc more easily identified. 

By using buildings, fences, pavement, signs. lighting and landscape to express ownership and 

define public, semi-public and private space. natural territorial reint()rcement occurs. 

Additionally, these objectives can be achieved by assignment of space to designated users in 

previously unassigned locations. Territorial reinforcement measures make the nom1al user feel 

safe and make the potential oiTender aware of a substantial risk of apprehension or scmtiny. 

Appropriate: 

• maintained premises and landscaping such that it communicates an alert and active 

presence occupying the space; 

• provide trees in residential areas. research results indicate that, contrary to traditional 

views within the law cn!t)rccment commtmity, outdoor residential spaces with more trees 

arc seen as significantly more allnKtivc, more sale. and more likdy to be used than 

similar spaces without trees: 

• restrict private activities to delined private areas. l()r example, have your neighborhood 

BBQ in your back yard, not your Iron! yard: 

• display security system signagc at access points: 

• avoid cyclone fencing and razor-wire fence topping, as it communicates the absence of a 

physical presence and cues a reduced risk of being detected: 

• placing amenities such as seating or refreshments in common areas in a commercial or 

institutional selling helps to altmct larger numbers of desired users: and 



• scheduling activities m common areas increases proper use, attracts more people and 

increases the perception that these areas are controlled,

elements making up these spaces. Amenities include benches. chairs. tables, plal/lers and 

land~caping. Public arT enlivens open spaces and buildings adding to !he cultural vibrm1cv of' a 

citr. Note, the sharing ()( s/onmvater retelllion spstems is encouraged ami appropriaTe design 

llll~l' be efigihle/(n· CRA assislance. 

Appropriate: 

• open spaces which thnction as transitions between the public sidewalks and streets and 

the use of the property (residences, ollices, stores, etc.); 

• clearly delined entrances into open spaces with direct access ll·om adjacent streets and 

adequate huiTering from vehicular trallic; 

• open spaces that an: visible and inviting to the p.:destrian; 

• open spac.:s which utilize an acsth.:tically coordinated marriag.: hcl\vccn hardscape 

(buildings, planters, lighting. walls, fences, paving, etc.) and landscape (trees, shmbs, 

annuals, perennials, etc.) clements; 

• large op.:n spaces broken into smaller, lnumm-scale spaces through the us.: of changes of 

grade, planters, pots, landscaping, sculpture, lcnccs. walls, etc.; 

• open spaces designed to relate and connect to adjacent prope1ties; 

• l(mnal or infonnal seating appropriate to the scale and ti.mction of the open space (seating 

may include park benches, the tops of garden/planter walls, mnnum.:ntal stairs, etc.); . 

• the location of public art in accessible open spaces designed and located so as to enrich 

the pedestrian expcri.:nc.: and create a stronger sense of pia e.:; 

• retention ponds that serve as open space/decorative features; and 

• underground storage vaults for stonn water retention if required.

Buffering and Screening 

Buffering and screening help define spaces, block unsigllf(l' yet necesscn:l' elements and preserve 

and enhance an area 's quality and character. Within an urban selling buffering will he achiet·ed 

through the use ofland ·caping, decorative fences, walls. pots, planters, etc. 

Mechanical Equipment, Concealed Wireless Communication Facilities, Loading and 

Service Areas 

Mec/wnical equipmelll, wireless comllllfllicmion facilitie , loading and se1vice m·eas shall he 

integrated illlo the design of the site. located in the most unoblriiSive location possible and 

bnffered and scree11ed appropriately. 

Appropriate: 

• when located at grade, mechanical and utili ty equipment tiJat is placed in the least 

obtmsivc locat ion possib le and screened from adj acent properti es and right s-of-way with 

fences, wa lls ancVor landscaping; 

• when located on the roof o r a building, mechanica l equipment that is integrated illlo the 

des ign of the build ing th rough the use o f pa rapet wa lls, towers or other architect ura l 

elements ; 

• concealed wireless communi cation li1cil iti es (a ntennas, sa tell ite di shes, etc .) attached to 

buildings and not visibl e from any publi c right-of-way. appropriate concea li ng meth ods 

include pa inting the lnc ilit y to match the color of the building, concea ling the fa~.: ilit y by 

architec tura lly integrated features, such as the usc of faux windows, dom1crs, chimneys, 

parapets, etc. or other similar methods; 
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• servtce nnd londing arens nccessed from secondnry streets, screened from ndjacent 

properties and rights-of-way and placed in visually unobtmsive locations; and 

• solid waste containers placed in the most unobtmsive location possible and screened from 

adjat:ent properties and rights-of-way .

Fences and walls may be incorporated as a design 

eleme/11 to assist in deflllillg property bou11daries a11d el/trallces, open spaces and to provide a 

trans ilioll be/ween public rmd private realms.

A serback requires a 

minimum distance ji'Oin a propertv line. which mav be exceeded ll'hereas a build-to line 

prescribes a particular distanceji·om afi·mll properly line. 

Orientation 

Buildings should be oriemed toward~ the street. llle oriell/ation of theji·om f{l(;ade o( buildings 

along the streelscape collfributes ro pedestrian illferesl in an area. Buildings that tum 

pe!7Jemlieular to the puhlic rig/11-of:- lflll' or hm•e their sole accessfi·om rear parking lots create 

an e111'iromnent rhat is unfi'iendlF./(11' pedestrians. 

Separation

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BUILDING DESIGN 

The purpose of building design requirements is to establish design stundanls so that new 

constl·uction is compatible with its sunoundings. The first step in design is to identify a 

building's ol'ientation and placement to contl'ibute to a unified streetscape ct·eating a sense 

of place. The second ct·itical pat·t in design is u building whose form and architecture 

contributes to its chantctcr district. Successful building design is a maniagc between fm·m 

and architecture to Yisually connect with the existing and/ot· desired charactet· of the 

sunounding area. A compatible structut·c is one that possesses pattct·ns of form and 

architectut·e that at·e found in smTouncling buildings creating "points of agreement" 

between them while retaining the individuality of the building. Quality urban design 

balances a respect for an area's existing or desired pattern with the design of new 

structut·es. 

Form

• buildings which correspond to the existing andlor desired rhythm and spacing of 

surrounding buildings through the use of common points of agreement such as windows, 

doors. recesses, reliels and other architectural elements: 

• buildings which maintain the existing and/or desired pattem oft he placement and size of 

windows, doors, shutters. and other architectural clements on adjacent buildings with 

regard to both the ground t1oor and upper stories; and 

• tlnished t1oor heights a minimum of two feet above the sidewalk grade fl1f residential 

buildings within predominantly mixed use or commercial areas.

