A Cook County judge has

After hearing oral argu-
ments from the two sides
on Aug. 5, Cook County Cir-
cuit Court Judge Rita Novak
ruled that an emergency
does not exist and denied
Niles motion for a prelimi-
nary injunction.

1 Glenview Village Attorney
Eric Patt called the judge's
ruling “a significant victory
for Glenview and a signifi-
cant defeat for Niles” in the
ongoing legal battle over wa-
ter rates.

‘In the ruling, Patt said the
judge found that “Niles did
not establish a likelihood
of success .on the merits of
their claims”

Trustees eager to put meetings on TV, Web

In a couple of months the Niles Vil-
lage Board of Trustees will receive an
update regarding the possible options
for broadcasting its mestings on cable
TV and streaming them on the Internet.

At the July board meeting staff origi-
nally requested three to six months to
investigate and talk to other towns re-
garding possible options. But trustees
wanted to see a quicker turnaround.

Trustee Louella Preston initially
requested that the village clerk type
up the meeting minutes verbatim, but
other trustees preferred broadcasting
them on cable and the Internet.

Systems can range from $30,000 to
$300,000, said village communications

consultant Stuart Chapman, one of the
members appointed to an ad-hoc com-
mittee recently formed by Mayor Rob-
ert Callero. The purpose of the commit-
tee is to investigate and research which
options are feasible for Niles.

Chapman explained that a wide range
of options and costs exist, ranging from
smaller systems to more extensive ones
that produce better images.

Chapman said there are engineering
issues that need to be considered re-
garding audio and possibly lighting. He
said the Niles Village Hall board room
has a unique configuration.

Nearby Morton Grove has been
video-recording its meetings to put on
cable for the past five years.

Morton Grove Village Manager Joe
Wade said that village has been fortu-

nate to have volunteers who record the
board meetings and community events.

“It really takes care of the bulk of the
costs,” explained Wade, who said labor
comprises a large portion of the cost.

‘Wade said in the past five years Mor-
ton Grove have probably spent about
$25,000 on equipment.

The village of Morton Grove does not
show its board meetings online.

“I'm always amazed at how many
people really follow events in the village
through the board meetings,” Wade said
of residents watching the meetings on
cable.

Other members of the Niles ad-hoc
committee include Assistant Village
Manager Steve Vinzeano, MIS Director
Bill Shaw and MIS Systems Engineer
Steve Cusick.

Niles Township School District
219’s Board of Education has ap-
proved its tentative budget for fis-
cal 2011-12 while still trying to cut it
closer to the bone before it becomes

The entire budget, which will be
on the district's website for 30 days,
is to be approved Sept. 12 during a

public hearing.

Total revenue came in at $220.9
million during the fiscal year of 2011,
but only $157.6 million is expected
during 2012, a decrease of $63.3 mil-
lion (28.66 percent), said Susan Hus-
selbee, the district’s director of fiscal

services.

each month.

Jobless rates rise in June

Unemployment rates in
June continued to climb
slowly but steadily, mimick-
ing a recent pattern of rising
unemployment during the
last several months for most
Chicago-area  communities
within the Pioneer Press cov-
erage area with populations
of more than 25,000.

Niles and Evanston experi-
enced the highest month-to-
month increases from May to
June, with Niles rate jumping
a full percentage point to 8.8
percent last month and Evan-
ston moving up .9 percent to
a rate of 8.2 percent in June.
Morton Grove’s unemploy-
ment rate rose by .8 percent,
bringing it to 8.7 percent.

The communities with the
highest unemployment rates
asof June were Elmwood Park
at 102 percent, Niles with
8.8 percent, Morton Grove
with 87 percent, followed
by Skokie at 8.5 percent and
Park Ridge with 8.1 percent,
according to unemployment
rate figures released July 28
by the Illinois Department of
Employment Security.

