Silhouette targets can be  
purchased commercially or you can make them yourself using the templates that  
are on the NRA Competitive Shooting Division website www.nrahq.org/compete/
dept-silh.asp. Whether you use an air gun, rimfire or high power firearm, you will  
have a blast watching the silhouette target drop with a well placed shot.

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into the final match at the Mover. Koenig would later say 
that he’d left too many Xs on the table to be confident of a 
win this year. Piatt’s X-count was in front until the Mover, 
where the lead passed back to Koenig for his 13th win. 
Both men shot perfect scores. 

As the prize money increases, so does the scrutiny. 
Triggers are weighed during registration and spot-checked 
during the match, as demonstrated by NRA referee John 
Rickards above, while match director Larry Mead looks on. 
Cartridges are randomly collected to verify their power floor. 
From the rule book: “All ammunition fired in the tournament 
must meet or exceed the power floor as described when 
checked by chronograph using the formula: Bullet weight 

(grains) X muzzle velocity (feet per second) = 
not less than 120,000.”

O
ne of the products sold 
at Creedmoor Sports 
is the Tubb 2000 (T2K) 
rifle. It was created by 
renowned competitive 

shooter David Tubb who used it to win 
multiple NRA High Power National 
Championships. Although it was cham-
bered for several cartridges, one that 
sparked much interest was Tubb’s own 
design, the 6mm XC, a cartridge used 
by Tubb and others to capture several 
Camp Perry titles. The only problem 
with the cartridge was that it required 
handloading and load data was scarce.

“People were passing around load 
data by word of mouth and things like 
blown primers and stiff bolt-lifts were 
common,” explained former Marine 
Corps competitive shooter and current 
Creedmoor Sports general manager 
Dennis DeMille. Since DeMille’s com-
pany sold the rifles, customers actively 
sought him out at the range to explain 
the problems they encountered.

Approached by DeMille, David 
Emary, chief ballistician for Hornady 
Mfg. Co., had a simple solution to 
the 6mm XC dilemma: Hornady 
would commercially manufacture the 
load—or a similar one. But first, Emary 
wanted to get it right the first time, 
so he suggested that DeMille make 
a wish list for the perfect cartridge. 
DeMille’s list included: magazine 
length and low recoil (for rapid fire); 
bullets with high ballistic coefficients; 
nothing proprietary; flat-shooting

and inherently accurate; not a barrel 
burner; recipe printed on the box (for 
handloaders); two bullet weights for 
both across-the-course and long range; 
comparable in price to the .308 Win. 
and readily available components. “In 
short, the idea was to produce one car-
tridge for anything out to 1,000 yards,” 
added DeMille. 

“The original intent of the cartridge 
was an across-the-course match car-
tridge,” said Emary. “We envisioned 
it as an off-the-shelf round that would 
produce the accuracy and ballistics 
to compete in all match shooting 
disciplines right out of the box. At the 
same time, we realized that the same 
characteristics would make an excep-
tional hunting cartridge with the right 
bullets.” But it was through the devel-
opment of Hornady’s Superformance 
propellant—used in LeverEvolution 
loads, the Ruger Compact Magnums, 
and .308 and .338 Marlin Express 
cartridges—that enhanced the external 
and terminal ballistics to near-magnum 
cartridge performance, without exces-
sive recoil and rifle weight.

During the design phase, Emary 
collaborated with Hornady Mfg. Co. 
assistant director of engineering  
Joe Thielen. “The general design  
of the case provides sufficient car-
tridge head height to allow for very 
long ogive, high-ballistic-coefficient 
6.5mm bullets in a short-action rifle,” 
said Emary. “We knew from past 
experience that a large case wasn’t

We needed a very 
efficient cartridge in order to meet  
our goals.”

The .30 TC served as the parent 
case, and the shoulder angle was 
limited to 30 degrees to ease manu-
facture. Besides, little could be gained 
from a steeper shoulder angle.

