B r t h e  a s s o c i a t e d  p r e s s
With less <than a month Isit be-

fore election day, Connecticut Re-
publicans and Democrats were still 
talking about finances. They 
ehowed no eigne of tiring.

Weekend speeches and declara-
tions showed that finances com-
posed the largest slngls Issue in 
the gubernatorial battle between 
Republican Fred R. Zeller and 
Democratto Incumbent Abraham 
Rlblcoff.

Zeller, on several occaslona, has 
charged the Rlblcoff administra-
tion with “waste and extrava-
gance." While Rlblcoff has not 
counter-attacked Zeller person-
ally, others who share his views 
have_, denied the accusations.
■ One such denial -was Issued by 
George j ;  Conkllng, commissioner 
of the State Department of F i-
nance and Control, in his annual 
report to the Governor more than 
a week ago.

Conkllng said Ribicoff's Various 
economy drives have saved the 
state 37,300,000 during the past 
flscsl year. He predicted a year- 
end deficit of 3600,000.

Thursday, and again last Satur-
day. Conkllng added another 
charge. He said the State Comp-
troller's office, which Zeller rune, 
refused to cooperate with Rlbl- 
coff’s economy directive. Issued 
Isst Jan. 1.

Conkllng, who describes himself 
as an "Independent voter." said 
only one other state agency—the 
University of Connecticut—didn’t 
cooperate. The University later 
agreed to cut apehding, Conkllng 
said.

But he said Zeller's office made 
"no specific cutbacks in a spirit 
of cooperation" In its 31,029,000 
budget, while other state agencies 
managed to save about 33 million.

A Zeller assistant. Deputy State 
Comptroller Charles P. Harper, re-
torted Saturday that Conkllng la a 
"slate-paid stooge" for Rlblcoff.

Harper Said Zeller, despite addi-
tional duties imposed by the Gen-
eral Assembly, “was able to oper-
ate on Ifss than his budgetary' al-
lotment."

The deputy comptroller aald 
Ribicoff's "smoke-screen economy 
order cannot conceal his own fail-
ure as an administrator, which will 
result In a 313 million deficit for 
the state."

The 313 million are part of the 
financial Issue. Zeller, as state 
comptroller, predicts a deficit that 
large at the end of the present 2- 
year fiscal period, and blames It 
largely on the Rlblcoff administra-
tion.

Conkllng. a.s finance commlaalon- 
er. predicts a one-year deficit of 
about 3800,000. He and Rlblcoff 
blame this deficit rtn the Repub-
lican-controlled General Assembly.

Rlblcoff brought up the subject 
of education Saturday. He advocat-
ed state arholarshlps and school 
grants to make the benefits of 
higher education more readjy 
available to students.

In s <ils<Hisalon at Connecticut 
College In New London, the Gov-
ernor said "no qualified person 
shall be denied the llfe-cnrlohlng 
gift of Icainlng.” e also said he 
opposes any tuition Increase at 
the University of Connecticut or 
the stale'.i teachers colleges.

Actually, ha, 
had. merely attimbled onto ' the 
right defenie.

South won the first trick with 
the ace of apadaa and thought of 
leiullng hakrts but gave up that 
Idea for fear of being overruffed 
on the third round. Instead, he 
drew two roundi of trumps and 
then led the king of hearts from 
dummy. This was a shrewd move 
since it forced East to win the 
trick. If dulnmy had led a low 
heart, West would have won and 
would have retutmed a- diamond 
through. dummy’s queen.

Upon capturing dummy’s king of 
hearts with the ace, East looked 
around for a way to sa've the sit-
uation. Diamonds 'were out, be-
cause South -would' surely let a 
diamond return ride to dummy’s 
queeh. Hearts were out, since 
South obviously wanted to estab-
lish dummy’s long suit; East had 
no wish to further declarer's plan.

By the process of elimination, 
only spades were left. Bast couldn’t 
see clearly what good a spad~ re-
turn would do, but everything else 
was hopeless. Hwee he returned 
the ten of spades.

The spade return worked like a 
charm. Declarer had to ruff with 
dummy’s third trump. Only one 
trump was left there, and declarer 
couldn't bring in the hearts.

As the play went, declarer led 
another heart from dummy. West 
won with the Jack and returned a 
diamond. What could South do 
after winning with the ace of 
diamonds? He could lead a trump 
to dummy and ruff a heart, but 
then dummy would be entryless. 
That way he would lose two 
diamond tricks and go down two.

South actually gave up graceful-
ly by returning a diamond at once. 
That allowed him to ruff hls last 
diamond In dummy, holding the de-
feat to down one.

East still wasn’t sure what he 
had done even after the hand was 
over, but he preserved a "modest" 
silence. It's always safe to accept 
cdbgratulations.

A previous engineering survey 
of Ellsworth Memorial High School 
indicated it could not be expanded 
enough to accomodate the large 
Increase In high school enrollment 
which la soon expected. How-ever, 
the survey pointed out that the 
school was capable of some expan 
alon M a junior high school.

The Planning and Zoning Com-
mission had requested that the 
Board of Education withhold its 
recommendation until tt could be 
fitted Into the new town plan the 
commission expects to have ready 
by January.

The Board of Education noted 
the logic of this request, but stated 
In its letter "A fter' considerable 
deliberation the board has conclud-
ed that the need for a new high 
■chobl is so evident that the rec-
ommendations must be made at 
thTsjllme.

"In' the final analysis it is the 
Board of Education which must 
cope with sUeh problems as Inade-
quate facilities, double sessions 
and the like, and it is the citizens 
of the town who must decide the 
extent to which they can afford to 
eliminate the deterrents to proper 
education or continue to be faced 
with them. It goes without say-
ing," the report concludee. "that 
whether we wait or proceed Im- 
mediately, the cost of education in 
South Windsor will continue to ab 
sorb an increasing number of dol-
lars from the taxpayers pock'et- 
books.”

The 'promotional policy -In the 
Coventry school system It con-
sidered "suffer" than *t used to be 
tor several reasons, the study 
states. The tuition high schools 
will net -accept a child who has 
graduated ,w lth below average 
nurks unless he has' been held 
back two times. 7711# also makes 
for some fluctuation in planning 
for class a|ae.

The town presently sends *9 
pupils to Manchester High School 
and 234 to Windham High School,' 
totaling 313 high school tuition 
pupils. By 1961-62 there will be an 
estimated 735 pupils In Grades 7 
thrpugh 12.

In pointing but the classroom 
needs for the discussion, the town 
estimates that the projected. en-
rollment for 1961-62 wUl be. 1,291 
pupils.
