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Mayor of Haifa Visits Prov.; Notes 
Tremendous Growth of Po;t City 

MAYOR ABBA KHOUSHI 

The Mayor of the City of Haifa. 
largest port city in Israel, was 
very matter-of-fact in giving out 
figures on the growtb of his muni­
cipality. He didn't have to be 
dramatic about them. Haifa's 
achievements speak for them­
selves. 

For instance, Haifa in 1948-
when the State of. Israel was 
established--eontained 63,000-per­
sons. Today it has more -than 
200,000 residents and is still grow­
ing ! 

Despite this phenomenal surge, 
there is no unemployment in 
Haifa. All the newcomers have 
been absorbed into the city's 
trades and industries. In fact, 
said Mayor Abba Khoushi (pro­
nounced Hoo,Shee), ''.we are short 
of thousands of tradespeople." 

Mayor Khoushi visited Provi­
dence Monday to participate in a 
program sponsored by the Provi­
dence Bonds for Israel Committee. 
A native of Poland, he has resided 
in what is now Israel for 32 years. 
He was a member of the Knesset 
until ·15 mQnths ago, when he re­
signed to accept the position he 
now holds. 

Larger Than P~ris 
On~ reason for Haifa's ability to 

absorb huge numbers of immi­
grants is its immense area. The 
Mayor sa id the city covers almost 
80.000 acres-"la rger than the 
a rea of Paris." 

Ideally situated along the shores 
of the Mediterranean Sea, it is a 
cen ter of maritime activity. _ Yet, 
it is not by the sea alone - tha t 
Haifa makes its way. It con­
tains considerable heavy industry 
(metalurglcs. glass, textiles, che­
micals ) and is adding more-steel 
and steel pipes. 

Then there a re the oil refineries. 
T he oil is brought In by tankers, 
but the flow soon may be In the 
opposite direction . 

Experts believe tha t there a re oil 
flelds In Israel. and the young 
nation is conducting experimen ts 
In that direction . 

So busy is the port of Ha ifa 
tha t a lthough It now Is the largest 
In the country. a ne"( port Is being 
constructed there. In 1948 Israel 
had four ships .or 6.000 tons. Today 
there are 34 shlps of 150.000 tons, 
a remarkable advance in a four 
year period . · 

Growing Tourls( Trade 
Another industry that Is by no 

means insignificant Is the tourist 
t rade. _ !',1aJ/or Khoushi estimated 
that soine 34.000 tourists visited 
Israel last- year, and the number 
Is skyrocketing. Haifa. with the 
sea on one side. plains on another 

and impressive Mount Carmel on 
a third, is a natural garden spot 
for tourists. A new tourist center 
is, in fact, being developed on 
Mount Carmel, where the inter­
nationally famous Megido hotel is 
located. 

No wonder, then, that Haifa is 
capable of absorbing so quickly 
such tremendous numbers of im­
migrants. The combination ot its 
present industry and planned 
expansion seems likely to make it 
one of the largest and most im­
portant cities in the entire Middle 
East, as well as Israel. 

City ·Expanding 
Despite this glowing picture, all 

is not milk and honey in Haifa and 
Israel in general. Mayor Khoushi 
pointed out that while many new 
homes and "entire stre·ets and 
suburbs" are now being developed , 
34,000 persons still dwell in tem­
pora ry buildings. Development of 
industry is . still reta rded because 
of lack of capital. 

"We have now the very hard 
task of making the country self­
supporting and self-supplying to 
assure its economic independence," 
Mayor Khoushi said. 

He concluded : "We must con­
vince the people of the United 
Sta tes tha t we have great hope 
of being independent in a few 
years if we get loans which will 
permit us to buy machinery and 
tools to exploit our resources."

with Gershon Agron, publisher of the Jerusalem Post, who 
has been touring this country. 

Mindlin reports Agron as saying he did not care at a ll 
what the Americans or British or a ny other power thought of 
Israel. Agron is quoted as follows : "We· a re no longer con­
cerned with the a ttitude· of others. They do not matter. Once 
Jewish public relations were a delicate matter. It was neces­
sary for us to be concerned over the stand of nations. Now, 
only our actions are significant." The interview was concluded, 
says Mindliil, in the Saxony Hotel's lobby. There Agron 
"gazed languidly a t the Saxony lobby's gaudy splendor, mur­
mured something about 'schweinerei' and conspicuous waste 
and stated in his best Patrick Henry manner: 'If this is hos­
tility, then let us have more of it.'" 

You can well imagine what Senators Fulbright of Ar­
kansas, and Wiley of Wiscoqsin, who have been questioning 
the proposed grant-in-aid to Israel, will do when they read 
wha t this visitor of Israel is saying. It is fortunate that h e does 
not represent official Israel. It would then have serious reper­
cussions.

Iver Report ~n the one hand, and advocating the opposing 
stand of the AJ Committee on the other goes to the American 
Council for Juda ism: The Council accomplishes this unusua l 
balancing act by praising the " philosophical section" of the 
Maciver R eport and denouncing its "organizational recom­
menda tioris."

