A U.S. Passport is Your Key to International Travel

The Department of State’s Passport Services Director-
ate issues U.S. passports to traveling Americans. Pass-
ports are a request to foreign governments to permit you to
travel, and also allow you to re-enter the United States.
They provide proof of U.S. citizenship at home and around
the world.

What is a U.S. Passport Book and Passport
Card?

The passport book is proof of identity and U.S. citizen-
ship. It can be used for all international travel: air, land, or
sea. The passport card can be used to enter the United
States from Canada, Mexico, the Caribbean, and Ber-
muda, at land border crossings or sea ports-of-entry. It
cannot be used for international air travel. The wallet-size
passport card is convenient and less expensive than the
passport book.

Whether you plan to apply for a passport book, passport
card, or both, submitting your passport application is easy.
The U.S. Postal Service® makes it convenient to apply for
your passport. Visit fravel.state.gov or contact the National
Passport Information Center (NPIC) at 877-487-2778 or
TDD/TTY 888-874-7793 for more information on how to
apply for a passport. Visit http://usps.com/passport to
locate a Post Office™ near you that offers passport ser-
vices.

Passport and International Travel Tips:
m Apply as early as possible before a trip.

m Check the expiration date of your passport well in
advance of your departure date. Some countries
may not permit you to enter if your passport will
expire in six months or less.

m U.S. passports are issued to adults for 10 years and
children under the age of 16 for five years.

m Passport forms can be filled out online and printed
from http://travel.state.gov or obtained at your local
Passport Application Acceptance Facility.

m Before traveling abroad, copy the identification page
in case your passport is lost or stolen. If your pass-
port is lost or stolen abroad, report the loss immedi-
ately to local police authorities and the nearest U.S.
embassy or consulate.

m Visit the Country Information pages on http://
travel.state.gov to learn about the countries in which
you are traveling.

m Register for the Smart Traveler Enroliment Program
(STEP) at http://step.state.gov. When you sign up,
you will automatically receive the most current infor-
mation we compile about the country where you will
be traveling or living. You will also receive updates,
including Travel Warnings and Travel Alerts (where
appropriate).

IMM Revision: Individual Country Listings for Brazil and the Cayman Islands

Effective March 3, 2014, the Postal Service™ will revise
Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
International Mail Manual (IMM®) to reflect changes to the
Individual Country Listings (ICLs) for Brazil and the Cayman
Islands.

The following ICL changes are a result of formal
requests made through the Universal Postal Union (UPU)
via International Bureau Circulars (IBC):

m Brazil: As indicated in UPU IBC 196, dated Novem-
ber 25, 2013, Brazil is prohibiting from entering its
postal network items whose fragility (due either to
nature or inadequate packing) could cause harm to
individuals or equipment.

m Cayman Islands: As indicated in UPU IBC 199, dated
November 25, 2013, the Cayman Islands updated its
Observations to state that all mail items containing
merchandise valued over $60 USD, whether pur-
chased or received as a gift, should be accompanied
by an invoice. Failure to include an invoice could
result in delivery delays.

In addition, we are updating the ICL for the Cayman
Islands to incorporate that country’s complete lists of Pro-
hibitions and Restrictions (currently, each section states,
“Same as Jamaica”).

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IMM Revision: Mailing Free Matter for the Blind

Effective March 3, 2014, the Postal Service™ will revise
Mailing Standards of the United States Postal Service,
International Mail Manual (IMM®) part 254, subchapter 270,
and part 334, as well as the Individual Country Listings for
countries that offer Registered Mail™ service, to update
eligibility and mail preparation standards for Free Matter for
the Blind items sent internationally.

This revision is based on current Universal Postal Union
(UPU) regulations that reflect changes adopted by the
Postal Operations Council of the UPU in Berne, Switzer-
land, in April 2013, and that became effective
January 1, 2014.

272 Eligibility
272.1 Eligible Participants

Mailers may send Free Matter for the Blind free of postage
provided that at least one of the following conditions is met:

a. The item is sent to or by an organization for the blind.

b. The item is sent to or by a blind person.

