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In Brief BIM’s potential is boundless but mind 
contract language, CI panellists urge

Panellists at a recent Ontario confer-
ence on construction risks agreed 
BIM is a transformative tool that can 

bring seemingly limitless benefits — but 

with its growth comes the need for prudence 
and rigour from the teams drafting project 
contracts. 

Chief technology officer Brent Mauti of 
Turner Fleischer Architects, an ardent BIM 
advocate, compared notes with EllisDon’s 

chief innovation officer Rosemarie Lipman 
and Andrea Lee, partner at Glaholt Bowles 
LLP, during a recent Canadian Institute (CI) 
session devoted to risks associated with tech-
nology. The session was held as part of CI’s 
Managing Risk in Construction Contracts 
and Projects conference. 

For all of BIM’s potential to link together 
project teams, it seems there can be failures 
incorporating the system into contracts. 

Lee deals with complex, multimillion-dol-
lar projects but sometimes when she looks at 
the contract, expectations for BIM deliver-
ables can be a few short sentences. 

“Sometimes you get to the BIM section 
and it’s actually quite short, like it’s very high 
level and it’s almost like the parties are just 
trusting their team to understand the tech-
nical aspects just to do it,” she explained.

“What if there are new parties brought 
into the project and they don’t have an under-
standing of what the rules are? I put on my 
lawyer’s hat and think the parties who were 
actually involved in the project need to get 
together and put the plan down in writing.”

Mauti agreed some project owners insert 
a minimal BIM clause in the expectation that 
the BIM team will figure out its role. 

“I’ve seen a small BIM paragraph when I’ve 
been brought into a major project…‘You’re 
the BIM guy, implement this,’ and you read 
the 10 or 20 lines that doesn’t really say much, 
and now you’ve got all these entities coming 
together to try to figure out how to rational-
ize the BIM clause buried inside a contract,” 
he said.

Do you know what to do 
when you see something 
happen that is discrimi-

natory or a form of harassment?
EllisDon, in collaboration 

with the Canadian Construction 

Association (CCA), recently held 
a virtual bystander intervention 
training program to raise aware-
ness and provide industry partners 
with tools to promote inclusivity 
on construction sites and offices. 

“The bystander intervention 
training program was developed to 

equip people with the tools to help 
in situations where you believe 
someone is or may be bullied or 
harassed,” explained CCA presi-
dent Mary Van Buren in an email 
to the Daily Commercial News. 

“These situations can take 
people by surprise and so it is help-

ful to have an approach to empow-
er each one of us to speak up.”

Jennifer Khan, head of inclusive 
diversity with EllisDon, said the 
session taught people what they 
need to know and what to do when 
a situation like this arises.

Naloxone kits mandated 
for Ontario construction

TORONTO
New legislation will require workplaces 

that are at risk of a worker opioid overdose, 
such as construction sites, to have nalox-
one kits, medication that can temporarily 
reverse the effects of an opioid overdose 
and allow time for medical help to arrive.

The Ontario government introduced 
legislation March 1 in the Working for 
Workers Act, 2022,  that, if passed, would 
introduce the highest fines in Canada for 
companies that fail to follow workplace 
health and safety laws. 

Between March 2020 and January 
2021 about 2,500 people died from opi-
oid-related causes, states a release, adding 
of the victims who were employed, 30 per 
cent were construction workers, by far the 
most of any industry impacted.

Requiring businesses in high-risk set-
tings to have naloxone kits on hand will 
help reduce the stigma around opioid 
abuse, raise awareness about the risks of 
accidental overdoses and potentially save 
hundreds of lives a year, the release adds.

Also included in Working for Work-
ers Two are changes to the Occupation-
al Health and Safety Act to increase the 
maximum fines for businesses that fail to 
protect their workers.

“While Ontario’s workers have been 
there to support us before and during this 
horrible pandemic, it’s just as important 
that we are there to support them,” said 
Michael Tibollo, associate minister of 
mental health and addictions, in a state-
ment. “By ensuring access to life-saving 
naloxone kits where and when our work-
ers need them, our government is helping 
to protect more Ontarians struggling with 
addiction from preventable deaths and 
taking decisive action to address the chal-
lenges of the opioid crisis.”

