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I. .INTRODUCTION

l. It was the intention ot the General Assembly. $hen establishing in 1980 the
pattern of teporLirq on operational activities by the Direceor-ceneral, to clearly
distinguish bet$een a triennial policy report to assist the Economic and Social
Council and the General Assembly, conduct policy reviees on operational activities,
and an annual repott to the General Assenbly containing comprehensive statistical
infornation concerninq all- operational activities for development of the United
Nations system. The analysis of policy issues in the area of operational
activities is nore usefully undertaken at reasonable intervals of tine during ehich
significant changes and developments could energe. At the sane time, it is
necessary to update annually the basic informatj.on on operalional activities.

2. The distinction in the approach and contents of the triennial policy reports
and the annual reports bas become less obvious in recent years. leading to
considerable and avoidabl-e overlapping and duplication of issues dealt eith in
these tlro reports. In order to naintain lhe original intention of the General
Assenbly in cal11n9 for these Crio different types of reports, an attempt is being
made in the present annuaL report to adbere nore closely !o its original purpose,
nanely, to update basic infornation on operational activities, and to consider
policy issues ialent j.f ied in the triennial report to be presented to the Econohic
and Social. Council and tbe ceneral Assenbly in 1986. Accordingly, the structure
and content of the present report is as follows!

Section II contains the annual updating of basic stati.stical infornation on
operational activlties enconpassing trends in contributj.ons, expenditures and
procurement (sub-sect. II.A) and mediun-term resource prospects of
organizations engaged in operational activl.ties (sub-sect. II.B). This
section is descriptive and folloes the pattern of previous reports in order to
facilitate comparison oith data from earlier years. The append i:( to tbe
repor! contains detailed statistical tables on contributions, expenditures and
procurement.

Section III provides information requested by tbe General Assembl.y in
paragraph 9 of its resolution 39/22O on measures being taken to assist
Governnents, at lheir reques!, to strenqthen their aid co-ordination and
evaluation capabilities and to inprove the round-table process in least
developed countries (sub-sect. rrr.A); on co-operation with nurtilateral
development banks (sub-sect.. III.B) i on tbe relationship beteeen programme
delivery and adninistrative and support costs (sub-sect. III.Cli on progress
regarding the harmonizati.on of pr@edures enployed by organizations enqaged in
operational activities (sub-sect. III.D). Information is also provided on Che
siCuati.on regarding the United Nat.ions Department of Technical. Co-operation
for Development ( sub-sect. III.E).

II. FECEN? TRENDS IN RESOURCE MOBILIZATION AND USE

A. Trends in contribut,ion6 and expenditures

l. Contributlona to operational activities in 1984

4. Fighligbts of the infornation regardlng trends in contributions include the
foll-orring:

(a) Total contributions for lhe operational acCivitieg of the United Nations
system, including therein all the funda and progra ses of the United Nations and
the operational actlvltles of the specialized agencies and the Oorld Food
Progranrne, amounted to $2,610 nillion, a decline in noninal dollar term6 of about
2.0 per cent over 1983. Over the longer tern, total contributiona expreased in
norDinal dollar terms increased up Eo the peak year of 1982, since shen there has
been no real chanqe in the overall Bituation.

(b) A number of countries did increase, in 1984, the national currency ealue
of their contributions for operational activlties. Part of the increase, horever,
sas lost in accountlng terns because of the effect of the appreciation of the unit
of account (the Uniteal States dollar) against most other currenclea.

(c) Contributions to I,NDP, ITNICEF and UNFPA amounted to $I,270 nillion ln
1984, or 94 per cent of total contrlbutlona to United Nations funds and programnes
totalling tl,352 million. Contributions to the ITNDP-aatnini stered trust funds and
to the other funds and progranmes of the United Naeions anounted to $182 nillion.
Contributions to the nain progratune re8ources of the UNDP stagnated at leas than
$700 rnillion for tbe tifth consecutive year. In 1984, pledges to UNDP uere higher
than ln previous years: the etfect t.as loat aa a reault of adverae noveDent of the
United States doll.ar referred to aboee.

(d) Extrabudgetary contrlbutions for the tecbnical ccoperation activities of,
the specialized agencles and IAEA increased in 1984 to the level of $376 nillion,
the sane level attained in 1982, Largely the resulC of an increase in
" 5e lf-support tng " contributions from developtng countrie6, The earller more rapld
groeth in auch extrabudgetary funding has not been sustained.

(e) Cost-shari.ng and self-supporting contributions anounted to $205 tnillion
in 1984, an increase over the 1982 and 1983 levels and a reflection of the
beneficial gervices developing countries obtaln fron the systen's operational
activi t ies.

5. Cont.ributions to IDA and IFAD anounted Eo i2,'176 miltion in 1984, a decline
from the levels attained in 1983 and 1982. However, year-to-year changes reflect
the bunching of paynents to IDA, rrhich are recorded here on a note-deposit basls.

6, Data do noc j.nclude contributions in respec! of bumanitarlan, refugee,
disaster relief, and special econonic assistance progrannes which anounted to
$556 nillion in 1984, an increase over the level attained in 1983 but belord that of
the earlier years of the presen! decade. In 1985, contrlbutlons may be expeceed to
show a nore rapid increase. in vien of the response to the critical situation in
Afr ica.
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2. Proqranne expenditures, 1984

7. Grant financed expenditures on field programmes, arnounted to 52,297 rnillion,
the fourth successive year for rihi.ch there has been no increase in nominal dollar
terns. DeveLoping countries have thus experienced a real decline in United Nations
systen assistance. noeably in per capita lerms, Expenditures of nost organizatlons
renained at or around the previous yearrs level.

8. Other hiqhllghts of the data on expenditures include:

(a) Stagnation, in dollar t'erms, in expenditures reflect the overall
situation regarding contribuCions referred to above, atthouqh it should be noted
that a slronger United States dollar ehich has a depressive effect on contributions
bas a beneficial effect on progranme expenditures;

(b) The decline in expenditures financed by UNDP and fron the regular budget
of agencies (see table B-1) were nore than offset by increased expenditures by t'|FP

and by organizations fron extrabudqetary resources (see DP/1985/66 tor nore
information on trends in expenditures) t

(c) Littl.e changes rere recorded from the previous year in the sectoral
distribution of expenditures, for whi.ch agriculture, forestry and fisheries, heaLth
and natural resources absorbed about 50 per cent of total technical co-operation
expenditures i

(d) Expenditures in sub-Saharan Africa have continued to gron' fron
$472 nillion in 1979 (30 per cent of lotal country and regional programnes) to
S765 nillion in 1984 (41 per cent) , a retlection of the inportance attached by the
international conmunity to the severe econonic problerRs of that region;

(e) The allocat j.on of expenditures continued to shift to$ards least developed
countries and other IorFincone groups: the least developed countries received
4l per cent of the systenrs country and regional activities, conpared to
33 per cent in 1979;

(f) Total UNDP activities (i.e the nain programne and the administered fundsl
financed 45 per cent of toial systen-idide technical co-operation of 81,374 million
( exc ltrat 1n9 the tiorld Bank). the same as in 1983. Aggregate expenditures of the
four orqanizations participating in the Joint Consultative Group on Policy (UNDP,

9. The data provided above do not include the expenditurea on refugee,
hunanitarian, and disaster relief activities, nhicb anounted to $628 mill.ion in
1984, a sllghC increase over previous year6r figures but still be Ioo the level
attained in the earlier part of the decade, Such erpenditures are likely to
increase in the iruredi.ate future, particularly on account of the Uniteal Nationa
response to the crlsls in Africa.

