The article poin ted out 
that among .all the non-1\uman pt:imates -- afid 
a great many other mammal s -- t .he degree of 
polygyny can be predicted from the rel ative 
size of the mal e and female 0£ the species . 
Because of the p.ot very great difference i.11 
size between the human ma l e ao.d female, the 
humal! animal should have a tendency toward 
poly~y, but a mild ooe. This i&, lo faot, 
what i s found among existing hunter 
gatherers: only a few, supe.rior hunters 
have more than one wife . 

Fe.male choice ls central to all th.is'. 
don't make the mistake of thinking the male 
i s larger so he can subjugate more females; 
selection for size comes in couipetition with 
o ther males. And without this s·elective 
preA.s:ure the femal es rema!n smaller, wi th 
more fat and less muscl e, beca11se that. is 
the configuration be&t f or survi ving when 
there ls 1lOt enough food. 

Very inte~esttng what you say about 
fema.1es us!ng reproductive 'choice to buUd 
alliances and gain status , io th~ world 
you' re workf)lg oa. You know, sociobiol ogy 
does a good job of expl aining why men f'oo.J. 
around, b,ut 1o1hat about women? Merely 
becau·se they dQn' t fool around as much, does 
tliat l eave. nothing to be exp1a1ned7 lltreo 
men fool around or t~ade in t heir >1ives , 
f ,t•s. nearly alw11ys in ,pursuit ocf youth, 
i.e., i ertUity . My huncb ls, when women 
fool ai:ound or trade in tbe.ir husbands, the 
new "'mate:· bas higher status t ban t,ll:e old 
one . The end :cesult , once again, i s yollo.g.er 
women pai red wi th s uccessf ul older men.

Buckley smiled wi t h incredulous 
contem11t and a.fter a brief sfl'enoe th~y w·en_t 
to a commercial. 

Interesting story you t ell about the 
~a=l·st history te.acher whose ass was k.icke'd 
out of t:he. Qnl versi ty of Arkansas. Perhaps 
we migb t compare him to a creatiorrts.t 
biolo gy teacher! I guess the S ~at~ of 
Arkansas wants i ts s tudents to learn history 
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inste.ad of Marxist historical tbeolo.gy. 
Come to think of it, I hope they are as 
fa.atfdiolls about biology ~eachers. 

As 1·ong as government i s in the' education 
bustnes.s, these kinds o'f conflicts at-e 
inevitable. liow ii ·ftee people tnat p~i<;les 
itself on freedom of speec;h and press got 
snookered into having govertllllent do'minate 
education, I don't know. ,Jf Marxists paid 
for Marxist sc)\oois and cr,eat.ionists paid 
for creaHonist· schools , 'there would be no 
cou.flic.t.

•ham~. And who i.s tile proletiu:hlt? Not 
the real wo·rkl11g class, rife with "false 
conscfolisness", but the Marxist: true 
be.1 levers. 

After tbat, is it any suqrrise that the 
result of Marxism ts the dictatorship of 
the Ne11 Class. 

MarxLsm'suse of obsolete economics Ls 
anothe,r: part of the story. llben Marx began 
bis magnum opus, tl>e Labor 'l'heory of Va1ue 
was the •best eco'Qoadcs had to offer; but 
shorU.y afterward 1 t was .replaced by the 
Theory of Marginal Utility: which may have 
bee!L the reason Marx never fdn!sbed Das 
Kaei tal. But t.his is onl>y one case tn 
which Marxism freezes itself ln~o economic 
science ci11c-a 18&0, because Maexist 

e.conomics cons.is ts of scri.ptural exegesis, 
not scientific research.

It's not an accident: thal avowedly 
Marxist goveTI11Dents turn out the way they 
do.

"the basic theory of fa1<cis111 is evil", but 
that of Marxism is uot7 I can• t !ielp but 
remember that Mussolini, before he fell 
under Bitler' s .spell 1 was widely admired by 
"progressives" .in this country, among thepi 
was· Fra,p,jtlin Roosevelt. Indeed., many of 
the policies of tne 'New Deal were. echoes of 
MussolinJ, '·s c-0rpO·l'ative state. r ·t is still 
echoing today, .in the calls for "!ndustdal 
policy" and "cooperation between 
governmeJJt, business, and la.bor . " 
Juding from what my encyclopedia ,says; 
fasclsm .is a -very nebulous· concept. As. far 
as 1 can fi·gure out, it aims at 
es tablJ.shing government control ot the 
economy simply by taking oveli the eX'isting 
ecow;imlc sys·tew. Thereafter the 11overnment 
is to re·present the interests of all 
economic classes. Marxtsll, on the other 
hand, aims at the s·ame centr·alized control 
11la revolution, c·lass 1o1arfare, ending ilL 
the dictatorship of the proletariat-. I 
would say tche ends of bo t.b fasc-1 s111 and 
Marxism are evil; as far as m.eans go , 
however, MarxiJ~lll h the more evil of t)l,e 
two. The crovning achievement of both is 
polHical repression and economic 
stagnation; but the thrashing about Ma-rxism 
cequires along tbe way causes untold bum.an 
suffel:ling.
