FSU RETURNS TO ACC CHAMPIONSHIP GAME

NOTES TO KNOW

» Florida State is 12-0 for the fourth time in program history, joining the 1999, 2013 and 2014 teams, and completed a
perfect regular season for the seventh time. FSU is one of five remaining undefeated FBS teams in 2023.

FSU is making its sixth ACC Championship Game appearance and first since 2014. The Seminoles are 4-1 all-time in
the conference title game and have won three ACC Championship Game appearances in a row. Florida State’s wins
and appearances are hoth the 2nd-highest totals in the ACC since the championship game debuted in 2005.

The Seminoles are No. 4 in this week's Associated Press poll. It is the 13th consecutive week FSU has been ranked in
the top-5, the program’s longest streak since 2013-14 when Florida State was in the top-5 for 27 consecutive polls.

The win at Florida completed an unbeaten season on the road for the 11th time in program history and extended the
Seminoles’ overall winning streak to 18 games, the longest active streak in the ACC and 3rd-longest active streak

in the country. During its streak, which is also the 2nd-longest in program history and 3rd-longest ever by an ACC
program, Florida State has outscored its opponents 718-310.

FSU has held every opponent this season to fewer than 30 points. The 12-game streak is the longest active in the ACC
and the 3rd-longest active streak in the country. The last time Florida State held 12 straight opponents to fewer than
30 points was a 12-game streak in 2015, which also covered every game of the regular season.

The Seminoles hoast one of the nation’s best pass defenses, leading the country in opponent completion percentage
(47.6) and pass hreakups (67). FSU's defense also ranks 2nd nationally in total passes defended (76), 4th in fewest
passing touchdowns allowed (8) and 5th in opponent passing efficiency (100.32).

Florida State (47.6%) is the only team in the nation forcing more incompletions than completions allowed. The last
time a P team held its opponents below 50 percent completions in a season was 2018, when Michigan and LSU
posted marks of 49.5 and 4.7 percent, respectively, and the last time FSU held its opponents below 50 percent
completions for a season was 2012.

FSU leads the ACC in hoth scoring offense (38.8, 10th nationally) and scoring defense (16.8, 11th), and is the only
team in the ACC and one of four nationally ranked in the top-12 in both categories.

Florida State is one of five teams in the country ranked in the top-30 in both pass defense (175.3, 10th) and passing
offense (276.5, 26th).

The Seminoles rank 5th nationally in 3rd-down defense (28.5%) and pass efficiency defense (100.32) and are Tth in
the country in sacks per game (3.17).

Florida State’s offense leads the ACC in fewest turnovers (5, 1st nationally), fewest interceptions thrown (2, 2nd),
turnover margin per game (+0.92), touchdowns scored (60, 9th), passing efficiency (155.64, 21st], yards per
completion (13.71, 21st) and red zone offense (89.8%, 26th).

FSU leads the ACC and ranks 3rd in the country with a kickoff return average of 27.08 yards, and their net punting
average of 43.54 yards per punt is 4th nationally.

Florida State’s defense has faced 59 plays inside their 10-yard line this season and allowed just 15 touchdowns. In
the 45-24 win over No. 5 LSU, the Seminoles faced 10 snaps inside their own 5-yard line and allowed only two scores.
On LSU's first drive of the game, the Tigers had six plays inside the five-yard line, including four snaps from the 1-yard
line, and the FSU defense forced a turnover on downs with a 13-yard sack on 4th-and-1.

The Noles tied season highs with 6.0 sacks and 11.0 tackles for loss.

Tate Rodemaker completed 12 passes for 134 yards and did not turn the ball over. For the season, FSU's five

turnovers are the fewest in the country.

The win gave Florida State its 16th state championship and its second straight season sweeping both
in-state rivals. It is the 12th time since 1993 Florida State has swept the other “Big 3" Florida schools in the
same season. In that span, Miami has four state sweeps and Florida has two.

in program history. It also was the most second-half points nationally against a top-5 opponent ina
non-playoff game since September 26, 2020, when Kansas State scored 31 second-half points at No. 3
Oklahoma. That has only happened two other times since the beginning of the 2014 season, both in 2018 -
Purdue scored 35 second-half points against No. 2 Ohio State and Ohio State scored 38 second-half points
against No. 4 Michigan.

Quarterback Jordan Travis threw for a career-high four touchdowns and added a fifth on the ground; wide
receiver Keon Coleman caught three touchdowns, matching Nick O'Leary in 2013 vs. Pitt for FSU's most in a
season opener; and tight end Jaheim Bell scored two touchdowns, one rushing and one receiving.

On Senior Day against North Alabama, senior defensive back Jarrian
Jones became the first player in FSU history with a TFL, sack, forced
fumble, fumble recovery and interception in the same game.

He is the only player in the country in 2023 with a TFL, sack, FF, FR and
INT in the same game.

Jones was the first Seminole with a fumble recovery and an interception
since Telvin Smith and Bjoern Werner both did it against Boston College
in 2011. His 3.0 tackles for loss were a career-high and tied for FSU's
most this year (Patrick Payton at Wake Forest; Jared Verse at Florida).
Jones' sack and forced fumble were the first of his career; it was his second career fumble recovery and
first at FSU.

Jones recovered his strip sack of UNA's quarterback to set up a Seminole touchdown. All three of Jones'
tackles against the Lions were for loss, and his interception in the third quarter set up another score.
Jones leads FSU with three interceptions in 2023 and five for his career. Jones added an interception
against Miami on the Hurricanes' final play.

