LEADER OF THE PACK

After a pair of Sweet 16 runs and four NCAA 
appearances in his first five seasons, Mark 
Gottfried enters the 2016-17 season having ele-
vated the Wolfpack basketball program back to 
national prominence.

Through his first four seasons at NCSU, 
Gottfried posted a 92-52 record and became 
just the third coach in the history of the ACC to 
take his school to the Big Dance in each of his 
first four seasons. Only legendary coach Ever-
ett Case has won more games in his first four 
seasons at NC State. Additionally, the 92 victo-
ries was the most for the Wolfpack over a four-
year span since 1972-76.

After a historic four-year run from 2011-15, the Pack won 16 games in 2015-16, highlighted by wins 
over three ranked teams. The Pack defeated LSU and Pittsburgh away from home and trounced No. 
13 Miami at PNC Arena. Gottfried also coached some players to standout performances. Cat Barber 
was voted first team All-ACC and NABC All-District while freshman Maverick Rowan was named 
Academic All-ACC.

The 2014-15 season was a historic one for Gottfried and the Pack. The team defeated LSU and No. 
1 seed Villanova to earn a Sweet 16 berth. During the regular season, Gottfried coached State to an 
87-75 win over No. 2 and then-unbeaten Duke in addition to road wins at Louisville and UNC-Chapel 
Hill. After the Wolfpack defeated Syracuse in March 2015, Gottfried had become the only coach in 
the nation that season to defeat four current coaches who are members of the Naismith Basketball 
Hall of Fame.

Leading up to the 2013-14 season, Gottfried’s young Wolfpack squad was picked to finish 10th in 
the ACC. Expectations were low. Gottfried and his staff stayed positive with the young team as it 
grew. The end result was 22 wins and a trip to the 2014 NCAA Tournament. NC State defeated Xavier 
in the first round of the tournament, capping a brilliant late-season run that featured March wins 
over Pittsburgh and 11th-ranked Syracuse. Under Gottfried’s tutelage, T.J. Warren was the 2014 ACC 
Player of the Year and was third in the nation in scoring.

In 2012-13, Gottfried’s second season, the Wolfpack went 24-11 and spent much of the season in the 
national rankings. The success brought ESPN College Gameday to NC State, where NCSU captured 
a 91-83 win over North Carolina. That win came two weeks after NC State had taken down top-
ranked Duke 84-76. The 2012-13 season marked the first time NC State had defeated UNC and Duke 
in the same season since 2007.

In his first season in Raleigh, the Pack earned its first NCAA Tournament berth since 2006 and made 
its first Sweet 16 appearance since 2005. For Gottfried, this was not unfamiliar territory as he has

now made 19 trips to the Big Dance as either a 
player or coach. He became only the second 
coach in ACC history to lead his team to a pair of 
NCAA Tournament victories in his initial season 
and he was one of seven first-year coaches in 
68-team tournament field.

Gottfried became the third Wolfpack coach to 
direct his team to the NCAA Tournament in his 
first season, joining Press Maravich (1965) and 
Les Robinson (1991) to accomplish the feat. His 
24 wins and .667 winning percentage were the 
best for first-year head coaches in the ACC and 
one of the best nationally.

Gottfried’s first-year win total win total was only 
second to legendary Everett Case (26) for tri-
umphs by a first-year Wolfpack mentor, and the 
24 wins were the most for the Pack since 1988. 
In 2012 ACC play, Gottfried guided NC State to 
nine conference victories, the most for NC State 
since 2005-06. At the conclusion of the season, 
the Pack was ranked 20th in the final ESPN/USA 
Today Coaches Poll. The last time NC State was 
ranked in the final poll was following the 2003-04 
season. It marked the fourth time that a Gottfried-
coached team has finished ranked in the final 
poll.

Gottfried earned his 300th career win with the 
Pack’s 67-64 win over Virginia in the 2012 ACC 
Tournament quarterfinal. As of 2015, Gottfried 
has posted a career record of 370-207 over 18 
seasons as a head coach.

A SUCCESSFUL RUN AT HIS ALMA MATER 
AND IN TV

Gottfried came to NC State after serving as an 
ESPN basketball analyst for two seasons. One of 
America’s most respected coaches, he brought 
a wealth of experience and achievement to the 
Wolfpack position. He spent 11 seasons as head 
coach at Alabama (1998-09), compiling a record 
of 210-131 with five NCAA Tournament and three 
NIT appearances. He led Alabama to three top 25 
final rankings, including one top 10 ranking. He 
led the Tide to the SEC regular season champi-
onship in his fourth season, also the first of five 
straight trips to the NCAA Tournament.

For his efforts, Gottfried was named the 2002 SEC 
Coach of the Year. Gottfried’s 2002-03 squad be-
came the first in Alabama history to be ranked 
No. 1 in the AP poll, as the team held the ranking 
for two weeks. The program achieved another 
first during the 2003-04 season, as Alabama up-
set top-ranked and top-seeded Stanford in the 
second round of the NCAA Tournament and then 
defeated reigning national champion Syracuse 
to advance to the school’s first Elite Eight ap-
pearance.

WON BIG IN THE ‘90s AT MURRAY STATE

Gottfried served as head coach at Murray State 
for three seasons, compiling a 68-24 overall re-
cord and 40-12 mark in conference play. In his 
first season with the Racers, Gottfried’s squad 
advanced to the 1996 NIT, then made the NCAA 
Tournament in both 1997 and 1998. He coached 
Murray State to Ohio Valley Conference champi-

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onships in each of his three seasons as head coach, becoming the first 
head coach to win three OVC titles in only three seasons. In his last sea-
son, the Racers finished 25th in the final AP poll with a 29-4 record.

Prior to his stint at Murray State, Gottfried spent eight years as an as-
sistant at UCLA (1988-95) and was on the staff when the Bruins won the 
1995 national championship. With Gottfried on staff, the Bruins made sev-
en straight NCAA appearances and won a pair of Pac-10 titles. Gottfried 
coached under Jim Harrick and was an assistant along with former UCLA 
and St. John’s head coach Steve Lavin and current Washington head 
coach Lorenzo Romar.

He started his collegiate playing career at Oral Roberts, where he was a 
freshman All-American during his one season (1983) with the Golden Ea-
gles. Gottfried transferred to Alabama, where he started 98 consecutive 
games and helped the Crimson Tide advance to the Sweet Sixteen in all 
three seasons he played. He holds the school record for most 3-point field 

goals in a single game (8), and is the school’s all-time leader in 3-point 
field goal percentage (.485).

Gottfried earned a B.A. in communications from Alabama in 1987. He won 
both the school’s Hayden Riley Top Scholar Award and the Bryant Award 
as the school’s top scholar-athlete during his senior year. A seventh-round 
draft pick of the Detroit Pistons in the 1987 NBA Draft, Gottfried toured 
internationally with Athletes in Action as a player in 1987-88 and later re-
turned in 1989 to coach a summer tour in Poland and Germany.

Gottfried is the son of Joe and Mary Gottfried. Joe is the former Director 
of Athletics at South Alabama before retiring in 2009 after 25 years. His 
uncle, Mike Gottfried, was a long-time college football coach and served 
as an ESPN college football analyst. Gottfried is the father of five children: 
Brandon, Mary Layson, Cameron, Aaron and Dillon.

He was 
voted the OVC’s coach of the year in all three of his seasons at MSU.

GOTTFRIED CAREER RESULTS /// COACHING STAFF
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The 2016-17 season marks assistant coach Orlando 
Early’s sixth on the NC State men’s basketball staff and 
his 10th season working with Wolfpack head coach Mark 
Gottfried. Over that span, the duo has produced nine 
winning seasons and eight NCAA Tournament berths.

With Early on staff at NC State, the Wolfpack has made 
four NCAA tourney appearances. He has helped the 
Wolfpack to a pair of Sweet 16 runs, in 2012 and 2015. 
The Wolfpack made the NCAA Second Round in 2013 
and 2014. In five seasons with Early on the bench with 
Gottfried, NC State has won 108 games.

Early spent four seasons (2001-05) as an assistant under 
Gottfried at Alabama. The Crimson Tide topped the 20-
win mark three times, posted an overall 88-41 record, 
advanced to four consecutive NCAA Tournament 
appearances, held the No. 1 national ranking, won an 
SEC regular-season championship and made a trip to 
the NCAA Elite Eight with Early on the bench. His work as 
an assistant coach was recognized on a national level in 
2004, as Athlon Sports named him the third best assistant 
coach in the nation.

Early joined the Wolfpack after serving one season as an 
assistant coach at South Carolina. Prior to that, he spent 
five seasons as the head coach at Louisiana-Monroe.

