125 YEARS OF PACK FOOTBALL

NC State (then known as The North Carolina College
of Agriculture & Mechanic Arts), played its first football
game against the Raleigh Male Academy on March 12,
1892. The coaches were professors who had to be con-
vinced annually to coach a game they barely knew and
the first season was a single game, which A&M won 12-6.

From those humble beginnings, NC State has been com-
peting at the highest level of college athletics for more
than a century, as a charter member of both the South-
ern Conference and, later, the Atlantic Coast Conference.
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NOTING THE WOLFPACK

NC STATE VS. UNC:

Saturday’s final regular season game will mark the 107th meeting in the series between
the Wolfpack and the Tar Heels. The rivalry, which began in 1894, is the Wolfpack’s oldest
among ACC teams and the fourth-most played series in the ACC. This will mark the fourth
straight year that the two teams has closed out the regular season against each other on
Thanksgiving weekend.

Although the Tar Heels hold a 66-34-6 overall lead in the history of the series, the Wolfpack
holds the advantage in the past 10 meetings with a 7-3 mark. Oddly, the Wolfpack has lost
its last two home games against UNC and won the last two games in Chapel Hill.
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GAME 12: NC STATE vs. UNC NOTING THE PACK

WOLFPACK SEEKS 6TH LEAGUE WIN A win over UNC would
give NC State six ACC victories for the first time since 1994 and
tie the school record for conference wins.

A Wolfpack squad hasn’t won six league contests since 1994
and has only done so five times in school history (only twice in
the past 45 years).

A VERY SPECIAL GROUP: It will be an emotional senior day

on Saturday, as 20 seniors (14 scholarship players and six who
started their careers as walkons) will be honored in pregame cer-
emonies. This group, which is Dave Doeren’s first true recruiting
class at NC State, #Pack14, came in after a 3-9 season and ended
up leading the Wolfpack to four straight bowl games.

This group has collectively played in 780 games and more than
26,000 snaps from scrimmage (plus countless special teams
snaps). They combined for 31 touchdowns, 315 receptions and
174.5 tackles for loss to name a few of their contributions.

WE’RE GONNA NEED A BIGGER PATCH: Senior defensive end Bradley Chubb wears a black
patch on his uniform that no other player on the 2017 team has. Two years ago, Chubb was
honored with jersey number 9, after playing his first two years in No. 49. The 9 jersey is the
one worn by former Pack star Mario Williams, the first pick of the 2006 NFL draft and the
Wolfpack career record holder in tackles for loss and sacks.

At least, he WAS the career record holder in both of those categories. Future players who
wear No. 9 will need a bigger patch, as surely Chubb’s name will be added along with Wil-
liams’. On 11/11 at Boston College, Chubb passed his number-sake in both categories as he

He now boasts 58 tackles for loss for his career - the 6th best mark in ACC history - and 26
sacks, the No. 18 mark ever for a conference player.

For the season, Chubb ranks second the FBS in tackles for loss with 23 and ranks 7th na-
tionally in sacks. Those marks rank 2nd and 6th respectively in the Wolfpack single-season
record book.

Chubb, a midseason All-American by every outlet, is a finalist for the Nagurski and Bednarik
Award.

MR VERSATILITY: Junior running back Nyheim Hines has been named one of four finalists
for the Paul Hornung Award, presented by Texas Roadhouse to the most versatile player in
major college football. Hines joins Penn State’s Saquon Barkley, lowa State’s Joel Lanning
and Washington’s Dante Pettes as the finalists chosen by a 17-member selection commit-
tee.

Hines has made a huge impact in a variety of ways for NC State in 2017. He’s the
Wolfpack’s leading rusher with 844 yards and 5.3 yards per carry average, despite being
limited in three games (Notre Dame, Clemson and Wake Forest) with injuries.

Hines leads the ACC in all-purpose yardage with 140.9 ypg and ranks ranks fifth in the
league in rushing in the conference-games-only stats with 90.9 yards per game.

