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OVERVIEW 5  
The Canadian economy showed renewed 

vigor after two months of sluggishness in 
overall output. A rebound in retail sates 
and housing starts led the gain, while 
exports to the United States continued to 
grow. This strength appears to have 
continued, as employment expanded 
rapidly in May, with full-time jobs leading 
the increase. Consumer confidence in the 
first quarter snapped back from a dip in the 
previous quarter. This increased 
confidence in the future course of the 
economy was reflected in an acceleration of 
consumer credit demand in March. 
Confidence dipped after the stock market 
crash in October, but rebounded as 
evidence mounts that the economy has 
shrugged off the effect of the crash. 

VUE GENERALE* 
L'économie canadienne se ravive après

The external sector showed vigorous 
growth in March, although Easter may 
have had an effect on the data. Exports rose 
by 3.7%, while imports jumped by 10%, 
leading to a sharp contraction of the 
merchandise trade surplus. The increase in 
exports during the first quarter 
accompanied strong gains in some of the 
major OECD economies. Real GNP in the 
United States posted a revised gain of 1%, 
while West Germany recorded a 1.5% 
increase. As well, the U.S. merchandise 
trade deficit shrank rapidly in March, as 
export growth outstripped import demand. 

The trend of the major indices of 
inflation was little changed in April. The 
CPI continued to rise at an annual rate of 
about 4.0%. The rate ofincreaseof 
manufacturing prices was stable at 0.2%, 
while raw materials prices declined for the 
fifth consecutive month. The drop in 
commodity prices largely reflected lower 
oil prices, and was mirrorred in lower 
export and import prices. Short-term 
interest rates rose by a haifa percentage 
point early in June. 

Employment growth picked-up to 0.6% 
in May, with full-time jobs posting a record 
monthly increase. The gain in employment 
was led by services and construction. 
Bottlenecks in the labour market have not 
appeared, however, as a sharp increase in 
labour force participation kept the 
unemployment rate at 7.8%.

OUTPUT - Sharp Increase in March 

Real monthly Gl)P rose sharply (0.9%) 
in March, after little change in the 
previous two months. The return to higher 
rates of growth was led by 
services-producing industries. Output in 
servicesjurnped by 1.2% in March, after 
little change in the previous two months. 
(Subsequently, employment in services 
surged ahead in May). The increase in 
output of services reflected large increases 
in domestic and external trade, which was 
mirrored in a sharp gain in the 
transportation industry. The financial 
industry also posted a large increase, 
partly due to a strengthening of the real 
estate market. 

Goods production increased by 0.6% in 
March, to reverse the declines recorded in 
the previous two months. The largest 
turnaround was in construction, tip 1.1% 
after declining steadily over the previous 
three months. The upturn in construction 
reflected a rebound in housing construction 
as housing starts recovered by 11% in 
March. Non-residential building 
construction also rose in March, after a 
small dip in February. 

Manufacturing output rose 0.4%, after a 
1.3% drop in February. Mining output 
fared better, up 1.4%, as producers of metal 
ores boosted production in response to 
higher metal prices early in 1988. 

LABOUR MARKETS - Full Time 
Employment Surges Ahead in May 

Labour market conditions improved in 
May, with total employment up 0.6%. As 
important was an improvement in full-time 
jobs, up 1.2%, relative to part-time jobs, 
down 2.8%. The gain in full-time 
employment will boost income growth, and 
was the largest monthly gain in the current 
expansion.

Housing and Retail Sales Strengthen

DEMANDE DES MENAGES - 
Raffermissement des ventes de logements

Retail sales rose by 3.1% in volume in 
March, to more than recoup the combined 
2% drop in January and February. Sales of 
durable goods led the increase. Auto sales 
jumped in response to rebates, but 
non-automotive sales still contributed over 
half of the increase. Furniture and 
appliance sales picked-up in response to 
rising house sales and housing starts. 
March sales of goods related to Easter 
(such as flowers and clothing) were 
particularly strong, reflecting the timing of 
Easter on the first day of April this year.

The upturn in retail sales accompanied 
a rebound of the Conference Board's index 
of consumer confidence in the first quarter. 
The index climbed back to an historically 
high level of 123.5, after dipping to 119.8 in 
the fourth quarter of 1987 following the 
stock market crash. Confidence was 
highest in Quebec, closely followed by 
Ontario. 

Housing starts continued to rebound 
from declines in the second half of 1987. 
Starts edged-up to 227,000 (at annual 
rates) in May, the fourth consecutive 
monthly increase. 
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The strengthening of housing demand 
was reflected in other housing market 
indicators. Resales of existing homes rose 
sharply in March. The inventory of newly 
completed but unoccupied dwellings slowed 
to an increase of only 0.5% in April, 
following rises averaging 3.7% in each of 
the first three months of 1988. 
Employment in construction rose by 2,4% 
in May, after decreasing in the previous 
two months. 

