
	» Florida State plays its final ACC road game this week, traveling to Pittsburgh to take on Pitt. The Seminoles are 8-0 
this season and 6-0 in the ACC, both their best marks since 2014, after a 41-16 win at Wake Forest last week. 

	» Florida State is No. 4 in this week’s Associated Press poll. It is the ninth consecutive week FSU has been ranked in 
the top-5, the program’s longest streak since 2013-14 when Florida State was in the top-5 for 27 consecutive polls. 

	» The win over Wake Forest extended the Seminoles’ winning streak to 14 games, the longest active streak in the ACC 
and 3rd-longest active streak in the country. During its streak, which is also tied for the 6th-longest in program 
history, Florida State has outscored its opponents 585-255. 

	» FSU has scored at least 30 points in 14 straight games, the longest active streak in the nation and the 2nd-longest 
streak in ACC history, trailing only FSU’s 17 consecutive games from 2012-14. 

	» The Seminoles boast one of the nation’s best pass defenses, leading the country in both fewest passing touchdowns 
allowed (3) and opponent completion percentage (49.4) and ranking 5th in opponent passer rating (101.59). 

	» FSU is the only team in the nation forcing more incompletions than completions allowed. The last time a P5 team 
held its opponents below 50 percent completions in a season was 2018, when Michigan and LSU posted marks of 
49.5 and 49.7 percent, respectively. 

	» Florida State was the only team in the country that did not allow a passing touchdown in October, and the Seminoles 
led the nation in opponent completion percentage (41.7), yards per pass allowed (4.2) and opponent passer rating 
(72.41) in October while also producing the ACC’s best scoring defense (14.0) that ranked 10th nationally. 

	» FSU has held four consecutive opponents to fewer than 140 passing yards, the longest streak by the Seminoles since 
1999 and the longest by an ACC team since Boston College in 2021 (via ESPN Stats & Info). 

	» Florida State leads the ACC and ranks 11th in the country in red zone offense, converting 93.9 percent of red zone 
drives into points, and its 24 red zone touchdowns are 2nd in the conference. FSU also ranks 16th nationally in red 
zone defense, allowing points on just 73.1 percent of opponents’ drives that reach the 20-yard line. 

	» The Seminoles are one of nine teams nationally to have a receiver and a rusher with a three-touchdown game this 
season. Keon Coleman caught a career-high three scores vs. No. 5 LSU, and Trey Benson tied his single-game career-
high with three rushing scores vs. Southern Miss. Coleman is one of 25 receivers nationally with a three-touchdown 
game this year, and Benson is one of 58 players with three rushing scores in a game. 

	» Florida State’s defense has faced 49 plays inside their 10-yard line this season and allowed just 11 touchdowns. In 
the 45-24 win over No. 5 LSU, the Seminoles faced 10 snaps inside their own 5-yard line and allowed only two scores. 
On LSU’s first drive of the game, the Tigers had six plays inside the five-yard line, including four snaps from the 1-yard 
line, and the FSU defense forced a turnover on downs with a 13-yard sack on 4th-and-1. During FSU’s three-game 
homestand the defense faced only 10 total snaps inside its 10-yard line and allowed one touchdown. Syracuse did 
not have a snap inside the 10-yard line and took only one snap inside FSU’s 15-yard line. 

	» Mike Norvell is 20-5 (.800) in November as a head coach, including 11-2 (.846) on the road.

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BENSON POWERS FSU VICTORY AT WAKE
	» Trey Benson and Keon Coleman both scored a pair of 

touchdowns in No. 4 Florida State's 41-16 win at Wake 
Forest on Oct. 28.

	» With the win, FSU improved to 8-0 overall and 6-0 in the 
ACC, the Noles best start since 2014.

	» FSU is 31-9-1 all-time against Wake Forest, with a 10-5 
mark in Winston-Salem.

	» Benson caught an 80-yard touchdown from Jordan Travis, 
the longest pass of Travis's career, FSU's longest pass 
since 2019 and the first receiving touchdown for Benson. With his 85-yard touchdown run against Virginia 
Tech, Benson is the first player in FSU history with an 80-yard TD catch and run in his career.

	» Travis completed 22 passes for 359 yards and accounted for four touchdowns. Eight different Noles 
caught a pass of at least 20 yards, most in a game in school history.

	» FSU out-passed Wake Forest 382-82, the Noles largest passing difference in a game since 2012, when FSU 
had 448 passing yards to Boston College's 129 (+319). FSU held its 4th consecutive opponent to under 150 
passing yards for the first time since 1999. 

SECOND HALF PROPELS NOLES PAST NO. 16 DUKE
	» No. 4 Florida State outscored No. 16 Duke 21-0 in the second half to 

secure a 38-20 win over the Blue Devils.
	» FSU is now 61-12-1 all-time on Homecoming, with 10 straight wins.
	» The Noles also remained undefeated all-time against Duke (22-0), the 

most wins without a loss by one current Power 5 team vs. another in 
the Poll Era (since 1936). This was just the third matchup with both 
teams ranked (1994, 2013).

	» FSU allowed just 76 passing yards and held the Blue Devils scoreless 
in the second half. It was FSU's second straight second-half shutout.

	» The win was FSU's fifth under head coach Mike Norvell when trailing 
by at least 10 points, including Clemson and Duke in 2023. It was 
Norvell's 13th win of his career when trailing by double digits. The win was also the Noles first under Norvell 
when trailing after the third quarter.

