It has taken Pat Kennedy longer than he wanted to build Tow-
son’s basketball program into a Colonial Athletic Association 
contender but he senses everything is in place for that to 
happen in 2010-11.

“It now feels that we have recruited all of the guys that we 
have in position that we think can really compete in the CAA,” 
says Kennedy who enters his 31st year as a Division I head 
coach, his 7th at Towson. “We have a really strong core of 
our top players in place, a strong core of veterans and nice 
group of young players who don’t have the pressure on them 
that they have to play right away. Our last phase of this build-
ing process is winning.

“And that’s what this year is all about.”
The Tigers are coming off a 10-21 record that resulted in a 

14th straight losing season. They posted a 6-12 (8th place) 
mark in their 9th CAA season.

Although Towson lost three of its top four scorers, six vet-
erans return with at least nine starts from last year. Members 
of a very talented newcomer group will blend in to give the

the CAA a decade ago. 

“If you’re 20-10 and you’ve lost two guys 
averaging 18 points a game, then it’s diffi cult 
to replace them,” says Kennedy. “But when 
your main guys are averaging 10 or 11 points 
it shouldn’t be that diffi cult.”

Josh Thornton (11.4) and Calvin Lee 
(10.6) were seniors last year. Jarrel Smith 
(9.2) opted out of his fi nal year at Towson 
and has transferred.

“My teams have always been fairly high 
powered on the offensive end,” says Kennedy. 
“I feel for the fi rst time we’re going to have 
fi ve guys on the fl oor who can all go and get 
17 or 18 points on a pretty consistent basis.”

Things clicked for the Tigers down the 
stretch last year. They were 5-4 on their fi nal 
run, averaging 74.1 points per game. They 
put up 68.5 for the entire season to fi nish as 

the third highest scoring offense in the CAA. 
Kennedy hopes the scoring trend continues.

Towson’s pre-season roster consists of 
seven guards and eight forwards.

“The guys who can make baskets, get 
rebounds and guard somebody are going to 
play,” says Kennedy.

Point guard is the Tigers’ most experienced 
position where 5-11 junior Troy Franklin and 
6-6 graduate student Brian Morris return. 
They split the duty last year. The job could 
go more to Franklin this year with Morris 
moving over a spot on occasion.

“Troy has matured tremendously,” says 
Kennedy. “Last year was a year I thought he 
really developed and showed all his talents at 
the end of the year. We want him to continue 
building on that.”

Franklin averaged 8.3 points for the 
season but fi nished with a fl ourish, averaging 

13.4 points in his fi nal eight games, shooting 
12 of 24 from beyond the arc and .897 
(35-39) from the foul line during that span. 
He also averaged almost four assists per 
game.

Morris, who was second in the CAA last 
year in assist-to-turnover ratio and a fi rst 
team All-Academic pick, might be utilized 
differently this season.

“We’re asking Brian to concentrate more 
this season on shooting and scoring so he’ll 
be playing the wing a little bit more,” says 
Kennedy. “He has the capability to take the 
ball to the basket and with his size advantage 
we need him doing that more.”

Another versatile veteran who can play 
either guard is 6-1 senior Josh Brown, a 
walk-on who averaged 28.2 minutes, 7.6 
points and shot .530 from the fl oor in his 10 
starts last year.

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The newcomer to the lead guard crowd is 
6-0 freshman Dre Conner whose 18.3 scoring 
average (4.4 apg) led Blanche Ely H.S. 
(Pompano Beach, Fla.) to a 26-1 record and 
a number 22 national ranking.

“Dre is a good, quality, solid basic stan-
dard lead guard,” says Kennedy. “He’s a 
winner, he’s tough and he’s hardnosed. He’s 
a guy that’s certainly going to be playing that 
position.”

The off guard is loaded, beginning with 
last year’s late bloomer, 6-2 junior RaShawn 
Polk, a junior college transfer who started the 
fi nal fi ve games of 2009-10 for the Tigers. In 
the last seven games he averaged a team high 
15.5 points. He was the only Towson player 
during that stretch to average 30 or more 
minutes on the fl oor.

“RaShawn was very consistent on scoring 
with the ball and did a really good job using 
his size and strength guarding people,” says 
Kennedy. “He got some tremendous experi-
ence in the month of February and I think 
that’s going to carry over for him.”

The addition of 6-3 junior Cephas 
Oglesby, a very athletic junior college trans-
fer, has the Tigers thinking three guards at 
variouss times.

“Cephas is a guy we feel, because of his 

athleticism, can play either wing - the two or 
three,” says Kennedy. “He’s a really solid, 
high quality junior college kid; a real CAA 
prototype player. He’s one of the quickest 
jumpers I’ve ever seen.”

Oglesby, a NJCAA honorable mention All-
America, fi nished his career at Cape Fear 
(N.C.) Community College as the Sea Devils 
all-time leading scorer with 1,015 points, and 
is the only player in that school’s history to 
score over 1,000 points. He averaged 16.9 
points while the Sea Devils piled up a 43-17 
record that included a trip to Hutchinson, 
Kan. for the 2009 NJCAA National Tourna-
ment.

The Tigers think the improved outside 
play of 6-7 sophomore Isaiah Philmore 
makes him a candidate for either forward 
spot. Due to a dearth of size underneath 
Philmore was asked to play out of position 

in his freshman season.
“Isaiah had a tremendous summer,” says 

Kennedy. “He’s done a lot of work at playing 
the perimeter. Last year, because of our lack 
of inside players, we had to put him down 
there with the big guys. By playing on the 
perimeter he’s really opened up his game.”

Philmore made 12 starts at the power 
forward, averaging 6.4 points and 3.9 
rebounds. He fi nished sixth in the balloting 
for the CAA All-Rookie team.

Wing support will come from 6-7 fresh-
man Milton Geddes, a lanky forward from 
Jacksonville, Fla. 

“He can put the ball on the fl oor from the 
perimeter and make some things happen,” 
says Kennedy. Geddes’ high school coach was 
James Collins, one of Kennedy’s former 
players at Florida State.

The inside gang that has been assembled 

Preseason in the CAA

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is perhaps the best, if not the deepest, in the 
program’s history. How this group performs 
could be the determining factor in the sea-
son’s outcome.

Back as a starter is 6-8 senior Robert 
Nwankwo, a member of the CAA All-Defen-
sive team last year who led the league for 
most of the 2009-10 season in rebounding 
(8.9), fi eld goal percentage (.558) and blocks 
(83). His 9.9 scoring average was third best 
for Towson.

