This reclassification supports Strategic Plan Initiative 18 Develop, hire, and retain a quality, stable, 

diverse, and thriving workforce. This position will be funded through the general fund.  

The salary range for an Appraiser Assistant is $3,637 - $4,837 per month and the salary range for 

a Senior Appraiser is $4,642 - $6,174 per month.   The difference between the classifications' top 

salaries is $1,337 or a 27% increase.

Lake Management District No. 23 for Pattison Lake.  

 

Thurston County Lake Management District No. 23 for Pattison Lake was created by Ordinance No. 

16219 on November 22, 2022. 

A Roll of Assessment (Roll) for the new district has been prepared, which lists rates and charges for 

each parcel within the district boundaries.  Rates used to calculate these charges were initially 

submitted to the BoCC by petition from property owners and were the subject of a public hearing 

held July 26, 2022.  Following the public hearing, the rates and charges were adopted by a 



  

This AIS is complete and ready for the Clerk of the Board to include in the Board Agenda:   

  

Resolution of Findings and Determinations, No. 16187.  The proposed rates were also stated on 

ballot materials sent to property owners, along with the proposed charges to be placed on their 

parcel(s).  

RCW 36.61.120 directed the County legislative authority to next hold a public hearing to consider 

objections to the Roll.  The public hearing is by statute limited to considering written objections to 

charges improperly or incorrectly assigned to individual parcels only. Objections to the district's 

establishment, purpose, or rate structure was not considered in this public hearing, as they had 

already been adopted by Resolution, affirmed by ballot, and codified by Ordinance.  

A public hearing to consider objections to the Roll was held on January 10, 2023.  Notice of the 

public hearing was published in the newspaper of record and mailed to property owners along with 

their parcel numbers and charges.  Instructions for preparing objections was included with the 

mailed notice.  All objections to the Roll needed to include clear grounds for the objection and be 

provided to the Board prior to the hearing.  The mailed notice for the hearing required objections 

be submitted by Thursday, January 5, thus allowing time to investigate the objections, develop any 

necessary staff reports or maps, and schedule sufficient time during the hearing for their 

consideration.   Property owners need not be present at the hearing to have their submitted 

objections considered by the Board. 

After submitted objections and statements have been considered, the Board may 1) approve the 

Roll as presented, 2) modify charges found to be inaccurate or improperly assigned and approve 

the amended Roll, or 3) set the Roll aside and direct staff to prepare a new Roll.

21, 2022 setting out its intentions to consider formation of Lake Management District No. 23 for 
Pattison Lake; and 

Whereas, the Board of Thurston County Commissioners found formation of Lake Management 
District No. 23 to be in the public interest and the question of whether to create said district was 
submitted to eligible landowners, pursuant to RCW 36.61.080, through adoption of Resolution 
No. 16187 on August 16, 2022; and 

Whereas, the proposal to create the district received a simple majority of the votes cast by 
property owners within the proposed district pursuant to RCW 36.61.090; and 

Whereas, the Board of Thurston County Commissioners created Thurston County Lake 
Management District No. 23 for Pattison Lake through adoption of Ordinance 16219 on 
November 22, 2022; and 

Whereas, the notice and hearing requirements for establishing the roll of rates and charges for 
Lake Management District No. 23 pursuant to RCW 36.61.120 and RCW 36.61.140 have been 
satisfied; and 

Whereas, a public hearing was held on January 10, 2023 to hear objections to the roll of rates and 
charges and the Board elected not to amend the roll based upon its consideration of the objections 
made. 

NOW THEREFORE, the Board of County Commissioners of Thurston County, Washington, 
does resolve as follows: 

Section 1. Findings. The Board of County Commissioners for Thurston County finds that none 
of the timely filed objections to the proposed final roll of rates and charges established a basis 
justifying amending that property’s assessment. The record of each objection and the response 
adopted herein by the Board is attached as Exhibit A and incorporated by reference as though set 
forth in full. 
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Section 2. Rates, Charges, and Method of Collection. 
a. The annual rates and charges to property within the LMD will be approximately $134,912 

in 2024, with a one to five percent increase per year for the following eight years but 
shall not exceed the limitations of RCW 36.61.170. These limits may be amended if 
allowed pursuant to any legislative changes to RCW 36.61 that take effect during the 
ten-year duration of the district. 

 
b. Method of collection: 

 
a. Charges for Lake Management District No. 23 shall be included in Thurston 

County’s annual property tax statements. 
b. The charges shall be due and payable on or before the 30th day of April and shall 

be delinquent after that date; however, if one half of such charge is paid on or 
before the said 30th of April, the remainder shall be due and payable on or before 
the 31st day of October and shall be delinquent after that date. 

c. If a payment is received in conjunction with a combined property tax and Lake 
Management District No. 23 charges and the payment is less that the amount due, 
the payment shall be applied first to the annual property tax of the parcel and any 
remaining amount to the Lake Management District No. 23 charge. 

 

Section 3. Adoption of Roll of Rates and Charges. The roll of rates and charges for Thurston 
County Lake Management District No. 23 for Pattison Lake, attached hereto as Exhibit B and 
incorporated by reference as though set forth in full, is hereby approved. 

Section 4. Deposit. The funds collected for Lake Management District No 23 will be deposited 
into Fund No. 1770 of the Thurston County Treasurer’s Office. 

 
Section 5. Senior Citizen and Disabled Persons Exemption. Property owners within Lake 
Management District No. 23 currently enrolled in the Senior Citizen and Disabled Persons 
Exemption Program with the Thurston County Assessor’s Office will receive a reduction in their 
Lake Management District charges for the years on which they are entitled to the exemption with 
the County. Property owners not currently enrolled in the program or who did not qualify in any 
one or more years will be eligible for the reduction for any year after which they have qualified 
provided they qualify on or before November 1 of the year prior to receiving the reduction. The 
reduction rate shall be consistent with the provisions of the Senior Citizen and Disabled Persons 
Exemption Program. 

