SERIES HISTORY

New England and Buffalo will meet for the second time in 2022 with
the Patriots trying to avoid a series sweep for the first time since 2020.
Buffalo traveled to New England on Thursday, Dec. 1 and escaped with a
24-10 win. The two teams split the annual series last year with each team
winning on the road. The teams met for a third time in the 2021 postsea-
son, a 47-17 loss at Buffalo.

This week’s game will be the 127th meeting between the two teams.
New England holds a 77-48-1 edge in the series and have won 36 of the
last 45 regular season games between the clubs dating back to 2000.

The Patriots are 38-24-1in games played in Buffalo, including 31-18 at
Highmark Stadium

The series between the AFC East rivals began in 1960. The Patriots’ 77
wins over the Bills is their highest victory total over any opponent, four
higher than their next highest win total against the New York Jets (73).

After seven straight series sweeps and 15 consecutive Patriots wins
from 2003-10, Buffalo ended the streak with a 34-31 victory at Ralph Wil-
son Stadium in the first meeting between the teams in 2011. The 15-game
win streak is tied for the fourth-longest winning streak over a single op-
ponent in NFL history. The Patriots avenged that loss in the 2011 regular
season finale by overcoming a 21-0 first quarter deficit and scoring 49
unanswered points en route to a 49-21 victory.

The teams have had many memorable match ups over the years, in-
cluding a span from 1999 to 2001 where four-of-five contests were decid-
ed in overtime.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR...

With a win this week New England will qualify for the playoffs for the 29th time in the team's 63-
year history. The Patriots have earned 22 of those playoff berths in the 28 seasons since Robert
Kraft purchased the team in 1994. New England has won 22 division crowns overall (21 AFC East
crowns) and has qualified as a Wild Card team on five occasions (1976, '85, '94, '98 and 2021).
The Patriots also qualified for the playoffs in 1982 as part of a 16-team tournament following a
players’ strike.

The Patriots can become the first team since the NFL merger in 1970 to finish in the top 10 in 11 straight seasons in fewest points allowed. The 2022 New
England team is 5th in the NFL, allowing 19.5 points per game. The Patriots have finished in the top 10 for fewest points allowed in each of the last 10
seasons (2012-2021) to tie Tampa Bay, who became the last team to reach 10 straight seasons (1996-2005) for the fewest points allowed.

New England enters the final week of the season tied with Pittsburgh for first in the NFL with 18 interceptions. Overall, the Patriots have led the NFL in
interceptions four times (2003, 2010, 2019 and 2020).

The Patriots enter the final week of the season tied with Philadelphia for second with 27 turnovers (18 interceptions and 9 fumble recoveries) to the 32
turnovers by Dallas. The last time the Patriots led the NFL in turnovers was in 1994 with 40 total takeaways (22 interceptions and 18 fumble recoveries).
The Patriots have an NFL-leading eight non-offensive touchdowns in 2022 (5 interception returns, 2 fumble returns and 1 punt return). The team record for
most non-offensive touchdowns in a season is nine in 2010 (4 interception returns, 2 kickoff returns, 1 punt return, 1 blocked field goal return and 1 fumble
return) and 1961 (2 interception returns, 2 kickoff returns, 2 blocked punt returns and 3 fumble returns). The last NFL team with nine non-offensive touch-
downs in a season was the 2021 Dallas Cowboys. The NFL record for most non-offensive touchdowns in a season is 13 by the 1998 Seattle Seahawks.
The Patriots have returned five interceptions for touchdowns so far in 2022, the most in the NFL. The Patriots need one more interception returned for a
touchdown to set the team record. The team also returned five interceptions for touchdowns in 2001 and 2003. Only 14 teams have had more than five
returns in a season with nine teams reaching six returns, two teams reaching seven returns, two teams reaching eight returns and one team with nine
returns in a season.

The Patriots scored on defense for the seventh time in 2022 vs. Miami, the most defensive touchdowns scored in 2022. It is the most defensive scores in
a single season in team history. Minnesota with 8 defensive touchdowns in 2007 and Chicago with 9 defensive touchdowns in 2012 were the last teams
with more defensive scores in a season.

