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FY ’94 budget funds 174, 100 Marines

O Key programs, acquisitions
funded; buys right forces for future

HQMC, Washington, D.C. —
“The men and women who serve
under the American flag will be
the best trained, best equipped,
best prepared fighting force in the
world, so long as I am President.”
And with that pledge by President
Bill Clinton for the nation's
defense, the fiscal year (FY) 1994
defense budget was released
Saturday during a press briefing
held at the Pentagon.

Secretary of Defense Les Aspin
unveiled his proposed $250.7 billion
FY ‘94 defense budget saying,
“This is in many ways the first
truly post-Cold War budget. It
cuts Cold War forces and begins
to buy the new capabilities we

need to meet the new dangers we
face.”

For Marines, the biggest news
was that the budget axe appeared
to spare the Corps this year. The
Commandant asked for a Corps
of 177,000 Marines and received
funding for 174,100.

This budget, says Aspin, will
maintain the U.S. technological
edge while continuing to provide
high quality men and women in
uniform in a smaller force. “Our
job is to buy the right forces for
the right missions for the future.
This budget begins to do that.
And it provides the equipment
and training that will keep our
forces the best in the world,” he
said.

The future of the Marine Corps
for this fiscal year appears good.
Additionally the proposal funded

two programs important to the
future of the Corps.

The Secretary has placed special
emphasis on strategic mobility and
military power projection by fully
funding a sixth LHD (Wasp Class)
amphibious assault ship and the
continued development of the V-
22 Osprey.

In comparison to last year’s
budget, the FY ‘94 budget is about
$10 billion less than the current
budget. Although the FY '94
budget is considerably less painful
than feared, the President had
pledged to cut $88 billion from
former President Bush’s plans over
the next four years.

Aspin explained that major
changes to the budget and shape
of the military will be delayed
until the results of a major review
of the military is completed this
summer. Because of the review,
only minor changes were made in
the FY ‘94 budget.

According to Secretary Aspin,
“the proposed budget will stress
initiatives and strategies that will

meet four specific dangers the
nation can expect to face in the
new global security environment.”

They include regional security
concerns as a result of the
disintegration of the former Soviet
Union; the acquisition of weapons
of mass destruction by regimes
potentially hostile toward the
United States; the possibility of a
return of hostile, authoritarian
regimes to nations where
democracy has spread; and
economic security.

The question on the minds of
most Marines, however, is how do
the current cuts in defense
spending affect them? What
impact will these reductions have
upon the individual Marine, his
unit and equipment readiness, his
quality of life, and his family?

These are important questions,
the answers to which are broken
down into several distinct areas
ranging from personnel and
procurement, to military
construction, and to operation and
maintenance of Marine Corps

globe.

The following is a cursory glance
at some of the significant
highlights of that portion of the
FY '94 defense budget that will
have some level of impact on each
and every Marine, if passed by
the Congress.

Military personnel accounts form
a huge portion of the overall
defense budget. In terms of real
dollars, the proposed budget for
active duty Marines in FY '94 is
$5,678,700 billion. This figure
reflects a FY ‘94 end strength of
active duty Marines Corps forces
of 174,100 men and women, which
is just 3,000 less than the 177,000-
level the Commandant of the
Marine Corps had hoped to
maintain. The new figure is down
5,200 from FY ‘93 end strength.

Within the reserve
establishment, the budget proposal
for military personnel is $308
million, which supports an end
strength of 36,900, down 5,415 from
FY 1993.

Station

As the drawdown continues, the
Voluntary Separation Incentives
and Special Separation Benefit
(VSI/SSB) programs will remain
in effect during FY '94. DoD
intends to use available “tools” to
encourage voluntary separation
which will help to reduce the
number of involuntary separations
required to meet required end
strengths. Of particular interest
for all Marines and their families
and our civilian employees, the
proposal contains no cost-of-living
pay raise for FY '94.

While the end strength continues
to drop for both the active and
regserve establishments, the force
structure, which outlines the
command unit organization, will
begin to reduce. However, the
current budget will maintain three
active duty Marine divisions and
Marine aircraft wings as well as
one reserve division and wing
through the fiscal period.

If the proposed budget is
approved by Congress, Marine

Editor’s Note: The (full
interview with Col. R.R. Crawford
can be seen on station cable
channel 2 on the Windward
Review.

