The next General Meeting will be 
held at the Hotel Astor on May 17 
for the purpose of passing on certain 
changes in the Constitution. This 
meeting will not take place in the 
big Nillroom, as the somewhat dry 
nature of the subject is not ex¬ 
pected to draw a very large attend¬ 
ance. 

Copies of the proposed changes in 
the Constitution have already been 
mailed to all members; it is, of 
course, distinctly understood that 
these amendments will be thoroly 
discussed and their wording care¬ 
fully scrutinized at the meeting. 

A complaint has been lodged by a 
certain Filnt Company against one 
of our members. The charge, which 
was clearly proven, was of a par¬ 
ticularly flagrant case of drunken¬ 
ness, which resulted in the loss of 
some $8,000 worth of film. The of¬ 
fender has been suspended from the 
Actors’ Equity Association for six 
months, and will be dropped If he 
s.milarly offends again. 

This ruling of the Council has 
had a most favorable effect on the 
Film Company in question, which 
had shown signs of being chary of 
engaging Equity members until they 
found that such offenses would not 
be tolerated by the Association. 

Suspension from the .Equity, of 
course, deprives the member of any 
protection from the Actors’ Equity 
Association so long as he is sus¬ 
pended. And, without that protec¬ 
tion, the actor must look after his 
own interests as he best can. Apro¬ 
pos of which a settlement has just 
been made of indebtedness to a 
conipany by the management. After 
the check had been paid in to the 
Actors’ Equity Association it was 
found that three of the claimants 
were not Equity members. Of 
course, the money collected for them 
w'as promptly returned to the man¬ 
agement. 

It was none too easy for the Act¬ 
ors’ Equity Association to get the 
money—it may be harder for the 
three individuals in question. 

An interesting situation came up 
recently. A certain actres has stearl- 
ily refused to join the Equity. Ne¬ 
gotiations for a part in a summer 
stock company were just about to 
culminate in an engagement when 
the question came up, “You be’ong 
to Equity, of course?’’ “No.” 

The managers only employ Equity 
members. 

Francis Wilson and Fran’g Gill- 
more went to Albany last W'eek to 
speak before the Senate against the 
Dickstein Bill, which would have 
the effect of legalizing Sunday per¬ 
formances in New York and which 
had already passed'the House by a 
very large majority. The argu¬ 
ments presented by Messrs. Wilson 
and Gillmore produced a decided, 
and, we devoutly hope, a lasting 
effect.

NOTICE OF GENERAL ELECTION OF OFFICERS OF A. A. F. 
All Omcers of tho AMERICAN ARTISTES’ FEDERATION hold office for two years and were last 

elected at the elec tion in May, 1918, so that they complete their term of office this year. Therefore 
nominations are in order for Pre.sident, Vice-President, Executive Secretarj' and Treasurer and four¬ 
teen members of the Council, which constitute the governing body of the AMERICAN ARTISTES’ 
FEDER-VTION. 

EXTRACTS FROM BY-LAWS, QUALIFICATIONS OF OFFICERS 
A candidate for any office in the AMERICA.N ARTISTES’ L^EDERATION must bo a member In 

full iK-nelli at the date of his or her proposal and for at least two years prior thereto, and over 21 years 
of age. He or she must be a bona tide actor or actress, performer or entertainer in the amusement 
world, and pursue such as his or her principal means of livelihood. He or she must not be engaged 
in the business of manager, sub-manager, agent, or financially Interested with any person w’ho is en¬ 
gaged in such business. 

This provision docs not apply to any member In full benefit who Is an officer or an employee of the 
Organization and who was a bona fide actor, performer or entertainer prior to becoming such officer 
or employee. 

A candidate for any office must give his or her consent In writing, and be proposed In writing by 
two members in full benefit. 

Fhould any officer, during his term of office, become either a manager, manager’s partner, sub¬ 
manager, agent or agent’s partner, manager’s or agent’s clerk or assistant his office shall immediately 
and automatically become vacant. 

