Chapter 1: Overview
Introduction

The AT-RKMT-SL01 19 Inch Sliding Rack Mount Kit is a slide-rail type 
rack-mount kit for mounting an Allied Telesis, Inc. switch in an EIA 
standard 19 inch rack. You can easily slide the ATI switch in and out of a 
rack for maintenance without removing it from the rack. This is particularly 
useful when your switch is installed in a server rack with deep dimensions.

The AT-RKMT-SL01Rack Mount Kit has a sliding rail design for mounting 
a switch chassis within the rack. The switch chassis can be positioned 
even with, or recessed back, from the front vertical rack supports.

The Rack Mount Kit consists of three main components which come in 
pairs:

 Outer rails: these rails are adjustable in length and are installed on 
the front and rear vertical rack supports.

 Inner rails: these rails are attached to each side of the switch 
chassis and slide in and out of the rack while mounted on the outer 
rails.

 Adjustment brackets: these brackets are attached to the front end 
of each inner rail and serve as spacers between the rack’s front 
vertical supports and the front of the switch chassis.

Rack Mount Kit Rack Dimension Requirements

The Rack Mount Kit is designed to be installed in a rack that meets the 
following requirements:

 The length between the front and back rack posts should be 
between 600 mm (23.6 in) and 900 mm (35.4 in).

 The length between the left and right rack posts should be a 
minimum of 452 mm (17.8 in).

 There should be 35 mm (1.4 in) depth within the rack post for the 
outer rail mounting.

 The distance between the left and right wall (for the outer rail 
mounting) should be a minimum of 10 mm (0.4 in) from the screw 
hole center of the rack posts.

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Adjustment Brackets

The adjustment brackets are spacers that position the switch chassis 
behind the front vertical rack supports.

The adjustment bracket is composed of one fixing bracket, two long 
extension brackets, one short extension bracket, and six screws.

The adjustment bracket fittings are factory-shipped assembled in the 
combination shown in Figure 1 and Table 1.

Figure 1. Factory-Shipped Adjustment Bracket

The fixing bracket and short extension bracket can be mounted directly 
to the inner rail.

Caution

If using long extension bracket(s), secure between the fixing bracket 
and short extension bracket - the long extension bracket(s) cannot 
be attached directly to the inner rail.  E61

The adjustment bracket fittings can be attached in any of the seven 
combinations shown in Table 2 on page 16. Fittings are shipped in 
Combination 5.

Installation Overview

The following summarizes the AT-RKMT-SL01 Rack Mount Kit installation 
sequence.

1. Attach the outer rails to the rack posts.

2. Adjust the length of the adjustment brackets and attach the adjustment 
brackets to the inner rails.

3. Attach the inner rail to the switch.

4. Slide the inner rails (attached to the switch) into the outer rails.

If you 
need to position the rear of the switch out past the front of the rack,

Pull the switch out slowly if you must remove it from the rack for 
maintenance. If you pull the switch out past the front of the rack 
posts, or if you pull it out too quickly, there is a risk that the weight of

If using long extension bracket(s), secure between the fixing bracket 
and short extension bracket - the long extension bracket(s) cannot

Warning

When installing the outer and inner rails, and adjustment bracket, 
ensure the components are securely attached with the appropriate 
screws. If not securely attached, a serious accident may occur due 
to falling equipment.  E63

Warning

When installing and removing the switch from the rack, disconnect 
the media and power cables.  E64

Warning

A built-in stopper prevents the outer rail from extending beyond its 
maximum length of 960 mm (37.8 in). Do not extend the rail by force 
beyond this point, otherwise, the outer bracket will be weakened, 
and the switch may fall from the rack; equipment could be damaged.

Ensure the front and rear of both outer rails are attached at the 
same distance from the floor, otherwise the switch may fall from the

Unpacking the Contents

To unpack the Rack Mount Kit, perform the following procedure:

1. Remove all of the components from the shipping package.

Note
Store the packaging material in a safe location. You must use the 
original shipping material if you need to return the kit to Allied 
Telesis.

2. Verify that the shipping container includes the following items shown in 
Figure 2 on page 23.

 2 outer rails

These rails attach to the rack posts 
and are adjustable in depth between 
600 - 960 mm (23.6 - 37.8 in).

 2 inner rails

These rails attach to the sides of the 
switch.

 16 inner rail screws (M4 x 8 
countersunk)

These screws attach the switch to 
the inner rails. Screw holes and 
number of screws will vary 
depending on the switch. 

 2 adjustment brackets

These brackets attach to the inner 
rail and are fixed to the outer rail, 
and prevent back-and-forth 
movement of the switch.

 4 bracket adjustment screws (M3 x 4 
countersunk)

These screws attach the adjustment 
brackets to the inner rails.

