And the World Cup in Seoul, Korea.
Suzanne Balogh won Gold in the Women’s Double Trap.
Diane Reeves won Bronze in Women’s Trap.

Congratulations to all of these competitors, each of these
results is a great effort and collectively the results are
unbelievable, considering the status of the competition.

SPORTS FUNDING

The Hon John Howard, Prime Minister and the Australian
Sports Commission have recently announced their
ongoing support for sports funding for the next 4 years.
This is seen as a very positive move. They have made
available $1.22 million for the shooting sports for 2001/02.

This money will be directed through the Australian Shoot-
ing Association for a co-ordinated approach to its manage-
ment. We had hoped for our share to be paid directly to the
ACTA to enable us to manage our own teams and affairs.
Our recent successes at World Championships and World
Cups will assist us to remain as a high profile sport for
Federal funding.

This month 2 states are holding their ISSF State Carni-
vals.

The Qld State ISSF Carnival is at the Brisbane Gun Club
on July 7th & 8th.

The Victorian State ISSF Championship will be held at
Echuca Gun Club on July 28th & 29th.
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Queensland State

The May Labour Day Long weekend had all roads leading to
Kingaroy — not only for the Qld. State Trap Carnival — also the
Annual Show — numerous weddings — Speedway — so the accommo-
dation was very hard to find — however that did not stop 225 indi-
vidual shooters nominating for this years Carnival.

The number of 225 broke the previous Carnival attendance record —
set at Gemfields in 1986 — by 8 !The Kingaroy Club and Committee
went all out to ensure that everyone had a great time — wine tasting
— big screen television on Sunday for the State Of Origin Rugby
League match — trade displays — the local Rotary Club looked after
the catering — which was first class. Breakfast — Lunch and Dinner
— and with campers very thick on the grounds the catering service
was very welcome.

The Shoot was officially opened by Cameron Thompson, MP Member
for Blair and included in the official opening was the presentation of
2000 Australian Sports Medals to three very worthy Queensland
recipients — namely Doug Smith (Dalby), Tom and Thelma Meadows
(Brisbane). Whilst surprise and shock was the first response from all
three — pride and emotion soon took over. Congratulations to each of
the awardees.

Will this be the last N.S.W. State Skeet Carnival. !!!

We all hope not, but unless dedicated skeet shooters make an
effort and support Skeet Nationals, State Carnivals and Major
Two Day Shoots the very existence of Skeet as a viable discipline
is in danger.

Shooting Administration can’t continue to prop up minority disci-
plines with financial losses brought about by lack of shooters at
Major Championship Fixtures.

The lack of shooters at last year’s N.S.W. State Skeet Carnival
prompted a meeting of shooters at the shoot to voice the State
Association’s concern. As a result of this meeting several changes
have been made for this year’s carnival to be staged at the
National Ground Wagga on the 24th, 25th and 26th August 2001.

First change you will notice is the date.

The N.S.W. Carnival is the oldest staged and has traditionally
been the second weekend in August, but has struck some atrocious
weather over the years prompting a change.

After consulting shooting calendars and Bureau of Meteorology
records back to 1941 the 4th weekend appeared the only logical
date.

You may ask will two weekends in the same month make any or
enough difference ?

Ask any Snow Skier and they will tell you a major dump of snow
arrives around the first or second weekend in August and with it
comes the wind and rain we have experienced over the last
number of years.

Towards the end of August the temperature starts to rise, the
grass starts to grow and hopefully we will experience better con-
ditions.

Second change will be with a substantial increase in the returns
made to shooters with more cash and trophies.
At the meeting last year several dedicated “Skeet’s” both clubs and
individuals reached deep into their pockets and the following
sponsorships were offered and we thank them sincerely for their
generosity.

With these sponsorships and with the normal prize pool, substan-
tial returns are guaranteed to the shooters.

Third change is to the entry fee charged for each event at the car-
nival.

The State Association has changed the fee structure for State Trap
and Skeet Carnivals with 50% of the entry covering the Champi-
onship with targets, sashes, badges and small trophies etc. and the
other 50% being an OPTIONAL CASH PURSE.

The effect of this change enables any shooter to compete for the
sash without the cost of full nomination.

Fourth change is with team selections.

This year the fifteen man team will be selected over the 100 target
State Championship on the Saturday, and the shoulder to shoul-
der team selected over the 100 targets plus the 50 target team
scores shot on the Sunday morning.

Fifth change is Accommodation.

With the completion of the new amenities block at the national
ground, shooters now have the opportunity to camp at the ground.
Seventeen powered sites and unlimited other camping areas are
available for a very small daily fee.

Other accommodation packages with both motel and B & B avail-
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able through the State Association or with the writer. Eight
layouts will be available for the duration of the carnival.

