Cong leader in

LS says it’s slip
of tongue; BJP

MPs protest

he two Houses of

Parliament on Thursday
witnessed unprecedented tur-
moil with the BJP making a
fiery attack on Congress leader
Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury for
his “Rashtrapatni” remark
against the first tribal President
Droupadi Murmu.

The heated exchanges over
Chowdhury’s comments also
escalated outside, triggering
protests by the BJP MPs.

The Congress MPs were
already sitting on “dharna”
before the Mahatma Gandhi
statue in Parliament precincts,
seeking withdrawal of suspen-
sion of MPs, immediate debate
in Parliament over price rise
and the imposition of the GST
on essential food items.

As soon as the Lok Sabha
met at 11 am, BJP members
were up on their feet demand-
ing an apology from Congress
president Sonia Gandhi over
Chowdhury’s remark.

“The Congress leader has
disrespected the President. The
Congress cannot tolerate that
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
made a poor tribal woman the
Presidential candidate,” Union
Minister Smriti Irani said.

Amid the furor, Lok Sabha
Speaker Om Birla adjourned
the proceedings of the House

till 12 noon and thereafter it
was adjourned till 4 pm and
then for the day. Similar scenes
were witnessed in the Rajya
Sabha, which too witnessed a
ruckus on the issue.

The Lok Sabha saw Irani
making a belligerent attack
on Sonia and accusing her of
“sanctioning humiliation” of
the Constitutional head of the
country, demanding her apol-
ogy. In his defense,
Chowdhury, who is the leader
of the Congress in the Lok
Sabha, said he never intended
to disrespect the President and
his “Rashtrapatni” remark was
a “slip of the tongue” He
accused the BJP of making a
“mountain out of a molehill”.

“Yesterday, when we were
holding a protest at Vijay
Chowk, journalists asked
where we wanted to go. I said
‘Rashtrapatni’ only once by
mistake. T urged the journalists
not to show my video where I
committed a mistake. The BJP
is creating a row over it now;’
he said.

“What should I do? I said
it and realised I uttered the
wrong word. I even looked for
media persons to whom I had
said this to request them to not
focus on it. However, I could-
n't find them,” he added, a day
after the remark. In a video
message later, he said Indias
President, be it Brahmin or
tribal, is respected by all.

“I am a Bengali and not
fluent in Hindi. I will apolo-
gise to the President if she felt
hurt. I wont apologise to
these frauds. I have sought
time to meet her the day after
tomorrow.

Sonia pays for Adhir's blooper

After the simmering tension
between the Treasury
Benches and the Opposition
for the past eight days burst out
into a full-blown confrontation
between the two sides over
Congress leader Adhir Ranjan
Chowdhury’s “Rashtrapatni”
remark, the BJP focussed its
attack on the Congress presi-
dent, alleging that Adhir made
the calumnious comment at the
behest of Sonia Gandhi.

The party demanded that
Sonia must apologise to the
nation.

The no-holds-barred attack
on Sonia was spearheaded by
Union Minister Smriti Irani
and Nirmala Sitharaman in
the Lok Sabha and the Rajya
Sabha respectively. No sooner
than the lower House com-
menced its proceedings, a
vociferous Irani accused
Chowdhury of disrespecting
Murmu by calling her
“Rashtrapatni” and charged
the Congress leader with doing
so with the “sanction” of Sonia.

Irani claimed that
Chowdhury has disrespected
the entire tribal community,
women, the poor, and the
downtrodden by his remark.

Targeting Congress presi-
dent, Irani alleged that Sonia
had “sanctioned humiliation”
of a poor tribal woman who
has occupied the highest con-
stitutional post in the country.

“Sonia mafi mango (Sonia
must tender an apology). Your
male leaders are disrespecting
a poor tribal woman,” she said,
raising her voice dramatically.

BJP MPs, particularly
women members, aggressive-
ly backed Irani, inviting
counter-protests from
Congress members. As the
turmoil continued, Speaker
Om Birla adjourned the House
till noon.

n an apparent damage con-

trol exercise, Bengal Chief
Minister Mamata Banerjee on
Thursday removed Partha
Chatterjee as a Minister and
from all posts of Trinamool
Congress five days after he was
arrested by the Enforcement
Directorate in connection with
the school-level job scam.

The Chief Minister’s deci-
sion comes within hours of
Arpita Mukherjee — a close
associate of Chatterjee from
whose apartments huge cash,
jewellery, bank and property
instruments worth crores was
recovered by the ED — telling
the investigators that all the
properties belonged to the
Minister.

Soon after a Cabinet meet-
ing Mamata announced the
removal of Chatterjee — the
number two person in the
State Ministry — saying, “I
have relieved Partha from all
his charges,” till his name is
cleared from all accusations.

“The Trinamool Congress
is strict about its ideology ... we
run the party with great hard-
ship,” the Chief Minister said.

A former Education
Minister, Chatterjee, had been
in charge of Commerce and
Industries, Parliamentary
Affairs and Information
Technology portfolios. The
Chief Minister would retain all
the Departments with her for

now.
Chatterjee a former cor-
porate top boss who left his job
before the Singur movement to
join the Trinamool Congress
was also removed from all his
party posts, TMC national gen-
eral secretary Abhishek
Banerjee said.

“The TMC disciplinary
committee has decided to
remove Chatterjee from all the
party posts ... he was the party
secretary general, a national
vice president and member of
national executive as also a
member of the party discipli-
nary committee ... he has also
been suspended from the party
till he is exonerated by the judi-
ciary ... and the onus to prove
innocence completely lies with
him ... and as the citizen of this
country he has every right to
fight his case in the court,” said
Abhishek at the end of a party
disciplinary committee meet-
ing.

Besides incriminating doc-
uments cash worth %50 crore
and property deeds of 32 bun-

galows, apartments and lands
both in Kolkata and districts
have been recovered from two
houses of Mukherjee, a close
associate of the former
Minister.

The ED also recovered
about 8 kgs of gold — in the
form of bars, biscuits, jew-
ellery and statuette — from two
apartments of Mukherjee apart
from bank instruments and
property deeds worth crores.

Officials quoting
Mukherjee said she was not the
owner of the property seized
and that all that had been
recovered by the ED belonged
to the Minister.

She is known to have told
his interrogators that Chatterjee
often sent his men to her
apartments with bags which
were kept inside a particular
room not be entered by any-
one.

39 students in Sagar
given Covid-19 jab
with ‘single’ syringe

Avaccinator allegedly used a
single syringe to adminis-
ter anti-coronavirus vaccine
doses to 39 children at a private
school in Madhya Pradesh’s
Sagar city, prompting the
authorities to suspend the dis-
trict vaccination officer, offi-
cials said on Thursday.

The incident took place on
Wednesday at the Jain Higher
Secondary School in the city
during a mega vaccination
drive, after which an FIR was
registered against the vacci-
nator, identified as Jitendra
Ahirwar, a district official
said.

The 39 children, aged 15
and above, were from Classes
9 to 12, a health official said.

The parents of some of the
children on Wednesday
observed the vaccinator using
the same syringe to inoculate
the children and raised an
alarm for the gross negligence
on his part, the officials said.

After the parents protest-
ed, Sagar’s in-charge Collector
Kshitij Singhal sent district
Chief Medical and Health
Officer Dr D K Goswami to
inquire about the incident.
Those present at the spot told
Goswami that the vaccinator
allegedly used the same
syringe to administer vaccine
doses to as many as 39 chil-
dren, the district official said.

After the protest by par-
ents, Ahirwar escaped from the
spot before the CMHO started
to inspect the school.

2 crore were among the lux-
urious items worth ¥12.5 crore
seized by the agency during
the latest round of searches
against DHFL promoters
Kapil Wadhawan and others,
according to the CBI.

The agency has also seized
two luxury watches of Jacob
and Co and Frank Muller
Geneve brands worth I5 crore
during the searches.
The DHFL promoters had
acquired these expensive
items using the diverted
funds, the agency said in a
statement.

Thirty children vaccinated

n a shocking incident, 30 chil-
Idren were vaccinated against

syringe at a private school in Sagar.
It is suspected that during the vac-
cination programme, 30 children
were vaccinated with one syringe.
There was uproar at the school
when the matter came to light.

A COVID-19 vaccination
camp was organised for school
children in Jain Public School
located at Sagar district head-
quarters. For vaccinating stu-
dents in the camp, the Health
Department had assigned the
duty to nursing students studying
at the SVN College.

The vaccination started and
a third-year student named
Jitendra Raj started vaccinating
the children. One after the other,
he administered the COVID vac-
cine to about 30 children with a

single syringe.

When a student's father
noticed the matter, there was a
ruckus in the school. When the
information reached the district
administration, there was a chaos.

Dinesh Namdev, the father of
a student studying in Jain Public
School, alleged that when he saw
the vaccination, all the children
were being vaccinated with the
same syringe, he raised voice.

According to Dinesh, the
one who was applying the vaccine
was told by the HOD that every-
one has to be vaccinated with the
same syringe.

When the media questioned
Jitendra Raj, he alleged that he
was taken by the HOD in a car
and he was provided only one
syringe. Dr DK Goswami,
CMHO Sagar said, "This entire
matter will be investigated, who-
ever is guilty in this, action will
be taken against him."

The benefit of schol-
arship schemes should be
given to all the eligible stu-
dents within time limit for
which the availability of ade-
quate budget should be
ensured.

