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Gemolog}' and Robert ^L Shipley

AM.w and successlul profession
has been cnnceiveel antl estab

lished bv Robert M. Shipley, Beta
Gamma (Wisconsin), '09. of Los

Angeles, California, Now in its
ninth year�gemologv. the icience
of gems�is revolutionising the
standards of the jewelry trade,

Gemologists are the scientific gem
specialists of loday.
A fonner jeweler. Bob Shipley

became convinced that the a\erage
retail juveler lacked knowledge
about his nierchaniliie, ;Mid that
much of the inf<5rmation held in
common belief in the trade had
been handed down bv hearsav and
tradition. It had been found iii
other vocations that such informa
tion was reallv quite unsaiisiartorv
and factuallv uniound, and more

over, often left the most honest
merchant open 10 aecusa tions of

questionable practice. This is espe
ciallv true in these davs when manv

voting men and ii'omen are studvins
scieniific subjects and often know
more about merchandise than does
the merchant himself. So con\ inced
of this need for scieniific laets in (he

jewelry nade wa.i Bob Shipley that
he entered upon an intensive pe
riod of studv and rescarcli, goin^
abroad for Hs-o vears to caiTV on this
nork in lhe gem centers of Europe,
During this time he not onlv studied
the scieniific end of lhe work, bin

spent manv months visiting mu

seums and factories, and siudying
the decorative arti. He then passed
the examinaiions of the Xaiional
.\ssociation of Goldsmiths, a Brit
ish organization, and received its

diploma in gemologv-�the science
of gemstones.
When Shipley returned to .\mer-

ica, lie conlinued his intensiiesiudv
and research, lecinring on Ihi^ new

scientific subject he wa^ de\ eloping

at the University ot Southern Cali
fornia in Los Angeles, These talks

proved so valuable to the jewelers
in and around this district that he
was persuaded to widen his field ot
activiiv and gave these speciaJ tec-
line courses along the Pacific Coast,
Fhen the idea of the written courses

was born, and all this information
was condensed, organized, and writ
ten into courses \\hich could be
studied by mail. That there has
been little change in the general
ouiline of the courses, apart from
the tonsiaiU revision to keep them

upto-date, speaks well for the ef-
ficiencv of iheir oi^ani/aiion.
To make this education avail

able. Robert M, Shiplev founded
the Gemological Insiiiiite of Amer-

Gemotogica] Institute of .imerica

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ica. A group of far-sightetl ami pro
gressive jewelers from some of tlie

leading firms in America became
its first members and Mr, Shipley
its'president. The new profession
which resulted spread rapidly, and
it was found necessary in K);-14 10

form a society ot lhe membership�
The American Gem Society�which
soon was exiended 10 other coun

tries. The courses were divided into

steps. Those who completed the
fundamentals of gemologv and cer-

lain additional courses in jewelry,
silverware, salesmanship, merchan

dising, etc., became Registered Jew
elers of the American Gem Society
while those who completed the
more advanced work became Certi
fied Gemologists, the scientific gem
specialists nf ihe jewelry trade. Edu
cational displays, lectures, and au

thenticated booklets on gems were

prepared for meinbers, and a con

certed campaign to advertise the
value of the titles was supported by
each member.
In nine years the membership has

grown to over 800 and the number
of jewelry firms who are affiliating
in the Uniied States, Canada, and
other nations is increasing e\ery
day. Members of the American
Gem Society must he passed on by
International and Regional Certifi
cation Boards and title holders must

pass an examination each year for

re-regisiraiion. The advertising and
business policies of members is
checked and must meet certain ap
proved standards. Terms which de
scribe merchandise are being stand-
ardizcc! for the protection of the

public and members must adhere
to them. The Society supplements
the work of the Better Business Bu
reau and the Federal Tratio Com
mission with which it closely coop
erates.

