I. RAIIOf,AI,E

The 2013 Young Adult Fertility and Sexuality Study[YAFSS) conducted by thc
Demographic Research and Development Foundation, lnc. (DRDF) and University of the
Philippines Population Institute (UPPI) revealed ttrat th€ proportion of youth aged f 5 to
24 who had early sexual encountera, increased from 23 percent in 2OO2 to 32 percent
in 20f 3. The 2017 National Demographic Health Survey (NDHS) of thc Philippine
Statjstics Authority (PSA) also reported that the proportion of adolescent girls who had
bcgun childbearing rises rapidly with age, Iirom I p€rcent at a8e 15 to 22 p€rcent at agc
19. The 2O13 Functional Litcracy, Education and Mass Media Survey {FLEMMS} Report
of the PSA has identilied marriage as one of thc top rcasons for not attendin8 school at
12.9 percent in a surveydone ari'ongst young peopie 6-24 years ola. This is particulaily
highest in the Corditlera Administrative Region (CAR), Davao Region (Region )il) and
Soccsksargen (Region XII). In addition, from January 1984 to February 2Ol8,2Il percent
of the reportcd cases of human immunodeficicncy virus (HIV) were 15-24 years old
according to the Department of Healtl (DOH). In 2016, the Department of Social Welfere
and Development (DSWD) reported that these alaming incidents of risky sorual and
social behaviors are further o<acerbatcd by the prevalence of *:<ual violence among 17
p€rcent of adolescenta from 13 to 17 years old.

The current situation of increasing early pregnancies, violence and increasing
incid€nce of HIV among young Filipinos has brought morE attfntjon to the need to equip
them with the correct information and appmpriate life skills that q,ould enable them to
make responsible decision-making and respecful behavior that will protect their health,
urcIl-being and digniry.

DepEd is committed to provide and prot€ct th€ rights of Filipino leamcrs to good

education and improved health and to help Filipino leamers complete basic education
without the burden of health concems. It also recognrzes the roles and responsibilities
of the school system to give learnero their right to good health by leading the
implementation of the comprehensive s€xuality education (CSE).

In ordcr to effectively address the needs of the learncrs for heslth and protection
through education, CSE is dcsigned to cnsur€ that the leamcrs are naceiving
comprehensive and appropriate infonnation that can advance gender equalit5r and
empowerment. CSE has been shown to increase leamers'knowledge, clariS their values
and aftitudes, and dwelop the skills to reduce risks related b poor health outcomea
and achieve their full potential.
