IF YOU HAD BEEN IN DOWNTOWN LOS ANGELES EARLY IN THE MORNING ONE DAY LAST  

April, you might have been surprised to see 140 runners, mostly clad in neon yellow T-shirts, hearing a 
bit of local history as they went speeding past. You might have been even more surprised to find out 
the participants on the 3.6-mile fun run consisted of attendees at the annual meeting of the Institute 
of Scrap Recycling Industries (ISRI) along with members of the Skid Row Running Club. The 
connection was made through the Los Angeles Tourism & Convention Board (Los Angeles Tourism), 
which includes corporate social responsibility (CSR) initiatives in its work with meeting planners.

A Chance 
to Make a  
Difference

The ISRI run last spring was a great example. 
ISRI has been incorporating social responsibility 
into its conventions as often as possible since 
2007, when it held a conference in New Orleans 
and raised money to help build two teaching 
kitchens at local high schools, says Chuck Carr, 
meetings vice president. “We always try to find a 
fun way to do some type of service work,” Carr 
notes. “When we came to L.A., we were looking 
for something unique.” Carr’s team had 
envisioned a fun run, perhaps, as part of a 
health-oriented push. “We contacted  
Los Angeles Tourism,” he says, “and they 
connected us with the running club.” 

Founded by Judge Craig Mitchell almost a 
decade ago, the running club connects its Skid 

These kind of activities have become 
increasingly important over the last decade, says 
Darren K. Green, senior vice president of sales at 
Los Angeles Tourism, and the ability to set up 
corporate social responsibility programs is now 
often part of a meeting request for proposal 
(RFP). “There’s a variety of things people can 
do,” Green says. “Some corporate groups use it as

Row members to the wider community. The 
program provides support in overcoming 
homelessness and alcohol and drug abuse and 
helps members achieve positive life goals. The 
collaborations with conference attendees, 
however, extend beyond that; they benefit 
everyone involved. 

“We go to the convention hotel,” says Judge 
Mitchell. “We mingle and introduce ourselves.” 
Then the group follows a route that allows 
Mitchell to talk about the background of 
Downtown L.A. “People are fascinated,” 
Mitchell says. “The initiative eliminates the 
divide between those who come to L.A. to visit 
and those perceived negatively because of 
struggles with addiction and homelessness. I 

can’t emphasize enough that it’s a powerful 
statement when the professionals who come to 
L.A. think it’s worth their time and effort to run 
with people from Skid Row. That’s a powerful 

motivator for a running club member.
“The experience for our folks was terrific,” 

adds Carr, whose organization budgeted a $5,000 
donation to the running club. “Everyone enjoyed 
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“We’ve been receiving requests from event 
planners and companies for years. There are so 
many needs and interests. The opportunities are 
as diverse as the city we live in.” For example, 
those interested in the environment can do an 
urban park cleanup in the heart of the city or head 
out to one of many beaches.

“We are a nonprofit but also a social 
enterprise,” Brutchey adds, “so companies hire 
us, and we’ll organize events from start to finish. 
We know the community and also make sure the 
activity is not a burden on our nonprofit 
partner.”

A few examples of the customized, hands-on, 
volunteer events the group has organized in the 
past year hint at the range of activities open to 
groups meeting in Los Angeles. One conference, 
with 500 attendees from all over the world, wanted 
to get out into the community. “We bussed them  
to an elementary school,” says Brutchey, “and they 
transformed it, painting, planting, and building 

meeting the runners, and it not only connected 
us with a need, but also to a part of the 
community we [might otherwise] never see.”

Other meeting groups have come up with 
corporate social responsibility projects that tie in 
closely with the organization’s professional 
expertise. “The American Academy of Neurology 
had a Brain Fair a couple of years ago where they 
invited people from the Downtown community to 
have scans,” says Darren K. Green. “The mental 
health component really fit with local issues. The 
American Dental Association also set up dental 
hygiene areas around the Convention Center.”

Los Angeles Tourism frequently calls on L.A. 
Works, an organization that rallies support for 
worthy causes, to organize hands-on programs 
and make the connection with local nonprofits 
looking for volunteers. 

“We work with nonprofits across all issues and 
in the geographical area of Los Angeles,” says 
Deborah Brutchey, the group’s executive director. 

outdoor areas for creative play.”
At another meeting volunteers stayed at the 

convention center to assemble kits for people 
moving from shelters to housing—including 
blankets, cleaning supplies, and other essentials 
as well as a personal letter of encouragement. A 
third group put together suitcases that contained 
teddy bears, clothing, and books for kids 
entering foster care.

“If a company is passionate about some issue, 
we can do something that matches,” Brutchey 
says. “It’s wonderful when we hear volunteers say, 
‘I hadn’t thought about that. I could speak to my 
elected official or bring ideas back to my 
community.’ It’s good to hear their takeaways. It 
does take lead time to plan these events, though, 
maybe several months,” she cautions. “If you’re 
coming to L.A., one of the first calls should be  
to us.”

