(herein, "the PCRO"). A determination as to this violation turns

on the issue of whether the PCRO's contributions to the Cleveland

Committee should be viewed as "contributions" within the meaning of

2 U.S.C. S 431(8) or coordinated expenditures under 2 U.S.C.

S 441a(d).

One contribution ceiling applies collectively to each State party

committee and all subordinate party committees (county, district or

local). A subordinate party committee may, however, contribute

t under its own separate limit if the committee neither receives

funds from nor makes contributions in cooperation with or at the

suggestion of, any other party unit. 11 C.F.R. S 110.3(b)(2).

In addition to making contributions to candidates, party

C!, 5 441a(a)(1)(A). Additionally, information disclosed by the PCRO
in its reports to the State of New Jersey indicated that your
committee may have violated 2 U.S.C. S 441b(a) by accepting

4C corporate contributions for use in connection with Federal
elections. Finally, the PCRO's failure to file federal reports of
receipts and disbursements indicated a violation of 2 U.S.C. S 434.

A legal analysis was performed by the Office of General
Counsel. After considering the circumstances of this matter, the
Commission, on February 23, 1982, determined to find reason to
believe that your committee violated 2 U.S.C. S 434 and S 441b(a)
and to take no further action in this matter. Accordingly, the
Commission closed its file in this matter. The file will be made a
part of the publc record within 30 days. Should you wish to submit
any materials to appear on the public record, please do so within
10 days.

political party of the costs of campaign materials (such as pins,

bumper stickers, handbills, brochures.,, posters, party tabloids, and

yard signs) used by such committee in connection with volunteer

~' activities on behalf of nominees of such party: Provided, That
t (1) such payments are not for the costs of campaign
o materials or activities used in connection with

any broadcasting, newspaper, magazine, billboard,
direct mail, or similar type of general public
communication or political advertising;

(2) such payments are made from contributions subject
to the limitations and prohibitions of the Act; and

(3) such payments are not made from contributions designated
to be spent on behalf of a particular candidate or
particular candidates. 2 U.S.C. S 431(8) (B) (x) and
S 431(9) (B) (viii).

Information contained in state reports filed by the PCRO is

insufficient to distinguish between "contributions", "expenditures"

and "exempted campaign materials." The PCRO's itemization of costs

such as for "printing", "signs", "County Committee" or "Election

5/ For purpose of 2 U.S.C. S 431(8) (A) (i) and S 431(9) (A)(i), the
term "anything of value" includes all in-kind contributions.

On the other hand, the PCRO has disclosed that it is a

subordinate party committee, hence its activity could be viewed as

coordinated expenditures.

Since the PCRO's activities may be viewed as coordinated

expenditures under 2 U.S.C. S 441a(d) and thus fall within the

expenditure limitations of this section, the Office of General

Counsel recommends that the Commission take no action against the

PCRO with respect to an alleged violation of 2 U.S.C.

S 441a(a)(1)(A).

A Request for Additional Information (RFAI) was sent on
4/30/81 to the Committee to Elect William R. Cleveland to
Congress for clarification of the excessive contribution from
the unregistered committee and other reporting problems
(Attachment #3). A Second Letter was sent on 5/22/81 because
there was no response to the RFAI (Attachment #4). An
inadequate response was received on 6/4/81 (Attachment #5).
The committee amended their 30 Day Post-General Report to
eliminate the contribution on Schedule A from the PCRO. No
refund has been disclosed on Schedule B. The committee was
informed by the treasurer of the PCRO that the contribution
should not have been reported to the Federal Election Commission.
