he best way to experience 
downtown Tampa is along the 
Tampa Riverwalk, a 2.5-mile long 

broad walkway along the Hillsborough 
River that has transformed Tampa’s 
river front and connects the dots of 
downtown cultural sites, family parks 
and businesses.

There are numerous access points 
along the Riverwalk, but for an 
enjoyable day, we recommend you 
start with a visit to the Tampa Bay 
History Center, a great way to get to 
know the Tampa Bay story. You’ll find 
parking in the nearby Amalie Arena 
Blue Lot (except for occasional black-
out events), which is validated for free 
with regular price paid admission.

The Tampa Bay History Center 
offers permanent exhibits, 
including documentation of the 
first native inhabitants, the Spanish 
Conquistadors, interactive stations, 
and a museum store with local 
specialties. 

A popular temporary exhibit on  
view through January 28 titled 
“Gateways to the Caribbean: Mapping 
the Florida-Cuba Connection” charts 
five centuries of interaction between 
Florida and Cuba through rare and 
original maps, lithographs and other 
documents. Adults $12.95, seniors 
over 65 $10.95, children $7.95. Open 
10 a.m. to 5 p.m. daily. 801 Old Water

After several hours in the museum, 
it’s a simple trip for lunch to the first 
floor and the patio to experience 
the Columbia Cafe, the outpost that 
creates the charm and flavor of the 
original Columbia Restaurant in Ybor 
City. The Cafe offers a sampling of the 
Spanish- and Cuban-inspired dishes 
that made the 109-year-old restaurant 
famous.

in the Tampa Bay area will produce a 

variety of “Best” lists, several based on 

Trip Advisor and Yelp customer evaluations. 

Yet some ratings are built on a low number 

of reviews, many fewer than 100, leaving a 

question as to the true atmosphere and tastes 

offered. To give you a no-doubt sampling 

of the best of the best, we compiled lists of 

top restaurants in Tampa, Clearwater and St. 

Petersburg — those receiving at least 4 out of 

5 stars — based on the volume of feedback, 

in most cases at least 1,000 reviews. Many 

are well-known establishments, so to keep it 

interesting we’ve added a few hidden gems.

Charley’s Steak House & Market Fresh 
Fish with 1,200 reviews and a 4.5-star 
rating is an upscale, long-standing 
restaurant known for delivering 
wood-fired, aged steaks and seafood 
classics.

At eBoats 
Tampa you can hire a captain or 
captain your own boat, no license 
needed. After a brief orientation, 
you’re free to set off and explore the 
beautiful waterways. Located at the 
Tampa Convention Center Docks. Call 
for a reservation 813-767-2245.

Tampa Bay Fun Boat is another 
opportunity to see the sights from the 
water. This 35-passenger, 36-ft. vessel 
offers one-hour trips out to Tampa 
Bay past beautiful homes and the 
University of Tampa and back in along 
the river. Trips depart from the Tampa 
Convention Center Docks at 333 S. 
Franklin St. beginning at noon every 
two hours. The last departure is 6 p.m. 
for a gorgeous Florida sunset. There is 
also a 7:30 p.m. trip to see Tampa at 
night.

If you still have the energy to explore 
more Riverwalk, round the corner 
and head alongside the main part of 
Hillsborough River on a straightaway 
and a bit of a walk to Curtis Hixon 
Waterfront Park. Clustered in this 
area are the Florida Museum of 
Photographic Arts, Glazer Children’s 
Museum, Tampa Museum of Art, David 
A. Straz Jr. Center for the Performing 
Arts, and the Patel Conservatory.

If it’s Sunday, check out Yoga in the 
Park held from 5-6 p.m., weather 
permitting. The class is open to all in 
Curtis Hixon Park, provided by Yoga 
Downtown Tampa at 206 E. Cass St.

Also nearby is the Tampa Bay Water 
Bike Company which allows you to 
cruise the Hillsborough River at 5 mph. 
and not get wet! The ultimate human 
powered watercraft is available to 
children as young as 6. Located on 
the river near the Curtis Hixon Park 
Playground, the watercraft can be 
rented for $30/hour or two hours for 
$50 before discounts.

Urban Kai is another way to enjoy the 
river. Standup paddle boarding works 
the core and hits every muscle through 
the arms, legs and back. Rentals and 
fitness classes are available. Located at 
700 S. Florida Ave. on the Riverwalk.

And you may run into some music at 
Curtis Hixon Park. Rock the Park is 
downtown Tampa’s free monthly music 
concert series scheduled the first 
Thursday of every month.

Plaza — is too much for one day, for 
sure. 

So save those experiences for another 
time, and head back to The Sail to 
watch the sun set on a beautiful day  
in Downtown Tampa.

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There are more than a half-million rea-
sons why the RV industry could have
spent the 2018 model year doing
nothing more than playing catch-up.

500,000 is a big number in anyone’s book —
and the most recent estimate by Recreation
Vehicle Industry Association (RVIA) pegged
final 2017 wholesale RV shipments at
505,600 units, the most since RVIA began
recording them in 1978. What that means —
aside from continuing the industry’s now
nine-year run — is that manufacturers are
pretty busy filling orders.

But as visitors to the Florida RV Trade As-
sociation’s annual Florida RV SuperShow will
discover, North America’s RV builders aren’t
sitting on their hands. The ongoing popularity
of recreational vehicles has less to do with fi-
nances and credit as it does with the industry’s
manufacturing base continuing to design and
engineer innovative new RVs that appeal to
consumers across the entire price spectrum.
There truly is an RV to fit every family!

Consider, for example, Winnebago Indus-
tries’ all-new Horizon Class A diesel 
motorhome. Like the rest of the industry, the
Class A diesel coach segment has continued
to evolve, offering all manner of electronics
and luxury embellishments, but they gener-
ally maintain the restrained look and feel of
wood-paneled affluence.

That said, Winnebago is betting on cap-
turing an audience with its new uber-con-
temporary Horizon diesel pusher to which
“traditional” Class A interiors haven’t 
appealed.

“I think our design team, our product man-
agement leadership in the diesel category,
wanted to create something with a more
modern, more contemporary, more fresh in-
terior within a high-end diesel luxury coach

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— but in a way that gives the appearance
that the coach is even more expensive
than it is,” said Winnebago CEO Michael
Happe. “And so it was this dream that
emerged to create a ‘million-dollar look’
in something much more affordable.”

“It breaks outside of the mold in that
diesel pusher category,” added Chad
Reece, director of marketing for the For-
est City, Iowa, manufacturer. “It’s very
sleek, contemporary — we think there’s a
big market out there for folks who want
to take that step in diesel pushers, people
who may not be into traditional oak cab-
inetry and that type of styling. This takes
it to a new level, and the functionality
that’s designed into it also is a step for-
ward. The layout is intuitive and the abil-
ity to use the vehicle has been stepped
up as well.”

Whether you call it “modern,” “con-
temporary” or “Euro-inspired,” the Hori-
zon interior represents a dramatic change
in Class A diesel living quarters — and
earned the Horizon honors as the “2018
RV of the Year” from RVBusiness maga-
zine, the nation’s premier trade journal
covering the RV industry.

