The individual issuing department, bureau, office, or agency is considered the 

publisher of Government publications.
Words and figures enclosed in brackets [ ] in titles are given for information, 

but do not appear on the title pages of the publications cataloged. Place and 
printer are not given for publications printed at the United States Government 
Printing Office, Washington, D.C., or at Government departmental and field print-
ing plants. The dates given with Senate and House documents and reports are 
the dates on which they were ordered to be printed. Usually the printing promptly 
follows the ordering, but various causes sometimes make delays.

Under provisions of the Printing Act of January 12, 1895, all Government publi-
cations, except administrative and confidential (or restricted), are entered in the 
Monthly Catalog.

The L.C. card number appended to some of the entries is for those libraries 
ordering printed cards from the Library of Congress. The number at the extreme 
right of an entry indicates the classification of the publication in the Office of the 
Superintendent of Documents.

General Information
The Superintendent of Documents, Government Printing Office, Washington, 

D.C., is authorized by law to sell copies of Government publications. A 25 per-
cent discount is allowed to purchasers of 100 or more copies of a single publica-
tion mailed to one address. Bookdealers, buying for the purpose of resale, may 
receive the same discount regardless of quantity if the publications are mailed 
to their place of business. No discount is allowed when the publications are 
mailed to a third party unless in quantites of 100 or more.

PRICES

The prices of all U.S. Government publications sold by the Assistant Public 
Printer (Superintendent of Documents) are established by the Public Printer 
in accordance with Title 44 of the United States Code.

Prices are subject to change and the prices charged on your order will be 
those in effect at the time your order is processed. As it is not feasible to manu-
ally correct the prices in the publications affected by price changes, the prices 
charged on your order may differ from those printed in the publications.

Although the issuing agencies generally know about price changes, some agen-
cies inadvertently continue to publish announcements, order forms, and cata-
logs which contain erroneous prices. Frequently, the news media publish articles 
with erroneous or outdated prices.

PRICE LIST

There is no general price list of public documents, but numerous lists have 
been prepared on special subjects and these will be furnished, on application, 
by subject or subjects concerning which information is desired. It will also 
be noted that current publications which are for sale are listed in this catalog.

LIST OF SELECTED PUBLICATIONS

In addition to the subject bibliographies, the Office of the Superintendent of 
Documents issues a monthly list of Selected United States Government Publi-
cations for sale by the Superintendent of Documents. Each list contains annota-
tions and prices, and may be obtained free upon application to the Superintendent 
of Documents.

CONGRESSIONAL PUBLICATIONS

Subscription service has been implemented for the following groups of Con-
gressional publications: House and Senate Documents; House and Senate Hear-
ings ; House and Senate Reports on Public Bills; House and Senate Reports on 
Private Bills; Public Bills; Private Bills; Public Laws; and Private Laws. In 
most cases, single copies of publications in these groups of Congressional pub-
lications are not sold. Sales copies of a few of the more important ones are 
printed, and you will find the sales prices listed in the individual entries. The 
current subscription prices may be obtained from the Superintendent of 
Documents.

HOW TO ORDER PUBLICATIONS
Publications entered in this catalog that are for sale by the Superintendent of 

Documents are indicated by an asterisk (*) preceding the price. Those for sale 
by the National Technical Information Service are indicated by the sign (§) 
preceding the price. A black dot (•) indicates that the publication has been, or 
will be, sent to depository libraries. A plus sign (-J-) indicates that application 
should be made to the department, bureau, or agency issuing the document. A 
number sign (#) indicates that the document is printed for official use and is 
not obtainable. When additional information concerning the method of pro-
curing a document seems necessary, it will be found under the name of the bureau 
by which it was published.

In ordering a publication from the Superintendent of Documents, give the stock 
number (if available following the price), the name of the publishing department, 
bureau, or agency, the title, and the classification number which is added to the 
entry at the extreme right. Order Congressional documents and reports by the 
title, together with the document, or report number and the Congress, e.g., 
H. Doc. 1, 94th Congress.

Do not use the L.C. card number in ordering a publication from the Superin-
tendent of Documents.

HOW TO REMIT

Remittances for documents marked with an asterisk (*) should be made to the 
Superintendent of Documents, U.S. Government Printing Office, Washington, 
DC 20402, by coupon, postal money order, express order, or check. Publications 
cannot be mailed in advance of receipt of remittance. Foreign remittances should 
be made by international money order, payable to the Superintendent of Docu-
ments, or draft on an American bank. The Superintendent of Documents will 
also accept International Response Coupons and UNESCO coupons.

Foreign money, defaced, or smooth coins, will not he accepted. Do not send 
postage stamps.

Persons who make frequent purchases from the Superintendent of Documents 
may find a deposit account convenient. Deposits of $50.00 or more are accepted 
against which orders may be placed without making individual remittances or 
first obtaining quotations. Order blanks are furnished for this purpose. After 
the handling of the order has been completed, it will be returned showing the 
publications supplied, explanations regarding those not sent, and the amount of 
charge.

No charge is made for postage on documents forwarded to points in United 
States and its possessions. There is a special handling charge on all orders 
mailed to a foreign country (including Canada). The charge is one-fourth of the 
current selling price of publications and subscription services ordered. This is 
to cover the special handling required to comply with the customs and inter-
national mailing regulations.
