You know,
of course, that Osiris §s the patron saint'. n-Hoo and
that to his tenchings Is due the spirlt of good c..eer which
in g0 high & degreo characterizes the Order and which I
trust I8 radlated from the pages of The Bulletin. Accord-
Ing to an anclent historlan, Osirls was the first to teach
mankind “to charm thefr lefsure and to forget” His
motto seems to have been “Be happy and you will stay
good.” Which I8 a very good doctrine Indeed—Heaven
knows, it’s hard to he good when you are not happy!

As 1 was saylng, Osiris was the apostle ¢f optimism,
Centuries after his death the Hebrow poet sang, “A merry
heart doeth good like medicine, but & broken spirit drieth
up the hones.” No doubt that {dea had come down the
ages from Osiris—as you know, Moses was “taught all the

. learning of the Egyptians.” The longface type of re-

ligion came along later when people had ceased to live

.ln the open alr and had contracted dyspepsia and night-

mares,
That part of this month’s tront-page deslgn which looks
like the top of a gate or door represents the “Propylon.”
The Propylon was the great gateway erected in front of
the temple of Osirls. It was massive in proportion and
rich in seulptural design and ingeriptions. In shape it
was like the Pylons of the temple, from which it took its
name. It served as a kind of fntroduction to the temple,
and beyond it was sacred ground, From beneath its
portal, on account of its position, the temple in all its
glory was seen. Leading from it was the sacred way, bor-
dered on each side by the recumbent sphynx, Once a year,
when the earth In its cireuft around the sun had reached
a cerialn point in the ecliptie, the rays of the rising sun,
cutting across the desert, shone thi-ough the great Propy-
lon’ down the avenue of sphynx into and down through
the temple until it lighted up the place of the Mosat Holy

not replace the heart in the body, Pa:haps the “stony
heart” was supposed to have the power of restoring life

‘to the heart of the decensed on the day of resurrection, -

or it may have been the {dea to provide the body with an
artificlal heart to replace its original one which had, with
its life, returned to the gods who gave it. If you have
read-your Bible a8 closely as you should read it, you know

that the Jews were familier with this use of the scarab

to replace the heart after death. In the eleventh chapter
of Ezeklel this verse occurs: :“I will take the stony heart

out of their flesh, and give them a heart of flesh.” And -

the -Pealmist sang, “Create in me a new heart, O God."

. The “stony heart” scargbs -were specially ‘made for. the

purpose and are.of large size. Some of them contein in-
scriptions in' hieroglyphics which refer to a “new heart”

‘being supplied in exchange for the natural one when the

deceased came. to be “Justified” and -resurrection assured
by the act of this magleal substitute, '

It will \be seen, therefore, that the sacred beetlo slé-

nified “transformation” but it really expressed infinitely

- more than this—it meant “to create,” “to become.” It
© wag, infact, the Egyptlan way of writing the yorb “to be”
In-any language the verb “to be" is.the biggest thing . .

in that language. The “first person, present tense, in-
dicative mood” of the verb “to be” expresses an idea too
big to be grasped by the human mind—*I am.” We can

say it glibly enough, but none of us knows what it really

means—nobody understands it. In it i8 embraced the
whole mystery of being. A great sclentist said “I think,
Therefore, I am.” Somebody else hag said “I can, because

T am.”

I can understand that the “can” {s bounded and ecir-
cumferenced by the “am"—you can not do much unless
you are much! When the inspired writer would express
the jdsa of Infinite being, he says, “From everlasting to
everlasting, I am.” The Egyptlans knew the portentous

slenificance of the verb to be, but why did they express

it by the picture of a beetle?

The scarabee i3 a “lamellicorn beetle of the genus
scarab®us,” It hes been suggested that the sacred char-
acter attached to this ingect may have arisen from - the

habit of one of this specles of laying its eges in a small

pellet of dirt and ‘rolling it until it assumes the shape of
a ball. The creature can often be seen pushing its ball
before it and then burylng it In & bank of sand, After
a time the sun’s rays hatch out the eggs and the insects
seem to emerge allve out of the sand. The Egyptlans
may have supposed that the beetle had the power of re-
vivitying itself after death, and 1t was regarded as the
emblem of resurrection, It has also been remarked that
immediately after the iundation of the Nile hes sub-
sided, the land Is often found to possess as many beetles
88 before. The Egyptlans may have belleved that the
beetles had perpetual life, At any rate, the scarabmus was
consi¢ered by the Egyptlans as the sign of their religion,
much In the same way as the Cross became the symbol
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of Chrlstianlty. The. beetle t:ppears dn:all Egyptian: obe-

-, lisks, wall decorations, etc,, and:the. oval stones: (scarabs)
- were suspended to the neck and wrists and put among the
_wrappings of the mummy. Undoubtedly they were worn

and used’through life also, since many of them bear the

tho dead.

o ‘The anclent Egyplians were firm believers in a future
state, in which soul and body would be reunited, That
is why they embalmed the body—they were auxious to
preserve it for reunfon with the spirit. They surely must
have been mistaken in this, Anyhow, I have seen a mum-
my,’th,at is known to be three thousand years old. The
spirit might as well stay gone if it can.do. without the
-body that long. Besldes, we don't" see Nature “preserv-
ing” things—the one idea that Nature has is change, un-
ceasing change. Nothing I8 “kept”—and neither is any-
thing destroyed. Everything changes and s rearranged
and made up again. Herbert Spencer says, “The destruc-
tion of matter is unthinkable. - Decomposition is ‘recom:
positlon, and recomposition s resurrection,” ’

When the Egyptians preserved the’ body, they, there-
-fore, ‘delayed resurrection! .

~There I8 a fine collection of scarabs in the museum at
(Cairo, Bgypt. "They were found In- the tombs of some
princesses - whose - sepulchres bad. escaped discovery by
thieves for four thousand years. ‘These treasures were
found by the official authorfties of the Egyptian Depart-
ment of Antiquities, It fs sald that these scarabs are of
exquisite workmanship. In- the tombs were also found
valuable jewels, There s & collection of scarabs fn the
British Museum, and many private collectors have hand:
some specimens of these strange amulets,
