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1.  What confuses Juno as she looks down on Argos?
A.  The night is bright.
B.  Birds have taken flight.
C.  Clouds make the day dark as night.

D. Rivers are running backward.

Correct Response: C. Ovid writes that Juno wondered at the fact that the clouds made it appear like night
underneath the bright light of day (et noctis ... die; lines 602—-603). In the passage it was not night (A), and there

was no mention of birds flying (volucres refers to the "swift" clouds, not to birds) (B) or of rivers running
backward (D).
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2. Why does Jupiter lie to Juno?
A.  He does not want Juno to ask about the cow.
B.  He wants the cow buried in the earth.
C.  He wants to give Juno the gift of the cow.

D. He does not want to return the cow to Inachus.

Correct Response: A. Jupiter does not want Juno to ask about the cow (ut auctor désinat inquirt, lines 615-616).
He does not want to give Juno the cow (C) and is wondering how to avoid it (quid faciat?; line 617). He does not
want the cow buried in the earth (B), as it is his beloved lo, daughter of Inachus, and there is no mention of giving
her back to Inachus (D).
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3. Inlines 605-609, Juno takes actions in preparation for doing which of the following?
A.  hiding from her hushand
B.  looking for her husband
C.  stealing something from her husband

D.  making something for her husband

Correct Response: B. In lines 605-609, Juno is preparing to look for her husband (suus coniiinx ubi sit
circumspicit; line 605) by getting rid of the clouds (nebulasque recedere iussit; line 609). She does not hide from

him (A), steal from him (C), or make something for him (D). She only wants to find him and find out what he is
doing.

4.  From lines 617-618 (criudele suos addicere amorés, non dare suspectum est), the reader can best
conclude that:

A.  Jupiter is afraid of Juno, yet in love with lo.
B.  Jupiter loves lo and will not let Juno come between them.
C.  Juno feels sorry for lo and wants her to be happy.

D.  Juno has no idea who lo is and believes the cow was always a cow.

Correct Response: A. Jupiter is afraid that Juno will be suspicious if he does not give her his beloved lo, but he
feels it is cruel to give her up. Jupiter is trying to decide whether to let Juno come between them (quid faciat?;
line 617) (B). We are not told anything about Juno's feelings for lo (C), but she is very suspicious about the cow
and asks where it came from (et cuius et unde quove sit armento ... quaerit; lines 613-614) (D).
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5. Which of the following is the best literal translation of the phrase inque nitentem Inachidos vultiis
miitaverat ille iuvencam (lines 610-611)?

A.  and the features of the daughter of Inachus were changed into a gleaming cow
B.  and the daughter of Inachus had changed her features into those of a gleaming cow
C. and he had changed the features of the daughter of Inachus into a gleaming cow

D. and he had changed the appearance of that cow on the gleaming daughter of Inachus

Correct Response: C. This is the best translation because Jupiter—not the daughter of Inachus—is the subject of
mitaverat (B), and the verb is active, not passive (A). The pronoun ille is nominative, referring to Jupiter, and
does not modify iuvencam, which is accusative, not genitive (D).
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6.  The first four feet of line 611 are scanned:
A.  dactyl spondee spondee dactyl.
B.  spondee dactyl spondee dactyl.
C.  spondee spondee dactyl dactyl.

D. dactyl dactyl spondee spondee.

Correct Response: A. The first four feet of line 611 scan as Indchi/dos vil/tiis mii/tavérdat, i.e., dactyl spondee
spondee dactyl. The first foot is a dactyl, not a spondee (B and C), and the second foot is a spondee, not a dactyl

(D).
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Read the passage below; then answer the five questions that follow.
Ambassadors are sent to Caesar.

7. Inthe phrase obsidés datiiros quaeque imperasset sésé factiras polliciti sunt (lines 2-3), the British
ambassadors:

A. demand that Caesar lift the siege.
B.  promise to lift the siege for Caesar.
C.  promise to do what Caesar ordered.

D. demand that Caesar give hostages.

Correct Response: C. The phrase quaeque imperasset sésé factiros pollicitt sunt translates as "and they
promised that they would do what he had ordered." There is no mention of lifting a siege (A and B) (obsideés
translates as "the hostages"; obsidiones would be "sieges™) and they are promising to give (datiiros) the hostages,
not demanding them (D).
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8. Which of the following best states the main idea of lines 7-9 (In petendd pace eius ret culpam in
multitidinem contulérunt et propter impriidentiam ut ignoscerétur petiverunt)?

A.  The Britons asked for forgiveness for their previous actions.
B.  The Romans thought that peace would be too difficult to achieve.
C.  The battle had gone badly for the Romans due to poor planning.