Fa~ade Design 

All fac;ades of a building should reflect a unified architecfllral treatmem; hmre1·er, there is a 

hierarchv offac;ade treatment based on location fimction, ami le1·el of pedestricm intemction 

'l11e specific requiremellfs fbrj(lc;ades are divided illfo primar\' and comer, secondar)' and side 

/(t~·ades. Fa~·ades should use a combination ofarchitectcll'al details, materials. lt'indow and door 

patterns aJI(/ other designfeatures to jimn a cohesive and visuallv illferi!sting design 

Primary and Corner Fa~tades 

Primary fiu;adcs include those fa<;adcs located along 8'" Avenue West, IO'h Avenue West, 

Riverside Drive, 4'h, 5'h, 7'" and 10'" Streets. The design of the primary ta~tade of buildings is 

critical for the atmosphere to be created along the street front. l3uildings on comer lots at the 

intersections of these streets are considered to have two primary fa<;ades and should receive the 

highest level of design treatment on those liu;ades. For other comer lots, the surrounding 

development pattem shall detem1ine the primary liH,:ade. 

Appropriate: 

• the primary li1<;ades as the most highly designed lil<;ade utilizing the f(Jllowing dements: 

o a change in plane, building wall projection or recess; 

o architectural details; 

o variety in color, material, texture: 

o doors and/or windows; 

o storefront display windows for retail uses; and 

o other details as approptiate to the building style. 

o an architecturally prominent entrance with door located on the primary Ht<;ade. 

o primary entrances emphasized through the use of a combination of: 

o a protmding front gable or stoop: 

o projection or recession in the building tl1otprint: 

o variation in building height; 

o canopy or portico: 

o raised comice or parapet over door; 

o arches: 

o columns: 



o omamental and structural architectural details other than comiees over or on the 

sides of the building; 

o towers; and/or 

o other treatment that emphasizes the primary entrance; 

• primary ti1<;ades, which include three articulated architectural parts: a hase, middle, and 

cap. the proportion of these three elements will vary depending on the scale of the 

building; 

• major architectural treatments on the principal ta<;ade that are continued around all sides 

of the building and that are visible from the public realm: 

• covered drop-olf areas; 

• open porches; 

• buildings on comer lots that emphasize their prominent location through the usc of 

additional height, massing, distinctive architectural treatments and: or other distinguishing 

fean1res: and 

• entrances provided along each street ta<;ade or a single entrance prominently located on 

the comer:. 

I nappt·opriate: 

• lil<;ades without articulation or other architectural detail to provide visual interest and 

variety on the llu;ade; 

• primary liH;ades with an undctined entnmee; 

• entrances not architecnlrally integrated into the design of the ta<;ade: 

• buildings on comers that do not treat each adjacent designated street (as designated on the 

master streetscape plan) equally and 

• an unfinished ta.;ade along a street.

Sccondat-y Fa~tadcs 

A secondary t!u;:ade faces nlleys, parking nrcas and streets not listed as "primnry." The level o f 

design along a secondary fru;adc, while perhaps not as intense ns a primm-y fayadc should 

continue the nrchitccnrml style of the building and usc the same quality of materials. 

Appropl'iate: 

• an overa ll design of the secondary ta<;ade(s) of the building consistent with that of the 

primary ta<;ade wi th regard to architectural style, materials, linish, color, and detail ; 

• architecnrral embellishments, awnings, landscaping and signs are used to identify the 

seconda ry entrance; and 

• entrances fa ci ng parking lots, plnzas and watcrti·onts. 

lnapp•·opl'iate: 

• buildings that do not provide an entrance along a sccondat-y frt<;adc; and 

• a secondary litc;ade, which does not enhance or support the architectural style of the 

building. 

Side Fn~tadcs 

Buildings that are not on comer or through lots typically have at least two side ta<;ades. A side 

fa«;ade laces adjacent buildings or propet1ies. The side fayades of a building may actually touch 
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an adjacent building or they may be separated provided that adequate space for landscaping, 

parking areas , or vehicular/pedesllian access i. crea ted. While side fa r,;ades may not receive the 

same intensity o f design treatment as a primary or secondary fitr,;ade they should maintain the 

same architccntra l sty le as the other far,;ades. 

Appr·opriate: 

• an overall design of the ide f.1r,;ades of the building cons istent with that of the primary 

fiwade with regard to arehitect11ral style, ma terials, fini sh, color, and detail ; and 

• arcb itecntra l embell ishmenis, awnings, landscaping and sign used to ident ify secondary 

entrance if provided. 

Appropriate: primary fa~ade uses strong 
arch· ectural elements to create interest and 
emphasize the entrance. 

Appropnate: but'd1ng on a corner lot 
provides an entrance at the corner 1n 

order to serve both adjacent streets.

Windows and Doors 

Windows are a rita/ e/emelll, which link the primte (space within a building), and public (space 

such as streets, sidewalks, etc.) realms visual/}' drawing passcrsbr IIIIo buildings. Doors arc also 

a vital c/emcm providing not onlv visual bw. physical com1cctions hctweeJJ the public and 

pri1•ate realms. 

Appropriate: 

• windows that are appropriately sized l()r the scale and style of the building on which they 

arc located; 

• windows along all streets; 

• windows within a building!dcvclopmcnt that creates a consistent and cohesive 

fenestration pattern: 

• windows that are similar 111 propm1ion to windows on adjacent buildings or with 

established and/or desired patterns along the adjoining block laces. the degree of 

similarity of the window pattern increases in importance the closer the buildings are to 

each other; 

• windows in commercial areas that are approptiately sized and located to allow for display 

andior view into the interior of the building: 

• bulkheads below and transoms above display windows when appropriate l(lr the 

architectural style of the building; 

• clear glass (88 percent light transmission or the maximum pcnnitted by any applicable 

building codes) installed on ground lloor windows except liJr stained or art glass 

provided the stained or art glass is in character with the style ol' the building andior use 

(churches, craftsman buildings, etc.); 

• glass block used as an accent; 

• screen doors provided the design is compatible with the architecture and materials of' the 

building; 

• doors that enhance and support the architectural style of the building; 

• doors appropriately sized tor the scale of the building H1<;adc on which they are located; 

and 



• doors with trallSoms and fanlights when appropriate for the architectural style of the 

building.

• more than one style of door per building.

Roof Design 

Roof limns arc one of the most highl y visi ble components of a building. ot onl y do they 

provide a vita l ll mction but al o they contribute to and are integra l to the overa ll bu ilding des ign 

with distinctive, defined sty les and decorative pattems and colors. 

Appt'opl'iatc: 

• a roof consistent with the style of the building ut ilizing architectu ra l element such as 

comice treatments, roo f overhangs with bmckets, steeped parapets, richl y tex tured 

materials, and/or eli fl i::rcntl y colored materials ; 

• mult iple rooliops on varying levels on large buildings that help break up the vert ical mass 

of a building; 

• high- rise bui ldi ngs, which uti lize sculpted roo ts in order to establish an interesting and 

enhanced skyline unique to downtown Palmetto: and 
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• the portions of building stepbacks that are fully finished and complement the architectmal 

style of the building and the main roof structure. 