Even though Elmwood
Park remained the only com-
munity in the Pioneer Press
coverage area with a double-
digit unemployment rate, the
positive news was the village
bucked the rising unemploy-
ment trend by staying steady
from May to June.

Employment, however, did
n'og rise in any of the commu-
nities, although Buffalo Grove
and Park Ridge residents saw
the smallest increase in un-
employment, both at 0.2 per-
cent.

Beware onerous overdraft fees
It's been a year since the Federa) Reserve

made it tougher for banks to pile on overdrafy §

fees on unsuspecting consumers,

Now, banks are required to have consuy-
ers “opt-in” for overdraft programs hefore
they can issue the fees.

Smart consumers won't agree to such gyer-

draft “protgction," having been burned in the
past. The Fixer has heard horror stories from

readers who made a small $5 or $10 purchase §

that put their account in the red and resulted
in a torrent of fees amounting to several
hundred dollars. (That's because the bank,
seeing the account was overdrawn, would put
through the largest pending transaction and
hit all the many smaller pending transactions
with fees, oftentimes $35 apiece.)

Many consumers still aren’t aware of this
risk, however, and they agree to opt-in. The
Consumer Federation of America, which
recently surveyed the 14 largest banks’ over-
draft fees and practices, says many banks
continue to process transactions in a manner
that maximizes fee revenue for themselves.
And some banks pile on still more fees if the
consumer doesn'’t repay the overdraft fee in
Jjust a few days, the CFA found.

What people don't realize is that overdraft
protection is just like getting a short-term,
payday loan — a loan with interest of 2,500 or
3,000 percent APR.

Opt us out of that!

How to get your free credit reports

You can order a free copy of your credit
reports from all three credit bureaus —
Experian, Equifax and TransUnion — each
year at annualcreditreport.com, the site set
up by the federal government to provide free
reports for consumers. Follow the prompts
for the free report and don't click on anything
selling credit monitoring. (Avoid freecreditre-
port.com, which is NOT free!)

You're allowed a free look at each report
every 12 months. So, if you choose, you can
look at one now, the second in four months
and the third in four more months, to stagger
it over a year. It’s up to you. .

Please note: This is only to get a free credit
report, not a credit score. A score, such as
a FICO score, is developed with proprietary
information and is something you ml}st i
purchase — unless you have been rejected for
a loan. (A new requirement took effect last
month requiring lenders to provide the credit
score they used in rejecting a loan application
or in determining a higher interest rale.)

You can get a good idea of where you sta
financially — and make sure there is 10 é1T0-
neous information in your file — by examin®
ing your credit report.

Fees paid, but where’s the value?

‘When I opened
the paper recently,
it greeted me with
a big story about
school fees.
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The point of the
article was that
schools charge fees
for things like text-
books, workbooks, lab equipment, drivers ed
and other things.

Oh, and parents don’t like paying them.

I know that from personal experience. 'm
on year eight of my 12-year stint as a high
school parent (three kids four years apart)
and I still haven’t come around to liking the
fees or anticipating them.

It's hard enough to get back into the swing
of school as July turns to August. Adding
injury to insult are the fees more and more
schools across the suburbs are charging
parents. Why is that?

It is almost universal that today schools
need the money.

You can always find folks who say schools
can cut their budgets and pay teachers and
administrators less. But that only goes so far.

Schools are immune to the global economy
that the rest of us live in, the one that drives
wages down. You can't teach kids in Oak Park
with a cheaper teacher in India.

And the extra $300 to $600 that parents
pay in fees really isn't all that much when
you consider what an iPhone costs or what a
family spends on their monthly communica-

cable TV and Internet).

So if schools need the money and the fees
are relatively affordable, what's the problem?
It is an incongruity worth pondering, but
most educators won't.

1 think the real issue is value.

Think about it. People have no problems
spending money when they feel they get great
value in return.

But if they don’t get the value, even the
smallest fee is too much.

Let me give you an example. Freshman
year my son decided to play football. I had to
pay a fee. He had never played football before,
which I learned too late is a big mistake.