Originally the 6.5 Creedmoor was 
loaded only with Hornady’s A-Max 
target bullets. To adapt the cartridge to 
hunting, the company recently began 
loading 120-grain GMX and 129-grain 
Super Shock Tip (SST) bullets. Said 
Emary: “The Superformance loads pro-
vide virtually the same performance as 
the 6.5mm and .284 Norma, but does 
so with less propellant, less recoil, 
longer barrel life and better accuracy.”

concept—Dennis DeMille, is a per-
fectionist. So are the people he  
works with at Hornady. DeMille 
recently approached Emary with the 
observation that case neck openings 
were less than perfect in the brass 
used for the 6.5 Creedmoor cartridges. 
Subsequent findings concluded that 
the standard industry practice of 
washing the brass to remove anneal-
ing marks was the culprit. Choosing 
function over form, the two companies 
agreed to forgo the washing step  
in favor of even more consistent  
performance. Bottom line: The  
upgraded cases and cartridges  
now have a new look; sort of a  
color-case-hardened patina. Only  
those in the know will appreciate  
the improvement.



2011 NCAA Rifl e Championships

2011 NRA Pistol Championships
The 2011 NRA Pistol Championships were held for  

the seventh consecutive year at Fort Benning, GA, on  
Mar. 15-19. Free Pistol, Women’s Air Pistol, Standard Pistol, 
Women’s Sport Pistol and Open Air Pistol championships 
make up this top event for collegiate pistol shooters around 
the country. A total of 100 shooters came to compete in the 
championships, representing 16 schools, with 14 eligible to 
compete for team championships.

Despite all the teams and individual shooters present, 
the 2011 championships were dominated by only a hand-
ful of people. The United States Naval Academy took first 
place in both Women’s Air Pistol and Women’s Sport Pistol. 
Their shooters also captured the individual titles with Emily 
Meyer winning Air Pistol and Kirsten Asdal taking Sport 
Pistol. By a significant margin, they won the 2011 Women’s 
Team Aggregate with a 2712.

When it came to competing for the overall team champi-
onship, Ohio State and the United States Military Academy 
began butting heads for the team aggregate. The Ohio 
State Buckeyes started strong by winning Free Pistol as the  
Black Knights placed second, but the United States Military 
Academy took over after that and shot their way to victory 
in the Standard Pistol and Open Air Pistol championships. 
Ohio State was close in score, but ultimately ceded the 
team championship to USMA whose 6357 was the highest 
team aggregate this year. 

Despite having top teams, neither Ohio State nor the 
United States Military Academy had shooters win individual 
titles due to the impressive shooting of Nick Mowrer. A 
student at Pike’s Peak Community College, Mowrer has 
the opportunity to train at the U.S. Olympic Training Center 
in Colorado Springs, CO.

“Shooters should understand the physiological changes 

within our eyes, whether we choose to close (or occlude) 
our non-aiming eye or not. The reason for closing or occlud-
ing is to prevent diplopia (double vision) as we obtain our 
sight picture.

“The sympathetic nervous system (SNS) and the 
parasympathetic nervous system (PSNS) are part of the 
autonomic nervous system that controls our body. Within 
the SNS, we’re concerned with the iris dilator muscle—a 
smooth radial muscle that dilates the pupil. The pupil dilates 
automatically when, for example, there is a ‘fight or flight’ 
response and when the light is dim. Conversely, within the 
PSNS, the iris sphincter muscle constricts the pupil. If one 
were to compare the human eye to a camera lens, the  
average eye has an ‘f stop’ of f 5.6. 

“As many know, our pupils constrict with bright light-
ing. With each millimeter decrease in pupil size, our depth 
of focus improves by 0.12 diopter. When a light source 
is directed onto one eye, the pupil of that eye constricts. 
This is known as the “direct light reflex.” Interestingly, the 
pupil of the opposite eye also constricts, which is known 
as the ‘consensual light reflex.’ Of particular interest to

because of spherical aberration. There is spherical aberra-
tion as light passes through both the cornea and the crystal-
line lens. With younger shooters, the positive spherical 
aberration from the cornea is compensated by the negative 
spherical aberration from the crystalline lens. This is another 
reason why younger eyes see better than older eyes. With 
aging, spherical aberration from the cornea remains con-
stant but the spherical aberration from the crystalline 
lens changes, causing more focusing problems among 
older shooters.