On the other h and, says the Council, 'the effect of the 
Maciver recommenda tions as interpreted by the NCRAC and 
the Council of Jewish Federations and W elfare Funds " would 
be to centralize authority and control for Jews and Jewish 
affairs,_ crea ting a n authoritarian J ewish Community . : . The 
Council therefore regards the position taken by the American 
Jewish Community in opposition to the interpretation o f the 
CJFWF as statesmanlike and wise." 

Michel Gordey, author of "Visa 
to Moscow." is a French news­
paperman . In Paris at the end 
or the war he met two Gis who 
proudly showed him two Chagall 
water colors they'd bought with 
their savings. Gordey, who then 
was married to Chagall's daughter , 
doubted that the pictures were 
authentic. He brough t the Gls to 
his father-in-law's studio, where.

A month or so ago I sat through 
an afternoon session of a con­
ference held here in Providence 
by a national Organization. This 
was to have been the high point of 
the two-day conference. Officers 
were to be elected, and a guest 
speaker. was to read a paper on a 
controversial issut=-. I put every­
thing else aside to be able to at­
tend that session. 

Frankly, I was not impressed 
by the proceedings, and if I can 
judge facial expressionS', neither 
were the delegates who sat at my 
table and at the adjoining tables. 
When people suddenly develop an 
excessive thirst, · and get the urge 
to wander out of the hall, you may 
be sure that they have a case of 
boredom. Whisperings, shifting or 
positions, traffic in and out of the 
hall, are sure signs of lack of in­
terest in, and indifference to, the 
goings on at the head table. Such 
signs were much in evidence as 
the session wore on. 

B·ut the otherwise dull after­
noon was relieved by a speaker 
who though not scheduled as a 
featured attraction, s tole the 
show. • At least people's faces 
brightened up a little, and a rip­
ple of laughter ran through the 
somber hall. It was Archibald 
Silverman who, when called upon 
for a greeting on behalf of the 
local committee, broke the spell 
of boredom by tellirtg two or his 
characteristic stories. 

In all the years of listening to 
stories by Archie at meetings or 
at luncheons, I have learned to 
look for some significance in each 
one of his stories. He does not tell 
them merely to entertain, but to 
1>rove a point. They al'Ways fit the 
occasion, a nd illustrate a premise. 
If they don't fit, Archie gives 
them a quick twist and turn to 
make them serve his purpose. 

Here are the two stories Archie 
told. T hey are worth repeating. 

l .· The Perfect Excuse 
Speaking of the way people give 

to various drives, a nd the inge­
nious excuses some people devise 
for not giving, Archie tells the 
story of the man who was as hard 
as a rock. Everybody knew that 
the fellow was fina ncially com­
fortable , but nobody ever got a 
penny out of him, and · his name 
was not to be found on any of the 
Hsts of contributors to any drive. 

Letters of appeal were disre­
garded. Telephone calls were not 
h eeded. So the committee de­
cided to send an influential man 
in th e community to call on the 
fellow. Surely he would riot dare 
to -refuse Mr. X. What wouldn't 
Mr. X do to h - ' o the drive? So he 
spared an hou1 of his busy day, 
and went to see the prospect. 
After a long talk and the most 
persuasive a rgument Mr. X could 
muster. the fellow - very sweetly 
replied : 

"I am very honored by your visit, 
Mr. X, and I am In sympathy with 
your drive, but I cannot give a ny­
thing. Not this year. You see, I 
have a poor brother, and he has a 
big family, and he needs my h elp. 
Your own OeSh and blood comes 
first, you know. Charity begins a t 
home, they say." 

But Mr. X was mad, and busy 
as he was , he looked up the poor 
brother to see whether the fellow 
told a word of truth. 

Yorn Kippur she took them to 
Temple Emanuel, where they 
heard a cantor sing. "Your grand­
father was a cantor," 'Mrs. Berlin 
told the chlldren . . . Mary Ellln 
asked : "Grandpa Mackey was a 
cantor?" 

Ferenc Molnar's "Llllom" re­
ceived poor notices when It first 
opened In Budapest . The revivals, 
however, were hlt.s and brought 
him world renown. Before he 
died. Molnar had suffered a hfnrt 
attack. An old friend who visited 
him asked about his illness. "This 
first heart attack will be Just like 
'Llllom.' '' said Molnar. "The re­
viva l will be mor& successful." 

Sure enough, the brother was 
poor, unemployed, and he !fad a 
big family to support. But the 
rich brother never helped him. In 
fact. he had not spoken to him 
ever since the day, three years ago, 
when the poor man came to his 
rich brother to ask ·his help. 

Mr. X returned to the scoundrel 
and angrily told him how h e 
found out the truth of 'his al­
)eged supporting of his poor 
brother. 

But do you ·think the fellow was 
embarr~? 

Not at all. He merely smiled 
and called out triumphantly: 

"Now you can go back to your 
committee and convince them 
that .it is useless to waste postAge 
on me. If I wouldn't help my own 
brother and his family, how can 
I give money to total strangers 
who live somewhere overseas? 
How do you think my brother 
would feel if he saw me do that? 
It would hurt his feelings." 

A very sound argument, you 
must admit. Most of the excuses 
for not giving, or for cut ting down 
on donations, Archie concludes, 
are just as ridiculous as this "poor 
brother" line. '