272.2 Eligible Matter

Mailers may send the following items as Free Matter for the
Blind:

a. Letters bearing writing used by the blind and plates
bearing the characters of writing used by the blind.

b. Books, periodicals, literature, and other correspon-
dence.

c. Paper, records, tapes, musical scores, or sound re-
cordings.

d. Equipment or materials of any kind adapted to assist
blind persons in overcoming the problems of blind-
ness, including reproducers or parts of them for
sound reproductions.

e. Specially adapted CDs.

f. Braille writing equipment, typewriters, educational or
other materials or devices, or parts thereof used for
writing by a blind person or designed or adapted for
use by a blind person.

g. Braille watches.
h. White canes.

i. Recording equipment.

272.3 Ineligible Matter
Free Matter for the Blind items are solely intended for the
use of an eligible participant who is unable to read conven-
tional materials. The following list is not inclusive, but pro-
vides guidance of ineligible items:

a. The item is for purposes of advertisement.

b. The item is intended as a profit-making transaction.
There should be no charge (rental, subscription, or

other associated fee) that is in excess of the actual
cost.

272.4 Customs Forms Required

When required (see IMM Exhibit 123.61), the mailer must
affix a fully completed PS Form 2976 or 2976-A to each
item. The known mailer exemption in IMM 123.62 does not
apply to Free Matter for the Blind items.

272.5 Mail Not Sealed Against Inspection

Free Matter for the Blind is not sealed against inspection
(see ASM 274). Mailers must prepare items in such a way
that the contents are sufficiently protected while permitting
quick and easy inspection or verification of the contents.

272.6 Extra Services

Mailers must pay for any extra services requested for Free
Matter for the Blind items. The Postal Service authorizes
only the following extra services:

a. Registered Mail service for First-Class Mail Interna-
tional items, First-Class Package International Ser-
vice items, and Priority Mail International Flat Rate
Envelopes or Small Flat Rate Priced Boxes.

b. Insurance service for Priority Mail International par-
cels up to 15 pounds.
273 Postage Prices and Fees

Postage is provided at no charge for Free Matter for the
Blind items only for the following classes of mail and prod-
ucts:

a. First-Class Mail International.

b. First-Class Package International Service.

c. Priority Mail International Flat Rate Envelopes.
d

. Priority Mail International Small Flat Rate Priced Box-
es.

e. Priority Mail International parcels weighing up to 15
pounds.

The sender must pay the applicable total postage based on
the weight and destination price group of the article when
sending eligible free matter as a Priority Mail International
parcel weighing more than 15 pounds.

The sender must pay the applicable fees for Registered
Mail or insured services (see 272.6).

274 Mail Preparation

274.1 Addressing
All international addressing standards apply. See 122.

274.2 Markings

In addition to the markings required in 234.2 for Priority Mail
International parcels, in 244.2 for First-Class Mail Interna-
tional items, and in 254.2 for First-Class Package Interna-
tional Service items, the mailer must mark the item “Free
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Matter for the Blind” in the upper right-hand corner of the
address side of the mailpiece. In addition, the mailer must
affix to the address side of the mailpiece a copy of the label
depicted in Exhibit 274.2. The mailer may photocopy the
image and apply it to the item.

275.1 ltems Eligible for Deposit or Pickup

Eligible Free Matter for the Blind items bearing a computer-
generated customs form with customs data that has been
electronically transmitted may be deposited through any of
the following methods provided any extra service fees have
been paid by a means other than the use of postage
stamps:

a. In a private mailbox bearing a return address that
matches the address at the point of pickup, when the
customer or business is known to reside or do busi-
ness at that location.

. At a Postal Service retail counter.

. Into a Postal Service lobby drop.

. In a collection box.

. At a Contract Postal Unit (CPU).

f. At a USPS Approved Shipper location.