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Devimco breaks ground on Longueuil towers

LONGUEUIL, QUE. 
Groupe Devimco has announced a financial partnership 

with the Fonds immobilier de solidarite FTQ for the con-
struction of its two-tower Sir Charles Condominiums project 
in Longueuil, east of Montreal.

The condos represent the first phase of a large multi-pur-
pose project in the vicinity of the downtown and the Lon-
gueuil Universite-de-Sherbrooke metro station.

Devimco held an official groundbreaking and the unveil-
ing of a sales office and model condo for the project’s initial 
highrise recently. The project is valued at more than $800 
million and is the largest real estate development to be built 
in the city of Longueuil to date, stated a release.

In total, the transit-oriented development project will 
include 1,612 units, with a total area of 1.6 million square feet.

The Sir Charles Condominiums will consist of two high-
rises with lower commercial extensions. They will be built on 
a portion of the existing P2 parking lot, not far from Place 

Charles-Lemoyne. The first will feature 336 units on 25 
floors. A terrace, a large lounge area with a barbecue area, 
an outdoor pool and an indoor Nordic spa will be located on 
the roof. 

On the ground floor, there will be a lounge and a gym with 
a cardio area overlooking the inner courtyard. Occupancy of 
the first highrise is scheduled for 2024.

“We are pleased to be partnering with the Fonds immo-
bilier de solidarite FTQ, a loyal partner in many of our proj-
ects,” said Serge Goulet, president of Devimco Immobilier, in 
a statement. 

“The confidence that this important Quebec institution 
places in us demonstrates the credibility and quality of our 
mixed-use real estate projects.”

In a later phase, Groupe Devimco will be building two 
more highrises atop a commercial basilaire above the current 
metro station.

The Greater Toronto Area new-home market experi-

enced a very busy January, the Building Industry and Land 
Development Association (BILD) announced recently.

There were 2,853 total new-home sales in January, up 
18 per cent from January 2021 and 47 per cent above the 
10-year average, according to Altus Group statistics. It was 
the highest number of new homes sold in January in 19 
years.

A record 2,274 new condominium apartment units, 
including units in low, medium and highrise buildings, 
stacked townhouses and loft units, were sold in January. 
This was 113 per cent above the 10-year average and more 
than 40 per cent higher than the previous high in 2017.

Sales of new single-family homes, including detached, 
linked and semi-detached houses and townhouses (exclud-
ing stacked townhouses), with 579 units sold, were down 33 
per cent from the 10-year average.

With nine new condominium apartment projects open-
ing in January, condominium apartment remaining inven-
tory increased slightly compared to the previous month, to 
8,333 units, but still represented only 2.9 months of inven-
tory based on average sales for the past 12 months. 

A balanced market would have nine to 12 months of 
inventory. 

Condominium apartment inventories have fallen to 
within 1,000 units of the recent lows of 2017 and are half the 
level compared to the 2011-2016 period, stated the BILD 
report. 

Remaining inventory for single-family homes reached a 
record low of 550 units in January, about 10 per cent of the 
level from 2019, before the start of the pandemic, and far 
below the more than 15,000 units on average for the 2000-
2009 period. 

Remaining inventory includes units in preconstruction.
Benchmark pricing eased somewhat in January for both 

condominium apartments and single-family homes, BILD 
reported. 

The benchmark price for new condominium apartments 
was just over $1.1 million, which was up 12.7 per cent over 
the last 12 months, and the benchmark price for new single-
family homes was $1.7 million which was up 30 per cent 
over the last 12 months.

GTA condo sales off to a strong start in January
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Essentially, Mauti explained, 
BIM is made up of two components, 
3D model objects and a structured 
database. At its best, in the early 
stages BIM can ensure design infor-
mation is co-ordinated and reflects 
the stakeholders’ vision of the pro-
ject; during the construction stage 
it allows collaboration and “clash 
detection”; and during handover it 
can deliver rich data that is an asset 
for the full lifecycle of the project. 

“Nothing gets lost, nothing has to 
be translated or is misunderstood,” 
said Mauti. 

BIM is ideal within an integrat-
ed project delivery process, Mauti 
added. 