10. Disbursenents of both IDA and IFAD on a net transfer basls increased tn 1984
to reach the level of $2,5I5 million, a slqn{ficant increase over the previous
year, Iargely because of a rapld growth in IDA disbursenenta. IFAD disbursenents
contlnue to quicken in light of the large pipeline of commitments.

11, Toeal ODA transferred through aIl the organizations of the UniCed Nations
systen to aleeeloping countries anounted to 06,604 nillion in 1984, or about
15 per cent of developtng countrles net ODA received in the same year. On a nore
Iinited basis, that is, excluding the concegsional funde provided by IDA and IFAD,
the share ot deeeloping countries net-ODA recelpts channelled through lhe systern
uas a llttle over 6 per cent ln 1984, the level attained in earlier years.

3. Data on procurenent

L2. Total procurenent by organirations engaged in operational activitles for
equipment. and sub-contracts amounted to $4?9 nillion ln 1984, a decline of about
9 per cent ln noninal dollar terma fron the 1983 level of $538 nj.llion. Detailed
data on preurenent, by country pr@urenent and by organizatlon eill be found in
the statistical appendix, tables C-l and C-2. There t,as tittle change in tbe broad
distribution of pr@urenent by groups of countries. Developed narket economies
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accounted for 75 per cent of procuramenti developing countries 23 per cent, and
centrally planned economies 2 per cent, close to the overall proportions of the
1982-1983 per iod.

B. Resource outl6k, 19 85-1988

13. The following paragraphs very briefly sunmarize infornation on the funding
outlook of IDA. IFAD, UNDP, UNFPA, UNICEF and stFp.

International Development Assoclation

L4. The sevenlh replenishnent of IDA, amountinq to S9 billion, is now etfective.
It should be noted that the agreed level represents a reduction of 25 per cent in
nominal terms and 40 per cent in real terms over the sixth replenishment level of
$I2 billion. The cornmitment authority of IDA will accoratingly decline
significantly in real terns, at a Cime of nuch needed concessionaL resources for
the poorest countr i e s.

15. The world Bank has introduced a Special Facility for SuFsaharan Africa,
administered by IDA, of over $1.2 billion, which becane effective on l July 1985.
The Facirity' which nas established to help countries in the region dear $itb their
worst economic crisis, r.il1 be used duri.ng its three-year lifetime to support
econonic policy reforms. Fifleen donor countries have made pledges to the
Facility. The ttorld Bank is contributing Sl50 million.

fnternaeional Fund for AqriculCural Development

16. After more than tflo years ot negotiations, decislons on the second
replenishment of rFAD resources remain unresorved at the present time. rniti.al.ly
intended to cover the period 1984-1986. the ditficult econonic circumstances facing
many donor roemhrers of rFAD have reouired prot.racted discussions on the level of the
replenishment and on the respective shares to be provided by the najor contributing
groupa. In February 1985, all but one inportant contributor reached a consensus on
nininurn anount. for the replenishnent ranqing from gUS 500 to $US 650 nillion, to be
available for the years 1985-1987. Furlher tine has been provided to enable thig
contributor to determine whether it is in a position to join in the February 1985
consensus and to establish the speci,f ic anouhts to be contributed by each donor
nember. It is !o be fervently hoped Chat IFAD, a unique partnership bett een Che
OECD and OPEC countrles and betpeen developed and developing countries, eill be
enabled to continue i!s critical work as a cost-effeceive institution successtully.
helPing grass-roots effores of che rural poor in overcoming bunger and malnutrition.

I7. nhile lhe Executive Board of tbe International Fund for Agricultural
Development has expressed concern tha! first priority be given Co resolvinq the
second replenisbnent issues, it' has also 9i!,en unanimous approval to the launching
of an IFAD special programme for the countries of sub-Saharan Africa affected b,y
drought and desertificali.on. This progranme. !argeted to oobilize $US 300 nillion
over four years trom contributors outside of the fornal second repLenishnent, uill
be aimed at' stinulatinq t.he production of snallholder tarners in the region. It
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uill be cloaely co-ordinated eith related efforts of other international and
multilateral organizationa.

United NaCions DeveLopnenC Progranrne

18. The volaliliCy of the Unlted States dollar in 1985 has caused the value ot
UNDP resources for 1985 to fluctuate betgeen $642 million and $670 million in the
firsC hal-f of the year. Contributions to the various UNDP-adnin iste red funds are
estitnated at $40,2 nillion for 1985. tNDP currently estimates tha! it rrill be able
to €pend about S2,5II ni.llion against the indicative planning figure (IPF)
prograrule over the third progranning cycle 1982-1986 i.e. sliqhtly nore than
50 per cent of the il.lustrative IPF.

19. At its thirty-second session in June. the coverninq Council of UNDP decided
that, for the purpose of foreard plannlng for the fourth progrannim cycle
(1987-9f), an assuned average annual qroeth ln voluntary contrlbutions of at least
I per cent ghould apply, based on a target of $700 nillion for 1986. Assuminq the
above resource target is met. UNDP estimates that it nill be able to spend
$3,166 tnillion against the IPF proqranne over the fourth progranning cycle.

United Nation6 Funat for Population Activities

20. As a result of the favourable nomentum generated by the successful outcone of
tbe United Natlons sponsored International Conference on Population, held in
Mexico City, in August 1984, the tncome of UNFPA in 1985, if all government pledges
for the year are paid in full, is estinated at 0149 nillion. nhich oould anount to
a 7.5 per cent increase over the 1984 !.evel. In vieu of the recontnendations of the
InternaCional. Conference on Populatlon calling for increased international
assistance to populatlon activities and for the strengChening of UNrPA, and
assunlng continuing support fron all of UNFPA traditional major donors, the
Executive Director of UNFPA ls estinating further nodest increases in contributions
during tbe 1985-1988 eork-plan period, reEulting in 1986 in an incone level
approxinately equal to the approval authority of S154.3 nilli.on granted UNFPA by
the Goserning Counci.l in June of 1985, and rislnq to a level of $174 million
in I98 8.

Uni. ted Nation6 Childrenrs Fund

2L. UNICEF projectlon of an annual average grooth of 7 per cent in government
contributi.ons to general resources and 5 per cent in contribuLions to supplenentary
resources for the period 1986-88 has been accepted by its Executive Board. Total
incone (including the greeting card operation) is forecast to increase from the
estinated 1985 level of 3390 rnillion to $420 million in 1986 anal to 8470 nillion
in I98 8,

9lorld Food Proqramne

22. By tnid-1985, i.e. six months into the new biennlum 1985-1986. 80 donors had
pledged $963 nillion or 71 per cent torards the target of S1.350 million. The
conbined total of resources contributed or pledged to $lFP for 1985-f986 in the forn

of regular resources, contributions to the Fooal Aid Convention and the
International Emergency Food Reserve (IEFR) bad reached the level of $1,241 nillion
at the end of June 1.985. Assuning the fulfilnent of the IEFR target of
500.000 tons for 1986, the total projected value of $lFP lesources for 1985-1986
wilI be $I,430 rnillion, ehich irnplles an increase of l0 per cent over 1983-1984.
Discussions are under way regarding the level of resources for giFP for the bienniun

23. On the basis of the above indications, tNDp, UNFPA, UNICEF and tiFP are
estimatlng that contributions to the four organizalions trlll anount to
01,900 nillion in 1985 conpared to about $1,?50 nillion actually received in 1984.
For t.he period 1985-1988, the four organizat.ions are planning for total
contributions amounting to 86,300 million compared to the level collected (and
estimated, for 1985) of $5,437 million for the immediate preceding three years,
1983-1985. LittIe real groeth is therefore antlclpated, Tbese are modest
estlnates, ln relation to the pressing needs of develo,ping countries fron
multilateral assisCance and are attainable with determined efforts bv Menber States
and secretariats alike.