North Alabama completed 15 passes for 83 yards, just 5.5 yards per completion.

The Noles forced three takeaways against Pitt, with the DBs having a hand in all three - Conrad Hussey
earned his first career interception, Hussey forced a fumble recovered by Shyheim Brown and Fentrell
Cypress II forced and recovered a fumble.

Thorpe Award semifinalist Renardo Green broke up a career-high three passes at Wake Forest. He is one of
15 players still in the running to be named the nation's top defensive back.

No. 16 Duke was 8-for-22 passing for 76 yards, no touchdowns and one interception from Brown, the first of
his career. His fumble recovery at Pitt was the second of his career.

Florida State allowed just 4.4 yards per pass attempt against Syracuse, holding the Orange to 12-for-31
passing with no touchdowns and a Greedy Vance Jr. interception. Syracuse averaged just 3.9 yards per play
and did not score a touchdown against the Seminoles for the second straight season.

Wake Forest had 3.2 yards per play (65 plays for 210 yards), including just 75 in the first half.

FSU had a 12-game streak with a takeaway snapped at Wake Forest. It was FSU's longest streak forcing a
turnover since 2012-14, when the Noles intercepted a pass or recovered a fumble in 20 consecutive games.
The last time FSU opened a season with a takeaway in each of the first seven games was 2013.

Green notched his first career interception against No. 5 LSU, FSU's first interception of the season. Green
was named the ACC co-Defensive Back of the Week in FSU's win at Clemson, with seven tackles, including a
2-vard TFL to start the fourth quarter, resulting in a Clemson punt.

Green's higgest tackle was on 3rd-and-1 in overtime with Clemson attempting to tie the game, when he
stopped the Tigers from gaining a yard before the Noles ended the game one play later.

Hussey extended FSU's streak with a takeaway to 10 games when he forced and recovered a fumble with
1:33 remaining against Virginia Tech. It was his first career takeaway.

Brown tied a career high with a game-high 8 tackles at Florida. As a team, FSU allowed just 3.9 yards per
play and held the Gators to 86 passing yards.

Senior Akeem Dent has started 39 career games and had 7 tackles and forced a fumble at Florida. He has
37 tackles, 2.0 TFL, 0.5 sacks and a team-high 2 forced fumbles this year.

at Clemson was Fitzgerald's longest made field goal away from Tallahassee.

Fitzgerald is 15-for-16 on field goals. His 57 extra points are 15 more than the next closest kicker in the ACC.
He is the first player in school history with multiple seasons of 57 made PAT (was 57-for-58 in 2022), the
Uth-most in a season at FSU.

Fitzgerald's 72 made kicks are the most in the ACC and rank 7th nationally.

Fitzgerald ranks 11th in FSU history with 286 career points, jumping from 20th place to begin the season.
Fitzgerald set a career high with 12 points scored against Southern Miss. His nine PAT against the Golden
Eagles was also a career best.

Ray Guy Award semifinalist Alex Mastromanno is averaging 46.0 yards per punt in 2023, 3rd-best in

the ACC and 13th nationally. He has 17 50-yard punts after booting a career-high four against Miami - a
52-yarder downed at the Miami 2; a 55-yarder fair caught at the Miami 18; a 51-yarder out of bounds at the
Miami 5; and a bl-yarder downed at the Miami 16. He also added punts of 44, 44 and 46 yards.
Mastromanno boomed six punts for a 49.3 average at Clemson, including a massive 53-yard punt; a 57-yard
punt; a b2-yard punt; and a bl-yard punt that was downed at the 3-yard line.

In the season opener against LSU, Mastromanno punted three times, with a long of 51. None of the punts
were returned, and one was muffed and recovered by Azareye'h Thomas. He kicked a 53-yard punt against
Southern Miss - one of just two punts in the game for FSU.

Against Virginia Tech, Mastromanno had a 53-yard punt and averaged 51.5 yards on four punts.

FSU's net punting average of 43.54 yards per punt is 2nd-best in the ACC and 4th in the country.

HAGGINS LONGEST SERVING ASSISTANT IN NATION
» Now in his 30th season as a Florida State assistant, associate head coach and defensive tackles coach Odell Haggins is the longest-tenured assistant coach at
the same school in the country.

» Haggins is in his 35th season overall at FSU after an All-American playing career with the Seminoles. He is 4-2 in two stints as FSU's interim head coach, including
awin in the 2017 Independence Bowl against Southern Miss.

» Defensive backs coach Patrick Surtain Sr., an 11-year NFL veteran and three-time Pro Bowl selection who coached with the Miami Dolphins in 2022, was the only
new addition among FSU's 10 full-time assistant coaches this offseason.

» Surtain was inducted into the Mississippi Sports Hall of Fame this summer, and is also in the Southern Miss M-Club Hall of Fame and was on the Conference USA
and Southern Miss Teams of the Century after an All-American career with the Golden Eagles from 1994-97.

» Offensive coordinator and offensive line coach Alex Atkins was inducted into the UT Martin Athletics Hall of Fame on Sept. 30 after an All-American career with
the Skyhawks.

» Atkins was a two-time All-Ohio Valley Conference offensive lineman, capping off his stellar career by helping the Skyhawks to a 9-3 record and the program's
first-ever OVC championship/Football Championship Subdivision playoff appearance in 2006. That season, the Chicago native helped block for a league-leading
rushing offense that averaged 218.2 yards per game (then a school record).

» After graduation, he was named to the inaugural United States National Team, helping Team USA win the World Cup of American Foothall event held in Tokyo,
Japan.