Early led Louisiana-Monroe to a 60-92 record during his 
tenure, including a 43-24 mark in home contests. He led a 
squad that was heavily affected by Hurricane Katrina to a 
10-18 mark during his first season (2005-06), and followed 
that with an 18-14 record in 2006-07 - the program’s first 
winning season in five years. His sophomore squad 
collected a 14-0 mark in home contests and a share of the 
Sun Belt Conference West Division title in the program’s 

first season in the league. He also guided the Warhawks 
to their first postseason victory since 2001-02 in the 
conference tournament, advancing to the quarterfinals, 
where they eventually fell to tournament champion North 
Texas.

For his efforts, Early was named Coach of the Year by 
four different outlets, including the Sun Belt Conference, 
Louisiana Association of Basketball Coaches, the 
Louisiana Sports Writers Association and National 
Association of Basketball Coaches (District 8 Coach of 
the Year). He also concluded the 2006-07 season as a 
finalist for the Hugh Durham Mid-Major Coach of the 
Year award.

Early began his coaching career at his alma mater, 
Gardner-Webb, serving as an assistant from 1993-95. He 
followed with a three-year stint at Western Carolina. He 
was an assistant coach in 1996, when the Catamounts 
captured the Southern Conference championship 
and advanced to the NCAA Tournament. He served 
as associate head coach during his last two years at 
Western Carolina.

Early followed his term at WCU by continuing to climb 
the coaching ladder, spending three seasons (1998-01) 
as an assistant at Charlotte where he worked with fellow 
Wolfpack assistants Bobby Lutz and Rob Moxley when 
Lutz was the 49ers’ head coach. He helped Charlotte to 
a pair of Conference USA titles, two NCAA Tournament 
appearances and an NIT appearance.

Early and his wife, Jualeah, have three children: Nakita, 
Storm and Erica.

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Noted for his recruiting ability, Butch Pierre joined the NC 
State coaching staff in March, 2016. This will be the first 
season Pierre and Wolfpack head coach Mark Gottfried 
have worked together.

Pierre, 53, joins the Wolfpack after spending the last eight 
seasons on the staff at Oklahoma State, where he served 
as associate head coach. Arriving in Stillwater in 2008, 
the Cowboys made five NCAA Tournament appearances 
with Pierre on staff.

He helped sign 5-star recruits such as Marcus Smart, the 
No. 6 overall pick of the 2014 NBA Draft by the Boston 
Celtics, and Le’Bryan Nash, while the Cowboys had two 
Big 12 Players of the Year during his tenure.

Prior to his time at Oklahoma State, Pierre spent 11 
seasons at LSU, joining the Tigers as assistant coach 
in 1997 under John Brady, before being promoted to 
associate head coach following the 2001-02 season.  

Pierre recruited the foundation of LSU’s 2006 SEC 
Champion and Final Four squad, with a starting lineup 
comprised completely of players from Louisiana. During 
his time in Baton Rouge he helped recruit four players 
who went on to win SEC Player of the Year honors, four 
McDonald’s All-Americans, nine Parade All-Americans 
and seven Junior College All-Americans. 

He served as interim head coach at LSU for the final 
10 games of the 2007-08 season, his final year in Baton 
Rouge. 

NC State will be Pierre’s second stop in the state of North 
Carolina, as he spent the 1996-97 season on the Charlotte 
staff.

He spent the prior seven seasons (1989-96) on the staff 
of Louisiana-Lafayette, including the final six years as 
associate head coach.

Pierre got his coaching start as a graduate assistant at 
Mississippi State in 1984 before spending two years in his 
first full-time position (1986-88) at Kentucky State. 

A native of Darrow, La., where he was a prep All-
American at St. Amant High School, which retired his 
jersey in 1980. Pierre earned both his undergraduate 
(1984) and Master’s degrees (1986) in Education from 
Mississippi State where he was a four-year starter at 
point guard for the Bulldogs.

Pierre and his wife, Clemmie (Bachelor of Arts, University 
of Kentucky), have three children: a daughter Langley, 
and twin sons, Joseph III and Josh.

An established head coach and high-level recruiter, 
Heath Schroyer joined Mark Gottfried’s NC State staff as 
assistant head coach in April 2016.

Schroyer guided UT-Martin to a 41-28 mark (.594) and a 
pair of appearances in the CIT in his two years with the 
program. After inheriting an 8-win team at UT-Martin, 
he guided the Skyhawks to 21 wins in his first season 
leading the program and was named the Tennessee 
Sports Writers Associated Men’s Basketball Coach of 
the Year in 2014-15.
 
Additionally, he was a finalist for mid-major Coach of the 
Year, as the turnaround by the Skyhawks was the largest 
in the nation under a first-year coach in 2014-15.
 
His 2015-16 squad won the Ohio Valley Conference West 
Division, narrowly missing on an NCAA Tournament berth 
with a loss in the conference title game.
 
Prior to his time with at UT-Martin, Schroyer spent three 
years as an assistant at UNLV, where the Runnin’ Rebels 
won 71 games over his tenure, including seven over 
ranked opponents. In addition, he helped UNLV to the 
No. 7 recruiting class in the nation in 2012, a class that 
produced Anthony Bennett, the No. 1 overall pick of the 
2013 NBA Draft.
 
As the recruiting coordinator for the Runnin’ Rebels, 
Schroyer helped land two top 10 national recruiting 
classes, and the signing of four McDonald’s All-
Americans. He was twice named among the top 15 
assistants in the nation in his three years at UNLV.
 
He arrived in Las Vegas after three-plus years as the 
head coach of Wyoming, where he led the Cowboys 

to a postseason appearance in 2008-09. From 2005-07, 
Schroyer served as associate head coach at Fresno 
State.
 
His first head coaching position came at Portland State 
in 2002, where at 30 years old, he was the second 
youngest head coach in the nation. Inheriting a program 
that had only competed at the Division I level for six 
seasons, Schroyer guided Portland State to a 14-game 
improvement over three years, leading the school to its 
first league title in any male sport in 2004-05.
 
He began his coaching career as an assistant at Fresno 
City College in 1996-97, before stops at BYU (1997-2001) 
and a year (2001-02) as an assistant at Wyoming, the 
school he would later return to as head coach.
 
Schroyer prepped at the prestigious DeMatha High 
School program in Hyattsville, Md., where he played for 
the legendary coach Morgan Wootten, whose 1,274 wins 
as a head coach are the second-most in the history of 
basketball at any level.
 
Earning his bachelor’s degree in liberal studies from 
Armstrong Atlantic State in 1995, Schroyer earned his 
Master’s degree in institutional leadership from National 
University in Fresno, Calif., in 1996.
 
A native of Walkersville, Md., Schroyer married the 
former Kim Ortega of Logandale, Nev., in May of 2014. 
He has one daughter, Sierra, and a son, Hayden, from a 
previous marriage.

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Rob Moxley enters his sixth season as a member of 
the NC State basketball staff and his first as the Di-
rector of Player Personnel. 

With Moxley on staff at NC State, the Wolfpack have 
made four straight NCAA tourney appearances. He 
has also helped the Wolfpack to a pair of Sweet 16 
runs, in 2012 and 2015. The Wolfpack made the NCAA 
Second Round in 2013 and 2014. In five seasons with 
Moxley on the bench with Gottfried, NC State has 
won 108 games.

Moxley, born in Baltimore, Md., came to NC State 
after serving as an assistant coach at Middle Ten-
nessee for the 2010-11 season. Prior to his one-year 
stint at MTSU, he served as Lutz’s associate head 
coach at Charlotte for five seasons and was with the 
program 12 years overall. He served as an assistant 
coach for seven years (1999-2005) before accepting 
an assistant coaching position at Maryland in 2005-
06. He returned to Charlotte after one season to take 
over as associate head coach.

Moxley proved his ability to recruit by helping the 
Wolfpack land a top 10 recruiting class in 2012, which 
included 2014 NBA Draft pick T.J. Warren. Moxley’s 
2012 and 2013 recruiting classes included four Mc-
Donald’s All-Americans. 

Recently, Recruitdirt.com named him the top assis-
tant coach in the ACC. In 2008, HoopScooponline.
com ranked Moxley among the nation’s top 100 assis-

tant coaches. In 2007, Rivals.com ranked him as one 
of the top 25 recruiters in the country and Basketball 
Times placed him 10th in its top 16 “Friends of Junior 
Colleges”.

During his time at Charlotte, Moxley helped land four 
top 20 recruiting classes for the 49ers and was instru-
mental in signing 2001 ESPN.com National Freshman 
of the Year Rodney White and 2003 All-Conference 
USA choice Demon Brown. He helped attract Mary-
land’s 18th-ranked 2006 recruiting class (Rivals.com) 
and recruited 2010 ACC Player of the Year and 2010 
NBA first round draft pick Greivis Vasquez.