LEADER OF THE BAND: Offensive line coach/run game coordinator Dwayne Ledford has

been named a candidate for the 2017 Broyles Award, given to the nation’s top assistant
coach. Now in his second year with the Pack, Ledford took over an offensive line that had
allowed 39 sacks in 2015. That number was down to 17 in his first season and stands at 12
this season.

The Wolfpack leads the ACC and ranks 9th in the FBS in sacks allowed with just 1.1 per
game.

Although his offensive line has put up impressive numbers this season, Ledford’s greatest
accomplishment has been the establishment of a culture of accountability for that posi-
tion. He calls his group the “Band of Brothers” and the position has become the closest on
the team. He has had movie posters made about his group; they wear “Band of Brothers”
t-shirts and bands. The entire offensive line eats dinner at his house once a week. And
now, outside of his influence, the “BoB” has continued to hold each other accountable -
with the veterans taking on the responsibility for the younger players. The offensive line is
usually the last position group to leave the field at the end of practice, even though those
big guys are probably the most tired.

NO PRESSURE: The Wolfpack offensive line has allowed just four sacks in ACC play this

year. NC State ranks third among P5 teams (Miss. State and Missouri) in sacks allowed
based on pass attempts, allowing a sack just 2.7% of the time the ball is thrown. That’s by
far the best mark in the ACC.

ESPN keeps a “pressure rate” stat and in that category, the Wolfpack blows out the compe-
tition. This formula (sacks + under duress + hit)/total dropbacks including scrambles) puts
the Pack at at 13.5%. Next nationally is Missouri at 15.7%, while the next closet in the ACC is
Wake Forest, with a 19.1% mark.

PICK YOUR POISON: The NC State offense has become well known as fielding a balanced

attack under Dave Doeren - almost 50% run
and 50% pass. Sometimes that scale tips in
one direction, but the Pack is still able to
come away with the win.

NC State has seven wins this season. Take
out the Furman game (production was 242
rushing and 248 passing), and the other six wins are evenly split with the Pack using the
rushing attack to earn three victories and the passing game to get the other three.

QB Ryan Finley has thrown the Pack to victories by outperforming the rushing game in

The last two wins, and in three of the last four wins overall, its been the rushing game that
has led NC State to the victory. The Pack had more rushing then passing yards in wins over
Syracuse, Pitt and Boston College.

PICK YOU VERY MUCH: NC State ranks a respectable-but-not-great 63rd nationally in inter-
ceptions with 8 for the season - a mark that ranks 7th in the ACC. However, the Wolfpack
might lead the nation in interceptions on the opponent’s opening drive.

In three of the Wolfpack’s five ACC victories in 2017, NC State has intercepted a pass on the
opponent’s first offensive possession.

Against Syracuse, CB Johnathan Alston got the pick on the first Orange play of the game.
Clemson got off two plays before FS Tim Kidd-Glass pulled down his first career intercep-
tion. And last week, Boston College drove all the way to the State 17 before nickel Shawn
Boone intercepted a pass in the endzone.

VS. RANKED: The Wolfpack has faced four top 20 teams this season, posting a 2-2 mark
in those contests. NC State had a 27-21 win at 12th-ranked Florida State and a 39-25 victo-
ry over No. 17 Louisville.

This season marks the first time the Pack has defeated two ranked ACC foes in the same
season since 2006, the first time it has beaten two ranked foes since 2010, and the first
time it has defeated two ranked teams in the regular season since 2008.

HARDLY HOME: The Clemson contest marked NC State’s first at home in a month, as the

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has averaged 111.8 yards per contest and has tallied 100+ yards in four of those six games.
His 155 yards versus Clemson was a career high and the most for a Wolfpack player since
Tobais Palmer had 219 yards in 2012 against Clemson.