REGIONAL - Employment Slows in 
Ontario, Accelerates in Quebec

The 
unemployment rate in Ontario, however, 
remained the lowest in the country at 4.9% 
.\lberta continued to post the largest 
'mnployment gains of the Western 
pruvinces, up a further 0.8% in May. 

Retail sales in March showed the largest 
increases in central Canada. Nominal 
eIij1 sales rose by 3.7% in Quebec and 

3.5% in Ontario, compared to a national 
average of 3.3%. These results are 
consistent with the Conderence Board's 
tinding that consumer confidence was 
highest in Quebec and Ontario in the first 

'i r te r.

The merchandise trade surplus was cut 
in half in March, declining to $578 million. 
Imports rebounded sharply, after declining 
in the previous two months, to their second 
highest monthly level on record. Exports 
continued to progress slowly, up 3.7% in 
the month. 

The strengthening of import demand, up 
10% in March, accompanied a diffuse 
increase in domestic demand. As a result, 
virtually all components of imports rose in 
the month, with the exception of 
automotive products. Imports of machinery 
and equipment posted a further gain, 
rising 5.5% to a record high level. Demand 
for office machinery and equipment led this 
increase. Imports of non-automotive 
consumer goods also rose sharply (14%), 
coincident with buoyant retail sales in 
March. 
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Imports of automotive products fell 
sharply again in March, despite the large 
gain in total imports. Imports of 
automotive goods declined 10% in March, 
bringing the cumulative decline to 25% 
since December 1987. Most of these drops 
originated in motor vehicle parts, and not 
trucks and passenger cars. 

Exports rose in March, with three - 
quarters of the increase destined for the 
United States. Higher demand for energy 
products, up 19%, led the gain. Exports of 
energy products have been highly - volatile 
on a monthly basis since early 1987. Most 
other components of exports were little

PRICES - Raw Materials Prices 
Decline Again, CPI Eases Slightly 

The unadjusted Consumer Price Index 
eased from a 0.5% increase in March to 
0.4% in April. The year-over-year rate of 
inflation stood at 4.0% in April. 

Prices of durable goods fell by 0.2% in 
April. Prices fell for household furnishings 
and appliances, while rebates served to 
lower car prices by 0.5%. 

Prices of semi - and non-durable goods 
rose by 0.8%, to offset the drop in durable 
goods. Energy prices rebounded by 1.2%, 
after declines in each of the previous three 
months. Higher provincial taxes accounted 
for most of the 0.8% increase in the tobacco 
and alcohol index. 

The price of services rose 0.2%, 
compared to 1% in March, as housing costs 
slowed markedly. 

The rate of increase of Industry Product 
Prices remained stable at 0.2% in April. A 
sharp increase in primary metals (3.7%) 
continued to put upward pressure on prices 
Metal prices rose sharply for nickel, copper 
and aluminum. These increases were 
largely offset by a 2.2% drop in petroleum 
prices. This was the sixth decline in the 
past seven months, over which time the 
price ofoil declined by a total of 10%. Most 
other manufacturing prices were little 
changed in the month. 

The Raw Materials Price Index 
decreased by 0.4% in April, the fifth 
straight monthly decline. Most of the 
decline in April originated in lower oil 
prices, which have a weight of 45% in the 
overall index. Oil prices fell 2.9% in April, 
bringing the total decline since last August 
to 22%.

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The slump in commodity prices trade in 
international markets also was reflected in 
lower export prices early in 1988. Export 
prices received declined by 2.7% in March, 
after little change in ["ebruary and a 1% 
drop in January. Lower prices for food and 
energy products led the decline. Import 
prices also eased early in 1988, declining a 
further 2.8% in March. Lower prices for end 
products accounted for most of this 
downward pressure, reflecting the 
appreciation of the value of the Canadian 
dollar in foreign exchange markets. The 
trade - weighted value of the dollar rose by 
4.8% in the first three months of 1988.

FINANCIAL MARKETS - Consumer 
Credit Jumps in March; Dollar 
Stabilizes 

Consumer demand for credit posted its 
largest increase in over a year in March. 
The 1.9% increase coincided with a sharp 
gain in retail sales in the month, and 
improved consumer confidence in the 
economic outlook early in 1988. Business 
demand for credit also showed continued 
robust growth, rising by 0.9% in April after 
increasing by an average of 0.7% per 
month in February and March. 
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Foreign exchange reserves rose by $1.1 
billion in April. This followed a total 
increase of $4.3 billion in the first three 
months of the year, when the international 
value of the Canadian dollar was rising 
more rapidly. 