	» Quarterback Jordan Travis accounted for three touchdowns - two passing, one rushing - and broke FSU's 
all-time total offense record on his 4th quarter TD run. He finished with 268 passing yards and 62 rushing 
yards.

	» Kick returner Deuce Spann returned a kickoff 99 yards for a touchdown, his first career kickoff return TD. 
Spann's kickoff return touchdown began a 31-3 run to end the game for the Seminoles.

	» Shyheim Brown earned his first career interception to extend FSU's streak with a takeaway to 12 games, 
the Noles longest since 2012-14 (20 games). 

DEFENSE SHUTS DOWN SYRACUSE
	» No. 4 Florida State improved to 14-2 all-time and 8-0 in Tallahassee 

against Syracuse with a 41-3 win over the Orange.
	» FSU held Syracuse to three points for the second straight year, 

outscoring the Orange 79-6 over the last two years. It was the 6th 
time in program history and first since 2012-14 that the Seminoles 
held an ACC opponent to three points or fewer in back-to-back games.

	» Keon Coleman electrified the sell-out crowd, accounting for 247 
all-purpose yards. He caught 9 passes for 140 yards and returned 6 
punts for 107 yards, joining Peter Warrick as the only players in FSU 
history with 100+ receiving and punt return yards in the same game.

	» FSU did not turn the ball over for the 3rd straight game. The Noles are 2nd nationally with just four 
turnovers on the season.

 
BENSON STARS VS. VIRGINIA TECH
	» Trey Benson needed just 11 carries to rush for 200 yards in the 39-17 

win vs. Virginia Tech, breaking off touchdown runs of 62 and 85 yards 
in the second half. Those are the longest runs of his career and FSU's 
longest runs of the season.

	» It was FSU's first 200-yard rushing game since Dalvin Cook in 2016, 
and Benson is the first Seminole with multiple 60-yard touchdown 
runs in a game since Chris Thompson in 2012.

	» Benson set the FSU single-game record with 18.2 yards per carry (min. 
10 att.), breaking Warrick Dunn's record from 1995. Benson's 200 rushing yards are the 5th-most in Doak 
Campbell Stadium's 74-season history, and the 2nd-most in the ACC this year.

	» The Noles ran out to a 22-0 lead in the first quarter behind a pair of Johnny Wilson touchdown catches and 
Lawrance Toafili's 28-yard run. It was the most points scored and largest lead after the first 15 minutes 
for an ACC team against an FBS opponent this season. It was FSU’s largest first-quarter margin since a 28-0 
lead over Charleston Southern on Sept. 10, 2016. The last time FSU held at least a 22-point lead at the end 
of the first quarter against an FBS opponent was a 28-0 lead over Syracuse on Nov. 16, 2013.

	» No. 8 Florida State beat No. 5 LSU, 45-24, on Sept. 3 at Camping 

World Stadium in Orlando, Florida. With the victory, the Seminoles are 
now 11-0-2 all-time in Orlando, with 10 consecutive wins.

	» FSU improved to 3-0 in season openers played in Orlando, previously 
defeating No. 11 Ole Miss 45-34 in 2016 and beating Duke 70-26 in 
1995. FSU's 45 points against LSU were its most against a ranked 
opponent since that Ole Miss game in 2016.

	» FSU’s 45 points against No. 5 LSU tied for the most points against a top-5 opponent in a season opener in 
the poll era, dating back to the first AP poll in 1936. The last time a team scored 45 points against a top-5 
opponent in a season opener was 1968 when No. 3 Notre Dame defeated No. 5 Oklahoma 45-21 (via ESPN 
Stats & Info).

	» Florida State scored 45 points against a top-5 opponent for the fifth time in program history and first time 
since a 51-14 win at No. 3 Clemson in 2013. The other times were a 46-29 victory over No. 2 Virginia Tech in 
the Jan. 4, 2000, National Championship Game, a 51-31 victory at No. 3 Michigan in 1991 and a 48-6 win over 
No. 5 Kentucky in 1964.

	» FSU scored 31 points after halftime vs. No. 5 LSU, the most second-half points against a top-5 opponent 
in program history. It also was the most second-half points nationally against a top-5 opponent in a 
non-playoff game since September 26, 2020, when Kansas State scored 31 second-half points at No. 3 
Oklahoma. That has only happened two other times since the beginning of the 2014 season, both in 2018 - 
Purdue scored 35 second-half points against No. 2 Ohio State and Ohio State scored 38 second-half points 
against No. 4 Michigan. The only other teams to score at least 31 points in a game against a top-5 opponent 
this season are Texas (34-24 win over No. 3 Alabama) and Stanford (42-33 loss to No. 5 Washington).

	» At Clemson, Travis was 21-for-37 for 289 yards and three more 
touchdowns - two passing, one rushing - to lead FSU to a 31-24 overtime 
win, snapping the Tigers' 7-game win streak in the series and 25-game 
home conference winning streak.

	» Travis's game-winning TD pass to Keon Coleman - from 24 yards in 
the first overtime - set a new FSU record for TD responsibility, also 
passing Weinke (81).

	» With his four touchdowns - 3 passing, 1 rushing - at Wake, Travis has 
accounted for multiple touchdowns in 15 consecutive games, the 
longest active streak in the country and breaking a tie with 2013 
Heisman Trophy winner Jameis Winston for the longest in Florida 
State history.