“Robert did a great job defensively for us,” 
says Kennedy. “There are things he needs to 
improve upon, like his foul shooting (55-126 
for .437) but in terms of being a force, he 
could be just that this year.”

Joining Nwankwo down low is 6-8 junior 
Braxton Dupree, a transfer from Maryland 
who sat out last year. Kennedy doesn’t mince 
words when he describes Dupree.

“There aren’t a lot of guys in our league 
who look like Braxton,” says the coach. “He 
is all of 6-8 and 280 pounds and he’s as thick 
as a house. If he continues his present course 
he has the potential to be a fi rst team All-CAA 
player.”

Dupree spent last year battling his team-
mates in practice.

“Robert Nwankwo was a fi rst team All-
Defense performer for us last year and he 
couldn’t stop Braxton at all in practice,” 
Kennedy says. “He’s too big and too strong.”

As talented as Nwankwo and Dupree are, 
they’ll have to contend with a healthy 6-9 
Erique Gumbs whose 2009-10 season was cut 
short by a knee injury. He has salvaged his 
freshman year after receiving a medical red-
shirt. 

“Erique has had a terrifi c summer,” says 
Kennedy. “He’s healthy now. He isn’t showing 
any signs of the knee problem that plagued 
him last year. He has a chance to be a very 
good player.”

A fourth player in the mix is 6-11 freshman 
Jamel Flash who averaged 16.0 points for 
West Hempstead H.S. (Hempstead, N.Y.). 

“Jamel has very good hands and catches 
the ball well,” says Kennedy. “He runs the 
fl oor and he’s a shot blocker.”

Providing additional backup is 6-7 fresh-
man Alex Giergen, a native of Duusseldorf, 
Germany who attended Virginia Episcopal 
School last year, and 6-7 senior walk-on 
Danny Quinn who had quality minutes last 
year against George Mason.

B R E A K I N G  D OW N  T H E  T I G E R  R O ST E R
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  Pat 
Kennedy
 King’s College (Pa.), ’75
31st Season Overall, 7th at Towson

Pat Kennedy begins his fourth decade as a Division I head basketball 
coach. In his seventh year at Towson, he has never served as a head 
coach at any level other than college basketball’s highest.
 Each of Pat’s prior coaching assignments at Iona, Florida State, 
DePaul and Montana presented him with unique challenges. Eight 
of his teams earned spots in the NCAA Tournament. Five of them 
made appearances in the National Invitation Tournaments. 
 When Pat arrived at Towson for the 2004-05 year he assumed 
command of a program that was sitting on the bottom of the CAA. 
He is continuing the building process that is raising the Tigers to a 
competitive level and eventually will have Towson contesting for 
league championships. Only one other team has a longer active 
streak (4) of opening game wins in the CAA Tournament than the 
Tigers.
 It hasn’t been the sprint Tiger basketball fans hoped for when 
Pat was fi rst hired. The CAA is a very competitive league. Six of its 
teams were involved in post-season play last year. 
 Other Baltimore metropolitan schools have punched a ticket to 
the Big Dance in recent years. But they don’t compete in the CAA.
 Towson slugs its way through the toughest league of any 
Division I school in town. The CAA’s Ratings Percentage Index is 

12th, ahead of the MEAC (Morgan State and Coppin State) at 30th, 
America East (UMBC) at 24th, Northeast (Mt. St. Mary’s) at 29th, 
the MAAC (Loyola) at 14th and the Patriot (Navy) at 28th. Towson’s 
former league, the Big South, is 27th.
 Pat’s fi rst season at Towson was a bust in terms of the record - a 
career low 6 wins (one was a forfeit) against a career high 24 losses. 
Despite the dismal results, however, Pat and his staff scored big off 
the court.
 Those behind-the-scene efforts paid huge dividends in year 
two. The Tigers rose from the ashes of the CAA’s last place to fi nish 
seventh in a league that expanded to 12 schools and sent four of its 
teams (two to the NCAA, two to the NIT) into post-season play. 
Towson was the most improved team in the CAA for the 2005-06 
regular season with a plus seven.
 In year three Pat directed the Tigers to 15 victories, the most 
in a single season for them in 11 years. The Tigers were 9-5 in the 
Towson Center, their best home record in seven years.
 The following year Towson advanced to the CAA quarterfi nals 
for a second straight year. Towson was the best in the league in 
turnover margin (+2.03) and in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.21).The 
Tigers fi nished 12th nationally in turnovers per game.

 Pat has been a Division I head coach practically his entire 
career. After three years as an assistant at Iona, he was hired to 
replace his mentor, the legendary Jim Valvano, as the Gaels head 
coach. Pat has never been anything but a Division I head coach 
since. He remains one of only fi ve active college coaches to serve at 
least 30 consecutive years as a Division I head coach.
 Pat stands 22nd among all active Division I coaches with his 
484 career victories. Those wins place him at the top of the CAA 
coaches’ list. 
 There isn’t a level of Division I college basketball he hasn’t 
coached on, from the MAAC while at Iona, to the Metro Confer-
ence and Atlantic Coast Conference at Florida State, through Con-
ference USA at DePaul to the Big Sky at Montana. 
 Pat’s previous 30 years have been more kind to him than 
not, leaving him with much success and little disappointment to 
overcome. 
 His Florida State Seminoles advanced to the 1993 NCAA Elite 
Eight and the 1987 NIT championship game. Eleven of his former 
players went on to the NBA, including Sam Cassell, a local Baltimore 
product from the storied Dunbar High School program. Countless 
others have enjoyed successful careers overseas. A number of his 
former assistants are now head coaches themselves.
 The 2004-05 season was Pat’s fi rst at Towson. And, it was his 
most dismal ever. The Tigers struggled to a 6-24 record, their second 
worst in 25 seasons as a Division I school.