 
Section 6. Severability. If any clause, sentence, paragraph, section, or provision of this Resolution 
or the application thereof to any person or circumstances shall be found to be invalid, the validity 
of the remaining provisions shall not be affected, and the Ordinance shall be construed or enforced 
as if it did not contain the particular provision held to be invalid.

 (3) TAXES AND FEES:  Vendor agrees to pay all State of Washington sales and any other taxes, and shall secure and 
pay for any permit, government fees, licenses, and inspection fees necessary for performance under the Contract and as 
required by federal, state, or local law as currently or in the future enacted.

 Solely for the purposes of this indemnification and hold harmless provision, in any and all claims against the County, its 
officers, officials, employees and agents by any employee or former employee of the Vendor, subcontractor, anyone directly 
or indirectly employed by any of them, or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, the indemnification and hold 
harmless obligation under this section shall not be limited in any way by any limitation on the amount or type of damages, 
compensation, or benefits payable by or for the Vendor or subcontractor under Worker’s Compensation acts, disability 
benefit acts, or other employee benefit acts, it being clearly agreed and understood by the parties hereto that the Vendor 
expressly waives any immunity the Vendor might have had under Title 51 RCW.  By submitting its bid to the County, the 
Vendor acknowledges that the foregoing waiver has been mutually negotiated by the parties. 
 The indemnification, protection, defense and save harmless obligations contained herein will survive the expiration, 
abandonment or termination of this Contract.  
      Nothing contained within this provision shall affect or alter the application of any other provision contained within this 
Contract.  
 
 (10) INDEPENDENT STATUS of VENDOR: In the performance of this Contract, the parties will be acting in their 
individual, corporate or governmental capacities and not as agents, employees, partners, joint venturers, or associates of 
one another. The parties intend that an independent contractor relationship will be created by this Contract. The employees 
or agents of one party will not be deemed or construed to be the employees or agents of the other party for any purpose 
whatsoever. The Vendor is not entitled to any County benefits, including without limitation: vacation pay, holiday pay, sick 
leave pay, medical, dental, or other insurance benefits, fringe benefits, or any other rights or privileges afforded to County 
employees.

 (11) LIENS, CLAIMS AND ENCUMBRANCES: Vendor warrants and represents that all materials supplied under this 
Contract are free and clear of all liens, claims or encumbrances of any kind. At the request of the County, a formal release 
of same shall be delivered to the County. 
  
 (12) TERMINATION:  

A. Termination for Convenience. The County may terminate this Contract, in its sole discretion. If this Contract is so 
terminated, the Vendor is entitled to payment for properly authorized materials supplied in accordance with the terms of this 
Contract prior to the effective date of contract termination. The County shall have no other obligation to the Vendor for such 
termination.

If a notice of termination for default has 
been issued and it is later determined for any reason that the Vendor was not in default, the termination will be deemed to 
be a termination for convenience as set forth in subsection A. of this section. 
 
 (13) FORCE MAJEURE: Neither party will be liable to the other or deemed in default under this Contract if and to the 
extent that such party’s performance of this Contract is prevented by reason of force majeure.  The term “force majeure” 
means an occurrence that is beyond the control of the party affected and could not have been avoided by exercising 
reasonable diligence. Force majeure will include, without limitation by the following enumeration: acts of nature, acts of civil 
or military authorities, fire, epidemics, civil or public disturbances, or other similar occurrences. If any party is unable to 
perform under this Contract due to a force majeure event, upon giving notice and reasonably full particulars to the other 
party, such obligation or condition will be suspended only for the time and to the extent commercially practicable to restore 
normal operations. In the event the Vendor ceases to be excused pursuant to this provision, then the County will be entitled 
to exercise any remedies otherwise provided for in this Contract, including termination for default. The County reserves the 
right to cancel this Contract and/or purchase materials from the best available source during the time of force majeure, and 
the Vendor will have no recourse against the County. Whenever a force majeure event causes the Vendor to allocate limited 
resources between or among the Vendor’s customers, the County will receive no less priority in respect to such allocation 
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than any of the Vendor’s other customers. 
 
 (14) WAIVER: The parties agree that the excuse or forgiveness of performance or waiver of any provision of this 
Contract does not constitute a waiver of such provision or future performance or prejudice the right of the waiving party to 
enforce any of the provisions of this Contract at a later time. 
 
     (15) COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS:  The Vendor shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules and 
regulations in performing this Contract.   
 
     (16) SEVERABILITY: If a court of competent jurisdiction holds any part, term or provision of this Contract to be illegal, 
or invalid in whole or in part, the validity of the remaining provisions shall not be affected, and the parties’ rights and 
obligations shall be construed and enforced as if this Contract did not contain the particular provision held to be invalid.  If 
any provision of the Contract is in direct conflict with any statutory provision of the State of Washington, that provision which 
may conflict shall be deemed inoperative and null and void insofar as it may conflict and shall be deemed modified to 
conform to such statutory provision. Should the County determine that the severed portions substantially alter this Contract 
so that the original intent and purpose of this Contract no longer exists, the County may, in its sole discretion, terminate this 
Contract.  
 
 (17)  CHOICE OF LAW, JURISDICTION AND VENUE: The parties agree that this Contract will be governed by the 
laws of the State of Washington both as to its interpretation and performance. Any action at law, suit in equity, or judicial 
proceeding arising out of this Contract will be instituted and maintained only in any of the courts of competent jurisdiction in 
Thurston County, Washington.