The Patriots have scored a defensive touchdown in each of the last four games with 23-yard fumble return for a touchdown by LB Raekwon McMillan at
Arizona on Dec. 12, a 16-yard interception return by DB Kyle Dugger at Las Vegas on Dec. 18, a 69-yard interception return for a touchdown by DB Marcus
Jones vs. Cincinnati on Dec. 24 and a 39-yard interception returned for a touchdown by Dugger vs. Miami on Jan. 1. It is the first time in team history that
the Patriots have scored a defensive touchdown in four straight weeks. The last NFL team to score a defensive touchdown in five straight games was the
Los Angeles Raiders in 1994.

The Patriots now have 52 sacks for the year, first in the AFC and second in the NFL to the 68 sacks by Philadelphia. It is the fifth-most in team history.

Under Kraft's leadership since he pur-
chased the team in 1994, the Patri-
ots have experienced one of the most
dramatic turnarounds in the history of
sports.

Kraft has led the two most dominant de-
cades in NFL history in terms of overall
wins — 141 (2010-19) and 126 (2000-09).

Kraft is the most successful owner since
he purchased the team in 1994 in terms
of wins (349), division titles (19), winning
percentage (.679), playoff wins (33) and
playoff seasons (22).

Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of
the most dramatic turnarounds in the histo-
ry of sports. In his 28 seasons of ownership,
he has transformed one of the league’s least
successful clubs into what many observers
view as a model NFL franchise. In the five
seasons immediately preceding his pur-
chase (1989-93), the Patriots were a mor-
ibund team, winning just 19 of 80 games
(.238 pct.), the worst record in the NFL over
that span. When he bought the franchise on
Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft announced his intention
to bring a championship to New England, a tall order considering the team’s
previous success rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patriots have won
more division titles (19), conference crowns (10) and Super Bowl champion-
ships (6) than any other NFL team. Additionally, the Patriots have achieved the
most winning seasons (24) and are tied with Pittsburgh for the fewest losing
seasons (3) since Kraft assumed ownership beginning in 1994. Super Bow! LIII
was the 10th Super Bowl appearance since Kraft purchased the team, a period
during which no other team has appeared in more than four Super Bowils. In
Kraft's 28 seasons, the Patriots have qualified for the playoffs 22 times, more
than doubling the franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons, and
finished with a winning record 24 times.

The New England Patriots are tied with the Pittsburgh Steelers for
the most Super Bowl wins in the NFL with six.

The Patriots have played in 11 Super Bowls, the most by any team
in NFL history. Dallas, Denver and Pittsburgh have played in eight.

The Patriots are third in NFL history with 15 Conference Champion-
ship Game appearances, one behind the 16 by Pittsburgh and San
Francisco.

The New England Patriots have 37 postseason victories, the most
in NFL history. Pittsburgh and Green Bay are second with 36 playoff
wins all-time.

The New England Patriots have earned seven No. 1 seeds, behind
San Francisco (9) and Denver (8) since playoff seeding began in
1975.

The Patriots have earned a first-round playoff bye an NFL-best 14
times since 1990.

New England is the only team in NFL history
with nine straight first-round byes (2010-18).

The Patriots announced the return of the red throwback uniforms late in the spring. The team wore the uniform
vs. Detroit on Oct. 9 and vs. Buffalo on Dec. 1. The uniform’s design, a red jersey with timeless blue and white
stripes across the sleeves and white numbers outlined in blue, is based on the uniform worn from 1984-1992
and sporadically worn from 1994-2012 as an alternate uniform. In 2013, the NFL announced a rule mandating
every club stick to one helmet all season. Unfortunately for the Patriots, this meant sidelining the throwback
uniforms as the silver helmet with the modern-day logo did not feel right to blend with the classic throwback
threads. In June of 2021, a memo was sent to teams announcing the approval of a second helmet for the fol-
lowing season. The rule change allowed the Patriots to complete the throwback uniforms with a white helmet,
white face mask and the Pat the Patriot logo to officially revive the red throwback uniforms for the upcoming
season. The announcement of the long-awaited revival included the original Delorean from the Back to the
Future movie franchise and players repping the throwback threads. The social media posts instantly gener-
ated national attention as fans and media alike welcomed back the beloved red jerseys.