The first hurdle for the
continuing presence of Marines
here was cleared with absence of
the air station on the Base
Structure and Evaluation
Committee (BSEC) report to the
Secretary of Defense.

There were many who were
surprised that the air station
wasn’t on the list, but the station
actually came out of the process
stronger. Because of the -eport,
it’s unlikely the air station will be
on any future lists.

Air Station Commanding
Officer, Col. R.R. Crawford, was
confident prior to the release of
the closure list that the committee
would recognize the military value
of the air station.

When he went to Washington,
D.C., to meet with the BSEC, he
was quite happy with the results.

“Marine Corps Air Station
Kaneohe Bay did very welil,” Col.
Crawford explained. “For the West
Coast, we came out as number
two, Whidbey Island was number
one, as the best air station in
military value.”

The Navy and Marine Corps
have been working for more than
a year collecting information upon
which to base the closure
recommendations. The station
passed the first test.

The second hurdle the air station
must clear has to do with the
strength at which Marine Corps
will be funded. For fiscal year
1994, the Marine Corps is unlikely
to change structure as the
president’s proposed budget, sent
to Congress Saturday,
recommended a force of 174,100.

A force of 171,000 Marines was
the key figure for the brigade to
remain active.

If further cutbacks are made in
the future, the fate of the lst
Marine Expeditionary Brigade
may be in doubt.

Station establishes fraud, waste, abuse hotline

A fraud, waste and abuse hotline
hasbeen established by the station
commander as another vehicle to
support tenant commands,
residents and employees of the air
station at the local level.

“I set up the hotline to ensure
that all personnel who know of
a serious base problem will have

the opportunity to identify or bring
it to the command's attention”

Col. R.R. Crawford, station
commander explained.
According to LtCol. K.E.

Gregory, station inspector, the new
hotline is not a complaint line.
“The hotline was established 'so
that members of the station
community can voice their
concerns of suspected fraud, waste
and abuse.

“While it is not necessary for
callers to identify themselves, it
is preferable. All information will,
of course, be kept in the strictest
confidence,” Gregory added.

The hotline will be available 24
hours a day and can be reached
by calling 257-7800. The hotline
will be manned during normal
working hours by the Station
Inspector’s Office. After normal
working hours (5 p.m.-7:30 a.m.),
calls will be handled by an
answering machine.

The hotline will target fraud,
waste and abuse in station-type
support facilities like the

commisary, exchange, housing,
medical and dental. Gregory
cautioned that it is important
people realize that some issues are
more appropriately addressed in
other forums.

“We are nota complaint clearing
house. We can’t help the person
who feels they didn't get an
appointment at the clinic fast
enough, that the wait for on station
housing is too long or that the
commissary hours aren’L
convenient — these types of
problems might more appropriately
be addressed at the Neighhorhood
Quality of Life Board meeting.

HEADQUARTERS MARINE CORPS, Washington D.C.
—Secretary of Defense les Aspin has directed the military
services to begin early retirement programs for sclected active
duty members with more than 15 but less than 20 vears of

Bervice.

This program is part of the President’s Defense Conversion
Initiative and is designed to help servicemembers transition to

civilian life.

The Secretary approved the use of the early retirement program
to help avoid involuntary separations during the drawdown of
the armed forces. The program will help the services continue
to accomplish the drawdown primanly through voluntary means
ag well as help the Department of Defense achieve its two
overlapping goals during the drawdown — mamtaining readiness

and treating members fairly.

The early retirement program s not an entitlement. The
Congress provided this authonty 1in Section 4403 of the fiseal
year 1993 Defense Authorization Act. The authority expires Oct
1. 1995 The secretaries of the military departments will presceribe
regulations and policies regarding eligibility for this program.
The eriterin may nclude such factors as grade, venrs of service
Eligible members nearest to 20 vears of service
generally will be offered the program first

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Teachers examination offered

American Forces
Information Service

Military education centers are
offering the National Teachers
Examination only a few more
times this year, and preregistration
is required to take the test.

The examination is the first step
for people considering teaching as
a second career, said Jeffrey
Cropsey, chief of the Defense
Activity for Non-Traditional
Education Support's exam
certification department. Many
graduate schools list the National

Teachers Examination as part of
their entrance requirements, while
some school districts require it for
certification, he said.