If through death, resignation or disqualiflcation a vacancy be created on the Executive Council It 
shall be filled up by taking the hlgheist on the list of unsuccessful candidates at the last election; or, 
if he or she decline or bo Ineligible for the office, then the next highest candidate shall be called on, 
and so on till the list is exhausted; but if at the annual election only the required number of candi¬ 
dates is nominated, then in case of a vacancy arising the Executive Council may elect a member to act 
until the next election. 

All retiring officers and members of the Executive Council shall be eligible for re-election without 
nomination, if they consent, in accordance with the rules. 

INSTRUCTIONS FOR ELECTION. Read this carefully. ' 
All nominations of candidates for office shall be delivered to the Secretaxj’-'Treasurer at headquar¬ 

ters at a thne specified by the Executive Council in the published notice, calling the Annual General 
Meeting, such time not being more than three days nor less than one day prior to the date of the An¬ 
nual General Meeting. The date of the closing of the ballot s^hall be four weeks after the date of the 
Annual General Meeting, which shall be known in the A. A. F. as “Election Day,’’ and no ballot shall 
be counted unless said ballot Is received at Headquarters, 1440 Broadway, New York, before mid¬ 
night of the date, or unless the post-office canceladion on the envelope shall indicate that It was mailed 
before midnight of said day. 

The Secretary-Treasurer shall prepare, or cause to be prepared, promptly a ballot containing a true 
and accurate list of the candidates, arranged in alphabetical order, under the title of the office that they 
are candidates for, and with proper Instructions of the number to be voted for, and each member vot¬ 
ing shall record his vote by marking one cross <X) opposite the name of the candidate he desires to vote 
for. Each ballot must contain an identification slip attached to same, on which the member must write 
his name and his registered membership number. 

Said ballot shall be sent by mall to the last known address of every member, shall also be published 
In The Billboard and shall also be had on application at Headquarters or at any office of the AMERICAN 
ARTISTES’ FEDERATION. 

No ballot other than the official, as above provided, and the vote being recorded as per Instructions 
contained thereon, and duly signed by the member with bis registered number, shal! be counted, as here¬ 
inafter pro\ided. 

At the Annual General Meeting there shall be elected In such manner as said meeting may deter¬ 
mine 6 inspectors of election from the members In full benefit who are not candidates for any office, 
and who shall have charge of the Inspection and counting of the ballots for the election of the offl- 
cci's, and who shall report in writing, duly signed by such Inspectors, or a majority of them, their official 
count, to the first meeting held after they have completed their count, and shall declare the result of 
the election, and at the next regular* meeting after suoh report by the Inspectors of Election the newly 
elected officers shall be Installed. 

After such declaration of the result they shall deliver the ballots In sealed packages to the Secretary- 
Trea.surer of the .V. A. F. in case a recount may be demanded by any unsuccessful candidate. Said 
Secretary-Treasurer shall keep both the counted and rejected ballots In the sealed packages for at 
least ninety (90) days after the same have been delivered to him, when he shall be at liberty to destroy 
them.

ALTO SAXOPHONE 

To the Editor: 
I just saw an ad, “Wanted—An alto saxo¬ 

phone for dance orchestra.” Now what kind of 
a part would be played by «n alto saxophone 

In orchestra? Probably the violin part, a minor 
third lower, but It would throw you into some 
awful keys. When tbe violin parts are in the 
key of A (3 sharps), you would have 0 sharps, 
to contend with. 

Tou could, of course, read the cello parts 
same as treble clef, by removing 3 flats or add¬ 
ing 3 sharps but that would throw you too high 
and would not sound well. An octave lower is 
too low, and often goes below the range of your 

instrument. Besides, yoor key would be bad, 
aa mentioned above. Too many abarps. 

8o, why an alto saxophone in orchestra? Why 
not a C saxophone played In bass clef, Jt»t as 
it is written;—easy keys all the time and just 
in the range of the instnunent. Makes an ex¬ 
cellent substitute for cello—and much easier to 
play. 