 2 warning labels

These labels warn not to pull the 
switch out past the rack posts.

Inner Rail Screw Positions

The screw holes and number of screws used for attaching the inner rails to 
the switch varies, depending on the switch model. Before beginning the 
installation, refer to the appropriate figure (Figure 3 through Figure 7 on 
page 25) to identify the correct screw-hole pattern when attaching the 
inner rail to your switch.

It is recommended to mount the switch 
flush with the rack or 25.4 mm (1 in) from the front of the rack.

To mount the Rack Mount Kit, perform the following procedure.

1. Using the provided screws, attach the outer rails to the rack posts. Use 
four screws per rail.

 The screws do not have to be completely tightened yet - they 
should be tightened completely when the switch is being installed.

 Check the direction prior to installation: see “FRONT” and “REAR” 
indicated on the rails, as shown in Figure 8 on page 27.

Warning

A built-in stopper prevents the outer rail from extending beyond its 
maximum length of 960 mm (37.8 in). Do not extend the rail by force 
beyond this point, otherwise, the outer bracket will be weakened, 
and the switch may fall from the rack; equipment could be damaged.

Ensure the front and rear of both outer rails are attached at the 
same distance from the floor, otherwise the switch may fall from the

2. Determine the required length of the adjustment bracket and adjust the 
length of the adjustment bracket as needed. Refer to “Adjustment 
Brackets” on page 15.

 Determine the length of the adjustment bracket according to where 
you want to position the switch relative to the front of the rack: 
Measure the approximate length from the front of the rack to where 
the inner rail is to be mounted, as shown in Figure 9, then select 
one of the combinations from Table 2 on page 16 that most closely 
matches the appropriate length.

 The depth of the switch from the front of the rack is determined by 
the adjustment combination and where the adjustment bracket is 
secured to the inner rail.

Note
The inner rail position is stamped with “UP” and an upward pointing 
arrow on the inner rail panel, as shown in Figure 9. When the inner 
rail is installed, make sure it is pointing up.

Figure 10 shows Combination #1 from Table 2 on page 16. In this 
position, only the fixing bracket is used. In turn, the switch is mounted 
near the front of the rack.

Figure 11 shows Combination #4 from Table 2 on page 16. In this 
position, the fixing bracket, a long extension bracket, and a short 
extension bracket are used. In turn, the switch is mounted 277 mm 
(10.9 in) deep from the front of the rack.

3. Assemble the adjustment bracket. Refer to Table 2 on page 16 for 
screw positions.

4. Position the adjustment bracket on the side of the inner rail with the UP 
arrow and attach the adjustment bracket to the inner rail using the 
supplied adjustment screws. Attach the screws through the holes from 
the side of the inner rail without the UP arrow. Figure 12 on page 29 
shows examples of Combinations #1, 2 and 4 from Table 2 on 
page 16.

5. Test the inner rail position: With the adjustment bracket attached to the 
inner rail, slide the inner rail through the outer rail until it reaches the 
outer rail stopper and check that the inner rail is in the correct position 
for where you want the switch to be positioned (see Figure 13).

If the position is correct, slide the inner rail out from the outer rail. If not, 
make changes to the adjustment bracket and/or where the adjustment 
bracket is secured to the inner rail, re-check, and slide the inner rail out 
from the outer rail.

6. Attach the inner rails to the switch using the provided screws.

The screw holes and number of screws used for attaching the inner 
rails to the switch varies, depending on the switch model. Refer to 
“Inner Rail Screw Positions” on page 24.

Make sure the upward pointing arrow and “UP” stamped on the inner 
rails are pointing up when attaching the inner rails to the switch.

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Use four screws on each side. It is recommended to mount the switch 
flush with the rack or 25.4 mm (1 in) from the front of the rack.

7. With the inner rails attached to the switch, slide the inner rails into the 
outer rails. Ensure the inner rails are securely in the outer rail grooves 
when sliding in the inner rails. See Figure 19.

8. Affix the provided warning labels on the switch, one on the top and one 
on the bottom, in locations immediately visible when removing the 
switch from the rack.

9. Slide the switch back in the desired position in the rack and screw in 
the fastening screws on the adjustment brackets through the threaded 
holes on the outer rails. See Figure 20.

Other than maintenance work, secure the switch to the outer rail (via 
the adjustment bracket): If the switch is not secured properly, there

Pull the switch out slowly if you must remove it from the rack for 
maintenance. If you pull the switch out past the front of the rack 
posts, or if you pull it out too quickly, there is a risk that the weight of 
the switch will cause the sliding rail assemblies to fail and cause the

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10. Completely tighten the screws that secure the outer rails to the rack 
posts. See Figure 21. (These are the same screws used to attach the 
outer rails to the rack posts in Step 1.)