A.C.T.A. legal targets will be thrown for the entire carnival. Shoot
offs will be normal skeet procedure and shooters will not be thrust
into doubles just for the sake of a quick finish.

Shooters, will this be the last State Skeet Carnival ? The outcome
is in your hands.

The time for whinging about gun laws is long over. If you want to
own a gun and shoot some targets, hit your pocket, buy some car-
tridges, pay your entry fee and support your mates.

CUZZO'S RAMBLINGS
JULY 2001
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Back in the May issue I published an article that I had previ-
ously written about firearm safety. Actually, more specifically,
firearm safety at a Clay Target Shooting Club. Although some of
the items were generic gun safety issues, which would be appli-
cable at any shooting venue, others are specifically relevant to
Clay Target Clubs. I have received some quite good feedback
about the article, as although several of the issues reflect
common sense and hard experience, and are often quoted ver-
bally, they are not usually seen in print, and thus the article is
one of the few all encompassing Clay Target Safety guides cur-
rently available.

Another very important matter that unfortunately is often
learned by trial and error and hard experience is proper eti-
quette at a Clay Target Club. About ten years ago, while I was
living in the States and deriving a large portion of my annual
income from giving Skeet Shooting Lessons, I attempted to
address that situation by accumulating as many points of Skeet
Shooting Etiquette as I could, and putting them into print as a
guide to correct behaviour at a Gun Club for the information of
both new and experienced shooters.

This month I intend to begin sharing some of these behavioural
wisdom excerpts with CTSN readers in the hope that it will
reduce the amount of heartache endured by new shooters, and
maybe modify the behaviour of some of our more experienced
members. The original article was titled "NSSA Skeet Shooting
Etiquette" and as such relates specifically to NSSA Skeet Shoot-
ing. I considered converting it to ACTA Skeet Shooting or even
ACTA Clay Target Shooting, but eventually decided to simply
print it as originally written.

Thus some understanding of NSSA procedures may be required
from time to time, such as nearly all NSSA Skeet events are con-
ducted over 100 targets, are shot at prearranged rotation times
and are presided over by paid referees. Also you only need to take
100 shells as the referee carries an assortment of extra shells,
called proof shells, in case you get a broken target or the like.

The full article is too long to publish it all in one of my monthly
columns, so I have broken it up into two parts and will print the
first half this month. As with my recent Safety Article, I will
finish up my column with the trivia question in this section so
that the substance of the article can be printed on a separate
page and thus be presented in a format that can be practically
and conveniently photocopied and put to best use.

Skeet Championship by shooting the least number of targets in
the shoot-off?

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SKEET SHOOTING ETIQUETTE Pt 1

1) Skeet shooting is a sport. Always allow that thought to guide
your approach and your attitude to the game. It's okay to be
serious and try hard and do your best to win but never lose sight
of the fact that, as a sport, it is supposed to be fun, to be enjoyable
and to provide relaxation. Even if your intention is to be ultra com-
petitive, always remember that most of the organizers are volun-
teers and most of the other competitors are hoping to at least have
an enjoyable day.

2) Always try to make new shooters and/or members feel welcome.
Go out of your way a little with this one. Think back to when you
started to shoot and the sort of help, advice and acceptance that
you could have used. Take the time to stop and chat with them for
a while. Answer their questions as best you can. Loan them a cap
or a pouch or whatever they need. Let them try your gun and give
them a box of shells. Remember that they represent the growth
and prosperity of our sport.

3) Don't handle anyone else's gun without asking. Regardless of
how appealing a particular gun may look, or how famous the
owner may be, do not touch or pick up anyone else's gun without
gaining their permission first. Most everyone will be only too
happy to have a short discussion with you about their respective
gun and to permit you to handle it, mount it, maybe even shoot it,
provided you obtain their approval before hand. By going about it
the correct way, you eliminate an embarrassing situation for both
you and the owner.

4) Use only factory ammo in a borrowed gun. No matter how long
you have been reloading or how reliable your reloads are, it will
provide peace of mind for the owner of the gun while you are using
it. In the unlikely event that something should go wrong with the
gun while you are using it, you will be able to explain it to the
owner from a much better perspective if you were using factory
shells.

5) Never be late arriving at the field. Always consider 15 minutes
before your allocated shooting time to be the minimum time you
should arrive at the field. This will barely allow you enough time
to get your gear out and ready, check your name on the score sheet,
view the targets and adjust them if necessary and then still be
able to start on time. Thirty minutes early should be considered
the ideal time to arrive. This way, if anything goes wrong, such as
forgetting your glasses or bringing the wrong shells or putting the
wrong tubes in or mixing up your field numbers, you will still have
time to rectify the problem and start on time. If nothing goes
wrong, this extra time gives you the opportunity to settle down
and get mentally prepared to shoot and to watch the preceding
squad shoot their last few targets. This will better acquaint you
with the current shooting conditions and ensure easy and confi-
dent target adjustment, if any is required. Apart from upsetting
your own readiness, arriving late may well detract from the per-
formance of your squad mates, who were worrying about where
you were, when they should have been getting ready to shoot.