Chouhan was taking a
meeting on simplification
of SC, ST and OBC Post
Matric Scholarship process
and uniformity of portal at
his residence today. Higher
Education Minister Mohan
Yadav, Chief Secretary Igbal
Singh Bains, Additional
Chief Secretary Health
Mohammad Suleman and
senior officers were present.

Chief Minister Chouhan

said that the scholarship for
the session 2022-23 should
be given by the month of
October. Also, the payment
of the remaining scholarship
of the last three sessions
should be paid expeditious-
ly. He said that post-matric
scholarship worth Rs 590
crore would be provided to

scheduled caste students, Rs
348 crore to scheduled tribe
students and Rs 750 crore to
backward class students.
This includes the amount of
schemes of the Government
of India and the state gov-
ernment.

The Chief Minister
Chouhan said that there

should be no fraud in the
scholarship process and uni-
formity of portal is necessary
to maintain transparency.
For all categories of schol-
arships, the age limit is to be
increased to 30 years at the
postgraduate level.
Maximum age of 35 years for
getting PhD level scholarship
and for students studying in
two courses, the difference
up to a maximum of 02 years
will be valid. All eligible
children of one parent will
be eligible to get the Post
Matric Scholarship. He said
that the admission process
should be decided for the eli-
gibility of scholarship.
Admission to the engineer-
ing course is to be given
through integrated coun-
selling.

Chief Minister Chouhan
said that action should be
taken as per the prescribed

academic calendar for the
payment of scholarship for
the academic session 2022-
23. Chief Minister Chouhan
said that it is the priority of
the state government to fully
cooperate with the students.
He directed that the rates of
scholarship should be ratio-
nalized. Make necessary
preparations for the bio-
metric attendance of the
students as well.

It was informed in the
meeting that from the year
2021-22, approval of all the
applications of  the
Scheduled Castes and
Backward Classes Welfare
Department, on the same
lines as the Tribal Affairs
Department, and payment
are being processed through
the MPTAAS portal.

To
add an account, one or more
accounts can be added by click-
ing on the plus option, select-
ing District/ Tehsil/ Village/

After adding the account,
all the details of the Khasra will
be available in the app. On
clicking on any of the available
Khasra information, the infor-
mation will be available
through AL With the consent
of the farmer, the crop infor-
mation can be entered with a
single click. If you disagree with
the information about the
potential crop, the information
of the crop sown in the field
can be recorded with live photo
by being present in the field.

Expressing displeasure over
news reports that it was
delaying hearing a plea alleging
increasing attacks on Christian
institutions and priests across
the country, the Supreme Court
on Thursday said there is a
limit to which you target judges
even as it admonished an advo-
cate who sought to speed up
the case.

Give us a break, a bench
of Justices D Y Chandrachud
and Surya Kant said. "Last
time the matter could not be
taken because I was down with
Covid. You get it published in
newspapers that the Supreme

Court is delaying the hearing.
Look, there is a limit to which
you can target the judges. Who
supplies all this news?

"The news I saw online was
that judges are delaying the
hearing. Give us a break. One
of the judges is down with
Covid and this is the reason we
could not take the matter.
Anyway, we will list it other-
wise there will be another news
item," the bench observed oral-
ly. The observations came after
the petitioner's counsel sought
hearing of the case.

Senior advocate Colin

Gonsalves had mentioned the
matter before a vacation bench
in June and said 45 to 50 vio-
lent attacks on an average take
place against Christian institu-
tions and priests across the
country every month.

The relief sought in the
plea filed by Peter Machado
and others includes the imple-
mentation of guidelines issued
by the apex court in the
Tehseen Poonawala judgment
under which nodal officers
were to be appointed to take
note of hate crimes and regis-
ter FIRs.

In 2018, the apex court had
come out with a slew of guide-
lines for the Centre and the
states. These included fast-
tracked trials, victim compen-
sation, deterrent punishment
and disciplinary action against
lax law-enforcing officials. The
court had said offences such as
hate crimes, cow vigilantism
and lynching incidents should
be nipped in the bud.

In a major milestone, the
Indian Navy on Thursday
took delivery of the first
Indigenous Aircraft Carrier
(IAC) Vikrant from the builder
Cochin Shipyard
Limited(CSL), Kochi. The
ship has undergone all the
mandatory trials and is likely to
be commissioned into service
by Prime Minister Narendra
Modi next month.

With the delivery of
Vikrant, India has joined a
select group of nations having
the niche capability to indige-
nously design and build an
Aircraft Carrier. The other
countries are the US, United
Kingdom, France, Russia and
China.

Designed by Indian Navy's
inhouse Directorate of Naval
Design (DND) and built by the
public sector CSL, the aircraft
carrier costing about Rs 20,000
crores is christened after her
illustrious predecessor, India's
first Aircraft Carrier which
played a vital role in the 1971
India-Pakistan war. Coinciding
with the celebrations to com-
memorate 75th anniversary of

India's independence 'Azadi
Ka Amrit Mahotsav', the rein-
carnation of Vikrant is a true
testimony to the country's zeal
and fervour in pursuing capa-
bility build up towards
enhanced maritime security,
navy officials said here.

The 262 metre long carri-
er weighs 45,000 tonnes which
is much larger and advanced
than her predecessor. The ship
is powered by four gas turbines
totalling 88 MW power and has
a maximum speed of 28 Knots.

The project progressed in
three phases of contract
between the defence ministry
and the CSL, concluded in
May 2007, Dec 2014 and Oct
2019 respectively.

The ship's keel was laid in
February 2009, followed by
launching in Aug 2013. With
an overall indigenous content
of 76 percent, the IAC is a per-
fect example of the nation's
quest for "Aatma Nirbhar
Bharat” and provides thrust to
the 'Make in India’ initiative.

Vikrant has been built with
high degree of automation for
machinery operation, ship nav-
igation and survivability, and
has been designed to accom-
modate an assortment of fixed

wing and rotary aircraft. The
ship will be capable of operat-
ing air wing consisting of 30
aircraft comprising of MIG-
29K fighter jets, Kamov-31,
MH-60R multi-role heli-
copters, in addition to indige-
nously manufactured
Advanced Light Helicopters
(ALH) and Light Combat
Aircraft (LCA) (Navy).

Using a novel aircraft-oper-
ation mode known as STOBAR
(Short Take- Off but Arrested
Landing), the IAC is equipped
with a ski- jump for launching
aircraft, and a set of 'arrester

wires' for their recovery
onboard. The ship has large
number of indigenous equip-
ment and machinery, involving
major industrial houses in the
country like Bharat Electronics
Limited(BEL), Bharat Heavy
Electricals Limited(BHEL),
Garden Reach Ship and
Engineers(GRSE), Keltron,
Kirloskar, Larsen and Toubro
and Wartsila as well as over 100
MSMEs. The indigenisation
efforts has also led to develop-
ment of ancillary industries,
besides generation of employ-
ment opportunities and bol-

stering plough back effect on
economy, both locally as well as
pan-India. A major spin-off of
this is the development and
production of indigenous war-
ship grade steel for the ship

Indian Navy receives 2 MH-60 ‘Romeo’ helicopters

delivered at Cochin airport
while another helicopter is
scheduled to be delivered next
month. India and US inked a
Rs 15,000 crore deal for the
helicopters through the
Foreign Military
Sale(FMS)route. It means the
US government stands guar-
antee for all the obligations of
the contract. Lockheed Martin
manufactures these helicopters.
The first three MH 60
'"Romeo' helicopters were deliv-
ered in the US in 2021 and are
being used for training of the
Indian Navy crew, they said.
The delivery of all 24 MH
60R helicopters will be com-
pleted by 2025. The induction

of state-of-the-art mission
capable platforms will signifi-
cantly boost the integral anti-
submarine warfare capability-
of the Indian Navy.

With Thursday's delivery,
the total number of helicopters
handed over to the Indian
Navy has gone up to five.
MH-60R helicopter is an all-
weather helicopter designed to
support multiple missions with
state-of-the-art avionics and
SEnsors.

The Navy said it will be
able to deploy the helicopters
in a range of roles including in
anti-submarine warfare, anti-
ship strike, specialised mar-
itime operations as well as
search and rescue operations.

Maldives Prez to visit India on Aug 1

External Affairs
Minister S Jaishankar, during a
visit to Male in March handed
over a coastal radar system to
Shamaal. India and Maldives
share common perspectives on
maritime security issues in the
Indian Ocean and have been
working together to expand
defence cooperation.

Uddhav faction challenges in SC

CBI seeks urgent hearing in plea

\Maha local bodies’ polls: SC
warns of contempt if elections
renotified to include OBC quota

he Supreme Court

Thursday warned the
Maharashtra State Election
Commission (SEC) of con-
tempt action if it renotifies the
election process to 367 local
bodies, where it has already
commenced, in order to pro-
vide reservation to OBCs.

The SEC, it said, "cannot
and shall not" renotify the elec-
tion programme, voicing dis-
pleasure over the "misreading"
of its July 20 order. Any breach
of its directives will invite
contempt for the SEC and
others concerned, the court
said.

The Supreme Court had
on July 20 accepted the rec-
ommendations of the Banthia

commission providing 27 per
cent OBC reservations in local
body elections and directed
that election for local bodies in
the state be notified in the next
two weeks.