One of Mr. Shipley's greatest ac

complishments was to establish the
examinations for the titles. To
establish titles which wonld be ac

cepted and respected throughout
the world, it was necessary to ob
tain lire voluntary services of the

outstanding gem mineralogists in

universities, the curators ot mu

seums, and diamond mining geol
ogists on the (me hand and ap
pointees of all the outstanding trade

organizations on the other. In the

beginning each group had little re-

sped for the other but today all im-

[x�rtant American gem scientists and
trade associations are represented
on these boards which also include
most important European, African
and Asiatic gem authorities.
This spring marked another step

in the history of the gemological
profession. A new modern building
was erected to house headquarters
of the Institute and Society, Rooms
and fixtures were specially designed
for efficiency in handling the ever-

increasing business of the organiza
tions. Chief in interest to those who
visit the Institute is the gemological
laboratory, equipped wilh scientific

gem-iesi.ing instniments.
Tlie new headtjuarters are in

what is believed to be the largest
building in the world devoted ex

clusively to gemology. The build

ing is the only one in America oc

cupied solely by a jewelry trade or

ganization and it has the best

equipped gemological laboratory in
the world. A part of this new, mod
ern laboratory is the (diamond grad
ing room, finished in neutral giay
and black, for the scientific grachng
of diamonds. Many jewelry firms
unaffiliated with this new gemolog
ical profession are patterning their
diamond rooms on this. Diamond
grading will eventually become
standardized in North .America.
The Gemological Institute pub

lishes the technical journal. Gems
and Gemology, in which are carried
the results of gemological research
and rejiorts of new gem species and
substitutes.
The news of the gemological pro

fession is printed in the magazine.
Guilds, which is issued by the Amer
ican Gem Society,
In 1938 the profession gained

further presiige when a prominent
Canadian jewelry firm enrolled
twenty-seven students from nine
stores and introduced gemology
into Canada, Other students from
foreign lands have completeti the
courses, including residents of Ma
nila, Mexico. Finland, India and
Switzerland. Students have already
journeyed to Los Angeles from
.Switzerland, Mexico, the Philip
pines and Ceylon to obtain ad
vanced laboratory work.
Rohert M. Shipley has done great

things for the jewelry trade. He
and his son, Robert. Jr,, have de
veloped scieniific technique for the
identification of genuine or imita
tion gems and for the grading of
diam<mds which is revolutionizing
the jewelry trade. He has uniied in
a common piir))ose the finer firms
of America and Canada, in raising
the standards oE knt)wledge to that
of a new profession. He has made
lhe customer conscious that jew-

A Crop That Cheers

ONE da\ last November. Cliarles

J. Birt. Gamma Xi (Cincin
nati), '26, secreiarv of the Madison
(Wis.) Communitv Union, an-

swereci his telephone, heard an ea

ger voice say: "Listen. Charlev.
This is Joe Small. Put me down for
a garden right awav."
"Plentv of lime, joe," Bin re

plied. "Wedont exen stari plowing
for five months."
"Sure," Joe said, "But remem

ber, don't leave me out. I want to
Stan earlv, Bv the wav. I'm going
in for crop rotation next vear."

Joe is one of Madison's 41)5 citi
zens who in i9;^c| raised $20,000
worth of vegetables in eight com

munity garden tracts scattered across

the tov\"n. His own plot of borro(\ed
land measures exactiv r,o bv ion feet,
like all ihe other .joi gartlens. From
it last summer he supplied his fam
ilv with fresh vegetables, and his
wife canned enough to last all win
ter, t<X),

Like most of the gardeners, Joe
has a large familv and could not

possibly leed it on his limited in
come from part-time work. \'alue
of the gardens. howe\er, cannoi be
measured in dollars alone. Public
heahh is impro\ed when low-in
come families get fresh green fooci
and keep out in the sun all sinu-

mer. More importani. their morale
is bolsiered b^ growing their min
foeid insiead of having 10 accept re
lief ratitms.
Cost of the |o;, gardens last vear

was S300, paid bv the Coiimmnitv
L'nion, and eight months' ii'ages for
one AVP--V emploie.
When >oung Charlev Birt, go-

fathered the gardens in 19:12, some
600 other towns were trving the
same experiment. Most failed and
in man\ coiumunities ihe \\ P.V