Los Angeles Tourism expresses appreciation  
for participation in kind. “We’d like to get more 
groups to take advantage of these resources,” 
Green says. “One thing we do is focus our 
amenities on giving back. For example, we’ve 
partnered with Bombas socks. For every pair we 
give, another pair is donated, and we include a note 
to our planners saying that a pair has been given on 
their behalf to a local mission, shelter, or charity.

“That feeling of giving back…you can’t put a 
price on it,” he says.

Cafes, health-food 
bistros, and fine restaurants spill out 
onto the sidewalks and feature 
dishes made with just-picked 

produce and other locally sourced 
ingredients. The Lobster 
emphasizes seafood on its menu, 
and with its spacious dining areas 
overlooking the Pacific, it’s an ideal 
spot for business groups.

Attractions
The iconic Santa Monica Pier, with 
its vintage carousel, aquarium, small 
roller coaster, and a Ferris wheel that 
lights up at night, is a great place to 
unwind post-meeting. The arts  
scene in Santa Monica is vibrant. 
The Museum of Flying, a small 
air and space museum, is located 
next to the Santa Monica Airport 
and offers unique event space 
surrounded by historical aircraft.

Shopping
Santa Monica is a shoppers’ paradise. 
Anchored by a Bloomingdale’s, 
Santa Monica Place is a large indoor 
complex where shoppers will find 
more than 70 shops, restaurants, 
and name-brand stores, as well as a 
theater and the Cayton Children’s 
Museum.

Catalina 
Express ferries head out regularly to Catalina Island;  Spirit Cruises 
provides harbor tours and whale-watching trips.

Los Angeles Convention Center, Los Angeles International Airport (LAX) 
is the most flexible of the city’s transportation hubs. Named a top-10 
U.S. airport by Skytrax, LAX is the best U.S. airport for business travel 
according to Globehunters. It operates nine terminals and is home to 
nearly every major domestic and international carrier. With an average of 
693 daily nonstop flights to 113 U.S. cities and 1,205 weekly nonstop flights 
to 47 countries on 72 commercial air carriers, LAX offers efficient and 
convenient air transit. 

offer drivers a convenient new 
option for pick-up and drop-off 
outside the terminal area. Expect 
about 4,500 parking spaces with 
short- and long-term options, along 
with valet parking and a meet-and-
greet space. The people mover will 
also provide a direct connection 
to LA Metro’s under-construction 
Crenshaw/LAX Line and Green 
Line light rail extension, allowing 
for easy car-free rides to the airport.

Travelers are already enjoying 
upgraded dining, retail, terminals, 
and lounges. More charging stations 
along with free high-speed Wi-Fi, 
interactive kiosks, and mobile 
wayfinding apps put locations 
of gates, favorite food outlets, 
shops, and restrooms at travelers’ 
fingertips. As renovation work 
continues, an interactive map that 
includes current construction 
projects can be found at flylax.com.

For travelers looking for

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to baggage, rental cars, and other 
details, as well as rides in a silver 
BMW sedan along the taxiway to 
departure gates.

Various forms of public 
transportation are available to and 
from LAX, including the nonstop 
FlyAway® bus service, taxis, 
shuttles, and ride-share services. 
LAX also has a connection to the 
Los Angeles County Metropolitan 
Transportation Authority (Metro) 
system. The complimentary Green 
Line Shuttle/G bus runs between 
LAX’s Central Terminal Area and 
Metro’s Aviation/LAX Station. As 
of October 2019, the airport also 
provides free shuttle service via 
green LAX-it buses between the 
baggage claim area on level 1 and a 
new ride service–pickup lot for taxis 
and online ride-hailing services such 
as Lyft, Opoli, and Uber. 

For information about airline 
requirements for identification, 
carry-ons, and other security matters, 
visit the Transportation Security 
Administration website at tsa.gov; 
international travelers are encouraged 
to visit cbp.gov for requirements on 
items allowed inside the U.S.

In 2017, 28 airlines within LAX 
relocated their terminals and ticket 
counters. This seamless transition 
brought with it an easy-find 
coding system: The first digit of 
each double-digit gate number 
corresponds with its terminal 
number, and gates with three-digit 
numbers are located within the Tom 
Bradley International Terminal, 
Terminal B. For more information, 
visit flylax.com.

Another recent improvement was 
the unveiling of a connector linking 
Terminal 4 with the terminals on 
either side of it, Terminal 5 and 
Terminal B. The $148 million 
project was designed to reduce 
the walking distance between five 
domestic terminals and Terminal 
B, expediting flight transfers and 
security screening for international 
passengers with checked luggage.

 International travelers can take 
advantage of LAX’s TSA PreCheck 
and United States Customs and 
Border Protection (CBP) Global 
Entry programs, making for shorter 
security lines. The CBP app helps 
speed U.S. and Canadian citizens 
through the process. Terminals have 
been overhauled with the business 

traveler in mind. The multibillion-
dollar LAX modernization program, 
which began in 2009, is set for 
completion in 2023. The largest 
component of the program is an 
elevated driverless electric train, 
or automated people mover, which 
broke ground in March 2019. When 
complete, it will glide across 2.25 
miles of elevated guideway from the 
west side of LAX to a brand-new 
consolidated rental car facility on 
the airport’s east side.