A case could be made that Winnebago
first brought “Euro” styling to the states
when it introduced its Mercedes-Benz
Sprinter-based View in 2005, but as Reece
noted, there’s more to the Horizon interior
than just a sleek appearance.

“The styling in the Horizon has a mod-
ernistic feel, but it also has a functional
purpose,” he said. “We were able to cre-
ate storage inside that makes maximum
use of space because we’re not limited to

straight lines and angles. When you can
make curves in cabinetry, you open up
options on how you can store things,
how things fit together. It’s a little more
complicated process to design, perhaps,
but in the end we think you get a better
result.”

Horizon interiors sport high-gloss lam-
inates and radius doors as well as stain-
less-steel and backlit translucent panels
that, said Ryan Roske, Winnebago’s direc-
tor of product management, project an
ambiance not unlike that of a European
yacht — an impression for which he
partly credits European furniture supplier
Tecnoform S.p.A. 

“The company we work with is based
out of Italy,” said Roske. “Their lamina-
tion processes are all top-notch. Their tol-
erances are tight and that is a big plus
working with them.” 

Other interior features include LED
tube lighting, Villa furnishings, a spacious
master bedroom with an available walka-
round recline/incline king bed, full galley
with residential-style French door refrig-
erator, cold water filtration system and
Aqua-Hot hydronic dual-zone heating
system. It’s initially available in two floor-
plans — the 43-foot, 3-inch 42Q, with
three slideouts including a full-wall
streetside extension, and the four-slide-
out 40A at 41 feet, 1 inch. Both are built
on a hybrid Freightliner Maxum chassis.

Not in the market for a Class A diesel
pusher? Your possibilities are virtually
endless, from Entegra Coach’s new Class
A gas-powered Emblem and its new Class
C lineups — new concepts from a manu-

facturer that previously only offered diesel
motorhomes — to the new Little Guy Plus
teardrop trailer from Liberty Outdoors.
There’s also the new V-nose GPS travel
trailer from Starcraft RV that incorporates
what the company calls its “Sport Locker”
— a walk-in lockable cargo room built
over the trailer’s A-frame that has a 750-
pound capacity. Better yet, several GPS
models also offer a rear “porch” — a ramp
door that, when lowered, is accessed
through rear patio doors and offers out-
door enthusiasts a sizable patio with a
power awning/screen room.

That’s right — you can now have a rear
patio without buying a toy hauler! But if
you do want a fifth-wheel with a garage,
choices include Keystone RV Co.’s new
Fuzion 424, a two-patio, bath-and-a-half
floorplan that incorporates what’s called
the “Omni-Chill” system. Developed in
partnership with Dometic, it allows users
to operate all three of the 424’s air condi-
tioners at the same time when plugged
into 50-amp service. “People have been
putting three ACs on a unit for a long
time, but they’ve been on an energy-man-
agement system where one shuts down
and turns the other one on,” said Jere-
miah Dumka, product manager oversee-
ing Keystone’s Fuzion and Impact lines.
“With our system, you can actually dump
33% more cool air into the coach than
what has ever been produced before.”

You will find all these models and
hundreds more here at the RV Super-
Show — where it will become obvious
that, in 2018, your choices for a new RV
have never been better! n

Dutchmen Astoria: Dutchmen RV has launched
the Astoria, a mid-profile fifth-wheel under the
Aerolite badge, which also includes more than 20
travel trailers and expandable models. Two floor-
plans debuted last fall: the rear lounge 2513RLF

and the 3013BHF double-over-double bunkhouse. The 2513 comes in at 30 feet long
and 7,650 pounds unloaded, while the 35-foot, 6-inch 3013 has a dry weight of 8,700
pounds. “We’re looking at a half-ton towable, lightweight but feature-rich product.
When you really take a look at the product in this mid-profile segment, the goal quite
frankly is some uniqueness in floorplans — but it’s also driven by the high-end features
at a very affordable price point,” said Product Manager Andy Cunningham, singling
out the Astoria’s four-point leveling system, iN-Command electronic control system,
8-cubic-foot stainless-steel refrigerator, solid-surface countertops, modern glass 
fireplaces and 40-inch television among its many standard features.

Newmar Corp. New Aire: Crafting luxury mo-
torhomes is the core concept behind Nappanee, Ind.-
based Newmar Corp. There’s a growing segment of

high-end coach owners, however, who are looking for something significantly smaller and
easier to drive and Newmar’s New Aire is a luxury diesel pusher that, by virtue of the unit’s
customized Freightliner XCR chassis with a side-mounted radiator, stretches an inch less
than 34 feet and owns the lowest silhouette of any Newmar motorhome. The look inside
the New Aire, said Newmar Interior Designer Kim Moore, had to maintain a certain “Newmar
DNA,” yet push the design envelope further into contemporary than the manufacturer has
ever gone. The New Aire is available in two multi-slide, rear bath floorplans featuring New-
mar’s proprietary STAR Foundation and Comfort Ride handling package. Interior amenities
include a SilverLeaf electronic control system, solid-surface countertops, tile flooring, power
shades on all windows, a cathedral ceiling in the bedroom, all-electric stainless-steel
Whirlpool and Samsung appliances and a hydronic heating and water system.

Grand Design Transcend: Grand Design Recreational Vehicle Co. launched the Transcend travel trailer
line in late 2017. The Transcend eventually will have up to eight floorplans, vary in length from 25 feet
to 36 feet and in dry weights from the high 5,000-pound to the mid-6,000-pound range. While many
might classify the Transcend as “stick and tin,” Grand Design officials shy away from the “entry level”
association attached to that label. “We focused in on quality, dynamic floorplans, feature-filled, easy

for the customer to buy, easy for the salesman to
process, and easy for the dealer,” said Product Manager
Peter Kinden. The first available floorplan is a 32-foot
bunkhouse that sleeps 10 and weighs about 6,400
pounds dry. Features include a power tongue jack, power
awning and aluminum entry steps. On the interior, 
the Transcend offers upgrades like leather sofas and
cushions, seamless thermal-formed countertops and a
deep-seated stainless steel kitchen sink along with an
upgraded insulation package.

Starcraft GPS: When designers at Topeka, Ind.-
based Starcraft RV set about designing its GPS
travel trailer, they kept three goals in mind: more
storage, increased tank capacity and improved
outdoor living — and a targeted dry weight of
6,000 pounds or less. The GPS was developed
as a V-nose trailer, and Starcraft designers dedi-
cated that front space to a “Sport Locker” — a
walk-in cargo room with a 750-pound capacity.
Developed in partnership with Lippert Compo-
nents Inc., the lockable “Sport Locker” sits atop
a specially engineered tongue and is accessed
through a full-height door. But the real selling point
of the GPS may be found in back, where several
models of the travel trailer line incorporate a rear
“porch.” The rear ramp door is accessed through patio doors in the rear wall of the GPS and boasts a power awning/screen room developed in partnership with Carefree of 
Colorado. The GPS ramp-door units, available in a 27-foot 230 MLD and even shorter 24-foot 210 RLD floorplans, also boast a 100-gallon fresh-water tank.