D. The Britons had been unaware of the Roman attack.

Correct Response: A. The phrase ut ignoscerétur petiverunt translates as "they asked to be forgiven." There is no
indication that they think peace will be difficult to achieve (B); the battle did not go badly for the Romans—in
fact, the enemy were conquered (Hostes proelio superatt, line 1) (C); and the Britons were well aware of the
attack (D).
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9.  Lines 3-7 establish that which of the following events has already occurred?
A.  Caesar has disembarked.
B.  The Britons have arrested Commius.
C.  Caesar has given a speech to the Britons.

D. Commius has led a delegation to Caesar.

Correct Response: B. Caesar states that "they had arrested him after he left the ship" (Hunc illi é navi égressum,
... comprehenderant; lines 5-6). Caesar was not on the ship (A). Commius is the one who was giving a speech
when he was arrested (Caesaris mandata deferret) (C), and he was returned as a hostage, not leading a delegation

(D).
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10.  Which of the following is the best summary of line 11 (ignoscere ... imperavit)?
A.  He ordered his men to ignore the British appeal.
B.  He ordered the hostages to depart.
C.  He said that he forgave the Britons.

D. He said that he did not know about the hostages.

Correct Response: C. The phrase ignascere impridentiae dixit obsidésque imperavit in line 11 translates as "he
said that he would ignore their foolishness and he demanded hostages.” He did not order his men to ignore the
British (A), order the hostages to depart (B), or say he did not know about them (D).
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11.  The word i/l7 (line 12) refers to:
A.  the Romans.
B.  obsideés.
C.  the Britons.

D. impridentiae.

Correct Response: C. In line 12, the word i//f (nominative masculine plural) refers to the Britons who are doing
the negotiating—and in this case, responding to Caesar's demand for the hostages by immediately giving part of
the requested lot (quorum illi partem statim dedérunt). The word i/l does not refer to the Romans (A) with whom
they are negotiating, nor does it refer to the hostages (B), who are the object of the negotiation but not taking part

in the negotiation. The Britons' irresponsibility (D), forgiven by Caesar according to the previous phrase, is not an
issue here.
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Read the passage below; then answer the eight questions that follow.
Horace writes about the defeat of Antony and Cleopatra by Octavian.

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12.  The final three lines of the poem suggest that Cleopatra would rather die than:

D. meet with Octavian.

Correct Response: B. According to the poem, Cleopatra does not want to be "led in a proud triumph" (dedici
superbo ... triumpho) as a "humble woman" (humilis mulier). She knows that she has been defeated (A), and for
that reason has determined to die. Neither her crown (C) nor Octavian (D) is mentioned or suggested.
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13.  Inlines 16-20, the simile suggests that:
A. Cleopatra is prey.
B.  Caesar cannot catch Cleopatra.
C. Cleopatra is chasing Caesar.

D.  Caesaris in a ship chasing Cleopatra.

Correct Response: A. Lines 16-20 describe the scene of hunters after prey, likening Cleopatra to "doves or a
hare" (columbas aut leporem) being hunted by a hawk (accipiter) or a hunter (venator), respectively. The lines do
not describe Caesar's inability to capture Cleopatra (B) or Cleopatra chasing Caesar (C). Caesar is in a ship
chasing Cleopatra, but the simile suggests that he is like a hunter or a hawk (D).
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14. What point is Horace making in this passage?
A.  Cleopatra was unfairly attacked and beaten.
B.  Cleopatra was an opponent worthy of Octavian.
C. Cleopatra could have beaten Octavian with a little more time.

D. Cleopatra should have been brave enough to face her fate in Rome.

Correct Response: B. This poem describes Cleopatra as a brave, bold opponent, planning to die on her own
terms. Words used to describe her include generasius ("more nobly"; line 21), fortis ("strong" or "brave", line 26),
and ferocior ("more fierce"; line 29). There is no suggestion that the battle was unfair (A) or that she just needed a
bit more time (C). The poem suggests that she was brave and fierce to refuse to be taken to Rome in triumph (D).
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15.  Which of the following is the best summary of the phrase déliberata morte ferocior (line 29)?
A.  she became more daring, having consulted death
B.  she became fiercer after she decided on death
C.  she recognized and welcomed a fiercer death

D. having become fiercer, she considered death

Correct Response: B. The phrase déliberata morte ferocior translates as "more fierce once death had been
resolved upon" and is referring to Cleopatra. It does not suggest that she consulted death (A), or that her death
would be fierce (C). The perfect tense of the participle déliberata shows that her decision to die precedes her
becoming more fierce (D).
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16. Inline 32, non humilis mulier is an example of:
A. litotes.
B.  asyndeton.
C. anaphora.