Appropriate : a standing seam metal roof 
adds rich detail to th1s building. Appropriate: an ornate cornice line. 

Appropriate: sculpted roofs add to the 
skyline of a city.

Inappt•opriate:

Other Architecture Features 

The same amount of thought and care should be put into the selecti on and installation of other 

architectural features as tor more obvious features such as roofs, doors. and windows. /\. variety 

of other features can provide the perfec t accent or fini sh to a building, or conversel y, ruin an 

otherwise wonderful structure. These may include door handles and hinges, mail slots, clocks, 

lire/emergency escapes, shutters, awnings etc . 
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Appt·opl'iate: 

• shutters and canvas awnings sized to match the coiTesponding window openings; 

• shutters and awnings the shapes, materials, proportions, des ign, color, lellering and 

hardware of which are in character wi th the style oft he building; 

• awnings madt: of high quality lirt:-rale(V rt:lardant lithric to protect pedestrians from 

inclement weather; 

• first noor awnings placed no higher than the midpoint between the top of the first story 

window and the bottom of the second tory windowsill ; 

• huiTicane shutters, if provided, lined as an integra l part of the storetront design, not 

visible when not in use and onl y to be used during the timelrame in which a lonnall y 

issued huiTicanc warning is in effect ; 

• electronic security systems utilized as an altemative to security bars; 

• lire stairs/egress designed as unohtmsive as possible by matching the primary slmcture 

with regard to material s, design, and color of the strucntrc (where feas ible, they should 

not be visible from the street); 

• devices, which discourage the congregation of animals (pigeons, squirrels, etc.), placed 

on the least visually obtntsive locations possible and/or designed to blend in with the 

overall architectural style of the building; 

• the inclusion of other an.:hitectu ra l details and elements (clocks, railings, tl ower boxes, 

etc.) HS appropriate to lht: style and !i.mction of tlw building and archit ectura ll y integra ted 

with the des ign oft he build ing; and 

• gutters, downspouts, utili ty boxes, meters, etc. located as visua lly unobtmsively as 

possible (where feas ible, they should not be vis ibl e from the street) . 

Appropnate : architectural feature. 
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Appropriate: awning is correctly located on 
the a~ ade of the building. 

Appropriate: fire escape, located along 
an alley. is painted to match building

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Materials and Colors 

Materials 

The correct choices of building materials arc paramount in the success of any building. Buildings 

should be constructed of high quality. long lasting materials to contribute to Downtown's 

stability, character, and pedestrian experience. Building materials on the lower levels of 

buildings are especially important due to their proximity to the pedestrian environment. 

Materials should also he appropriate to the architectural style of the building to which they 

belong. Important character defining details such as brick corbelling, bonding pattem. joint 

spacing, and color should be incorporated into the design. 

Appropl"intc: 

• materials compatible with the existing and/or desired context of the surrounding area and 

that are common to the area's historic constmction methods/style; 

• the use of high-quality materials which result in buildings that will he as maintenance 

tree as possible and long tenn components of the urban lithric; 

• building materials consistent with and relating to the architectural style of the building; 

• building materials appropriate to the scale of the building; 

• the usc of contemporary materials adapted to historic design clements; 

• storefront level and upper levels that use visually compatihle materials; and 

• use of the following durable materials within the lirst three lloors of all buildings and 

recommended ltH all other tloors; 

o wood, stucco and/or or masomy exteriors; 

o masonry exteriors linished in msticated block; 

o stucco, brick, stone, etc.: 

o storclront side piers, when provided, constructed of the same material as the upper 

!lwadc or covered with stucco: 

o pre-cast, cast-in-place or architectural concrete; 

o tile: and 

o any other material linmd acceptable by the DRC, CRA, or P&Z as applicable.

o plastic, meta l and/or vinyl siding except fo r single-liunily dwellings ; 

o fiberglass panels: 

o exposed aggregate (rough fini sh) concre te wall panels; 

o indoor-outdoor catv l;! ting or Astroturf'; and 
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o any ot!Jer nu'.terial found unacceptable by the DRC, CRA, or P&Z as applicable.

Color

The color palette of a building is composed of the colors of the main body of the building, trim 

and accent colors. The colors chosen (or awning , canopies, shutters, and roofs a lso contribut e to 

tbe overall color scheme of a build ing. The overall color cheme of a building or proj ect should 

re fl ect a cohesive pattern . Th is Design Code recogni ze that the review of a building's color 

scheme is a balance between an owner' s crea tivity and indivi duality, the architectural style of th e 

building and an overall bam10nious vision fo r the Downtown. The usc of a single co lor on a ll 

surfaces should be avoided. A two- or three-color scheme is encouraged to provide visual appeaL 

The main body color should be the predominant co lor of the building. The color tone of the main 

body should be guided by the size and height of tbe building, its loca tion (com er or interior lot), 

and architectura l style. The trim color is appl ied to archit ectura l elements such as windows, 

doors, columns, porches etc. The trim color should bt: a lighter or darker tone of the main body 

color, a complimenta ry color to the main body co lor or a n ~:ut ra l color. In a three-color chcmc, 

the accent co lor should be used sparingly to highli ght certa in architectural elements such as a 

front door or awning. 
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App1·opl'iatc : 

• the number nnd type of building colors appropriate lor nnd cons istent with the 

arch itectural style; 

• low rellectancc exterior colors; and 

• gutters, downspouts, utility boxes, meters, etc. painted as part or the ovem ll color 

schem e.

• the use or fluorescent or day glow colors;

• single co lor schemes (for exa mple using one co lor on every surfncc); 

• clashing trim co lors lhat arc not complementary 10 the main body color and serve onl y to 

attract attention through their dissonance, for example, yellow and reel are clnshing 

colors, not compl ementary, and only serve to attract a ttention through their dissonance; 

• a solid line or band of color or group of stripes used in lieu of architectural details; and 

• color used to obscure importan t archi tectural fea tures.

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PROPERTY MAINTENANCE 

1"/aintaining properties, whether occupied or Ultoccupied, i.s 1•ital to tlte .succe.s.s of Downtown 

Palmetto. Properties that fall into disrepair quickly become eyesores, damage the integrity of 

the downtown, am/ reduce the l'alue of surromuling properties. In atltlition, requiretl repairs 

are often more expensive than regular maintemmce. Allowing properties to fill/ into tli\·repair 

costs e1•eryone money. Regular, consistent property maintenance is the obligation of all 

proper(J' owners. 