Even though none of the games really mat-
tered (after all it was the freshman B team),
the coach played the same 15 kids in just
about all the games — despite the fact that
there were about 50 kids on the team.

My son didn’t learn anything about football
and he got to play a few downs in maybe
half the games. There was no value in that
exchange. The football fee paid by all the par-
ents really subsidized the 15 kids who played
most of the downs in most of the games.

So if parents complain about these school
fees, maybe it is the same type of experience
for them. They feel there is little value in the
exchange.

Educators should ponder this incongruity in-
stead of brushing it aside: Why are parents so
unhappy to pay a modest fee of $300 or $5007

1 think it is about value. If parents felt
schools were providing it, even twice or three
times that amount would be no problem.

Edelman hoping his ‘Sweeney Todd’ is razor-sharp

Broadway actor/singer Gregg
Edelman was born in Chicago, grew
up in Skokie and attended North-
western University. But the only
show he’s done in Chicago was right
out of college when he was cast in the
1980 Chicago production of “Evita.”

After performing for a year in that
show at the Schubert Theater (now
the LaSalle Bank Theatre), Edelman
moved to New York, where he has
earned a long list of credits and four
Tony Award nominations for his
work on Broadway.

Now, more than 20 years later,
Edelman returns to star in the
Drury Lane Theatre production
of Stephen Sondheim’s murder-
ous musical “Sweeney Todd,” with
director Rachel Rockwell.

Edelman, 562, recently took a
break from rehearsals to answer
a few questions about “Sweeney
Todd,” Sondheim and those Tony
nominations.

Question: You've done a lot of
Sondheim but never “Sweeney Todd”
until now? :

Gregg Edelman: Right, I haven't
played the role before. But I do a lot
of concert work around the country,
so I've done some of the songs with
the Boston Pops and other orches-
tras, So I had a little knowledge of
the part before starting rehearsals.
It’s always nice to have a leg up on
something as full and demanding as
“Sweeney.”

Q. This sort of diabolical character
is something new for you. Are you
enjoying making the role your own?

GE: The great thing about
“Sweeney” is that it's so brilliantly
written. The size of the emotions
you get to play are so deep and
s0 large. A lot of times, actors,
especially actors of my type, play
people closer to ourselves, but
this is a role that allows me to play
with all sorts of other colors than I
normally do.

GE: It’s a good kind of challenge.

Tidying u

“The Help” is a well-
crafted, Oscar-seeking
prestige picture all the way,
measuring up to the drama
of its subject matter and
its feel-good potential with
righteousness to spare.

You'll laugh, you'll cry, you'll
be aghast at the injustice of
racism in pre-Civil Rights-era
Mississippi.

It's also a bit of a put-up
job, though, that makes it
a little too easy to imagine
ourselves in the same situa-
tion being on the side of the
angels.

Adapted and directed by
Tate Taylor (a Jackson native
and childhood friend of novel-
ist Kathryn Stockett who
bought the rights before the
book became a bestseller),
“The Help” is the story of
young Eugenia “Skeeter”
Phelan (Emma Stone).
Skeeter is white, as are most
heroes of Hollywood films
dealing with the Civil Rights
era, but proper credit must
be given to Taylor and Stock-
ett for not placing her at the
heart of the story. She is,
however, an anachronistically
enlightened Ole Miss gradu-
ate and society girl whose
views on race relations are as
out-of-step with her lifclong
friends in the Junior League
as the Mexican sandals she
wears. And her aspiration to
become a serious writer.