“Why does closing or using a dark occluder over our 
non-aiming eye seem to affect some of us more than oth-
ers? One of the main reasons is our individual pupil size. 
At one time, it was thought that myopic eyes (nearsighted 
eyes), blue eyes, and women tend to have larger pupils; 
whereas hyperopic eyes (farsighted eyes), brown eyes, 
and men tend to have smaller pupils. Recent studies have 
indicated that these factors may not be signifi cant, but age 
has always been a determinant of pupil size. As we age, 
our pupil size decreases and the pupillary response be-
comes more sluggish. When a shooter under the age of 40 
focuses on the front sight, the pupils constrict naturally, a 

principal known as the ‘accommodative refl ex.’ The 
accommodative refl ex is diminished or absent with 
older shooters. With such a variety of situations, so are 
our own interpretations of how blurred the target appears. 
A shooter with a 6 mm pupil will see differently than a 
shooter with a 3 mm pupil.

“Within reason, we would generally like to allow as 
much light as possible to reach our eyes to keep the pupils 
small. Besides causing the shooting eye to dilate, closing 
the non-aiming eye may also cause the eyelids of the 
shooting eye to tighten and alter vision. If the shooter 
chooses to use an occluder rather than closing the non-
aiming eye, s/he can maximize the lighting to that eye by 
using a white, translucent occluder or scotch tape, rather 
than a black occluder. 

“Conventional pistol shooters and the majority of rifl e 
shooters are static in their shooting positions so a variety of 
methods may be used. Other disciplines that require quick 
movements may not benefi t from occluders which would 
limit peripheral vision. While experimenting, some shoot-
ers may fi nd that they can keep both eyes opened while 
shooting--aiming with the dominant eye while ignoring the 
non-aiming eye, without the use of an occluder.”

“Even with all this knowledge about our eyes, we still 
need to keep things in perspective. Jim Lenardson, a past 
national conventional pistol champion, shot his iron sight 
pistols while he simply closed his non-aiming eye. Other 
notable pistol shooters such as Philip Hemphill, 10-time 
winner of the National Police Shooting Championships; 
Dave Lange, past civilian national conventional pistol cham-

pion; and SSG John Ennis of the AMU pistol 
team have all used a black occluder. Five-time 
national conventional pistol champion Steve 

Reiter writes: ‘I have a black patch 
for my left eye.

(which for bullseye is not a high standard), so I occlude my 
left eye with a small tab of translucent tape that blocks sight 
of the target only when I am in my usual stance. This leaves 
a lot of my left lens uncovered so that I can see reasonably 
well out of it when scoring. I like translucent tape rather 
than something more opaque because it minimizes the 
disparity in light reaching the two eyes, which is desirable 
I am told. Shooting left eyed would be very uncomfortable 
for my neck, though I know of shooters who manage with 
this arrangement. When I fi rst started out, I blocked the left 
eye completely, but that was a nuisance because it left me 
either half blind or needing to fi ddle with fl ip-up patches or 
separate glasses for going down range to score. And before 
that, I think I just closed my left eye, an obvious inferior 
approach that I would advise against.”

“I keep both eyes open, always. Some use an opaque 
blinder in rifl e or shotgun shooting. If you close your 
nondominant eye, you will not get as good a sight 
picture—to say nothing of the extra time involved (closing 
gives sympathetic enlargement of pupil). If your aiming eye 
is not your dominant eye, you have even more of a problem 
to overcome. I cannot recall there ever being a national 
champion rifl e or shotgun shooter with a non-dominant 
aiming eye.”

“I don’t shoot high power rifl e anymore but the 
technique for iron sights is the same for all rifl e disciplines 
that utilize an adjustable rear aperture to control the 
amount of light into the shooting eye. Iron sight shooters 
with such a sight, focus on the entire sight picture—-not 
just the front sight or target. Pistol and service rifl e shoot-
ers, however, focus on the front sight which is a different 
technique since they can’t control the amount of light 
allowed into the shooting eye through the sight unless 
they are using a scope. All shooters should use their 
dominate eye to look at the sights. Even then, the non-
dominate eye will sometimes take over. If this forces 
you to squint, use a blinder attached to the sight or a 
blocker on the lens of the non shooting eye so it will not 
take over. This problem is more apparent when you use 
the non-dominant eye. As a rule of thumb, shooters should 
try to use the dominant eye unless the vision is impaired 
and the non-dominant eye has better vision. You should 
always shoot with both eyes open since this will allow the 
shooting eye to function properly.”