Note: The following items may also be deposited through
the aforementioned methods:

a. Priority Mail International Flat Rate Envelopes weigh-
ing 13 ounces or less, bearing “Free Matter for the
Blind” as postage, and not requiring a customs form
(see 123.6).

b. First-Class Mail International letter-size and flat-size
items weighing 13 ounces or less, bearing “Free Mat-
ter for the Blind” as postage, and not requiring a cus-
toms form (see 123.6).

275.2 ltems Not Eligible for Deposit or Pickup

Customers must present the following eligible Free Matter
for the Blind items requiring a customs form to an
employee at a Post Office retail service counter. Deposit
and pickup methods listed in 275.1 are prohibited. The
Postal Service will return improperly presented items to the
sender for proper entry and acceptance.

a. Any item bearing a handwritten customs form.

b. Any item bearing a customs form that was not com-
puter-generated.

c. Any item for which the customs data was not elec-
tronically transmitted.

Handbook AS-353 Revision: Guide to Privacy, the Freedom of Information Act, and Records

Management

The U.S. Postal Service® has entered into a settlement
to resolve all claims in a national employment discrimina-
tion class action lawsuit filed by Postal Service™ deaf and
hard of hearing employees and applicants. Among other
things, the settlement requires the Postal Service to select
an independent ombudsperson who will serve for a period
of three years, beginning October 29, 2013. In cooperation
with the Postal Service headquarters disability program
manager, the ombudsperson will monitor the Postal Ser-
vice’s compliance with the injunctive relief provisions of the
settlement through the establishment of a call center and

designated email address. Deaf and hard of hearing Postal
Service employees will be advised that they can register a
comment or concern about communication accommoda-
tion issues via a designated email address and/or through
a toll-free number or other device provided by the call cen-
ter. Deaf and hard of hearing Postal Service employees will
further be advised that use of the email address and toll-
free number or device to register a comment or concern
does not affect their rights to file a grievance or complaint
in any other process, nor does it serve as initial contact for
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any other process such as a grievance or EEO pre-com-
plaint processing pursuant to 29 CFR 1614.105.

The Disability Program Manager will provide qualifying
deaf and hard of hearing employees and applicants with
information regarding how to contact the ombudsperson.
Such individuals may register a comment or concern about
communication and accommodation issues they have
experienced in the workplace or during their employment
application process with the Postal Service call center and/
or designated email address. To be able to identify and
address specific comments and/or concerns, individuals
will be asked to supply information specific to them, such
as their name, residential addresses, Employee Identifica-
tion Number (EIN) or Applicant Identification Number (AIN).
If necessary, the ombudsperson will investigate the com-
ments and/or concerns in order to make an independent
assessment.

The Postal Service is amending system of records (SOR)
100.900 Employee Inquiry, Complaint, and Investigative
Records to account for the collection of applicant identifi-
cation numbers from applicants who file an inquiry or com-
plaint with the ombudsperson via the call center or
designated email address. Additionally, to facilitate the
record location process, retrievability is being updated to
include Employee Identification Numbers and Applicant
Identification Numbers.

Handbook AS-353, Guide to Privacy, the Freedom of
Information Act, and Records Management, was revised to
include these modifications, which were published in the
Federal Register on December 27, 2013 (78 FR 79026-
79027).

FY 2014 Delivery Unit 802.11 Wireless Local Area Network Installations

This notification is to advise Delivery Unit personnel of
the 802.11 wireless local area network installations that will
occur at Postal Delivery Unit facilities throughout FY 2014.
The wireless local area network equipment is being
installed to support deployment of existing and future
Delivery Unit Infrastructure Technology (DUIT) initiatives,
such as Delivery Schemeless Sortation (DSS), Passive
Adaptive Scanning System (PASS) and Mobile Point of
Sale (mPOS).

Currently, over 12,000 Postal Delivery Unit locations are
slated to receive this new 802.11 wireless local area net-
work equipment sometime during the year. The equipment
consists of one or more wireless access points (WAP) con-
nected to the existing local area network that currently sup-
port POS terminals, PCs, cradles, and printers. The
equipment is intended to provide broad 802.11 wireless
coverage for the facility, especially throughout the carrier
and retail areas.