“There is no finger-pointing, all 
the walls are broken down,” he said, 
recalling how with one alliance pro-
ject in Australia, “We were all col-
laborative and it was really a beauti-
ful world.”

Breakdowns occur when there 
is failure to provide for parties’ 
expectations in the contract, the 
panellists said. The use of boiler-
plate BIM requirements that are not 
fully agreed upon by the parties may 
result in the delivery of more than is 
actually required for the project. Use 
of vague wording such as “must pro-
vide BIM” can result in misalign-
ment between stakeholders.

Or the BIM team can stray too 
far from the owner’s intentions, Lip-
man said.

“With every project there needs 
to be a way to enforce the BIM pro-
cess,” she said. “We’ve seen some of 
them where the plan isn’t followed 

from the design phase forward and 
then it’s too difficult to catch up, 
so the digital can’t catch up to the 
physical. It’s too much work. The 
project is too complex.”

To minimize disputes in a project 
using BIM, the two lawyers outlined, 
there should be clear requirements 
that are appropriate for the project 
in the prime contract; those require-
ments must be dropped down in the 
appropriate subcontracts and con-
sulting agreements, with clear deliv-
erables; upfront planning is essen-
tial, with a clear work breakdown 

structure that all project stakehold-
ers follow; and stakeholders must 
validate and verify model co-ordin-
ation and progress throughout the 
project. 

“In situations where there’s not 
clear requirements, you’re manag-
ing and co-ordinating information 
that some is going to be in 2D, some 
is going to be in 3D, and there’s not 
going to be alignment between the 
two,” said Lipman. “I think it’s real-
ly important to start with the prime 
contract and then it all waterfalls 
down.”

“We’re trying to change the culture by giving people 
tools to take action,” said Khan. “That’s exactly what 
bystander intervention is all about.

“They give you five different options that you can use 
to your preference in your own environment that is safe 
for you to intervene when you see harassment and dis-
crimination happen.”

The 90-minute training session was led by New York 
City-based Hollaback, a non-profit organization that 
raises awareness about how to combat workplace harass-
ment.

“We partnered with them to be able to offer this ses-
sion but then we had this realization…EllisDon is one 
part of the construction puzzle, so even though Ellis-
Don might know what to do when something happens, 
in order for us to really change the industry everybody 
needs to know,” said Khan.

It drew more than 700 participants from various sec-
tors and organizations.

“People want safe and respectful workplaces — places 
where they are welcomed, happy to be a part of and con-
tribute to,” said Van Buren. “This training is useful for 
people of all levels and experience to be part of the solu-
tion and make some positive change in the industry.”

One of the key takeaways from the session were the 5 
Ds of bystander intervention, which are different meth-
ods that can be used to support someone who is being 
harassed, emphasize that harassment is not OK and dem-
onstrate to others that they have the power to make the 
community safer as well. 

The 5 Ds are: 
•	 Distract — say something to change the subject, dif-
fuse the situation; 
•	 Delay — turn to the person who has been treated 
inappropriately and say something in support or speak 

with them after to check in and see if they’re OK; 
•	 Delegate — advise another person so they can take the 
appropriate action; 
•	 Document — write down what you heard/saw and 
share it with the person or another person in authority; 
and 
•	 Direct — address the situation in the moment. 

“Each person no doubt took away an important tip,” 
said Van Buren. “For example, sometimes it’s the little 
things, like shaking your head ‘no,’ that shows support to 
the person being disrespected. The other takeaway is that 
you can approach each situation differently, empowering 
you to move to an upstander rather than a bystander.”

For too long the industry has accepted various forms 
of harassment and discrimination for various reasons, 
Khan said.

“Whether it’s because they experienced it, they’ve 
seen people before them experience it, they think that it’s 
funny, they think that it’s not a big deal or they don’t have 
the education to know that it’s not right,” she explained. 
“We wanted to draw that line to say, ‘this is acceptable 
behaviour and this is not.’ Now there are hundreds of 
people that you work with that will know what to do and 
will not only call out bad behaviour but will actually take 
action.”

EllisDon collaborated with the CCA and other part-
ners to customize the session and the scenarios used.