III . INFORIiIATION ON OPEAATIONAI ACTIVITIES REQT'ESTED
IN RISOLUTION 39,/220

24. This sectlon of the report provides infornat lon reouested by the General
Asaembly in paragraph 9 of its resolution 39/220, in accordance nlth the approach
to annual reporting on operational activitles described in paragraph 2 aboee.

A. Activities at the country level

25. Over the past I0 years there has b€en an increase in the nunber of development
co-operation and aid agencies and in the nunber of technical co-operation and
capital assistance projects financed by nultilateral organizations, bilateral
ddnors, and non-governrnental orqanizations. ProJects have also becdne nore conplex
ln their design, and more nultiEectoraL in character, in order to integrate all
facets of develoDment.

26. As a resultr developinq countries have had to take steps either to etrengthen
their capabilities to deal eitb thls nee situaCion o! Co nodify their approach to
aid co-ordinatlon. In order to do so, nany have requested the assistance of the
united Nation6 system to support their osn efforts a! co-ordination. The cenefal
Assenbly in its resolution 39/22O reaffirned the central responsibility of
Governrnents of developirq countries in the process of co-ordination of external
assistance, inctuding the deternination of local co-ordination arrangenents and
requested the Secretary-General to ensure that the United Nations system is
responsive to assisting developing countries, at thelr request, in strengthening
tbeir capabilities in exercising co-ordination.
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27. Assistance provided by the organizations of the system for the slrengtheninq
of co-ordination arrangenents takes a vari.ety of forns. Tbe purpose of this
section of the report i.s to reviex that assistancei !o point to the nain problems
still facIng developing countries in their efforts to co-ordinate external
assistancei and to summarize the support extended by the United Nations system to
Governments in Cheir efforts to strenqthen their evaluation capacity.

28. Material for tbe section eas draHn fron a variety of sources, including
intornation provided by the Resident Co-ordinators and discussions on co-ordi.nation
aC the recent session of the UNDP Go!,erning Council on ai,d co-ordination (see
DP/1985/4 and Add.l, and decision 1985/3). It is important to note that, given the
large number of developlng countries, and the need to systenatize lnfornation
recelved, the originality of certain individual sltuations nay not haqe been
Preserved in tbe folloeing paragraphs, r{hich, by necessity, are of a general nature.

1. Strengthening co-ord j.nat i.on capabilities

29. The capability of developing countries to handle and their need for technical
co-operation and capital asslstance varieg. For gone countries tbe existence of
lonq estatlished adrninistraeive machineries conbined r.,ith receipe of minimal
external aid makes the function of aid co-ordination much easier than those
countries in Hhich lhe administrative macbineries are not yet fully developed or in
rrhich due to exceptional circurnstances, for example the drought-induced emergency
in Africa, tbere is need for extensive support from lhe United NaCions svstem.

30. Act.ion undertaken by the United Nations systern to support the co-ordination
efforts of developing countries bas taken aeveral forms.

(i) Round-lables and consultative qroup rneetings

31. Over the last few years, there has been a strengthening of the
inseitueionalization of the dlalogue between beneficiary countries and their aid
partners, through necbanisns sucb as consultative groups, organized by the tlorld
Bank, or round tables, organized by concerned countries themselves eith the
assistance of UNDP, parlicularly for the least developed countries. In accordance
eith tbe request of the General Assenbly, Che present report f@uses in particular
on the recent etforts !o improve the preess of round tables. Round-tab]e neetings
have been held during the past five years in 16 sub-Saharan African countries, five
countries of the Asia and Pacific region and one in Che t4iddle East. Th€
obiectives, gcope and nature of round-table neetings have evolved in recent years.
They have increasingly become a nore complex and nore inportant instrunent for
(a) analysing and planning development policy and progrannesi (b) facilitating che
dialogue and Ehe co-ordina!ion of assistance anong developing countries and their
btlateral and mul.tilateral parCnersi and (c) achieving agreenents on connitnents !o
action by donors and recipients.

(a)
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32. Notrri thstand ing the achievenents of round-table meetings since 1972 when they
were first introduced, significant shortconings in thls co-ordlnation nechanism
became evident ln the early l98os to both beneficlary countries and ald partners,
as $eLl as to the UNDP in its capacity aE lead agency. The principal criticlsn of
benefici.ary countrle6 rras the disappointinq level ot reaourcea mobillaedi for ald
partners, lhere $as an exp€ctation for better guality nacro-economic preparations
and a more substantive policy dialogue. riith a vlee to identifying and
inplenentinq the necesgary improvenenta, IrNDP cornpleted in early 1.985 an in-depth
evaluation of experience Hlth round-table neetings to date.

33. As a result, neasures have been adopted to inprove the process and
effecliveness of round-tabLe rneetinqs. Three Doints are eorthv of Darticular
emphas i6:

(a) The round-lable neetings shoul.d be aimed at, lnter alla, achieving
aqreement through a eubstantive dialogue ar*l securlng reciprocal coNnitnents. To
this end' there nust be high qual.lty macro-econonlc and sectoral analyBesi coherent
and justifiable policies and strategles for at least the medlun termi and proposals
for programnes of priori.ty financial assietance and technical co-operation.

(b) Round-table consultations should be part of a cohesive ongoing procesa.
There e11,1 be trro nain phases of the process: the round-table neeting itgelf. and
secondly, sectoral or special prograrune consultatlons. Theae phases require the
participation of Che donor partners and ai.d agencles ehich are moBt relevant to
each particular round-table activity. The latter type of in-country, aectoral or
special progranne consultationE uill be adapted sith respect to subJect, tlmlng and
participants to meet tbe needs and intereaes of the beneficiary cognEry anal iCs
par tne r s.

(c) Governments deciding to irnplement the round-table procesa $ill be glven
reinforced assistance so that lhey can exercise their soveretgn role and central
responsibility both to prepare for and to folloe up on concluaions at round-table
meet ing s.

34. In co-operation with the developing countries concerned, UNDP has taken steps
on at least a trial basis eith several organlzat!.ons and agencies of the United
Nations systen, including t.he gtorld Bank, to inprove the co-ordination, quality and
coherence of round tables, the norlal Bank l'ill be asaisting in the preparation of
nacro-economic and other naterial for the round tables, (uNDp rill assist in the
preparation of naterial on technical co-operation for the $orld Bank Consultative
Group meetings.) CollaboraCive arrangenents have also been planned rlth tbe
European Econonic Conmunity and several bilateral donors. glith regard to
indi.vidual countriesr round-table meetings and sectoral or speclal progranme
consu ltat. j.ons, positiee results have been achieved, o! Eteps are planned, to Iink
structural adjustments nith public health sectoral prograrnnes and oater supply
progrannes, In addiCion, in several affected Afrlcan countries short-term needs
and urgent rehabilitation requirenents arising from lhe energency aituaeion have
been, or are expected to be, incorporated lnto the substantlve preparations'
progranme proposals and conduct ot round-table acti,vlties so that an integrated and
coheren! programne is acht eved.
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35. Finally, further consultat.ions are foreseen between UNDP and other parts ot
the Unlted Nations system as eell as t ith developing countries and other Parts of
tbe international comnunity in order to keep ttte round-table process periodically
under revier so that lt resDonds to the needs of all concerned pariies.