Moxley began as an assistant under Lutz at Pfeiffer 
University in 1993. They worked together for two 
years before moving together to Gardner-Webb in 
1995. When Lutz was offered an assistant position 
with the 49ers for 1995-96, Moxley remained at Gard-
ner-Webb. He returned to Pfeiffer for two years, 1996-

He was a junior college Division III All-America guard 
in 1991 at Montgomery (Md.)

A 25-year veteran of the college basketball coaching 
ranks, Jeff Dunlap moves into his sixth year as the Wolf-
pack’s director of basketball operations. Dunlap is no 
stranger to NC State head coach Mark Gottfried, with 
the two having an association that spans more than 20 
years, including a two-year stint in which Dunlap served 
on Gottfried’s staff at Alabama.

A proven and successful coach, administrator and re-
cruiter, Dunlap has worked in the SEC, MAC, Horizon 
League and Big West Conference in his Division I tenure 
and also coached in the Division II and junior college 
ranks.

While on Gottfried’s staff at NC State, the Wolfpack has 
advanced to the NCAA Tournament in four  seasons, in-
cluding Sweet 16 runs in 2012 and 2015. Prior to coming to 
NC State, Dunlap served as an assistant coach at West-
ern Michigan during the 2010-11 campaign, helping lead 
the Broncos to a 21-13 record and a postseason berth. It 
was his second stint at WMU, as he also served as an 
assistant coach from 2004-07.

Dunlap spent the 2010 season working for Big Shots, an 
organization that organizes exposure camps for high 
school basketball players across the country. He was 
the tournament director at camps held in Georgia and 
Alabama.

Prior to his most recent stint at Western Michigan, Dunlap 
spent two seasons (2008-09) as an assistant coach and 
director of basketball operations at Alabama. In his first 
season with the Crimson Tide, he was promoted to assis-
tant coach at midseason.

Dunlap spent four seasons as an assistant at the Univer-
sity of Georgia (2000-03), helping the program claim the 
SEC East title in 2002 on the way to finishing 22-10 and No. 

23 in the country in the final AP poll. Georgia advanced to 
back-to-back NCAA Tournaments in 2001 and 2002 with 
Dunlap on staff.

Other stops on Dunlap’s extensive resume include 
Loyola-Chicago (2004, 1999), Fullerton College (1998), Cal 
State-Fullerton (1995-97), Quincy University (1992-94) and 
College of the Canyons (1989-91).

Dunlap currently directs the Mark Gottfried camps. 
He also founded and served as director of the Califor-
nia-based Complete Player Basketball Camp, which he 
operated with former UCLA teammate Jack Haley, who 
played 11 seasons in the NBA. Throughout his career, 
Dunlap has gained additional experience by participating 
in several basketball camps including the Superstar Invi-
tational, John Wooden and Pat Riley camps.

Dunlap earned a bachelor’s degree in political science 
from UCLA in 1986 and a master’s in education from Azusa 
Pacific University in 1998. As a student-athlete at UCLA, 
he was the recipient of the Outstanding Senior Award in 
1986. Dunlap started his collegiate career at Los Angeles 
Pierce Community College and then was a three-year let-
terman for the Bruins from 1984-86 and a member of the 
1985 NIT Championship team, playing under former Pack 
director of player development Larry Farmer and Walt 
Hazzard.

He also worked on the 
same staff as Farmer at Loyola and Western Michigan.

Assistant Athletics Director for Strength and Con-
ditioning Bob Alejo oversees all of the strength and 
conditioning efforts of the department and coordi-
nates the day-to-day efforts of the men’s basketball 
team.

Prior to joining the Wolfpack staff in April 2011, 
Alejo served as the Director of Strength and Con-
ditioning for the Oakland A’s, a position he also held 
from 1993-2001. In that role, he was responsible for 
all aspects of the organization’s year-round physi-
cal preparation at both the major league and minor 
league levels. 

Prior to rejoining the A’s, Alejo was the Director 
of Strength and Conditioning at UC-Santa Barbara 
from 2005-2008. During his time at UCSB, Alejo be-
gan working with two-time beach volleyball Olym-
pians Todd Rogers and Phil Dalhausser, accompa-
nying them to the 2008 Olympic Games in Beijing 
and the 2012 Olympics in London. Rogers and Dal-
hausser captured gold in Beijing and advanced to 
the medal round in London.

Dr. Randy Woodson was appointed the 14th 
chancellor of North Carolina State University 
on April 1, 2010. He brought to NC State more 
than 25 years of experience as an internationally 
renowned plant scientist and academic leader.

Under his leadership, NC State has built upon its 
reputation as a preeminent research institution. 
It is a time marked by many transformative 
changes – The opening of the James B. Hunt 
Jr. Library on Centennial Campus, the launch 
of the College of Sciences and the completion 
of the Lonnie Poole Golf Course. Woodson also 
guided the university in securing leadership 
roles in ground breaking research projects 
like the Next Generation Power Electronics 
National Manufacturing Innovation Institute, 
the Laboratory for Analytical Sciences, the 
Future Renewable Electric Energy Delivery 
and Management Systems Center and the 
Nanosystems Engineering Research Center.

Even in the face of unprecedented financial 
challenges, these advances were made 
possible thanks to Woodson’s Strategic Plan 
and the accompanying Strategic Resource 
Management initiative, which aligned the 
university for greater effectiveness, efficiency 
and most importantly, greater student success.
 
At NC State, Woodson has solidified the spirit 
of the Land Grant university and its hallmarks 
of commitment and service, and spearheaded 
efforts to increase college access. As the 

landscape of funding for public universities 
continues to change, NC State consistently 
ranks in the Top 5 best values among public 
universities in the U.S., according to publications 
like the Wall Street Journal and the Princeton 
Review.

During his tenure, Woodson has overseen two 
of the largest private gifts in university history. 
Additionally, the university’s endowment nearly 
doubled and currently stands at $900 million.

Woodson arrived at NC State from Purdue 
University, where he served as executive vice 
president for academic affairs and provost. He 
also served as the Glenn W. Sample Dean of 
Agriculture, associate dean of agriculture and 
director of the Office of Agricultural Research 
Programs at Purdue.

Woodson grew up in Fordyce, Arkansas and 
attended the University of Arkansas, receiving 
a B.S. in Horticulture. He received his M.S. and 
Ph.D. in Plant Physiology from Cornell University.  
He joined the Louisiana State University faculty 
in 1983, moving to Purdue University as an 
Assistant Professor of Horticulture in 1985. Prior 
to his administrative appointments, Woodson 
also served as head of the Department of 
Horticulture and Landscape Architecture at 
Purdue and was a visiting scholar at the École 
Nationale Supérieure Agronomique de Toulouse 
in France.

Over his decades-long career in higher 
education, Dr. Woodson has contributed a 
substantial body of knowledge to the field of 
plant science, which has been published in 
over 100 journal articles and book chapters. 
His research has covered topics such as plant 
genetics, molecular biology, biotechnology and 
sustainable bioproducts development, spanning 
the gap between the detailed science of plant 
physiology and the practical application of 
this knowledge in the field of horticulture. His 
research has been featured in stories published 
in BusinessWeek, The Futurist and Discover.

Woodson has received a number of professional 
honors during his career, including the Purdue 
University Agriculture Research Award, the 
American Society for Horticultural Science 
Outstanding Researcher Career Award and the 
Sagamore of the Wabash Award, the highest 
award presented by the governor of Indiana for 
service. He is a fellow of the American Society 
for Horticultural Science.

He and his wife Susan, an accomplished artist, 
have three adult children: Samantha, a librarian 
at Central Carolina Community College; Patrick, 
an agricultural engineer at the Research 
Triangle Institute; and Chloe, a care provider and 
educator in the TEACCH Autism Program at UNC-
CH. The Woodsons have one granddaughter.
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When Deborah A. Yow was hired to be NC State’s 
director of athletics on June 25, 2010, her goal was to 
make the department she inherited one of the best in 
the nation.

In six years, she has taken many steps to accomplish 
that goal by recalibrating competitive and academic 
expectations. Working closely with her senior staff, 
she has ensured that financial resources for teams 
have improved dramatically and that coaches are 
encouraged to recruit the best prospects available – in 
both character and competitive achievement.

The Wolfpack’s program of 23 varsity sports has made 
remarkable improvement in its national standing in 
the NACDA Director’s Cup, a measure of competitive 
accomplishments for all NCAA varsity sports. From 
2010-12, the school made the biggest single jump of 
any ACC school in the 20-year history of the rankings, 
improving from No. 89 to No. 37.