Harmon, who was named to the Biletnikoff list, has posted six 100-yard receivings games
this season - the 5th-highest tally in school history. For his career, he has six 100-yard
games - tied as the 4th-best mark ever for a Pack player.

He is the first player with at least five 100-yard games in a season since Jerricho Cotchery
had seven in 2000, and only the fifth player in school history with at least five in a season.

With 972 yards in 11 games, Harmon ranks second in the ACC for 2017 (22nd in the FBS)
and 6th in the Wolfpack record books for a single season and the 2nd-best mark ever for a
Pack sophomore.

BOWLING: NC State will be headed to a postseason bowl for the fourth straight year. The

2017 senior class will be just the 7th team in school history to play in four straight bowl
games.

The Wolfpack seniors have been to the 2014 St. Petersburg Bowl (W), the 2015 Belk Bowl
(L) and the 2016 Independence Bowl (W).

As a head coach, Dave Doeren has led his teams to bowl games in six of his seven seasons.

Bryant Award and for the Dodd Coach of the Year Award. Doeren is one of 20 candidates for the
honor.

With two games left to play, the Wolfpack has posted its highest conference win total since 2010
and has a chance to set a school record for league victories.

Now in its 32nd year, the Bryant award recognizes the country’s top college football coaches

for their contributions both on and off the field. The Coach of the Year Award is the only college
coaching honor selected after all bowl games are concluded and is voted on by the National Sports
Media Association. Finalists will be announced in December.

The Dodd Trophy, “college football’'s most coveted coaching award,” celebrates the head coach
of a team who enjoys success on the gridiron, while also stressing the importance of scholarship,
leadership and integrity - the three pillars of legendary coach Bobby Dodd’s philosophy.

MARKING MEYERS: When he signed with NC State out of high school, WR Jakobi Meyers did not
envision his role with the Wolfpack offense would be catching footballs, but it has certainly worked
out for the redshirt-sophomore

He came to NC State and redshirted as a quarterback in 2015. After that season, he was asked to
move to wide receiver and saw sparse playing time in 2013, with just 13 catches in 100 snaps.

This season, Meyers has played a vital role in the Wolfpack offense as slot WR. He ranks third on
the team in receptions (49) and receiving yards (550) and his four receiving TDs ties for the team
best.

Meyers posted 100+ receiving yards in two games this season, including a nine catch, 105 yard
performance against Clemson.

STAMINA: They all weigh over 300 pounds, but the Band of Brothers (aka the Wolfpack’s offensive
line) may have more stamina than any position on the team. Three offensive linemen - RG Tony
Adams, RT Will Richardson and LT Tyler Jones - have played every snap during ACC play this season,
while a fourth - Garrett Bradbury - missed just six snaps after an injury versus Louisville. The fifth
starter - Terronne Prescod - has played every snap in three of six league games this season.

Since ACC play began this season vs. Florida State, the Wolfpack’s starting five offensive linemen
have played 2,672 of 2,730 possible snaps - 98%.

Jones has been the most durable of the Brothers - playing EVERY snap of the Wolfpack last 19 ACC
games!

SPEAKING OF STAMINA: On the other side of the ball, Bradley Chubb has played 86% (432 of 500)

of the team’s snaps during ACC play.

PRATT SCORES: Linebacker Germaine Pratt has scored two touchdowns this season. He returned an

interception 25 yards for a touchdown to ice the win over No. 17 Louisville and recovered a blocked
punt in the endzone at Notre Dame.

Pratt is the first defensive player at NC State to scour a pair of touchdowns in a season since David
Amerson in 2011 - the year he set an ACC record with 13 interceptions. No defensive player has had
three or more TDs in a single season since LaMont Reid in 2002.

The redshirt junior sat out last season after undergoing shoulder surgery and moving from safety to
linebacker.