In May, the trade - weighted value of the 
Canadian dollar fell fractionally. This 
followed a total increase of 5.7% between 
1)ecember and April. The stabilizing of the 
exchange rate followed a small increase in 
U.S. interest rates early in May. Interest 
rates in Canada were little changed in 
May, before short-term rates rose a half of 
a percentage point early in June.

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ECONOMIES INTERNATIONALES - 
Hausse clu PNB aux Etats-Unis, vive 
reduction du deficit commercial 

La croissancedu PNB reel aux Etats-Unis 
au premier trimestre de 1988 est révisée a Ia 
hausse et atteint presque 1 %. Elle avait 
d'abord été fixée a 0.6 %. Cette augmentation 
est attribuable aux exportation s et aux 
dépenses des consommateurs, qul sont révisées 
ala hausse de $10.7 milliardset cle $2.7 
milliards respectivement, et a la diminution de 
$2.5 milliards des importations. 

La diminution du deficit commercial de 
$9.75 milliards en mars devrait alimenter une 
économie en expansion. Le deficit recule de 
30% par rapport a son niveau de $13.83 
milliards de février. Dans l'ensemble, Ic deficit 
commercial des Etats-Unis est en baisse de 
12.7 % au premier trimestre, ce qui en fait 
l'amélioration trimestrielle Ia plus importante 
depuis lequatrième trimestrede 1982. 

La production industrielle s'accroitde 0.7% 
en avril, Ia hausse Ia plus forte en six mois. La 
progression en avril fait suite a de lentes 
augmentations de 0.4% en janvier et de 0.2 % 
en mars. La production avait été stable en 
février. La croissance de Ia production s'était 
ralentie lorsque les fabricants, en particulier 
ceux du secteur automobile, avaient essayé de 
réduire les stocks. L'augmentation en avril 
rend compte d'une hausse de 0.9 % de la 
production de hiens durables et d'une 
progression de 0.4% de celle de biens non 
durab I es. 

Le taux de chômage s'accroit legerement en 
mai, alors qu'il était tornbé en avril a son 
niveau le plus bas des quatorze dernières 
années (5.4 %). Avec une augmentation de 0.2 
point, Ic taux de 5.6 % de mai constitue Ia 
premiere augmentation depuis octobre.

INTERNATIONAL -U.S. GNP up; 
Trade Deficit Shrinks Rapidly 

Real GNP growth in the United States 
for the first quarter of 1988 was revised 
upward to almost 1%. It was previously 
reported at 0.6%. Exports and consumer 
spending, revised up by $10.7 billion and 
$2.7 billion respectively, and lower imports 
of $2.5 billion accounted for the change. 

The lower trade deficit in March of $9.75 
billion fuelled the buoyant economy. It 
registered a 30% decline over the February 
deficit of$13.83 billion. Overall, the U.S. 
trade deficit fell 12.7% over the first 
quarter, marking the biggest quarterly 
improvement since fourth quarter 1982. 

Industrial production shot up 0.7% in 
April, the biggest gain in six months. The 
April advance followed sluggish increases 
of 0.4% in January and 0.2% in March. No 
change was reported for February. 
Production gains had slowed as 
manufacturers, particularly in the auto 
industry, tried to reduce inventories. The 
April growth reflects a 0.9% increase in the 
production of durable goods and a 0.4% rise 
in non-durable goods production. 

The unemployment rate rose slightly in 
May from April's fourteen year low of 5.4% 
Increasing 0.2 percentage points, the May 
rate of 5.6% marks the first increase since 
October. Inflation remains moderate, 
however, rising 0.4% in April, unchanged 
from March. 
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Japan's trade surplus declined to $6.75 
billion (U.S.) in April from $7.54 billion 
(U.S.) a year earlier. The surplus has been 
contracting steadily for 12 consecutive 
months. The surplus with the United 
States alone has fallen to $4.13 billion from 
$5.13 billion over the same time period. 
Increased prices, clue to the stong yen, have 
resulted in declining U.S. sales ofJapanese 
products and a slowing in the demand for 
exports. Car exports alone, to the U.S., 
have decreased more than 20% in April.

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Industrial production declined 0.9%, the 
first drop since May, 1987 posted a fall of 
1.7%. Against year earlier levels, 
production in April was up I 1°k. This 
reflects a slight rise over March's 10.8% 
gain, but a contraction from February's 
12.4% growth. New business investment in 
plant and equipment is, however, expected 
to increase 8.8% in fiscal year 1988. 
Expanding domestic demand rather than 
export demand is fuelling the growth. 