	» Travis is the 3rd ACC player in the last 20 years with a multi-TD streak of 
at least 15 games, joining 2020 Heisman Trophy finalist Trevor Lawrence 
(17) and 2021 Heisman Trophy finalist Kenny Pickett (16).

	» Travis has thrown at least one touchdown in 20 consecutive games, the 
longest streak by an FSU quarterback since Winston’s 27-game streak in 
2013-14.

	» Travis has thrown two interceptions this season, the 4th-fewest 
nationally among quarterbacks with at least 200 attempts. As a team, 
the Noles have committed just four turnovers, 2nd-fewest in the country.

	» With 8,068 career passing yards and 1,979 career rushing yards, Travis is 
one of four active members of the 8,000-1,900 club.

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	» Travis passed for 342 yards with a career-high four touchdown passes in 
FSU's 45-24 win over No. 5 LSU. He tied his career high with five total TDs 
after adding a one-yard touchdown run and was named the ACC QB of 
the Week and Maxwell Award Player of the Week.

	» Nationally, he is the only player with at least four touchdown passes 
and a touchdown run against a Top-5 team in the regular season over 
the past 10 seasons.

	» Travis's QBR in the second half against LSU was 99.9, the highest for any 
player in the country since FSU's Heisman Trophy winner Jameis Winston 
had a perfect 100.0 in the first half against Maryland in 2013 (min. 10 
attempts, per ESPN Stats & Info).

	» Including his 2018 season at Louisville, Travis has accounted for 95 
touchdowns and 10,047 yards of total offense. He is 11th in ACC history 
in total touchdowns and one of 16 players in league history to account 
for over 10,000 yards of total offense.

	» At Wake Forest, Travis completed 22 passes for a season-high 359 yards, 
including an 80-yard touchdown to Trey Benson, the longest completion 
of his career and FSU's longest pass since 2019.

	» Travis accounted for 306 of FSU's 351 first-half yards against the Demon 
Deacons, leading the Noles to a 34-7 halftime advantage. The last time 
FSU had 34 points and 350 yards in the first half against a Power 5 team 
was 2013 vs. Syracuse.

	» With two rushing touchdowns against Syracuse, Travis has seven career 
games with multiple rushing touchdowns.

	» In 2022, Travis was the fourth FSU player with at least 3,000 total yards and 30 total touchdowns 
in a season, joining Heisman Trophy winners Charlie Ward in 1993, Chris Weinke in 2000 and Jameis 
Winston in 2013.

	» In limited action this year, redshirt junior Tate Rodemaker is 6-for-7 for 156 yards, three touchdowns and 
a 414.3 pass efficiency rating. Two of his touchdowns came against Southern Miss, matching his career 
touchdown total.

	» True freshman Brock Glenn and redshirt freshman AJ Duffy both played against Southern Miss. It was 
Glenn's first career action and he had a 34-yard run on his first play. Duffy played three games in 2022 
and completed two passes for 26 yards, including a 16 yarder in FSU's 49-17 win vs. Louisiana for his first 
collegiate touchdown.

	» Junior receiver Keon Coleman wore a Peter Warrick t-shirt during warmups 

before the Syracuse game and ended it by joining Warrick as the only 
Seminoles with over 100 receiving and punt return yards in a game.

	» Coleman caught nine passes for 140 yards and a 58-yard touchdown and 
added six punt returns for 107 yards, with a 72-yard return. Warrick had a 
pair of 100-100 games in his Seminole career.

	» Coleman's 247 all-purpose yards rank 14th in FSU single-game history.
	» Coleman caught a one-handed pass in the first quarter, one of many 

highlights for the junior against the Orange. His 72-yard punt return is the 
longest non-TD punt return in FSU history and 18th-longest overall; it is FSU's longest PR since 2018 and the 
longest return in the ACC this year, and his 107 punt return yard are 4th-most in a game nationally in 2023.

	» Coleman caught a 24-yard TD in overtime that proved to be the game winner at Clemson and got FSU on the 
board with a 7-yard score in the second quarter.

	» Coleman caught nine passes for 122 yards vs. No. 5 LSU, and his three touchdown catches were the 
most for a Seminole in his FSU debut. His three TD catches were the most for a Seminole since Auden Tate 
caught three in the 2017 Independence Bowl; are tied for the most in the ACC this season; and was FSU's 
first three-TD game in a season opener since Nick O'Leary - now in his first year on FSU's staff - caught 
three at Pitt in 2013 to begin FSU's national championship run.

	» Coleman added three catches for 48 yards and another touchdown against Southern Miss. He produced a 
highlight-reel hurdle in the second quarter of the Noles 66-13 win before catching a six-yard touchdown on 
the following play.

	» Coleman added 7 catches, 66 yards and two more touchdowns at Wake 
Forest. He enters the Pitt game with 9 touchdown catches - the most in 
the ACC and the most for a Seminole since 2019. He also leads FSU with 38 
catches and 538 receiving yards.

	» Coleman and Johnny Wilson were both on the preseason Biletnikoff Watch 
List. Wilson added seven catches for 104 yards against LSU, the first time 
since 2018 at NC State that FSU had multiple players cross the 100-yard 
receiving mark. Wilson led FSU with 105 receiving yards at Boston College, 
his 5th career 100-yard game.