 Because he wasn’t hired until the spring, Pat was able to bring 
in just two recruits, a junior college transfer point guard that started 
23 of 28 games, and a freshman wing who averaged just 5.9 minutes 
in 22 games. Three of the returning veterans, with a combined 94 
career starts, were sidelined with knee injuries. One of those vets 
was a 6-10 center who was a member of the CAA’s All-Defensive 
Team for leading the league in blocked shots the year before. That 
trio played a total of 205 minutes for the entire 2004-05 season.
 Midway in the season a fourth player who was starting on the 
wing went down with a knee injury, missing eight games and forcing 
Kennedy to play a walk-on in his stead. The Tigers never recovered 
from that fi nal blow, losing the last 13 games of the season.
 Pat was introduced to coaching by Ed Donohue while he was 
still an undergraduate at King’s College of Pa. on a basketball 
scholarship. After two years on the Monarchs’ squad, Donohue 
coaxed Pat out of his uniform to coach King’s junior varsity, which 
he did to a 17-4 record. In his senior year Kennedy was elevated to 
the top assistant on the varsity. From that point on Pat knew what 
he wanted to do in his life - coach college basketball.
 After graduating from King’s in 1975, Kennedy took a similar 
position at Lehigh for two years. Then the Keyport, N.J. native 
joined the late Jim Valvano’s staff at Iona College in New Rochelle, 
N.Y. He served two years as Valvano’s assistant. After the 1979-80 
season Valvano moved on to North Carolina State. Kennedy moved 
up and became the Gaels’ head coach at the age of 28.
 In six seasons at Iona, Pat led the Gaels to a 124-60 record, two 
trips to the NCAA Tournament and two NIT appearances. His very 
fi rst career victory, an upset over South Carolina, was an indication 
of what was ahead.
 Iona posted a 15-14 record in Kennedy’s fi rst year. The next 
four were all 20 plus win seasons and included two NIT appearances 
plus two trips to the NCAA tournament. He became just the fourth 
coach in NCAA Division I history to win 100 games in his fi rst fi ve 
seasons as a head coach.
 One of his fi nest teams was the 1983-84 squad that ran up a 23-8 
record. That performance put him into the NCAA Tournament for 
the fi rst time as a head coach. It also earned him his fi rst recognition; 
the New York Metro Area Coach of the Year. The following year his 
Gaels were 26-5 and made another trip to the NCAA Tournament.
 Kennedy was a Heineken Award recipient, an honor symbolic 
of excellence in college coaching. He followed Valvano, St. John’s 
Lou Carnesseca and North Carolina’s Dean Smith as an honoree of 
the prestigious award. 
 Over 95 percent of his recruits at Iona graduated. USAToday 
cited Kennedy’s program at Iona as having one of the most out-
standing graduation rates in college athletics.
 While at Iona, Pat developed a penchant for administration, 
serving fi ve years in the dual role of head basketball coach and 
associate athletics director. He was also president of the MAAC 
Coaches’ Association and a member of the NCAA Tournament 
Selection Committee for the Eastern Region.
 Kennedy resigned his position at Iona following the 1985-86 
season to accept the head coach’s job at Florida State. Prior to his 
arrival, the Seminoles had made only four trips to the NCAA tour-
nament in the previous 39 seasons. During Kennedy’s 11 years at 
the Tallahassee school, FSU appeared in the NCAA tournament

TENURE
Pat Kennedy is one of only fi ve active college basketball coaches who has served 
at least 30 consecutive seasons as a Division I head coach. Connecticut’s Jim 
Calhoun leads the way with 38 straight years at a Division I helm. Pat, who is in 
his 31st consecutive year (Iona 1980-86, Florida State 1986-97, DePaul 1997-02, 
Montana 2002-04, Towson 2004-present) is fi fth. In addition to that list, Pat is 
12th among active Division I coaches in most seasons as a head coach (30) and 
10th among that group for most games coached (912).

fi ve times, reaching the Sweet Sixteen in 1992 and the Elite Eight in 
1993.
 The NIT fi gured into FSU’s post-season history as well while 
Pat was at the helm. In his fi rst season Florida State advanced to 
the NIT second round. In his last season the Seminoles were 20-
12. They reached the NIT fi nals where they eventually bowed to 
Michigan.
 Up until Kennedy’s arrival at Florida State, the Seminoles 
had never won a conference championship - regular season or 
postseason. In 1990-91, FSU’s last year in the Metro Conference, 
the Seminoles cleared that hurdle by winning the school’s fi rst 
post-season tournament with a stunning comeback victory against 
Louisville.
 During his tenure at FSU, Pat engineered the Seminoles’ 
transition from the Metro Conference to the Atlantic Coast 
Conference. In 1992 the Seminoles made their ACC debut, fi nishing 
with an impressive 22-10 record that included an 11-5 league mark, 
good enough for a second place fi nish behind eventual national 
champion Duke. FSU went to the NCAA tournament where it beat 
Montana and Georgetown before suffering a Sweet Sixteen loss to 
Indiana.
 The following year, Kennedy’s seventh with the Seminoles, 
Florida State won a school record 25 games. The 11th-ranked 
Seminoles (they had been ranked as high as 6th) beat Evansville, 
Tulane and Western Kentucky to advance to the NCAA regional 
championship where the best season in Florida State history ended 
with a loss to Kentucky.
 After achieving a 202-131 record at Florida State, Pat left the 
Tallahassee campus to accept the task of rebuilding the basketball 
program at DePaul in Chicago. The year before he arrived (1996-97) 
the Blue Demons were 3-23.
 The 1997-98 season was dismal. The Blue Demons were 7-23. 
But they opened the campaign with a victory that stopped a 13-game 
DePaul losing streak. They also beat Memphis and UAB, which were 
the fi rst and second place fi nishers in Conference USA’s National 
Division. Both were road wins.
 The following year Kennedy rallied DePaul to the biggest one-
season turnaround in its history. It fi nished with an 18-13 record 
and participated in the NIT, downing Northwestern before bowing 

to California in a one-point loss.
 The turnaround continued in 1999-2000 when the Blue Demons 
posted a 21-12 record. They returned to the NCAA tournament for 
the fi rst time in eight years where they were beaten in overtime by 
Kansas.
 Over a two year period Pat was faced with a situation he had 
never experienced - players leaving early for the NBA. Five of his 
Blue Demons opted to end their college careers for the professional 
ranks, including fi rst round picks Quentin Richardson and Steven 
Hunter. Additionally, high school star Eddy Curry, who had made 
a verbal commitment to DePaul, opted to enter the draft and was 
selected fourth overall.
 In his fi nal season at the Chicago school, he suspended three of 
his team’s top four scorers for academic reasons. They were eligible 
by DePaul and NCAA standards, but not by Kennedy’s.
 After the 2001-02 season, Kennedy resigned from DePaul with 
a 67-85 record and moved to the Big Sky country, accepting the head 
coach’s job at Montana.
 Kennedy coached the Grizzlies to a two-year record of 23-35. 
He picked up his 400th career victory when Montana downed Port-
land State 61-49 on January 11, 2003. Montana fi nished third in 
the Big Sky Conference in 2004-05 but won the league’s tournament 
title to earn its sixth appearance in the NCAA Tournament. That 
Montana team carried Kennedy’s brand. Four of the fi ve starters for 
the Grizzlies were Pat’s recruits. The Grizzlies returned to the NCAA 
Tournament the following year too.
 Pat has never restricted his work in college basketball to coach-
ing. For over a decade he served on the National Association of 
Basketball Coaches board of directors. He served as the NABC’s 
president during the 2004-05 year. He continued his work in the 
NABC by serving on its committee for recruiting and access.
 He was honored by the Metropolitan Intercollegiate Basketball 
Association with its prestigious 2004 NIT-NABC Coaches Award,