Christian Barmore) with their first two picks and drafted two players from
Oklahoma with their next two picks (LB Ronnie Perkins and RB Rhamon-
dre Stevenson) in the 2021 NFL Draft. Since 1970, the only other team
to have two picks from one school followed by their next two picks from
one school was the 1992 Los Angeles Rams who drafted DE Sean Gilbert
(Pittsburgh) in the first round followed by DB Steve Israel (Pittsburgh)
in the second round and then used two third-round picks for DL Marc
Boutte (LSU) and WR Todd Kinchen (LSU).

KEEPING UP WITH THE JONES'

The Patriots have four players with the last name Jones with QB Mac
Jones, DB Jonathan Jones, DB Jack Jones and DB Marcus Jones. It is
the second time in team history that the team has had four players with
the same last name. In 2000, the Patriots had four players with the last
name Johnson with LB Ted Johnson, LB Olrick Johnson, P Lee Johnson
and NT Garrett Johnson.

2022 first-round draft pick, OL Cole Strange, started at left guard in
the season-opener at Miami (9/11) and became the 25th Patriots rookie
under Bill Belichick to start on opening day. Strange joins five other
current Patriots to start as a rookie on opening day, joining Mac Jones
(2021), Mike Onwenu (2020), Ja’'Whaun Bentley (2018), David Andrews
(2015) and Devin McCourty (2010).

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PATRIOTS EARN 31ST SHUTOUT IN
TEAM HISTORY; 14TH UNDER BELICHICK

The Patriots earned their 31st shutout in franchise history and the 14th
under Bill Belichick with the 29-0 victory vs. Detroit (10/9). It was the
team’s first shutout since a 25-0 win at Atlanta on Nov. 18, 2021. It was
the first shutout at Gillette Stadium since a 27-0 win vs. Houston on
Sept. 22, 2016.

SECOND STRAIGHT VISIT BY DETROIT
WITH A TOP RANKED UNIT

Detroit (10/9) entered the game with the top ranked offense averaging
an NFL-high 35 points per game and 437 yards per game and were
held to O points and 312 total yards. It was the second straight time the
Lions traveled to New England with a top ranked unit. When the Lions
last played at Gillette Stadium on Nov. 23, 2014, the Patriots rolled to a
34-9 win against the Lions’ top ranked defense. Detroit scored at least
24 points in each of their first four games this season.

100-YARD RUSHER AND A 100-YARD
RECEIVER IN THE SAME GAME FOR
FIRST TIME SINCE 2014

RB Rhamondre Stevenson had 161 yards rushing and WR Jakobi Mey-
ers had 111 receiving yards vs. Detroit (10/9). It is the first time the Pa-
triots had a 100-yard rusher and 100-yard receiver in the same game
since Oct. 5, 2014 when RB Stevan Ridley had 113 yards rushing and TE
Rob Gronkowski had 100 yards receiving.

PATRIOTS STOP DETROIT ON ALL 6
FOURTH DOWN ATTEMPTS

The Patriots defense forced six unsuccessful fourth down attempts vs.
Detroit (10/9). It is the most since New England was held to O-for-5 on
fourth down attempts on Oct. 8, 1995 vs. Denver. The previous best for
the Patriots defense was stopping an opponent on all four attempts,
which they had done twice before, vs. Denver (11/2/14) and vs. Tampa
Bay (9/22/13).

PATRIOTS AVERAGE 5-YARDS PER

The Patriots gained 176 yards rushing on 35 attempts for a 5.0-yards
per carry vs Detroit (10/9). It was the third straight week that they aver-
aged at least 5 yards per carry.

Baltimore on Sept. 25 and 5.1-yard per carry at Green Bay on Oct. 2.

QB Bailey Zappe’s 2-yard touchdown pass to WR Tyquan Thornton in

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PATRIOTS DEFENSE WAS FIRST TO HOLD

Cleveland (10/16) entered the game with the top ranked rushing at-
tack, posting five consecutive games of 170 rushing yards and was
averaging 192.4-yards per game. Nick Chubb had rushed for 100 yards
in four of the first five games and had 100 scrimmage yards in all five
games. Cleveland rushed for 70 yards and Chubb had 70 yards from
scrimmage (56 rushing yards and 14 receiving yards)

PATRIOTS DEFENSE EXTENDED MARK TO
SEVEN STRAIGHT STOPS
ON FOURTH DOWN

The Patriots stopped Cleveland (10/16) on a 4th-and-1 situation in the
second quarter for their seventh straight hold on fourth down. The Pa-
triots stopped Detroit on six fourth-down attempts the week before.
The last team with at least seven straight fourth-down stops was Den-
ver with eight straight in 2021. Cleveland converted on fourth down
late in the fourth quarter to end the streak.