The test comes in two parts:
The core battery and speciality
area tests. The core test, Cropsey
explained, is broken down into
three two-hour blocks, each testing
knowledge in a different area.

The communications skill block
includes reading, writing and
listening comprehension, while the
general knowledge section
concentrates on literature, fine arts,
social studies, mathmatics and

science. The third
professional knowledge,
questions on teaching.

block,
asks

Cropsey recommended that
persons who haven't taken any
education courses or worked in
military education read a book on
basic principles of education before
taking the examination.

The second part of the exam
offers testing in specific subjects,
such as history, social studies and
English, The test is scheduled
separately from the core exam.

“If you're seriously considering
teaching, I recommend that you
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go for it and take the test,” he
said. "If you aren’t sure about
education as a second career, talk
to a counselor. Don't take the test
just because it's being offered. Be
pretty sure that teaching is what
you want.”

The core exam and one specific
subject test are given free to active
duty military members, said
Cropsey. His organization pays
the costs “because it's our mission
to provide educational
opportunities for members of the
armed forces.” Civilian employees
are required to pay for the tests.

back to the Combat Operations
Center, where they keep track of
inventory by computer,” said Cpl.
Kenneth W. Lair, a scanner for
Brigade Service Support Group-
1.

“The gear is put into lines.
Everything is arranged by unit.
For example, everything going to
the airwing goes into one area.
Everything going to the division
goes to another area, and 8o on,”
Faulkner said.

“The vehicles in the lines sit
until there are enough to form a
convoy, and then (they) move on,
In an actual combat scenario, the
vehicles would not wait for a
convoy,” he said.

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Chnton proposes pay freeze

President Bill Clinton proposed
an acrogs-the-board freeze on
federal salaries during his
speech to a joint session of
Congress.

If accepted, this would mean no
pay raise in fiscal year 1994 for
military personnel or Department
of Defense (DoD) civilians. In
addition, Clinton proposed holding
pay raises for fiscal 1995-1997 at
1 percent below the inflation rate.
In DoD alone, officials estimate
this will save $24 billion.

The President also proposed 150
reductions to cut federal spending
by $246 billion in the next four
years. Defense officials said that
the DoD portion of this comes to
$88 billion.

They gave a general breakdown
of where the cuts will come, they
said Clinton proposes cutting
200,000 more active duty
servicemembers to bring the force
down to 1.4 million, He indicated
he will reduce the Strategic Defense

Initiative program, shifting its

emphasis to theater missile
defense.
Clinton s8aid during the

campaign that he will reduce
spending on nuclear weapons
research and intelligence. "“The
spending cuts I recommend were
carefully thought through in a
way to minimize any adverse
ecenomic impact, to capture the
peace dividend for investment
purposes and to switch the balance
in the budget from consumption
to more investment,” he told
Congress.

Clinton said he raises a hope
and a cautiori about the defense
budget. “As we restructure our
military forces to meet the new
threats of the post-Cold War world,
it is true that we can responsibly
reduce our defense budget,” he said.
“And we all may doubt what the
range of reductions is, but let me
say that as long as I am
President, I will do everything
can to make sure that the men
and women who serve under the
American flag will remain the
best-trained, the best-prepared, the

equipped fighting force in the
wond.”

He said the United States still
has commitments throughout the
world and dangers still threaten
American national interests, but
with a stronger economy, the
United States will be able to lead
and to find solutions to the
problems of ethnic conflict and
proliferation of weapons of mass
destruction. He also said he will
encourage nations new to
democracy.

During his speech, the President
also mentioned his order for a
reduction in government
administrative costs. He also said
he wishes to eliminate 100,000
federal civilian jobs.

Critics of the plan said the pay
cuts especially would take the
military back to the 1970s, when
poor pay benefits caused many in
the military to get out. Defense
officials said the critics are
premature in suggesting DoD is
returning to the 19708 and said
many tough decisions had to be
made to reduce the deficit.