But why call it “C Melody?” It is too big 
and deep-toned to take tbe place of violin as a 
soprano instrument. Just now it is a novelty 
and a aort of craze, but really it is out of place 
when playing violin parts. We are encouraging 
this misuse of it when we speak of it as “mel¬ 
ody” saxophone. Why melody? It is no more 
HO than any other C Inslrnment, such as flute, 
oboe and bassoon, and yet we never refer to 
these as “melody" instruments. 1 would eng-

And, again: Why is the E fist bass saxophone 
called “barltobc?" It U misleading to many 
yoimg players and often eauaea them to buy 
the wrong Inatrumeiit. This eo-called “bari¬ 
tone” in E flat is never used for baritone parts 
in band. It plays tbe E flat bass parts—or, cun 
be used on bassoon parts, if preterred, but it 
NEVER plays tbe baritone parts. So why coil 
it “baritone?” 

Let ns change the name to “E flat bass” 
saxophone, which it really is—and let us call 
tbe B flat instrument “baritone.” It always 
plays the baritone parts in baud, you know, un¬ 

less it bas its own part. 
Of course, the name “B flat tenor,” Is not 

BO misleading as the other two mentioned, and 
it could be left as it is, if you prefer it, but 
some men, even now, call it “baritone,” because 
it plays baritone parts in band.

THE WOMEN OF THE STAGE 

Chicago, Ill., April 13, ItUO. 
To the Editor: 

Much could be said with reference to yonr 
recent editorial, “Criticising tbe Women of 
tbe Stage.” 

I «m an outsider, in the sense that.I am not 
connected with the stage, but my business is 
of such nature that I come in contact with 
stage people, and 1 know them well. 

.It makes my blood boll to bear tbe slnrrlng 
remarks that are made daily about stage 
women. True, the slanderer does not know tbe 
stage, and, unfortunately, there is not one per¬ 
son in a tbonsand who does; therefore tbe ratio 
of possible slanderers is nine hundred and 
ninety-nine to one. 

Elqnally true it Is that many of these nine 
hundred and ninety-nine do consider stage 
women lax in morals; that is a regrettable 
fact, and altbo based on ignorance, it cannot 
be dodged. It is, iherefors, an nnjast handicap 
to aflglrl who ad^ta tbe stags as her meana of 
livelihood to have to face, sad live down, the 
biased opinion in which she is held by many 
people, merely by virtue of her -oration. 

>N'ow, then, what is to blame fw this bigoted 
public opinion? 1 say that tbs theatrical world 
itself has a whole lot to do with it. 

I witnessed a moving picture a short time 
ago In which was shown the Interior of a 
ladies' dressing room. Betns three or four 
actresses were sitting aronad la extreme negli¬ 
gee. puffing cigarets and taking frequemt 
swigs out of a flask In the bands of a conple of 
rich sons of the “flrst famlUes.'* 

Is It just to tbe line women of the stage to 
picture to the public such rot? And is the 
public to blame for criticising the stage wheu 
such a glimpse of back-stage is iK>rtrajed by 
the theatrical people themselves? 

I recently heard a lowbrow comedian In a 
big time house tell the audience that be wanted 
to burry back-stage and peek in the girls’ dress¬ 
ing rooms to see which one be wanted to take 
to supper after tbe show. 

Should tbe men of tbe stage be permitted to 
make such remarks, and, again, ran we blame 
the piAlio for forming sneh biased opinions of 
stage women when such statements are made 
from the footlights? 

Further, a small minority of the women of 
the stage are, themselves, to blame for these 
false impression-s. Excessive use of the perox- 
ide bottle and drug-store cosmetics are not 
conducive of the beat impressions, as the vulgar 
Ose of these things bas long been the mark of 
the women immoral. 

1 should like to see a determined effort 
fiiade on tbe part of theatrical people and those 
who know them to set the public right con¬ 
cerning tbe women of the stage—women who 
are loving wives, ideal mothers, sweet and in¬ 
nocent sisters and daughters. And I should like 
to see Hthe come when a dirty, brainitsei, 
blase rone would And a flst planted squarely 
in the middle of his nose when he makes tbi* 
insinnating remark in a sneering, contemptible 
tone: “Oh, she's an actress.”