6) Don't put hold-point markers on a competition field. These
markers can be very handy on a practice field and almost indis-
pensable for teaching beginners to shoot. However, in competition,
they are against the rules. Trying to inconspicuously position an
empty hull or shell box, or kick together a little heap of broken
targets, is very poor form and can be both disconcerting and dis-
tracting to the other shooters.

7) Always introduce yourself when shooting on a new squad. A
little friendly small talk is probably one of the best ways there is
to settle your nerves and get you calmer and better prepared to
shoot. Skeet shooting is probably the most social sport there is. Try
to keep it that way. Try to accumulate as many friends as you pos-
sibly can in the sport and not a single enemy. If after considerable
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effort you find that you simply cannot get along with a particular
person, settle for indifference rather than animosity.

8) Extend professional courtesy to the referee. He is there to do a
job and so are you. He will probably be trying equally as hard as
you to do that job well. He may well have more experience and a
better chance of attaining his quest than you have. Both your day
and his will go better if you each work in harmony with the other.
Treat him the way you would like him to treat you in return - with
politeness and respect. If he does not give you 100 good pulls and
100 astute decisions, before you take him to task, consider that
even though you tried your best you probably didn't make 100
perfect shots.

9) Never fire unannounced test shots. Always gain the permission
of the referee and then advise the other shooters before firing any
test shots. This applies equally at the beginning of an event or
after a malfunction. If the other people are unaware of your inten-
tion to fire then they will probably be startled and may also be
caught without their ear protection.

10) Don't subject other people to your bad reloads. Take only good
quality ammunition to the field to shoot. This is mandatory for
competition and strongly advisable for practice rounds. If your last
batch of reloads didn't turn out too well or if your rejects bin needs
emptying, use these shells at your own home club on a day when
you are practicing alone or with one close forgiving friend and
when surplus time is available.

11) Don't waste time and targets on Station #1. If the weather
conditions are reasonably stable, and you have watched the pre-
ceding squad shoot their last couple of stations, then after viewing
one high, one low and one double on Station #1 you should be
ready to begin. At the beginning of each successive round one high
single or possibly two high singles should be ample before begin-
ning again.

12) Don't call too loudly. Work out a happy medium for your call.
If your call is too soft you are deliberately making it difficult for
the referee to give you a good pull. However, a call that is loud
enough to cause a fast-pull two fields down, is unnecessary, impo-
lite and probably detrimental to your own shooting.

13) Don't waste time unnecessarily while shooting. This applies
equally to during each round and between rounds. Although it is
not advisable to unduly rush your shooting, it is advisable to
develop a shooting style which allows smooth continuity of the
round. Double loading for singles, although not mandatory, should
be encouraged. The lead-off shooter should be ready to lead the
squad to the next station as soon as the last shooter is finished and
each shooter should be standing behind the station ready to step
on in turn rather than daydreaming over the back wondering
whose turn it is to shoot. Between rounds one minute should be
ample time for at least the first two shooters to be ready to begin.
Lollygagging between rounds is very poor form. Having a drink or
changing your lenses can be done while the other guys are shoot-
ing on station one. If your flight time is 3:00 p.m. till 4:30 p.m.,
plan to be on the field at 2:50, start shooting at 2:55 and be off the
field no later than 4:15 so the next squad can also start early.

14) Don't ask for the trap to be cleared unnecessarily. After two or
more successive broken targets on any station a request to clear
the trap would not be unreasonable. However, after one broken
target it is good form to simply get ready and call again except
perhaps on one of the difficult reflex shots such as high 2 or low 6.
To ask for the trap to be cleared after a broken bird on high 7 is
very poor form.

15) Be reasonably quiet behind the shooting fields. When you are
standing or walking behind a field, normal conversation levels are
quite acceptable. However yelling, loud laughter or any type of
horseplay is undesirable and will almost certainly distract the
shooters on the field.

Downside Clay Target Club held the Riverina Zone 50 target Skeet
Championship on 28th April 2001. Although numbers were few a
good time was had by all with good shooting by the 15 competitors.
The overall winner was Tom Harris of Tumut with a score of 50/50.
Dave Coleman and Don Power of Wagga Gun Club together with
Bob Tye of Downside shot 49/50 and had to shoot off for the second
and third position of the Zone Skeet team. This was won by Dave
Coleman and Bob Tye with Don Power being the first reserve.

The Riverina Zone 50 target Ball Trap Championship was also held
on the day. Again there were only 15 shooters. The highest score
was 49/50 shot by Tumut members Stuart Lowery and Stumpe
Lowery - a little bit of family rivalry.