It had, however, made
clear the same day that the new
reservation policy will not
apply to the 367 local bodies
where the election process
had already begun.

The court had noted in its
July 20 order that the counsel
for the SEC had said the elec-
tion programme in respect of
367 local bodies has already
started and will be taken to its
logical end. The apex court
had quashed the SEC notifi-
cation providing for 27 per
cent quotas for OBCs in local
bodies in early 2021.
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Gujarat hooch tragedy: 2 SPs
transferred, 6 cops suspended

he  Gujarat Home

Department on Thursday
transferred the Superintendents
of Police of Botad and
Ahmedabad and suspended
six other cops following the
death of 42 people after con-
sumption of spurious liquor, an
official said.

Primary investigations by
police have revealed that some
small-time bootleggers of dif-
ferent villages in Botad district
had made the spurious liquor
by mixing water with methyl
alcohol or Methanol, a highly
poisonous industrial solvent,
and sold it to villagers for Rs 20
per pouch.

According to police, foren-
sic analysis established that
the victims consumed methyl
alcohol.

"We have transferred Botad
SP Karanraj Vaghela and
Ahmedabad SP Virendrasingh

Yadav. Six other police officials,
including two Deputy SPs,
have been placed under sus-
pension,” Additional Chief
Secretary, Home, Raj Kumar
told PTI.

Those suspended are
Ahmedabad's Dholka division
DySP N V Patel, Botad DySP
S K Trivedi, Ahmedabad's
Dhandhuka police station
inspector K P Jadeja,
Dhandhuka division's circle
police inspector S B Chaudhari
and Botad sub-inspectors B G
Vala and Shailendrasinh Rana.

These officials were sus-
pended for "dereliction of duty
and lack of commitment as
they failed to stop the trans-

portation, sale and consump-
tion of liquor laced with poi-
sonous chemicals in their
respective areas,” say the sus-
pension letters issued by the
state Home Department.

Forty two people from
Botad and neighbouring
Ahmedabad district have died
so far after consuming the
spurious liquor on July 25,
while 97 people are still admit-
ted to hospitals in Bhavnagar,
Botad and Ahmedabad,
Gujarat Minister of State for
Home Harsh Sanghavi said on

He said police will file a
charge sheet in 10 days to
ensure quick justice and the
government will also appoint a
Special Public Prosecutor to
fight the case.

Fifteen key accused,
including the one who acquired
the chemical and those who
sold the liquor to people, were
already arrested, he had said.

The Botad and
Ahmedabad police on Tuesday
registered three  First

Information Reports (FIRs)
against nearly 20 culprits under
Indian Penal Code Sections 302
(murder), 328 (causing hurt by
poison) and 120-B (criminal
conspiracy).

Police investigation has
revealed that a person named
Jayesh aka Raju, who has been
arrested, had stolen 600 litres
of methyl alcohol from a
godown in Ahmedabad where
he worked as a manager and
then sold it to his Botad-based
cousin Sanjay for Rs 40,000 on
July 25.

Despite knowing that it
was an industrial solvent,
Sanjay sold the chemical to
local bootleggers of different
villages of Botad.

These bootleggers mixed
water in the chemical and sold
it to people as country-made
liquor, police had said.

Mayawati lambasts Adhir over sexist
‘Rashtrapatni’ remark, seeks apology

Amid the controversy
around Congress leader
Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury's
sexist remark on the President
of India Droupadi Murmu,
former chief minister of Uttar
Pradesh and Bahujan Samaj
Party supremo Mayawati lam-
basted the leader of Congress
in Lok Sabha by calling his
‘Rashtrapatni’ remark "shame-
ful" and "highly condemnable".

Taking to Twitter on
Thursday, Mayawati said, "The
spectacular election of
Droupadi Murmu ji as the
first woman of the tribal soci-
ety to the post of President of
India is not liked by many. In
this sequence, the objectionable
remarks made by Adhir Ranjan
Chowdhury, leader of Congress
in Lok Sabha, against her are
very sad, shameful and highly
condemnable."

Mayawati slammed the

Congress over Chowdhury's
remark about Droupadi
Murmu and said that the grand
old party should apologise to
the country.

"The proceedings of
Parliament have also been dis-
rupted today (Thursday), in
protest against calling the
Honourable Rashtrapati ji
‘Rashtrapatni' on TV. It would
be appropriate that the
Congress party also apologis-
es to the country for this and
abandons its casteist mindset,"
the BSP chief tweeted.

Meanwhile, Mayawati has
also taken seriously the theft of
an elephant statue in the state

capital. Mayawati said that the
theft of an elephant statue
from the memorial of saints of
Dalit society, Dr Bhimrao
Ambedkar Social Change Sthal
(Dr Bhimrao Ambedkar
Samajik Parivartan Prateek
Sthal) was a matter of shame
and concern. She tweeted that
in the respect of great saints,
gurus, great men born in the
neglected, despised, Dalit and
other backward classes in the
country, the BSP government
had built a grand Dr Bhimrao
Ambedkar social transforma-
tion site and this area was now
the main centre of tourism. She
said the theft of an elephant
statue from there was a matter
of shame and concern.
Mayawati further said in
the tweet that the neglect in
protection and maintenance
of the grand sites and monu-
ments built by the BSP gov-
ernment earlier during the
Samajwadi Party regime and

now in the Bharatiya Janata
Party rule was a cause of great
concern.

The BSP supremo said
while these places were a source
of tourism income, the work
being done at the Kanshi Ram
memorial site and many other
places was very sluggish and
the government should pay
attention to it.

It may be mentioned that
the theft of an elephant statue
has come to light from Buddha
Vihar Park in state capital
Lucknow. According to infor-
mation, the elephant statue
was installed in a fountain in
Buddha Vihar Park developed
on the Gomti Riverfront, and
it has been stolen. No one other
than the security personnel is
allowed to enter the place from
where the theft took place.

Bombay HC CJ recuses from hearing plea
challenging appoi_n_tment of CBI Director Jaiswal

ABombay High Court bench
led by Chief Justice
Dipankar Datta on Thursday
recused from hearing a petition
challenging the appointment of
Subodh Jaiswal as the Central
Bureau of Investigation direc-
tor, following a letter of com-
plaint against CJ Datta.

Former Maharashtra
Assistant Commissioner of
Police Rajendra Trivedi had
filed the PIL challenging
Jaiswal's appointment.

CJ Datta said it had come
to his notice that on March 22
this year, Trivedi wrote a letter
to Chief Justice of India N V
Ramana, "complaining” against
him.

Jaiswal, who had earlier
held the post of Maharashtra's
Director General of Police
(DGP), was appointed as the
CBI director in May last year.

Trivedi had on November
11, 2021 filed the plea through

advocate S B Talekar agamst
Jaiswal's appointment.

A bench led by CJ Datta
was hearing it since then. The
bench had also passed several
directions on the plea, includ-
ing asking for affidavits from
the Union government and
Jaiswal.

Earlier this month, Jaiswal
filed an affidavit before the
bench saying Trivedi's PIL had
been filed out of "personal
vendetta."

The Union government on
Wednesday submitted an affi-
davit, saying Jaiswal had been
appointed the CBI director
following due process and he
had adequate requisite qualifi-

cations for the appointment.

On Thursday, Additional
Solicitor General S V Raju
appeared along with ASG Anil
Singh on behalf of the Union
government.

They mentioned the mat-
ter for urgent hearing and
sought that a specific date be
fixed for next hearing.

CJ Datta then said it will
not be proper for him to hear
the matter.

"It won't be proper for us to
hear this matter because a
complaint has been against
this court," CJ Datta said.

"Mr Talekar, you might
not be knowing this but your
client, the petitioner, wrote a
letter to the Chief Justice of
India complaining against me,"
he said.

Talekar said he did not
know of the letter and that his
client was claiming he had not
written it.

Both Raju and Singh urged
the bench to continue hearing

the matter, saying on behalf of
the Union of India that they
had "full confidence in the
bench."

"It has nowadays become a
trend for people to make ran-
dom allegations if they want
their matter to be heard by a
different bench. If a court
recuses, they feel they are suc-
cessful," ASG Singh said.

Talekar also said his client
was "very happy" with the way
the hearing was going on, and
urged the bench to not recuse
itself from hearing the plea.

However, CJ Datta said
even if he were to continue the
hearing and in case he passed
an adverse order, the petition-
er might not be satisfied with
the hearing.

"It is very easy to write a
letter and tarnish someone's
image. It will be appropriate if
this matter is heard by some
other bench. Justice must be
seen to have been done," CJ
Datta said.

A new, non-invasive way to alleviate hand tremors

Maanav Narula still remem-
bers the day he walked
into his grandmother's room
and saw her struggling to sign
her name on a letter. The doc-
tors had diagnosed her with
Essential Tremor, but it was
only in that moment that he
realised what that really meant.
Over the next few months,
simple tasks like eating, writing
and dressing became difficult
for her.

These kinds of hand
tremors affect over 120 million
people worldwide. It affects
those with Essential Tremor,
Parkinson's Disease,
Alzheimer's, stroke patients
and so many more. Hand
tremors have such a disabling
effect that patients suffer emo-
tionally too. Over half of
patients suffer from depression
and over 25 per cent retire early
due to their tremors. They
report losing a sense of identi-
ty, avoid leaving their home-
sand even feel forgotten by the
medical community.