took them over and still operates
them, paying workers by the hour
to raise and can vegetables for relief
distribution. The cost of food ihns

produced often equals retail prices
of similar gi-ades, but Madison last

year giew nearly S60 worth of vege
tables for e\er\ dollar spent.
"Our people grow ihings because

the\ like in." Bin explains. "It isn't
just 'made work' to them. And the
results belong to them personallv,
not to a hazy thing called 'the gov
ernment.' Thev make a game of

gardening, and there's a lot of ri-
xalrv about who will raise the larg
est ]>otaioes or the first batch ol

peas, or who has the prettiest bor
der of flowers.

"

The eight tracts are all private
[iroperiy, held for investment, and

range in size from a block of vacant
lots cut into 20 gardens, to a 115-

plot tract. All are in parts of town
convenient in people who pav low
rents.

Vet "nn stigma of 'welfare" or 're
lief attaches 10 these gardens," Birt

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points out. "Anyone may have a

plot, as we have plenty of land. Sn
the uiieni])loyed, the small wage
earner, ami now and then a man

with a good job, work side by side;
all have equal amounts of soil, sun
and rain. It's democracy in action,"

People objected last spring when
a university professor took a garden
and worked in it daily from dawn
till noon. They complained that a

man with money enough to buy
food should not cost the community
money, (His share of the project,
by the way, cost 70 cents.) Objectors
did not know that the jDrofessor was
giving his tiojis 10 a family which
otherw'ise would have been on re

lief. The job did wonders to his
waistline.
Last season the gardeners raised

3']2'j bushels of potatoes, 1 140
pumpkins, 9800 heads of cabbage,
lijSj bushels of beans, Germans
and Negroes, Finns and Russians,
Poles and Italians swa|> recipes ami
delicacies, praise their lavorites (the
Italians their squash, the Negroes

iheir yams) and show each other
how 10 raise them. There's democ

racy in that, too,

'Fhe gardeners enforce their own
rules and rarely have to call on

either the police or their friend

Charley Birt. They know they will
lose their garden if they are catighl
selling vegetables, stealing their

neighbors' jjrodute, or letting weeds

grow in their own plots. The latter
is the crime of crimes, because weeds

spread from poor gardens to good
ones. Last year no one was charged
with stealing or selling, and only
half a dozen, after two warnings,
were ejected for letting weeds grow.
Crop rotation, intensive cultiva

tion, fertilizer from family garbage
pails hoed into the soil, use of every
square inch of land, coupled with
the enthusiasm of the gardeners, re-
suli in immen.se yields, in spite of
the faci that no water is piped to

any garden,
"We take our chances of rain, like

other farmers," one worker said.
However, he was not doing it. Each

morning for a cloudless midsummer
week, he am! others had been out at

sunrise, hoeing the night's dew into

the soil.
Small as the gardens are, Madi

son's workers find room for flowers.
From spring till late fall, all eight
tracts are checkerboards of bloom,
with individual lots outlined in nar

row flower beds.

Any Slimmer morning the streets

leading to them are thronged with

famiiies, from grandmothers to tod

dlers, carrying tools to their work.

They labor as family groups, each
member doing his part, each enjoy
ing life in the sun, eath feeling a

sense of independence and of per
sonal accomplishment.
Thus Charley Bin's gardens not

only help solve Madison's eco

nomic problems and improve pub
lic health; they encourage diligence,
foster self-respect, speed the clemo-
cratic process through neighborli-
ness, and help jieople knit closer
their family ties.