Hymer Aktiv 2.0 Loft Edition: Erwin Hymer Group
North America (EHGNA) made waves last fall by de-
buting the Aktiv 2.0 Loft Edition which, said Mike
Snell, vice president of sales and service, is basically
a pop-top on an Aktiv that has a built-in bed. “A Class
B has never been capable of comfortably sleeping
four; now we have the capability of sleeping five, or
even six in some cases,” he added. “That opens up
the market to families.” Like the standard Aktiv 2.0,
the Loft Edition is built on an extended 3500 RAM
ProMaster chassis and is available with a power sofa
option. The Aktiv 2.0 Loft Edition also retains some
of the newer technology that EHGNA has adopted
across its platforms. “We remain very excited about
our Volt Start and lithium battery technology, which
allow us to run our roof airs without a generator or
being plugged in,” said Snell.

Coachmen Pursuit Precision: Forest
River Inc. subsidiary Coachmen RV in-
troduced the Pursuit Precision in Sep-
tember — a new gas-powered Class A
line that slots as a shorter, entry-level
version of its five-model Pursuit. Built on
the Ford chassis, the Pursuit Precision
debuted with two models, the 27DS and
29SS, which come in at 27 and 29 feet,
respectively. “The whole mindset behind
these was to introduce two floorplans
that were smaller and kind of hit that
entry-level Class A segment a little
stronger than what we have in the past,”

National Sales Manager Zack Eppers said, adding the 27DS features
a dream dinette and king bed while the 29SS offers an outdoor
kitchen, dream dinette, large sofa, and good counter space. “What’s
unique about the Precision is, there are really no options,” he added.
“The only options to choose from are some of the different exterior
and interior decors.”

Keystone Fuzion 424: Highlighted by an Omni-Chill high efficiency air conditioning
system, Keystone RV Co. debuted the Fuzion 424, a two-patio, bath-and-a-half
fifth-wheel toy hauler, in late fall. Developed in partnership with Dometic, the Omni-
Chill system allows users to operate all three of the 424’s air conditioners at the
same time when plugged into 50-amp service. When connected to 30-amp serv-
ice, two of the three AC units can operate with no loss of performance. The 424
also boasts an amazing amount of storage — including behind the swing-away
TV in the lounge area. Other upgrades include the garage’s 5,000-pound capacity
and a unique floorplan with a hidden pantry tucked behind the entertainment center
wall, a peninsula dining table with integrated swing-out barstool seating and a half
bath that’s accessible from the garage but occupies real estate in the kitchen.

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Thor Motor Coach Tuscany:  Thor Motor Coach (TMC)
revamped its Tuscany line of diesel pushers this year,
which included the introduction of a new floorplan, the
40RT, a new single-rear-axle diesel pusher with triple slide-
outs, extensive kitchen workspace and two large screen
TVs. “This is a brand new 40-footer for us,” said Jon
Krider, TMC’s vice president of product development and
marketing, noting that the lack of a tag-axle on this unit
makes it attractive to a sizeable group of RVers. Mounted
on a Freightliner XC-R raised rail chassis, the 40RT has a
side radiator and 450-hp Cummins ISL 8.9 engine. Other
highlights include theater seating, mid-coach half bath 
and large rear bath, drop-down bunk over the cockpit, and
Tilt-A-View inclining king bed in the master suite.

Airstream Atlas: Airstream’s first B-plus motorhome,
the Atlas represents growth into a new segment for the
RV manufacturer. “It’s a very big step for us,” said Tim
Garner, general manager of Airstream’s motorized di-
vision, adding that the company’s research suggested
customers simply wanted a bigger version of its Inter-
state — which, he pointed out, has been the nation’s
top-selling Sprinter-based Class B for the last six years.
Built on the Mercedes-Benz 3500 cutaway chassis,
the upscale Atlas includes a power slideout room with
a Murphy bed suite (with a Froli ergonomic sleep 
system), rear bath suite with teak shower inlay, Ultra-
leather seating, high-gloss Airstream cabinetry and a
40-inch LED HDTV hidden on a power lift inside the
credenza. The 24-foot, 9-inch long Atlas, said Garner,
boasts 50 “best-in-class” features, including standard
air-ride suspension and a 3.2kw Cummins-Onan quiet
diesel generator.

Lance Model 1475: Lance Camper Man-
ufacturing Corp. believes it has a winner
with its 1475 model, a 19-foot, 8-inch
travel trailer with a dry weight coming in
at less than 2,600 pounds. For 2018, the
builder added an optional 7-foot long by
12-inch deep curbside slideout to the unit,
which contains either two swivel chairs or
an optional sofa/recliner that converts to
a bed; two swivel tables with a full range
of motion provide ample dining or desk
space. The 1475 also features Euro-
styled thermopane windows — and the
weight reduction meant the slideout addition only adds a net of 70
pounds to the unit. The 1475 includes an east-west bed up front, three-
piece bath and a streetside kitchen featuring Euro-cabinets with interior
LED strips that light automatically when the curved door is opened.
“It’s only a 14-foot box, but it counts almost more like a 20-footer with
what we’ve done,” said National Sales Manager Gary Conley.

Entegra Emblem: Entegra Coach, a divi-
sion of Jayco Inc., introduced the all-new
Emblem, a gasoline-powered Class A
motorhome to grow the company’s family
of products beyond its diesel-pusher of-
ferings. The 38-foot Emblem debuts with
two bath-and-a-half floorplans built on the
Ford F-53 chassis. Both models feature a
rear bath and king bed slide as part of a
large master suite and a curbside galley;
the two-slide 35T features an L-shaped
expandable sofa while the triple-slide 36T
offers bunk beds and either a hide-a-bed
sofa or optional theatre seats. The 
Emblem’s interior luxuries include 84-inch

interior ceiling height with padded vinyl ceiling, high-intensity recessed LED
ceiling lights, 21-cubic-foot residential refrigerator, convection microwave
oven, gas cooktop and a water filtration system. Outside, the Emblem features
one-piece fiberglass front and rear caps, a seamless crowned fiberglass roof
and an entrance door with the industry’s largest travel view window.