D. chiasmus.

Correct Response: A. The phrase non humilis mulier is an example of litotes, using the phrase "not humble™ as
the equivalent of "proud."” It does not include a list without connecting conjunctions (B), nor join multiple phrases
or clauses with a repeated word (C), nor use ABBA word order (D).

17.  Which of the following subjunctive constructions is found in the phrase daret ut catéenis (line 20)?
A. result clause
B. purpose clause
C. hortatory subjunctive

D. deliberative subjunctive

Correct Response: B. Caesar is pursuing Cleopatra with the purpose of putting her in chains (daret ut catenis).
This clause is not a result (A), an exhortation (C), or a rhetorical question (D).
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18.  The English word illusion comes from the Latin word meaning to:

A.  see.

B.  pretend.
C. dream.
D. play.

Correct Response: D. The Latin word /izdé means "to play,” and its fourth principal part is /izsum, from which
the English word illusion (something that deceives, or plays with the mind) is derived. The Latin words most
commonly associated with the English words "to see," "to pretend," and "to dream" would be video (fourth
principal part visum) (A), simulé (fourth principal part simulatum) (B), and somnio (fourth principal part
somniatum) (C), respectively.
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19. In both the Greek and Roman worlds, which of the following literary forms best lent itself to personal
expression?

A.  tragicomedy
B.  epic poetry
C.  philosophy

D.  lyric poetry

Correct Response: D. Lyric poetry is a type of poetry expressing personal emotions or feelings. Tragicomedy
(A) is a genre that blends aspects of both tragic and comic forms. Epic poetry (B) is a long narrative poem with a
lofty subject, and philosophy (C) is an investigation into the nature of reality.
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Read the passage below; then answer the six questions that follow.

Cicero reminds Catiline of great men who were put to death by the Roman senate.

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20.  According to the passage, why was Gaius Gracchus put to death?
A.  He had lied about his noble ancestry.
B.  Heand his colleague had corrupted the youth.
C.  He was suspected of rebellion.

D.  He had published scandalous books.

Correct Response: C. Cicero states that Gaius Gracchus was put to death "on account of certain suspicions of
rebellions" (propter quasdam seditionum suspiciones; line 3). Gracchus was put to death in spite of his noble
ancestry (A). There is no mention of him corrupting youth (B) or publishing scandalous books (D).
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21.  With the phrase nox niilla intercessit (line 2) what does Cicero emphasize about the consul's actions?
A.  They were swift.
B.  They were public.
C.  They were secret.

D.  They were thoughtful.

Correct Response: A. The phrase nox niilla intercessit translates as "no night came between," i.e., the consul
responded swiftly. There is no mention of being public (B), secret (C), or thoughtful (D).
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22.  What does Cicero describe in lines 1-2 (Décrévit quondam sendatus uti L. Opimius consul vidéret né quid
rés publica détrimenti caperet)?

A. the election of a consul
B.  the expulsion of a consul
C. adisease of the state

D. adecree passed by the senate

Correct Response: D. In lines 1-2, Cicero describes how "the senate decreed once that the consul L. Opimius
should see to it that the republic suffer no harm™ (Decrevit quondam senatus uti L. Opimius consul videéret né quid
rés publica détrimenti caperet). The consul was not being elected (A) or expelled (B), and there is no mention of
a disease (C).
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23.  Which of the following is the best translation for the phrase ad confirmandam auddaciam (line 9)?
A.  to boldness that has been strengthened
B.  to strengthen boldness
C.  Dboldness that must be strengthened

D. the strengthening of boldness

Correct Response: B. The word ad is added before a gerundive to express purpose; thus, the phrase ad
confirmandam audaciam translates as "to strengthen [your] boldness" or "to reinforce [your] recklessness.” The
word confirmandam is not a perfect participle (A) and is not accompanied by a form of esse to create a passive
periphrastic construction (C); however, it is a gerundive accompanied by ad and therefore its translation must
convey a sense of purpose (D).
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24.  To what does Cicero compare the senatiis consultum in lines 5-8?
A. abook
B. asword
C. awoman

D. ahiding place

Correct Response: B. Cicero compares the senate's decree (senatiis consultum) to a sword in a sheath; the phrase
tamquam in vagina reconditum translates as "just as if hidden in a sheath.” The senate decree is not being
compared to a book (A), a woman (C), or a hiding place (D), but since it exists only in the records (tabulis) and
has not been acted upon, it is like a sword growing dull in its sheath.
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25.  Which of the following would be an appropriate replacement for zorum (line 6)?
A.  senatii
B.  senatus
C.  senatis

D. sendatum

Correct Response: C. The phrase aciem harum auctaritatis translates as "the sharp edge of the authority of these
[men]," i.e., of the senate; thus, the word seratis, which is genitive, could be substituted for the genitive (plural)
horum. The word senati (A) is ablative, senatus (B) is nominative, and senarum (D) is accusative.
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Read the passage below; then answer the four questions that follow.