App1·opriatc: 

• regular visual inspections of all portions of a building such as the !(nmdation, walls, 

weather-striping, roots, etc.; 

• regular maintenance and repair using quality materials: 

• enlisting the services of professionals: 

• consulting a structural engineer prior to commencing any work when structural systems 

are affected: 

• stabilizing/repairing deteriorated or inadequate foundations as soon as physically 

possible; 

• replacing weather-stripping as nt>eded prior to l~tilure: 

• replacing loose or missing roof tiles/ shingles as soon as damage is observed; 

• regular exterior painting and touch-ups as needed; 

• inspection and replacing of awnings that show signs of wear. tear, fading, etc., 

• regular cleaning and sweeping of adjacent public property; and 

• keeping windows clean. 

Inappropriate: 

• allowing routine maintenance and repairs to lapse; 

• the usc of harsh chcmicals/proccdmcs for cleaning historic structures: 

• poorly attached clements that may li1ll and injure people; and 

• applying paint to fabric awnings.

1'l1is district is intended to be a gaThering area for reside Ills to 

take admnlage £~{the parh, the Manatee Riverwalk, and businesses loca!ed along the Manatee 

River corridor. 

The area is as depicted in Section 4.4 ol the loning Code. The waferfimlf and its relationship 

with the 10'" Avenue/ Old lvlai11 01'1!rlar DistricT ~eJTes as the focal poilll o{ the Dmmtown 

JVaterfi·ollf area. 

The Dowmown Waterfimlf DisTrict IIIli\' hereafter be established in accordance with the general 

procedures, requirements, slandards· and criteria seT Jbrth in Section 8.4. All site plan 

development applications will he proce.vsed as plmmed de1·elopmenl. it is !he illfent o( these 

regulmiom to prm·ide for deFelopment a/ appropriate localiom. in accord with !he goals, 

objectives, and policies o( the Compre/u:nsil·e Plan. and in accord with the requiremems herein 

This area is encouraged to provide all urban waterfi·onr seTTing desi:;._wed lo coordinate with the 

Old Mai11 Street District. This disTricT shall encourage high-densin· residellfia/ de1·elopme11t in 

certai11 areas 11eeded to enha11ce !he commercial, job. and recreatio11al opportunities necessarv 

j(w a Fi hra11t dmmto\1'11. 

It is jimher i111e11ded that dt'velopmelll in the Dmmtmt•n Watelfi·ollf District shall he designed 

with carejiillr locmed buildings. parking a11d sen·ice arem. open space and use mixtures. The 

use mixtures will be scaled all£1 balanced to reduce ge11era/ trafiic congestion. liTis will be 

accomplished by i11curporaTing imerdepe11de111 uses a11d uses which are compatible a11d 

complimellli/IT ll'ilh adjace111 am/ surrounding lull£/ uses and the amenities of/he ,\lana tee Ril·er.

Development of any project is subject to limitations of building height. density, parking and 

other requirements of the Land Development Code and Design Code of this district. All projects 

shall he limited to a lloor area ratio of 10.0. 

Consistency with Compt·chcnsivc Plan 

All development applications within the Downtown Waterfront District must be compliant with 

all goals, policies. and objectives or the Comprehensive Plan. In addition, all development 

applications shall be reviewed and approved for all infrastmcture needs concurrent with the 

proposed development. These improvements include roads, water. sewer, drainage, parks, ami 

schools (when applicable). 

Manatee Rivcrwalk 

The Manatee Rivt!rwalk prest!nts the opportunity to bring people into Downtown and as such is a 

unique source or economic development. I Jses along the Manatee Riverwalk should be oriented 

toward the Rivcrwalk to take advantage of the people drawn to this rccrcntional!transportation 

amenity. Connections to the Riverwalk should be incorporated in site plans when property IS 

adjacent to the Manatee River or when the proposed usc would benefit through a connection. 

Appt·opt'iatc: 

• providing sate. convenient pedestrian connections between the site and the Riverwalk; 

and 

• providing amenities such as seating and! or bike racks. 



Inappt·opl'iate: 

• Properties located adjacent to the Riverwalk that do not acknowledge it by incorporating 

connecting pedestrian paths, doors, windows, art, etc. into their site plan. 



Midtown District 

The Midtown District is defined for pwposes of these regulations as a planned developme/11 

district for the establishme/11 of complimentmJ' groupings of residential, commercial, and office 

uses. 

The area is as depicted in Section 4.4 of the Zoning Code. 8'1' A1·enue /Vest is int/1e celller ofthis 

district and serves as the focal corridor for the development of this area. 
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The Midtown District may hereajier be established in accorckmce with the general procedures, 

requirements. standards and criteria set forth in Section 8.4. ;I I/ site plan development 

applicalions will be processed as planned development. It is the illlent of these regulations to 

provide jrll' development at appropriate locations, in accord with the goals, objectives, policies 

of the Comprehemil·e Plan. and in accord with the requirements herein This area i · encouraged 

to prol'ide an urban theme ll'ith moderate den i(v residential development needed to enlwnce the 

need for commercial. job, and recreational opportunities necessm:v f or a vibralll dow/1/own. 

Ojflces in this district slwulcl. when possible, be designed to appear residential in si=e. scale, and 

design. 
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It is Jitrther illlended that deve!opmellf in the Midtown District shall he designed with carejit!lv 

located buildings, parking, and service areas, ope11 space am/use mixtures which are scaled and 

balanced to reduce generaltrafjlc congestion, hy providing interdepe/1(/ent uses and uses which 

arc compatible and complimellfary with adjacent and sw·rounding land uses. 

It is not the illlellf of the district to avoid requireme/1/s and criteria, which are found in other 

sections o( this Design Code. Umifatim1s o( redel'e!opmellf to existing structures are defined in 

the affached Design Code associated with this district. All new de\·elopmenf applications must 

complr with said Design Code. Application o( appropriate review criteria sha/1 he based upon 

the ji:tcrs i!fthe proposal. 

Permitted Uses: 

• cultural facilities - art galleries, museums, libraries: 

• public facilities - public services, public uses, rcneation uses: 

• residential- multi-family; 

• residential support uses - child care, schools; 

• retail - convenience, eotlcc shop. tobacco shops. newsstand, bakery, dclicatcsscn, 

grocery, eating establishments, drinking establishments, bookstores. specially shops, 

other similar uses; and 

• services - banking, onices, business servtces. health services, lodging establishments,

Residential Density 

Density for projects in this location shall not exceed 35 units per acre_ Buildings fronting on 8'h 

Avenue West are encouraged to provide ground lloor retail or service uses with any residential 

located on tloors above. 

Building Height 

The maximum building height li.H other properties in the Midtown District shall not exceed 55 

feet. Multi-story buildings within the Midtown District do not need to incorpomte a residential 

component. 

Flom· Area Ratio 



Development of any project is subject to limitations of building height, density; parking and 

other requirements of the underlying zoning districts. Any non-residential project should be 

limited to a lloor area ratio of 5.0. 