Skeeter is equally at odds
with her mother (Allison Jan-
ney), who is panic-stricken
that her daughter is still an
old maid (and suspicious that
she may be a leshian — those
sandals, after all...). She
is also dismayed that her
beloved housekeeper/sub-
stitute mother Constantine
("70s icon Cicely Tyson) has
mysteriously “moved back
te Chicago.” And all of those
isolating factors come into
play when Skeeter begins
interviewing her best friend
Elizabeth’s maid Aibileen
(Viola Davis, who provides the
film’s heart and soul) for the
housekeeping column she’s
writing for the Jackson Jour-
nal. Eventually, she decides it
would be far more interesting

to write about the plight of
Constantine and Aibileen and
all the other maids in Jackson
who clean white folks’ houses,
raise their children and
generally wind up being dis-
carded without a thought.

The same book could be
written today, no doubt, with
illegal immigrants as a sub-
stitute, but it wouldn't have
quite the same dramatic
oomph as it would have in
Jim Crow-era Mississippi,
where what cultural time
bomb Skeeter is proposing
would be not only illegal
but extremely dangerous
— more for Aibileen and
her fellow interviewees
than Skecter. Stockett and
Taylor take full advantage of
that fact (one of the turn-
ing points in “The Help” is
the murder in Jackson of
Civil Rights activist Medgar
Evers) and use it to keep
“The Help” suspenseful
throughout. They also score
points for authenticity (both
were raised in homes with
African-American house-
keepers a few years after
the events in this film) in
terms of Southern culture,
dialogue and humor.

Strong performances
also help “The Help” hold
interest, particularly those
of Davis as Viola and Octavia
Spencer as her tough, sassy
friend Minny. Both Davis
and Spencer are likely Oscar
nominees. There’s also a
vivid, colorful turn by Jessica
Chastain (also remarkable
in “The Tree of Life”) as

Emma Stone, left, and Viola Davis star in “The Help,” a film

set in pre-Civil Rights-era Mississippi and adapted from Kath-
ryn Stockett’s best-selling novel. Octavia Spencer and Allison
janney also star.

Celia Foote, the bodaciously
sexy white-trash bride of the
town's most eligible bachelor.
In another anachronistic
development, she becomes
not only the only person in
town who will employ Minny,
but her friend, after Minny is
fired for putting a little some-
thing extra disgusting in the
chocolate pie she bakes for
her former boss, the boo-hiss
socialite racist Hilly Holbrook
(Bryce Dallas Howard).

The superficiality of the
film's characterization of
Hilly (who basically serves
the purpose of providing a
polar-opposite antagonist
for Skeeter and an eas-
ily identifiable villain when
payback time comes around),
is the primary reason “The
Help” ultimately falls short
of representing the insidious
complexity of the situation.
Especially as it paves the
way for a sentimental, heart-
swelling happy ending.

Pre-Civil Rights-era rac-
ism was woven into the fabric
of normal, everyday life. It
was the legally sanctioned
status quo. It's probable that
most people who see this
film, if born and raised in that
time and place, would have
never questioned it — if they
weren't suffering from it. The
ones who did took a terrible
risk and sometimes paid a
terrible price.

. Happy endings were not
guaranteed. For the era’s real
heroes, they must not even
have seemed particularly
likely.

Chicago native musician
celebrates her Irish heritage

“In terms of my career, I've
always made my living being
the side person in someone
else’s band or project,” said
Kathleen Keane, of Norridge.
“Only recently have I had
the courage to be on center
stage and front myself. The
response has been great,
every show is selling out. It's
going well”

Keane, 39, has had a suc-
cessful and exciting career
in Irish musie, and is widely
acknowledged as a superb
multi-instrumentalist (tin
whistle, flute, fiddle, button
accordion), dancer, singer,
and composer, as well as be-
ing a true Irish beauty.

She has also seen success
as an actress and is emerg-
ing as a vocalist of renown.
She was a member of the
acclaimed Celtic rock band,
The Drovers, and toured for
three years with Celtic band,
Gaelic Storm. While with
Gaelic Storm, Keane made
multiple TV appearances
on episodes of “Providence”
and also “The Roseanne Barr
Show.”