In addition to installations being performed by local
USPS® maintenance personnel, the Postal Service has
awarded contracts to three nationwide installation vendors —
Verizon, Granite, and UNSi.* Installations will be assigned to
maintenance or one of our vendors on a site-by-site basis,
based on District, priority, availability, and other factors.

It is important for Postmasters, customer service man-
agers, clerks, and other personnel to be aware that vendors
may contact your site via phone to schedule installation of
this equipment. The call will occur one to two weeks ahead
of the projected installation timeframe. The callers will iden-
tify themselves as a representative of Verizon, Granite, or
UNSI, and ask for the primary point of contact for each site,
typically the Postmaster or customer service manager.

The vendor representative who contacts your site will
coordinate a time and date for the installation, and ask a
brief series of questions about your facility.

Information you may be asked to provide includes, but
is not limited to, the following:

m Ceiling height.

m Ceiling type (e.g. solid, open beams, drop tile).

m Facility layout and confirmation of square footage.

m Door width (for access and egress of installation
equipment).

m Loading dock height (if applicable).

m Existing ethernet switch/router location.

Based on the information you provide during the pre-
installation phone survey, an installation date and time will
be scheduled. Depending on the size of your facility, these
installations require a technician to be on-site for one to
four hours to complete the work. When the installation
technician arrives at the scheduled date and time, he or she
will present an official USPS Letter of Agency (LoA) specific
to the vendor he or she represents, and a valid driver’s
license for identification. Please accept this LoA as his or
her credentials and authorization to perform the installation
work described.

*Communication and installation scheduling between
USPS maintenance organizations and the delivery unit
locations is coordinated by each District.

If you become aware of any current or future status
changes at your facility (e.g. facility moving, closing, lease
expiring, change in operational status, etc.), immediately
notify the IT Manager for your District. A list of District IT con-
tacts can be found here: http://fcco/phonebook/fieldis.cfm.
Contacting District IT to notify them of facility status changes
helps us avoid unnecessary costs to the Postal Service™, as
we are charged for the installation if it is not cancelled within
14 days of the scheduled date. All questions should be

Only the following pictorial postmark is permitted for the Love: Cut Paper Heart stamp. The word “Station” or the abbre-
viation “STA” is required somewhere in the design, because it will be a temporary station.

To finalize the Love: Cut Paper Heart stamp pictorial postmark art, insert the date, city, state and ZIP™ Code of the phys-
ical location of your event adjacent to the stamp image. Overall dimensions of the pictorial postmark must not exceed 4
inches horizontally by 2 inches vertically. Collectors prefer the dimensions 3-1/2 inches by 1.

The Postal Service™ must make all special postmarks known to collectors through advance publicity in the Postal Bul-
letin. Therefore, all special dedication cancellations must be reported to Stamp Services four weeks before the events using
PS Form 413, Pictorial Postmark Announcement/Report. To get a copy of the form, go to http://blue.usps.gov/formmgmt/
forms/ps413.pdf.

runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS”
repeated.

m There should be no discoloration around the dollar
amounts, which might indicate the amounts were
changes.

Note: Mail order catalogs are prohibited as SAM or PAL mail.

A. Securities, currency, or precious metals in their raw, unmanufactured
state are prohibited. Official shipments are exempt from this restriction.

A1. Mail addressed to “Any Servicemember,” or similar wording such as
“Any Soldier,” “Sailor,” “Airman,” or “Marine”; “Military Mail”; etc., is prohib-
ited. Mail must be addressed to an individual or job title such as “Com-
mander,” “Commanding Officer,” etc.

A2. APO/FPO/DPO addresses shall not include a city and/or country name.