“We came up with eight different scenarios that we 
would ask people’s opinion on,” Khan said. “Some of the 
responses that we got back in our feedback survey was 
this has been needed for so long.

“Ninety-eight per cent of survey respondents indi-
cated that they have a better sense of what disrespectful 
behaviour looks like and 97 per cent said they would 
know how to safely intervene next time they see harass-
ment happen.” 

Ready. Set. Go. It’s “Open 
Period” for labour rep-
resentation in Ontario.

From March 1 to April 30 
employees can decide the fate of 
their representation for the next 
three years. Will they continue 
with their current union? Will 
they attempt to decertify their 
union? Or will a union attempt 
to displace a current one? 

Most common within the 
ICI construction sectors are 
decertification applications, 
Diane Laranja, partner and 
labour law specialist with Filion 
Wakely Thorup Angeletti LLP, 
told the Daily Commercial 
News. There could be several 
reasons.

“A unionized employee 
may wish to negotiate directly 
with their employer without 
the involvement of a union or 
without the administration of a 
collective agreement. They may 
not be satisfied with the wages, 
benefits, working conditions 
and representation, or they may 
not be satisfied with the level 
of control they have over the 
negotiation process.” 

It’s a period of uncertainty 
for workers, unions and 
employers. 

“Whether it’s an application 
to decertify or to switch from 
one union to another, the out-
come affects not only the terms 
and conditions of employment 
but also employees’ access to 
work,” says Laranja. “The out-
come also affects what work 
the employer can bid on or 
perform.”

There are specific rules gov-
erning how a decertification 
begins and is carried out. Time-
lines are tight and governed by 
the application date. 

At the outset, it’s strictly a 
matter between workers and 
unions, not employers.  

“An employer has no law-
ful ability to commence a 
displacement or termination 
application,” say Sahil Shoor 
and Tushnar Anandasagar of 
Gowling WLG.

Although only one employ-
ee’s name appears on the dec-
ertification application, Laranja 
explains the application must 
be accompanied by signed and 
dated evidence naming the 
employees expressing their wish 
to no longer be represented by 
that union. 

If the Ontario Labour Rela-
tions Board (OLRB) determines 
at least 40 per cent support dec-
ertification, a vote will be held 
within five business days of the 
application filing date.

However, within two days 
of receiving the application, 
Laranja says the employer must 
file a list of employees by name 
in order to assist the OLRB in 
determining which employees 
are within the bargaining unit 
and therefore eligible to vote. 

“The union has an oppor-
tunity to challenge the list in 
case someone has not been 
identified and should be includ-

ed. It’s very important to ensure 
that those who participate in 
the vote are properly included 
within the bargaining unit. 

“For example, there should 
not be a situation where paint-
ers participate in a vote involv-
ing construction labourers’ 
work. Employees not at work 
that day for whatever reason, 
even those employed for a long 
period and very loyal to the 
union, won’t count.”  

Subcontractors and manage-
ment are likewise excluded.

It makes the date of applica-
tion strategically important as 
well, says Laranja.

“An employee seeking to 
decertify will be very intention-
al about what day they file the 
application.”

Although employer conduct 
and communication is other-
wise greatly restricted, they may 
intervene within the two-day 
window to make proposals con-
cerning the conduct of the vote, 
say Shoor and Anandasagar. 
Voting at numerous sites or a 
central site may each carry cer-
tain advantages for the employ-
er, while also ensuring all those 
qualified can cast votes. There 
is also an obligation to post cer-
tain notices in the workplace.

But that’s about it.
“If an employer plays any 

role whatsoever in instigat-
ing, encouraging or assisting 
employees in a decertification 
application, the OLRB will 
dismiss the decertification 
application and may find that 
the employer has committed 
an unfair labour practice,” says 
Laranja. 

Even casual comments made 
by supervisory staff matter. 

“The employer must defend 
themselves against statements 
alleged to have been made or 
conduct alleged to have been 
done.” 

Successful decertification 
requires a minimum 50 per 
cent of ballots cast.

Rumours heard over coffee 
or around worksites can often 
give employers advance warn-
ing of any potential decertifi-
cation or raiding applications. 
Given the high stakes and time-
lines, professional legal advice 
should be sought immediately 
in order to properly prepare.