( 1i) Emerqencv relief operatlong

36. Another form of support to co-ordination activitles i.s provided by special
arrangements worked out by the United Natlons concerning the organization of
emergency relief operations. In the past, such special arrangenents concerned
individual countries like Lebanon, Eangladesh, or Kanpucheai in the last year,
ho$ever,.. a conprehensive effort rras undertaken for Africa eith the creation at
United Nationa Headsuarters of a lenporary office for &lergency Operations in
Africa (OEOA). glorking in very close co-operatlon idlth United Nations
organlzatj,ons nost dlrectly involved in the drought-lnduced energency, the narn
tasks of OEOA were: (a) to pull together all the resources of the United Natlona
system to support relief operatlons in Afrlcai and (b) to provide the framesork
that would tacilitate co-ordination by African countries seriously affected by
drouqht, of all external assistance for ttie emergency. OEOA actions reaulted not
only in an internationally agreed assessnent of energency needs and in the
mobilization of additional resources !o cover a large part of these needsi it also
resulted in increased co-operation eithin the United Nations system and betpeen lhe
systen, bilateral donors and the N@.

!7. To a very large extent, the success of the co-ordination effort for emergency
operatlons in Africa tested on arrangements nade at the country level, At lhe
instigation of OEOA, and with the firm support of the headguarters of United
Nacions organizations involved, Emergency operations Groups uere created in all
seriousLy affecCed African countries. Chaired by the Uniteai Nations Resident
Co-ordinator (or the Speclal Representatlve of the S ecretary-Genera I in the case of
Ethlopia), these groups. comprising all fielal representatives of the Unlted Nations
systen, have as! their main purpose, the efficient del.ivery of energency assistance
through enhanced co-operation and co-ordinatlon of efforts. In aeveral countrles,
at the request of the Governnents concerned. Chese groups llere enlarged to include
non-governnenta I organizaeions and bilateral donors. An assessnent of the positive
inpact of such mechanisns in facilitating the deliuery of assistance from external
sources has been made in the Sec r etary-General r 6 report on the critical econonic
ai.tuation in Africa (A/39/3421 .

(iii) olher measures

38. A variety of other measures are deplo)'ed by UNDP and other organizati.ons of
the system to asslst Governoentg in their co-ordination of external. assistance.
They include:

(a) Support in the convening of ln-countrv meetinqs bet$een multilateral and
bilateral aid donors. There are some countries, including those for whlch che
SlorId Bank organizes consultative groups, which have requested the assistance of
the Residen! Co-ordinator in preparing for and organiu ing neetings betDeen both
bilaeeral and nultilateral donors and the Governmehts bhemselves. The purpose of
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such fteetj.ngs and cohsultations is to faCititate the er6rcise of crordinatlon of
external assistancd by lhe beneficiari c6untry. Botshrana, Ghanai and thb Sudan are
cases in p(jint.

(b) lechnical co-operation. Technical io-operation has been carrled out elth
fiany developing codntries, at their request; to dsslat in the preparation of
nallonal development plans, and the related programres and projects. Expertiee,
rdhich has been provided nainly by the Departnent of Technical Co-oPeration for
Developnent, contrj.buted to enhancirtg the iri€tituCional capacity of central.
planning agencies and to an improvenent of the Gouernlnentrs co-ordinatiorr
capability. sirnilarli, specific craining ha6 been provlded fdr'tesponslble
officials in key co-brdinating ninistries suih as planning and finance; In a
nunber of countries; assistance Has provided specifically for the establlshnent and
Btrengthe-riing of aid co-ordination'units, including tha preparatlon and analysis of
dita on aid floos ds part of the Governnentr6 nanagernant of elternal resources.
The world Bank and Il,tF have been accive, through eemiliars and training gessions, in
enhancinq the institutlonal capac lty in the area of public flnance.

(c)
of countti nericr bave
requested the support of organizationa of the United Natlons sy6ten ln the
co-ordinatlon of extarnally: f inanced proqrlnnea in partlcular sectors, includlng
agriculture and rrater supply. Sucb support, ehlch is often provided by a
Epecialized agency of the Uni.teal Nations sygten such aa the Horld BEnk, i{HO or FAO,
generatl.y takes thd forn of technical co-operation wlth the concerned seceoral
m1ni6t.ry, tbe carrying out of sectoral asgessrnents of problens and needs and the
organization of sectoral consultations, the'latter eithin the framework of the
round-table process ln least developed countries.

(b) Follow-uFj action wlth regard Eo aid co-ordination

39. The above infornation provldes a brief summary of current efforCs to asslst
Governrnenta, at tiieir request, to strehgthen thelr .ial co-ordinaEion arrangemenCs.
The General Assenbly regularly reviers a variety of issues affecting aid
co'ordination, nainly in the context of its concern to enaure effectiue
arrangements for collaboration at the country level anong organizationa engaged in
operational activities. Thd 1984 annual report of the Di r ector:Genera I Provlded
information on steps being taken to proBote 6uch collaboratton. Earller th13 year,
the Governing Council conduated a uide-rangi.ng debaee on the co-ordination of

. A nunber

external technical assIstance,

40. The aid relatlonship betlreen the beneficiary couhtries and their developnenc
co-operation partnera has benefited fron the acceptance of developnent Plannlnq as
a framerrork for decision-making and tbe establlshment of administratlve mactrinerieg
for aid co-ordlnation. Hor.euer, a number of probtems have alao been encountered
r|hlch affect nostly those countries ehoae ayaterna of co-ordinatlon are not uell
establiahed. Such problems faII lnto mainly teo parts, those ehich are traceable
to the ald partners (bilateral, nultilateral, and the non-governnental

Theorganizations), and those which are traceable to the Governnenta thenselvea.
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D i rec tor-Genera I proposea to address these aatters in hls report for the 1986
policy reviee of operatlonal activitiea, taklng into account dlscuasione at the
present session of the General Asgenbly. In doing ao, partlcular attentlon eill be
pald to the effective co-ordination of efforts eithin the systen itael.f and to eaya
of further iRpro"lnq the dialogue betreen bilateral and nul.tllateral organirations
in support of the devel.opment obJectivea of the covernnents of dev€loplng countrleE.

2. National evaluatlon arrangeeenta

41. The ceneral Assenbly, tn resolution 38/L7I, erphaBlzed the inportant role of
Che United Nations systen i.n aBalsting developltrg countriea, upon requeBt, ln
developing their evaluation capacity, snd regueBted the Secr etary-cenera I to
elaborate propoealg to pronote tbe eealuation capaclty of rectplent Goverrutenta.
Tbe 1984 annual report contained a brief aection on the follo*-up to the 1.982 Jolnt
Inspection Unit report on evaluatlon by Governmenta. The ,tIU repoEt noted that
evaluation had been slor to develop as an integral eleEent of developnent
nanage[ent and recomrended neagures by the Eysten to help develop the evaluation
capability ot covern|[ents. In its connents, ACC aelconed the report and ita
recodlendations. Orqanitatlons lndicated Cheir support for auch efforts and stated
their eilllngness to respond fithin the constralnts of available funding staff and
training naterlals to respond favourably to requestB froo countries to assl€t ln
strengthenlng evaluation capabilltlee.