Over the past five years, NC State programs have 
registered five of the 10 highest Directors’ Cup finishes 
in program history, including the highest ever in 2015 
(No. 27) and tied for the second-highest in 2016 (No. 32), 
showing a remarkable consistency.

After inheriting a program that had just one team finish 
ranked in the Top 25 in their respective sport the year 
prior to her arrival, a combined 19 teams have finished 
ranked in the last two years, including nine in 2015-
16. Five NC State teams finished in the Top 11 in their 
respective sports, while three teams were crowned 
conference champions in 2015-16,

In the classroom, NC State student-athletes continue 
to progress in a similar trajectory. Over the last three 
years NC State athletes have produced the three 
highest Graduation Success Rates in program history, 
as well as the three highest Federal Graduation Rates.  
In 2015-16, 256 NC State student-athletes earned ACC 
Academic Honor Roll recognition with GPAs better than 
3.0 for the full academic year.

The Wolfpack clearly has embraced Yow’s 
comprehensive and energized vision for the future of 
the department, which has rallied under its trademark 
motto: “Wolfpack Unlimited: Refuse To Accept the 
Status Quo.”

Yow’s expectations are clear and concise:

-  Every sport with a full complement of scholarships 
should be among the nation’s top 25, working towards 
the top 10 and competing for conference and national 
championships.

- Every student-athlete should be provided the 
opportunity and resources to be as successful in the 
classroom as on the field of competition.

- Every alumnus and supporter should be treated as a 
valued customer, with dedicated service from athletics 
department personnel.

In her first six years on the job, Yow has made significant 
changes to the structure, branding and outcomes of the 
athletics department.

She has hired 10 new head coaches. The department 
has established Wolfpack Sports Properties in a 
new working agreement for multi-media rights with 
Learfield Communications; a department-wide apparel 
agreement with Adidas; and a new Five-Year Strategic 
Plan. She also led in the creation of the comprehensive 
NC State Athletic Hall of Fame, which inducted 10 
members in its inaugural class in 2012 and added 
another 10 members each in 2013 and ‘14.

The $14 million Close-King Indoor Practice Facility 
opened in 2015 while completion of the renovation 
of historic Reynolds Coliseum, the home of multiple 
Wolfpack sports, will be completed for the 2016-17 
athletic year. In a joint venture with the university, the 
$35 million renovation began in March of 2015 and 
has reconfigured the coliseum and created the NC 
State Athletics Walk of Fame & History to honor the 
Wolfpack’s athletic legacy in all sports and to have a 
permanent home for its Hall of Fame.

Yow knows the importance of her position, leading the 
gateway department of the largest university in North 
Carolina. The ACC’s first female athletics director also 
knows NC State’s reputation as a pioneering program 
that first established basketball as a dominant sport 
in the South, was the first to integrate varsity athletics 
in the Atlantic Coast Conference and was the first 
public school in the state to dedicate full resources to 
women’s athletics.

Hardly unfamiliar to Wolfpack fans, the native of 
Gibsonville, N.C., has been deeply connected to NC 
State since her youth, when her parents Hilton and Lib 
Yow introduced their three daughters and one son to 
college athletics.

Later, she watched her older sister, Kay, become the 
first full-time women’s coach in the state of North 
Carolina, when she was hired by then-athletics director 
Willis Casey to coach NC State’s first three women’s 
sports: basketball, volleyball and softball.

 Debbie Yow served as a high school coach at 
Burlington’s Williams High School and Gibsonville’s 
Eastern Guilford High before becoming the women’s 

basketball coach at the University of Kentucky. She also 
served as the head coach at Oral Roberts University 
and the University of Florida, before switching career 
paths to become an administrator, at both Florida 
and UNC Greensboro. In 1990, she was named the 
athletics director at Saint Louis, where she hired 
Charlie Spoonhour as men’s basketball coach. In his 
first season, Spoonhour was named ESPN National 
Coach of the Year.

She moved to the University of Maryland in 1994 and 
in 2000 selected Ralph Friedgen as football coach. 
Friedgen was named consensus National Coach of 
the Year in 2001 after leading the Terps to the ACC 
championship and an appearance in the Orange 
Bowl.  In 2002, she brought in Brenda Frese, the 2002 
Big Ten and AP National Coach of the Year, to guide the 
Terrapin women’s basketball program. In 2006, Frese 
led Maryland to the NCAA championship.

Under her leadership, Maryland’s 27 varsity programs 
won a remarkable 20 national championships and 
consistently graduated student-athletes, including an 
all-time high federal graduation rate of 80 percent. In 
2009, the NCAA News named Maryland as one of the 
Top 10 athletics programs in the nation.

At NC State, Yow oversees a department that includes 
approximately 185 full-time staff and 550 student-
athletes.

Yow has served as president of the National Association 
of Collegiate Directors of Athletics and the national 
Division I-A Athletic Directors Association.  She is a 
member of the National Football Foundation board 
of directors, and has served on the NCAA Division I 
Men’s Basketball Academic Enhancement Committee, 
as well as having represented the ACC on the NCAA 
Management Council.

Both Street and Smith’s Sports Business Journal and 
the Chronicle of Higher Education have cited Yow as 
being one of the 20 most influential people in college 
athletics.  She was selected to serve on the President’s 
U.S. Department of Education Commission on 
Opportunities in Athletics to review the status of Federal 
Title IX regulations. She earlier served as the chair of 
the Atlantic Coast Conference Committee on Television, 
which is charged with overseeing the league’s TV 
contracts and other related broadcast issues.

Like her older sister, Yow has been inducted into the 
North Carolina Sports Hall of Fame.

Yow has written numerous articles and books on 
athletics management and human behavior.  She 
holds a bachelor’s degree from Elon University and a 
master’s degree from Liberty University. She also has 
been awarded honorary doctorates for professional 
achievement from Elon, Liberty and the United States 
Sports Academy. She is married to Dr. William W. 
Bowden.

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Few programs in the country can match the success 
that has been enjoyed by NC State. NCSU had humble 
basketball beginnings in 1911, but quickly developed a 
championship tradition. The Wolfpack has won a pair 
of national championships as well as 10 ACC titles and 

seven Southern Conference titles. What makes NC State 
basketball truly special, however, are the people who 

helped bring those championships to Raleigh.

What follows is just a small sampling of 103 years of NC 
State basketball history:

1910

Guy Bryan led a special committee that proposed the 
formation of North Carolina A&M’s first basketball team. 

FEB. 16, 1911

The first basketball game in NC State (North Carolina A&M 
at the time) history is played at Wake Forest. Wake, vastly 
more experienced, prevails 33-6.

FEB. 21, 1911

Wake Forest comes to town for the first intercollegiate 
basketball game ever played in Raleigh. The 19-18 A&M 
win at Pullen Hall was the first victory in school history.

1912

Athletics council votes to recognize basketball as a sport.

1918

North Carolina A&M becomes North Carolina State 
College.

MARCH 15, 1919

North Carolina A&M defeats the University of North 
Carolina, 39-29, to capture the undisputed  state 
championship for the second straight season.

1923-24 SEASON

NC State, previously known as the Techs, becomes the Red 
Terrors, thanks to the play of Rochelle “Red” Johnson and 
the unveiling of a bright new red set of road uniforms.

1923-24 SEASON

State opens the doors of its first basketball facility, Frank 
Thompson Gym. Named in honor of the former Wolfpack 
athlete who died in action during World War I, the arena 
served as the basketball team’s home for 24 years.

1924-25 SEASON

Gus Tebell takes over program and leads Wolfpack to its 
first of many accomplishments.  Though not recognized, he 
is the first “legendary leader.” Career totals include a 79-36 
record, first team in school history to win 20 games, and his 
1929 squad brought home NC State’s only conference title 
in the first 35 years of the program. 

MARCH 5, 1929

NC State wins its first Southern Conference Tournament 
Championship in Atlanta.

1931-32 SEASON

Maurice Rose becomes the first NC State basketball player 
to earn national recognition when the senior guard is 
tabbed as an honorable mention All-American.  

FEB. 26, 1932

The Southern Conference Tournament moves to Raleigh’s 
Memorial Auditorium. Except for a three-year run from 
1948-50, Raleigh was the site of the Southern Conference 
Tournament (through 1953) and later the Atlantic Coast 
Conference Tournament (beginning in 1954) for the next 35 
years.

FALL 1943

Construction begins on a new basketball arena and ROTC 
armory for NC State. The building, to become Reynolds 
Coliseum when finally completed, stalls during World War 
II  and a girdered skeleton remains on campus before 
construction resumes more than four years later.

JULY 1, 1946

Everett Case officially becomes an NC State employee, 
changing the face of NC State basketball, as well as  
basketball in the entire Southeast.