ENDING THE STREAK: Junior quarterback Ryan Finley’s
nation-leading streak of consecutive throws without an

interception ended at Notre Dame on Oct. 28, when he st e s

threw a pick-six in the third quarter. The streak ended at ' Rk_Quarterback Years Streak

For his career, Finley has thrown just 11 INTs in 737 at-
tempts for a 1.45 interception avoidance mark - second
in school history.

HINES FOR ONE HUNDRED: Junior tailback Nyheim Hines is one of only

two players in the ACC to post 3 straight 100+ rushing games in 2017 (Lamar Jackson is the other).

With two games remaining, the junior is just 156 yards away from 1,000 yards. If he were to break
the 1,000-yard mark, it would give NC State a 1,000-yard rusher for the second straight season, as
Matthew Dayes, now with the Cleveland Browns, rushed for 1,166 yards in 2016.

It would mark the first time NC State has had a 1,000-yard rusher in back-to-back seasons since the
1977 and 1978 campaigns, when the ACC’s all-time leading rusher Ted Brown tallied 1,251 and 1,350
of his 4,602 career yards. In fact, it would be only the fourth time ever that the Pack has fielded
1,000-yard rushers in consecutive seasons and only the second time ever it was accomplished by
two different players (1973 - Willie Burden and 1974 - Stan Fritts).

RECORDS IN REACH: Senior all-purpose back Jaylen Samuels is on track to break or come close to

After tying Torry Holt’s school record with 15 catches in the season opener vs. South Carolina,
Jaylen Samuels had a dozen grabs in the win at Florida State - tying the No. 4 mark in school histo-

ry.

WHERE THERE’S A WILL...: Right tackle Will Richardson made his 2017 debut in Game 3 versus
Furman after sitting out the first two games of the season due to a suspension. His presence was
definitely missed, as redshirt freshmen were forced to start in games 1and 2.

Richardson has been a huge factor (literally: he weights 322 Ibs) in the Pack’s 5-1 ACC record, playing
all 468 offensive snaps against league competition. He was named the ACC Offensive Lineman of
the Week for his performance vs. Louisville.

A Wolfpack run to Richardson’s side iced the wins over Florida State and Syracuse and in each, he
pancaked the opposition. Against FSU, up six with under 3 minutes, facing 3 & 7, his pancake sprung
RB Nyheim Hines for a 15 yards and a first down to run out the clock. Against Syracuse, the Wolf-
pack was up 8 with under a minute and facing 2nd and 8, and he sprung Jaylen Samuels loose for a
9-yard gain.

He has been the high grader on the o-line in six of the past seven games, and his 96% in the win over
No. 17 Louisville and 97% against Pitt were the highest that offensive line coach Dwayne Ledford has
ever awarded.

In his 673 snaps this season, Richardson has not allowed a sack OR a quarterback pressure.

A BASKET CASE: Whoever said you shouldn’t put all your eggs in one basket didn’t have Nyheim
Hines on their football team. The junior running back/returner carries a lot of eggs for the Wolfpack.

Hines, a finalist for the Hornung Award, ranks 17th in the FBS with 140.91 all-purpose yards per
game.

Against Louisville, Hines was everywhere. He touched the ball 29 times - rushing 18-102 yards and
two touchdowns; had two receptions for 15 yards; caught a two point conversion; returned four kicks
for 105 yards; returned three punts; and as gunner on punt coverage, downed a punt on the Cardi-
nals’ two-yard line.

At Pitt, he rushed for a career-high 135 yards on 16 carries, had 2 catches for five yards, 2 punt re-
turns for 94 yards and a 15-yard KOR - a total of 249 yards of total offense. He became the first FBS
player this century to score on an 80+ yard rush and an 80+ yard punt return in the same game. His
92-yard punt return was the 2nd-longest in school history (longest since 1926) and the 5th longest
in ACC history.

Hines, who has been named to the Paul Hornung Award Honor Roll three times this season, ranks
5th in NC State history with 4,320 career all-purpose yards and 2nd in kickoff return yards (2,156).