La production industrielle se replie de 0.9 
pour Ia premiere fois depuis Ia baisse de 1.7% 
en mai 1987. La production en avril augmente 
de ii % par rapport a un an plus tat, cc qui 
constitue une legCre progression par rapport a 
Ia hausse de 10.8 % enregistrée en mars, mais 
une baisse par rapport a celle de 12.4% 
observée en fCvricr.

Le taux de chOmage continue de perdre du 
terrain au Royaume-Uni, oi ii diminue pour 
le vingtième rnois consCcutif en avril pour 
tomber a un nouveau minimum de 8.8 %. Le 
nombre de chômeurs baisse de 49,000 pour 
s'inscrireà 2,455,000, son niveau Ic plus has 
depuis 1981. 

En dépit d'une forte degradation du deficit 
commercial en avril, qui passe a 1.125 milliard 
($2.65 milliards E.-U.), contre 885 millions en 
mars, la demande intéricure demeure 
vigoureuse. Les ventes au detail augmentent 
de 7.8 % au premier trimestre par rapport a Ia 
période correspondante de l'année precédente, 
et en avril, de 4.5 % par rapport a avril 1987. 
La production industrielle surmonte sa 
stagnation et progresse de 1.2 % en mars, après 
une haisse de 2.1 % en fOvrier. 

L'économie de l'Allemagne de l'Ouest se 
redresse au premier trimestre de 1988, le PNB 
réels'accroissantde 1.5%. La croissance pour 
l'ensemble de 1987 s'établit a 1.7 %. Le 
gouvernernent avait prCvu une croissance du 
PNB superieureà 2% pour 1988, en l'absence 
de tout facteur contraire. La poussée de 
l'activitC dans le secteur de la construction, en 
raison d'un hiver doux, a contribué a la 
progressiondu premier trimestre. 

L'excédent commercial de Ia France atteint 
en mars son niveau Ic plus Clevé des quinze 
derniers mois, avec 1.8 milliard de francs ($388 
millions E.-U.). On avait enregistré des deficits 
en févrieret en janvier de 5.2 milliards et de 
600 millions de francs respectivement. 
L'augmeritation de 10.5 % des exportations de 
produits industriels en mars est la cause 
principale de cette amelioration. 

The unemployment rate continued its 
downward spiral in the United kingdom. 
It fell for its 21st consecutive month in 
April to a new low of 8.8%. The number of 
unemployed fell by 49,000 to a level of 
2,455,000, the lowest figure since 1981. 

Although the trade deficit widened 
sharply in April to £1 .125 billion ($2.61 
billion U.S.) from £885 million in March, 
domestic demand remains high. Retail 
sales expanded 7.8% in the first quarter 
over a year ago, and April is up 4.5% over 
last April's sales. Industrial production has 
overcome its sluggishness. March heralded 
a 1.2% gain compared with February's 
decline of 2.1%. 

The West German economy rebounded 
in the first quarter of 1988 with real GNP 
growing 1.5%. Growth for all of 1987 was 
1.7%. The Government has predicted GNP 
growth of over 2% for 1988 barring any 
major changes. Soaring building activity, 
attributable to the mild winter, aided the 
first quarter expansion. 

The March trade surplus in France set 
a fifteen month record, at 1.8 billion francs 
($388 million U.S.). Deficits had been 
reported in February and January of 5.2 
billion francs and 600 million francs 
respectively. March's 10.5% rise in exports 
of industrial goods was primarily 
responsible for the improvement.

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• The Federal Government introduced 
supplementary spending estimates of

• Socialist Francois Mitterand began his 
second seven-year term as President in 
France following his May 8th election 
win over former conservative Prime 
Minister Jacques Chirac. Michel 
Rochard, also a socialist, was named the 
new Prime Minister on May 10th. 

• In the United States, the Chase 
Manhattan Bank raised its prime 
lending rate on May 11 to 9% from 8.5%. 
This is the first increase in the prime 
rate since the October stock market 
crash. 

• United States President Ronald Reagan 
vetoed the new U.S. omnibus trade bill 
May 24th. Included in the bill was the 
implementation of the International 
Harmonized Commodity Coding and 
Description Convention and the 
Harmonized Tariff Schedule. 

• The U.S. federal budget for fiscal year 
1989 was passed May 26th. It projects 
spending of $1.1 trillion and a deficit just 
under the Gramm-Rudman balanced 
budget law's ceiling of $146 billion. 

• Britain announced its public sector 
borrowing requirements (PSBR) as a 
surplus of 993 million ($2.3 billion 
U.S.) for April. The Government is 
projecting a surplus of 3.2 billion for 
fiscal year 1989. 

• Major clearing banks in Britain all cut 
their base lending rates by 0.5 
percentage points, May 17. The new 
interest rate of 7.5% is the lowest in 10 
years.