	» Wilson has led FSU in receiving yards the last four games he has appeared 
- vs. Duke (58 yards), Virginia Tech (54, with 2 touchdowns), at Clemson (94) 
and at Boston College (105). Coleman led FSU in receiving yards against LSU 
(122), Southern Miss (48) and Syracuse (140). Running back Trey Benson led FSU with 100 receiving yards at 
Wake Forest, thanks to an 80-yard touchdown catch.

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	» Wilson caught his first two TDs of the year against the Hokies. His 68 receptions and 1,312 receiving yards 
at FSU are active career highs on the team.

	» Coleman was one of a season-high 11 players to catch a pass against the Golden Eagles. True freshmen 
Hykeem Williams and Destyn Hill caught the first passes of their career, while true freshman Vandrevius 
Jacobs caught a 13-yard touchdown on his first career catch in the second half. 

	» Hill made his first career start and caught a career-long 30-yard pass against Virginia Tech. Kentron Poitier 
earned his first career start against Syracuse.

	» Williams scored his first career TD on a 44-yard catch-and-run vs. Syracuse. For the season, 17 Seminoles 
have scored at least one touchdown.

	» Receiver Deuce Spann did a bit of everything through two games - completed a 17-yard pass on 3rd-and-1 
against LSU, his first career pass attempt; had a 15-yard run against Southern Miss, and caught a 23-yard 
pass against the Golden Eagles.

	» Spann electrified the Doak Campbell Stadium crowd with a 99-yard kickoff return for a TD against No. 16 
Duke.

	» Junior Darion Williamson caught a 10-yard touchdown to open the scoring against Southern Miss, the first 
touchdown of his career.

	» In his first game as a Seminole, tight end Jaheim Bell scored FSU's final two touchdowns of the night 
against LSU - a 44-yard catch and run, the Noles longest play of the evening, and a four-yard run. The last 
player with a rushing and receiving touchdown in a season opener for FSU was Nick Maddox in 2000 at 
Duke.

	» Bell led FSU with five catches for a season-high 76 yards at Boston College, including a 19-yard touchdown 
and a 39-yard catch and run to the one-yard line in the second half. His eight catches against No. 16 Duke 
were a career high.

	» Bell caught four passes for 87 yards against Syracuse, the most receiving yards for an FSU tight end 
since O'Leary had 97 yards against Georgia Tech in the 2014 ACC Championship Game.

	» Bell and Kyle Morlock both crossed 1,000 career receiving yards in the win vs. No. 16 Duke.
	» Tight end Markeston Douglas caught a 42-yard touchdown from Tate Rodemaker in the third quarter 

against Southern Miss. It was Douglas's third career touchdown and the longest catch of his career.
	» Preston Daniel caught his second career touchdown at Boston College. Brian Courtney accounted for 

FSU's only two-point conversion this year, on a run against Virginia Tech. He also caught a two-point try vs. 
Oklahoma in last year's Cheez-It Bowl.

 
DEPTH & EXPERIENCE ON THE OFFENSIVE LINE
	» Boston College did not record a tackle for loss, including sacks, in the 

Noles win in Week 3. It was the first time against an FBS opponent - and 
just the second time in school history - that FSU did not allow a TFL in a 
game.

	» For the second consecutive season, Florida State did not allow a sack 
against LSU, keeping quarterback Jordan Travis clean against the No. 5 
team in the country. BC has also not tallied a sack against the Noles over 
the last two seasons.

	» The Seminoles lead the ACC and are 7th in the country with an average of 
3.75 TFLs allowed per game. Seven of FSU's 17 times not allowing a sack in 
the past decade have come under head coach Mike Norvell.

	» Florida State has nine offensive linemen that have started a game in their 
career, including six with at least 30 starts - D'Mitri Emmanuel (46), 
Jeremiah Byers & Casey Roddick (38 each), Maurice Smith (35), Darius 
Washington (31) and Robert Scott Jr. (30).

	» Keiondre Jones (22), Bless Harris (13) and Thomas Shrader (1) have also started in their career.
	» Four times this season (LSU, VT, Syracuse, Duke) all five of FSU's starting O-Linemen had started at least 30 

games in their career.
	» Florida State entered 2023 with the most games played and the most games started on the offensive line, 

combining for 214 starts and 307 appearances.
	» All eight players on Florida State's two-deep offensive line depth chart are juniors or seniors, and all eight 

are in at least their fourth year playing college football.
	» Washington started at center against Southern Miss and Boston College, and at left tackle against Virginia 

Tech and Syracuse. For his career, he has 17 starts at left tackle, 11 at right tackle and 3 at center.
	» FSU has earned three ACC Offensive Lineman of the Week honors this season: Harris against No. 5 LSU, 

Emmanuel was a co-winner against Southern Miss, and Washington won against Virginia Tech.
	» Against Southern Miss on Sept. 9, FSU ran 37 times for 306 yards, an average of 8.3 yards per carry. Behind 

Trey Benson's 200-yard game on just 11 carries against Virginia Tech, FSU ran for 7.8 yards per carry (282 
yards on 36 rushes).

	» Returning All-ACC back Trey Benson set the FSU single-game record (min. 10 rushes) with 18.2 yards per 

carry against Virginia Tech, running for 200 yards on just 11 rushes with two touchdowns. Benson's rushing 
total is the 2nd-most in the ACC this year (most in a conference game) and the 5th-most in Doak Campbell 
Stadium's 74-year history.