 Kennedy served as president of the men’s basketball committees 
while coaching in the Atlantic Coast Conference, Conference USA 
and the Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference.
 A passion of Pat’s continues to be his work with the Special 
Olympics. When he met his wife 32 years ago, Jeannie was the as-
sistant executive director for the State of New York Special Olym-
pics. They have maintained their affi liation with the organization 
and have served as hosts for Summer Games at every school Pat has 
coached. He has been recognized by the Special Olympics as its Vol-
unteer Man of the Year. Additionally, Pat served as honorary chair-
man of the March of Dimes in northern Florida during his tenure 
with the Seminoles.
 Joseph Patrick Kennedy is the son of an immigrant father, Jo-
seph William Kennedy who came to this country from Tralee, Ire-
land. Pat has never forgotten those roots. He was one of several 
coaches who raised money for former NBA commissioner Walter 

Kennedy to build the fi rst basketball arena in Dublin, Ireland. Pat 
has conducted several tours of basketball clinics and has lectured 
throughout Ireland during his coaching career. He was also one of 
the owners of the Burger Land Team of Cork, one of Ireland’s fi rst 
professional teams.
 After attending Red Bank (N.J.) Catholic High School, home of 
the Fighting Caseys, he completed his undergraduate education at 
King’s College in Wilkes-Barre, Pa., a sister school to the University 
of Notre Dame.
 Pat and Jeannie are the parents of a son, Joey, who is a graduate 
of Northwestern where he played guard for the Wildcats and was 
a team captain in his senior year, and two daughters, Kimberly and 
Kathryn, who is a freshman at Towson and a member of the Tigers’ 
track team.

A long time assistant in the Tigers’ 
basketball program, Jim Meil was 
promoted to associate head coach by 
Pat Kennedy prior to the start of the 
2009-10 season. 

“Jim Meil is one of the overall fi nest 
assistants that has ever served on one of my staffs,” said Kennedy 
in making the announcement. “Upon his return to Towson he has 
established himself worthy of this title.”

A Baltimore native and graduate of The McDonogh School, Jim 
is in his second stint on Towson’s staff. He was originally hired by 
Vince Angotti in 1982. He remained at Towson for 15 years, serving 
under Terry Truax from 1983 to 1997.

From 1988 to 1994 Towson posted six straight winning seasons 
with a record of 112-65 (.633) that included three consecutive East 
Coast Conference titles, a school record 22-game home win streak 
and the Tigers’ only two trips to the NCAA Division I Tournament.

The success coincided with the appearance of local Baltimore prod-
ucts Kurk Lee, Devin Boyd, Kelly Williamson, Kennell Jones and 
Terrance Jacobs, among many others, whom Jim was instrumental 
in recruiting. 

Boyd ended his career as Towson’s all-time leading scorer with 
2,000 points. Lee went on to play in the NBA with the New Jersey 
Nets before enjoying a lengthy professional career in Finland. Jones 
was named the league’s 1990 Scholar-Athlete of the Year for men’s 
basketball.

Boyd, Lee and Jacobs, another European leaguer, each won the 
ECC Player of the Year award during their careers. Boyd and Lee 
are Towson’s only Division I players to receive All-American honors. 

Jim’s ability to recruit locally continues to benefi t the Tigers as 
evidenced by the presence of former All-Metro players Troy Franklin 
and Isaiah Philmore.

In 1997 Jim joined Leonard Hamilton’s Hurricanes’ staff as an 
administrative assistant while completing a Master’s degree in sports 
administration at Miami. The Hurricanes earned berths to the NCAA 
Tournament both years he was associated with the program.

In 1999 he moved on to Wagner where he served on the staff for 
seven years, four as an assistant coach and the last three years as 
associate head coach under Mike Deane. The Seahawks won three 
straight Northeast Conference scoring titles along with three straight 
winning seasons, a 2002 NIT berth and the school’s fi rst-ever NCAA 
Tournament appearance in 2003.

Jim is a 1982 graduate of Lehigh where he earned a degree in 
marketing. He actually got his start in coaching as an undergraduate. 
After his freshman year, Jim became a student assistant under Brian 
Hill, who went on to become the head coach of the NBA’s Orlando 
Magic. As a senior, Jim was named head jayvee coach and directed 
the Engineers to a 12-6 record.

Jim is in his fi fth season on Coach Kennedy’s Towson staff.
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Rashon Burno
Assistant Coach
DePaul ‘02 · 1st Season

A standout point guard while at 
DePaul University a decade ago, 
Rashon Burno was reunited with his 
former college coach when he joined 
Pat Kennedy’s staff at Towson.

“It’s always fabulous whenever you 
can hire a former player,” Kennedy 

said. “In this case, because it is Rashon, it’s even more special. He is 
one of the hardest workers and best coaches on the fl oor I have ever 
coached in 30 years. 

A four-year letter winner for Kennedy at DePaul from 1998 to 
2002, Rashon fi nished his career ranked third in the program’s history 
with 201 steals. The only three-time team captain ever at DePaul, 
he led the Blue Demons in steals as a sophomore, junior and senior. 

As a sophomore, he helped the Blue Demons reach the National 
Invitation Tournament with an 18-13 record, scoring 6.7 points per 
game. Rashon led the team with 80 steals and 148 assists, which rank 
third and 14th in school history, respectively.

During his junior season, Rashon averaged 6.7 points along with a 
team-high 40 steals as DePaul earned a berth in the NCAA Tournament 
with a 21-12 record. He was also named to the Conference USA All-
Tournament Team. 

In his fi nal year at DePaul, Rashon averaged 4.2 points and paced 
the Blue Demons with 41 steals. 

After his college career, Rashon entered the business sector as 
an investment banker at Wachovia Securities. For the three years 
prior to joining the Tigers’ staff he was the boys’ basketball head 
coach at Marmion Academy where he taught economics and physical 
education. Under his direction the Cadets posted a 42-38 record 
including a 17-10 mark in 2009-10. 

A native of Jersey City, N.J., Rashon played his scholastic basketball 
at St. Anthony’s High School for Hall of Fame coach Bob Hurley, 
winning national championships in his junior and senior seasons. 
He earned MVP honors at the NJSIAA Tournament of Champions 
for collecting 10 steals in the title game for the event record that still 
stands.