STRONG BACK-TO-BACK GAMES

The Patriots had two strong weeks going against two top ranked
teams. Detroit (10/9) entered the game with the top ranked offense
and was averaging 35 points a game in a 29-0 shutout and Cleveland
(10/16) entered with the top ranked rushing attack (192.4) and were
held to 70 yards.

LB Matthew Judon has been selected to represent
the New England Patriots in the 2023 NFL Pro Bowl.
Judon is headed to his fourth consecutive Pro Bowl
and second straight with the Patriots.

Judon led the team with a career-high 12%. sacks in 2021 and reached a
career-high and 15% sacks in 2022 to become the fourth Patriots player
with back-to-back 10-plus sack totals, joining Garin Veris (10 in 1985 and
11in 1986), Andre Tippett (18'2in 1984 and 16"z in 1985) and Tony McGee
(12 in 1977, 11%2 in 1978 and 10% in 1979). Judon also joined Tippett (3),
McGee (3), Veris (2) and Jones (2) as the only Patriots to register more
than one double-digit sack total.

Judon registered a sack in each of the first five games of the 2022
season. He is the first New England player to start a season with at least
one sack in each of the first five games to start a season. Patriots and
Pro Football Hall of Famer Andre Tippett began the 1986 season with
one sack in each of the first four games.

Pro Football Hall of Famer Andre Tippett is the only Patriots player to
record more sacks in season than Judon's 15%; so far in 2022 with Tip-
pett recording 18% in 1984 and 16%: in 1985.

Late in the Eagles' eventual Super Bowl-winning season, Jalen's Uncle
Uhkoto lost his battle with cancer. The once-close relatives had long since
drifted apart and fallen out of touch. As a result, only in the wake of Uhko-
to's death did Jalen learned that his uncle — a man who otherwise shunned
sports — could quote his nephew's NFL statistics chapter and verse: every
pass breakup, every interception, every tackle, every game, Uhkoto was
keeping track of Jalen. The discovery left him with a heavy heart.

"It kind of broke me down," Jalen revealed, "because we had grown
apart. We were close at one point in time. It took that moment for me to
realize, this is a man | looked up to as a younger kid, and now he was look-
ing up to me, keeping up with sports that he didn't even care about. So, |
wanted to honor him in my own quiet way."

In 2021, Mills would get that opportunity. After signing §
his free-agent contract with New England, Jalen learned [
that the NFL would relax its jersey number restrictions, al-
lowing certain positions beyond kicker, punter, and quarter-
back to wear single-digits on their uniforms.

Leadership is equated with sacrifice. | think you have
to be willing to do whatever it takes for the unit to succeed. | think you
need to lead by example. A lot of times, it's about what you do, not
what you say.”

. Bill Belichick acknowledged Matthew Slater’s role as a gunner on spe-
cial teams: “Matt is one of the best in the league,” Belichick said. “Any
time the punt return team has to double somebody, that makes it one
less guy they can use somewhere else in the return. He almost always
draws two guys out there unless they’re in an eight-man rush. Most of
the time, there’s two guys out there — fourth-and-short, where they’re
trying to protect the box — but he draws a lot of double teams, and
deservedly so. He does an outstanding job of covering punts.”

. During a 2007 game against Arizona State, UCLA's Matthew Slater
returned a kickoff 89 yards for the final touchdown of his collegiate
career. In the Patriots 16-10 win over Buffalo on Sept. 29, 2019, DB J.C.

The Patriots have staged two historic come-from-behind victories
over the past several seasons:

Bill Belichick coached the Patriots back from a 25-point deficit to win
Super Bowl LI. A comeback of that magnitude is extremely rare. There
had been 2,656 games in which a team led by 25 points or more in NFL
history, including the postseason.