The President’s speech provided
an outline for his program for'the
economy and deficit reduction.

of ‘chief’ stands

Washington Navy Editor
Service — Today marks the'100th
anniversary of the rank of chief
petty officer (CPO). From the first
chief master-at-arms to today’'s
Navy chief, -there exists a bond
between CPOs unmatched by our
sister service. *

“One of the proudest moments
in a sailor'’s. career is when.he or
she puts on the Khaki uniform
and fouled anchors of a chief petty
officer,” said .ETCM(SW) John
Hagan Master Chief Petty Officer
of the Navy (MCPON)

for experise

“The "current rating structure
that includes the rate and title
‘chief’ ‘is one hundred years old-
However,” continued the MCPON,
“looking back to June 1, 1776,
Jacob Wesbie was promoted iu')
‘chief’ cook aboard the Alfred, a
Continental Navy warship. With
little doubt, he was called ‘chief
by his mates. Whether used
officially or unofficially, the title
of ‘chief has signified a person
as theé leader and the expert on
technical matters.”

CPOs have proven themselves.
t0 be leaders and teachers.as well
as specialists in their ratings. Their -

authority and capabilities have
made them role models for the
enlisted sailors who work with

them. And for every enlisted sailor,
there is hope that with study,
diligence and attention to detail,
pinning on the anchors of a chief
petty officer is a real goal.
“The day my wife and my
favorite master chief pinned on
my anchors, I reflected back to

'Sept. 12, 1967 — when I first
.camé. into the Navy,”

said Senior
Boatswain’s Mate (SW) Richard

‘C. Bryan; senior BM detailer,

Bureau of Naval Personnel
Washington, D.C. “I rememberthat
day as well as the saltwater
underneath the keel of every ship
I've boarded.

“The Navy is the only branch
of service that promotes
(exceptional) E-6’s from lower-level
positions to _ upper/middle
management,” Bryan said. “You
go from being. the -person that
does the work to being the boss.”

Thie role of the CPO is changing

in this time of downsizing and
restructuring. “Chiefs used totrain
the people under them as well as
the younger officers commg into
the Navy,” Bryan said. “CPUs are
more involved: ’in the
(administrative end of things) and
are leaving: t,he training up to the
first classes.”

“*My view of the traditional CPO
was a trainer,” said YNCA (AW)

Richard Brown, a 24-year-veteran..

“The CPO—the expert-—knew
everything about his or her rate
and  had lots of expenence
travehng overseas and going to
sea.’

Bryan and Brown both.agree
that the new role of CPO is
becoming more like that of a
division officer. Today’s chiefs no
longer have time for the: traditional
training mode. That's the part
about being a CPO they both miss.

When advancing to an E-7, 8

or 9, “you have to remember where
you’ve come from,” Bryan said. “I
didn’t. get to be a senior chief
without my troops. If  didn't have
a good first or second class to
make sure that the work got done,
1 couldn’t get my mission complete

‘as a chief.”

The role of female CPOs is no
differént.than that of their male
counterparts. “Being a female HT
(hull maintenance technician), I
always thought I .had to prove
myself,” said HTC (SW) Kathleen
A. Hansen, a recently-advanced
CPO. “I always felt I had to do
mote than the men. Then all of
a sudden... you put on your khakis
and reahze it’s not a male/female
issue—you are a chief.”

Advancing to chief makes a
difference in the way people look
at you, as well as the way you

‘are treated, “You’re no longer just

a sailor, now'you’re the chief, and

people come to you for advice,”
Bryan said. “Chiefs make things
happen in the Navy,” Hansen
added. ‘“‘And fo be part. of a
community that has 'been around
for 100 years is something to really
be proud of.”

“Backed by a proud heritage of
tradition and service; CPOs are
serving today, throughout the
world,” said the MCPON. “Their
Ieadershlp and expertise guides
sailors and -ensures that ships,
submarines and- aircraft operate
in harm’s way.

“I am proud that the world is
a safer place to live because of
the diligence, commitment and
sacrifices of CPQs,” he continued.:
“Seaman and admirals_still seek
answers from the chief, and our
passageways and flight decks will
continue to echo the words ‘they
will utter to find the facts: ‘Go ask
the chief,’ It’s & proud tradition.”

He sits ‘quietly at his desk ‘in
the Finance Office on Kaneohe
Marine Corps Air Station. He
doesn’t brag, but there is a board
at his desk that tells the story of
his career in the Marine Corps,

It doesn't tell of the Battle of
Pelelui. where he landed with the
18t Marine Division, or the Battle
of Shuri Castle on Okinawa at the
end of World War II. It doesn’t
begin to tell the story of retired
SgtMaj. Floyd G. Binkley’s. career
that spanned three decades and
took him all over the world.