Tt la t fearful and wonderful thing to be a child, wnd fearful and wonderfnl are 
tb* things yon have to suffer at the bands of grown-upa. No one wants to treat you a* 
the kind of’a child you are. but aa the kind of a child they think yon ought to be. How 
would it be if a lot of kidt got together and put on a show for their elders, told them 
it was good for them, like some kind of dramatic castor oil or sulphur and molasses, and 
that they should enjoy It, because it was a show for grown-ups, whether they wanted 
to or not? 

The program announces that the proceeds from what has been made out of “Alice 
in ■Wonderland.” by Rachel Barton Butler, are to ao to the New York Kindergarten 
Association. It Is to be hoped that it Is not Intended to ntake this incredibly stupid 
arrangement of l.«w{s Carroll's delightfully humorous masterpiece one of the presenta¬ 
tions for children which are to counteract thp vicious influence of the films in the 
•‘movies.” If there is any such intention it should be abandoned, because the 8o<-lety 
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Children will be forced to Interfere. It is an open 
question whether Alice is a book which very young children understand or enjoy. It Is 
certain that many of their elders do not. In any event a stage version of the fantasy 
should remove any obstacles to childish appreciation by substituting action for talk and 
writing what dialog there la down to the level of a child's understanding. Miss Butler 
has done neltber. The only features of her efforts which got any response from the first 
matinee audience were the throwing of tin plates by the Duchess’ cook, the turning of 
the Doormouae into the tea pot by the Mad Hatter and the 'White Rabbit, and the dance 
of the Mock Turtle and the Gr.vphon. Even these things were crudely done. Mabel 
Taliaferro came nearest to nature aa Alice, but the rest of the company were very 
grown up indeed, with tbe exception of Elizabeth Patterson, lu the Queen of Hearts.—

The fact that 
the originals are now. and for long have been, relegated to the obacurity populated by 
such traditional stage sensatlona as the comedian who originated "Why does a chicken 
cross a street.” Frankie Bailey’s legs, and the managers who state there is no connec¬ 
tion between their boz-offleea and the ticket speiulators' front door, has nothing to do 
with the case, tra-la! PVir the revived Sextets (there are three of them, to wit: The 
modern, the original and a sextet of kiddies who bid fair to swamp the pvpularlty of the 
original originals) are, with "'Neath the Shade of the Sheltering Palm.” "Jlello, People”; 
••Tact” and. “I Want To Be a Military Man,” all there la to “Floradora.” 

The success of the present presentatbrn la the singing, the really beautlfol singing, 
of Eleanor Painter, as "Dolores,” .Miss Painter, who la said to be bound for the grand 
opera stage, should be forcibly restrained from doing any auch thing. A voice like hers 
and her personal charm should never tie permitted to get away from the popular stage. 
The Common People have some rights left and Miss I*ainter la one of them. Chr'stle 
MacDonald Is an attractive lAdy Hollywood and sings pleasantly. Walter Woolf baa a 
fine manl.v baritone and makes an agreeable young lover, but neeils coaching In what to 
do with his left arm while singing. Just now he carries It as If It were fractu-ed at 
the elbow, and It gives him an amateurish appearance that can easily be corre<*ted. De. 
spite th.it he looks, acts and sings like a regular man. which is something to thank Gml 
for nowadays. George Hassell, as Ts'eedlepnnch, Is funny ‘ If you think so, but there la 
nothing like that about John T. ■Murray’s Oyrns Gllfsin. He is nnmltlgatedly nnfnnny 
and as pleamint to listen to as the tiling of a saw. The stage setting of the Island of 
Floradora la as lovely as the view of the Garden of Abercoed Cattle la atrocious, which 
Is saying a good deal. For old time’a sake, good Inck to “Floradora,” and aa much fame, 
happiness and prosperity to the sextetters aa their predecessors.—i*ATTERS<»N’ J.VME8.

"Unadullerated bunk," that is Fair Price Commiasioner McClain’a pithy summary 
of the value attached by him to the claim tliat the excessive prices In the sale of clothes 
are due to the sunKised natural law of supply and demand. Inyestigation by the special 
agents of the Department of Justice, he said, addressing the Philadelphia Chamber of 
Cumtuerce, had disclosed a plundering of the public in compariaon with which train rob¬ 
bery is no less respectable, but far less pedtaMe. Men's overcoats, he stated, were 
selling in the city ®t prices 91 to 107 per cent higher than cost to the retail dealer, with 
ready-made clothing 90 to 107 per cent, and women's hosiery from 100 to ICO per cent 
over the original cost. Similar figures were quoted for high-grade shoes. 