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Taking the Guesswork out of Gun Fit

JOHN ROBINSON

In my formative years as a clay target shooter, I purchased a
Beretta S57E trap gun, which was one of the most beautiful
firearms I had laid my eyes on up to that time. Fine engraving and
a magnificent AAA grade walnut stock, finished to Beretta’s typi-
cally high standard made it a fine looking addition to my gun rack.

I sold it 6 months later. It was one of the most uncomfortable shot-
guns I had ever shot, and could not get through a round without it
having me on the ropes with a sore face and other bruises. I made
several attempts too get the stock right, but my trial and error
methods of the day simply did not work.

A poorly fitting shotgun may not necessarily be uncomfortable to
shoot, but may reduce the shooters potential performance to a
marked degree. It is not always easy to find a gun that fits every
individual off the shelf and for that reason, knowing the exact
dimensions that suit your particular profile can simplify the
search for the right gun.

Hermann Finken of Mirboo North Precision Engineering has just
such a solution for shotgunners. Herman is agent for a number of
high quality European shooting lines, including the German
Merkel and French Chapuis shotguns and double rifles.

Herman has what I believe to be one of the only ‘Try Guns’ in Aus-
tralia, supplied by Merkel. The Try Gun was an English invention
that allowed the customers of the high quality English gun
makers to have their firearms fitted to their exact requirements.
The Merkle Try Gun is just such a device. It has the form, but not
the function of an over and under shotgun, but contains no oper-
ating mechanism.

The Merkel Try Gun has a wide range of micro-adjustable stock
adjustments to allow the shooter to be fitted for the full range of
critical dimensions that determine stock fit. These include: drop at
comb, drop at heel, drop at toe, cast off, length of pull, length of
grip and even butt angle.

I was able to spend an afternoon recently with Hermann, going
through the fitting process using the Merkel. The information
gathered from this process can be used for reference on any other
gun, or applied to Merkel or Chapuis guns ordered through
Hermann’s organisation.

The Try Gun is fitted with a simple set of very low set open sights
in the form of a bead front and wide V rear. These are provided for
alignment purposes as they define the centre of the rib and the
eyes’ relationship to it horizontally.

A long straight edge fits on the rib of the gun after each fitting
session, and this provides the reference level from which most of
the stock dimensions are taken.

I was surprised at how subtle alterations made such a big differ-
ence and one that was most surprising was the angle of the butt
plate. Many events call for shooting from the ‘gun down’ position,
where the butt of the gun is below the elbow when calling for the
target.

Thus, mounting of the gun in a consistent manner is very impor-
tant. On the Try Gun, the angle of the butt plate, which is pivoted
at the top, can be adjusted in very small increments. I found that
as little as 2 mm movement at the bottom made a significant dif-
ference to the ease of mounting the gun.

Hermann had me swinging the Try Gun in various directions from
various foot positions until we had the gun lining up consistently.
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The Merkel Try Gun has no internal functioning parts, but multiple
external adjustments

The aluminium straight edge fixes to the rib to provide an indexing
reference for all the stock measurements

Graduated gauges allow accurate measurement from the reference bar
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Butt angle, as well as stock length, are micro-adjustable
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Herman Finken can do an accurate fitting in less than one hour, and
provides a data sheet with all stock dimensions recorded for posterity

Once my dimensions were established, they were recorded on a
pro-forma specification sheet for a field stock. It was then inter-
esting to compare the custom measurements with some of the
factory gun specifications. It was clear that I was nonstandard in
most departments.

This reflects my experience with my own Miroku U/O target guns,
where each has been fitted with an adjustable comb to resolve the
stock fit issues arising.

Other critical elements such as castoff are frequently compro-
mised on factory shotguns. Cast-off is the amount of offset of the
centre line of the comb of the stock, compared to the bore of the
gun. This will differ between right and left hand shooters and with
other physiological factors associated with individuals.

The techniques used with the Merkel Try Gun can be easily trans-
ferred to your own shotgun, if you have one that is a good fit. By
running a straight edge off the top of the rib, and keeping it
centred, the critical dimensions can be taken off the bottom line of
the straight edge that establishes the reference level. This works
fine if your gun fits, but_is not much use if it does not. It is for this
reason that the Merkel Try Gun is such a useful tool, and for a rea-
sonable cost, you can get your correct gun fit specifications estab-
lished, once and for all.

This didn’t
really sink in until now but I think we should take note from this
and get on with enjoying the sport and those people that love it
like we do and no matter what the conditions just go out there
and do your best. This is Australia and how many skeet shooters
out there honestly care how they shoot skeet in America or wher-
ever else, the majority will never leave their home club let alone
leave the country to shoot skeet so who really cares. So lets do it
the way we want to and not try to be like America or anyone else
for that matter and just enjoy what we have and shoot some
more Aussie Skeet.