They feel this way because
the current solutions in the
market are lacking. Medication
is the first line of defense, but
it's only 50 per cent effective, its
effectiveness reduces over time
and it has severe side effects.
Some patients with severe
tremors also attempt deep brain
stimulation. Though effective,
the surgery is expensive and
risky, and simply not feasible for
the majority of patients.
Because of these tradeoffs, nei-
ther solution was feasible for
Maanav's grandmother.

He set out to solve this
problem for them. By visiting
support groups, sending out
surveys and interviewing
patients, he first figured out
exactly what kind of solution
people wanted. He then bought
the assistive devices currently
on the market to see how they
worked and why more people
weren't using them. What he
discovered was that customers
valued the form factor - the size,
shape and weight - of the device
almost as much as its ability to
reduce tremors. But almost all

of these assistive devices were
too bulky or heavy. Even if they
reduced tremors, they didn't
resolve the social anxiety
patients felt. The bulky devices
simply drew too much attention
and questions from others.
And the fact that they were
heavy made it difficult to use
throughout the day without
tiring their arms.

To tackle this problem,
Maanav started with what he
had — he took the technologies
used today and tried to improve
their form factor. He even tried
combining some of them
together. But he couldn't get it
down to where customers
would be comfortable wearing
it. He spent months searching
for a better way and eventual-
ly landed on a familiar tech-
nology. The year before, he had
taken a class on vibrational
dynamics as part of his
mechanical engineering degree
at the University of
Pennsylvania. He learned about
using earthquake-proofing
technology to keep buildings
stable. And that's when a light

bulb went off. Could he take
this proven technology and
scale it down to the size of a
human hand? Would it have the
same effect that is has on build-
ings? And what would be dif-
ferent if he uses it on a scale 800
times smaller than its typical
application? This is exactly
what he explored during his
senior design thesis.

His first course of action
was to see if this solution was
even theoretically possible, let
alone practical. He developed a
mathematical model and found
that there was in fact a narrow
range to make this work. But it
was theoretically possible. That
was the first validation.

The next step was to trans-
late this into a real product. The
first version only needed to
show proof of concept. And
sure enough, it took the form of
a bulky 1.5 inch thick bracelet.
It also only worked for one par-
ticular tremor pattern at a time.
But it was enough to show that
the concept worked. Patients of
course didn't like the form fac-
tor yet, but it worked. That was

the second validation.

Maanav then needed to
figure out if this could be a
viable business. He leveraged
resources from his degrees at
Wharton and Penn
Engineering, including taking
their entrepreneurship and ven-
ture capital classes, to build out
his business model. This is
also when the device got a
name: Minimize. He entered
pitch competitions and won
several awards including the
Innovation Prize at the
Wharton Startup Challenge
and the Medical Device
Excellence Awards at the
MD&M Trade Show in New
York.

This was the third valida-
tion. It was enough for him to
turn down job offers after grad-
uating and he decided to pur-
sue this full time. He moved to
Chicago to continue building
the company. His next goal was
clear: Bring down the size and
weight of  Minimize.
Unfortunately, this coincided
with the onset of the pandem-
ic and lockdowns. It was diffi-

cult to make a prototype from
home and even more difficult
to meet patients and test the
product. Instead, he built his
own mechanical tremor simu-
lator to test and improve
Minimize. Now, Minimize is
able to reduce tremors by up to
80-95 per cent and takes the
form of a lightweight, discreet
bracelet. Similar to a step track-
er, Minimize can also collect
patient data to show how their
tremor severity is changing
over time. This can help
patients identify triggers for
their tremor and thus empow-
ers them to make lifestyle
changes to better manage the
symptom. Lastly, while
Minimize does have a battery,
it doesn't have to be charged for
it to be effective in counteract-
ing tremors.

To make Minimize com-
mercially available, however, it
has to go through the FDA's
regulatory pathway. To navigate
these complex regulations,
Maanav joined a MedTech
accelerator at mHUB, an inno-
vation center in Chicago. The

six-month program provided
funding, technical resources,
mentorship, access to corporate
partners and strong connec-
tions in the Chicagol and area.
Since joining, he pitched to the
program's corporate partners in
Baxter and Edward Elmhurst
Health Venture Capital and
secured additional investments
from them both. The traction
Minimize has gained since the
program has led the company
to open their seed round earli-
er than expected. This funding

round will help complete clin-
ical trials, FDA registration
and commercialisation next
year. Maanav's goal is to give all
patients access to this non-inva-
sive, non-pharmacological form
of tremor therapy.

He believes patients
shouldn't have to choose
between the current subpar
treatment options. What he
first built for his grandmother,
he now wants to build for the
millions of others suffering
from hand tremors.

Time to liberalise

The government must expedite economic
reforms to boost growth and create employment

ployment crisis. The severity has increased badly in the last eight years. As

many as 22.05 crore applications were received from 2014-15 to 2021-22
for Central government jobs, but just 7.22 lakh people got them. This is one out of
around 300 aspirants becoming successful. These figures have not been compiled
by some think tank or private body which the government functionaries or Bharatiya
Janata Party leaders can dispute; the government itself released these numbers in
the Lok Sabha on Wednesday.

Therefore, no amount of spin or sophistry would make these numbers vanish from
political debate. To be sure, there is nothing surprising about these numbers; there is
enough anecdotal evidence to suggest that the situation is pretty bad. For a handful of
jobs, any government department announces, lakhs, if not millions, of applications, are
received. The intensity of the agitation against the
Agniveer scheme was also partly because of the lack
of job opportunities for the youngsters. Since the unem-
ployment problem is real, the solution ought to be real;
and this can happen only if economic growth is accel-
erated. It is here where the shoe pinches. The
International Monetary Fund has estimated that
growth in India will be 7.4 percent for this fiscal and
6.1 percent for 2023-24. For both years, these are lower
by 80 basis points from the IMF’s earlier estimates.
The international situation is badly hurting our econ-
omy, with higher crude prices, constrained supply

~WS T chains, and general decline.

Because of these very reasons, the IMF has also lowered its global growth fore-
cast for 2022 by 40 basis points to 3.2 percent. By 2033, it has pegged it further
down, at 2.9 percent. “The outlook has darkened significantly since April. The world
may soon be teetering on the edge of a global recession, only two years after the last
one,” top IMF economist Pierre-Olivier Gourinchas wrote in an article accompanying
the release of an update to the IMF’s World Economic Outlook report. Against this
backdrop, India has to protect itself from not just external shocks but also the prob-
lems joblessness brings forth.

The only way out is the broadening and deepening of economic reforms, especially
in areas, like agriculture and labor laws Thankfully, the Narendra Modi government has
shown intent to do that. It has recommenced the privatisation process, and the sale of
Air India is a testimony to that. It also brought three excellent laws to help the farm sec-
tor a couple of years ago but had to backirack. Its emphasis on infrastructure will also
help boost growth and development. Ditto with PM Modi’s attitude against the freebie cul-
ture. Therefore, now is the time to expedite reforms and translate a prudential mindset
into policy-making and implementation. All this will accelerate growth and create jobs.

Judicial killings in Myanmar

By executing political activists, Myanmar army wants to instil
a sense of fear among protestors demanding democracy

rals in Myanmar have scant regard for human rights and are in no mood to restore

democracy in the country. The four persons executed include highly popular Phyo
Zeya Thaw, a 41-year-old lawmaker, and Kyaw Min Yu, a 53-year-old democracy. The
military tribunal that gave them a death sentence did not give any scope for appeal.

The road to freedom is neither easy nor short. Myanmar which has been under
the grip of the army since February when it usurped power by a coup is in turmoil.
The people are on the streets to protest against the army rule and for the restoration
of democracy. The judicial murders are an attempt to instill a sense of terror in the
hearts of protestors. According to reports in the last year it has given a death sen-
tence to 117 political activists that it had arrested.

The Tatmadaw, as the army of Myanmar, is called
has also jailed Aung San SuuKyi for 11 years to ensure
she does not become a rallying point. Nonetheless,
the democratic movement in the country is getting
stronger and stronger. More than 14,000 people have
courted arrests and over 2,000 civilians have lost lives
protesting against the army and its generals.

Now, as the people's patience is wearing thin, the
peaceful protests are now turning violent. Meanwhile,
the sanctions and mismanagement of the economy
have led to the economy taking a nose dive and it
has shrunk by almost 20% causing widespread unem-
ployment and a rise in inflation.

Indeed no regime can last long no matter how regressive or powerful it might
be if it loses people's trust and legitimacy. Tatmadaw has lost both. The corrupt and
repressive army generals are more focused on preserving their authority rather than
the welfare of the country. They unleashed a reign of terror on Rohingyas to polar-
ize the Buddhist majority but now the same majority has taken cudgels against it.

What is most disturbing is that the world powers aren't doing enough to press
the army for early elections and restoration of democracy. The lip service to democ-
racy is not enough some concrete steps must be taken to end the most regressive
and ruthless army regime in Myanmar. Indeed It would have been better had India
played a role in giving democracy a push in the neighborhood rather than maintain-
ing a stoic silence.