This
man is in a position which rerjuires interviews with
hundreds of men each year�young men applicanis
for positions which retjuiie college training. iMany
are turned down. Why?
To tlie t|uestion, "What are the most prevalent weak

nesses in the applicants?
"

came the replv, 'Ftmiiamen-
lals," The business executive railed his serretarv ior a

file of letters received from applicants. When this
ainmiinition arrived the aitack started.
In the margins of each letter were penciled nota

tions of impressions the executive had formtilaied dur

ing the personal interviews with the ajijdicanis. On
the firsi letter was noticed "Failed to smile once duriiif^
interview,'* This brouglii some verbal comment from
the execuiive. "How in the world does a young man

think he is going to get into business today without a

gootl sincere smile? Business of all kinds, positions oi
all kinds require salesmanship, A smile is the best in-
trndtittion to a sale. Ihis fellow had a degree, but no
smile. No sale,"
On letter number two was the notation, "Letter kills

iiim for jiresent opening,
"

"This man," he explained,
"made the grade in lhe |icrsonal interview but his letier
indicates that the English training leading up to his

degree had been lorgoiien," Here was a man ivho
turned in a stereotyped letter, poorly spaced, poorly
typed, and not neat. Now ilie executive was not after
a typist but he said, "ihe ])osition called for accuracy
and I coukln't sec that characteristic in this apjilicant's
letter."
Letter number three: "Minus in dress," The ex-

phmation offered on this case was interesting, "This

young man wore a suit that was well chosen in color
and style bui it appeared as if he had slept in it. Now,
appearance is a negative poini wilh too many appli
cants, I will give just as much time to a man in a

twenty-dollar suit as to the one in a sixty-dollar suit
�neither man is interesting to me if his suit needs
pressing, A young man can borrow an iron from his
motfier or from Ins landlady and do his jiressing it he
hasn't lhe funds to send it out. For ten cenis he can pur
chase the necessary materials to keep his shoes neat for
monihs,"
Letter number four: "Too much ego." "Here was

a young man who had an idea that a college degree
made him indis|)ensable, Novv 1 am looking for col
lege men. Why? Because our companv neeels execu
tives and we appreciate that a good educaiional back
ground shindd hasten the development ot experienced
employees. What concerns me in so manv applicants
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the Fundamentals
is the attitude thai a degree takes the place of expe
rience, Il should be a simple analy.sis thai a new em

ployee will need training just as a man who has worked

twenty years needs training if he enters a new field.

Why don't more applicanis figure that way?"
Letter number hve: "Here is a letter ihat is typical

of too great a percentage of thr)se received," He handed
me the letter to read. When 1 had finished reading he
asked, "Does ihat sound like conversation?" The an

swer was, "No!" 'I'iie [x.'rsoiiiiel director pointerl out
that the author of this letter had made a miserable

atiempt to make an impression by the use of many syl
lable words. The personal interview had been a com

plete coniraditiion, "Why not write letters that make
the reaeier visualize your personality as if you were

seated across the desk?"
.Another letter taken from the file brought the com

ment, "liiis voting man indicaied a la/y aiiitude," "At
the close of the interview I suggested that the applicant
submit a formal letter of application but explained
that I could not offer immediate emplovmem. I fre-
ejncntly include this statement to obtain the reaction.
This fellow said. 'Conditions are bad�no employ
ment.' I asked how many applications he had sub
mitted. The answer was six. WeU, that is better than
an answer of one or two, but why not send twenty or

thirty letters�fifty letters?"
�"Fhese college men study salesmanship ilien dismiss

il from their minds when they write letters of apphca-
titm or accept personal interviews,"
Letters of applicaiion and perstmal interviews are

vital. Know vourself, you are what is 10 he sold. .Study
your prospect, the employer, and plan your salesman
ship to convince him that you can fill the require
ments. Then do not Set "fundamentals" tri|) you.
Smile, be clean, neatly dressed, get a good night's sleeji
before ihe interview. The manner in which you walk,
sit. and talk are under observatiem. Make fundamen
tals work tor ytm, noi against you.
Finally, smile again: shake a hand like you meant it

�a fishtail handshake may kill ytmr chances before you
say a word. Be sincere: in vonr smile, in vour hand
shake, and in your display of confidence. Sincerity is

honesty�honesty is a primary of ihe fundamentals
that your prospective employer will be thinking about
and seeking.
There is plenty of opportunity for ytm. A repre-

.sentative of a large company toltl ihe writer that his
company is looking for one thousand college men.

The men chosen will use fundamentals. That is jusi
one company. Good luck.