Jayco Talon:  For 2018 Jayco Inc. is
introducing the Talon line of fifth-wheel
toy haulers. Brent Hamood, senior 
director of product development for
toy haulers at Jayco, said the Talon 
replaces the Seismic Wave as the
manufacturer’s entry-level toy hauler.
Each Talon features a 13-foot garage,
a 21-foot power awning with LED
lighting covering both entry doors, a
fully-painted front cap with clear coat
and heated and enclosed tanks. The
Talon also comes complete with the
Jayco exclusive, American-made
Goodyear Beast tires featuring the
highest load rating available in the 
industry, as well as MORryde CRE3000 suspension. “What we tried to do was create floorplans that were smaller in length, so they’re all 40 feet or under in pin-to-bumper
measurements,” Hamood said. “We also kept all of them on two axles, which we knew was important to get our weights way down. We have Talons as low as 11,000 pounds.”
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Fleetwood Pulse: The Fleetwood RV Pulse and its sis-
ter coach, the Holiday Rambler Prodigy, are REV
Recreation’s Group’s first Class C diesel RV products
since 2009. “We felt like it was time to get back in this
marketplace with a very competitive product,” said
Vice President of Sales and Marketing Lenny Razo.
The Pulse debuts with the 24A and 24B models: The
24A has a dinette slide off the driver’s side and a
north-south queen bed slide in the rear, while the 24B
has a full-wall slide on the driver’s side that houses a
dinette, wardrobe and east-west queen bed. Both
have a small but functional three-piece bath and a
well-appointed galley with high-gloss cabinetry. The
exterior features a choice of partial paint or full-body
paint, aluminum baggage doors and an optional 
mobile eye collision avoidance system. Another 
feature is the Truma water heater system. 

Forest River Berkshire XLT 45A: Forest River’s Berkshire division has gone all-out for 2018, with a new
bus-style look on the outside and an upgraded furniture redesign inside. With the company’s flagship Berk-
shire XLT, there’s also a new family floorplan. The 45A is a four-slideout, two-full bath, bunkhouse motorhome,

built on Freightliner’s XCR 44,320-pound GVWR chassis
with a 450-hp Cummins engine. The 44-foot, 7-inch
coach is available in seven exterior full-paint options 
and plenty of room for personal touches. The galley slide
includes a stainless-steel French door residential 
refrigerator, dishwasher, convection microwave, induction
cooktop, solid-surface counter and more. A large LED TV
sits above the fireplace and conceals a storage cabinet.
The first full bath and the two bunks are built into the slide-
out, while the master suite features a king bed, a dresser
with a full wardrobe and a large rear bath with dual 
vanities and corner shower.

Winnebago Revel: The Revel is an aggressively styled Class
B 4-x-4 for outdoor enthusiasts. It offers a rear queen bed that
raises to the ceiling to allow storage capacity beneath it for a
single motorcycle or mountain bikes, plus a marine-style bath-
room/shower with slide-in teakwood shelves that convert the
entire bath into a large storage area when not in use. “Our new
Revel Class B has more storage than many Class A’s,” said
Sam Jefson, public relations specialist for Winnebago. Outside,
a clamp-on style ladder that attaches to a roof rail around the
entire coach facilitates tie-downs for kayaks or gear storage
topside, which also features a 200-watt solar panel backed 
by inverter systems and batteries for extended dry camping.
The Revel also has diesel-powered heat and water heater 
systems. “Probably the only time people will plug in (to an AC
outlet) is when they are at home to keep the batteries topped
off,” said Jefson.

Highland Ridge Open Range
3X384RLS: Highland Ridge RV, divi-
sion of Jayco Inc., has introduced the
3X384RLS for 2018, a new floorplan
in its Open Range 3X line of fifth-
wheels that features an innovative 
layout for its front master bedroom.
Measuring 39 feet, 10 inches with a
16,450-pound GVWR, the 384RLS
has a sofa tucked into the front wall
flanked by end tables — with one 
containing a wine cooler. On the other
side of the bed — itself built into a
streetside slideout — is a 32-inch 

flat-screen TV and fireplace. The spacious living area includes opposing
7-foot-tall, 42-inch deep slideouts, island kitchen, theater seating opposite
the entertainment center and a sofa tucked into the rear wall, as well.
“We’ve got a whole new bathroom and bedroom concept in this unit,” said
Senior Director of Product Development Randy Graber of the 384RLS. “It’s
very open concept is almost like it’s another living area in the bedroom.”

Heartland Gateway 3700RD: For 2018, the
41-foot, 5-inch, 15,500-pound GVWR Gate-
way 3700RD introduces what to AJ Jones,
senior general manager of Heartland RV, be-
lieves is “the biggest kitchen that I know of
that’s been put into a fifth-wheel.” What’s
particularly unique is the position and shape
of the kitchen, which is amidships curbside,
just inside and forward of the door. The U-
shaped kitchen has ample counter space,
with a raised bar facing the rear living area.
A large refrigerator and sizable pantry sit
across from the kitchen in a streetside slide-
out. The layout of the fifth-wheel puts the
spacious den in the rear and features oppos-

ing slides with a loveseat, sofa sleeper and theater seating facing the rear
wall entertainment center. The front master suite has a standard queen in
a slideout and a large front wall closet. The exterior also has a sizable
amount of front-end storage and a full outdoor kitchen under the awning.
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CrossRoads Zinger ZR330BH: According to
Daren Elswick, GM for CrossRoads RV’s
Zinger brand, the product lineup includes 14
new floorplans for 2018, and “many are
pretty innovative in the conventionally built
stick-and-tin segment. So when you walk
into each of our living rooms,” added Robert
Fitzsimmons, Zinger product manager, “you’ll
see wood blinds instead of the mini blinds,
an abundance of storage, 30-inch fireplaces,
LED accent lights throughout, stainless-steel
appliances, even tile backsplashes and an
outside shower.”Fitzsimmons said the 37-
foot ZR330BH is one of three new bath-and-
a-half models. The coach has a kitchen
island, a large curbside slideout with sleeper

dinette and sofa and the galley housed in an opposing slide. Up front is the master bedroom with a full bath,
while the rear of the coach has a bunkroom and a half bath. “This is a big family coach,” Fitzsimmons said.

Gulf Stream Capri: Nappanee, Ind.-based Gulf
Stream Coach Inc. tapped further into the retro mar-
ket following the popularity of its Vintage Cruiser. For
2018, the OEM introduced two new models — the
Capri and the Cabin Cruiser — with vintage flavor.
“The big difference between Capri and Vintage
Cruiser is, Capri is conventional construction, a 
stick-and-tin build,” said Paul Campbell, director of
marketing. “It allows for a little lower price point and
takes it to a different buyer demographic.” The 
well-equipped Capri is available in seven floorplans
(one, the 19DS, with a slide). The larger Cabin
Cruiser, meanwhile is available in three floorplans
ranging from 24 feet, 8 inches to 31 feet, 2 inches,
each with a single slideout. “It’s just a bigger play on
the nostalgia, with interior wood paneling that we get
out of the Vintage Cruiser,” said Campbell. “It’s 
intended to elicit a ‘yachting’ feel inside.”

KZ RV Durango Gold 385 FLF: The five-slide
385FLF stands at the top of the Durango Gold
lineup, the premier brand for KZ RV. “The
385FLF is a front living room floorplan,” said
Product Manager Mike Mack. “Front living
rooms are very popular today, as are bath-and-
a-half models — so we created the 385 FLF
with a full bath for the master suite in the back
of the coach and a half bath on the main level.”
The five slides in the coach include two in the
front living room, each with a super sleeper
sofa; another pair of opposing slides air out the
main-level galley, separated by an island. In the rear bedroom,
there’s also a streetside slide for the king bed. Luxury features of
the Gold series include a coat closet, a full pantry, larger refrigerator
and reclining theater seating in the living room. “To my knowledge,
we are the only brand that is approved for full time living for a full
two years,” said Mack.