Correct Response: A. The phrase non ulldas percipit auras translates literally to "he did not catch any air." The
phrase does not include any words for "only" (B), "but" (C), or "either ... or" (D).

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27.  Inline 228, metonymy allows remigio to be translated as which of the following?

Correct Response: C. Metonymy is the use of a single feature of an object to represent the entire object or a
related object. Here Ovid is using the word rémigio (literally, "oarage™) after describing how the sun's warmth has
ruined the homemade wings of Icarus: niidos quatit ille lacertos rémigioque caréns ("deprived of oarage, he
shakes his bare arms") in an effort to "grasp" the air. Clearly, the word for oars is being used to mean "wings" in
this context. Without wings he cannot grasp any air, as a rower without oarage would grasp no water. Icarus has
not lost an arm (A) or a branch (B) or a paddle (D), nor would any of these be used to grasp air.
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28.  The synchysis in lines 229-230 is used to suggest:
A.  the sound of the shouts of the boy.
B.  the action of being taken by the water.
C. that the father could no longer see the boy.

D. that the water would be named after the boy.

Correct Response: B. Synchysis is the use of an interlocked word order, often ABAB in Latin verse. Here the
synchysis suggests the action of the water by scattering words like caerulea and aqua throughout the sentence.
Though Icarus's mouth is calling the name of his father, everything is being swallowed up by this dark blue water,
just as the words for "mouths crying out the name of his father" are being enclosed between the words for "dark
blue" (caerulea) and "water" (agua). The sounds themselves (A) are not represented by the synchysis; that the
father cannot see him (C) and the name of the sea (D) are likewise not aspects of this phrase.
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29.  Which of the following is the grammatical subject of mollit (line 226)?

A. sun
B. wax
C. route

D. nearness

Correct Response: D. The phrase vicinia solis mollit translates literally as "the nearness of the sun softens."”
Thus, the subject is the "nearness," not the sun (A), the wax (B), or the route (C).

A.  The Germans trade with the Gauls.
B.  The Gauls no longer wage war on the Germans.

D.  The Germans live in much the same way as the Gauls.

Correct Response: C. The beginning of the passage states that "There was a time before, when the Gauls
surpassed the Germans in valor” (4c fuit anted tempus, cum Germanos Gallt virtite superarent). Caesar goes on
to say that the Gauls do not compare themselves in valor with the Germans after being defeated in many battles,
but the main idea is not that they no longer wage war (B). Nor is there any focus on trade between the Germans
and Gauls (A). While it's true that the Germans live similarly to the Gauls (D), the word autem ("but" / "on the
other hand") in line 10 shows that the focus of the passage is on how the Gauls and Germans are different.
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31.  According to Caesar, the Volcae Tectosages were by origin:

A.  Greek.
B. Gallic.
C. Roman.
D. German.

Correct Response: B. Lines 1-3 describe the Gauls sending colonies across the Rhine, and the Volcae
Tectosages moving into the Hercynian Forest are an example of this. The passage mentions that the Greeks knew
of the place, not that they lived there (A). There is no suggestion that the people were either Roman (C) or
German (D).
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32.  Inthis passage, Caesar suggests that the Volcae Tectosages had a reputation for:
A. food and dress.
B.  luxury and civilization.
C.  justice and military fame.

D. poverty and endurance.

Correct Response: C. The passage states that "the race has the highest reputation for justice and military fame"
(géns ... summamque habet iiistitiae et bellicae laudis opinionem; lines 6-8). The passage does mention their food
and dress (A) and says they have access to luxury (B) and have experienced poverty (D), but not that they had a
reputation for any of these.
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33.  Which of the following is the best translation of the clause né sé quidem ipst cum illis comparant

(line 12)?

A.  They no longer compare themselves to the Germans.

B.  They themselves do not even compare themselves to them.
C.  They are no longer any match for the Gauls.

D. They themselves are not any match for what they once were.

Correct Response: B. "They themselves (ipsi) do not even (quidem) compare themselves to them (cum illis)" is
the literal translation of the Latin clause. Each of the other translations (A, C, and D) is more of a paraphrase.
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34.  According to the passage, the area around the Hercynian forest was considered to be:
A.  overpopulated.
B.  the most fruitful.
C.  verydifficult to traverse.

D. insufficient for the Germans' needs.

Correct Response: B. In line 3, Caesar uses the word fertilissima (""most fruitful) to describe the regions around
the Hercynian forest. The passage does not say that it is overpopulated (A), difficult to traverse (C), or insufficient
for the Germans' needs (D).