Consistency "ith Comp•·chcnsivc Plan 

All development applications within the Midtown District must be compliant with all goals, 

policies, and objectives of the Comprehensive Plan. In addition, all development applications 

shall he reviewed and approved f(H all infrastmcture needs concurrent with the proposed 

development. These improvements include roads, water, sewer. drainage, parks, and schools 

(when applicable). 

Uptown District 

The Uptovm District is delined !(Jr purposes of these regulations as a planned development 

district l(Jr the establishment of complimentary groupings of residentiaL commercial, and otlice 

uses. 

The area is as depicted in Section 4.4 of the Zoning Code. A mix of uses. several of which arc 

based around Palmetto's agticultuml packinghouse industry, defines this district. The CSX rail 

line traverses this district from north to south and has historically been utilized by the 

packinghouse industry. 
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The Uptown Dislli et may hcrca tler be established in accordance with the genera l procedures, 

requirements, standards and criteria set io rtb in Section 8.4. All site plan development 

applications will be processed as planned development. It is the intent of these regulations to 

provide for development at appropria te locations, in accord wit lnhe goa ls, objec ti ves, policies o f 

the Comprehens ive Plan, and in accord \ ith the requi rements herein. This area is encouraged to 

pro ide an industrial/commercial/res identia l mix separa ted by appropriate landscape butTe ring 

and open spaces. 

It is fi.1rth er intended tha t development in the Uptown District sha ll be designed with carefi.Ill y 

located buildings, parking, and service areas, open space and use mixtures, which are scaled and 

balanced to reduce genem l tmffic congestion , by providing in terdependen t uses and uses, which 

are compat ible and compl imentary with adjacent and SlllTOllllding land uses. 

It is not the intent of the district to avoid requirements and criteria that arc lo und in other sections 

of this Design Code. Limita tions of redevelopment to existing stmctures are dctined .in the 

attached Design Code associated with this district. All new development applications mus t 

compl y wi th said Design Code. Application of appropri a te review cri teria shall be based upon 

the fac ts or each proposal. 
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Permitted Uses 

• public facilities- public services, public uses, recreation uses; 

• residential - multi-11nnily, single tinnily; 

• residential support uses- child care, schools, churches, limeral homes; 

• retail - convenience, grocery, eating establishments, drinking establishments, other 

similar uses; 

• services - banking, ofllces, business services, health services, personal services, dry 

cleaners, other similar uses; and 

• indtl~trial- warehouses, packinghouses, light industrial, other similar uses. 

Residential Density 

Density for projects in this location shall not exceed 25 units per acre. 

Building Height 

The maximum building height for other propL.'ftics in the Uptown District shall not exceed 35 

feet. 

Floor Area Ratio 

Development of any project is subject to limitations of building height, density, parking and 

other requirements of the underlying zoning districts. Any non-residential project should b.: 

limited to a t1oor area ratio of 1.0. 

Consistency with Comprehensive Plan 

All development applications within the l Tptown District must be compliant with all goals, 

policies, and objectives of the Comprehensive Plan. In addition, all development applications 

shall be reviewed and approved tor all intrastmcture needs concurrent with the proposed 

development. lhesc improvements include roads. water. sewer, drainage, parks, and schools 

(when applicable). 



TENTH AVENU E/OLD MAIN OVERLAY DISTRICT 

111e Tenth Avenue/Old Main) 01•er/ay District has been established to furth er encoumge a 

vibrant, mixed use, pedestrian-oriented Old Jll!ain Street, am/ do wntoll'n core. The regulations 

that apply to the historic doll'ntown character district are in addition to those established by 

the umler(J•ing character districts. 

This District is as defin ed in Section 4.4 of the Zoning Code. 

Histori c Downtown Corridor 
Planning & Zoning Dept . 
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Uses 

InapfH'opl'iate: 

Industrial uses, motot· vehicle repait·- major, motor vehicle repair-minor, 

servicer stations, and vehicle repair. 

Historic Preservation 

Consideration should be given to the preservation of existing historic buildings located within 

the area. Spccilically, the f()IJowing buildings should he given preservation consideration in 

redevelopment plans: 

• Cmsader building; 

• historic buildings on 10'11 avenue between 4'h and 5'11 streets: 

• Olympia theater building; and 

• historic church - ·n10mton property 

Site Design 

Appropriate: 

• development incorporating an architectural style indicative or those found in downtown 

palmetto bct\.\'een I 890 and 1950: 

• the usc of multiple stcpbacks when a building exceeds the predominant height of other 

buildings on the project's block: 

• the use of a property for its historic purpose or a new usc that requires minimal change to 

the de lining characteristics of the building and its site and environment: 

• the retentiontpreservation of the histo'ric character of the property through the 

maintenance of historic materials, features, llnishes and spaces; 

• original details uncovered and repaired; 

• maintaining the original appearance, details, and features of front porches and porte­

cochcre: 

• opening and restoring previously enclosed front porches to their original fimn and style; 

• the repair rather than the replacement of deteriorated historic features; 



• stabilizing and/or repairing of a deteriomted structural element in a manner that imparts 

the least impact on the historic features or a building; and 

• the replacement of missing and/or deteriorated chamcter-detining features that match the 

original with regard to design, color, texture, materials and other visual qualities as 

substantiated by documentary, physical or pictorial evidence. 

Inappropriate: 

• use of multiple and/or cont1icting architectural styles within a single building or between 

several buildings within a single project; 

• building widths that visually overpower adjacent buildings; 

• the removal or alteration of character defining features that imparts signilicance to the 

property; 

• removal of any omamentation or architectural detail; 

• covering or obscuring original features with new constmction where the original 

historical character of the building is significantly altered; and 

• the application of new material that covers original material such as using contemporary 

metal siding or vinyl to replace or cover original masonry. 

Roofs 

Roof fonn and materials arc impot1ant design clements of historic buildings. The roof is an 

integral clement that defines the historic architectural style of a building. Certain architectural 

styles have specific roof limns and/or materials. f'or example, hipped and gabled roofs are 

commonly found in vemacular styles and bungalows; Hat parapet roots with barrel tile arc 

characteristic of Mediterranean Revivals; and tlat roofs are charactetistic of the Neo-Classical 

styks. The protection and maintenance of the fimctional and decorative features are important in 

retaining the overall historic character of a building. As with all historic building elements, 

retaining and preserving these lcatures are the most desirable. When this is not possible, repairs 

may be done and when such systems have deteriorated beyond repair, replacement may he the 

only viable option. All repairs and replacement should retain the historic characteristics of the 

roof 

App•·opdate: 

• the maintenance of the otiginal root1inc: 



• preservation and repair of the original roofing material: 

• new or replacement materials that replicate or are otherwise compatible with existing 

materials with regard to style, material, scale and color; and 

• roof replacement with new roof material and style only if characteristic of the 

architectural style. 

lnappt·opt·iate: 

• the alteration of the original roolline; 

• the replacement of rooting materials that is not characteristic of the building. style: 

• the addition of roof fonns such as so nits, canopies and donncrs that arc not consistent 

with the otig.inal root; and 

• painting or staining of roof materials unless substantiated by documentary. physical or 

pictorial evidence. 