Keane appears in the moy-
ies, “The Road to Perdition”
and “Backdratft,” perform-
ing on tin whistle, and her
whistle and fiddle music was
included on the soundtrack
to “Cinderella Man” With
her new trad-influenced
band, Tantrum, Keane per-
forms occasmnally with other
busy and successful artists —
Jimmy Moore, Dennis Cahil,
Jackie Moran, Declan Fahy,
and Patrick Qumn

But Keane's desire to be
a solo artist goes back to
1999, when she released her
first solo album. She had j just
joined Gaelic Storm and was
about to tour, so had no time
to even do a CD release party,

With her recent self-
produced and critically ac-
claimed solo album, “Where
the Wind Meets the Water,”
Keane has been able to ac-
tively promote and perform
in support of her recording,
She not only had a proper
CD release event — a packed
house at Mayne Stage in
Chicago — but will perform a

second such event at Mayne
Stage in September.

Keane'’s stand-out title
track, co-written with Al Day,
is delivered with her fine vo-
cals, like a fresh Celtic breeze
sailing over melpdy and soul-
ful instrumentation. Other
tracks include delightful
renditions of traditional and
original material with song,

reels, airs, jigs and hornpipes.

A surprising and excep-
tional piece on the new
album is Keane’s full-versed
rendition of the Irish classic,
f‘When Irish Eyes Are Smil-
ing”

Old favorite

“A lot of people are
surprised that it’s on the
album," said Keane. “But I
was singing in a show and a
director asked that we smg
it, and half of the musicians
turned up their nose at it; but
Ithink the lyric, the music,
and the sentiment are great,
and the verses are unusu-
ally beautiful. When Bing
Crosby recorded it, he only
did the chorus, and this is
the version that is mostly
performed, with the verses
dropped. This song will (soon
be) 100 years old, and there's
somethmg to it, a reason why
it has lasted so long.”

Keane is a Chicago native
who grew up with music and
performance.

“I think for me, like a
lot of first generation Irish
Americans living in Chicago,
we start dancing and it leads
to music lessons,” she said. “I
was only 5 years old when I
started taking Irish dancing

lessons, and an older dancey,
Mary Mayer, taught me tin
whistle and flute. Then, when
I was 10 years old, Iwanted
to study with Liz Carroll. [
knew her from the Irish mu-
sic scene, because myself, my
sister, and some other child-
hood friends, including John
Williams, were all member of
this Irish cultural organiza-
tion (CCE), so we grew up

in this community. But Liz
dldn’t teach tin whistle or
flute, she taught fiddle and
accordion. So I decided to
take fiddle, not necessarily
because I was interested in
the instrument, but because I
wanted to study with her”

Later, when Keane's
mother suggested she learn
the button accordion, Carroll
said she would only teach one
instrument at a time.

Said Keane, laughing:
“Learning the button accor-
dion was my way out of fiddle
lessons!”

But more learning was
clearly a good idea for an
Irish musician.

“I had the advantage of
starting so young and grow-
ing up in a music community
where it's common to learn
more than one instrument,”
she said. “I did go to college,
got my bachelor’s, but knew
I would do music for a living
from the time I was18.1
knew that there was more
work if you were a multi-in-
strumentalist, that the more
things you could do, the more
work you would get Ican
cover many roles.”

Stuart Rosenberg of )
Evanston’s S.PA.CE, whois
a Skokie resident, recorded
and mixed “Where the Wind
Meets the Water,” and he
thinks highly of Keane's
musmlanshlp

“Working in the studio
with her on this recording
was a thoroughly enjoy-
able challenge.” he said.

“Her original instrumental
compositions blend the
earthy musk of dance music
with an elegant sense of bal-
ance and arrangement. Her
original songs are rich with
vivid poetic lmagery, sung in
a voice that carries love and
longing with real tenderness
and beauty.”

You can say that Dimitrios
“Jimmy” Merageas, chef/own-
er of Mykonos Greek restau-
rant in Niles, is a creature of
habit.