B. Regardless of mail class, a customs declaration (PS Form 2976 or, if
the customer prefers, PS Form 2976-A) is required for all items weighing 16
ounces or more or any item (regardless of weight) containing potentially duti-
able mail contents (e.g., merchandise or goods) addressed to or from an
APO, FPO, or DPO ZIP Code. No customs form is required for items weigh-
ing less than 16 ounces when the contents are not potentially dutiable (e.g.,
documents). The surface area of the address side of the mailpiece must be
large enough to contain the applicable customs declaration. The following
exceptions apply:

m  Known mailers are exempt from providing customs documentation
on non-dutiable letters or printed matter. (A known mailer is a busi-
ness mailer who enters volume mailings through a business mail
entry unit (BMEU) or other bulk mail acceptance location, pays post-
age through an advance deposit account, uses a permit imprint for
postage payment, and submits a completed postage statement at
the time of entry that certifies that the mailpieces contain no danger-
ous materials that are prohibited by postal regulations.)

= All federal, state, and local government agencies whose mailings are
regarded as “Official Mail” are exempt from providing customs doc-
umentation on any item addressed to an APO, FPO, or DPO except
for those APOs/FPOs/DPOs to which restriction “B2” applies.

= Prepaid mail from military contractors is exempt, providing the mail-
piece is endorsed “Contents for Official Use — Exempt from Cus-
toms Requirements.”

B2. All federal, state, and local government agencies must complete
customs documentation when sending potentially dutiable mail addressed
to or from this APO, FPO, or DPO.

C. Cigarettes and other tobacco products are prohibited.

C1. Obscene articles, prints, paintings, cards, films, videotapes, etc.,
and horror comics and matrices are prohibited.

D. Coffee is prohibited.

E. Medicines (prescription, over-the-counter, vitamins, and supple-
ments) are prohibited when mailed to individuals for human or animal use.
This prohibition does not apply when medicines are sent as official mail only
between specifically designated agencies such as pharmaceutical distribu-
tors, hospitals, clinics, and pharmacies.

E1. Medicines or vaccines not conforming to French laws are prohibited.

E2. Any matter depicting nude or seminude persons, pornographic or
sexual items, or nonauthorized political materials is prohibited. Although reli-
gious materials contrary to the Islamic faith are prohibited in bulk quantities,
items for the personal use of the addressee are permissible.

E3. Radio transceivers, cordless telephones, global positioning sys-
tems, scanners, base stations, and handheld transmitters are prohibited.

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited in all classes of mail. See defini-
tions of firearms in DMM 601.12.1.1. This restriction does not apply to fire-
arms mailed to or by official U.S. government agencies. The restriction for
mail to this APO/FPO/DPO ZIP Code does not apply to firearms mailed from
this APO/FPO/DPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regulations are met.
Antique firearms are a separate category defined in DMM 601.12.1.1h and
ATF regulations; they do not require an ATF form.

F1. Privately owned weapons addressed to an individual are prohibited
in any class of mail.

F2. Importation of firearms is restricted to one shotgun and one single
shot.22 caliber rifle per individual.

G. Only letters, flats, and Periodicals are authorized. Parcels of any class
are prohibited.

H. Meats, including preserved meats, whether hermetically sealed or
not, are prohibited.

H1. Pork or pork by-products are prohibited.

1. Mail of all classes must fit in a mail sack. Mail may not exceed the fol-
lowing dimensions:

= Maximum length 20 inches.

= Maximum width 12 inches.

= Maximum height 12 inches.

The maximum length and girth combined may not exceed 68 inches.

This restriction does not apply to registered mail and official government
mail marked MOM.

I1. This restriction does not apply to registered mail.

12. This restriction does not apply to official government mail marked
MOM.

J. Parcels may not exceed 108 inches in length and girth combined.

K. Mail that includes in the address the words, “Dependent Mail Sec-
tion,” may consist only of letter mail, newspapers, magazines, and books.
No parcel of any class containing any other matter may be mailed to the
Dependent Mail section. This restriction does not apply if the address does
not include the words “Dependent Mail Section.”

L. All official mail is prohibited.

M. Fruits, vegetables, animals, and living plants are prohibited.

N. Registered mail is prohibited.

O. Delivery status information for Extra Services is not available on
USPS.com.

P. APO is used for the receipt and dispatch of official mail only.

Q. Mail may not exceed 66 pounds, and size is limited to 42 inches max-
imum length and 72 inches maximum length and girth combined.