42. The establishnent of pernanent governnent evaluation crpacities at the country
level ls.a long-term procesa. Inltlatlves are b€ing taken by organirationa of the
Unlted Nations systen to pronote the eoaluation capacity of reciptent countriea.
Discussions are belng held under the aegia of the ttNDp Inter-agency ltorklng croup
on Evaluation to identify a progra tre of concrete 6tepa rround ehich the
organizations of the systen could collaborate, The follooing neasurea are
currently under r.ay:

(a) Technlcal assistance pr.ojects. By focuglng nainly ag the operational
proJect and progranne level, sooe lgencieB (IFAD, norld Bank, $HO, nFP) endeavour
to enaure that evaluation is bullt lnto their technical a8Eistance activities.
Other organizatlons (ILO, FAO, I'ND4I'CD, UNDP) asdist covernments in establishlng, at
their request, persanent eva luat lon,/noni tor ing capacities, by unalertaklng Bpecific
technical assistance projects at tbe centrrl, sectoral or regional level. UNDP is
presently undertaking a revier of 15 uNDp-lsslsted planning projects in selected
Afrlcan countriea that lnclude anong thei.r objectlvee tha alevelqnent of a central
evaluatlon capacity to obtaln an overall vlee of their relevance and
ef,fectlveness. The revier 18 part of a proceaa ehich eill, inter alla, generate
9urdance on how to nake auch activitles Bore efteceive. Thls eill ln turn
contribute to identifying specific lnter-organizational neasures for tbe pronotion
of government evaluatlon cepabi lity.

(b) Traininq activitiea, The nain thrust ot Che activities ot the United
Nations sy8ten is through rrorkahopE, senlnars, and other training actlvities.
Alno8t all agencies have speciflc tralning courses for government officials at
headquarters (IIO, UNESCO, UNDP), and especially at regional or national level
(FAO, I'NDTCD, ItNFpA. IJNICEF, UNIm, wIrO and the r{orld Bank}, the latter teo
particularly at the country rather than regional level.
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(c) Sharlng of infornation. Sharing of, inforDation is one of the principat
rnecbanisns used by the Uhited Nations systen to famillarize Gooernments tfith the
principal issues concerning evaluation and nonitoring of development activit.iea.
tlanuals and guidelines used by the agencles ln evaluatlng thelr oen projects are
rridel-y shared idith government officials, as are handbooks, teaching materials and
other publicalions j.n this field. Last year ttNDP issued and eldely dlstributed the
directory of, Central Eualuation Authorities and an updated version ui.ll be issued
in tbe last quarter of 1985.

(d) Participation of covernnents in the United Nation6 evaluation process.
All Uniteal Nations agencies endeavour to ensure that Governnents participate in the
evaluatlon ot developnent activlties carried out ln their countries pith United
Nations assistance, InvolvenenC ot recipient countries in the United Nations
evaluation process can take a variety of forns, lncludlng joint evaluatlons eith
Governments of developnent activiti.es and the use of national and regional
institutions in the evaluation of nultilateral projecta, In reviesing its
evaluation exercises, IrNDP not only reports on the level of involvement of
recipient Governnents in lhe evaluaCion exerclses but also endeavours to ldentify
oPportuniti.es for greater involvenent.

B. Co-operat ion with, nultilateral developnent banks

43. l,lutual co-operation anong the nult.ilateral developnent instltutions is
lncreasing as part ot Che overall effort to lnprooe the effectiveness of
i.nternational assistance policies and progrannes. In the light of the General
Aasenbfy's resuest, in resolution 38/171, f,or increased col.laboraeion betueen
orqanizaCions ot the systen and the liorld Bank and regional derelopment banks in
the area of technical co-operation, the tlepth and scope of collaboraeive eff,ores
have inc reased.

44. By far Che nost signiticant deuelopment in this area bas been the increaslng
use by nultilateral developrtrent bank borroeers of organiuations ot the United
NaCions systen and agencies in the inplenentation of technlcal co-operat ion
conponents of l-end ing operations. For example, in the case ot Horld Bank loans and
IDA credits, the t{orld Bank looks to the borroeer to deternine Che precise neans of
inplenentation, and to nake the necessary contractual arrangenents to effect this.
But as the scope of technical assistance under loans and credies has groun. so too
has interest, on the part of many borroeers, in engaging (leith tlorld Bank
concurrence) the services of United Nations agencies to inpleftent this aclivity.
Moat of this has involved the provision of expert services, but some agencies also
have taken on inportant roles in the procurenent of specialized equipment. tNDP
has continued to assist borrooing countries by placing at their disposal its
delivery services for supporting the inplemeneation of Bank-financed technical
co-operalion projects. Disbursernents Co United Nations agencies out of the
proceeds of uorld Bank loans and credils has increased fron $16.8 million includlng
9 organizations in 1983 to $22.6 nillion ,rith l1 organlzations in 1984.
Organizations are also collaborating in tbe sarne nanner rrith developing country
borrowers of regional development bankgi comprehenslve data on the exten! of the
collaboration eere not available when this report rras being finalized.
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45. Two other note$orthy recent initiatives have been the Bankrs agreenent to
inPlenent a $20 milllon project, financed througtt tNHCR, to provide employnent
througb i ncome-qenerat ing public aorks activities for Afqhan refugees in Pakislan,
ahd Che Bank decisions, in 1983 and 1984, to make grants of $2 mltllon and

'''$3 nillion to giFP for logistical support to the latterrs relief efforts in drougbC
afflicted countries of Afr ica.

46. Annual reports of the tlortd Bank, the regional development banks as lrell as of
the specialized agencies and other organizations in the systen contain considerable
infornation on the extent of mutual collaborat.ion betseen the development banks and
'the technical assistance activities of the organizations of the systen. UNDP and
world Bank collaboration has increased in recent years, aslde fron their contlnuing
collaboration eith regard to specific projects. particularly regarding the planninq
and c}..ordinagion of, technical co-operat ion. There has been grol,ing collaboration
in the preparation of [JNDP-sponsored round tables and consultative groups 1ed by
the world Bank described earlier in this report, and a neu programne of technical
co-opeEation assessnent nissions has been launched with the joint UNDP,/tlor ld Bank
nission to Somalia. Such missions are intended to help reguesting countries asseas
their technical co-operation requirenents, identlfy lnstitutional and nanporrer
constraints affecting the utilizaeioo ot external inputs and propose rdays and neans
to overcone such obstacles.

47. Sector co-operation is also a groging feature of relations beteeen the t{orld
Bank and United Nations agencies. Ce-operative programmes r{ith FAO, UNIDO and
T NESCO continuei tbere iE a co-operatinq agreemeht beteeen IFAD and tbe giorld Bank
for the appraisal and supervisi.on of IFAD-funded projects; and the world Bank and
t{HO conCinue to collaborate on a wide range of activitles including co-sponsorst}ip
of speci.al programmes in the area of healtb. UNICEF and tbe World Bank are
developlng their co-operation, particularly eith regard to activilies connecled
rith Che child survival revolution.