FEB. 1, 1947

Case’s Red Terrors defeat North Carolina 48-46 in an 
overtime game at Chapel Hill, the first in a streak of 15 wins 
over the White Phantoms/Tar Heels.

FEB. 25, 1947  

The game between NC State and North Carolina has to be 
postponed when city fire officials close down Thompson 
gym the afternoon before the game. Desperate fans sneak 
in through bathroom windows, break down doors and hide 
in the basement before the fire chief cancels the game. 

MARCH 6-8, 1947

Case leads NC State to its first Southern Conference 
championship since 1929. Following the championship 
game, Case and his team perform what was an Indiana 
high school tradition by cutting down the nets. Cutting 
down the nets soon becomes a nationwide trend. 

DEC. 2, 1947

NC State plays its first basketball game as the Wolfpack, 
changing its name from Red Terrors.

FEB. 5, 1948

Construction on Reynolds Coliseum resumes when the final 
shipment of steel arrives in Raleigh. The building needs 
additional girders because of design changes made at 
the behest of Everett Case, who insists that the building’s 
blueprints be expanded from a 9,000-seat building to more 
than 11,000. 

DEC. 2, 1949

NC State plays the first game at Reynolds Coliseum (a 67-47 
win over Washington & Lee), at the time the largest college 
basketball facility in the Southeast. 

DEC. 28-30, 1949

The first Dixie Classic is held at Reynolds Coliseum, three 
days of basketball, three games a day.

MARCH 1950

The Wolfpack loses 78-73 to City College of New York in 
the semifinals of the NCAA Tournament. The Final Four 
appearance is the first for NC State. 

JAN. 24, 1953

North Carolina comes to Reynolds Coliseum in the first 
matchup between the two schools since Frank McGuire 
became UNC’s coach the previous summer. McGuire 
and the Tar Heels prevail in an upset, 70-69. The loss 
ends Case’s 15-game winning streak over North Carolina. 
McGuire begins to add fuel to the budding rivalry between 
himself and Case by having his players cut down the 
Reynolds Coliseum nets following the game. 

DEC. 8, 1953

NC State plays Wake Forest at Gore Gymnasium on the 
Wake campus in the first Atlantic Coast  Conference game 
for both schools. The Deacons upset the No. 8 Wolfpack, 
81-69.

The first basketball team in North Carolina State University 
history (then known as North Carolina A&M) played its first 

game in 1911. The Farmers lost to Wake Forest.

Raleigh’s Municipal Auditorium was the first home of the 
Wolfpack basketball team.

Construction began on Reynolds Coliseum in 1943, but was 
delayed many times during World War II.

Legendary Wolfpack coach Everett Case brought the 
Indiana tradition of cutting down the nets after a tournament 

championship to NC State in 1946.

WOLFPACK TIMELINE /// HISTORY & TRADITION
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MARCH 6, 1954

NC State defeats Wake  Forest in overtime, 82-80, to win 
the first-ever ACC Tournament and earn the ACC’s bid to the 
NCAA Tournament.

MARCH 5, 1955

NC State captures its second straight ACC Tournament title, 
defeating Duke 87-77 in the finals. The Pack finishes the year 
28-4, but is ineligible for the NCAA Tournament because of 
NCAA sanctions.

1955-56 SEASON

Vic Bubas replaces longtime Everett Case assistant Butter 
Anderson on the Wolfpack coaching staff. 

JAN. 18, 1956

NC State plays on television for the first time, losing at North 
Carolina, 73-69. 

MARCH 1-3, 1956

NC State wins its third ACC Tournament in a row, setting a 
record for consecutive ACC championships that was not 
broken until 2002.

DEC. 29-31, 1958

The strongest Dixie Classic field ever assembles at Reynolds 
Coliseum for a sensational shootout. Included in the field are 
eight All-American players: Oscar Robertson (Cincinnati), 
Johnny Green (Michigan State), Don Goldstein (Louisville), Lou 
Pucillo (NC State), John Richter (NC State), and Lee Shaffer, 
York Larese and Doug Moe (North Carolina).

MARCH 7, 1959

Tenth-ranked NC State rips No. 5 North Carolina, 80-56, in the 
ACC Tournament championship game. The 1959 Wolfpack, 
one of Case’s best teams, is ineligible for postseason play and 
finishes the season ranked No. 6 nationally with a 22-4 record.

SUMMER 1962

Everett Case, 62 years old and contemplating retirement, hand 
picks his successor by hiring Clemson head coach Press 
Maravich to be the Wolfpack’s top assistant.

DEC. 7, 1964

Everett Case, his health failing, resigns as Wolfpack head 
coach two games into the 1964-65 season. Press Maravich 
becomes head coach.

DEC. 11, 1965

The longest game in NC State history went minutes, hours, 
even months longer than any other game. Due to a power 
outage during the Dec. 11 contest at Wake Forest, it wasn’t 
until Feb. 23 that the Pack finished the game and routed the 
Deacons 101-75, completing the longest game in ACC history. 

MARCH 4-6, 1965

NC State defeats No.8 Duke, 91-85, in the ACC Tournament 
final. Everett Case watches the game from a seat along press 
row, and following the final horn, the NC State players hoist 
their former coach on their shoulders and have him cut the 
championship nets for the 11th and final time.

APRIL 29, 1966

Press Maravich resigns as head coach at NC State to become 
head coach at Louisiana State University, where his son Pete 
Maravich goes on to set numerous NCAA scoring records.

APRIL 30, 1966

Everett Case passes away at Raleigh’s Rex Hospital.

MAY 7, 1966

A former NC State football and basketball standout in the late 
1940s, 39-year-old Florida coach Norman Sloan is tabbed as 
the Pack’s new head coach. 

MARCH 8, 1968

NC State plays No. 10 Duke in the ACC Tournament semifinals 

in one of the most bizarre games in college basketball history. 

The smaller Wolfpack tries to pull the Blue Devils away from 

the basket, looking to exploit its quickness. Norm Sloan orders 

the Wolfpack to hold the ball at midcourt and the slowdown 

unfolds. Duke led at the half 4-2, then in the second half, the 

Wolfpack then holds the ball for more than 13 minutes without 

any movement from the Blue Devils defense. The slowdown 

tactic works as NC State prevails 12-10.

DEC. 2, 1968

Al Heartley makes his debut as the first African-American 

basketball player at NC State. Heartley went on to enjoy a 

solid three-year career and was named team captain as a 

senior.

MARCH 7, 1970

NC State wins its sixth Atlantic Coast Conference 

championship with a 42-39 double-overtime upset of third-

ranked South Carolina in the championship game. 

APRIL 1970

Newland, N.C., native Tom Burleson signs a grant-in-aid with 

NC State, laying the first brick in the foundation of what is to 

become the ACC’s greatest team ever. The 7-4 Burleson is 

featured on the cover of Sports Illustrated before ever playing 

a varsity game in college.

SPRING, 1971

The remaining pieces of the 1974 national championship 

nucleus are put in place when Coach Norm Sloan signs a 

brilliant recruiting class headed by 6-4 superstar-to-be David 

Thompson, 5-7 point guard Monte Towe and 6-7 power 

forward Tim Stoddard. 

NOV. 27, 1972

David Thompson makes his collegiate debut with 33 points 

and 13 rebounds in a 130-53 rout of Appalachian State.

JAN. 14, 1973

In the first nationally televised Super Bowl Sunday basketball 

matchup, No. 3 NC State defeats No. 2 Maryland, 87-85, in 

College Park, Md. 

MARCH 10, 1973

NC State completes the season with a perfect 27-0 record 

by defeating Maryland 76-74 in the ACC Tournament’s 

championship game. The Pack is unable to participate in the 

postseason due to NCAA sanctions.

MARCH 9, 1974

In the greatest game in ACC history, NC State posts a 

pulsating 103-100 overtime victory over Maryland in the 

championship game of the 1974 ACC Tournament. 

MARCH 23, 1974

NC State ends UCLA’s seven-year reign as national champions 

with an 80-77 double-overtime victory over the Bruins in the 

semifinals of the 1974 NCAA Tournament in Greensboro, N.C. 

NC State played its first game in Reynolds Coliseum in 1949.

 Everett Case missed his first game in 30 years in 1952, when 
a sinus infection kept him in Raleigh while the team played at 

Louisville. He is seen here listening to the radio broadcast.

The 1954 Wolfpack squad claimed the first ACC Tournament 
Championship, and NC State won the first three overall.

In perhaps one of the most memorable ACC Tournament games, 
NC State downed Duke, 12-10, in 1968 - the lowest scoring game 

in tournament history.
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MARCH 25, 1974

NC State wins its first national championship by defeating 
Marquette, 76-64, in the championship game of the 1974 NCAA 
Tournament.