GOOD PUNTS, GOOD WORKS: Junior punter A.J. Cole has managed to keep his uniform fairly clean in

2017. The preseason candidate for the Ray Guy Award has punted just 49 times this season.

He’s made the most of those opportunities - averaging 44.7 yards per boot - the top mark in the ACC.
22 of his 45 kicks have been downed inside the opponents’ 20. He boasts the longest punt in the ACC
this season (69 yards vs. South Carolina).

Cole has done good work off the field as well. He was recently named to the Allstate AFCA Good
Works team and is a finalist for the Wuerffel Trophy - awards which both honor community service.
Cole has spent his last four spring breaks visiting Nakuru, Kenya on a mission trip.

FINLEY ON FIRE: RS-junior quarterback Ryan Finley has been cho-

Finleys’s 45 completions in the season opener were a school record, while his 415 yards was the
11th-best mark in school history and his 64 attempts ranked second only to Shane Montgomery’s 73
in 1989.

After 23 games at NC State, Finley ranks 5th in school history in career passing yards (6,055), 7th in
touchdowns (34).

THE EX(PERIENCE) FACTOR: NC State is currently starting nine seniors on defense. That’s the
biggest group of seniors starting on defense in the nation and no

other FBS school is starting more than seven (Penn State, Mary- SENIOR STARTERS OND
land and UMass).

Overall, the Wolfpack returned 11 senior starters from last sea-

son - the highest number of returning senior starters in at least the past 25 years. In addition, two
starters from 2015 who sat out last season came back (one of whom - CB Johnathan Alston - is now
starting).

FIRST TIME OUT: 21 players have seen action for NC State for the first time this season, with eight
seeing action from scrimmage.

100-YARD RECEIVERS: In Dave Doeren’s first three years at
NC State, a receiver went over the 100-yard mark just four
times (in 38 games): 3 times in 2013, once in 2014 and none
in 2015.

In the past 24 games, however, that feat has occurred 17
times. On Oct. 5 vs. Louisville, one more yard for junior

Steph Louis would have given the Wolfpack THREE 100-
yard receivers and the Pack had another pair last week against Clemson.

POSTGRADS: NC State has eight post-graduate players in
2017 - one of the highest tallies in the country (t27th) and
tied as the third-highest mark in the ACC.

Cole Cook, Peter Daniel, Ryan Finley, Deonté Holden, Dakwa
Nichols, Jumichael Ramos, Bryan Smith and Carson Wise
each hold undergraduate degrees. Finley, Holden and Wise
are just juniors in eligibility.

ONE MORE ON HINES: Hines is the only player
in school history, one of only four in ACC history,
to tally two 100-yard kickoff returns in a career.

The junior had his first coast-to-coast return as a
freshman against Clemson, and repeated the feat
in the Independence Bowl victory over Vanderbilt.

HAPPY BIRTHDAY: Wolfpack football is celebrating it’s 125th birthday in 2017, just a year
after celebrating the 50th anniversary of the first game in Carter-Finley Stadium. NC State
(then known as The North Carolina College of Agriculture and Mechanic Arts), played its first
football game against a team from the Raleigh Male Academy on March 12, 1892 in what is
now Pullen Park in front of 200 spectators.

A&M'’s team colors were pink and blue. The coaches were professors who had to be con-
vinced annually to coach the students about a game they barely knew themselves. The
length of the first season was a single game, which A&M won 12-6.

From those humble beginnings, NC State University has been competing at the highest
level of college athletics for more than a century, as a charter member of both the South-
ern Conference and, later, the Atlantic Coast Conference. The Wolfpack has played more
than 1,200 games.