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	» Benson - who was named the ACC & Doak Walker Award 
National Running Back of the Week - had second-half 
touchdown runs of 62 and 85 yards, the first Nole since 
Chris Thompson in 2012 with multiple 60-yard rushing 
touchdowns in a game. Those two runs are the longest 
of his career and FSU's longest runs of the season. His 
85-yard run is the longest in the ACC and 3rd-longest 
nationally in 2023.

	» The last Nole with at least 200 yards was Dalvin Cook in 
2016 against Syracuse. They are the only Noles with a 200-
yard rushing game since the 1980s.

	» At Wake Forest, Benson led FSU with a career-high 100 
receiving yards, the first 100-yard receiving game for an 
FSU running back since Cook had 106 vs. North Carolina in 
2016. Benson added 55 yards on the ground with an 18-yard 
touchdown, FSU's longest run of the game. Benson leads 
FSU with 7 rushing touchdowns.

	» Benson's 80-yard catch was the longest of his career, and 
he is responsible for FSU's two longest offensive plays this year (85-yard TD run vs. Virginia Tech). Benson 
is the first player in FSU history with an 80-yard touchdown catch and 80-yard touchdown run in his 
career; Benson is the first player nationally since Kansas State's Deuce Vaughn in 2022 with an 80-yard 
catch and 80-yard run in the same season.

	» Over the last 20 seasons, only three ACC players have an 80-yard run and catch in same season - Clemson's 
CJ Spiller in 2006 and Duke's Shaun Wilson in 2015.

	» Benson returned a kickoff 93 yards for a touchdown last season against 
Boston College. Benson is tied for the FSU career record with three 80-
yard touchdowns.

	» Benson crossed the 2,000 all-purpose yards mark as a Seminole on his 80-
yard catch and has 2,067 over 21 games at Florida State. He reached 1,500 
rushing yards as a Seminole in the second half against the Demon Deacons.

	» Benson ranks 16th nationally with 6.52 yards per carry this year (min. 10 
carries/game). He is one of two players in the country with a 200-yard 
rushing game on 11 or fewer carries this year.

	» As a team, FSU ran for 282 yards on 36 carries (7.8 ypc) against Virginia Tech. Lawrance Toafili had six 
carries for 50 yards and a 28-yard touchdown, his first of the season. Benson and Toafili combined for 250 
rushing yards and were not tackled for a loss.

	» Toafili led FSU with 93 yards on just seven carries against Syracuse, with a 50-yard touchdown run, his 
longest since his freshman year in 2020. FSU's running backs ran 24 times without a TFL against the 
Orange, who came in averaging 7.8 TFL per game.

	» Toafili caught a 21-yard touchdown pass against No. 16 Duke - his first receiving TD of the season - as part 
of FSU's 21-0 4th quarter.

	» Against Southern Miss, FSU ran for 306 yards and 8.3 ypc, with Benson leading the way with 79 yards on 
nine carries and three touchdowns, tying a career high. That night, all nine players with a rush - including 
quarterbacks - had a run of at least nine yards.

	» Toafili ran four times for 41 yards vs. USM, including a 34-yard run. Toafili passed the 1,000-yard rushing 
mark against the Golden Eagles and enters Saturday with 1,227 rushing yards and 1,873 all-purpose yards.

	» At Boston College, Rodney Hill had 42 yards on five carries, with back-to-back runs of 18 and 12 yards. Hill 
also caught a five-yard pass, his first career reception. Hill capped the scoring against No. 16 Duke with a 
9-yard run - his first TD of the season - and caught a career-long 23-yard pass at Wake Forest.

	» Caziah Holmes added a 40-yard touchdown run against USM, his first as a Seminole and third of his career. 
He had 63 yards on four carries, his first offensive touches as a Seminole. Holmes caught his first pass at 
FSU for 16 yards against Syracuse and got FSU on the board against No. 16 Duke with a 7-yard TD catch. 

DEFENSE SHINES IN OCTOBER
	» Florida State went 4-0 in October, and the defense allowed just 

10.5 points per game.
	» The Noles were the only team not to allow a passing touchdown 

in October, and led the country in opponent completion 
percentage, yards per pass allowed and opponent passer 
rating while also producing the ACC's best scoring defense.

	» FSU held all four opponents in the month - Virginia Tech, 
Syracuse, No. 16 Duke and Wake Forest - under 150 passing 
yards, the first time since 1999 that FSU allowed fewer than 
150 passing yards in four consecutive games.

	» The Noles held Duke and Wake Forest under 100 passing yards, 
the second straight season FSU held consecutive conference opponents under 100 passing yards.

VERSE AMONG NATION'S TOP PLAYERS
	» All-ACC defensive end Jared Verse - who entered the year on the 

Bednarik, Walter Camp and Lombardi Award Watch Lists, as well 
as the Nagurski and Wuerffel Trophy Watch Lists - tied a career 
high with 2.0 sacks against Virginia Tech and Wake Forest, 
increasing his team-high career total to 13.5 at Florida State. 
He also leads FSU with 23.5 career TFL.

	» In FSU's rout of Syracuse, Verse scooped up a fumble caused by Joshua Farmer and returned it 11 yards, his 
second career fumble recovery.