Rashon and his wife, Ellen, are the parents of twin sons, Shon 
and Micah.

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 Towson University is one of 28 NCAA member 
institutions using the tiger as its nickname. The tiger 
is the most popular mascot among American col-
leges and universities.

However, its obvious popularity was not the real 
reason the Tiger was selected to represent Towson.

When Towson was a two-year normal school the 
Baltimore media referred to its teams as the “Teach-
ers.” As the school expanded to three and four year 
programs, the newspapers granted Towson student 
athletes tenure, calling them the “Professors” and 
even shortening it to “Profs.” Later, it was changed 
again to the “Schoolmasters.”

The “Indians” and “Golden Knights” were other 
nicknames used over the years. 

But a former soccer player, Lou Winkelman 
‘64, introduced the tiger as the offi cial Towson 
mascot winning Student Government Association 
approval in 1962. Winkelman was the fi rst Tiger 
mascot, donning the stripes in the 1963 Homecom-
ing parade.

“We went to a costume shop and rented the tiger 
suit,” Winkelman recalled. “After I graduated the 
students slowly made the mascot what it is today. I 
got calls for years asking where the custome came 
from.”

As a member of the 1960 soccer team, Winkel-
man says no one wanted to be called the Golden 
Knights, which happened to be the most popular 
name for sports teams in 1961.

The “Knights” nickname may have come from 
the 1920’s and 1930’s when an elaborate Olde 
English Christmas dinner was held with knights and 
ladies costumes, music and a pageant. The 1930 
Tower Echoes used Renaissance style pictures of 
archers to depict athletes and campus life. In 1951, 
the Knights reigned over Towson with references to 
the campus being a “Camelot” with merry “court 
life” (student activities) and many “tournaments” 
(sports).

The late 1950’s brought other mascots to 
Towson. The lacrosse team was the “Indians.” The 
wrestling team was the “Teachers.”

Winkelman and his teammates had their own 
idea and simply adopted the tiger as their mascot. 
Although they wore jerseys with a knight and 
horse logo, they were adamant that they would be 
called “tigers” in their yearbook photo. Winkel-
man encouraged use of the tiger, writing “Tigers 
Tales,” a weekly sports column, in the Towerlight. 
The paper used the tiger image in its masthead from 
1966-69.

The Towson Tiger logo has also experienced 
change, evolving into its present day “stylistic” 
design which replaced the upright caricature that 
had been used since the mid-80’s. That took the 

place of the old block tiger which served as the logo 
from 1979. 

The Towson logo is registered. Approval for its 
use commercially is required. 

According to the NCAA, other popular nick-
names include Bears (16), Wildcats (12) and Eagles 
(12).

 TOWSON, Md. - Calvin Lee scored a career high 25 points as 
host Towson got its 2009-10 campaign off on a positive note when 
the Tigers handed Miami (Ohio) an 82-71 loss in the season opener 
for both teams.
 The Tigers, winning their lid lifter for a fourth straight year, 
clawed their way back from two deficits. Troy Franklin’s three-
point play at the 13:34 mark of the second period capped a 17-9 run 
that put the Tigers out front, 54-51. Towson held the advantage the 
rest of the way, leading by as many as 14 points late.
 “We feel we can score more this year than last year when we 
averaged around 65 points,” Tiger head coach Pat Kennedy said.

 WILMINGTON, N.C. - Starving for a victory the Tigers found it in 
a tough venue when they held off pesky UNC Wilmington 58-53 in 
Trask Coliseum where they spoiled the Seahawks’ homecoming. It 
was just the second win for the Tigers in 10 trips to Trask.

 RICHMOND, Va. - VCU set a school record and tied a CAA mark 
by burying 20 three-pointers in handing Towson its worst loss in 30 
years as a Division I program when the defending league champion 
Rams defeated the Tigers 112-53 in the Siegel Center.
 The 59-point margin was the biggest since William & Mary 
beat the Tigers by 63 points, 94-31, 62 years ago in 1948. The 112 
points were the most surrendered in a game since a 120-73 loss at 
Maryland in 1994.
 It was Towson’s fourth loss in a row as the Tigers dropped to 
4-16 and 1-9 in the league. It was their 11th setback in the last 12 
games. VCU improved to 14-5 and 6-4 in CAA play. It was the Rams’ 
16th win over Towson in the 17-game series.
 The Rams played like it was a skeet shoot at a track meet 
rather than a basketball game. VCU shot lights out in the first half, 
especially in the opening nine minutes when the Rams made 80 per 
cent of their attempts while racing to a 30-18 lead.

 RICHMOND, Va. - Towson’s season came to an abrupt halt with 
an 86-56 loss to top-seeded Old Dominion in the quarterfinals 
of the Colonial Athletic Association Championship Basketball 
Tournament in the Richmond Coliseum.
 After dispatching UNC Wilmington 91-74 in a first round con-
test, the Tigers were hoping for an upset of the favored Monarchs 
(24-8) but ODU’s size proved too much for Towson to handle. The 
loss sends the Tigers home with a final 10-21 record and put a stop 
to their three-game win streak. 
 Old Dominion dominated the boards, out rebounding the 
Tigers 60-27. The Monarchs collected 24 offensive rebounds. ODU 
scored 44 points in the paint with Gerald Lee (17), Keyon Carter (16) 
and Frank Hassell (11) accounting for  that production. Hassell led 
ODU’s effort on the boards with 11.
 “We played very well in the first round when Old Dominion 
got a chance to see some of things we’ve developed in the last 
couple of weeks,” said Tiger head coach Pat Kennedy. “They did a 
good job of preparing for us. They’re a great offensive rebounding 
team. They just keep coming and coming and coming. They’ve got 
excellent depth, size and strength, and they make shots.
 “The first 10 minutes of the game we had terrific energy. Then 
it started to get away from us. We were running out of gas.”
 The Tigers took the early lead. Josh Thornton, whose game 
high 18 points put him into Towson’s 1,000-point club as its 26th 
member, hit a trey to give the Tigers their last lead, 7-4. Carter 
countered a minute later with a three-point basket of his own to 
tie the score and start a 7-0 run.

 RICHMOND, Va. - For the 4th straight year the Tigers made the 
CAA quarterfinals thanks to an opening round 91-74 win over UNC 
Wilmington.
 The 8th-seeded Tigers (10-20) were dominating, leading by as 
many as 30 points midway through the second half. A closing 12-2 
run by the 9th-seeded Seahawks (9-22) made the game appear 
closer than it actually was as the Tigers scored a season high in 
points. The win stretched Towson’s win streak to three, its longest 
of the season.
 Towson never trailed in the one-sided victory. Troy Franklin 
opened the scoring with a three-point basket just 14 seconds into 
the game to set the tone.