“My career startedin Nashville,
Tenn,, in November of 1943. when
1.enlisted in the Marine Corps,”
Binkley said. “After completing
boot .camp, which: was only" six
weeks-long, I boarded a ship and
headed for Noumea, New
Caledonia.” While at Noumea, he
stayed at the old Raider training
area at Camp St. Louis. “The
Raiders had left. and landed at
Cape ‘Gloucester with the 1st
Marine Division,” added BinkJey.

April 1944 saw Binkley with the
1st Marine Division at Pavuvu,
Russell Islands and participating
in the September landing at
Pelelui. “My regimental
commander was. Col. Lewis B.
Puller. Qhir mission was to secure
the beach for the 81st ‘Wildcat’
Army:Division. During the Battle
of Bloody Nose Ridge while on
patrol, a round landed in front of
the patrol and caught me. in the

shins. I was moved. to the rear

and had the shrapnel removed
and was back .on my. way to
Pavuvu.”. ‘said ‘Binkley.

In April of 1945, Binkley saw
action on Okinawa, “my battalion
was to go across. Kadina AB and

-across the island to cut it in half.

After we ‘accomplished that, the
6th. Marine Division was to-go to
the north and the 27th Army
Division -to_the south.

South of Naha, near Shuri

Castle, the Army was overrun by

the Japanese. We were to go
down and relieve the Army once
again, That's when we had the
Battle of Shuri. Castle. In June
it was all over and the island was
secured.”

The war ended in September of
1945. Binkley's next mission was
in China. “We sailed to China
and landed at Singtau. After we
landed we -were put on a train
‘that was headed to Tinsun. While
at Tinsun we took the weapons
from the Jppﬁnese at the old
French Barracks;” added Binkley. .

Afterthat, Binkley remembered
having to march three or four
miles to another town. “On the

California to North Carolina..l
remember along the way we would
stop and go to the bars along the
way. The conductor told us that
when we heard three toots on the
whistle we better get back to the
train. When we heard the whistle
weall came running,” told Binkley.

When he arrived in North
“Carolina he received a'mustering
out pay of $100 a month for three

march we were lined up nine
abreast when we started, by the
time we ‘made it to our destmahon

we were in a single file line,” said

Binkley.*The ‘Chinese had lined
the streets to.get a peek at their
heroes.”

In September of. 1946, Binkley

‘had' earned enough pomta to go’

home. Binkley explained,” in order
to get home you had to accumulate

points. The way you did this was"

by earning medals or just by
spending time overseas.” Binkley
left China and was headed for

MCRD San Diego for processing.’

After being processed he was on
his way to Camp Lejune, N.C., for
discharge.

“We had to ride on a train from

POHAKULOA TRAINING AREA, Hawaii — Thebiggest
advantage ‘of deploying here for training is:the npportunity for
numerous live-fires. For units like. Company ‘3d Combat
Engineer Battalion, the biannual PTA exercise is when they get
to do most of their work with live demolitions..

During their deployment here, 1stLt. Erik Kraft, 1st- Platoon
commander, Alpha Co., 3d CEB, eptlmated they ‘safely detonated
about two tons of various types of explosives.

Although they probably would have loved to use.all of the
‘explosives. themselves, the 36 Marines ‘of the CEB detachment
used. the majority of it- to “teach apout 300 Marines about
demiolitions.

The CEB Marines taught basic demfolition skills like knots,
connecting blasting caps, expedient claymore mines, expedient

angalore torpedoes, shape and cratering charges, Kraft explained.

“On the whole, the classes went real well,” Kraft said. “My
instructors have all been to four or ﬁve P’I‘As, bemdes most
Marines get into demolmons anyway.!’

For most of the Marines in the classes, this was their first
exposure to_explosives. and many could see - direct uses of the
knowledge they obtained while performing their jobs in combat.

“Some of the things you can do -with explosives kind. of.
surprised me,” explained Cpl Kevin' Kimmel, Military Police
Detachment, Combat. Servi¢e Support Detachment- 37; “I.learned
how 1 could deploy mines on a post as an MP”

Towards the end of every PTA deployment, the CEB Marines
spend a day working on. some complex demolmons without
students. For them, it's the highlight every deéployment here.

Throughout the exercnse here the CEB Mannes get to handle
various types of mines and exploswes virtually every day, which
was a significant help to their training’ as combat engineers.