While such sins are laid at the d-ior of the retail de.vlers the manufacturers them- 
selves are not growing if we may judge from the statement of Mr. Capper in the 
Senate that the profit of the American Wixilcn C impany on an investeil capital of 
$•2.'(too 000 was S'J.TTB Ono in 1914, J.T.lOO.T.g; in 191.5, *8.210.701 in 1916. $15,604,985 in 
1917 and $12.324.0b4 in 1918[^fter the Federal taxes had been deducted. In fine, for the 
wis'l that went into a suit of clothes which cost the oonsiuner $100. the wool grower re¬ 
ceived $7.37. Ruch. at least, la the testimony of the Wool G-owers’ .Association. The 
price paid for the finished garment would tbua have been twelve times that paid for the 
raw material. 

While quoting these figures for clothing we have fresh in mind the puhlished state- 
tnents that the New Y'ork Sheffleiif Farms Company, which recently called on the farmers 
to lessen milk pncductlon. made a profit for 1918 of fifty-one and one-half per cent, or 
three times as great as in 1917. 

It is true that the workingman, too, is profiteering in these great and giorlons days. 
Yet the startling wvges asked In certain industries, with more startling demamls held 
In rese-ve for the future, are naturally regarded as very conservative when balanced with 
the figures of our patriotic profiteers who would save the land from 'Bolshevism. It is the 
ppfiteer who has set labor the example and will ivintinue to he the reason for universal 
discontent and the cause of every form of -adicallsm. With the excessive ppfits. rather 
than with Bolkhevism. should we begin cur own radical work of fhoro reconstruction. 
With the profiteer abolished we can then hops to talk reason to labor.

That it wan a sea too deep for horse or 
non to enter ^without awimmlng waa b'-'me ont 
l>y The fin'it.jati Times-s...r laoioss the 
rt^er here! exhibiting a alx-colntnn picture of 
It on Its front page. And that the i>ersonnel 
of the Greater Sheesley Shows diJ some row* 
ing, w:idlug, b'wimmlog and nni rwiti« o’lei* 
getic work waa borne ont hr tb* fact that 
hj Thureday erejing nearlv all fie parapher¬ 
nalia waa removed to another Jontiop for a 
resumption of the engagement, that the dnm 
age was nigligibla and that no animals were 
lost or injured. 

The latter were rescued before the water 
bad r<arh»d a prohibitive depth. But that was 
the extent of work accomplished tn-fore it l>e- 
rame neccaeary to extemporize rafts and hire 
row boats. Thoa were the flo.atIng wagons and 
other stmeturea moored until the following 
morning, when the real work started. 

A virtual concrete road bad to be hnilt down 
the »loi>e from the street, with rut atones, 
honae hrlrkt. ciadcra and what cot. By noon 
the water receded enough to allow of six and 
eight horse teams wading in belly deep to banl 
out more of the wagon-s. Deep aca diving to 
unloose guy ropes, extended steel cables 
stretch«‘d out to the eight and nine-foot depths 
to haul In more of the wagons, and whlte-col- 
lar-and-tie boys ahouldcring mud-covered wagons 
and carr.vlug mud-oovered concessions were a 
few of the characteristics of the day. There 
was a boat r:ic« for a period of a minnte and 
a half when the oarsmen were poadeil by the 
eight of one of the workers slipping nnder a 
fallen horse out in "mid-ocean.” Tliey dragged 
him ont none the worse for the cx;ierlence save 
A stomach full cf water. 

The heavy nilns of seveml days preceding 
Tuesday .and the final rloodbnr>t earlv Tues¬ 
day morning were the reasons for the flooded 
conditions hereabouts. But tl.e uncommon 
deluge of the hall park was attributed to clog¬ 
ging of a drain outlet, this region being in the 
heart of a hilly country.