Who says animals don’t have emotions, in fact they are far more sensitive
than maybe we humans. | have expenenced it firsthand

ipu, our pet, a medium-
sized black Himalayan
sheepdog, was my first

true friend. With my
brothers away to pursue their
studies, Tipu was my sibling. My
parents were working, and I was
in the care of Amma, my grand-
mother. In rural Himachal, those
were not the days when children
were admitted to school at the
earliest eligible age. Amma was
in no hurry to expose me to for-
mal education as avenues of
informal education were many. I
lived, experienced, and savored
the simple village life.

I would roam in fields with
Tipu in the toe and watch the
crops sown, weeded, bloom, and
harvested. In summers, we would
sneak into mango orchards, tast-
ing the best of the produce.
Exploring the muddy meander-
ing streams with paper boats was
our favorite pastime during the

rainy season. Misty winter morn-
ings were spent in the greens of
sprouting wheat decked up with
shiny dew drops. Springs took us
through sprawling yellow fields
of mustards to the sugarcane
plots, where I feasted on the
sweetest of the cane. The beau-
tiful balmy autumn was spent
watching the leaves turn orange.

Tipu would often follow me,
and he possessed a real sixth
sense. Being an alert bodyguard
of a five-year-old, he would over-
take me if he felt the need to
check the area for any danger
before I venture. Whenever the
hill trails grew narrow and steep,
Tipu would always lead the way.
He chased stray dogs and cattle
away from my path and always
sensed the people I did not like.
One of Amma'’s friends regular-
ly complained to her about my
mischiefs, and I did not like her.
Tipu sensed the same. Violently
barking, he would chase her
away.

Close to my sixth birthday, I
was admitted into the neighbor-
hood government school, an
understaffed, dingy, single-story
block of classrooms, crying for
repairs. I wouldn't say I liked the
school, but the prospect of learn-
ing was overwhelming. Tipu
started accompanying me to
school. He found a resting cor-

ner under a banyan tree on the
school premises, where he
would spend his day, waiting
for the dispersal bell.

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UKRAINE WAR CAUGHT US
ON THE WRONG FOOT

India has to walk a tightrope amid a fluid
world order

The ongoing monsoon session of Parliament has briefly halted high-

level foreign visits by ministers, while uncertainty prevailing in India’s

neighbourhood, as well as G7 partners are equally at play. War in
Ukraine has also entered six months and the world is preparing for a
harsh winter! All of these have major implications for India.

What was almost unthinkable in February this year, when Russia
sent its troops into Ukraine is now turning out to be a living nightmare,
impacting billions of people around the globe. When Russia went into
Ukraine, everyone thought it would be a matter of a few days before a
complete takeover. However, what wasn’t factored in was the sudden
western unity and throwing in of ‘all it takes’ by US and Europe to win
a moral war against Russia.

Western nations led by the US hardened the sanctions regime against
Russia, reviving Cold War era power blocs. It also forced many power-
ful European countries such as Germany to reinvigorate their military
programmes, thereby diverting funds from other pressing sectors such
as climate change. The most significant outcome of the war is perhaps
a working template for China for its future road to global dominance.

China is Russia’s most powerful global ally and has not restricted
any trade with Russia, thereby reiterating the stated objective of ‘friend-
ship beyond any limits’. China has even come out with statements as
late as last month condemning and challenging the western alliance-
led Cold War era sanctions regime against Russia. What China is close-
ly analysing are the challenges Russia faces at present and in future,
and how can China insure itself from these threats, if it decides to push
for unilateral military aggression in any part of the globe.
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India has been caught on the wrong foot geopolitically. It has a his-
toric relationship with Russia, stretching more than six decades and is
one of the largest buyers of Russian weapons. However, it may be note-
worthy that in case of a large-scale military flare up with China, the
weapons on both sides would be of Russian origin. It could also mean
Russia may have to make a tough call between a powerful global ally
(China) and an old trusted friend (India) on the global stage.

Chances are Russia would choose the former. Meanwhile, India and
China negotiations on border related issues haven’t progressed signif-
icantly in the past six months. On the contrary both sides have made
the north-western border points permanent military zones developing
key infrastructure in the fragile Himalayan terrain. The winters of 2022
and many more to come are most likely to be tense, given China’s height-
ened aggression.

Meanwhile, at multilateral forums such as the BRICS summit China
is aggressively trying to push for a reserve currency, which is aimed to
scale down the importance of a dollar denominated trade. China is also
pushing for trade transactions in Renminbi and wants to establish an
alternative to current international Interbank Payment Systems, which
is another dent towards Europe and US-led order. It may be mentioned
that India too has allowed Rupee denominated international trade set-
tlements, and has been working on an alternate, to cross border inter-
bank settlements.

These trends could have established an alternate financial sys-
tem, provided India and China could have come to the negotiating table
to discuss the regulations, standards, and governing principles. India,
China with their other BRICS partners, Russia and Brazil, could have
persuaded many smaller economies to join the new financial system.
However, that seems currently out of place due to the prevailing geopo-
litical canvas.

about 10-15 years, and take up
assignments in other spheres,
including the private sector. The
Agniveer scheme in this aspect is
a harbinger of a change that may
have spillover effects in the other
domains. Let the government avail
of the best of the time of the pro-
fessionals working in its ranks, and
when the fire in their belly gets
extinguished they should be
respectfully retired, which can be
institutionalized with a career
span of about 10-15 years.

Such an ecosystem will also
make available a trained talent base
for the private companies, who in
the end have to expand their
capacities to take India to the $ 30
trillion economy by 2050.

software firm, were arres-
ted in February 2022 for alle-
gedly stealing and misusing
credit cards of about 100 people
across the country. In October
2019, the RBI asked banks to
secure their customer card data
after a website reported that
nearly 1.3 million debit and
credit card data of Indian banks
are on sale on the dark web,
potentially causing losses of
millions of dollars.

There are millions of people
using credit and debit cards on
aregular basis. As a measure to
safeguard the interest of card-
holders, the Reserve Bank of
India proposed a process called
‘tokenisation. Credit and debit
card tokenization is the process
of replacing sensitive data with
a token, a randomly generated,

one-of-a-kind placeholder, from
the company’s internal network.

The Reserve Bank of India
on June 24 extended the time-
line for tokenisation of debit and
credit cards by three months till
September 30, 2022 "to avoid
disruption and inconvenience to
cardholders". Originally, the RBI
mandated that after December
31,2021, entities other than card
networks and card issuers can-
not store card data. This time-
line was subsequently extended
to June 30, 2022.

Now after September 30, no
entity in the card transaction or
payment chain, other than the
card issuers and card networks,
should store the CoF (Card-on-
File data or storage of actual card
data) and any such data stored
previously will be purged.

"On a review of the issues
involved and after detailed dis-

cussions with all stakeholders, it
is observed that considerable
progress has been made in
terms of token creation.
Transaction processing based on
these tokens has also com-
menced, though it is yet to gain
traction across all categories of
merchants,” the RBI said in a cir-
cular to payment system
providers.

In its press release issued on
June, 24, 2022, the RBI also
urged credit and debit card
holders to opt for tokenisation
on a voluntary basis. It will be
worthwhile for credit and debit
card holders to try this sane
advice of RBI for a smooth tran-
sition, when it is made compul-
sory in course of time.

Currently, many entities,
including merchants, involved in
an online card transaction chain
store card data like card number,

expiry date, etc., [Card-on-File
(CoF)] citing cardholder conve-
nience and comfort for under-
taking transactions in future.
While this practice does render
convenience, availability of card
details with multiple entities
increases the risk of card data
being stolen/misused. There
have been instances where such

data stored by merchants, etc.,
have been compromised.

Under the present system as
an additional factor of authen-
tication is not mandatory, there
is always a possibility of fraud-
sters using the stolen data and
the cardholders may be put to
monetary loss. It is possible
that social engineering tech-
niques can be employed to per-
petrate frauds using such data.

The RBI has issued a frame-
work for CoF Tokenisation
(CoFT) services. Under this
framework, cardholders can cre-
ate “tokens” (a unique alternate
code) in lieu of card details; these
tokens can then be stored by the
merchants for processing trans-
actions in future. Thus, CoFT
obviates the need to store card
details with merchants and pro-
vides the same level of conve-
nience to cardholders.

To create a token under the
CoFT framework, the card-
holder has to undergo a one-
time registration process for
each card at every online/
e-commerce merchant’s web-
site/ mobile application, by
entering the card details and
giving consent for creating a
token. This consent is validat-
ed by way of authentication
through an Additional Factor
of Authentication.

Thereafter, a token is crea-
ted which is specific to the card
and online / e-commerce mer-
chant, i.e., the token cannot be
used for payment at any other
merchant. For future transac-
tions performed at the same
merchant website/mobile appli-
cation, the cardholder can iden-
tify the card with the last four
digits during the checkout
process. Thus, the cardholder is

not required to remember or
enter the token for future trans-
actions. A card can be tokenised
atany number of online/e-com-
merce merchants. For every
online/e-commerce merchant
where the card is tokenised, a
specific token will be created.

The RBI has also said that
19.5 crore tokens have been so
far created. Opting for CoFT
(i.e., creating tokens) is voluntary
for the cardholders. Those who
do not wish to create a token can
continue to transact as before by
entering card details manually at
the time of undertaking the
transaction.