Redwood 3881ES: Redwood RV, a luxury
fifth-wheel division of CrossRoads RV,
debuted a new floorplan featuring a sep-
arated den/office in a four-slide unit. The
3881ES is 41 feet, 8 inches long with a
dry weight of 14,918 pounds which,
given its 17,900-pound GVWR, offers a
cargo carrying capacity just shy of 3,000
pounds. The 50-amp coach has four
slideouts, including three on the street-
side. One houses the king bed in the front
bedroom, which has a wardrobe and 
optional washer/dryer combo tucked into
the nose of the unit. In the main
living/kitchen area, opposing slideouts
create a spacious place for enjoying the
big screen TV or fireplace or to prepare a meal in the island kitchen. Tucked off the kitchen is an office/den,
where the fourth slideout containing a chest of drawers and shelves is located opposite a corner desk.

Cruiser RV Shadow Cruiser 277BHS:
It’s almost an understatement to say
that bunkhouse floorplans have revo-
lutionized how campers utilize RVs
today. For 2018, however, Howe, Ind.-
based Cruiser RV has redesigned the
typical double-over-double bunkhouse
that, noted company General Manager
Jay Mohamed, creates a much more
livable space. In the 277BHS, the unit
still includes a queen master bedroom

in the front — but instead of having the entertainment center crowding the end of the bed
there’s a wall with a sliding door that closes off the bedroom. An L-shaped galley sits just
aft of the wall while theater seating and a dinette are housed in the streetside slideout across
from the entertainment center. Meanwhile, the entry door has been moved back toward the
rear, just in front of the rear double-over-double bunks. Other features include a 13,500-Btu
air conditioner, 6-gallon DSI water heater, electric awning with LED lighting, two-tone painted
front cap with LED lighting and a 6-foot, 9-inch-high vaulted ceiling.
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Renegade RV Valencia: Renegade RV, a Bristol, Ind.-based 
subsidiary of the REV Group, offers several models — including
a VRW (rear wardrobe) and a (VBB) bunk bed — of its new 
Valencia line, a Super C built on an all-new S2RV Freightliner
chassis. “The difference (with the new chassis) is that they’ve
custom-tuned the ride,” said Kevin Erdman, Renegade’s director
of sales and marketing. “The suspension system is different than
what we have on our Freightliner truck products. They’ve changed
the transmission and are using an MH-3000 series transmission
by Allison, which is a six-speed — same thing that they would
be using in a Class A motorhome. We’ve gone to a more robust
version of the ISB series Cummins motor that now produces 360
horsepower and 800 ft.-lb. of torque. It’s got a lot more guts. It’s
got better pulling power.”

Airstream Globetrotter 27FB: Airstream Inc. introduced the Globetrotter 27FB as
the first model in a new line of travel travelers. It’s a familiar name for Airstream
and, according to Justin Humphreys, vice president of sales and marketing, res-
urrecting it made sense since the company turned to Astheimer, a British firm, to
assist in the line’s interior design. “Their whole design cue was for it to be very
flowing,” Humphreys said. “So the furni-
ture all wraps around each end, around the
bed, around the dinettes. Even in the 
cabinetry you’ll see a lot of flow to the 
design. It’s very simple and very modern.”
Available in four different color schemes,
the 27FB features either a queen bed or
split twin beds up front, with a dinette in
the rear. The streetside bench of the dinette
continues along the wall for a 63-inch
lounge/bed, with a well-appointed galley
just off the entry door curbside.

RV Factory Luxe Gold: The RV
Factory, an Elkhart, Ind.-based
factory-direct manufacturer, intro-
duced the Luxe Gold as an entry
point to its Luxe line of high-end,
full-time fifth-wheels. The Gold
series debuts with four basic
floorplans, ranging from 39 to 45
feet, although buyers can enjoy a
certain degree of customization
to suit their purposes. “The whole
purpose behind the Luxe Gold 
line was to offer a lighter weight
high-end fifth-wheel,” noted
Steve Zonker, a Luxe factory rep,
adding that the Luxe Gold series
will have dry weights starting at

about 16,000 pounds. Zonker said that the Luxe Gold features equalizer leveling, disc brakes, tons of storage,
iNCommand control system, real wood cabinetry, hand-laid tiles and vacuum-bonded laminate exterior walls
with an aluminum substructure and graphite-infused closed-cell foam insulation.

SylvanSport Go: Brevard,
N.C.-based SylvanSport de-
buted new additions to its 
GO line of pop-up tent 
products for 2018. Accord-
ing to founder and CEO Tom
Dempsey, the product is 
selling well and offers a 
“versatile” option for those
looking to carry other items,
like kayaks, along with their
tent. Fully set up, the pop-up
tent features either a king bed
and a half-bed inside or two
twin beds, with a table and
dinette in between. “It just
has tremendous versatility, all in an 840-pound package that virtually any vehicle can tow,” said Dempsey. New
additions zip directly onto the main tent and come with an awning that provides a covered walkway to the attached
room. The awning can be attached on any side of the tent, providing a custom look for any shaped campsite.
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Liberty Outdoors Serro Scotty Sportsman: Liberty
Outdoors has introduced a prototype of the production
model of its retro-inspired Serro Scotty Sportsman, a
14-foot, 1,700-pound (dry) travel trailer. “We’re prob-
ably looking to go into full production in the next three
to four months,” said Dylan DeHoff, Liberty’s chief 
operating officer. “We really wanted to get it here and
get some feedback. I think that it’s probably 80-90%
ready to go from listening to what the dealers are 
saying.” The focus on capturing the vintage appeal
to the famous brand is by design, DeHoff men-
tioned.“We’ve tried to keep the outside as retro as 
possible,” he said. “It’s true to the old Sportsman —
windows in the same exact spot, same metal. We even
took measurements of how far up the metal went on
the front and the back. So everything’s the exact same,
but we built it with modern construction.”
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Tiffin Zephyr 45PZ: Built on Tiffin Motorhome’s proprietary PowerGlide chassis and fea-
turing the optional Tru-Track passive steering tag axle, The new 2018 Zephyr 45PZ is, said
Tiffin National Sales Manager Stan Posey, “a real head-turner. The Zephyr is our top-of-the-
line product.” The free-flowing interior features new-for-2018 upgrades like a tiled wall in
the master bath, a layered backsplash with integrated LED lighting, attractive decorative
florishes and JBL premium audio. “This also has our contemporary ceiling, which is 

new to us. We put upgraded LED 
accent lighting in the soffit,” he
pointed out, adding the flooring is all
tile, with a heated subfloor. Also new
for 2018 is the use of a high-defini-
tion digital dash panel with larger
monitors in the cockpit. The exterior
of the 51,000-pound GVWR Zephyr
features full-body, clear-coated 
paint, new front and rear caps and
stainless-steel trim at the bottom of
the cargo doors.