Windows and Dotn·s 

The design and lhnctionality of windows, and to a lesser extent doors, have changed over time 

due to advances in technology and changes 111 architectural style. 'Windows arc unique 

architectural elements because they arc found on both the interior and exterior of a wall. 

Windows and doors arc also the only building features that provide a link between the private 

space (area within a building) and the public space (area long. streets, sidewalks, etc.) Due to the 

tact that window and door pattems have such an impact on the appearance and tl.mction of a 

structure, their protection and maintenance contribute to the overall historic character of 

buildings. Protecting and maintaining original doors and windows is desirable. If this is not 

possible due to the extent of deterioration, repairs and/or replacements similar materials should 

be employed_ 

Appropriate: 

• historic windows and doors preserved in place when feasible; 

• repair of deteriorated windows and doors; 

• replacement of deteriorated doors and windows when no other options are leasible 

provided that the replacements match the original units with regard to orientation. design, 



scale, materials and color as documented by physical, documentary and! or pictorial 

evidence: 

• replacement of non-historic windows and doors with new windows and doors consistent 

with the architectural style of the building and that match the original units with regard to 

orientation, design, scale, materials nnd color as documented by physicnl, documentary 

and/or pictorial evidence; 

• retention of doors and door details, trames, lintels, limlights, sidelights, pediments and 

transoms, in good condition or repairable, that arc in character with the style and period 

of the building: 

• instnllntion of screen doors provided the design is compatible with the architecture and 

mnterials of the building: 

• new windows andior doors as required by lilc safety codes. the new opening(s) should be 

located on side or secondnry t1H;ades, consistent with the architectural style of the 

building and minimizes the appearance of the alteration of the stmcture; 

• restoration/reopening of original doors! windows ns documented by physical. 

documentary and/or pictorial evidence; and 

• the use of clear glass or, under certain circumstances lightly tinted glass (note: tinted 

glass may preclude the designation of a ccrtilicd rehabilitation). 

Inappropriate: 

• new openings m existing walls that cannot be documented by physical, documentary 

andlor pictorial evidence unless otherwise required by life safety codes: and 

• use of tinted. rct1cctive or mirrored glass and/or blackened out windows_ 

l\latcl'ials and Colors 

The identi lication of materials thnt are important in defining the historic character of a stmcture 

is paramount. Once they have been identified, the goal is to protect and maintain them. When 

warranted such materials should be repaired. If repair is not feasible, replacement with a 

compatible substitute material may be pcnnittcd. Exterior paint colors should always be 

appropriate to the architectural style of the building. Traditionally muted earth-toned colors, 

which are found in stone. brick. wood, and terracotla, composed the basi1.· wlor palette of 

downtown areas. Certain architectural styles do not follow this color palette such as Cmtlsman, 



whid1 used neutml colors white, beige, ten·acolta 's. Queen Anne Revival and Bungalow styles, 

which typically used deep rich tones or opaque stain with lighter trim; and Mediterranean 

Revival buildings, which were painted in coral pinks and beiges. 

Appropriate: 

• the removal of wall materials, such as aluminum, vinyl, or asbestos that covers original 

wall materials; 

• wood siding repaired or replaced with the same material, orientation, board width and 

length as that which exists: 

• masonry linish repaired or replaced with the same material with regard to color, material, 

and texture; 

• brick exteriors careli.tlly cleaned and repointed; 

• brick or stone !ell unpainted unless the brick or stone is already painted and its usc 

documented through paint analysis and historic documentation: and 

• color schemes based on the architectural style of the building or as documented by paint 

analysis and historic doeumentatio11. 

lnappropt·iate: 

• historic wood siding covered or stripped to expose the original coated or raw surlace: 

• use of a clear finish or stain as the finished surface. unless historically accurate: 

• the application of a non-historic covering over masonry or wood such as aluminum, 

vinyL stucco, etc.: 

• colors that are garish. gaudy, loud, excessive, and ostentatious or that constitute a glaring 

and unallmctive contrast to surrounding buildings: 

• colors not consistent with the historic architectural building style; and 

• color used to obscure important architectural features. 

Treatment of Storefront Components 

Storefronts located at or ncar the property line. have a great impact on the streetscape of 

connnercial areas. Even though historic buildings may have dilierent architectural styles, their 

mass, scale and window and door pattems establish the rhythm or the street. Defining historic 



features of storefronts typically include display windows, doors, bulkheads, kick plates, etc. 

These features should be retained through protection and maintenance. If conditions warrant, 

repair would he considered the next option in a rehabilitation project and replacement, as always, 

is the last altcmativc. 

Appropriate: 

• maintaining the original size and shape of an existing storefront opening; 

• preserving large panes of glass that are a part of the original storefront opening: 

• reestablishing the original dimensions of storefront windows so replacement glass fits 

within original piers or columns: 

• maintaining or restoring the storeiront \vall at the originallayade location: 

• maintaining or restoring a recessed entry in its miginallocation: 

• maintaining kick plates and bulkhead~ fcJund he low display windows; 

• the preservation oftmnsoms located above display windows; and 

• use of awnings and lor canopies that complement the original design of the building with 

regard to color and an:hitectural style. 

lnappi'opriatc: 

• canopies and awnings that obscure ornamental details, windows, and/or doors; 

• canopies and awnings made of metal, plastic, shake or asphalt shingles: 

• superficial, architectural motifs, which do not support the historical character of the 

storefront: and 

• the installation of lighting under an awning ("back-lit'' lighting) that has the ctTcct of an 

intcmally lit sign. 

Cot'poratc Design 

Corporate lranchises typically prefer to build new structures rather than convert existing building 

to their n.:eds. However, lran.:hises more and more are moving into existing structures within a 

downtown. Any building occupied by a corporate tranchisc, whether new or existing, will need 

to meet the requirements of this Design Code. While many national corporate chains typically 

design their buildings to act as signage, they can and do modifY the design of their buildings to 



blend with the character of the surrounding neighborhood and/or comply with design standards 

when required. 

Appropriate: 

• corporate design which visually relates to surrounding buildings and the desired character 

of the area with regard to mass, scale, height, width and depth consistent with the new 

constmction provisions of this Design Code; and 

• corporate design that incorporates an architectural style or architectural clements 

consistent with the existing amV or desired style of development in the surrounding 

neighborhood consistent with the new construction provisions of this Design Code. 

Inappropriate: 

• Buildings which house corporate franchises or businesses which do not relate to the 

existing and/or desired character of the surrounding neighborhood with regard to mass. 

scale. height, width and depth and/or are otherwise inconsistent with the New 

Constmction provisions of this Design Code. 