R. All alcoholic beverages, including those mailable under
DMM 601.12.7, are prohibited.

R1. Materials used in the production of alcoholic beverages (i.e., distill-
ing material, hops, malts, yeast, etc.) are prohibited.

S. Mail of all classes must fit in a mail sack. Mail may not exceed the fol-
lowing dimensions and weight:

m  Maximum length 12 inches.

= Maximum width 12 inches.

= Maximum height 5 1/2 inches.

= Maximum weight 25 pounds.

The maximum length and girth combined may not exceed 47 inches.

T. Mailings of case lots of food and supplemental household shipments
must be approved by the sender’s parent agency prior to mailing.

U. Parcels must weigh less than 16 ounces when addressed to Box R.
This restriction does not apply to mail endorsed “Free Matter for the Blind or
Handicapped.”

U1. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail weighing 13 ounces or less when
addressed to Box R. This restriction does not apply to mail endorsed “Free
Matter for the Blind or Handicapped.” Videotapes are prohibited when
addressed to Box R, regardless of weight.

U2. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail letters only when addressed to
Box R.

U3. Mail is limited to First-Class Mail correspondence (including voice
and video cassettes), newspapers, magazines, photographs, not exceeding
16 ounces, when addressed to Box R.

People attending these local events may obtain the
postmark in person at the temporary Post Office™ station
established there. Those who cannot attend the event but
who wish to obtain the postmark may submit a mail order
request. Pictorial postmarks are available only for the dates
indicated, and requests must be postmarked no later than
30 days following the requested pictorial postmark date.

All requests must include a stamped envelope or post-

card bearing at least the minimum First-Class Mail® post-
age. ltems submitted for postmark may not include

postage issued after the date of the requested postmark.
Such items will be returned unserviced.

Customers wishing to obtain a postmark should affix
stamps to any envelope or postcard of their choice,
address the envelope or postcard to themselves or others,
insert a card of postcard thickness in envelopes for sturdi-
ness, and tuck in the flap. Place the envelope or postcard
in a larger envelope and address it to: Pictorial Postmarks,
followed by the Name of the Station, Address, City, State,
ZIP+4® Code, as listed below.

How to Order the First-Day-of-Issue Digital Color or Traditional Postmarks

Customers have 60 days to obtain the first-day-of-issue
postmarks by mail. They may purchase new stamps at their
local Post Office™, by telephone at 800-STAMP-24, or at
The Postal Store® website at www.usps.com/shop.

Traditional Postmarks

Customers should affix the stamps to envelopes of their
choice, address them to themselves or others, or provide a
self-addressed return envelope with sufficient postage
large enough to accommodate the canceled item. Mail the
request to the corresponding city of issuance. There is no
charge for the first 50 postmarks. There is a 5-cent charge
for each additional postmark over 50. Customers should
submit a check, money order, or credit card for payment.
After applying the first-day-of-issue postmark, the Postal
Service™ will return the envelopes to the customer by U.S.
Mail.

All postmark requests should go to the first-day-of-
issue city. The first-day-of-issue city Post Office will then
forward in bulk all postmark requests to Cancellation Ser-
vices, Stamp Fulfillment Services, PO Box 449992, Kansas
City, MO 64144-9992 by respective Post Offices.

Digital Color Postmarks

Only select stamp issues offer a digital color postmark.
Customers may submit #6 or #10 envelopes constructed of
paper rated as “laser safe.” The Postal Service recom-
mends envelopes of 80-pound Accent Opaque, acid-free,
9/16" side seams with no glue on the flap. The maximum

size of all digital color postmarks is 2" high x 4" long. Allow
sufficient space on the envelope to accommodate the
postmark. Do not use self-adhesive labels for addresses on
the envelope. Two test envelopes must be included. There
is @ minimum of 10 envelopes at 50 cents per postmark
required at the time of servicing. Customers should submit
a check, money order, or credit card for payment.