48. As indicated above, the most siqniticant developnent has been the increasing
utilization bry developing countries borrouing from the tlorld Bank and regional
developnent banks of the facilities available in the various organizaticins of the
United Nati.ons system, This is a conparatively recent developnent, A full report
on the collaboration betvreen the $orld Bank and regional development banks and
.organizations of the systero should ar.ait further experience eith this new modality
for Che inplenentation of technical co-operation. The General Assembly will be
kept inforned of developnents in thls regard.

C. Furtber infornation on the relationship betseen proqranme
deliverv and administrative and support costs

49. In a section devoted to follor.-up of the comprehensive policy revj.ee of
operaCional activities, the Director-Generalrs annual report for 1984 addressed, at
the request of Che General Assenbly, the question of, the relationship between
proqranne delivery and admlnistrative costs pertainir4 to operational activities
for developlent executed by the organs, organizations and bodles of the United
Nacions system, as oall as that ot an assessment of agency support costs. That
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sectlon drer in particular on data provialed in the first ex post facto report on
agency support costg (DPl1984,/52) presented by the Adniniatrator to tbe coeerning
Council of tNDP at its thtrty-firat aesslon. It identified a number of lssuee
releeant to those data and to the $hole queation of the relation6hip beteeen the
cost of oPerational programnee and tbe ancillary costs incurreal i.n alelleerlng tben.

50. Havinq revieneal thi6 naterial., the ceneral AsseDbly requested that the present
report should include further data on and analysls of the relatlonship beteeen
proqlanne dellvery and administrative ard support cogta of organizations of the
systen, engaged in operatlonal, activitie6. The D i rec tor-Genera I lnvlted the
collaboration of ACC's Consultative Comnittee on Mnlnistratlve Ouestions(Financiar and Budgetary QueEtions) (ccAq-8B) in this natter. Ttre contrrittee
aaai,sted in the prepalation of Che fol.Iopiarq paragraphs that bave as their prinary
pulpose to cast light on the differences beteeen the levela of support costa
incurred for technical co-operatlon activlties nanaged by different organisatlonai
such differences eourd appear to lie at the heart of the questions eith ohlch the
As€enbly is concerned in this area, No ne? data on thls natter has become
available since the flrst biennial e'( post facEo Eepbrt on agency support costs for
the period 1982-1983 utlllzed for the 1984 annual report of the Direc tor-cenera l:
the preaent text is thus based on that data.

51. Teo preliminary remarks need to be made before proceeding. one concerng thediscinction betweeD ehat are often referred to as adniniatrative costs and the
coata incurred for the support of technlcar c(Foperation activities. There ia no
cortrnonry-accepted deflnltion of the fosner in the ayeten. As far a6 operational
activities are concerned, ACC has agreed tbat .support costs' are the aun of the
costa of both ntechnic6l supporti activitiea (i.e. progranne planning, project
fornulatlon, project inplementation Ilncluding technical backstopplng and other
backstoppingl anal post-project evaluation and follo$-upl and "non-technical
support' activitles (i.e. includlng, amorll others, offlce services, data
processlng, budqet, flnance and adnlnistrative aervices, personnel adninigtration,
and procurernent ard suFcontracting aervicea).

52. Neither is there a connonly-accepted definition of the ot.her tern of
conparison, progranne delivery. For praclical purposes, hoeeeer. progranne
dellvery ls generally regarded in the aystem a6 expenditure on dlrect inputa to
technical co-operation activities. As a second prelininary remark, lt should be
enPhaai zed that altbough the varioos factors that affect the level of support coats
lncurred are kno'en, their effects and interactions are too complex to alloe precise
and causal correlationE to be nade fith the actual ratios of support expenditure !o
Prograntne dellvery reported by individual organizations. Several independent
factors influence lndividual support cost rat106-

sire of proqrantne

53. The support costs involved in aalmini.sterlng a progranne ot technicat
croperation seen as a whole vary elth the size of the prograome in both abBolute
and percentage terns. A ninlnum eatabllshnent needs Co be naintalned to eupporE
eeen the amallest prograrme. As the size of the oirerall proqranme groes, the
dinenslons of tbe necessary aupport establishnent become, at }easE up to a certarn
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polnt, proportionally smaller, increases being required only in stagea as
absorptlve capacity as each atage is reached. Larger support establishnents nay
allto be ln a better position to benefiC frorr measures, such as standardized
procedures, nore apecialization of staff perfornihg support functions and nore
ertensive conputerization of operaeions, $hich although requiring certainideeeloFflental costs' nevertheless pernit a higher volune of activity to be handled
nlthout commensurate increaseg in recurrent coat6.

5tl. For exrnple, differences in the absolute aize of progranmes result ln
uariations in aupport cosC ratios by as nuch as one third. lloreover, the Governinq
Council of UNDP has approved special "flexibility arrangenents'r for executing
agencies rhose total UNDP-financed prograrmes are belofl a certain level ln dollar
terng.

55. Related to the question ot ouerall programne slze is that of variationa in the
lnount of funds avallable for project8. The eff,ecCg of these etem ff,om the
alifficulty of maki.hg rapld adjustnents in the capacity of support establlshments in
the light. of actual or proJ ected changes in progranne vol.une, particularly ehere
the latter is contracting, since some of the costs of nanagenent, supervision,
reportlng, prograrnme planning, co-ordination and the like are relatively fixed ln
character. The inpact of contraction of the progranme can be judged fron data
r'eported for tuo of Che orqanizationg follorring the financial difticulties of UNDP
in 1976-f977. In those teo years. the UNDP-financed progranne of one Iarge
organization fell from 0I05.5 to $80.I nillion, while the related support-cost
ratio loee by one lhirali in one snall organization. the decrease in the
tNDFf inanced progranne was from $11.4 to $0.5 million ebile the related
aupportscoat ratio doubled.

CharacteEistica of proj ec t s

56. A further factor affecting the level of support costs incurred for technical
co-operation projects in different organizations has to do eith the characteriatica
ot Che projects adninistereal, i.e. eith such features as the average nix of project
conponents (obJects of expenditure), the average nunber of support. actions leoulred
in reEpec! of each project and the average size of individual projects in relaCion
to the Bize of the technical co-operation programne as a shole. From the Polnt of
viee ot technlcal support, the proportion of complex, difficult and,/or
technologically advanced projeccs in the proqramne also affects the Ievel of
Eupport required and the related costs.

57. The three nain conponents of lechnical co-operation projects are in general,
tboae ehich concern project personnel, equipnent and trainingi in sone
organlzations sub-conlracts for lhe inplenentation of part or shole of the plan of
operations also represent a significant elenenC in average proJect er(penditure.
The recruitnent and servicing of project personnel usually represents the largest
conponent and lnvolves substantial inpuC6 of support aervicesi ottrer thlngs beinq
equal, support expenditure generally increases $ieh the proportion of provisi.ons
for project personnel in the organizationrs typical project profile.

58. The same j.s roughly true of provisions for tralnlng. The supply of equipnent
16, subject to exceptions in individual cases, less costly in terns of gupport
services, and a large proportion of provisions for equipment tn the typical project
profile tenda to reduce support expanditure. Sub.-contract 1n9 also lnvolvea
comparatively linited support inputs fron the orqanizationa concerned. Support
co6ta built lnto tbe sub-contfactor rs fee becme a part of proJect expendlture.
Data are avallable to ill.ustrate these considerationE. For exanple, an
organization l,ith over t$o t.hlrds of it.s technical co-operation expenditure
incurred on project perBonnel had, ln 1982-1983, a support cost ratio tr.ice that of
anotber organization l,lth roughly egual expendltures on project personnel and
egulpnent.