 DEC. 5, 1974

The Wolfpack matches its school record for points in a game 
and shatters the school mark for largest margin of victory 
(86 points) with a smashing 144-58 rout of Buffalo State. The 
blowout is fueled by David Thompson’s ACC record 57 points.

MARCH 1, 1975

David Thompson’s uniform number 44 is retired prior to the 
Wolfpack’s 103-80 win over UNC Charlotte in Thompson’s last 
home game at Reynolds Coliseum. Thompson is whistled for a 
technical foul after slamming home a thunderous dunk, which 
became illegal in college basketball in 1966.

FEB. 24, 1980

Norman Sloan confirms that he will leave NC State at the 
conclusion of the 1980 season to return to the University of 
Florida.

MARCH 27, 1980

NC State names Jim Valvano as its 15th head basketball 
coach. The glib, quick-talking New Yorker quickly captures the 
imagination and hearts of Wolfpack fans.

FEB. 19, 1983

After seven consecutive losses to North Carolina, Wolfpack 
head coach Jim Valvano notches his first victory over Dean 
Smith and the third-ranked Tar Heels with a 70-63 win at 
Reynolds Coliseum. 

MARCH 13, 1983

Four NC State players finish in double figures as NC State wins 
its ninth ACC championship with an 81-78 victory over All-
America center Ralph Sampson and fourth-ranked Virginia in 
the ACC Tournament’s championship game. 

MARCH 18, 1983

After falling behind by six points with 70 seconds left in 
overtime, NC State rallies for a come-from-behind, 69-67, 
double-overtime victory over Pepperdine in the first round of 
the NCAA Tournament, one of many miracles for the Wolfpack 
in the NCAA Tourney. 

MARCH 20, 1983

Thurl Bailey’s tap-in of his own missed shot caps a stirring rally 
in the game’s final minutes and lifts NC State to a 71-70 win 
over UNLV in the second round of the NCAA Tournament. 

MARCH 26, 1983

Frustrated throughout his career by heartbreaking losses 
to Virginia, Dereck Whittenburg gains a measure of sweet 
revenge by hitting 11-of-16 shots from the field for a game-high 
24 points to lift NC State to a 63-62 win over the Cavaliers in the 
finals of the NCAA West Regionals at Ogden, Utah.

APRIL 4, 1983

Lorenzo Charles’s last-second dunk caps the final miracle 
comeback in the Wolfpack’s Cinderella run to the 1983 national 
championship, a 54-52 win over top-ranked and heavily favored 
Houston. 

MARCH 8, 1987

After a disappointing regular season, NC State rallies to win 
its 10th ACC championship with a thrilling 68-67 win over North 
Carolina in the tournament final. Vinny Del Negro wins Everett 
Case Award.

JAN. 7, 1989

Always looking forward, Wolfpack head coach Jim Valvano 
unveils the uniform trend of the  future, the unitard. The unitard 

is a one-piece, skin-tight uniform, but the Wolfpack players opt 
to wear the new uniform under the traditional basketball shorts. 
The team drops the new look after just two games.

MARCH 4, 1989

Chucky Brown scores 34 points and Rodney Monroe 26 as the 
Wolfpack subdues Wake Forest 110-103 in the regular-season 
finale, clinching the regular season title for the Wolfpack. The 
game is the longest in ACC history.

MARCH 19, 1989

Rodney Monroe, often double- and triple-teamed, tosses in a 
career-high 40 points to lead the Wolfpack to a 102-96 double-
overtime win over Iowa in the second round of the NCAA 
Tournament. 

APRIL 23, 1990

A former Wolfpack player under legendary coach Everett Case 
in the 1960s and freshman coach for two seasons after Case’s 
retirement in 1964-65, Les Robinson is named NC State’s 16th 
head coach.

JAN. 13, 1991

Trailing Georgia Tech 50-38 at halftime, NC State rallies behind 
Rodney Monroe’s career-high 48 points and comes from behind 
to down the Yellow Jackets by a 90-83 score at Reynolds 
Coliseum. As a team, the Yellow Jackets barely outscore 
Monroe in the second half, 33-31. 

JAN. 16, 1991

NC State’s game against North Carolina at the Dean E. Smith 
Center in Chapel Hill is canceled by the outbreak of Operation 
Desert Storm in Kuwait. 

JAN. 21, 1991

Chris Corchiani sets ACC career records for assists with 861 
and steals with 276 in an 89-76 win over Marquette.

FEB. 6-7, 1991

NC State and North Carolina play one another on back-to-back 
nights, playing the regularly scheduled game at Reynolds 
Coliseum on February 6 and then playing at the Dean E. Smith 
Center in Chapel Hill on February 7. Tom Gugliotta scored 28 
points and grabs 10 rebounds to lead the Wolfpack to a 97-91 
victory at Reynolds Coliseum. North Carolina wins the second 
game at the Smith Center.

FEB. 16, 1991

Rodney Monroe scores 26 points in a 60-59 win at Connecticut 
to become NC State’s all-time leading scorer with 2,327 career 
points.

FEB. 23, 1991

Rodney Monroe, held to two points in the first half, outscores 
the entire Virginia team in the second half, 31-30, to lead the 
Wolfpack to an 83-76 comeback win.

FEB. 25, 1991

Chris Corchiani doles out 13 assists at Tennessee to give him 
972 for his career, an NCAA record.

FEB. 27, 1991

Chris Corchiani ties an ACC record for assists in a game by 
dishing out 20 in a 114-91 victory over Maryland. The 20 assists 
makes Corchiani the first player in NCAA history to record 1,000 
career assists. 

David Thompson and the Wolfpack ended Bill Walton and 
UCLA’s streak of seven straight NCAA Tournament wins, when 

the Pack won the 1974 National Championship.

David Thompson and Tommy Burleson  
were each featured on the cover of Sports Illustrated during 

their careers.

Perhaps the most famous basket in NCAA basketball history, 
Lorenzo Charles slams home the final shot in the 1983 NCAA 

Championship game.

Jim Valvano urged Wolfpack fans to “Never Give Up” during an 
emotional return to Reynolds Coliseum in 1993.
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JAN. 22, 1992

Tom Gugliotta explodes for 36 points, pulls down eight 
rebounds, dishes out five assists, blocks two shots and has 
four steals to lead NC State to a 99-88 win over North Carolina 
at Reynolds Coliseum. 

FEB. 22, 1992

The Wolfpack snaps a nine-game losing streak with a 99-94 
victory over North Carolina at the Dean E. Smith Center in 
Chapel Hill. Kevin Thompson goes 12-for-14 from the floor and 
scores 29 points to lead the Wolfpack in scoring.

JAN. 4, 1995

Todd Fuller’s 16 points and 11 rebounds lead NC State to a 80-70 
win over No. 1 North  Carolina in Reynolds Coliseum. 

APRIL 17, 1996

Herb Sendek is named the 17th head coach in NC State 
basketball history. 

MARCH 9, 1997

NC State’s run to the championship game of the ACC 
Tournament ends with a 64-54 loss to North Carolina. The 
Wolfpack becomes the first and only team ever to advance 
from the play-in game all the way to the finals. 

FEB. 21, 1998

Led by C.C. Harrison’s 31 points, which included eight straight 
3-pointers, the Wolfpack defeats No. 1 North Carolina, 86-72, 
in Chapel Hill. 

JAN. 16, 1999

A crowd of 12,852 turns out for NC State’s final meeting with 
rival North Carolina in Reynolds Coliseum, the largest crowd in 
the facility’s 50-year history.

FEB. 24, 1999

The jerseys of seven Wolfpack All-Americans (Dick Dickey, 
Sammy Ranzino, Bobby Speight, Ronnie Shavlik, Vic Molodet, 
Lou Pucillo and John Richter) are honored at halftime of the 
final regularly-scheduled game in Reynolds Coliseum, a 71-63 
win over Florida State.

MARCH 15, 1999

The Wolfpack falls to Princeton, 61-58, in the second round 
of the NIT, marking the final game played in storied Reynolds 
Coliseum. Freshman guard Anthony Grundy scores the last 
basket in Reynolds, hitting a 3-pointer with two-tenths of a 
second left. 

NOV. 19, 1999

The Wolfpack takes the court for the first time in the new 
arena.  A sellout crowd and an ESPN audience witnesses 
NC State’s 67-63 win over Georgia.

MARCH 4, 2002

After leading the Wolfpack in points, rebounds, steals, and 
assists on the year, Anthony Grundy is named to the All-ACC 
squad. The 6-3 shooting guard was the Pack’s first All-ACC pick 
since 1996.