HOW THE BAND WAS BORN: Offensive line coach Dwayne Ledford used to ask his brother-
in-law, a former Green Beret, to tell him about the training and preparation that that elite unit
went through with hopes that he could borrow some of the training or motivation techniques
with his players. His brother-in-law recommended that he watch the old Band of Brothers
miniseries on HBO. Before long, Ledford had adopted that name for his offensive line at Ap-
palachian State and he brought it with him when he came to Raleigh in 2016.

So what is the Band of Brothers according to Ledford? “Even though we aren’t related by
blood, we go through things that make us true brothers. The guys in the Band of Brothers be-
lieve that the guy beside you, behind you or in front of you is more important than themselves.
Everything is about the group, not the individual.”

His unit has proudly bought into the concept, and it’s been reflected by their play on the field.

TURNING THE TASSEL: Since Dave Doeren was named the head coach of the Wolfpack in
December of 2012, 87 NC State football student-athletes have earned their degrees. That
means an average of almost 10 players have graduated in each of the past nine graduation
ceremonies!
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GIVING BACK: A cornerstone of Dave Doeren’s vision for Wolfpack football is giving back to the com-
munity. His passion for service has been contagious, as now many members of his team are finding
individual service initiatives, in addition to those they undertake with the team and position groups.

During Doeren’s tenure, his young men have turned in more than 6,000 collective hours of community
service.

BIGGER & STRONGER: Much ado has been
made about the Wolfpack’s strong defen-
sive line for 2017. But the four starters on
that well-publicized group haven’t always
been as strong as they are now. Hard work
in the Wolfpack’s strength and condition-
ing program transformed Bradley Chubb
from a 248 Ib. linebacker to a preseason
All-American at defensive end. And Out-
land Trophy candidate B.J. Hill probably wouldn’t have made that list if he still weighed in at 254 lbs!

COURAGEOUS: After playing a starring role in the NC State football team’s 35-17 victory over Pitts-
burgh on Saturday, junior Darian Roseboro was nominated for the Capital One Orange Bowl-FWAA
Courage Award.

Roseboro’s father, Johnny, passed away on Oct. 7, but Darian did not miss a day’s practice, vowing to
dedicate the game to his father. Roseboro tallied a game-high three tackles for loss, a sack, a quarter-
back pressure and caused a fumble in the Wolfpack’s fourth ACC victory.

The Wolfpack team wore stickers with “J.R.” on their helmets in the contest in solidarity with their
teammate, and head coach Dave Doeren gave Roseboro the game ball following the win.

First presented by the Football Writers Association of America (FWAA) in 2002, criteria for nomina-
tion entails courage on or off the field, including overcoming an injury or physical handicap, preventing
a disaster or living through hardship. During Capital One Orange Bowl week, the winner be included in
festivities and will receive his trophy at an on-field presentation.

QBU: For weeks 2-5 of the 2017 NFL season, NC State became only the fourth school in history to
boast four NFL starting QBs during the same season. Mike Glennon (Chicago Bears), Philip Rivers
(Los Angeles Chargers), Russell Wilson (Seattle Seahawks) and Jacoby Brissett (Indianapolis Colts) all
started this week for their respective teams.

The Wolfpack joined Miami (1993 with Craig Erickson, Jim Kelly, Bernie Kosar, and Vinny Testeverde),
Michigan (2004 with Tom Brady, Brian Griese, Chad Henne, and John Navarre) and USC (2009 with
Matt Leinart, Matt Cassell, Carson Palmer and Mark Sanchez) as the only other schools with four start-
ing QBs in a season.

VERSATILITY: Much has been made of senior Jaylen Samuels’ versatility and the number of ways he
contributes to the team.

Here are two ways his versatility is being recognized:

- Sports lllustrated named him a Ist-team midseason All-American as an all-purpose player and a 2nd-
team choice as a tight end.

- He was named a midseason All-American at tight end on several teams and named to the Biletnikoff
list as a receiver.