	» Patrick Payton leads FSU defensive line with 7.5 tackles for loss; Verse is second with 6.5 TFL.
	» At Boston College, Verse added 1.5 tackles for loss and four total tackles. He has 4.5 sacks on the season, 

most on the team.
	» Verse ranks 4th nationally among active players with 0.90 TFL per game in his FBS career. He is 4th 

with 0.68 sacks per game.
	» Farmer's forced fumble against Syracuse was the first of his career. Farmer has started all eight games this 

season, with 19 tackles, 5.0 TFL and 3.5 sacks.
	» Farmer was FSU's top-rated defender (per PFF) against No. 5 LSU, and earned his third career sack. As 

redshirt freshmen in 2022, Farmer and Payton tied for the ACC freshman lead with 6.0 tackles for loss.
	» Payton has also started all eight games on the defensive line this year, with 21 tackles, 7.5 TFL and 3.0 

sacks. Payton is 3rd on the team lead with five pass breakups, including two against Syracuse.
	» Payton - the reigning ACC Defensive Rookie of the Year - led all ACC freshmen with 5.0 sacks and ranked 6th 

overall in the ACC with 38 sack yards lost in ACC play.
	» FSU had a season-high 10 TFL at Wake Forest and Boston College. The Noles 6 sacks against the Demon 

Deacons were its most this season and matched its most under head coach Mike Norvell.
	» Payton had a career-high 3.0 TFL at Wake Forest, including a career-best 2.0 sacks, had 2.0 at Boston 

College and led FSU with 1.5 TFL at Clemson. Payton and Farmer both had a sack against Clemson, and 
Payton had the game-clinching PBU on Clemson's final pass in overtime.

	» Against Virginia Tech, Payton had 1.5 TFL and forced a fumble as part of a career-best six-tackle game. 
Farmer had three tackles, including 1.0 for loss.

	» Payton & Farmer are the only Seminoles on defense to make their first career start this season.
	» Braden Fiske has started all eight games at defensive tackle and registered a season-best five tackles in 

the win vs. No. 16 Duke. He has 24 tackles this year.
	» Fabien Lovett had four tackles against the Blue Devils, including a career-high 2.0 for loss. 

LINEBACKERS CONTINUE TO SHINE
	» Florida State's primary linebacker trio - Kalen DeLoach, Tatum Bethune & DJ Lundy - are FSU's three leading 

tacklers in 2023.
	» DeLoach leads FSU with 45 tackles and was named the ACC Linebacker of the Week after recording FSU's 

most impactful defensive play of the season at Clemson. The redshirt senior had a 15-yard sack on Clemson 
QB Cade Klubnik, forcing a fumble, recovering the fumble and returning it 56 yards for a game-tying TD in 
the third quarter. DeLoach had seven tackles and one of FSU's eight pass breakups in the contest.

	» It was DeLoach's first career touchdown and FSU's second defensive TD of the year (Jarrian Jones pick-6 vs. 
Southern Miss). It was FSU's first scoop-and-score since Jermaine Johnson II at Clemson in 2021, and the 
Noles longest fumble recovery for a touchdown since Derek Nicholson's 75-yard return vs. Wisconsin in 
the 2008 Champs Sports Bowl.

	» DeLoach led FSU with a career-high nine tackles against Virginia Tech, six against No. 16 Duke (tied with 
Bethune) and eight at Wake Forest (tied with Bethune). 

	» DeLoach leads FSU in tackles, tackles for loss (7.5) and is second in sacks (4.0). Making his 30th 
consecutive start, DeLoach had eight tackles, 0.5 sack and a career-high 2.0 TFL at Wake Forest, and he is 
FSU's active leader with 189 career tackles as a Seminole.

	» Bethune is 2nd on the team with 42 tackles for the year. He led FSU with seven tackles and added a pass 
breakup and TFL at BC. He had a team-high eight tackles at Wake Forest.

	» Bethune earned his 300th career tackle against No. 16 Duke and enters the Pitt game with 311 for his 
career. 126 of those have come at Florida State.

	» At Boston College, Lundy earned his first career interception on an impressive, twisting play. Two plays later 
- after a 39-yard Jordan Travis pass to Jaheim Bell - Lundy entered as the fullback and scored on a one-yard 
plunge, his fourth career touchdown and third rushing score.

	» Lundy is the only player in the country this season - and first in the ACC 
since 2006 - with an interception and an offensive touchdown in the 
same game.

	» It was the first time an FSU player had an interception and a rushing 
touchdown in the same game since Joe Majors in 1959. ESPN's Lee Corso is 
the only Nole to accomplish the feat twice, in 1954 and 1955.

	» Lundy added four tackles and 0.5 sack against the Eagles. As a team, FSU 
had 10.0 TFL at BC, a season high. Lundy had six tackles against Syracuse 
and five more at Wake Forest to push his season total to 31, and the Noles 
held the Orange to a season-low 3.9 yards per play and just three points.

	» FSU's LB trio accounted for three of its biggest defensive plays against 
No. 5 LSU: Lundy sacked Jayden Daniels on 4th-and-1 on the Tigers opening 
drive, LSU's sixth play from inside FSU's 5-yard line. The sack was Lundy's 
fourth of his career, and he finished with a game- and career-high 1.5 
tackles for loss.

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	» DeLoach had three tackles, and teamed up with safety Shyheim Brown for another sack on 4th down in the 
FSU red zone. DeLoach has at least 0.5 TFL in seven of eight games this year and leads FSU with 8.0 TFL and 
4.5 sacks in 2023.