Tomorrow’s Towson Center
Towson University continues to plan the 
construction of a new arena attached to the 
current Towson Center that will become the 
new home of the men’s and women’s bas-
ketball programs, as well as volleyball and 
gymnastics., and provide a new location for 
major university events like graduation and 
convocations.

Construction on the new 5,000-seat arena 
is expected to begin in the spring of 2011 and 
open for the 2013-14 season.

The Arena will be attached to the current 
Towson Center. The front entrance will be 
just off of Auburn Drive, across from the 
Johnny Unitas Stadium press box. The Arena 
will feature a seating bowl, hospitality areas 
and suites. The concourse will include four 
concessions areas, ticketing and a Hall of 
Fame exhibit where the university plans to 
display a history of its athletics program.

The project also includes enhancement of 
the lower level of the Towson Center, includ-
ing renovation to the basketball and visiting 
locker rooms, and expansion of the strength 
and conditioning facilities. 

TODAY’S  TOWSON CENTER
With a current seating capacity of 4,500 for 
basketball, the Towson Center is in its 35th 

season of hosting college basketball games.
The Towson Center arena is part of a 

complex which is situated on 24 picturesque 
acres of ground. It was opened for use in 
October, 1976. Since then, the Tigers have a 
263-173 record in it.

The entire complex includes the arena, 
11,192-seat Johnny Unitas Stadium, ten tennis 
courts (fi ve lighted for evening play), and 
separate fi elds for football, lacrosse, soccer, 
and softball.

Inside the arena, which has 165,000 square 
feet of fl oor space, there are six classrooms, 
a research lab, a curriculum center, a fi tness 
center, varsity and other weight rooms, a 
training room, a gymnastics room, plus 16 
locker rooms, six racquetball courts and six 
squash courts. The main arena is suffi ciently 
lighted for television. The facility houses 
nearly 100 faculty and staff members.

The fl oor of the main arena is designed to 
accomodate basketball, gymnastics, indoor 
track, tennis and volleyball. Two large carpeted 
platform risers with armed chairback seating 
sections weighing 35 tons each, are unique 
features. Fully-mechanized, they are among 
the largest of their kind in the world. There is 
also additional bleacher seating on the fl oor 
and concourse levels.

FEB. 5, 1977 - TOWSON 68, BALTIMORE 
65: The Towson Center’s fi rst sell-out crowd 
of 5,079 watches the 3rd-ranked Tigers edge 
4th-ranked Baltimore in a battle between top 
of the top teams in NCAA Division II. Brian 
Matthews leads the way with 18 points and 
11 rebounds.

FEB. 26, 1977 - BALTIMORE 100, TOWSON 
96: In the Mason-Dixon Conference cham-
pionship game, Baltimore hands the Tigers 
their fi rst-ever Towson Center loss with a 
thrilling 100-96 win before a crowd of 4,950. 
The Tigers’ Pat McKinley is named as the 
tournament MVP as he scores 21 points with 
14 rebounds and four blocked shots.

MAR. 5, 1977 - TOWSON 92, BALTIMORE 
87 (OT): Led by a 35-point performance by 
Roger Dickens, the Tigers edge Baltimore 
in the NCAA Division II South Atlantic 
regional championship game. After rallying 
from a 78-72 defi cit in the fi nal minute to 
force overtime, the Tigers use eight overtime 
points by Dickens to win the title. Brian Mat-
thews adds 28 points and 15 rebounds before 
a crowd of 4,419.

FEB. 18, 1978 - TOWSON 80, CHEYNEY 
78: Ranked 2nd in NCAA Division II, 
the Tigers received a 25-point effort from 
Brian Matthews as they edged 4th-ranked 
Cheyney, 80-78. Coached by John Chaney, 
Cheyney went on to win the NCAA Division 
II national championship.

FEB. 25, 1978 - TOWSON 74, MOUNT ST. 
MARY’S 66: In the Mason-Dixon Confer-
ence championship game, the Tigers won 
their fi rst league title with a 74-66 win over 
Mt. St. Mary’s. Roger Dickens scored 22 
points and was named as the tournament’s 
MVP.

MAR. 4, 1978 - ELIZABETH CITY 84, 
TOWSON 73: Hosting the NCAA Division II 
South Atlantic regional for the second year in 
a row, the Tigers lost to Elizabeth City in the 
fi nals, 84-73. Tom Blue of Elizabeth City was 
the tournament MVP as he scored 13 points 
with 13 rebounds. Brian Matthews led the 
Tigers with 22 points and 10 rebounds.

DECEMBER 1, 1979 - AMERICAN 66, 
TOWSON 63: In their debut as an NCAA 
Division I program, the Tigers fell to Coach 
Gary Williams and American University, 
66-63. All-American Boo Bowers led the 
Eagles with 33 points and 10 rebounds while 
Mike Lyles scored 16 points for the Tigers.

FEB. 13, 1980 - TOWSON 74, BALTIMORE 
69: Led by a career high 18-point, 12-rebound 
performance from Joe Miller, the Tigers beat 
the University of Baltimore, 74-69, to present 
Coach Vince Angotti with his 200th career 
victory. The winningest coach in Towson 
basketball history, Angotti fi nished his career 
with 231 wins in 16 seasons.

DEC. 14, 1981 - VILLANOVA 85, TOWSON 
55: Before a crowd of 3,442 that was held 
down because of a snow storm, the Tigers 
hosted their fi rst major college program as 
they faced Villanova. Led by All-Americans 
Ed Pinckney and John Pinone, the Wildcats 
shot 61.7 per cent from the fl oor as they 
handed the Tigers one of their worst-ever 
losses, 85-55. A future NBA star, Pinckney 
shot 11-for-11 from the fl oor and scored 
22 points while Pinone had 25 points. The 
nucleus of the Villanova team that played in 
the Towson Center went on to win a national 
championship in 1985.

FEB. 11, 1984 - TOWSON 71, AMERICAN 62 
(2 OT): Freshman guard Bill Leonard scored 
a game high 20 points and hit a 30-bank shot 
to send the game to a second overtime period 
as the Tigers earned their fi rst-ever win over 
American University. Leonard’s desparation 
shot at the end of the fi rst overtime banked 
in and tied the game at 58-58. In the second 
overtime, the Tigers went on a 13-4 spurt to 
earn their fi rst win over AU in 19 meetings.