“The Marines become real comfortable with it, but we still
push the respect pdri of it,”” Kraft stressed.

CSSD-37 Supports PTA

POHAKULOA TRAINING
AREA, Hawali. — During the
deployment of about 1,800 Marines
to PTA Exercise 2-93, the Marines

‘and sailors of Combat Service
‘Support Detachment-37 hauled,

transported, supplied, fed .and

‘repaired equipment and Marines.

The ‘detachment. was made up
of Marines and .sailors from
virtually every part of Brigade
Service  ‘Support. Group-1. It
provided the "beans, bullets and
bandages” for the detachment

This. exercise posed significant
challenges to the personnel of the
detachment. Although the mission
hadn’t changed from ‘past PTA
exerc:ses. the’ eq\upment to do it

with was considerably less.

Maj. Richard Dunlap,
commanding officer, CSSD:37,
explained that because of budget
cutbacks for this:exercise, the
amount of vehicles and equipment
they could take with them was
considerably less.

“'l‘rymg toputour block together
was a major headache,” said Sgt.
Tim Opsal .Supply Detachment
CSSD-3

Although ‘they .had less, -.they
-still maintained the same support,
but it was a little different. The
Marines from the ground combat
element spent more time in the
field and did more humping, which
meant -less requirements for
transportmg troops.

But because they were in the
field, the type-of support changed
to providing more food and water

to the Marines and sailors.

One of the main units the CSSD
Marines supported was the
batteries from the 1st Battalion,
12th-Marines, with what Dunlap
called a' “Jlffy Mart,” or a mobile
CSSD for resupply of .artillery
batteries.

“We resupply them with:ammo,

fuel, MREs, water and send them
on theu' way, day or mght in
about ‘30 minutes,” Opsal
explained. “We also have to
prowde the security for the mobile
teams.”

While supplying the forces at
PTA was the most visible part of
their job to the rest of the PTA
task . force, there ‘were a lot of

Marines working long hours in

dark tents and vans making sure
the support could continue.
“We have our field gear here

and we are fully operational,”
explained LCpl. Jake Diehl,
Maintenance Detachment, CSSD-
37. He was working out of a
small van packed with tools used
to repair equipment.

Even. with the long hours and
cramped conditions, many of the
Marines didn’t mind. .

“I enjoyed it,” Diehl explained..
“It was a change from the norm
and a good chance to get away
for a while, while actually getting
tq do the real thing.”

‘Another group of Marines who
kept very busy were the motor
transport Marines. Less vehicles
doing more work meant more work
maintaining the vehicles, but the
Marines kept them running — even
with the lack of tools they are
accustomed to using at Kaneohe

“We didn’t have the power tools
we have in the. rear, the luxuries,
but in wartime, you' aren’t going
to have any luxuries. That's what
i8 good about this kind of training,
explained Sgt. Ricardo ‘Medina,
maintenance chief, Motor
Transport Detachment, CSSD-37.

Besides motor transport, the
medical and dental companies
from BSSG-1 provided support for:
the task force.

One unique thing for CSSD-37
was the role Landing Support
Company played in the command
and staff of CSSD-37. Instead of
the command being' made up of

‘Marines and sailors from the
headquarters of BSSG-1, it came
from ' LSC, Dunlap explained.

The arrangement was done in
‘order to support Exercise Freedom
Banner in:Korea and the PTA
exercise which were going at'the
same time, but it's likely the role
of LSC in the command of combat
service support detachmentsiwill
continue for future deployments.

'265 keeps blrds in the sky

crew. and maintenance persorinel,
a.‘deployment here is always .a
challenge, and not just becausé of

the Spartan conditions. here, but: [§4

also because of the high altitude.

Although the same, challenges

faced Marine Medium ‘Helicopter
Squadron-265 as other squadrons
that. have deployed here ifi .the

past, the Marines and sailors had. |f

the additional challenge of forging
a new -team.

“When the squadron came back
from Okinawa last summer, a lot.
of people left the squadron,”
explained Maj. Richard Miller,

HMM.-265 ‘executive officer. “This |

deployment allowed everyone to
come together as a team.”

One benefit for the ‘aquadron

was not having to do a full Marine
Corps Combat' . Readiness.
Evaluation (MCCRES) while
deployed. Because most of the
squadron is ‘néw, ‘it was decided.
to do only the nuc ear, biological
and chemical defense and gunnery
portions of the .evaluation. would
be done- hére and the rest will be
done in May, Miller explained.