The Reserve Bank of India
encourages cardholders to
tokenise their cards for their own
safety. Cardholders’ payment
experience will be enhanced
through an added layer of secu-
rity by way of tokenisation.
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Russia steps up strikes on
Ukraine amid counterattacks

ussian  forces on
thursday launched mas-

ive missile strikes on
Ukraine's Kyiv and Chernihiv
regions, areas that haven't been
targeted in weeks, while
Ukrainian officials announced
an operation to liberate an
occupied region in the coun-
try's south.

Kyiv regional governor
Oleksiy Kuleba said on
Telegram that a settlement in
the Vyshgorod district of the
region was targeted early on
Thursday morning; an “infra-
structure object” was hit. It
wasn't immediately clear if
there were any casualties.

Vyshhgorod is located 20
kilometers north of downtown
Kyiv. Kuleba linked the strikes
with the Day of Statehood,
which Ukraine was marking for
the first time on Thursday.

“Russia, with the help of
missiles, is mounting revenge
for the widespread popular
resistance, which the
Ukrainians were able to organ-
ise precisely because of their
statehood,” Kuleba told
Ukrainian television. “Ukraine
has already broken Russia's
plans and will continue to
defend itself” Chernihiv gov-
ernor Vyacheslav Chaus report-
ed that multiple missiles were
fired from the territory of
Belarus at the village of
Honcharivska.

Russian troops withdrew

from the Kyiv and Chernihiv
regions months ago after fail-
ing to capture either. The
renewed strikes on the areas
come a day after the leader of
pro-Kremlin separatists in the
east, Denis Pushilin, publicly
called on the Russian forces to
“liberate Russian cities found-
ed by the Russian people —
Kyiv, Chernihiv, Poltava,
Odesa, Dnipropetrovsk,
Kharkiv, Zaporizhzhia, Lutsk”

Kharkiv, Ukraine's second
largest city, also came under a

barrage of shelling overnight,
its mayor Thor Terekhov said.
The southern city of Mykolaiv
was fired at as well, with one
person sustaining injuries.
Meanwhile, the Ukrainian
military continued to counter-
attack in the occupied southern
region of Kherson, striking a
key bridge over the Dnieper
River on Wednesday.
Ukrainian media on
Thursday quoted Ukraine's
presidential adviser, Oleksiy
Arestovich, as saying that the

operation to liberate Kherson
“has already begun’”.

Arestovich said Kyiv's
forces were planning to isolate
Russian troops there and leave
them with three options — to
“retreat, if possible, surrender
or be destroyed”.

Oleksiy Danilov, the sec-
retary of Ukraine's National
Security and Defense Council,
in televised remarks on
Wednesday said he was “cau-
tious” in assessing the timeline
of the possible counteroffen-

sive.

“I would really like it to be
much faster,” he said, adding
that “the enemy is now con-
centrating the maximum num-
ber (of forces) precisely in the
Kherson direction.”

“A very large-scale move-
ment of their troops has begun,
they are gathering additional
forces,” Danilov warned.

The British military esti-
mated on Thursday that
Ukraine's counteroffensive in
Kherson is “gathering momen-
tum”

“Their forces have highly
likely established a bridgehead
south of the Ingulets River,
which forms the northern
boundary of Russian-occupied
Kherson,” the British Defense
Ministry said on Thursday.

It added that Ukraine has
used its new long-range
artillery to damage at least
three of the bridges across the
Dnieper River, “which Russia
relies upon to supply the areas
under its control”

The 1,000-metre-long
Antonivsky bridge, which
Ukrainian forces struck on
Wednesday, is likely to be
“unusable”, the British Defence
Ministry concluded.

Ukraine's presidential
office said on Thursday morn-
ing that Russian shelling of
cities and villages over the past
24 hours killed at least five civil-
ians, all of them in the eastern
Donetsk region, and wounded
nine more.

In rare contact, US offers Russia deal for Griner, Whelan

Govt will focus on fixing economy,
ending fuel shortage, says Ranil

Sri Lankan President Ranil
'Wickremesinghe has said his
government's main priorities
are to fix the country's ailing
economy and end the severe fuel
shortage that has exacerbated
after the last shipment under the
Indian credit line arrived here in
June.

Addressing a gathering at his
party headquarters on
Wednesday, the newly-elected
president said his government
was not against peaceful protest
and would allow them all the
time if the protesters did not
break the law.

“I became the president ata
most difficult time for the coun-
try. We have to set the economy
right” he said. Wickremesinghe
said his government's main task
was to first reduce the length of
fuel queues and then eliminate
them completely. Since June 27,
the government has stopped
fuel supplies and restricted essen-
tial services.

Minister of Power and
Energy Kanchana Wijesekera
said on Monday that Sri Lanka
will restrict fuel imports for the
next 12 months as it is facing a

severe shortage of foreign
exchange and announcing a
rationing system for the distrib-
ution of fuel across the crisis-hit
island nation. “QR system was
introduced since the daily fuel
demand cannot be fulfilled. Due
to Forex issues, Fuel imports
have to be restricted in the next
12 months,” he said.

Sri Lanka, a country of 22
million people, is under the grip
of an unprecedented economic
turmoil, leaving millions strug-
gling to buy food, medicine, fuel
and other essentials. The severe
foreign exchange shortage has
hampered the import of fuel and
other essentials in the country
reeling under the worst eco-
nomic crisis in seven decades.

The latest pressure point
has been House Speaker Nancy
Pelosi's potential visit to
Taiwan, the island that governs
itself democratically and
receives informal detensive
support from the US, but
which China considers part of
its territory. Beijing has said it
would view such a trip as a

provocation, a threat US offi-
cials are taking with height-
ened seriousness in light of
Russia's incursion into
Ukraine.

“If the US insists on going
its own way and challenging
China's bottom line, it will
surely be met with forceful
responses,” Zhao Lijian, a
spokesperson for China's
Foreign Ministry, told
reporters earlier this week.

DEATHS BUT HAS NO VACCINE DOSES

frica still does not have a
Asingle dose of the mon-

keypox vaccine even
though it's the only continent to
have documented deaths from
the disease that's newly declared
a global emergency;, its public
health agency announced on
Thursday.

“Let us get vaccines onto the
continent,” the acting head of
the Africa Centres for Disease
Control and Prevention, Ahmed
Ogwell, said in a weekly media
briefing.

He described a situation
where the African continent of
1.3 billion people is again being
left behind in access to doses in
an uncomfortable echo of the
COVID-19 pandemic.

Less than a week ago, the
World Health Organisation
declared monkeypox an “extra-
ordinary” situation that qualifies
as a global health emergency.

To date, more than 20,000
cases have been reported in 77
countries. More than 2,100
monkeypox cases have been
recorded in 11 African countries

and 75 people have died, the
Africa CDC director said.
Although monkeypox has
been established in parts of
central and west Africa for
decades, it was not known to
spark large outbreaks beyond
the continent or to spread wide-
ly among people until May,
when authorities detected
dozens of epidemics in Europe,
North America and elsewhere.
Now the global race is on to
obtain monkeypox vaccine
doses. The  European
Commission, the European
Union's executive arm, has
secured the purchase of 160,000
doses of vaccines for the disease.
On Wednesday, US health
regulators said nearly 800,000
doses of the monkeypox vaccine
will soon be available for dis-
tribution after what they
described as weeks of delays.
Such delays are far more
pronounced on the African
continent, where the painful dis-
ease has been endemic in some
countries for years.
Ogwell said the Africa CDC
has engaged with international
partners in attempts to obtain

vaccines, and while he said
“good news” is expected in the
coming days, “we cannot be able
to give you a timeline”.

Even doses of the smallpox
vaccine, which has shown effec-
tiveness against monkeypox,
are not available in Africa,
Ogwell said.

“The solutions need to be
global in nature;” he said, in a
warning to the international
community. “If we're not safe,
the rest of the world is not safe”

The COVID-19 pandemic
and the global hoarding of vac-

cine doses were a jolt to African
leaders, who quickly joined
together in an unprecedented
effort to obtain doses and estab-
lish the production of more vac-
cines on the continent.

Now, to their dismay, the
monkeypox outbreak is again
showing how the world's rich-
er countries hurry to protect
their own people first.

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Sunak less unpopular
with swing voters in UK
PM race, survey finds

Rishi Sunak has an
edge over his rival,
Foreign Secretary Liz
Truss, in the race to be
elected the next Con-
servative Party leader
and British Prime Minis-
ter among swing voters,
anew survey revealed on
Thursday.

the hardcore Tory members who will vote for
their favourite in postal ballots from next week,
is favoured among voters who had voted
Conservative for the first time in the 2019 gen-
eral election.

"While there is little to separate the two lead-
ership candidates among for example those who
currently intend to vote [Opposition] Labour
(minus 59 for Sunak, minus 62 for Truss) or
those who voted Conservative in 2019 (0 and
+3 respectively), the crucial difference between
Truss and Sunak comes among swing voters,”
YouGov said in a statement.

"Net favourability among those who voted
Conservative in 2019 but now tell us they plan
to vote Labour stands at minus 25 for Sunak and
minus 45 for Truss. Equally, scores among those
who voted Labour in 2017 but Conservative in
2019 register at minus 6 for Sunak and minus
19 for Truss,” it said.

WHO officials have empha-
sised that monkeypox can infect
anyone in close contact with a
patient or their contaminated
clothing or bedsheets.
Researchers are still exploring
how it spreads but believe it's
mainly through close, skin-to-
skin contact and through con-
tact with bedding and clothing
that touched an infected per-
son's rash or body fluids.