Livin’ Lite Camplite 21BHS: As noted by Dave Boggs, general
manager of Shipshewana, Ind.-based Livin’ Lite RV, the company
has stayed true to its all-aluminum roots while still managing to
incorporate upgrades. “The big thing about the Livin’ Lite 
CampLite products is that we still have an all-aluminum, all-com-
posite construction, so this 21-footer weighs in at just 3,600
pounds — with tandem axles,” said Midwest Regional Sales Man-
ager Robbie McClure. “This includes aluminum construction all
the way down to the cabinetry. There’s no wood in the structure
at all.” The CampLite 21BHS bunkhouse, he added, sleeps six.
Livin’ Lite also has introduced a “Platimum Package” for 2018 that’s available across the division’s CampLite
lineup. “What we’ve done is ‘soften up’ the interior, giving it a warmer, more contemporary look,” said Boggs.
“And we’ve offered solid-surface countertops, new Euro dual-pane windows and an enclosed and heated 
underbelly, so it’s a four-seasons coach. And it comes in six different exterior colors.”  n

TMC Vegas/Axis: For 2018, Thor
Motor Coach (TMC) rolled out a
new 27.7 floorplan for both the
Vegas and Axis, the shorter gas-
powered Class A lines that TMC
describes as Recreation Utility 
Vehicles (RUV). At 28 feet, 6
inches, the 27.7 floorplan is the
longest RUV to date, using the extra
room for expanded living and 
storage spaces. “We’ve had people
who really like the look and the feel
of the RUV with the contemporary
interior and the interesting design
characteristics it has on the out-
side, but they wanted something a little bit larger,” said TMC Vice President of Product Development Jon Krider.
Both slides on the 27.7 are streetside, with the forward extension containing the Dream Dinette and 40-inch LED
television next to the cooktop and microwave; the rear slide holds the flip-up queen bed. A closet in the bedroom
and the kitchen sink and cabinet storage in the living area are in between the two slides.

Aliner Ascape: Last year Somerset, Pa.-
based Aliner introduced the Ascape —
and company executives noted that 
response was so good Aliner has devel-
oped an even lighter version called the
Ascape MT. “The Ascape is basically an
ultra-lightweight, super-small travel
trailer, yet it’s fully featured,” said Chuck
Phillips, Aliner’s territory manager for the
Midwest and Northeast. “It’s at 13-foot
overall length and about a 10-foot living
space, but in that space, it’s loaded:
queen bed, air conditioning on top — not
a window unit you usually see — 
furnace, water heater, cassette toilet and
a little solar panel on the front which will

keep your battery charged. The only thing it doesn’t have is an inside shower — but it does have an outside
shower.” According to Phillips, Ascape represents Aliner’s first foray with a conventional travel trailer, although the
company also produces folding trailers and Somerset-branded popup campers. While the Ascape has a 1,500-
pound dry weight, the MT version comes in at 1,170 pounds.

Heartland Road Warrior 426: One of two “luxury toy
hauler” brands with Heartland RV’s expansive towables
lineup (Cyclone is the other) Elkhart, Ind.-based Heartland
RV’s Road Warrior series melds the kind of luxury features
you’d expect to find in its higher-end fifth-wheels with a
13-foot garage. New for 2018, the Road Warrior 426 is a
triple-axle, 20,000-pound GVWR unit filled with high-tech
features including LED TVs, Furrion stereo with app con-
trol, USB receptacles everywhere — even in the theater
seating — and some amazing LED lighting effects. Other
features include a loft for the kids, solid-surface counters,
a full bathtub and shower and the MORryde Step Above
entry step. It’s the garage, though, that stands out. “What’s
nice about the garage is it’s unobstructed — it’s a full 13-
foot box,” said Heartland’s Andy Wesdorp. “And the half
bath is built into the living quarters of the coach, so you
do have a completely usable full 13-foot space.”
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ne of the most exciting and yet 
peaceful hours you can spend 
in Florida is watching Florida 

manatees quietly play underwater. 

These massive gray animals weighing 
1,500 to 1,800 pounds can be seen 
slowly gliding, doing gentle barrel rolls 
or munching on sea grass in the shallow 
rivers, bays, estuaries, canals and coastal 
waterways across the state. Luckily, it 
is especially easy to watch manatees in 
the cooler months of November to April 
when water temperatures drop below 
68 degrees and these unique creatures 
gather for survival in the warmer water of 
natural springs and even the outflows of 
electric power plants.

In Tampa, one of the best viewing spots 
is the Tampa Electric Manatee Viewing 
Center in Apollo Beach, just a 26-mile 
drive south from the Florida State 
Fairgrounds. Saltwater taken from Tampa 
Bay to cool the TECO Big Bend Station 
later flows clean and warm back into the 
bay. Manatees found the warm water 
years ago as they began to lose other 
habitats to development, and today the 
discharge area is a state and federally 
designated manatee sanctuary.

A pier overlooks the manatees and an 
education viewing center is open from 
November 1 through mid-April providing 
enjoyment to tourists and residents alike. 
Admission is free, and visitors can also 
experience a hurricane simulator, learn 
about solar energy, see coastal plant life 
and walk through a butterfly garden. 

A habitat loop trail on an oyster-shell 
pathway leads to a boardwalk and 50-foot 
high observation tower over the estuary. 
Underway is a new Florida Conservation 
and Technology Center, a project between 
Tampa Electric, the Florida Aquarium and 
the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation 
Commission.

The main attraction at the TECO viewing 
site, however, is the manatees, Florida’s 
state marine mammal. A relative of the 
elephant, manatees have very small eyes 
and no visible ears, but hear and see very 
well. They are herbivores, which means 
they eat mostly sea grass and freshwater 
vegetation. They have thick, wrinkled skin 
and small flippers in the front for steering. 
Baby manatees are 3 feet to 4 feet long 
and weigh 60 to 70 pounds.

The population of Florida manatees 
is estimated at only about 5,000, and 
their existence is highly threatened. 
Hundreds are killed every year, mostly 
by cold weather and collisions with 
water craft. Wildlife officials keeping 
track of manatees to better understand 
their needs often recognize individual 
manatees by the scar patterns on their 
backs caused by boat propellers. 

The loss of natural habitats affects the 
manatees’ ability to find warm water when 
the temperatures drop. Florida’s unique 
springs system provides a natural refuge, 
as underground water stays at around 
70 degrees and provides a warm outflow 
when it reaches the surface at spring 
heads. Just as nice? The clean, warm 
water flowing from the TECO plant.

There’s a new season of America ready for you to binge watch.
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he explosion of craft brewing 
in Florida and nationwide has 
increased the demand for hops, 
the vining plant bud that provides 

beer its flavor and aroma, and Florida 
farmers are hoping hop crops can 
replace their citrus trees dying from 
greening disease. Different varieties of 
hops are being tested at several farms 
in central Florida by scientists and 
Florida agriculture officials, who hope 
hops will find success in Florida like 
blueberries did years ago.