Othet· Architectut·al Featut·es 

A variety of other architectural attributes can be considered character defining features such as 

awnings. clocks. door handk-s, hinges, mail slots. etc. The size, style, omateness, or simplicity of 

these types of features should complement the architectural style of the building. 

Appropriate: 

• usc of awnings and/or canopies that complement the original design of the building with 

regard to color and architectural style: 

• address numerals. as required by code, unobtrusive in location and in scale with other 

design dements on the fiH;ade of the building utilizing a mounting method that will not 

damage any historic masonry or siding; 

• the addition of window shutters provided there is a histmical precedence: 

• the maintenance of original hardware: 

• the use of hardware in a similar style and scale to the building if replacement hardware is 

necessarT 

• the maintenance, repair, or replacement of clocks, whichcvL~r is appropriate; and 



• gutters and downspouts that are compatible with the design of the building:. 

Inappt•opt·iatc: 

• canopies and awnings that obscure ornamental details, windows, and/or doors; 

• canopies and awnings made of metal, plastic, shake or asphalt shingles; and 

• covering or obscuring architectural features. 

Additions, Accessory Stt·uctm·es and Moden Equipment 

Additions and alterations may be needed in some instances to assure a building has continued 

usc. In particular, work that enhances energy eniciency. accessibility and heulth and safety is 

necessaty to keep a histotie structure viable. New additions should be avoided, if possible, and 

considered only alter it is detennined that those needs cannot be met by altering secondary or 

non character-de lining interior spaces. I r no other viable altemative exists. however. an addition 

may be pem1itted provided the addition is designed and constmcted in a manner that is 

compatible with but dit1ercntiatcs itself trom the historic stmcture. Additions or alterations shall 

not radically change, obscure. or destroy the character-defining spaces, materials, teatun..>s. 

finishes, etc. 

Appropriate: 

• an addition or accessory stmcntre that is compatible with and subordinate to the scale and 

mass of the principal building that it serves: 

• the use of materials that complement the historic materials oft he principal building: 

• the use of contemporary materials adapted to historic design elements: 

• new additions constructed in a manner that if removed in the fi.Jturc enables the building 

to be restored to its original condition; 

• the location of a new addition offset behind the primary and comer llt~adcs that preserves 

the original proportions and character of the original fa~ade: 

• additions that arc compatible with the existing portion of the strucntrc with regard to roof 

type. size. slope, color. and materials and texture: 

• windows and doors that relate to the scale and proportion of the original openings in the 

existing building; 



• the alteration of non-character defining interior spaces to avoid the constmction of a new 

addition; 

• providing required parking on site in a manner that minimizes the effect on the historic 

setting of the site; 

• the location of central air conditioning components as li1r away from the street as possible 

and/or out of public view; 

• the placement of window air-conditioning units in windows located on the secondary and 

side la<;ndes; 

• skylights located on a side of the roof with the least visibility from the street: 

• solar collectors located on portions of the building not visible from any public right-of-

way; 

• the location of lire stairs Lin side nnd secondary fa.,-ades designed to be compatible with 

the architecture of the building; 

• utility boxes, meters. etc. located as visually unobtmsively as possible. where feasible, 

they should not he visible from the street: 

• concealed wireless communication facilities (antennas, satellite dishes, etc.) not visible 

trom any public right-of-way; 

• huJTicane shutters, if provided, fitted ns nn integral part of the design, not visible when 

not in use and only to be used during the timeframc in which a tonnally issued hunicane 

waming is in ellcct: 

• electronic security systems utilized as an altemative to security bars: and 

• devices that discourage the congregation of animals (pigeons, squirrels, etc.) if not visible 

from a public right-ot:-way. 

Inappropriate: 

• additions that dominate the original historic stmcture; 

• additions designed and constmctcd to replicate the original, histmic structure and cannot 

he distinguished from the original structure: 

• any modem equipment located in a manner visible trom the public right-ol~way or on the 

primary and comer li1<;ades: 

• visible. pcnnam:nt. or roll-clown secUJity bars/gates: and 



• awnings made of high-gloss tabrics that appear to be plastic. 

Signs and Miscellaneous 

Signs 

Signage 1s a vital component of any commercial establishment and many multiHnnily 

developments providing identification of a particular use. There are two basic types of Signs: 

attached and treestanding. /\ttached signs are physically attached to a building whereas 

lreestanding signs arc self-supporting. There are a variety of types of attached signs such as wall, 

projecting. hanging, a\\11ing, and window. Due to the pedestrian nature of Downtown, attached 

signs arc the most appmpriate type for the area. Changeable copy is primarily oriented towards 

vehicular trafl:lc: therefore. its use in an urban pedestrian environment should be limited. 

Monument-style freestanding signs may he appropriate within certain areas of the Downtown 

where building placement warrants their use. "ll1e appropriate scale and placement of signs on a 

lh<;ade should contribute greatly to the appearance of a building and the character of an are<i. 

Every sign should be designed as an integral architectural clement of the building and site and 

should compliment that building with regard to materials, color, texture, tinish, scale and design 

and architecntral context. Existing, historic signage should be repaired when possible and 

replaced only when repairs are not feasible. Should the replacement of historic signage be 

necessary a replica is encouraged provided it is compatible with the architecture of the building. 

Signage should not obscure architec!uml details. 

Appropl'iate: 

• signs on a building and/or site designed as part of an ovemll theme that respect, enhance, 

and contribute to the architectural style. detailing. and clements of a building; 

• signs whose design, colors, materials, size, shape, and methods or illumination reini(Jrce 

the overall design of the li.~<;ade; 

• letter size. letter and word spacing, font style and other design elements of a sign that 

create an overall high quality aesthetic appearance; 

• a!lached signs proportional to the spate to which they are attached; 

• al!athed signs installed so the method or installation is concealed or made an integral pm1 

of the design of the sign: 



• where individual buildings are located with limited side yard setbacks. attached signs that 

demonstrate a general alignment with the signs on adjacent slorelhmts/buildings; 

• wall signs located on Hal, unadomed parts of a tlt<;ade such as the horizontal band 

between the storefront and second 11oor or on windows, awning valances, ll1scia. etc.; 

• wall signs located immediately adjacent to secondary entrances; 

• projecting signs located adjacent to the building entrances or tenant spacc(s) which they 

serve; 

• hanging signs positioned perpendicular to the fa<;ade of the building and located adjacent 

to the building entrances or tenant space(s) that they serve; 

• awning signs which are permanently aflixed (sewn to or screened on) to the valance of 

the awning as part of the overall awning design; 

• window signs consisting of paint or decals, etchings/engravings, neon and/or three­

dimensional lighted signs: 

• buildings w·ith multiple tenants accessed lrom the interior of the building, which include a 

directory sign immediately adjacent to that entrance; 

• existing, historic signs that arc preserved or restored; 

• lighted signs should be considerate of lltcing residential units; 

• historically accurate reproduced signage documented by physical, documentary, and/or 

pictorial evidence: and 

• changeable copy which matches the sign to which it is attached with regard to style, size 

and color. 

lnapprOJH'iatc: 

• box/cabinet style signs: 

• signs utilizing LED or any other electronic changeable copyexcepl li1r govemmenlally 

owned inlimnalional signs; 

• signs painted directly on the li1','ade of a building unless documented bv 

p!1ysical!historical, documentary, and/or pictorial evidence; 

• attached signs that cover windows or other architectural lcatures; 

• projecting signs higher than the top of second story windows; 

• more than one hanging or projecting sign per business; 



• awning signs which are affixed to the awning material by adhesive backed letters or other 

non-pennancnt methods; 

• window signs which are allixed by tape or other non-pennanent methods; 

• monument signs on sites where the primary building is located 20 teet or closer to a lront 

property line; 

• changeable copy area greater than 25 percent of the sign area (with the exception of 

theater marquees); and 

• sandwich board signs. 