The Postal Service reserves the right to not accept
hand-painted and other cachet envelopes that are not
compatible with our digital color postmark equipment. The
Postal Service also reserves the right to substitute tradi-
tional black rubber postmarks if use of nonspecified enve-
lopes results in poor image quality or damage to
equipment.

Customers should affix the stamps to the envelopes and
address them to themselves or others for return through
the mail. Or, they may include an additional self-addressed
return envelope, large enough to accommodate their can-
celed items, with sufficient postage affixed for return of
their postmarked items. Mail the request for a first-day-of-
issue digital color postmark to the corresponding city of
issuance. Post Offices will then forward all customer
requests for digital color postmarks to Cancellation
Services, Stamp Fulfillment Services, PO Box 449992,
Kansas City, MO 64144-9992.

After applying the first-day-of-issue postmark, the
Postal Service will return the envelopes to the customer by
U.S. Mail.

Federal Reporting Requirements on Hazardous and Toxic Chemicals

Postal Service™ policy requires all USPS® facilities to
comply with the reporting requirements of the Emergency
Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act (EPCRA), if
applicable. Postal Service sites that store certain quantities
of hazardous and toxic chemicals must complete and sub-
mit the EPCRA Tier Il Form by March 1 every year.

Reporting requirements apply to any location that stores
threshold quantities of EPCRA-regulated hazardous and
toxic chemicals. Regulated chemicals used by the Postal
Service include sulfuric acid in lead-acid batteries, gaso-
line, diesel, heating oil, and ice melt/anti-skid products, as
discussed below.

Applicability
Commonly reported chemicals and thresholds applica-
ble to USPS facilities include:

m Lead-acid batteries. The 500 pound threshold for
sulfuric acid can be met by having more than six (6)
tow motor batteries or more than two (2) forklift bat-
teries, or a combination of these batteries on site.
The percent weight of sulfuric acid in the battery can
be estimated by multiplying the battery weight by 18
percent.

m Gasoline, diesel, or heating fuel. The 10,000 pound
threshold is equivalent to 1,433 gallons of gasoline or
1,223 gallons of diesel/heating fuel.

m Ice melt/anti-skid products. Rock salt, calcium
magnesium acetate, and sand have a 10,000 pound
threshold. This threshold applies whether or not the
materials are stored in one bulk location or dispersed
on bags or pallets throughout the site.

Reporting Process

USPS Installation Heads should submit the emergency
and hazardous chemical inventory reporting form, known
as the Tier Il Form, annually by March 1 to the following
organizations:

m The State Emergency Response Commission
(SERC);

m The Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC);
and

m The local Fire Department that would respond to an
emergency at your facility.

States may require reporting through submittal of the
hard-copy Tier Il Form, electronic reporting through the
EPA’s “Tier2 Submit” software program, or through their
own state-specific software programs or websites. Each
state’s individual reporting requirements, procedures, and
forms can be accessed at: http://www2.epa.gov/epcra-
tier-i-and-tier-ii-reporting.

For states that recommend the EPA’s Tier2 Submit 2013
software, Postal Service facilities should be able to use
eAccess to request a download of the Tier2 Submit 2013
software for use in electronic reporting. If other state elec-
tronic reporting software or website applications are not
accessible or authorized on your USPS ACE computer sys-
tem, you should use the paper Tier Il Form to report by hard
copy.

Note: USPS facilities are not required to pay any fees
associated with reporting (including electronic reporting
user and registration fees).

Additional detailed reporting instructions are available
through the appropriate regional manager of Environmental
Compliance and Sustainability, and on the Sustainability
website at http://blue.usps.gov/sustainability/environmen-
tal/spills_and_regulatory_reporting.htm. If you have ques-
tions regarding your need to report under EPCRA, contact
your regional manager. For Northeast, Eastern, Capital
Metro Areas, and Headquarters—-related facilities, contact
Nicholas DeCarlo at nicholas.decarlo@usps.gov. For ques-
tions related to EPCRA reporting in the Great Lakes, West-
ern, Southern, and Pacific Areas, contact Judy Wingo-
Stalinger at judy.wingo-stalinger@usps.gov.