59. tthatever an organizationrs average mix of projecE conponents, the nunber of
actions required fron support services during the various phases of the typical
Projectrs existence also has an inportant influence on the leuel of support
e*pendlture! more working tine is nornally required in support services to enploy
six erperts for teo months than one exper! for 12 months, or to purchaae six itens
of equ ipnent for $2,000 each rather than a single iten for f12,000. Also because
of the worklng tine reguired for more nunerous aupport i.nterventions, hlgher
support costs are normal ly incurred Hhere the technical co-operation progranne aa a
rhole consists of a relatively large number of small projecCs than ehen it ia nade
up of a relatively stnall number of large ones,

Cost levels at support locations

60, Differences in the relative cost at phj.ch different organizations can naRe
support services available are a najor factor affecting Cheir individual levels of
suppore expendi.ture and their individual support-coat ratios, This relatlve coAt
varies frdn one organization t'o another according to lhe impacC of changes ln the
rates of exchange and of inflation (and the nutuar interaction of both factors on
project componenls) at the locations rhere their support funceions are principally
perforned. Cost factorg characCeristic of different locations. auch aa the
provision of office acconnodation bt, local authoritiea at reduced rates or free of
charqe, can aLso cone into play in thj.s context.

61. Because of the lnportance of the pereonnel factor in support operatlons, and
because tbe rernuneration of staff in the system tends !o retl.ect prevailing local
cost leuels Chrouqh the operati.on ot est.ablished adjustnent mechanismg, differences
in cost betueen support functions at different locations can be expressed for the
present purposes in terms of the local remuneration of staff of Lhe system,in
average grades. For exarnple, a 50 per cent dj.fference (in Uniteal StaCes dollar
lerms) in professional remuneration at an average grade level belween teo maJor
locations at which support functions are performed directly affect actual support
cost expendit.ures and thus support cost ratios.

Character istics of suppore arranqements

62. The last nain factor to be examined in connection Hith the differences ln the
supPort-cost raeios of ditferent organizations concerns the organizations,
progranne, budget and organizational seructures, their operatlng methods and their
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flnancial systens. These arrangenents derive ultinately fron the rniseion of each
organization, as laid do$n in its constitutional instrument. and at closer hand
froo policy and nanagernent decisj.ons taken by its governlng bodies, havinq regard
to relevant reco nendations of central organs concerned rrith systen-uide
co-ordinationi the arrangenents reflect both the desiderata of the orqanization's
nenber States and their partlcular responsibllttles. circumstances and working
needs.

63. Thus, for exanple, certain organizations have been directed by their governing
bodles eo segregate all activitieg' allocatlons and exPenditures relatinq to thelr
technlcal ceoperatlon programnes. Others have developed integrated progrannes in
shtch act!.vlties financed from all sources of funds. includlng technical
co-operat ion and technlcal support servlces, are qrouped toqether accordlng to
thelr prlmary prograr rle objectives. In still others it has been judged that the
organizationa' requlrenents are best served by arrangenentg fallinq soneshere in
beteeen. Again, 6ome organi.zation6 have established highly develoPed fielal
aeructureai in others it has been found preferable to naintain a centralized
adninistrat.ion at headquarters, having recourse as necessary to the UNDP fieltl
netnork.

64. For financial reporting, in particular as regards supPort expendicure, the
flrBt consequence of such ditferences is that th€ systems and procedures nhich they
entail yield inlormation focused i.n different eays. Those organiuations nhoae
aupport operationa are managed and accounted for as a seParate entity can cone
closer to capturlng the costs of the various elements of technical and
non-technlcaf support set out above than those in ehich supPort operaCions are
conbined $ith other operations in the same techni.cal or non-technical areas. In 

Ithe latter case the problen is conpounded by the difficulty of ialeneifying cost8
where support and other functions are perforned by the same persons.

65. The achievenent of greater unifornity in the data provided is a continulng
objective of organizacions that contribute to the !I_!99!lEg99 report on agency
aupport costs provided biennially to Che UNDP Governing Council, and Phich ulll
continue to be provided to t.he General Assenbly by tbe D i rec tor-Genera I in the
context of the st.atiEtical data on varioua aspects of oPeratlonal activities.
Agencles hope to progress towards this objective through furCher refinenent of the
lndivldual rnethods noo being enployed. In any event' statistical dala on suPport
coats may best be looked at as a range of ealues where trends can be observed
rather than precise figureg, for the reasons rnenlioned above'

56. Dlfferences in support arrangenentg and factors such as those enumerated above
deternine variations in support-cost ratios anong the organizations' The etfect ot
these faclors, acting singly or in combination, can be considerable. However,
ehlle alifferences nay well exist in the efficiency of the suPPort services of the
varlous organizatlons, it is not possible to conclude that such ditferences can be
ldentifled by comparlng support-cost ratios. It may be added that purely
quantitatlee measurenents cannot take account of the qualitative tactors ehlch
often play a decisive role in etfeclive progranne delivery.

67, Appropriate instrunents for measurlng efficiency of operations are, ho$ever'
ln the hands of the organizationsr goeernlng bodie6 in such forns as reports on
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progralu0e anal budget inplenentation, in-depth reviens of 6pecific progranne
sectors, inspection and audit reports and evaluation studies. The coverning
council of UNDP givea active attentlon to a range of rnatters pertalning to support
costs, elth a view to promoting econony and ef f j.ciency in the use of reaourcea.Ftnally, it may be recalled that regular budget resources support Che
extrabudgetary technical co-operation ac!ivities of organizations. Continulng
pressure exercised by t4enber states through tndividual governlng bodles on the
level of organizations. regular budget appropriations serees as a powerful
incentive for efficiency in the organlzationsr Bupport operations.

D. Harnonization of procedurea

68. The ceneral Assenbly, in resolution 3g/L7L, urged organizations to take the
necesaary steps to ensure the harnoni.zation of adninistrative, financial.
personnel, Planning and Procurement procedures and reque6ted the Dlrector-General
to report annually on specif i.c action taken. Barller reports of the
Di r€c tor-Genera 1 stress thac, rhilst there were recognized linits to the ertent to
obich harnonization can be pursued i{ithout detrirnent to tbe efficiency and
effectlveness of operat.ionar activities, tbere 1s scope for further actlon ln a
number of apeciflc areas.

69. A certaln amount of progress has been made in racent nonths:

(a) Evaluation. UNDP, ln collaboration Hith executing agenciea, baa
introduced revlsed pr@edurea for monitoring evaluatlon and reporllng in
IrNDP-financed projEcts. This progreEs torarda harnonizatl,on and 6irrpllficltion of
such prcedures should stimulate sinilar efforts in respect of projects funded fron
other aources. Progress in that directlon will be revieeed in the llght of
e:.perience gained during the triar introductlon of the reviaeat uNDp proceduregi

(b) Project proposals. Under the aegis of the Consultative Cosmlttee on
subatantive ouestions ((ops) of Acc, attenpts are being nade to iatentify a atandard
check-list of key features of projects that nould nornally be expected to be
covered to a greater or lesser extent ehen Bpecific project proposals uere
aubnitted to potential donora. rn this regard, nuch depenals on the political Hlll
and intentions of the organlzations concerned. The ultimate purpose of such a
check-liBt ia to harnonize proj ect subhissions so as to realuce adroinistratlve and
ot.her burdens on Govefnnents concernedi