MARCH 15, 2002

In its first appearance since the 1990-91 season in the NCAA 
Tournament, the Wolfpack comes back from a 12-point halftime 
deficit and defeats the Spartans, 69-58.

FEB. 25, 2003

The Wolfpack ties its own ACC record by connecting on all 22 
of its free throw attempts in a 75-67 overtime win over North 
Carolina in Chapel Hill.

MARCH 16, 2003

NC State defeats Wake Forest, the top seed in the 

ACC Tournament, to advance to the finals for the third time in 
Herb Sendek’s seven years as head coach.  The win locked the 
Pack into their second straight NCAA bid.

FEB. 15, 2004

The Wolfpack defeats top-ranked Duke at the RBC Center, 
78-74.

MARCH 2004

Wolfpack junior swingman Julius Hodge is named the 
ACC Player of the Year and head coach Herb Sendek earns the 
league’s Coach of the Year honor.

MARCH, 20, 2005

NC State advances to the Sweet Sixteen for the first time 
since1986 by knocking off defending national champion 
Connecticut in the second round of the NCAA Tournament in 
Worcester, Mass.

MAY 9, 2006

Former Wolfpack standout Sidney Lowe is named NC State’s 
18th head coach.  He is greeted by former teammates, coaches 
and hundreds of fans during and after the official press 
conference.

JUNE 29, 2006

For the second straight year, NC State has a player selected in 
the first round of the NBA Draft. Cedric 
Simmons was the No. 15 overall pick by the New Orleans/
Oklahoma City Hornets.

MARCH 8-11, 2007

NC State becomes only the second team in the history of the 
ACC Tournament to play four games in four days. The Pack 
entered as the 10th seed, and reached the championship game 
for the third time in the last five years.

FEB. 16, 2008

NC State welcomed back many members of the 1983 National 
Championship team to the RBC Center to celebrate the 25th 
anniversary of the Pack’s second national title

2009-10 SEASON

NC State celebrates its 100th season of basketball, as many 
former players return are honored throughout the season.

APRIL 5, 2011

Mark Gottfried is named the 19th head coach in school history. 

2011-12 SEASON

NC State posts a 24-13 overall record under first-year 
head coach Mark Gottfried. The Pack earns its first NCAA 
Tournament berth since 2006 and advances to the Sweet 
Sixteen for the first time since 2005.

JAN. 12, 2013

NC State records its sixth win over a team ranked No. 1, 
toppling top-ranked Duke, 84-76. The victory capped a 10-game 
winning streak that catapulted NCSU to its second straight 24-
win season.

2014-15 SEASON

NC State records wins over national champion Duke and at 
North Carolina before making its second run to the Sweet 16 
in four years. Mark Gottfried’s squad captured wins over four 
coaches in the Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame.

Former coach Norm Sloan sank the symbolic last shot in 
Reynolds Coliseum on February 24, 1999.

The Wolfpack opened the doors to one of college basketball’s 
finest facilities, then called the ESA, with a 67-63 win over 

Georgia on November 19, 1999.

Mark Gottfried and C.J. Leslie celebrate NC State’s 66-63 
victory over Georgetown to advance to the Sweet Sixteen.
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Although NC State won national titles in 
1974 and 1983, those were not the only 
times the Wolfpack advanced all the way 
to the Final Four at the NCAA Tournament. 
NC State reached the Final Four for the first 
time in school history during the 1950 NCAA 
Tournament.

NC State took third place honors that season, 
claiming the now-defunct consolation game 
that was played between the two non-
advancing teams from the semifinals. The 
Pack started off its run to the Final Four with 
an 87-74 win over Holy Cross in the regional 
semifinal. In the regional finals the next day, 
the Pack lost of City College of New York, 78-
73. NC State recovered and downed Baylor in 
the national consolation game, 53-41.

The 1950 squad was full of stars that season: 
Sam Ranzino, Dick Dickey, Vic Bubas and 
Paul Horvath.

The 1950 team won both the Southern 
Conference regular season and Southern 
Conference Tournament titles, and ended the 
season with a 27-6 record.

Sam Ranzino was named MVP of the 1950 Southern 
Conference Tournament, and helped the Pack advance to its 

first Final Four.
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NC State’s first national championship team, the 
1973-74 Wolfpack, may have been the best bas-
ketball team ever to play in the Atlantic 
Coast Conference. During 
the 1972-73 and 1973-74 
seasons, the Wolfpack 
went 57-1 overall, 24-0 
in regular-season ACC 
play, and won 32 straight 
games against ACC teams, 
all conference records that 
still stand today. 

The 1973 and 1974 Wolfpack 
teams had winning streaks of 
29 and 28 games (extended to 
36 games the following year), and 
culminated its two-year domination of 
college basketball by dethroning perennial 
college kingpin UCLA in the seminfinal and 
winning the 1974 national championship with 
a 12-point victory over Marquette in the title 
game.

The ‘74 Wolfpack was led by the peerless David 
Thompson, three-time ACC Player of the Year 
and the 1975 National Player of the Year. His sup-
porting cast included two other All-Americans, 7-4 
center Tommy Burleson and 5-7 point guard Monte 

Towe. Future major league pitcher Tim Stoddard 
played power forward and perfected the alley-oop 
pass to Thompson, and Mo Rivers was Towe’s 

backcourt mate. Raleigh native Phil Spence 
was the sixth man.

Coach Norm Sloan, recognizing the ex-
cellent chemistry on his talented team, 

employed a free-lance passing game 
with few set plays, allowing his play-

ers the freedom to create scoring 
opportunities and freeing himself 

to concentrate on late-game 
situations.

THE BUILDUP 
TO ‘74

The 1972-73 Wolfpack 
went through 

the season 
undefeated at 
27-0, but was 

ineligible for the 
NCAA Tournament be-

cause of probation. Prior to the 
’74 season, debate raged as to who was 

better, UCLA or NC State, and from the Wolfpack’s 
perspective, it seemed that anything less than a 

national championship in 1974 would be a disap-
pointment. 

NC State opened the season with a pair of easy 
wins and was unprepared for a mid-December 
showdown with UCLA, losing to the Bruins, 84-66. 
The loss made the Pack a more determined team, 
and NC State went through the rest of the regular 
season without losing again, finishing with a 24-1 
overall record.

THE GREATEST GAME  
IN ACC HISTORY

The ACC featured two other top 10 teams that year 
– No. 4 Maryland and No. 8 North Carolina – but 
the Wolfpack went through the conference season 
unbeaten for the second year in a row. 

There were no at-large bids to the NCAA Tourna-
ment in those days. The ACC Tournament cham-
pion went to the big dance; everyone else went 
home. As the first-place finisher in the regular 
season, the Wolfpack had a bye in the opening 
round of the tournament, blew out Virginia in the 
semifinals, and then downed Maryland 103-100 in 
overtime in what has been called one of the great-
est college basketball game ever played.

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The game was one for the ages, a vintage ACC 
heart-stopper. Maryland hit 12 of its first 14 shots and 
jumped to a 25-12 lead after six minutes. NC State cut 
the lead to 55-50 at halftime. The momentum swung 
back and forth several times in the second half, but 
the pace never slowed and the tension got tighter and 
tighter. 

Behind the spectacular play of Burleson, the Wolfpack 
held a 97-93 lead with 2:12 to play, but Maryland got 
two clutch baskets late to tie the game at 97-97 and 
send it into overtime. The lead changed hands three 
times in the overtime, and the outcome was not settled 
until the final minutes.

CHAMPIONS AT LAST
As the State-UCLA game approached, the anticipa-
tion continued to climb. Thousands of fans jammed 
Reynolds Coliseum each day to watch the Wolfpack’s 
practices the week leading up to the Final Four, and 
when the two teams finally met at Greensboro Coli-
seum, they played a game that not only lived up to all 
expectations, but easily exceeded them.

Regulation ended in a 65-65 tie, then both teams 
scored just two points in the first overtime. UCLA 
took a seven-point lead in the second overtime and 
appeared well on its way to advancing to its eighth 
consecutive national championship game, but the 
Wolfpack battled back. David Thompson scored four 
straight points to give the Pack a 78-75 lead with 34 
seconds to play and NC State went on to an 80-77 win.

Two nights later, the Wolfpack won the championship, 

dropping Marquette 76-64 in a game most people don’t 
even remember. The first half was tight before two 
technical fouls on Marquette coach Al McGuire ig-
nited a 10-0 Wolfpack run late in the period. NC State’s 
lead grew to as many as 19 points in the second half, 
and the Wolfpack cruised to its first national champi-
onship.