FROM 3 STAR TO ALL STAR: The two Wolfpack players who have garnered the most attention this
season - DE Bradley Chubb and H Jaylen Samuels - are living proof of the Wolfpack coaching staff’s
ability to develop players. Chubb and Samuels were both 3-star recruits coming out of high school.

Samuels’ only offers were from NC State, Ball State, Gardner Webb, App State and a late offer from
Wake Forest a week before signing day. Now he’s an All-American.

CARTER-FINLEY STADIUM RECORDS

One of the landmarks of
North Carolina’s capital city,
Carter-Finley Stadium

has gained a reputation as being one
of the nation’s toughest places to play.

The home of the Wolfpack boasts

57,600 permanent seats and is sur-
rounded by acres convenient parking.

CAPACITY: 57,600. Double-decked
with more than 22,000 lower level

sideline seats, almost 18,000 upper
deck seats, 13,000+ endzone seats.

FIRST GAME: Oct. 8, 1966

ORIGINAL COST: $3.7 million. Half
the funds were raised from alumni and
friends and the balance was borrowed.

NAME: The stadium honors Wilbert
James (Nick) Carter (1902-1972) ,
Harry Clifton Carter (1908-1990), and
Albert Earle Finley (1895-1985). The
two Carter brothers graduated from
NC State from the school of Textiles
and became top executives in the J.
P. Stevens Company. They contribut-
ed several hundred thousand dollars
to fundraising for completion of the
stadium.

FIELD: The playing surface at Wayne T.
Day Family Field is built to USGA spec-
ifications for a golf green. The USGA
specification has an elaborate drainage
system and a 10” rootzone mix that is
90% sand and 10% peat. The field has
Tiftway 419 hybrid bermudagrass from
Sandhills turf farm in North Carolina.
The irrigation system consists of 6 “big
gun” sprinklers that spray over 200
gallons per minute. The water source is
well water that is contained in tanks.

PITTSBURGH, PA. - A stout third quarter defense and back-to-back touchdown drives
in the third and fourth quarter led No. 20 NC State to its sixth straight win at Pitts-
burgh. The Wolfpack starts 4-0 in conference action for the first time since the 2002
season, and also reaches bowl eligibility in the fewest games since that same season.

NC State broke a 14-14 tie with 14 unanswered points spanning the third and fourth
quarters. First Jakobi Meyers caught a three-yard Ryan Finley TD pass and Jaylen Sam-
uels rushed in from a yard out on the next possession to build the Pack’s lead to 28-14
early in the fourth.

In the third quarter, NC State limited Pitt to just 47 yards of offense (5 rushing, 41 pass-
ing), and caused three three-and-outs on the Panthers’ four drives.

After a Pitt field goal, NC State iced the game with a 40-yard Samuels TD rush with
2:01 left.

Pitt opened the scoring with a 33-yard TD pass with five minutes to go in the first
quarter, the first time NC State faced a deficit in ACC play this year.

But the Wolfpack answered with back-to-back explosive plays from RB Nyheim Hines.
First it was an 83-yard TD run - the seventh-longest rush in school history - then on his
next touch he returned a punt 92-yards for his second TD. That was the second-lon-
gest PR in school history and the longest since 1926.

NC State once again grabbed the lead, this time on the second play of the second
quarter. QB Ryan Finley found WR Kelvin Harmon from 15 yards out. The Irish then
scored 14 unanswered and held a 21-14 lead.

Notre Dame would tack on a pair of TDs in the third quarter to go ahead 35-14.

NC State 21-10 in the second half to claim a 38-31 win at Carter-Finley Stadium.

The Tigers (8-1, 6-1 ACC) scored a pair of TDs in the third quarter. The Wolfpack (6-3,
4-1) cut the lead to seven just three minutes into the fourth, but Clemson turned a Pack
interception into an insurance touchdown to go up 10 with just over six minutes left
for the win.

After a NC State field goal cut it to 38-31 with 1:50 left, Clemson recovered the onside
kick and ran the clock down to 1:31.