	» Bethune led both teams with nine tackles, and had a highlight-reel tackle of Daniels on a QB run at the end 
of the first quarter.

	» The trio combined to start 26 games in 2022 and has 80 starts at the position in their careers.
	» With backups playing much of the game against Southern Miss, freshman Blake Nichelson was FSU's 

leading tackler with five. Redshirt freshman Omar Graham Jr. earned his first career TFL at Wake Forest.
 
GREEN, BROWN AMONG RETURNING DEFENSIVE BACKS
	» Florida State is the only team in the country allowing fewer than a 

50 percent completion rate this season, with opponents connecting 
on just 118 of 239 pass attempts (49.4). The Noles three passing 
touchdowns allowed are tied for the fewest in the country.

	» FSU has held its last two opponents - No. 16 Duke and Wake Forest - to 14 
combined completions and 158 combined passing yards. The Noles have 
held four straight opponents under 140 passing yards for the first time 
since 1999.

	» Cornerback Renardo Green leads the ACC and ranks 12th nationally with 1.2 pass breakups per game. He 
had a career-high three at Wake Forest.

	» No. 16 Duke was 8-for-22 passing for 76 yards, no touchdowns and one interception from Shyheim Brown, 
the first of his career.

	» Florida State allowed just 4.4 yards per pass attempt against Syracuse, holding the Orange to 12-for-31 
passing with no touchdowns and a Greedy Vance Jr. interception. Syracuse averaged just 3.9 yards per play 
and did not score a touchdown against the Seminoles for the second straight season.

	» Wake Forest had 3.2 yards per play (65 plays for 210 yards), including just 75 in the first half.
	» Vance leads FSU with four career interceptions.
	» FSU had a 12-game streak with a takeaway snapped at Wake Forest. It was FSU's longest streak forcing a 

turnover since 2012-14, when the Noles intercepted a pass or recovered a fumble in 20 consecutive games. 
The last time FSU opened a season with a takeaway in each of the first seven games was 2013.

	» Green notched his first career interception against No. 5 LSU, FSU's first interception of the season. Green 
was named the ACC co-Defensive Back of the Week in FSU's win at Clemson, with seven tackles, including a 
2-yard TFL to start the fourth quarter, resulting in a Clemson punt.

	» Green's biggest tackle was on 3rd-and-1 in overtime with Clemson attempting to tie the game, when he 
stopped the Tigers from gaining a yard before the Noles ended the game one play later.

	» Brown has started all eight games this season and set a career high with eight tackles at Clemson. Against 
No. 5 LSU, he paired with Kalen DeLoach for a fourth-down sack in the second quarter.

	» Against Syracuse, Brown led FSU with seven tackles, including a career-best 1.5 sacks, and added one of 
FSU's season-high nine pass breakups.

	» Freshman defensive back Conrad Hussey extended FSU's streak with a takeaway to 10 games when he 
forced and recovered a fumble with 1:33 remaining against Virginia Tech. It was his first career takeaway.

	» After allowing nearly 300 yards in the first half against No. 5 LSU, Florida State scored 31 consecutive 
points against the Tigers to begin the second half, with LSU's only points coming after the starters had left 
the game.

	» Jarrian Jones returned an interception vs. Southern Miss 30 yards for a touchdown. It was his third career 
interception and was his first career touchdown. It was FSU's first pick-six since the UMass game in 2021. 
Jones has started five straight games and 25 for his career.

	» Azareye'h Thomas, a sophomore DB, had FSU's first takeaway of the year when he fell on a muffed punt 
in the second quarter vs. LSU. It was his first fumble recovery; Thomas added a career-best two pass 
breakups vs. LSU, half of FSU's total against the Tigers.

	» Virginia transfer Fentrell Cypress II is on the Nagurski Trophy and Thorpe Award Watch Lists to open the 
season after a standout sophomore campaign with the Cavaliers in 2022. Cypress led the ACC and was 3rd 
nationally with 1.6 passes defended per game last year, totaling 14 in just nine games. Cypress was also 
named to the preseason All-ACC team and is No. 65 on ESPN's list of Top 100 players in college football.

	» Florida State's freshman class on the two-deep - Hussey, Edwin Joseph, Ashlynd Barker, Quindarrius Jones 
and K.J. Kirkland - have all appeared in multiple games this season. Hussey had a pair of tackles and a pass 
breakup against USM; Hussey, Joseph and fellow freshman Ja'Bril Rawls each had pass breakups against 
the Golden Eagles; Joseph added a PBU against Syracuse.

	» Ryan Fitzgerald made his first 10 field goals of 2023 and remains

The kick 
at Clemson was Fitzgerald's longest made field goal away from Tallahassee.

	» Fitzgerald ranks 12th in FSU history with 256 career points, jumping from 20th place to begin the season.
	» Fitzgerald set a career high with 12 points scored against Southern Miss. His nine PAT against the Golden 

Eagles was also a career best.

He has 11 50-yard punts after 
the Noles downed a 54-yard punt at the 1-yard line at Wake Forest.

	» Mastromanno boomed six punts for a 49.3 average at Clemson, including a massive 59-yard punt; a 57-yard 
punt; a 52-yard punt; and a 51-yard punt that was downed at the 3-yard line.

	» In the season opener against LSU, Mastromanno punted three times, with a long of 51. None of the punts 
were returned, and one was muffed and recovered by Azareye'h Thomas. He kicked a 53-yard punt against 
Southern Miss - one of just two punts in the game for FSU.