DEC. 5, 1987 - TOWSON 76, LOYOLA 
COLLEGE 60: In the fi rst college basketball 
game televised from the Towson Center, the 
Tigers edged local rival Loyola College. The 
Tigers’ home opener was televised locally 
on WBAL-TV with Vince Bagli and Chris 
Thomas handling the broadcast. A crowd of 
3,485 saw the Tigers jump out to a 15-3 lead 

and never look back. Led by Adrian Basey, 
who scored 12 points, the Tigers shot 51 per 
cent from the fl oor.

MAR. 8, 1988 - LEHIGH 84, TOWSON 78: 
With a crowd of 4,271 and their fi rst national 
ESPN audience watching, the Tigers lost to 
Lehigh in the fi rst East Coast Conference 
Tournament championship game televised 
by ESPN. Daren Queenan led Lehigh with 
37 points while Marty Johnson and Tommy 
Jones each scored 19 points for the Tigers, 
who fi nished as ECC runners-up for the 
second year in a row.

FEB. 26, 1990 - TOWSON 92, LEHIGH 82: 
In their fi nal regular season home game, the 
Tigers raced to a 40-24 halftime lead and 
cruised to a 92-82 win over Lehigh to clinch 
the East Coast Conference regular season 
championship for the fi rst time ever. Kurk 
Lee led Towson with 31 points as the Tigers 
protected their lead by making 31 of 36 free 
throws in the second half. 

MAR. 6, 1990 - TOWSON 73, LEHIGH 60: 
Led by East Coast Conference Tournament 
MVP Kurk Lee and his 22 points, the Tigers 
earned their fi rst ECC championship and a 
berth in the NCAA Tournament with a 73-60 
win over Lehigh. Although the Tigers never 
trailed in the second half, they did not have 
a comfortable lead until a three-point play 
by Lee with 3:40 remaining made it a 60-51 
game. Sophomore Devin Boyd scored 13 
points and was named to the all-tournament 
team. The Tigers won the fi rst of their three 
straight ECC championships in front of a 
crowd of 4,435 and a national ESPN audi-
ence.

DEC. 1, 1990 - TOWSON 62, LOYOLA 60: 
Junior guard Devin Boyd scored 18 points 
as the Tigers defeated Loyola, 62-60, to 
win their second straight Baltimore Beltway 
Classic championship. Boyd was the tourna-
ment MVP. William Griffi n added 16 poinst 
and was named to the all-tournament team, 
along with Chuck Lightening.

JAN. 16, 1991 - TOWSON 75, RIDER 71: In 
a bizarre atmosphere created by the pre-game 
news that Desert Storm had begun, junior 
guard Devin Boyd scored a career high 32 
points as the Tigers edged Rider, 75-71. 
Boyd, who made 10 of 16 shots from the 
fl oor, scored the 1,000th point of his college 
career with 12:51 remaining as he became 
the 14th player in Towson history with 1,000 
career points.

Towson Center Highlights
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MAR. 5, 1991 - TOWSON 69, RIDER 63: 
Appearing on ESPN in the East Coast Con-
ference championship game for the third time 
in four years, the Tigers used last minute 
heroics to hold off Rider’s upset bid and 
earn their second straight trip to the NCAA 
Division I Tournament. With the Tigers trail-
ing by 61-59 and 1:06 left, Devin Boyd hit a 
short jumper, was fouled and made the free 
throw to put the Tigers ahead to stay.  With 
45 seconds left, Chuck Lightening made a 
steal and a breakaway slam dunk to ignite 
the crowd of 3,425 and send the Tigers on 
to victory. Boyd and Lightening were named 
to the all-tournament team, along with junior 
Terrance Jacobs.

FEB. 15, 1992 - TOWSON 113, UMBC 103: 
In the highest-scoring game ever played in the 
Towson Center, the Tigers outscored UMBC, 
113-103. The Tigers, who shot 56.1 per cent 
from the fl oor, were led by senior Terrance 
Jacobs, who scored 39 points to set a record 
for the most points scored by a Tiger player 
in the Towson Center. Included among T.J.’s 
39 points was the 1,000th point of his career 
at Towson. For UMBC, Derell Thompson set 
a school record with 43 points.

FEB. 15, 1993 - TOWSON 75, LIBERTY 69: 
Playing their fi nal home game of the season, 
the Tigers clinched the Big South Confer-
ence regular season title with a 75-69 win 
over Liberty. The win upped the Tigers’ Big 
South record to 11-2 and marked their eighth 
straight win at home. Scooter Alexander 
scored 23 points to lead the Tigers.

DEC. 17, 1994 - TOWSON 84, DELAWARE 
83: For the third time in three weeks, Ralph 
Blalock connected on a game-winning three-
point basket in the fi nal seconds to lead the 
Tigers to their 21st straight Towson Center 
win, an 84-73 victory over Delaware. 
Blalock, who also hit game-winning shots 
against Mount St. Mary’s and West Virginia, 
drilled a 23-foot shot with four seconds left 
to lift the Tigers past the Blue Hens. The 
home court winning streak would reach 22 
games before the Tigers lost to Radford on 
January 7, 1995.

JAN. 30, 1995 - TOWSON 81, LOUISVILLE 
69: In what was considered one of the biggest 
upsets of the 1994-95 college basketball 
season, the Tigers stunned Louisville, 81-69, 
before a delirious crowd of 4,281. The Tigers 
rallied from an 11-point fi rst half defi cit to 
pull away down the stretch. Trailing by 59-55 

with 9:16 remaining, the Tigers outscored the 
Cardinals by 26-10 the rest of the way. In the 
fi nal 1:36,  the Tigers made nine of ten free 
throws. Ralph Blalock led the Tigers with 26 
points and fi ve steals while DeRon Robinson 
scored 20 points off the bench.

FEB. 16, 1997 - TOWSON 80, MAINE 70: 
Led by a 21-point performance from Ralph 
Biggs, the Tigers edged Maine to present 
Coach Terry Truax with his 200th career 
victory. The Tigers’ coach for 14 seasons, he 
compiled a record of 202-203 and led Towson 
to two NCAA Tournament appearances and 
three conference championships.