What has' been  extremely
valuable to the squadrons has been
the number.and variety of missions
they have: flown, while
maintaining the aircraft in a
austere environment.

The squadron flew about 600
hours- during their deployment
here, explained '1stLt. Daniel
Tenyenhuis, squadron legal officer.
The squadron usually flies about
350 -hours a month.

The pllots and air crew practiced

flying ~missions like raids,
noncombatant evacuation
operation. (NEO), helicopter

assaults, external and internal
cargo lifts, night vision goggle
(NVQ) flights, as well as provided.
medevac and fire bucket support
for PTA.

‘Getting to work on a daily basis
with the infantry Marines was
particularly valuable for'the
squadron. After working together
for about four weeks, the squadron
supported the lst Buttahon 3d
Marines during their MCCRES.

“Back at Kaneohe Bay we
opérated with the infantry once in
a while, but up here everything

was with theinfantry,” Tenyenhuis |

explained. “We got used ‘to
working with them and they got
uged to working with us.”

The squadron flew virtually
every type of mission they might
be asked to do in a very difficult
and unique environment.

“Training here. allowed us to
practice high altitude flying,”
Miller explained. “The runway is
at 6,187 feet which meuns we have
less power available from the
engines because of the thinner air.
We really have to pay attention
to what our aircraft gross weight

is and what our single engine |

capabilities are.”

There are other problems thé |

pilots have to account for also.

PTA is Jlocated between Mauna |

Kea and Mauna Loa, both of
which rise to ahout 14,000 feet. In

addition, there are volcamc hills, |

‘or puu's is the Hawasiian term,
which dot the terrain.

“This is not like at Kaneohe
Bay where you are at sea: level

and 'you -just take off ‘and turn
east to avoid the mountains,”
Miller explained. “We also have
to pay ‘more attention to weather
patterns so we know where the
clouds and mountains are.”

“We really have to watch closure
rates to a landing zone, the ingress
and egress routes -and the effect

-of the blowing dust from the rotor

wash,” Miller said.

Landingsin those conditions can
make the teamwork between the
pilots and crew critical.

Of course, flying missions: was
only part of the story here. There
were many Marines working long

hours {o ensure the “helicopters’

werée mission ready. The support
wasn’t only limited to HMM-265
crews either,

The squadron received. support

“Sgr. Poul Schneicer

from' Marine Wing Support
Squadron-174, Marine Aircraft

‘Group-24 communications, a crew

from Crash Fire Rescue and
Marine "Air Traffic Control
Squadron-18, Miller explained.
"Without MWSS-174, we couldn’t
fly,” Miller said. “We would have
about an hour and a ‘half of fun

-and then have to shut down.”

Marine Wing Support Squadron-
174 ran a forward air" refueling

point for the helicopters. Miller

explained that for approximately
every 80 hours the helicopters fly,
they use 1,000 gallons' of fuel.
“My hat’s offtothe malntenance
people. This ;whole_ evolution the
crews and mairntenance crews have
been working hard to keep aircraft
up,” Miller said.

Craig Huddleston, commanding
officer, 1st Battalion, 3d Marines;

Rather .than seeing that as a
disadvantage though, he saw the
battalion’s deployment here; with
its intense training schedule; as
the perfect place to get his
battalion trained and combat

ready.

“It's quite an advantage to have
new Marines here;” Huddleston
said, “They have really reaped
the benefits of the. building block
approa to training we've had
here.”

Due to limited facnlmes and the
cost ‘of the rockets, getting the
chance to fire their weapons is
rare, explained LCpl. Robert
McGowen assault section leader,
Company C, 1/3.

The Marines made the most of
every rocket they got to fire.

“T-his'has ‘been immensely
helpful,” McGowen said. *“This.is
the kind of trammg they really
need.

Even the. ‘Marines who were
rifleman’had opportunities to fire
weapons like the AT4, an anti.
tank rocket. Every Manne who
went to.the AT4 range was able
to fire an AT4 trainer which uses
‘a'9mm round, while a lucky few
were-able to fire the real rocket.:

“This training builds confidence:
in the wedpons system, and it
allows us to get-hands-on instead
of just reading about it in a book,”
explamed Sgt. Luis Gonzalez, 1st
Platoon sergeant, - Charlie Com-
pany, 1/3.