In Africa, monkeypox
mainly spreads to people by
infected wild animals like
rodents in limited outbreaks
that typically have not crossed
borders.

In Europe, North America
and elsewhere, however, mon-
keypox is spreading among
people with no links to animals
or recent travel to Africa.

In the US and Europe, the
vast majority of infections have
happened in men who have sex
with men, though health offi-
cials have stressed that anyone
can contract the virus.

1971 Liberation
War: 6 members of
‘Razakar Bahini’ get
death in Bangladesh

Bangladesh’s International Crimes Tribunal on
Thursday sentenced six members of the infa-
mous paramilitary force "Razakar Bahini' to death
for collaborating with the Pakistani Army for
"crimes against humanity" during the 1971
Liberation War. The three-member tribunal
headed by Justice Mohammad Shahinur Islam
delivered the verdict.

“They shall be hanged by neck until their
death,” Islam pronounced, with five of the con-
victs faced the trial in person, while one convict
was tried in absentia. The six accused include
Amjad Hossain Howladar, Sahar Ali Sardar,
Atiyar Rahman, Motachim Billah, Kamal Uddin
Goldar, and Nazrul Islam. Of them, Nazrul Islam
is absconding.

The convicts were present on the dock as the
judgment was delivered after which they were
brought to Dhaka Central Jail.

“All the six convicts were charged on four
counts of crimes against humanity;” prosecution
lawyer Mokhlesur Rahman told reporters.

Kim threatens to
use nukes amid
tensions with US,
S Korea

North Korean leader Kim
Jong Un warned he's
ready to use his nuclear
weapons in potential military
conflicts with the United
States and South Korea, state
media said Thursday, as he
unleashed fiery rhetoric
against rivals he says are
pushing the Korean Peninsula
to the brink of war.

Kim's speech to war vet-
erans on the 69th anniversary
of the end of the 1950-53
Korean War was apparently
meant to boost internal unity
in the impoverished country
amid pandemic-related eco-
nomic difficulties. While Kim
has increasingly threatened
his rivals with nuclear
weapons, it's unlikely that he
would use them first against
the superior militaries of the
US. And its allies, observers
say.

China had other priorities.
President Jiang Zemin's gov-
ernment was preparing to cel-
ebrate Hong Kong's return
and wanted to lock in Beijing's
emergence from diplomatic
isolation after its 1989 crack-
down on pro-democracy
demonstrations in Tiananmen
Square. Gingrich, a booster of
closer US-Chinese ties, had
just helped that campaign by
meeting Jiang in Beijing. China
avoided a disruptive clash with
Washington.

A quarter-century later,
conditions have changed dras-
tically. Chinese President Xi
Jinping's government is richer,
more heavily armed and less
willing to compromise over
Taiwan following news reports
the current speaker, Nancy
Pelosi, might become the most
senior US official since
Gingrich to visit the island.

Beijing sees any official
contact with Taiwan as recog-
nition of its democratically
elected government, which the
mainland says has no right to
conduct foreign relations.

The timing adds to politi-
cal pressure. Xi is widely
expected to try to award him-
self a third five-year term as
party leader at a meeting in the
autumn. That could be under-
cut if rivals can accuse Xi of
failing to be tough enough in
the face of what they consider
American provocation.

Pelosi has yet to confirm
whether she might visit, but
Beijing is warning of “forceful
measures” including military
action if she does.

The United States “must
not arrange for Pelosi to visit
Taiwan,” a Chinese Ministry of
Defense spokesman, Tan Kefei,
said Tuesday.

“If the United States goes
ahead with this, the Chinese
military will never watch and
do nothing,” Tan said. “It will
take strong measures to thwart
any external interference and
separatist plans for Taiwan
independence' and resolutely
defend national sovereignty
and territorial integrity.”

Tan referred to Pelosi as
“No. 3 in the US government,”
after her place in the line of
succession to become presi-
dent.

Attacks in
central Mali Kill
15 soldiers, 3
civilians

t least three civilians

and 15 soldiers have
been killed in separate
attacks in central Mali, the
army said, the latest round
of attacks as insecurity wors-
ens in the West African
nation.

Two attacks Wednesday
targeted Mali army posi-
tions in the center of the
country, and the army
fought back killing at least
48 assailants, said army
spokesman Col.
Souleymane Dembele.

“Malian Armed Forces
repelled terrorist attacks tar-
geting positions in Sévaré,
Sokolo and Kalumba early
this Wednesday;” he said in
a statement. The soldiers
killed include “six dead in
Sokolo” and “12 dead,
including 3 civilians, in
Kalumba, in the Nara
region,” the statement said.

No group has claimed
responsibility for the attacks,
but they bear the mark of
jihadi groups linked to al-
Qaida which are present in
those areas and whose local
leader, Amadou Koufa, sent
a message a few weeks ago
urging his fighters to inten-
sify attacks against the
Malian army.

Japan discusses regional
defence in rare visit to Taiwan

Agroup of Japanese lawmak-
ers including two former
defense ministers met with
Taiwan's president on Thursday
in a rare high-level visit to dis-
cuss regional security.

The delegation, led by law-
maker and former Defense
Minister Shigeru Ishiba, said it
wanted to reach an agreement
with Taiwan on defense issues
and prepare for any potential
conflict in the region, while also
seeking to prevent conflict from
breaking out.

“We need to think ahead
about what kind of situations

could happen, what kind of laws
and agreements we should pre-
pare, and what kind of arma-
ments we could use;” he said in
prepared remarks at the
Presidential Office. “We need to
work together to reach consen-
sus on this ahead of anything
that could happen”

Ishiba noted that Japan is
also working closely with the
U.S to prevent conflict in the
Indo-Pacific, saying the defense
allies “had no choice” but to pre-
pare.

Tensions in the region have
risen amid increasing assertive-
ness from China, whose author-
itarian ruling Communist Party
considers democratic, self-rul-
ing Taiwan its own territory, to
be annexed by force if necessary.

The group of Japanese law-
makers was welcomed by
President Tsai Ing-wen and will
also meet with Su Tseng-chang,
president of the Executive Yuan,
and representatives from
Taiwan's Defense Ministry.

Hamas rebuilding capabilities
in Gaza, says lIsraeli army

The Israeli army said on
Wednesday that Hamas
has rebuilt some of the capa-
bilities that were damaged
during last year's Gaza war,
including three new tunnels
and a series of weapons man-
ufacturing and storage sites.
The army published aeri-
al imagery and maps showing
what it said are tunnels,
weapons factories and arms

depots. It said the installations
were near al-Azhar University
in Gaza City, a Pepsi factory,
mosques, United Nations facil-
ities and hospitals elsewhere in
Gaza. Hamas spokesman
Hazem Qassem said the army's
claims are ”’pure lies and fab-
rications.”

Israel and Hamas are bit-
ter enemies that have fought
four wars and numerous skir-
mishes since Hamas seized
control of the Gaza Strip in

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Saugata: RBI to hike rates hy
0.35-0.50% at Aug 5 review

rr—the Reserve Bank's rate
setting panel will hike the
A key repo rate by 0.35-
0.50 per cent at the next week's
review meeting, Axis Bank chief
economist Saugata Bhattacharya
said on Thursday. A hike of such
a quantum will take the repo rate
beyond the 5.15 per cent level,
at which the RBI had begun the
ultra-accommodative measures
in the face of the COVID-19
pandemic, he told reporters.

It can be noted that the
monetary policy committee
(MPC) has hiked rates in two
consecutive moves in May and
June by a cumulative 0.90 per
cent, taking the repo rate at
which it lends to the system to
4.90 per cent, in a bid to contain
inflation.

Bhattacharya said the MPC
will go into the internal surveys
like household inflation expec-
tations and consumer confi-
dence while deciding the quan-
tum of the rate hike.

He said the rate hike will be
both an attempt to stem inflation
expectations, and also one part
of it will be a frontloading of
actions. A majority of developed
world central banks like the US
Fed, which hiked rates by 0.75
per cent and the European
Central Bank have also adopt-
ed a frontloading strategy
because it ups possibilities of a
soft landing for the economy, he
said.

Bhattacharya said the RBI is
likely to continue the tightening
after the next week's hike as well,
and expects the repo rate to be
at 5.75 per cent at the end of this

fiscal.

He said the headline infla-
tion will continue to breach the
6 per cent threshold for many
more months, and is likely to
cool-off after spiking in
September on a low base.

The average CPI for FY23
will be 6.7 per cent, the chief
economist said, adding it will
come below the 6 per cent mark
only in March. He said the
ongoing depreciation in the
currency is having an impact on

inflation given the import
reliance, and also added that off-
late, there has been some soft-
ening of the commodity prices.
Bhattacharya also appreciated
the RBI's handling of the pres-
sures on the currency by inter-
vening in different ways to
ensure a smooth movement of
the currency.

The government has been
restrained in spending lately,
Bhattacharya said, terming it as
a “puzzling” aspect which needs
to be watched given the growth
needs of the economy. There is
likely to be significant fiscal slip-
page and the fiscal deficit will
come at over 9.7 per cent for
FY23, he said, adding that the
receipts from 5G auction front
will not help matters as the actu-
al payments are staggered over
multiple years.