The Caloosa Hop Company in 
Lake Wales is one such operation, 
where veteran citrus growers have 
added several acres of hops and 
are connecting with local breweries 
interested in providing unique 
products. Locally grown hops save 
brewers the expense of shipping in 
hops from the Pacific Northwest, 
Michigan, Germany, or New Zealand, 
and infuse, literally, a local flavor  
of the smells and tastes unique to  
that region.

Once thought too hot and humid 
for hops, Florida may provide an 
advantage. So far, the essential oil 
content is double that of certain 
varieties grown in the Pacific 
Northwest, and the ability to harvest 
three times a year will provide an 

economic advantage. University of 
Florida horticulturist Brian Pearson 
says dozens of farmers are contacting 
him looking to grow the Florida 
varieties. Pearson is still collecting 
enough data to do a multi-year 
comparison to determine long-term 
potential of field grown hops. But he 
says the interest in Florida-grown hops 
continues to remain very strong. 

“We were able to release a beer last 
year with a specialized Fresh from 
Florida label that helped spread the 
word about our research program,” 
he says. First Magnitude Brewing 
in Gainesville released in April 2017 
Apopka Hop Pale Ale, the first made 
with only Florida-grown hops, raising 
the hopes of struggling greenhouse 
growers in the Apopka region. It was 
an instant success, with all 30 gallons 
gone in 20 minutes. 

In just a year Grove Roots Brewing 
Company in Winter Haven has 
grown from nine to 14 the number 
of exclusive beers brewed on site, 
and the business has grown to be a 
favorite of families, kids and dogs. 
“It’s absolutely been amazing. Better 
than we ever expected,” says manager 
Morgan Wilson, part of the family 
business with cousin and brewer  
Joe Dunham. 

Dunham’s brews are served at the 
downtown tap room decorated with 
reclaimed crates, ladders and artwork 
that pay homage to the citrus industry 
so imbedded in the region’s history. 
He also keeps a couple of “guest taps” 
to provide his customers some of the 
other tastes from the many breweries 
across the state.

“People are flocking to locally made 
products and we are seeing that in 
the exponential growth of the craft 
beer industry,” Dunham said. “It’s not 
mass produced. Our customers like to 
see personality in the brews. It’s fresh, 
local and fun.” 

The growth of the small brewery 
industry continues to proceed at a 
dizzying pace, according to Gerard 
Walen, a Florida craft beer aficionado. 
Walen listed 218 small, independent 
breweries at the mid-point of 2017 on 
his Florida Brewery Map, a labor of 
love he’s maintained since 2012, with 
another 38 on their way to opening. In 
2016 there were only 186. Walen says 
he would not be surprised to see the 
Sunshine State hit 300 in 2018.

The passion for brewing in Florida 
extends from a vast array of 
homebrewers doing battle in local 
competitions to the craft breweries 
and brewpubs spreading statewide. 
Many offer a family friendly 
environment, where kids play together 
on the grass while parents relax at 
outdoor tables sampling from a truly 
amazing selection of brews, with 
equally as impressive names. 

Zach Scray, who with two partners 
owns The Gnarly Barley and GB Bottle 
Shop & Tasting Bar in Orlando, says 
it is harder and harder to find shelf 
space for new products at the Bottle 
Shop, where he stocks craft beers 
being sold around the state in bottles, 
cans and “growlers,” jugs filled directly 
from the tap. “It’s tough to choose 
sometimes because we get so many 
new ones,” he says. “I’ll cut a California 
or Nevada for a Florida for sure. 
We’re moving a lot of liquid. The Red 
Cypress from Winter Springs, we can’t 
keep on the shelf.”

Expansion at his craft beer restaurant 
The Gnarly Barley is limited by 
zoning laws, so he is joining a new 
marketplace venture in the city of 
Orlando that will feature only Florida 
craft beers and sell sandwiches 
under the name of Gnarly Downtown. 
“Florida craft has taken off,” he says.

Naming craft beers is not only an 
art but can become a legal fight. 
Brewers often want a taste of place 
reflected in their product names. 
Nationwide, a myriad of landscape 
features, concepts, weather patterns 
and images, not to mention beer 
ingredients, has been trademarked 
for the name of either a brewery or 

beer, leaving newcomers increasingly 
challenged to create something 
unique. Name overlaps may not 
matter as long as the beers are sold in 
different regions.

In Florida, “the names are kind of 
mind-blowing,” Scray says. “Some are 
getting pretty tricky. They make you 
laugh. You can also get to know the 
style if you listen to the name as a 
guide. For example, Hotter Than Helles 
from Cigar City Brewing: Great name 
for Florida and great design with red 
and yellow flames plus clever because 
Helles lager is a classic style from 
Munich, Germany.”

Beer names are especially indicative 
of place at Grove Roots. Flagship 
beers “Slanted Ladders” and “6 a.m. 
Pickers” are a direct nod to the citrus 
industry that once thrived in Central 
Florida and the workers who climbed 
ladders leaning against orange trees to 
harvest in the early morning. Several 
new creations are named after Winter 
Haven, such as Sinker Cypress Porter, a 
local wood often found in the bottom 
of lakes, or Seven Saddles, reviving a 
story involving a mercantile owner and 
some stolen goods back in 1914 when 
the city was founded. 

The Caloosa Hop Company provided 
its locally grown hops to the Swamp 
Head Brewery for the creation of a 
unique batch of Micanopy Moonbeam 
India Pale Ale, a doubly local favorite. 

Brewing beer in Florida dates back 
to 1896 in Tampa when the Florida 
Brewing Company did a brisk business 
until 1961. Teddy Roosevelt and the 

Rough Riders reportedly stopped by 
for a beer before departing for the 
Spanish American War. The huge 
building still dominates the skyline 
in the Ybor City Historic District, 
renovated and home today to 
commercial businesses.

Mega regional breweries in Florida 
dominated even through the 
microbrewery boom of the 1980s 
and ‘90s. It wasn’t until a law change 
easing restrictions on non-standard 
containers in 2001 that the state saw 
substantial growth in brewpubs and 
craft breweries, emphasizing flavor 
and quality.

Walen’s methodology for counting 
Florida craft breweries for inclusion 
on his map explains some of the 
complexities of quantifying the 
industry: The brewery or brewpub 
must produce beer on its premises. 
Size doesn’t matter: Whether a 
brewery makes tens of thousands of 
barrels per year, or one a week, as long 
as it can sell and serve to customers, 
whether on premise or strictly through 
distribution, it counts. Cideries and 
meaderies are not included, though 
he might create a separate section 
for them in the future. By comparison, 
organizations like the Florida Brewers 
Guild list only its members.

“I am passionate about my home 
state and its craft beer community,” 
he writes on his blog Beer in Florida. 
“Friends and fans of this site offer 
invaluable help in tracking down some 
of these, and I am extremely grateful. 
I feel it is the most accurate listing of 
its type out there, but it has become 
a lot of work because of the research 
involved.”

The Tampa/St. Petersburg/Clearwater 
area has more than 40 breweries 
and brew pubs creating beer on the 
premises. Tours are available at many 

of the breweries, but don’t expect to 
learn all the details as the recipes of 
the brew masters are often closely 
guarded secrets. 