Lighting 

Lighting and light tixhlrcs should be part of an overall design plan and their design and 

placement appropriate to the building to which they will serve. When unlit, lighting fixtures can 

artcct a building or space through the physical llm11 of the fixture. At night, lighting can create 

atmosphere through the level of intensity and color of the light emitted. 

Appropl'iate: 

• light fixtures that are designed to respect, enhance. and contribute to the architectural 

style, detailing, and elements of a building: 

• light fixtures that reinforce the overall composition of the fa<;ade with regard to color, 

material, size. scale. and shape: 

• light poles located adjacent to a public right-of-way that incorporates the same or similar 

design of light poles as in the character district or complements the design of the 

building; 

• attached light lixtures flush mounted on a wall or soffit; 

• light fixtures that arc recessed in ceilings or otherwise concealed; 

• lighting located in bollards; 

• existing, historic light lixtures preserved in place whenever feasible: 

• historically accurate reproduced lighting lixturcs documented by physical, documentary, 

am!ior pictorial evidence; 

• lighting which illuminates without glare; 

• utility meters, service locations. wires. ptpmg. boxes. conduits. etc. placed in the most 

visually unobtmsive location possible; 



• electrical wiring to all site lighting provided underground; 

• accent lighting illuminating signage. landscaping and trees, water amenities and other 

special features; and 

• an adequate number of light fixtures installed to etTectively and safely illuminate 

pedestrian areas. 

lnapp1·op1'iate: 

• exposed spot and tloodlight lixtun:s used on non-residential properties; 

• light fixtures placed in a position where existing or lhture tree canopy will reduce the 

illumination levels or otherwise interfere with the light t1xture; 

• lighting which illuminates adjacent properties; 

• light tixtures that do not relate to the stmcture/sitc with regard to materials, color, size, 

scale, and style: 

• lighting which is too bright. glaring and overpowering for a space or that is too dim to 

el1ectively illuminate: 

• neon used to light a building or as a decomtive element except where appropriate to the 

architectural style of the building; and 

• lighting which results in color distortions within pedesltian and vehicular areas. 



ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS FOR THE gTH AVENUE WEST 

COMMERCIAL CORRIDOR 

Commercial Corridors are streets associated with commerce and having a primarily 

commercial character. Historically, many commercial corridors ll'ere pleasant, tree-lined 

streets with smaller scale neighhorlwod-oriented retail shops. However, current development 

practices emphasize automobile uses and access, which can he at odds ll'ith tlte City's goal of 

creating a transit-oriented, pedestrimt-friend(v, safe urban experience. Allhouglt development 

pattems have changed over time, it is still possible to protect am/ eu!tmtce t!te traditional 

pedestrian-frieml(v character of the corridors. Site elements should he consistent witlt tlte 

City's Downtown Core Design Code, e.g. petlestrian lights, detached sidewalks, ami 

lamlscaping. 

The 811
' Avenue West Commercial Corridor is defined as being all properties bordering either 

side of II" Avenue West, nor/It of 4'" Street West, as depicted in Section 4.4 of the Zoning 

Code. 

Access, Circulation and Parking: 

• design should minimize the presence of 1 a rki ng area and parking stmct11t'es along the 

corridor edge;: and limit conlli cts with desired pedestrian acti ity; 

• des ign should limit negative visua l and noise impacts o f parked nut os on the conidor and 

on adjacent residenti a l arcns : 

• vchiculnr nccess to development s ites should be provided primmily from s ide streets 

when possible; 

• bicycle nnd pcdcstrin n ncccss should ndjoi n res identia l neighbo rhoods; 

• n consistent edge to th e street nnd sidewa lk should provide pedestrian scnlc and access 

and encourage pedestrian-oriented act ivit y; and 

• site should provide conveni ent pedestrian access fi01n the public ri ght-o t~way to the 

project and utilize pedestrian- friendly site and building design. 

Site Elements (Landscaping, Signage): 
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• signs should be readily visible to motorists and pedestrians and complementary to the 

chamcter of the corridor and building architecture; 

• perimeter planting beds should be providt.>d adjacent to rights-of-way, landscaped with 

low shntbs and ground cover; 

• landscape features should highlight entryway: 

• signs and sign locations should be an integral part of the ovemll development, ret1ecting 

the scale, image and style of associated buildings; and 

• monument signage is most appropriate along 8'11 avenue. 

Building Design: 

Oesign should provide visual interest and human scale using prominent windows and operable 

entries at the street-lacing ta~ades. and through architectural variation. 



ALTERNATIVE DESIGN APPROACHES 

Design principles cannot he simplified to a "step by step" cookbook approach. Each design 

challenge is in some way unique, with its own issues of context, constraints, objectives, 

challenges am/ opportunities. Although it woult/ he Meal if every project coultl meet all aspects 

of this Design Code, which m£~r not he possible due to a site's physical constraillls or other 

co 11.~ idera tio 11 s. 

11te scale of projects can also he a factor. Large projects will be general(r expected to meet 

most or all of the principles. c\'ma/1 projects may he able to meet m*' a selection of the 

principles. 

The City recogni:.es that each project must he co11sidered imlit•itlually, a/UI i~ committed to a 

collaborative review process tlwt has the shared objectit•e, betwee11 project proponents, project 

reviewers and other interested parties, of ensuring an enduring and sustainable downtown and 

promoting quality design. Flexibility in considerittg altemative approaches to good design 

allows tlte Ci(l' to encm~rage design creativi(l' tmtl to avohl possible undue ltart!sltips in 

particulttr situation.,·. 

Transitional Areas 

Buildings in Transition Areas should establish an appropriate balance between more intense 

commercial uses of downtown Palmetto and the adjacent residential neighborhoods. Therefore. 

any new development located adjacent to an established single tin11ily residential area will be 

closely reviewed !'or compatibility. It may be appropriate to reduce building heights, 

development densities and land use intensities on the perimeter or each district.