(c) Procurenent. Under the aegis of the Inter-agency pr@urenent norklng
Group, tNDP and executlng agencies bave endeavoured to harmonlze thelr practices in
the preurement of eguipDent, suppl,ies and services. In a note to the
thlrty-aeconal session of the coeerninq Councll lDp/I9gS/6L on guidelines foE Chepreurenent ot equipnent, supplies and services) the Admlnistrator stated that the
agencies had reached a congensus that unification of procurement procedures eould
be a desirable and necessary step in the long-tern intereat of facilitatlng
lncreased t.ransparency of the procurement processes of the organlzstiona of the
unlted Nation6 systen, lt being understood that scme differences in lndiviatual
agency rules and practices wou Id continue to exlst in the light of the varytng
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clrcumstances atfecting the dlfferent organizatlona. UNDP and tbe agencies are
contlnuing to co-operate in order to achleu€ uniforrnity in pr@urement Practlcea
(see Governing Council decision 85/39) and to publicize such Practices in the
General Buaineas Guide issued by the Inter-agency Procutenent Servi.ces Unit'

E. DeparCment ot Technlcal Co'operation for Developnent

70. The Departnent of Technical Co-operation for Developnent (mCD) ea8
established ln J,978, pursuant to resolution 32/L97, !9 the loain operatlonal' arm of
the Unlted Nations in order to atrengthen the role of the Organlzatlon in neeting
the needs of developing countrles for technical co'operatlon. Thu6, it ras
assigned a najor operational responsibili.ty for a nunber of substantlve areas
critical to the support of natlonal deeelopnent efforta. It carriea out activities
in the areaa of deueloptrent planning, public adninistration and finance, natural
reaourc€a and energy, populatton and statistlca, scierrce and technology and rural
and social development. Annual reporta of the Sec r etary-Genera I on United Natlona
technicaL co-operatlon activitles (for 1985 see DPII985/43) contain atetailed
lnfornacion on the Departftentr6 activities.

71. The Departnent has tradltlonally been financed from both regular budqet and
extrabudgetary resources, the latter conpr tsing notably reinhlrsement for Progranne
support cost6 remlttet! by fundlng sources to the united Natlons in partlal coverage
of the costa ot supporting technical co-opelation actlvlties. From tbe late 1970a
up to 1981 the operational activllies of the DePartnent gter raPidly. In 1982 the
Eituation changed, in part because of the overalt alecline in real terns of the
reaourcea available for technical co-operatlon ln the econotnic and aocial areaa
falling under the nandate of the Department and in part becauae of the
strengthenlnq of the United States dollar vi3-e-vis the currencies of other
couDtries. The Departmentrs project delivery fell fron a high of 8136 nillion in
I98l to ill2 nillion in 1983, rithout any signiticant change in 1984 af
$lll nillion. The amount of aupporc cost resources available to finance the
Departnentrs infrastructure t,as thereby aleclining at a tine ehen salaries and
comnon atafi costa Pere risi,ng.

72. Substantial cost reductions have theretore been effected in tbe Departttrent and
other unit6 related to it that are partially funaled by suPport cost resources. A

Iarge nunber of po6ts eere abolished during the years 1983 anal 1984. A naJor
atreanllning of the Departnentrs organizatlonal structure ldas put into effect,
taking futly into account the reconrnendat ions made by JIU, in order to enable the
Departnent to naintain the range of services required to iroPlement lts Proqraane
effectively. Additional neasureg are belng taken during tbe present bienniutn' and
are planned for 1986-8?, nhich are intended !o elinlnate the deficit in the suPport
coet account by the end of the next blenniun in December 198?.

73. For the longer range, a revien is belng undertaken of organizatlonal and
operat i.onal issues lnvolved in project execution nith a vj,er to ensurinq the
long-term vtability of the proqranne undertaken by the DePartment of Technical
Co-operatlon for Deeelopment. Effortg are being made to contain adniniatratlve
coatE, to streanline processls and procedures and to obtain economies of scale in
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the execution of united Natlons technical co-operation actieitles. The extent tophich such efforts can be successful, hoeever, depends in part upon factors
external to the Department and bence outside its direct control
74. rn its decisiorr g4/22. tbe Governing council of uNDp expressed concern about
the decline in the availability of resources necessary to naintain plogrannes andprojects of vital interest to deveroping countries, uhich mlght also affect the
Departnentrs abirity to carry them out effectively. To counteract thia trend, the
Governj.ng Council reiterated lts request that the role of the Departnent be
sfrengChened in order to elinj.nate unnecessary overlap and dupLication of
function. rt invited once again financial and funding institutions to take furl
account of the Departmentrs special conpetence, experience and operational
capability ehen designating an executing agency.

75. rn 1985, the coverning council of tNDp, in lts decislon 85/2r, reit€ratear its
request to financial funding ingtitutions to make the fulle8t posslble use ot the
Deparementrs special conpetence, expcrlence and operationar capabilitie6 durlng the
various phases of lbe project cycle. It algo reatfirned its support to the
Deparlnent to use funds available under the Regular progranme of Technical
co-operation in order to cover on a cost-sharing and rei.mburseable basig the costof project ldenlification, appraisal and fornulatton. A! the sane tfune, tt
requested the S ecretary-General to continue to explore specific neasures in
adniniserative, financial, and personnel natters in order to increase the
Departmentrs competitieeness as an executing agency. The Departnent wirl be making
proposals to the Governing councir at its sesslon in February 19g6 for the use of
funds under tbe united Nationa Regular programne of rechnical co-operation $hich
e,ould enable it to play its full and appropr i.aEe role in addressing the energeicy
situation in, and the long-term developnent needs. of Africa,
'16. one erenent in the process of bringing about greater use of DTCD technical
resources has been the joint mCD,/IJNDP Task Force created by the Secr etary-Genera Iin order to increase collaboration beteeen the INDP Office of Project Execution and
DTCD. The overalr obJective is to pronote the utilization of the comparative
strengths of both organizations. IJNDP and DTCD nilr be issuing operational.
guidelines to tbat effect and wirl be exproring otber areas f,or collaboratlon
rretween the trro orq ani zat ions.

The amount of data reported as "unspecified" has been greatly
reduced; reporling agencies have made significant strides in reconciling data on
country ot procurement with data on councry of origin, a problen noted ln the 1984
annual report. However, the preurenent data reportlng syeten does not. yet fully
capture all lnformation on purchases made at the country level by Resident
Repr es entaC ives, agency representatlves and proJect staff, This ls an area $hich
is beinq looked into for inprovenents,

7. Information on 1984 country procurement by organization i.s available in the
Secre tar i at.

I, The data contained in Cables C-I and C-2 pas collected and analyseal by the
Inter-agency Procurement Services UniC of UNDP, at the request of the

9. As j,n previous reports, .tata on contri,butions refer exclusively to
contributiona received or collected on paynents nade by Governnents and other
gources to organizations in tbe system. Data in respect of other sources of
incone, for exanple interest or in respect of the greeting card operallon of
UNICEF, are excluded. Data on expenditures and disbursenents represent the support
provided by organizations to the progrannes and projects of developing countries,
exclusive of adninlstrative, programne and other supporC costs. while UNICEF and
nFP carry out some activlti.es ehich are of a hunanitarian and emergency charactei,
all alata relatl.ng to thej.r operations are included under the rubric of operational
activities for devel,opnent. Net disburgenents represent gross dislrursenents lesg
repaynent of principal, Net transfers represent net disbursernents less interest
and other charges.