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NC State’s second national championship was as 
unexpected as its first was anticipated. The 1983 Wolfpack, 
head coach Jim Valvano’s third NC State team, was a 
veteran unit with a gifted backcourt in seniors Sidney Lowe 
and Dereck Whittenburg, and an All-America candidate at 
forward in senior Thurl Bailey. Although expectations were 
high that NC State could return to national prominence 
in 1983, few expected anyone from the ACC other than 
Virginia and North Carolina to contend for the national 
championship.

The Wolfpack, coming off a 22-10 season the year before, 
got off to a strong start. The Pack won seven of its first 
nine games, heading into a January 12 game at Reynolds 
against Virginia. UVa had won five straight from the 
Wolfpack prior to that meeting.

The season turned when Whittenburg, who had scored 27 
first-half points and led the Pack to a 16-point lead late in 
the first half against the Cavaliers, broke his right foot when 
he landed wrong on the foot of a UVa player early in the 
second half. Not only did the Wolfpack let a big lead slip 
away and absorb its sixth consecutive loss to the Cavaliers, 
but team doctors informed Valvano after the game that 
Whittenburg was lost for the season. 

Following Whittenburg’s injury, NC State lost three of 
its first four games. Then, the tide  began to turn. The 
Wolfpack won eight of its next 10 and began to pull back 
together as a unit. At 16-8 with three regular-season games 
remaining, things were looking up again. Whittenburg, 
recovering faster than expected, was cleared to return to 
the lineup.

He reappeared against the Cavaliers in Charlottesville, and 
though the Wolfpack lost, the season began to turn again. 
The Pack finished the regular season 17-10 following a 130-
89 win over Wake Forest in the final game.

SURVIVE AND ADVANCE
Throughout the postseason, Valvano implored his team to 
stay close every game and put itself in a position to win at 
the end. “Survive and advance,” Valvano would say, and 
the Wolfpack took his words to heart with last-minute wins 
over Wake Forest, North Carolina and Virginia to capture 
the ACC Tournament title.

The Pack was sent to Corvallis, Ore., for the NCAA West 
Regionals and a first-round date against Pepperdine. NC 
State missed its first 12 shots from the field against the 
Waves, but recovered and managed to force a 47-47 tie 
at the end of regulation. After Pepperdine built a six-point 
cushion with less than a minute to play in the first overtime 
period, it appeared the Wolfpack’s season was slipping 
away. 

Miraculously, the Wolfpack was able to cut the lead to two 
after Dane Suttle, an 84 percent free-throw shooter, missed 
the front ends of two one-and-ones. After Whittenburg 
missed a free throw, Cozell McQueen grabbed the rebound 
and threw in an incredible off-balance shot from eight feet 
to send the game into double overtime. NC State went on to 
a 69-67 victory in the second overtime, and the push toward 
Albuquerque had begun.

Sixth-ranked UNLV was up next, and after falling behind 52-
40 with 11:40 to play, the Wolfpack went on a run. Bailey hit 
a jumper with 37 seconds left to cut

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the lead to 70-69, and after Vegas missed the front end of a 
one-and-one, he was able to hit a fadeaway bank shot with 
four seconds to play for a 71-70 win.

NC State cruised to a 75-56 win over Utah in the regional 
semifinal matchup, setting up another meeting with Virginia 
in the regional final. Whittenburg continued his sparkling 
long-range bombing, and the Pack stayed close throughout. 
Virginia owned a 62-61 lead, when Sampson fouled Lorenzo 
Charles with 23 seconds remaining. Charles made both free 
throws, and the Pack was headed to the Final Four. 

THE FINAL FOUR
Houston vs. Louisville was the headliner game in the first 
round of the Final Four, a game most people said would 
really decide the national championship. But while much 
of the basketball world awaited the Cougars and Cardinals, 
Jim Valvano and his Wolfpack came to Albuquerque and 
stole the show, on and off the court.

Valvano, glib and mercurial on his feet, immediately stole 
the media spotlight, taking the pressure off his team, which 
faced 18th-ranked Georgia in the other semifinal matchup. 
The Wolfpack smoked the Bulldogs, building an 18-point 
lead with less than five minutes to play before hanging on 
for a 67-60 win that sent NC State into its second national 
championship game in nine years.

When Houston destroyed Louisville in the other semifinal 
game, the NC State-Houston game was viewed as a major 
mismatch by the national media, though the Wolfpack had 
won four games against top 10 teams (North Carolina, 
Virginia twice, and UNLV) in the month of March.

Houston hoped to control the game with its superior front 
line, led by All-Americans Akeem Olajuwon and Clyde 
Drexler. The Wolfpack game plan was simple – control 
the tempo with its peerless guard play. Lowe played all 
40 minutes, scored eight points, had eight assists, five 
steals and no turnovers. He dominated the game from the 
backcourt. Whittenburg played 39 outstanding minutes, 
hit six long-range bombs, scored 14 points and had five 
rebounds. Bailey and McQueen, meanwhile, helped tighten 
the defense on Olajuwon. Bailey delivered 15 points and 
five rebounds, and McQueen added four points and 12 
rebounds.

The Pack forced the action in the first half and held a 
33-25 lead at halftime, but Houston charged back after 
intermission and took 42-35 advantage following a 17-2 run. 
The Pack was once again searching for a miracle.

Turnovers and several missed free throws allowed the 
Wolfpack to tie the game at 52-52 with 1:59 to play, and after 
Houston missed the front end of a one-and-one with 1:05 to 
play, NC State worked the clock to the 44-second mark and 
called a timeout.

Valvano wanted to hold the ball until 10  seconds remained, 
and then have Lowe penetrate in hopes of creating a shot. 
Instead,  State wound up with Whittenburg launching a wild 
shot from 30 feet. When the shot came up short, Charles 
was there to grab 

the rebound and slam it home as time expired to give the 
Wolfpack a 54-52 win and its second national championship.

For the second time in less than a decade, the state of North 
Carolina celebrated a Wolfpack national championship, and 
this time, the entire country was captivated thanks to the 
charismatic Valvano and the manner in which his determined 
team of underdogs slayed one Goliath after another in the 
month of March.

a tradition that continues to this day 
with Mark Gottfried, the 19th head 

coach in NC State basketball history.

Led by All-Americans Akeem 
Olajuwon and Clyde Drexler, Houston stormed back to take a 42-35 lead after 
a 17-2 run to start the second half. The Pack tied the game at 52-52 with 1:59 
to play, and after some missed Houston free throws, NC State worked the 
clock down to 44 seconds and called a timeout. Dereck Whittenburg heaved 
a shot from 26 feet out. When the shot came up short, Charles was able to 
grab the miss just inches off the rim and slam it home as time expired.

NC STATE 76, NORTH CAROLINA 65 
FEB. 23, 1986 • RALEIGH, N.C.

Center Chris Washburn played the entire 40 minutes and was 10-of-15 from 
the field for a game-high 26 points as NC State recorded its first-ever win 
over a top-ranked North Carolina squad, 76-65, in Chapel Hill. Bennie Bolton 
added 18 points, including two long jumpers in the final minutes to secure the 
win. NC State jumped out to a 38-27 halftime lead, and shot 63.6 percent (14-
22) in the second half to secure the win.

NC STATE 80, NORTH CAROLINA 70

Four Wolfpack starters scored in double figures, as NC State handed No. 1 
North Carolina an 80-70 loss at Reynolds Coliseum on ESPN. NC State hit 14-
of-38 three-point tries on the day relying on its perimeter game, but also had 
22 assists to only nine turnovers. Lakista McCuller hit six three-pointers, as 
he led the Pack with 24 points. Todd Fuller finished with a double-double of 
16 points and 11 rebounds.

Led by C.C. Harrison’s career-high 31 points, NC State was able to upend 
the top-ranked Tar Heels in Chapel Hill, 86-72. The Pack trailed only the first 
3:42 of the game, then took the lead behind three-straight 3-pointers from 
Harrison. Harrison finished the game an amazing 8-of-9 from 3-point range, 
including making all seven in the first half. UNC cut the leaf to 64-60, but the 
Pack hit 20 straight free throws in the game’s final 4:23 for the win. Freshman 
Kenny Inge added a double-double of 16 points and 12 boards.

NC STATE 78, DUKE 74 
FEB. 15, 2004 • RALEIGH, N.C.

Top-ranked Duke saw its 18-game winning streak snapped by No. 21 NC 
State as Marcus Melvin scored 18 points and Julius Hodge made two free 
throws with seven seconds left in the Wolfpack’s 78-74 victory. NC State 
shot 52 percent and got half its points in the paint. The nation’s top free throw 
shooting team made 12 straight from the line over the final 1:10 to help seal 
the program’s first win over a No. 1 ranked team since 1998. Hodge had 14 of 
his 18 points in the second half.