	» Against Virginia Tech, Mastromanno had a 59-yard punt and averaged 51.5 yards on four punts.
	» Deuce Spann returned a kickoff 99 yards for a touchdown against 

No. 16 Duke, FSU's second kick return for a score in the last two 
seasons. Prior to Trey Benson's 93-yard return vs. Boston College last 
season, FSU had not returned a kickoff for a score since 2013.

	» Spann's 99-yard return was the 5th-longest in school history, behind 
four 100-yard returns. He was named the ACC Special Teams Player of 
the Week, FSU's second straight return man to win the award (punt 
returner Keon Coleman vs. Syracuse).

	» Spann added a 43-yard return at Wake Forest.
	» Leading 14-0, FSU recovered an onside kick against Southern Miss, its 

first successful onside recovery since 2021.
 
NEW NOLES
	» In the 66-13 win over Southern Miss, Florida State had a school-record 102 players appear, including 24 

making their Florida State debut. For the season, 107 Seminoles have played at least one game.

BREAK THE ROCK
	» After each FSU win, and during various points of the 

offseason (end of spring and fall camp, after summer 
workouts), a player or coach is selected to break a rock 
with the opponent's logo. The rock is signed by each 
player and coach. Breaking the rock symbolizes the 
completion of a team objective.

	» Running back Trey Benson broke the rock after the 
completion of fall camp on August 26, and again after 
his 200-yard, 2-touchdown game on the ground against 
Virginia Tech. Benson also broke the rock at Wake Forest 
when he had 155 total yards and two touchdowns, 
including an 80-yard touchdown reception.

	» Receiver Keon Coleman broke the rock against No. 5 LSU after he became the first player in school history 
with three touchdowns in his Seminole debut. Coleman (247 all-purpose yards), defensive back Shyheim 
Brown (7 tackles, 1.5 sack, 1 PBU) and defensive coordinator Adam Fuller (3.9 yards per play allowed) each 
helped break the rock against Syracuse.

	» Defensive back Jarrian Jones returned an interception 30 yards for a touchdown against Southern Miss 
and broke the rock following the game.

	» Linebacker DJ Lundy became the first Nole in over 60 years with an interception and a rushing touchdown 
in the same game, and broke the rock in FSU's ACC-opening win at Boston College. Linebacker Kalen 
DeLoach earned a sack, forced fumble, fumble recovery and touchdown at Clemson and broke the rock 
after FSU's 31-24 overtime win.

Odell Haggins is the longest-tenured assistant coach at the same school in the country.
	» Haggins is in his 35th season overall at FSU after an All-American playing career with the Seminoles. He 

is 4-2 in two stints as FSU's interim head coach, including a win in the 2017 Independence Bowl against 
Southern Miss.

	» Defensive backs coach Patrick Surtain Sr., an 11-year NFL veteran and three-time Pro Bowl selection who 
coached with the Miami Dolphins in 2022, was the only new addition among FSU's 10 full-time assistant 
coaches this offseason.

	» Surtain was inducted into the Mississippi Sports Hall of Fame this summer, and is also in the Southern Miss 
M-Club Hall of Fame and was on the Conference USA and Southern Miss Teams of the Century after an All-
American career with the Golden Eagles from 1994-97.

	» Offensive coordinator and offensive line coach Alex Atkins was inducted into the UT Martin Athletics Hall of 
Fame on Sept. 30 after an All-American career with the Skyhawks.

	» Atkins was a two-time All-Ohio Valley Conference offensive lineman, capping off his stellar career by helping 
the Skyhawks to a 9-3 record and the program's first-ever OVC championship/Football Championship 
Subdivision playoff appearance in 2006. That season, the Chicago native helped block for a league-leading 
rushing offense that averaged 218.2 yards per game (then a school record).

	» After graduation, he was named to the inaugural United States National Team, helping Team USA win the 
World Cup of American Football event held in Tokyo, Japan.

FIELD DEDICATED TO BOBBY BOWDEN
In a special ceremony prior to the Florida game on November 20, 2004, the home of Florida State football took 
on a meaning even more special when Bobby Bowden Field was dedicated. Now, with numerous additions to 
enhance the gameday experience, Seminole fans are treated to one of college football’s greatest venues.

200 & 300
Bowden’s 200th career victory came on Oct. 27, 1990, as FSU routed LSU, 42-3, in Tallahassee. In 2007, Bowden 
won his 300th game at FSU on the field that bears his name with a 24-16 win over Maryland. Bowden's final win 
on Bobby Bowden Field came two years later, on November 21, 2009 in a 29-26 win over the Terrapins.
 
ALL-TIME HOME RECORD
Florida State boasts a 318-104-4 all-time record at Doak Campbell Stadium with a winning percentage of 75.1. 
Overall, the Noles are 326-108-4 (.749) as the home team, which includes three seasons — 1947-49 — when they 
played their home games at Centennial Field. FSU was 8-4 at the downtown Tallahassee site, including 8-0 in 
coach Don Veller’s first two seasons.

OSCEOLA & RENEGADE
One of the best traditions in college football unfolds right before kickoff as Osceola charges down the field atop 
Renegade - an Appaloosa horse - and plants a flaming spear at midfield. The tradition was born on Sept. 16, 1978 
against Oklahoma State. Since then, six different Renegades and 16 different riders have made the ride and 
planted the spear at midfield.