NOV. 24, 1997 - MICHIGAN 75, TOWSON 
72: Before a record crowd of 5,086 and 
playing on their new portable wooden fl oor 
for the fi rst time, the Tigers nearly pulled off 
a major upset as they dropped a 75-72 heart-
breaker to Michigan in the fi nal minute. The 
Tigers entertained the sellout crowd and a 
local TV audience on WMAR by grabbing 
a 37-32 lead at halftime. A three-pointer by 
Derrick Newton with 2:57 left gave the Tigers 
a 66-65 lead before the Wolverines scored 
seven straight points to make it a 72-66 edge. 
However, a Marlin Wise three-pointer cut the 
lead to 73-72 with eight seconds left. Robbie 
Reid made two free throws for Michigan with 
fi ve seconds left to clinch the win. Led by Raul 
DePablo, the Tigers made 13 of 25 shots from 
three-point range. DePablo led the Tigers with 
18 points.

JAN. 12, 2002 - TOWSON 68, DREXEL 
62: Playing their fi rst-ever Colonial Athletic 
Association game in the Towson Center, the 
Tigers shot 59.2 per cent from the fl oor and 
led for all 40 minutes in a 68-62 win over 
Drexel. The victory ended Towson’s 15-game 
losing streak against Drexel, a streak that 
dated back to January 23, 1991. Brian Allen 
led the Tigers to their fi rst CAA victory by 
scoring 15 points with eight assists.

JAN. 19, 2004 - TOWSON 57, UNC WILM-
INGTON 55: A rebound basket by Derrick 
Goode as time expired lifted the Tigers to 
a stunning 57-55 upset win over two-time 
defending Colonial Athletic Association 
champion UNC Wilmington. The Seahawks, 
who came into the game with a 9-5 overall 
record and a CAA-leading 4-1 mark. Law-
rence Hamm led the Tigers with 24 points 
and 11 rebounds as the Tigers ended a fi ve-
game losing streak against UNCW.

NOV. 19, 2004 - TOWSON 69, NORFOLK 
STATE 58: In Coach Pat Kennedy’s home 
debut as the Tigers’ coach, Lawrence Hamm 
and Cantrell Fletcher each scored17 points 
to lead the Tigers to a win over Norfolk 
State. The victory was the Tigers’ seventh 
straight win in a home opener. Playing all 40 
minutes, Hamm shot 6-for-11 from the fl oor 
and grabbed nine rebounds.

JAN. 5, 2005 - TOWSON 86, DELAWARE 
66: In their CAA home opener, the Tigers 
used an early 17-0 run to hand rival Dela-
ware a decisive 86-66 loss. The margin of 
victory was Towson’s largest in 51 games 
against the Blue Hens. Mike Green scored 16 
of his 20 points in the fi rst half as the Tigers 
took a 49-32 lead at intermission. Lawrence 
Hamm added 23 points while Jonathan Pease 
scored 15 points with 14 rebounds.

DEC. 3, 2005 - TOWSON 76, WILLIAM & 
MARY 45: Senior Lawrence Hamm scored a 
career high 29 points on 13-for-15 shooting 
from the fl oor to lead the Tigers to a 76-45 
win over William & Mary in their CAA 
opener. Freshman guard Tim Crossin added 
19 points and seven assists for the Tigers, 
who led by 42-20 at halftime.

JAN. 12, 2006 - TOWSON 94, HOFSTRA 
91: Led by the heroics of Gary Neal, the 
Tigers pulled off a thrilling 94-91 CAA win 
over Hofstra. Neal scored 34 points as he 
nailed six of eight three-point attempts. He 
scored 12 points in the fi nal 2:09. After giving 
Towson an 84-80 lead on a three-pointer with 
2:09 left, he made 9 of 10 free throws the rest 
of the way. Freshman Tim Crossin added 10 
points and 10 assists as the Tigers overcame 
a school record three-point shooting effort 
(15-for-27) by Hofstra. Hofstra went on to 
post a fi nal record of 26-7 and advance to the 
NIT quarter-fi nals.

FEB. 15, 2006 - TOWSON 59, VCU 57: 
Dennard Abraham poured in a career high 27 
points as Towson notched its fi rst victory ever 
over Virginia Commonwealth, ending the 
Rams’ 10-game win streak over the Tigers.

100-Point Games
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In the decades following the American Revolution, 
Americans clamored for free public schooling for their 
children. Maryland’s elected offi cials and others who 
valued a literate citizenry also recognized that public 
school systems would require qualifi ed, dedicated 
teachers. They pressed for a systematic, reliable means 
of producing teachers, and in 1865 – the fi nal year of the 
Civil War – the legislature allocated funds for Maryland’s 
fi rst teacher-training school. On January 15, 1866, the 
State Normal School opened its rented quarters in 
Baltimore with a principal, M.A. Newell, 11 students and 
three faculty (“Normal School” is the English translation 
for Ecole Normale, the term used by the French 
teacher-training schools that served as models for U.S. 
educators). Today, Towson University is an institution of 
higher learning with a president, Dr. Robert Caret, an 
enrollment of 21,177 and a faculty numbering over 1,500.

An exceptionally 
qualifi ed staff consisting of six full-time, nationally cer-
tifi ed athletic trainers possessing post-graduate degrees, 
more than 40 athletic training students, a primary care 
physician/physician director and a team orthopedist who 
work together to provide a broad range of sports medicine 
services to every student-athlete. 
 Towson’s Athletic Training Education Program was the 
fi rst accredited program in the state, is one of only two 
universities in Maryland to offer this program and is the 
only one working with Division I student-athletes.
  Towson athletes are serviced from two venues: the Field 
House and the Towson Center Arena. Opened in 2003, the 
Field House’s Ford-Vetter Sports Medicine Facility, located 
on the fi rst fl oor, is equipped with diverse types of thera-
peutic modalities that provide signifi cant fl exibility in the 
care, treatment and rehabilitation of the Tigers. 
 The Towson Center Sports Medicine facility is located 
on the 100 level of the Towson Center. This athletic train-
ing room offers standard whirlpools, numerous treatment 
and evaluation tables and ample rehabilitation tools.

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 The Tiger Training Hall is located on the fi rst fl oor of the Towson Center 
and fully equipped to meet the demands of each athlete, no matter what 
the sport.
 Over 20,000 pounds of weight, two full sets of dumbbells ranging from 5 
to 150 pounds, 10 lifting platforms and 10 power racks provide each group 
of athletes with the opportunity to develop a foundation of strength with 
compound, multi-joint exercises. A full complement of Hammer Strength 
machines, along with reverse hyper, glutei/ham benches, polymeric boxes, 
and two sets of medicine balls round out the room.
 Jesse Judy is the Director of Towson’s Strength and Conditioning. He 
is assisted by Jeremy Pick. The coaches collaborate in training each of the 
20 Tiger athletic programs.

by the unit including study hall, tutorial program and individual 
meetings with athletic academic advisors.

■ Participate in Freshman Orientation and assistance 
with registration.