Besides the live fires with the

None- of us can fight alone -and
no one element is less important.
We all have to do our jobs or none
of ug is going to survive,”
Huddleston explained. “We are
now finally. at the point where we
can integrate it all.”

Even though the battalion. will
deploy to Okinawa this summer,
the work they did with other units
here will not be wasted. The
battalion will: see Battery B, lst
Battalion, 12th Marines, and
Marine Medium Helicopter Squad-
ron-2656 in Okinawa as well.

“We'll just have to wait and see;
if the Marine Corps is forced down
to 159,000 Marines from where we
are today, that will affect the 1st
Marine Expeditionary Brigade,”
Col. Crawford explained..

In case the Corps is cut down
further,. the brigade has been
preparing plans for units here.

*“We do have contingenéy plans
which would move some forces,
‘because of ‘economy of force, back
to the mainland,” he explained.
“We will just have to wait and see
if Congress comes through.”

Although Kaneohe and the
Marines Corps appear to -have
survived for year, Naval Air
Station Barbers Point hasn’t at
this stage.

It was widely reported in the
civilian media that some of the
units from Barbers Point would
move here, but it's actually too
early to tell what the final outcome
will be.

The BSEC report is the first
phase of ‘the base closure and
realignment process. The Base
Closure -and Realignment
Committee (BRAC) currently .is
studying the list provided by the
Secretary of Defense and can make
changes. After the commission is
done with it, Congress and the
President must ‘approve or reject
the list in total.

When the Secretary of Defense’s
recommendations were released,
there were many people who live
around bases on the closure list
who' vowed -to fight the closure;
but it’s unlikely thelist will change
significantly. The changes in

structure must be made.

“What the BSEC was looking at
was that in 1985 we only had 78
percent of the dollars needed to
run all of our installations DoD)-
wide,” Col. Crawford explained.
“In 1997, if we continue to operate
as we are, we would only have
52 percent of the funds needed to
operate. That means something
has to give. We have to get rid
of excess infrastructure.”

If the current list is' approved
on the first'try, the president will
release the final list July 15.

“I'm sure Congress will buy off

the Base Realignment and Closure
Commission submits it to.the

and six years to complete it,” Col.

Crawford explainéd.

He added that right now there
are plans to move some of the P-

this stage they are only plans.

The big unknown for the air
station will continue to be which
units will be here in the future.

“Overall this baseis strateglcally
important to the Marine - Corps
and this nation. I think that was
recogmzed by the ‘BSEC .and 1
think it’s going to be recognized
by the BRAC. I don't think you
will see us on any future lists.”

Colonel Crawford cited Okinawa
as one big reason why -this air

station . will remain open. It’s

unknown whether the presence
there will be reduced in the future.
If it is, the air station would be

the place some units there could
fall back to.

Another plus for the air station
was that it wasn’t just looked at
as an air station, it was also
considered a base.

The mobilization the Marines
accomplished from here during
Desert Shield/Storm was one of
the big factors which helped show
the BSEC the value of the air
station, Col. Crawford explained.

Besides military value, the report
alsoincluded the economic impact
closure would have on' local
communities.

“This base provides a lot of
additional money to the towns of
Kaneohé and Kailua,” Col.
Crawford said. “We got great
support from both communities.”

For Marines, the bottom line for

their presence here in the future
will continue to be the amount of
Marines in the Corps. If the
Marine Corps doesn’t get the
fundmg, there will be less Marines
since the Corps has little excess
fat to cut from other areas.

“I’m.optimistic,” Col. Crawford
said about the level the Congress
will fund the Corps. “They have.
supported us for 218 years and I
think they will continue to support
us.”

He is equally optimistic about'
the future of the air station.

“There’s a lot of trouble out
there in the world. The mid-
Pacific puts us.a lot closer to the
trouble spots in the Pacific,” he
explained. “People on this base
should feel comfortable that they
will have jobs:for'a long time. I
think we are going to be here for
many years.”

the abused and their own children.

‘Statistics' show that in many
cases, child abusers were abused
themselves. .Because ‘they -are’
‘treated this" way, tHey grow up
thinking this behavior is normal.

‘The . chain may be broken. by
increasing child abuse awareness
and reporting any known cases.