Sensex soars 1,041 pts, Nifty
nears 17k as bulls regain footing

The 30-share BSE bench-
mark jumped 1,041.47 points
or 1.87 per cent to settle at
56,857.79. During the day, it
rallied 1,097.9 points or 1.96

per cent to 56,914.22.

The broader NSE Nifty
advanced 287.80 points or 1.73
per cent to 16,929.60. The
Nifty rose sharply after the US
Fed's comments hinting at a
possibility of a slower pace of
monetary tightening, Deepak
Jasani, Head of Retail Research,
HDEFC Securities, said.

“..Stocks rose on Thursday
as the prospect of a slower pace
of Federal Reserve monetary
tightening filtered across glob-

al markets. European shares
came off session highs on
Thursday, as a slew of down-
beat earnings took the shine off
a global rally driven by easing
worries about the future pace
of US interest rate hikes,” he
added.

Among the Sensex con-
stituents, Bajaj Finance rallied
the most by 10.68 per cent, fol-
lowed by Bajaj Finserv that
jumped 10.14 per cent after
encouraging June quarter earn-
ings.

The other gainers were
Tata Steel, Kotak Mahindra

The Indian women are clubbed in
Pool A alongside hosts England,
Canada, Wales and Ghana, while
Australia, South Africa, New Zealand,
Scotland and Kenya complete Pool B.

Just like their male counterparts,
the Indian women returned empty-
handed from the last edition of the
Games in Gold Coast, finishing fourth
after being routed 0-6 by England in
the bronze medal play-off match.

Going into Games, the Indian
women must have been haunted by
their below-par effort in the recently
concluded World Cup in Spain and
the Netherlands, where the Savita
Punia-led side finished a disappoint-
ing ninth.

And the Janneke Schopman-
coached side would be desperate to
prove that it is a far better side than
what the recent results indicate. They
would be itching to prove their detrac-
tors wrong about the perception that
a historic fourth place finish in last
year's Tokyo Olympics was a mere
fluke.

The Indian women would also be
hoping to break their 16-year medal
brought in the Games here. The
India's last medal -- a silver -- in CWG
came in 2006 Melbourne.

The only other medal that Indian
women bagged in the Games since
hockey introduction in 1998 was a
gold in the 2002 edition in
Manchester.

Besides the brilliant Olympic
campaign, the Indians would also be
boosted by their creditable third place
finish in their maiden Pro League out-
ing this season.

But to finish on the podium, the
ninth ranked Indians will have to get
the better of world No.3 Australia, fifth

ranked England and world No. 8 New
Zealand, who are also strong medal
contenders.

In the last edition of the Games,
New Zealand won the gold ahead of
Australia and the Trans-Tasman rivals
would fancy their chances in this
Games too.

Australia have dominated
women's hockey in CWG, bagging as
many as four gold medals, one silver

and a bronze.

While it is expected to be a cake-
walk for India in their opening two
pool games against world No. 30
Ghana, and world No. 24 Wales (on
Saturday), the Savita's side will face its
first real challenge against England on
August 2 before finishing their pool
campaign against No.15 Canada.

With the top two teams from each

CGF CEO hopetul of shooting’s

reintegration before 2026 Games

Providing some relief to the
Indian shooting fraternity,
Commonwealth Games
Federation's (CGF) CEO Katie
Sadleir on Thursday expressed
optimism about reintegrating
the sport into its programme
before the 2026 edition in
Victoria.

Shooting, along with
wrestling, disciplines in which
India normally win the bulk of
its medals at the Games, didn't
make it to the initial list of the
16 sports picked for the Games
in the Australian state of
Victoria.

However, hours before the
2022 Birmingham Games were
to begin, Sadleir said the disci-
plines would come up for dis-
cussion in September, before the
final list is announced.

"We have recently
announced an initial pro-
gramme with 16 sports, with the
definite ambition to grow that
programme,” Sadleir said.

"There currently is an
expression of interest out there
with the international federa-
tions that are currently not in the
programme have been invited to

put forward their proposals for
considerations, and shooting is
definitely on the case," she
added. Shooting, which account-
ed for 16 of the 66 medals India
bagged at the Gold Coast Games
four years ago, was omitted
from the ongoing Games at
Birmingham, leading to a strong
protest by the Indian Olympic
Association (IOA).

It's Germany vs England
in Euro 2022 final

Germany will face England in
Sunday's Euro 2022 final
after Alexandra Popp struck
twice to beat France 2-1 in
Milton Keynes on Wednesday.

Antoinette Katoto.

5 Indian athletes to watch out for in Birmingham CWG 2022

he 2022 edition of the Commonwealth

Games kicked off in Birmingham on
Thursday. This year, as many as 215 Indian ath-
letes will take part in 19 different sports. In the
last edition of the games, India won 66 medals,
but this time it will get a bit tough to match that
tally, particularly in the absence of shooting.
India won 16 medals in shooting last time, but
this year the sport has been dropped.

Apart from that, a few superstars like Tokyo
Olympics Gold medallist Neeraj Chopra, six-
time world champion and defending Gold
medallist MC Mary Kom and two-time Gold
medallist Saina Nehwal will miss the event
because of injury and other related issues. But
then too, there are a few players who will start
as favourites for the top position. Here's a look
at the top five Indian athletes competing in the
2022 games.

PV SINDHU (BADMINTON)

Two-time Olympic medallist PV Sindhu
will hope to win
her maiden Gold
medal in
women's singles
this year. In the
2018 edition, she
lost to Saina
Nehwal in the
Gold medal
match. But this
time, in Saina's
absence, she will
be India's biggest
medal hope in
women's bad-

minton. She has recently won the Singapore
Open tournament and is in the seventh posi-
tion in the world rankings.

MIRABAI CHANU (WEIGHTLIFTING)

Star Indian weightlifter Mirabai Chanu will
hope to win another Gold medal in the CWG
this year. She won Silver at the 2014 Glasgow
Games and Gold at the 2018 Gold Coast
Games. The 27-year-old Manipuri athlete cre-
ated history in Tokyo last year when she became
the first Indian weightlifter to win a Silver
medal in the Olympics. There will be high
hopes from the ace weightlifter, and she'll look
to maintain her numero uno status.

LOVLINA BORGOHAIN (BOXING)

Like Sindhu and Mirabai, Lovlina also won
a medal at the Tokyo Olympics last year. The
24-year-old from Assam won a Bronze medal
in the women's 69kg category. In the previous
edition of the CWG, Lovlina lost in the quar-
terfinals to eventual Gold winner Sandy Ryan
of England, but this year, she will start as one
of the favourites for the top place finish.

RAVI DAHIYA (WRESTLING)

Freestyle wrestler Ravi Kumar Dahiya
surprised one and all when he defied all odds
to win the Silver medal at the Olympics last
year. He lost the Gold medal match in the 57kg
category against ROC wrestler Zaur Uguev to
settle for a second-place finish. In his maiden

CWG this year, he will start as the favourite for
the Gold medal. The 24-year-old is one of the
best wrestlers in the country and there will be
high hopes from him after his spectacular dis-
play in Tokyo.

MANIKA BATRA (TABLE TENNIS)

Manika Batra won a total of four medals
in the 2018 Commonwealth Games. She won
the top prize in women's singles and women's
team events apart from winning a Bronze in

mixed doubles and settling for Silver in
women's doubles. The 27-year-old from Delhi
defeated world number 4 Feng Tianwei as well
as Zhou Yihan in India's 3-1 win in the women's
team event final against Singapore and also
became the first Indian female paddler to win
an individual Gold medal in the CWG. This
year, she will again be the favourite to retain
her title.

4-time world champion Vettel to retire from F1

AP B HUNGARORING

Four—time Formula One world
champion Sebastian Vettel
will retire at the end of the 2022
season, he announced on
Thursday.

"The decision to retire has
been a difficult one for me to
take, and I have spent a lot of
time thinking about it," Vettel,
35, said in an Aston Martin team
statement.

"At the end of the year I
want to take some more time to
reflect on what I will focus on
next; it is very clear to me that,
being a father, I want to spend
more time with my family. But
today is not about saying good-
bye.

"Rather, it is about saying
thank you — to everyone — not
least to the fans, without whose
passionate support Formula

One could not exist."

Vettel won four successive
championships with Red Bull
from 2010 to 2013, but struggled

to reproduce his best results after
moving to Ferrari before joining
Aston Martin last year.

His 53 Grand Prix victories
place him third on the all-time
list behind Lewis Hamilton
(103) and Michael Schumacher
(91). Vettel last won a race in
Singapore in 2019.

"He is one of the all-time
greats of Formula One, and it
has been a privilege to have been
able to work with him," said
Aston Martin executive chair-
man Lawrence Stroll, whose
son Lance is the team's other dri-
ver. "He will continue to race for
us up to and including the 2022
Abu Dhabi Grand Prix, which
will be his 300th Grand Prix
entry. We will give him a fabu-

lous send-off."

The German made his F1
debut with BMW Sauber at the
United States Grand Prix in
2007. He joined Toro Rosso that
same year and raced the final
seven races of the season.

YOUNGEST CHAMPION

He then spent a full season
with Toro Rosso before making
the step up to Red Bull in 2009.

Vettel's first title in 2010,
aged 23 years and 134 days, saw
him become the youngest world
champion in history. He moved
to Aston Martin last season
after six years at Ferrari, with
whom he twice finished runner-
up for the world title to
Hamilton in 2017 and 2018.
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