Many craft breweries today can their 
creations, as lined cans allow the 
beer to cool more quickly, protect the 
beer from light, are more portable, 
and provide a lot of surface area for 
artwork. 

The craft beer craze has spawned beer 
groups on Facebook where members 
post pictures of the colorful, intricate 
labels of tasty finds from their craft-
beer travels. Groups often arrange 
meetups where craft beer fans bring 
brews for sampling. Membership is 
free to the Beer Snob Society, for 
example, where one of the basic rules 
is to help fellow members “discover all 
the best places to get their hands on 
the best beer around.”

All in all, business is good and a 
lot of fun for both the brewers and 
the customers. “It’s not a fierce 
competition in the industry,” Grove 
Roots’ Durham said. “It’s very friendly. 
We have a great community of 
brewers with the common goal of 
expanding the beer scene.”

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WHAT TO DO IN

he Greater Tampa Bay area 
includes the cities of Tampa, 
St. Petersburg, Clearwater, plus 

several smaller communities, and is 
home to more than 3 million people. 
The region hosts three professional 
sports teams, three baseball spring 
training facilities, more than a dozen 
museums, three performing arts 
centers, three botanical gardens, four 
zoos and aquariums, not to mention 
numerous stunning beaches. All 
offer wonderful ways to spend your 
free time. Here are a few more fun 
opportunities for excitement that 
might be flying a bit under the radar.

“Adrenaline fixes” is how Visit Tampa 
Bay describes the experiences it 
recommends to “bring out your inner 
adventurer at attractions for the bold.” 

At the top of the list are the radical 
roller coasters at Busch Gardens 
Tampa Bay. The theme park is well-
known, yes, but some don’t realize the 
extent to which this park has gone to 
thrill its visitors.

he term “RV” is a nickname for a whole family of camping 
vehicles—from towable folding camping trailers to 
45-foot-long motorhomes—that combine transportation 

and temporary living quarters for travel, recreation and camping.

Some RVs provide a simple place for sleeping and eating, 
while others are virtually luxury lodges on wheels—equipped 
with conveniences ranging from running water and complete 
bathroom facilities to air conditioning and digital satellite 
television and radio.

RVs fall into two general categories—motorized and towables. 
The following are descriptions of specific types of RVs and about 
what you can expect to pay for new units.

MOTORIZED RVs

The Type “A” motorhome, powered by a gasoline or diesel 
engine, is generally the roomiest of all RVs. It is entirely 
constructed on a bare, specially designed motor vehicle chassis. 
Properly loaded, it provides a very smooth and stable ride. Any 
experienced driver can take the wheel, and no special license is 
required for all but the very largest models, which may require a 
test to operate in some states.

Florida is home to a number of

Blueberry farmer Joe Keel began 
production over a decade ago of his 
100 percent blueberry wine and now 
produces more than 20,000 cases 
each year of sweet, semi-dry and dry.

Head over to St. Petersburg on the 
Gandy Bridge or Howard Franklin 
Bridge for a beautiful change of pace.

St. Petersburg’s Saturday Morning 
Market is known as the largest farmer’s 
market in the Southeast. More than 
170 vendors rotate through 135 spots, 
offering fresh fruit and vegetables, 
fresh-made crepes, homemade sauces, 
baked goods, artisan crafts, and more, 
from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m. The market is 
located from October through May in 
the parking lot of Al Lang Stadium, 
101 1st. St. SE, St. Petersburg, 727-455-
4921. During the summer, June to July, 
a smaller market shifts to Williams 
Park to take advantage of the shade.

As we mentioned, the region is 
home to numerous museums, and St. 
Petersburg wins the tally. Downtown 
St. Petersburg right on the water 
offers the Salvador Dali Museum, the 
Museum of Fine Arts, and the Chihuly 

Collection at the Morean Arts Center. 
Dale Chihuly’s glass art pieces are 
something to behold if you have never 
seen them. Downtown St. Pete also 
offers a powerful Florida Holocaust 
Museum.

Perhaps one of the more unusual 
party experiences you will find is 
PedalPub St. Petersburg. Groups of 
6 to 16 adults get some light exercise 
and fresh air while peddling through 
interesting parts of the city on a 
big Dutch-made bike. Billed as the 
“Original Party Bike™” and the “Bike 
with the Barrel!®,” this traveling party 
is allowed to bring their own ice, beer 
and wine for two hours of singing, 
drinking and having a good time. A 
friendly pilot guides the tour through 
the city, making up to three stops at 
local breweries and bars along the way.

PIER 60 CLEARWATER

Numerous St. Petersburg theaters accommodate audiences of all 
sizes for productions of all types, including famous touring acts, great 
local actors and out-of-the mainstream concerts. The sites include 
Mahaffey Theater, American Stage Theatre, Freefall Theatre, and 
State Theatre. 

Don’t miss Ft. De Soto Park if you want to experience the beach, 
fishing, picnicking, grills, camping, windsurfing and terrific birding. 
The largest park in the Pinellas County system, it is made up of five 
interconnected islands and is home to more than 328 species of birds. 
The location of Ft. De Soto is a perfect distance for several species 
of migrating birds that need to rest and refuel during long flights 
between north and south habitats. In addition, the beaches, dunes 
and lagoons serve as a nursery for numerous species that live there 
year-round or just over winter. Shore, wading and sea birds that can 
be seen at Ft. DeSoto include Roseate Spoonbills, Reddish Egrets, 
Tri-colored Herons, Laughing Gulls and White Pelicans, to name just 
a few. And you can even occasionally find Peregrine Falcons, Bald 
Eagles and Great-horned Owls. 3500 Pinellas Bayway S, Tierra Verde, 
727-582-2267.

The Ft. DeSoto Bird Sanctuary Project, a small section of the 7-mile 
beach protected through a joint effort of Pinellas County and the 
Suncoast Shorebird Partnership, has helped provide a haven for 
several imperiled species and the park become a world-renowned 
birding oasis.

Clearwater is all about Clearwater Beach, the number one thing to 
do, according to Trip Advisor. The white sand and warm, clear waters 
are clearly a substantial draw. Many boat tours for dolphin encounters 
or rentals are available to get visitors out on the water. Just south of 
the beach is Sand Key Park, a family beach that is a little less busy. 

Pier 60 at the entrance to the beach extends far into the water, and 
at night transforms into a marketplace for local artists to display 
their wares. A sunset celebration modeled after Key West’s popular 
Mallory Square festival provides a family friendly atmosphere nightly. 
Craftsmen, artists and entertainers generally perform two hours 
before and after sunset.

At the Clearwater Marine Aquarium, a nonprofit with the mission to 
Rescue, Rehab and Release, vacationers can meet Winter and Hope, 
two rescued bottle-nosed dolphins. Visitors can also get a fish-eye 
view of mangroves and seagrass, critical nursery habitat for juvenile 
fish, and watch live web cams. Staff provides effective care to sick or 
injured animals with the goal of returning them to their homes. 249
