On May 1, 1971 the Sarasota Philatelic Club introduced two
new features for Club mailings.

In addition to the Mailer's Precancel Postmark Permit, the
6c stamp bears a perfin (perforated design) cancelation. The
reverse side of a coil pair is reproduced here
to show the perfin. Dietrich Riemer, the Club
president, was responsible for the perfin
design, as well as for the Mailer's Precancel
Postmark and the special cachet used on the
February 22 mailing.

The return-address cachet on the envelope, shown at the lower
left, carries not only the usual necessary information but zalso
a reproduction of the United States Circus stamp (Scott No. 1309)
which so aptly characterizes Sarasota. Mrs. Dietrich Riemer was
responsible for both the design and the art work on the cachet.

Notes and letters. . . .

Jacob Kisner (#2168) writes:

William Turney asks about the items that you have illustrated in
TBP, October 1988, pp 185-6. The majority of the 14 stamps he
shows have reveme cancels, and undoubtedly were used on mining
documents. The first two rows, all with "USED" perfin, came off
such documents without doubt, as this was the usual cancellation
punch used by the mining offices. The "TEN POUNDS" stamp which
Bill indicates is canceled "GWEL-" is probably "GWER-" for GWERU,
a gold mining town about 90 miles from Bulawyo. The usual revenue
cancellations were "MINES OFFICE" and "MINES DEP v The
written initials on the two stamps in the bottam row are simply
pen cancellations, a form of revenue cancellation used by the
smaller mining companies.

At one time, I had a small quantity of the mining documents with
British South Africa revenues.

Member Louis Wolff (#1973) sent this Interocean Export cover along for
an identification of the user. The catalog carries this listing as
pattern T119, "T(&)(C(0))" (i.e., T&Co).

I am unable to recognize any relationship between the initials of
pattern T119 and the initials of the Interocean Export Corporation.
Perhaps the perforator was already there fram a firm that had been
taken over or perhaps it simply was a stamp supplied by some client
other than the addressee.

POLITTICAIL. TIMES

One of the well known stories of perfins concerns the politician
who was caught using the city of Chicago's postage to send out

his campaign materials. The illegal wuse of the "I/WILL"
patterns TI116-119 is one of the examples that members know
about. Here 1is one that may also fall into that category.

Please note the corner card of the Republican National Committee
in New York City. The six cent stamp covered a double rate on
August 3, 1944. But, the perfin is not that of the Republican
National Committee, it is instead pattern W142A used by the
Westeérn Newspaper Union, Chicago, IL. The combination seems to
add up to a stop Roosevelt movement in favor of the
Dewey-Bricker ticket. It may have helped since there loss was by
the smallest margin of any of FDRs opponents. Even then,
Dewey-Bricker were swept aside rather than just beaten.

WHEN USER AND PERFIN DO NOT MATCH
Harry Rickard, 1887 RAltozano Drive, El1 Cajon, CA 92020

It was a common practice at one time, to include a postage stamp for
an inquiry sent to an out of town firm. Today, we usually disregard

this courtesy or included a metered envelope or self addressed
envelope (SASE).

Previously, when a firm received mail a receiving clerk opened the
mail, assigned the letter toc the appropriate person, and put the
unused stamps in the postage drawer. When perfins were in vogue,

many of the "stamps enclosed"” were perforated with the sending
company's pattern.

As letters were answered any of the stamps in the mail clerks drawer
could be used on the envelope and the result. *to us, iz a batch of
incorrect identificaticne. ] :

As previous covers have shown, General Electric acquired a number of
smaller companies along the way. This method of expansion was less
expensive than building new factories and also served the dual
purpose of reducing competition.

Member Louis Wolff's cover, illustrated here, carries a perfin that
has no relationship with the GE pattern. It is catalog number N68
with the initials "NEM/Co". The user is unidentified in the current
U.S. CcCatalog. It is possible that the stamp was received with an
inquiry and came to be used on other correspondence. An other
possibility is that "NEM" was taken over and the perforator on hand
continued to be used. Could NEM stand for N-—-—--- Electrical
Manufactures? Perhaps we will never know.

Built for the defense of the country in 1797, the frigate was nicknamed
"0ld Ironsides" because of the strength of her cak hull. Undefeated in
battles with the British during the War of 1812 the ship is now
preserved as a symbol of the past.

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ship at the Beston Navy Yard. This superstructure was later removed
when the frigate was restored to its former state. The frigate is "end
for ended" (i.e., turned around) periodically to even out the
weathering on its standing and running rigging. Its sister ship, the
U.S.F. Constellation is now in Baltimore, Maryland.

Looking at the inscription on the upper right portion of the back of

the card is samething I did not expect to see. It says, "McPhail Piano
Co., Boston."

One could assume that Houck Piano Co. also owned the McPhail Piano firm

as the card was mailed from Memphis, TN and it carries the "OKH"
perfin.

Consider the town size at that time when mail carried only the name and
city. No doubt there was no delivery service, only post office pickup.

Apparently, someone has acquired this device and has placed it into service.
Mr. Marsh submitted several examples of this patten punched on the Domestic E
stamp and the 3¢ Paul Dudley White regular issue. With one exception, these
were all splits. If anyone out there has any information on this pattern,
please write to the editor.

Our Foreign Catalog Editor, Bob Schwerdt, provided the next question:

When Al Bartleson was still collecting perfins some 25 years ago, an article
appeared in Stamp Wholesaler, May 25, 1962, by S. Orr entitled "Alfred
Bartleson, 'Perfins Specialist'" 1In the article, Orr states that Bartleson was
very proud of a perfin provided by Herman "Pat" Herst: U.S. #70, 24¢ red lilac
with a "J.B" perfin.

I have never seen this item appear on a list of the pre-1908 items, Columbians
and others. From all indications #70 is probably the earliest U.S. stamp with
a perfin, though undoubtedly punched at time when perfins were authorized.
Perhaps some member who knew Al can provide facts about this stamp. And
perhaps the present owner would be willing to share his prize with the
membership in the Bulletin by photocopying the front and back.

Perhaps Al gave this stamp to a collector (or sold it) before he willed his
collection to the Club. At any rate, there may be an interesting story herein.

MORE ON TROPHY BRAND PERFIN
Harry Rickard (#1802), 1887 Altozano Drive, El Cajon, CA 92020

When I wrote the "TROPHY BRAND NUTS PERFIN" article (See TPB, November/December
1988, p. 189), I had forgottemn that former Bulletin Editor, Floyd Walker, had
been one of the owners of this device. However, several members wrote to bring
me up to date on the device. The following is a reconstruction of the
perforators location based upon those letters.

The machine had been in the hands of Bob Murrin for at least two years. Bob has
his own perforator pattern and he was commissioned to sell the trophy device by
the Trophy firm. The price was $100. When no one would take it off of his
hands at that price, Bob returned the device to the original owners. Some time
later, Floyd Walker acquired the device as reported by Bill Donle's
contribution in the January 1989 issue (TPB, January 1989, p. 7).

Since then, I have heard from member J. C Johnson (LM- 28) of Calgary, Alberta,
Canada. He also provided the punched outline shown below.

He reports that he is the present owner of the device and acquired it though the
?erfins Club. He has been unable to find any serial or manufactures
identification on this 5% pound machine. The missing pin at the bottom is still
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in place, but it is broken in half. The base of the pattern has one blind hole
as the pin only punches enough to show that it still exists. The other missing
pin is on the upper left side.

The left two patterns were punched as a single sheet. The Right two are the top
of four sheets. This shows that all of the pins are not set to the same depth.

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Two of the CL perfins present little difficulty. They are illustrated as types
3 and 4. Type 3, in use during the 1920s and 1930s, is the largest and has a
period between the letters. Type 4, in use during the 1950s has the fewest
number of holes. Both of these types probably replaced type 2 at the Monte
Carlo Credit Lyonnais agency.

Mr. Maier is hopeful that members can help him solve a problems with types 1 and
2. Both designs are similar except for a missing hole and for the arrangement
of the holes in the upright of the "L" of type 2. It is Maier's contention that
there were two perforators in use in the early 20th century. Type 1 was used by
the agency at Place du Credit Lyonnais, Monte-Carlo Superier, France. Type 2
may have been first used at the Princesse Alice Avenue agency in Monte-Carlo,
Principality of Monaco. If any member has covers with legible cancels or blocks
and strips showing both types 1 and 2 together, we might be able to determine if
there actually were two agencies using perfins simultaneously, or if a multiple
perforator existed. Perhaps a member can offer evidence when the hole of the
"L" was lost, if indeed this was the case.

A photocopy of covers of types 3 and 4 would be useful in order to establish
earliest and latest usage. Mr. Maier would also be pleased to receive a good
photocopy of "S&C-°-" perfin on Monaco's postal and fiscal issues.

Whatever information can be gathered from members about these perfins and any
other Monegasque perfins will be incorporated into an article concerning all
Monaco perfins that Mr. Maier is preparing for a Monegasque magazine. A copy of
this will eventually be published in the Bulletin or placed in our Library.
Please send information either to Mr. Maier or Bob Schwerdt who will forward the
material.

THE RAILWAY PERFINS OF IRELAND
By Norah K. Wright

There is always a fascination about railways which arouses one's philatelic
instinct to collect postmarks, T.P.O.s, R.P.O.s and covers. When collecting
perfins it seems the natural thing to make a study of this branch of perfin
collecting.

The Irish railways are particularly interesting as one has many years of
collecting Irish perfins, first on U.K. stamps used in Ireland. In 1916 the
turbulence of the country during the rebellion period can be see as one finds
the skeleton handstamp on King George V stamps with the GS/WR perfin. History
takes us to another interesting period, that is the Irish overprinted stamps
bearing railway companies perfins. We pass on then to railway perfins on the
first Irish definitive issue and all the commemoratives that followed. Here
again history raises her head as during World Ear II years the G.S.R Railway
used what can only be termed as a provisional die.

Not all our railways used perfins. The following is a list of all the railways
known to have used then.

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The discovery of this Sloper manufactured perforating machine, which was brought
to light last year by Michael Richards, Editor of Irish Philately, is a most

interesting discovery and had not been previously recorded. The machine

originally came from the old Broadstone Station in Dublin. The machine
perforates two stanmps at a time and is perfect working order, having all pins
intact. There are minor differences between DIE 5 and DIE 6. The most

interesting point 1is that these dies have never been reported on stamps and one
wonders if this machine was ever put into operation.

This catalog, privately produced by a frequent contributor to these pages, lists
all of the known perfins of Portugal, its cclonies and possessions. The entries
utilize what is claimed to be the standard form of the Perfin Society (UK) and
the Perfins Club (USA). Unfortunately, these two organizations have seen fit to
follow their individual paths with regards to the numbering of holes and even
worse the Perfins Club has discontinued the practice of providing measurements
in its U.S. Catalog under the mistaken notion that Catalog illustrations are to
the correct size. This notion disregards the shrinkage of paper as it drys and
its expansion as it warms up and absorbs moisture. Even worse, the Perfins
Society current emission -- Great Britain Perfins, A Catalog of; which is being
releasad a section or so at a time with no apparent schedule -- has chosen to
merely illustrate the perfins in a fuzzy reproduction on absorbent paper
leaving the collector to fend for themselves. Hence, we have Mr. Everett to

thank for the restoration of some semblance of appropriate taxonomy to perfin
collecting.

However, this review is intended to convey my impression of the Catalogue at
hand. The forematter, including a letter by the author/editor includes a useful
list of perfin collecting societies, a thankfully brief description of how
Portugal came to issue perfins, and a call to provide corrections and additional
information. This is followed by acknowledgement of assistance received, a
bibliography, and a copy of Circular No. 13 of the General Directorship of

Posts, Telegraphs & Lighthouses. This circular, issued in 1884, was the
initial Portuguese authorization permitting the marking of postage stamps "...
by means of perforation." An English translation is provided.

The main entries consist of the perforation size (mm) and
the number of holes ampersands types in the Perfins Society
manner are provided. The descriptive entries provide
information relating to authorization and usage dates, the
users identification, cities of usage and a description of
the firms business. 0f course, since these data are
collected at a distance, in both time and space, there is
ample room for the collector/researcher to fill in the
gaps. The perfin is illustrated on the right hand side of
the catalog pages. Entries (i.e., catalog numbers) are
sequential. This 1leads to "C.A." Number 53 following
closely on the heels of Number 52, "B.U.". This is
initially disconcerting, and perhaps will be even more so
upon the discovery of a "new" perfins which will need to be
fitted in between two existing numbers. As noted, Catalog
entries are on right hand pages and the accompanying left
hand pages contain illustrations of identifying covers.

A total of 228 different perfin dies are illustrated. Numbers 220 through 227
represent a set of punches and "different" patterns including two single hole
patterns.
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The catalogue, as noted by the author/editor, does not pretend to be an album.
It is intended to be used as a catalog and this is refreshing. There is no way
in which the research may be faulted as Mr. Everett has produced the definitive
Portuguese Perfins catalog.

The catalog was typed on what appears to be a manual typewriter. The author's
practice of using an upper case letter "I" in place of the number "1" is
disconcerting until one recognizes that I7-06-I906 is intended to represent June
6, 1906. Reproduction seems to have been by a photocopy process. W¥hile this
leads to some appearance problems they are not of such magnitude as to hinder
the user. This will be a welcome addition to the library of collectors of
Portuguese perfins.

This is a cover that I ran across about 1980, in a box of junk in Sioux Falls,
SD. It was at a auction at the Coliseum held for the benefit of the Boy's Club
and all items had been donated. The hall was packed and the rules were:
"anything not sold goes directly to the city dump." I bough a box full of old
mail which was in terrible shape. I managed to salvage 14 picture photographs
of President Calvin Coolidge's 1927 visit to the State Game Lodge, picture
postcards showing Coolidge in many activities with Indians, and some
correspondence of Grace Coolidge. I also found this perfin cover from the South
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Dakota Department of Agriculture's Division of Game and Fish. The perfin is
"SD", pattern S99. Did it contain a State Fishing Permit for the President?

The wooden bushel is spilling out yellow corn and hence it does not reproduce
well. What makes this cover so interesting to me is that my brother, a friend
and I were at the Game Lodge in the Black Hills on a vacation the morning that
the Coolidges moved in for their summer vacation. A security guard kept what
few of us tourists were there at such a distance that we could not get a good
photograph. One of the picture post cards in the lot shows the Coolidge just
home from a fishing trip - President and Mrs. Coolidge, chow dog, car, fish and

a bucket. Wording on the card is, "Mrs. Coolidge inspecting the President's
fish catch."

A PUZZLE

Here is a little puzzle for our members. The post office did not approve the
use of perfins in the United States until May 1908. We list our oldest covers
several postmarked in June of that year. So -- what do I come up with but a
postal card that is pictured below. There is no question but that the date is
September 2, 1902 on the postmark. The perfin is found in the circle in the
date stamp it self. We might expect it to be on Mckinley's face, but there is
no such requirement for where a perfin may be found on a postal card.

According to the U.S. Catalog, this is our design #33, with a B rating, and no
identification is listed. Do any members have this design and what stamp are
they found upon? I would appreciate hearing from any and all members who might
have a copy of this design. The design on the card matches exactly with the one
in the catalog.

Jacob Kisner (#2168) reports that he has made a positive identification
for pattern W127 as used by the WESTINGHOUSE MACHINE COMPANY, 165
Broadway, New York, NY. He has a perfin with identifying corner card.
"Jack" also reports that he has also acquired a perfin with corner card
identifying the user of 179 as INGERSOLL-SERGEANT DRILL CO. of Easton,
PA. This apparently was a division of Ingersoll-Rand.

Since we do not have meetings with our members in any regular fashion
we can not know what members want without letters addressing their
concerns and questions. In the absence of meetings it is the
Bulletin that is the glue that binds our club together. In the 1970s
the Bulletin regularly ran questions from members. These were tossed
out to members who provided the answers that were provided in

subsequent issues. The ground rules are simple, send me your
gquestions, it will run in the Bulletin. If you have an answer to
someone's question, send it and it will appear in print. Instant
gratification, your name in print. Names will be withheld if

requested. To get us started, three questions and two answers. If you
have a better answer to questions 1 & 2 let: us know.

Question #1. From: Ms. Dorothy Cain (#2593) How do you mount and
catalog perfins?

Question #2. How do the ratings values work? People say that they do
not care about the front of the stamp, but how can an F or an E be of
the same value on an expensive stamp and on a common stamp? Where do
you get information on catalog value for the different stamp ratings?

Question #3. In British Catalogues, a hole count is provided, is
there any reason, why this is not done in the U.S. Catalogs?

Answer #1. With regard to the cataloging and mounting of perfins,
these are two separate subjects, so let us look at them individually.

Cataloging: Assuming that we are talking about U.S. perfins, the
reference is the Catalog of United States Perfins by Joseph J. and
Dorothy Balough published by The Perfins Club in 1979. This catalog,
published in loose leaf notebook form, has five supplements.
Basically, a perfin is identified by the initials (letters) , its use
of a number (e.g., 1/NAT and 27) or design (e.g., lighthouse, etc.). A
separate section is provided for Schermacks, in which the holes were
punched in a pattern rather than the usual letters, numbers or designs.
In looking at the catalog we must remember that it was produced in
1979, prior to the availability of computers, and that Dorothy Balough
typed every entry by hand. The main catalog entries consists of:
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1. Catalog Number: A letter (the first letter of a design) plus
a number assigned so that the perfins are arranged

alphabetically.
2. Design: Letters, numbers and designs corresponded to the

design on the perfin. The slash (/) used to indicate a
design with more than one line.

3. Height of Design: Designs are measured in millimeters and
the height of each letter or design is measured from the
center of the highest hole to the center of the lowest hole.
Design measurements are given to the nearest half or whole
number. Starting with the second additions and correction
pages to the U.S. Catalog, the U.S. Catalog Editor stopped
providing height of design measurements. It is my opinion
that this is an error as we have learned that the
illustrations in the catalog are not necessarily "true" to
size. Additionally, since the stamps and the catalog are
both paper we must expect shrinkage and expansion as a result
of temperature and humidity. 1 have requested that Douglas
Cutler, U.S. Catalog Editor provide these measurements.

4. Precancel: If the design is known precanceled then it is
denoted by the letters "PC".

5. Positive Identification: Used to indicate that positive
identification has been made.

6. Supplementary Information: lower case "x" used to indicate
that supplemental section should be consulted. There have

been several requests that these supplemental information be
included in the main catalog entries. This 1is the province
of the U.S. Catalog Editor and since there are valid
arguments for and against this arrangement, he will have to
make a decision when a new catalog is compiled.

T User: Company or firm name based upon the most current
information available.

8. Location: Name of the town and state as obtained from
postmarks, precancels and/or covers,

NOTE: Ratings are not included as a portion of the main entry, but
rather are provided under the illustration. The initial ratings have
been revised periodically in Additions and Corrections pages and in
Bulletin articles. However, because of the difficulty of members each
maintaining a consistent set of such ratings, Paul Mistretta a former
editor of the Bulletin has undertaken a project to produce a unified
set of ratings. I hope to be able to publish this unified rating list
in the near future.
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Mounting Perfins: In answering this question, I hunted through my old
Bulletins for an article with a title something like "Eleven Rules for
Perfin Collecting". Unfortunately, I was unable to locate this gem of
wisdom which ends with "11. Disregard the first ten rules." Now, I
know that does not answer your question; however, you should mount YOUR
PERFINS AS YOU SEE FIT. I have received letters decrying our use of
hinges on the front of stamps and suggesting that we use mounts. I
personally see nothing wrong with mounts, especially those with a
black background, but I don't use them. 1In general, we find that

0 Many collectors mount stamps over the illustrations in the
catalog. These perfins are mounted face down using hinges.
I personally do not mount my US perfins in the Catalog/Album.

My method is as follows. 1 have a set of notebooks filled with blank
pages (available from the sales department) that resemble the US album
pages. These pages are numbered to correspond to the US album pages.
On these pages I mount, face down, the best copy of a perfin which I
have managed to obtain.

Immediately following this page, I have a second page which is laid out
similar to the US album page but which does not use a black background.
(Such pages are also available from the perfins sales club, but I
produced my own prior to their availability.) These pages are numbered
the same as the preceding page with a following "R." On these pages,
I mount face up with hinges 2¢ red Washington stamps in the space which
corresponds to the album position of the perfin on the stamp.

Following these pages, I have a number of blank album pages (one for
each pattern ) on which I mount face up with hinges one example of
each issue on which I find a particular pattern.

Following these pages, I use blank pages to write up and mount perfin
covers. Consequently a single catalog page could require 62 pages,
were I so lucky as to have every pattern on more than two issues,
including a 2¢ red and on cover.

On the other hand, my Great Britain collection consists of 3x5 index
cards on which I have written up details of the stamp and perfin.
These are arraigned in chronological stamp order. However, I hasten to
add that the majority of that collection consists of envelopes, cigar
boxes, etc. at various states and stages of disarray.

I am sure that there are other methods of mounting and displaying
perfins and I hope that our members will jot down a description of
their methods and send them in so that we may share them.

Answer #2. How do the ratings values work? People say that they do
not care about the front of the stamp, but how can an F or an E be of
the same value on an expensive stamp and on a common stamp? Where do
you get information on catalog value for the different stamp ratings?
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First, and foremost it should be understood that the ratings system is
intended to be an indication of the scarcity of the perfin pattern and
not of the stamp. Fortunately, we have at least one member interested
in this problem and he has prepared an article, which will be published
shortly.

The Cain ratings, (i.e., A, B, C, etc.) are assigned by the U.S.
Catalog Editor as the result of survey sampling. The system has been
in use for over 21 years. The ratings are assigned as follows:

A ~ Rare Fewer than five copies are known.

B - Scarce Between 6 and 50 copies are known.

c - Difficult Found in collections of more than 2,400 different
patterns.

D - Average Found in collections of 1200 to 2400 patterns.

E - Common make up the bulk of smaller collections.

F - Very Common Found everywhere.

How do you set the price for a perfin using the above? Obviously, in
the best of all worlds you could buy all of your perfins at $20 or $30
per thousand without too much duplication. But it is not a perfect
world. I have a standing rule about perfins I will buy accumulations
for 3¢ each (complete patterns). If I am dealing with a perfin
collector or dealer, and buying stamps individually the price goes up.
F's are worth 3¢ each. E's about a nickel. D's then command 10-25¢, C's
about 50¢ up. B's are worth several dollars. A's are rare and will
rarely be found for less than $5.00. Now that is a private treaty
sale.

However, the truest test of a perfins worth is its auction price.
What a willing seller will take and a willing buyer will pay. In a
rough analysis of U.S. However, to an ordinary stamp collector a
perfin damages a stamp, hence one may be able to obtain a perfin on a
fairly high wvalue US stamp at a small percentage (10-20%) of catalog
value. If we consider a Perfins Club auction as ideal (i.e., willing
and informed buyers and willing and informed sellers) then we might
have some better idea of the worth of a perfin. In our most recent
auction #41 sales of single U.S. perfins averaged:

A's $4.59, B's $2.88, and C's $1.086.

Those are raw averages and did not consider either the stamp, its
condition, or the condition of the perfin. Here is a fertile field for
someone to tackle. The Bulletin will be happy to print articles on
this subject by members. Get out your pens, pencils and those auction
results.

The initial ratings have been revised periodically in Additions and
Corrections pages and in Bulletin articles. These corrections were
made as a result of surveys published in the Bulletin and responded to
in the our members. However, because of the difficulty of members each
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maintaining a consistent set of such ratings, Paul Mistretta a former
editor of the Bulletin has undertaken a project to produce a unified
set of ratings. I hope to be able to publish this unified rating list
in the near future. Because of the availability of Personal Computers,
this unified listing will be automated and it may be rapidly updated in
the future. I am considering several methods of producing this
"unified” ratings 1list as a U.S. Catalog supplement. Readers with
ideas and or suggestions are encouraged to write.

MORE ON CATALOGS - This edited letter submitted by H.T. Hagreen (#2528)
arrived shortly after the preceding question/answer sequence was
completed. Its appearance here is timely:

In December, 1 purchased a Catalog from the sales department, blithely
assuming that it would be a simple matter to match my 1000 perfin
patterns with the catalog and enter the appropriate album pages. Was I
ever wrong!!! So far, I have spent more hours than I care to count on
the job and have not yet finished. As a newcomer to the U.S. Catalog,
I thought it might be helpful to briefly relate the steps which I
thought necessary to permit me to use it intelligently.

1. Enter the information contained in the Appendix onto the catalog
page(s) concerned. It should be noted that the Appendix contains
notes on approximately 600 entries, nearly 10% of all entries., and the
need to be constantly referring to the notes is very inconvenient.

2. Enter into the catalog the corrections listed in the A&C pages.

3. Cut out and paste into the catalog the revised illustrations.

4. Mark, in the catalog, where additional patterns should appear.
This I did by placing a small red self-adhesive sticker on the
illustrations page, in the position that the additional pattern would
have appeared, had there been room for it, and noted above the sticker
the pattern number. Also, the appropriate information was written onto
the facing page.

5. Add an extra page following each page with red stickers. These
pages have the added patterns from the A&C pages pasted on to them. It
should be noted that after corrections to correction pages there are
429 additional patterns to add. These affect 168 pages of the catalog.
6. Check the Bulletins (and I only have those from February 1987) for
information which somehow did not appear in the A&C pages. (Only two
items).

7. Compare my collection, stamp by stamp, with the catalog
illustrations. Since I am an issue/position collector, this means that
as a beginner, I will find few duplicates.

8. The final (???) set, which to be frank is only a goal at this time
is to illustrate my collection with photo copies of all the additional
information that can be found in the Bulletin.

It may be of interest to mention my method of mounting as a worldwide
issue/position collector:
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Each pattern/position is illustrated by a photocopy of the back of the
stamp and stamps are mounted on faint ruled album pages, face-up with
hinges. (I cringe every time that I come across a stamp which has been
mounted face down by an other perfin collector. Why can't they use
mounts?)

Another subject was recently raised by U.S. Catalog Editor Doug Cutler

regarding cataloging "illegal" perfins. I can not see any valid
objection to the inclusion of US perfins which served legitimate
purpos of protection of a company's assets, whether they were uscy
exclusively on mail, revenues, or a combination of the two. Certainly

the catalog would be more informative if tue catalog were footnoted in
some way. It would make sense to add an appendix to the catalog
listing legitimate revenue cancels.

Jacob Kisner (#2168) reports seeing two interesting illustrations of
Copenhagen, Denmark electric utility documents with two tax stamps on
each documents (Pr@vnings Afgift) with perfins K.B. The illustrated
items on page 8 of the January 1989 issue of LUREN, publication of the
Scandinavian Philatelic Library of Southern Califorina at Los Angeles.
The Danish K.B. perfin is that of KOBENHAVNS BELYSNINGSVAESEN. The tax
stamps are described as uncommon.

SINGLE DIE PERFORATORS REVISITED

£

Harry Rickard (#1802), 1887 Altozano Drive, E1 Cajon, CA 92020

It appears that a goodly portion of early perforators were of the
single die variety. Most purchasers liked the price and not having any

prior eéxperience, they did not know what to expect during their tenure
of usage.

Pattern N175 was pictured in the U.S. Catalog for quite
a while before I noticed that the first leg of the N had

five holes, whereas the rest of the layout only had
four.

When a four hole first leg did turn up, the variety was
assigned catalog number N175A and the corrected one was
assigned catalog number 175. Now, another similar pattern has appeared
which has only minor differences. This is an indication that all three
varieties were from single die devices. Had a template been made, as

was done for multi-head machines, the five hole 1leg of the N would
never have appeared.

This new, although similar copy, was found by member Joseph Laura
(#1238). Note that one pin is missing. This is also the case with
N175. Practically all copies that have been found are incomplete
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copies. Catalog number N175A, the five hole first leg on the letter
N, seems to be the scarcest of the group.

At a later date, I hope to write an article and show some products of a
single die devices and how to readily identify them. A separate
collection of single die devices would be a challenge, as well as an
interesting new field to collect. Once a pin breaks on a single die

device, there are no more complete copies (barring a repair), unlike
multi-head devices.

SCHERMACK PATTERN #3

THE PERFIN — WHAT IS IT WORTH®Z?

It is an often raised point that perfins have a higher value overseas
than in the United States. Is this fact or fiction? Working on the
Perfins Society (GB) Auction realizations as a guide and comparing the
same for those with the Perfins Club seems the most logical way to
determine the truth of this claim. Set below are the recorded results
from the Perfin Society for 1985, 1986, and 1987. It should be noted
that there are usually 6 auctions per year:

This then gives an average per year per lot of £3.74 (1985), £4.08
(1986) and £4.47 (1987), showing a small, but significant, increase
each year in the prices to which collectors are willing to go. It must
be realized that since these prices are set by collectors rather than
dealers they may be used as an assessment of perfin value.
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Being only recently enrolled as a Perfins Club member, I can only give
the realizations for Auction Number 40, which were:

and at the current (June 6, 1988) rate, the average of $1.87 is about
one pound, a considerable difference. It is also the case that the

"high" is not necessarily the limit to which collectors will go as a
higher bid may have been submitted. We all realize that perfin value

bears no relevance to stamp catalogue value - perhaps the only
exception to this being the Great Britain 1d reds with perfins (Scott
Catalogue Number 33) - and there are not many knowledgeable dealers

selling perfins, knowledgeable being the operative word. The outcome
from requests to stamp dealers usually results in a few predominately
higher faced value perfins at percentages of stamp catalog value. I
recall the sending from a London based stamp dealer, a few Queen
Victoria high face values with perfins with a catalog value in excess
of 8,000.00 pounds. Great stress was made of the catalog value in
their letter and they required 1/4th of catalog value for the lot. It
goes without saying the result of this transaction.

It does also appear thatwherecovers are concerned the postal history
aspect - postmarks, additional marks, the existence of higher values on
cover - elevates the material outside of the perfin collectors pocket.
I recall a GB 4d sage green (Scott Catalogue Number 70) on cover which
was passed to me by a dealer because of the perfin. It was nice, but
at 75 pounds a bit too expensive. One 1is vying with the cover
collector and the postal historian for such and unfortunately we tend
to loose out.

So it does seem that the perfin is becoming a higher priced item
amongst collectors and whether this is a good point or not, it is nice
to think that ones collection has some financial residual value after
all. On the other hand, this may also be the warning bell that the
popularity of the hobby and the increasing membership of the
organizations is making an inexpensive philatelic sidestreet into a
bustling shopping mall, I will leave to you to decide.

One of the problems with solving the mystery of unidentified
perfins is how to do it.

Many of the Club's early members tried several methods which
may not work today. Captain Forrest M. Swisher, Medical
Corps U.S. Army did such early research and he may be
responsible for the identification of the "WE" pattern W73
of the Western Electric Company.

The Captain began by writing letters to The American
Perforator Company and Cummins Perforator requesting a list
of the companies who had purchased their machines. The
American Perforator Company's reply to the Captain Iis
reproduced on page 75. With his response, C.S. McAlister,
President of The American Perforator Company, enclosed a
"circular". This description of the American Postage Stamp
Model No. 6 is provided on page 76. It is interesing to
note that American Perforator Company dated its outgoing
correspondence at late as February 1946 with a perforator
(2. 1.46) as is shown on McAlister's letter (page 75). The
circular illustrates a machine capable of punching 30 stamps
at a time (page 76).

I have some sympathy with the Captain, as I recently tried
that route in an attempt to identify a machine manufactured
by them. They were unable to help claiming that the records
no longer exist. Fortunately, the discouraging response from
The American Perforator Company did not deter the good
Captain from his quest and he apparently then sent letters
similar to the one to the Missouri Pacific RR Co.
illustrated on page 77, based on a list of customers
received from Cummins. Apparently, from the March 13, 1946
date, a letter to written to Western Electric Company struck
pay dirt, as may be noted from a copy of a letter signed by
E.C. Church, Supervisor of Financial Methods for the Western
Electric Company in New York. This letter dated April 12,
1946 1is 1illustrated on page 78. The "few stamps" that Mr.
Church refers to are illustrated on page 79.

While the returns from this project will probably never be
known completely some observations may be helpful to others
who will try. Some sixteen companies responded to Swisher,
but with meter mail. Several companies responded with
unperfinned stamps. However, Western Electric's reply went
further and even provided samples so that Forrest Swischer
could assemble the beginnings of the identification of 31
branches of Western Electric. Since there are 88 different
patterns known this effort, made shortly after the end of
World War II, was just a beginning.

I hope to be able to put together a list of the Cummins
perforators as identified in letters to Swisher knowing that
once again it will be just a beginning and nowhere near
complete. But the effort may be useful, so if you know of a
perfin which was made by a Cummins perforator, please let me
know about it.

This Perfin was distributed from the Toronto office
from the Medallion issue (1932) until approx. 1957.
It was moved to Edmonton Alberta in 1961, and was
taken out of wuse in 1980.

Originally distributed by Canadian Northern Railway Co.
from the Toronto office for use in Ontario and Quebec,
starting with the Edward VII issue. On Sept. 30, 1917,
this railway was nationalized as Canadian National
Railways, and they continued to use this type of Perfin
until the Centennial issue of 1967.

PATTERN M258.5

When pattern M258.5 was first noticed, I made a notation in my catalog
that it was a die variety. I continued to believe that until recently
when I had an opportunity to check three different copies at the same
time.

Now, I am of the opinion that Metro Transit
Authority had one of thelr machinists build a
perforator for their use. If one or two dies of a
perforator were repaired, that would not be
anything exceptional. Firms with machine shops
have the facilities and equipment to make die
repairs.

This time, we do not have a simple repair job. The
catalog photo and the two patterns shown here are
each individually different in various hole
alignments. Without a stock of the patterns, it is
not possible to check and determine exactly how
many dies were in the perforator.

If anyone has several coples, please check your
copies and see if you have any that do not match
the U.S. Catalog of the above copies. From
information that I receive, I will show any copies
that are added. A notation cab be made to the
catalog regarding the number of different dies thal
were used.
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VARTETIES ON 1902 ISSUES
Harry Rickard (#1802), 1887 Altozano Drive, El Cajon, CA 92020

Juseph Lauwra (#1238) located a lot of perfins on 1902 issues. Not only
are they new to the regular 1902 listings, but these varieties are not
represented in the U.S. Catalog.

Eight copies resemble catalog photos, but these have some different
hole placements. I am of the opinion that since these 1902's were
among the earliest stamps perforated, they were probably made on single
die perforators. Either some pins were broken or a device with a
larger output was needed.

The successor machines had dies to look like the originals, but it is
almost impossible to exactly duplicate all of the pin placements.

You can try your copies on the catalog pictures and the illustrations,
but remember that perfin pattermms reproduced in the Bulletin are
sometimes distorted because of the photo-offset process used.

When fitting your copies on a picture, try to cover one letter
completely. If you have that pattern all holes will then be covered.
Trying to fit all holes at the same time sometimes gives a false
impression by leaving small edges open.

Potential new numbers, to be assigned by our new U.S. Catalog editor,
will probably be as noted below the illustration

"NM". This showed the outside leg of the "M" to be
further away, giving the impression that the leg
had been replaced tv a new position. Another
check, covering the letter "O", gave a more
realistic picture. Many of the other holes were
partially covered, indicating that it was a new
pattern, with different hole layouts than Mi187 and

187 B Mi87.5.

The photo is any early four cent, perf 12 from my
collection, which I had never checked properly. It
also does not match M187, shown below, or Mi87.5 in
the U.S. Catalog. It also does not match Joe's
Sstamp.

The presumption of all this is that the same firm
used several single dies. It is practically
impossible to exactly mate individually made dies.
It would be a good idea for all owners of MNB/O to
check their copies to ascertain exactly what copy
they have.

Some while ago I wrote about the 10 die set of this, as yet
unidentified, Great Britain perfin. (See TPB May 1987 p. 73)
Placement of the dies in the head were unknown, as was the perforating
process. The illustrated strip of ten, with information drawn from
pairs, etc., means that the perfin machine perforates vertically with
the dies arranged horizontally. An article in the Perfin Society
Bulletin is now superseded by this information.

Usage is known on Machine 12% p, 15% p, and 16 p stamps only. So far,
nearly all are tied with a Hasting's (Sussex) slogan postmark, a
readable c.d.s being dated 17 June 1985.
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As viewed from the reverse, the actual placement of the dies, using the
provisional 1-10 numbering is as follows:

So reverse that for the actual placement of the dies. As can be
clearly seen, the nmissing pin in the die 10 was not apparent at the
beginning of the run. So, the pin broke at some stage of the
perfining. An 8 die strip used additionally with the 10 die strip
(positions 8-3) gives a set of C.D.S postmarks in 30 mm circles of
"Hastings 12 Jan 1984 7:15PM East Sussex".

Additionally, this style of perfin letters has been noted on some other
patterns — the RH/A one has been noted in 3 styles of differing pin
alignment in the "R", "H' or "A", This could be the new dies starting
to be phased in for the Regional Health Authorities, each area has one,
after "Area" was deleted from their official titles. It will be
recalled that when this first came about the pin for this "A" was taken
out, modifying RA/HA to R/HA.

ANSWERS TO QUESTTION #1 - MOUNTING & CATALOGING PERFINS

From Dog Cutler (# 2113), U.S. Catalog Editor wrote to add these
suggestions for perfins that are not from the U.S.:

Many fine individual country Perfin catalogs are available from
the Perfins Club Library and Sales Departments. There also is an
ongoing publication of the Perfins Club to cover the whole world.
This is The World’s Perfins Catalog. Pages and sections of this
catalog are issued from time to time in The Perfins Bulletin.
These sources will help many perfin collectors in identifying
their perfins. Why not write the Librarian today? Remember to
enclose an SASE with your request. My suggestion for mounting
perfins is illustrated below.

The card illustrated above is based on the Everett Catalogue of
Spanish Perfins. The back of the card is also available to record
useful information. My perfins album page uses the same heading
less the bit about "Perforator Info:" ’

For those countries that have more than one perfins catalog, I can
list the various cross references. For example, the Edwards,
Tilles and Thorton numbers for Great Britain.

An article on page 50 of Limm’s Stamp News for January 30, 1989
entitled "Various Defects make stamps space fillers" does not mention
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perfins according to Doug Cutler. Perhaps the philatelic press and
stamp dealers are learning. Things are looking up for perfins. Part
of the reason is that revenue dealers are trying to sell revenue stamps
with perforated initials.

Harold Hagreen (#2528) of 2384 Victoria Street, Prince George,
B.C., Canada, V2L 2M2 provided secretary Ralph Smith with several
observations which we will pass along. The Secretary’s notice in the
January issue caught his eye and Harold notes:

The highest membership number dropped was reported as joining the
Club in May of 1988 and there may not be much validity in small

samples, there are some interesting things to note from the table that
he put together.

The loss of 100% in the first category probably should be expected
when one looks at the specialties listed; one for example was of a
single, very scarce perfin.

Categories 4, 5, and 6 taken together have an overall loss of 30%.
This should be the mainstay of the Club and your suggestions to the
editor on how to prevent this loss would be appreciated.

Beginners, in general seem to have better staying power than those
who profess to be beyond that state of collecting.
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The moral, if you do not want to become lost in statistics, is to
sit down and send your dues check in to Secretary Ralph Smith, R,R. 1.
Box 5643, Dryden, ME 04225. Don't put it off, do it today.

Jacob Kisner (# 2168) wrote to add to the Perfins taxonomy
provided by Bob Schwerdt in TPB, February 1989, p. 31. Jack reports
that the word for perfins in Finnish is:

SUOJAREI * ITETYT POSTIMERKIT -- literally punch protected postage
stamps.

Suo ja = protect

Reiittaa = perforate or punch

Posti = postage

Merkit =  slamps

Charles Pearson (#2300), who is also the Secretary of the Chio
Precancel Club, provided the cover illustrated below.

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I'm glad you asked. Really, it has no direct connection with perfins,
but, if you could run your fingers over the stamps and note the braille
emblems. The inscription on the stamps, in French translates to, "For
the good of the blind." Since the stamps almost appear to be
perfimmed, he thought it would be a nice item for the Bulletin. I
tried to figure out how to illustrate this item for a while. You can
note the braille markings in the enlarged stamp illustration. It
appears in the white margin at the bottom of the stamp.

Edward S. Hoyt (#292), 225 W. Coover (Rear) #2, Mechanicsburg, PA 17055
has a head of steam up. In an open letter to the membership, he wrote:

I collect 'generally'", although 1 like to think that I specialize
in Denmark, Railroads, and the perfins of Pennsylvania. My method
of collecting and storing is, thus: When I acquire ...

One perfin - it goes into my album.

Two perfins - one, to the album and the other into my
stockbook.

More than two (of the same issue) - one into the album, one

of each issue into the stockbook, as in "series" collecting

(i.e., ¢, lc, ete.), with the balance (duplicates) going

into"marked" glassines.

These duplicates go into making up "hand-out'" packets for prospective
new members, as well as to visitors who attend local stamp shows.

Now, why am I telling you all this? For two reasons. One, for
those who are a little undecided as how to collect or store their
perfins. Two, just an excuse to get your attention.

Would you like to know, approximately, how long a certain perfin
was in actual use? I would like to take a mini-survey, with your help,
to come up with some satisfying figures. I realize that there are a
hundred perfins, of which you may never see a copy, and an other
hundred of which there are only two or three known copies of the 1908
issues; but then, there are the more common types that keep popping up
with later stamp issues.... For instance, my €85 C(00) has only 27
issues, beginning with Scott Catalogue number 1036, the 4c Lincoln and
ending with Scott Catalogue number 1858, 30c Dr. Laubach. M10.6
(M)eir. has 47 issues, Scott Catalogue number 1280 to the $1.00 Bernard
Revel.. My N182 NYC has 76 issues, Scott Catalogue numbers 331 to
1213.

What are your views on this matter?

This must be the month for open letters. Larry Owen (LM-46), 1808
Lakecrest Court, Carrollton, TX 75006 sent the following "open letter'".
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As a long time collector of perfins, I find continued difficulty
in adding to my collection. The A and B perfins I want rarely
come to auction or sale. Having never concentrated on branch
offices or designs with an added hole or two, there are many D and
E perfins missing in my collection. These also are rarely offered
at auction and as far as I know few collectors sort them by
mmbers so they can sell them or exchange with others.

It seems to me that if collectors would package groups of D and E
perfins by letter and branch office, others might find a chance of
filling gaps without much expense or effort.

I have had little success in inviting exchanges. Has this
situation changed? Are there any suggestions out there? I have
hundreds of C and B duplicates eager for exchange.

As most of you know, the editor is slow in answering mail during the
income tax season. Elwood Meschter (1966) letter addressed to
President™Dick Mewhinney has been laying around in the editor's in box
since February.

Dear Dick:

One of my New Year resclutions was to take the time and effort to
rdly to your paragraph on the front page of The Perfins Bulletin
last June. It made what 1 consider to be somewhal moralistic
comments about the "theft of postage."

During the 1940s, I was one of a number of men who travelled for
the Link-Belt Company out of Chicago. Each man received each week
an envelope from the cashier of the Pershing Road Plant with a
cash advance along with a strip of five 3-cent perfinned stamps
(L44). This was to insure that each man would send a daily report
of activity without an excuse of "lack of postage stamps."

While Link-Belt stationery was freely available, frequently it was
more convenient to use envelopes from local hotels, YMCAs, or even
a customer -- particularly when sending blueprints or catalogs
back to Chicago. As a result, perfinned stamps ended up on a
variety of corner cards. In addition, the company authorized

travelers to write home using the perfins, as a fringe benefit,
not larceny.

Over the years, I accumulated quite a number, perhaps 50 or 60, of
these stamps; remember they were issued automatically. When I
tried to return them the plant accountant flatly refused to accept
them saying, '"What do you expect me to do with this mess of
stamps?" He advised me to throw them away if I could not use them
since they had already been accounted for on his records. So, I
used them on personal mail with a clear conscience.
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When I was assigned to the Pittsburgh sales office, a similar
procedure was in place. Each salesman purchased sheets of
perfinned stamps and accounted for them as reimbursement in units
of $3.00 on his expense account report. I did not have the
presence of mind to inspect the perforating machine; besides, it
was discarded in favor of a Pitny-BowesT™ shortly after I arrived.

With stamps so readily available, it became easy to slip into the
practice of using the company’'s postage on virtually all mail, not
just on company business. [ rather surmise that every traveling
man in the office did also.

During the early 1950s -and even into the 1960s permit business
reply envelopes were not as-eommon as they were to become in later
years. It was not unusual to receive a number of reply cards and
reply envelopes with return postage prepaid by perfins that
originated from department store, mail order companies, gasoline
companies and a variety of other direct-mail enterprises.

My young son got his start in philately at that time by soaking
of f these stamps and organizing them into a modest collection. He
must have accumulated sever hundred different perfins before he
tired of this activity and graduated to baseball cards and comic
books. It only seemed logical to him to use these uncancelled
stamps on his growing correspondence during the next few years
rather than spend his allowance on postage stamps at the post
office.

Link-Belt Company had perhaps 200 men who travelled with any
regularity most of whom used perfins on their mail. If you
multiply this by the hundreds of other companies that had
traveling men, perhaps it is surprising that there are not far
more misused perfins around. Part of the answer may be that the
preponderance of perfins were removed from the covers that would
prove that they were some kind of contraband.

I hope that the first-hand account of the origin of perfins may be
enlightening to indicate the prevalence of alien usage and to
suggest that not every use was, necessarily larceny.

Notes on the perfin publicity project. President Dick Mewhinney
reports that we have removed the FHA perfin from this project because
of an apparent shortage. We have substituted F161, the F/RB perfin.
Project manager Kurt Ottenheimer, West Walnut Street, Long Beach, NY
11561 still is looking for contributions and reports that he is in need
of: ATT, B&M and W (flag). Any help will be appreciated. Pack up
those duplicates and send them to Kurt today.

The stamps needed for the promotional project are coming in. Kurt has
made up over 300 packets and is working on this project regularly. We
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have received donations from 30 members including one contribution from
a member in France. Some designs are in short supply, but apparently
we will never run out of BE/NY of S/NJ.

A rather long note from Roy Everett (#2635) who among others reported
the passing of VOJTECH MAXA. Anyhow Roy's point for this correspondent
was to make sure that I understood why catalog illustrations may not
exactly match perfins. Roy'’s comments were:

Well, paper does react to climate, humidity being the worst
aspect. Heat also affects paper, but not so much now as in former
days. Printing is the main culprit! You get spread vertical or
horizontal if it is not done just right - hence the Edwards Welsh
Catalog is all too wide on all the illustrations if you care to
check it. Some photocopiers tend to shrink the copy (Ed's note:
the reason why we warn readers that Bulletin illustrations are not
necessary accurate). I work on a basis that 1 keep a true copy of
the item and then lay it over a photocopy, if it matches then it
is OK, if not the thing goes back to the printer to be done at his
expense.

William Turney, (#1538) wrote to comment on the article in the March
Bulletin regarding the price one should pay for perfins:

Another collector had offered me a good number of perfins. He was
interested in exchanging for certain stamps he required for his
general collection. He listed the stamps by Scott Catalogue
number and pattern. Some of the perfins were early Commonwealth,
having considerable duplicates. Although I made an offer, he was
of the opinion that he should receive 20% of catalogue value for
the stamps. There has to be a happy medium somewhere!

When I first started collecting per-
fins I happened to possess an empty
stamp album of oblong design which
1 thought would be most . suitable
for my purposes, and I have adhered
to the size of its leaves ever. since.
The orginal leaves were unobtainable
during the war, in fact, the album
was not made any. longer and it
took me. a' long time to find 2 suit-
able substitute, in the shape of foh‘il:ﬂ
cap sheets of quadrille paper w
I trimmed down to, the .regiured
gsize to fit into the springback cover.

So I began collecting
Bureau print Bureau Prints and joined the PSS and

bought their catalog. They were
delightful years, hunting precancels
everywhere possible.

1 worked for an advertising firm, often
without contracts. The boss wanted an
office in Altoona, Pennsylvania, so that
I could cover Johnstown and other areas
near Altoona. My good luck was that the boss paid for the apartment
rental plus $100.0 per month. Even after the car expenses, which came
out of the $100.00, I had a few bucks to play with.

It was there that I met my first serious precancel collectors. In
order to obtain copies for collecting and swapping, I purchased
occasional Mission Mixtures. There were lots of precancels among them.
Also, I found a new type of stamp with holes punched in it. My friends
told me those stamps were no good as the holes destroyed their value.
Unknown to me, I had hit upon a way of acquiring a number one perfins
collection with some of those early patterns which today are either
unknown or are highly rated. Unfortunately, I kept only the
precancels.

As in any other type of collecting there are desirable patterns among
the bureau prints. At that time, the New Orleans experimental print
was highly desirable and fortunately I kept the pair pictured above.

HOW MANY CATALOG PATTERNS
ARE FROM SINGLE DIE DEVICES?

My retirement as U.S. Catalog Editor has made more time available to
pursue a study on the usage of single die devices. As more and more
are uncovered, I thought it would be a good idea to compile a list of
them. I have found that some firms had more than one and others
retired their single die device in favor of a muti-die machine.

Many of the new look-alikes in the Additions and Corrections (A&C)
pages are from other single dies used by the firms. Since starting
the research, it has resulted in the finding of other look alikes.
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Operators of the devices differed from the careful, concerned person
who made the T75A strip (above), to the juvenile office boys, who
probably made the examples illustrated below. Such poor work must
have been intentional.

K 3% M 573 T 16
Multi-head punches are usually found in a normal position, and we know
that the spacing between palterns is regular. If a stamp sheet was
place flush at the base and advanced along the guide, all patterns
would be in the same position.

The T75A strip shown above, was probably made by a concerned employee,
with a single die device. A multi-head would have the same spacing
between each pattern and the patterns would be parallel. In the case
of the strip illustrated, spacing is off and the patterns are not quite
parallel (compare the tops of the patterns).

On the other hand, each of the singles show frustration and dislike of
the task. However, they do permit us to classify the patterns as
having been made by a single die.

Many firms initially started out with single die devices. From my
studies of the hundreds of copies that I have seen, I have been able to
come to the conclusion that many of these single die perforators were
mistreated. These devices could not withstand the abuse of being
overloaded or of having the operating lever jerked roughly. As a
result of breakage many firms which wanted to continue to use perfins
shifted to a multi-head device when they outgrew the single die device
or when its pins snapped off from maltreatment.

The lack of confirming copies of G72-1B is a strong indication that
this pattern was punched with a short lived single die device. Since
it is rated A, members are encouraged to check their copies of G72 to
see if one of them may be this elusive pattern.

The 1B pattern has a smaller spacing between the two "G" bar holes.
Additionally, if you try matching the bar and the first hole of the
letter "G", you will note that the rear holes of the letter G are not
aligned. Good luck in your hunt and if you are lucky, please send a
photocopy to me and our U.S. Catalog Editor for verification.

For my research work on single die devices, 1 would appreciate
photocopies or stamps in pairs, strips or blocks showing pattern
alignments that could not have been made by a multi-head device.

At first glance one might wonder what the
pattern is. It does happen to be a double
punch but, let’s figure out what the odd
looking pattern might be.

For whatever reason, the "B" was placed far
from the remaining letters which are
certainly bunched into a compact mess. The
easiest way to determine what it is supposed to be is to lay
the stamp on a blank piece of paper and then to mark each
hole with the point of a soft lead pencil.

When you are finished you will have a compact set of three
letters with a "T" in the center and a "C" and "O" at the
sides. The "C" is slightly larger than the "O", which one
might assume is for Company. However, with the "B" and the

"T" in proper alignment, the small letter "o" precedes the
larger "C."
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The layout would read "B O T C" in consecutive order, with
"C" in reverse. I must presume that it was intended to read

as "B T Co" unless we have an Irish name which would have a
small "o" for other than company.

Anyway there is no pattern like it in the U.S. Catalog and it
is a shame that the second punch was not placed on another
stamp instead of crowding it with two patterns.

On a piece of paper, using a soft pencil,
I placed a point in each hole to give the
complete pattern. Then, I individually
made each letter, thus giving a better
idea as to the pattern picture. No

missing holes, just difficult to
decipher.

PATTERN Bl12S8

Harry Rickard (#1802), 1887 Altozano Drive

The illustrated B-H pattern is an early one on
a perforated 12 issue. The U.S. Catalog photo
is of a perforated 11x10 of a much later
period. You will note that pattern is at a
slight angle, which is usually indicative of a
single die device punch. This would explain
why there is a slight difference in this copy
compared to the catalog picture.

If your copy is of the later issue and it fits the catalog
photo, then match the outside six holes of the "H" on this
page with your stamp. It should then show why this copy is
not B128. That leg was made at an angle instead of vertical
as on B128.

Whether you have B128 or this new, earlier pattern, both are
uncommon as only 11 copies were reported in the recent
survey. Whether this potential B128A or B128 1is the
scarcest, will only be known after the next survey for
Additions & Corrections pages.

Examine closely, each of the four
Virginia Railways patterns listed in
the U.S. Catalog (V27-V28A) and you
will notice that all four have the
exact same close spacing of the two
pins where the leg of the R meets
the rounded portion of the R. It is
an indication that all dies are the
same.

When the pair illustrated above was found, it resulted in the
deletion of V27 with two holes missing on the top of V, plus
V27A which also has a small V like the pictured copy.

No pairs have been found of V28 and V28A together. In view
of the present pair showing a 7 hole and a 9 hole V, all
having the same close spaced curve in R and patterns matching
exactly on all, I suggest that the U.S. Catalog Editor
consider deleting V28A with the next A&C pages.

In TPB of March 1989 (pp. 49-51), I reported the finding of
a cover addressed to the Brand Brewing Company containing a
nicely tied perfin pattern F224. At that time, that cover
was the earliest known perfin usage. This replaced the so
called "Bartelson Identification strip." The cover
illustrated below came from the same source as the Fuller and
Fuller cover postmarked June 22, 1908.

This new find pushes the earliest known usage date almost a
full month to May 26, 1908.

Could this letter have
contained an advertisement and announcement from the
manufacture of perforators that usage on U.S. postage stamps
was now permitted? The perfin, tied with a Chicago, IL
postmark of May 26, 1908 is U.S. Catalog number B110.

If the
cover is too large to fit in your album, don’t trim the
cover. Don’t convert that perfin cover into one of those
"identification strips" that once were previously popular.

The third concerned a Post Card bearing a 2c Admiral
perfinned MC/RR Canadian Stamps with Perforated Initials,
Johnson & Thomasson's catalog number M7 and the user is
listed as the Michigan Central RR. His question, is this a

In a recent Bulletin, a reduced size cover was

shown of pattern W128. The article was
intended as a catalog correction changing the
address of Lhe wuser from San Francisco to

South San Francisco, a different city.

This reminded me that I had pult aside a couple
of copies that seemed different and needed Lhe
time to c¢heck them closely, I do find them
diflferent than the U.S. Catalog photo.

Evidently the firm had more than one single die perforator.
The vertical stamp shows the W as being flared and slightly
larger than W128. It is on a copy of Scott Catalog Number
634 with a California cancel.

The other copy, with a complete patten and a portion of a
pattern, is on a copy of Scott Catalog number 718, the 3c
Olympics, which was held in Los Angeles in 1932.

The pattern designer may not have been experienced as
portions of the W and M are not quite as straight as they

should be. Look over your copy or copies and see which ones
you have.

Bill Allen (#629) provided us with this cover which
illustrates an early (August 1911) wuse of the State of
Michigan perfin,

I have grouped US perfins into
nine calegories according to
the condition of the stamp and
the condition of the perfin C)
pattern as a supplement to the

letter ratings assigned to
perfins. While these quality
grades are used in my mail
price lists, the Perfins Club

may desire to adopt the system.

The condition of the stamp and ’
of the perfin is determined by
looking at it from the reverse.
Cenltering and cancellation of
the stamp are therefore not
considered. Since perfins are
generally mounted face down,
the stamp 1is secondary to the 2—
perfin. The ratings
illustrated below wuse numbers:
from 0 to 8 as grades as I use
in my mail lists. However, one
could as easily use two
letters, the first to indicate
the perfin and the second the
stamp.

0 - A good perfin on a good

stamp. No problems.

1 - A fair perfin on a good
stamp. Pattern at edge, Lf
or an easy split,
missing a few holes.

2 - A poor perfin on a good

stamp.
Incomplete design, bad
split.

3 - A good perfin on a fair .5

LARGEST & SMALLEST U.S. PERFINS-?

At the time that I came across these two patterns, I wondered

if they might be the largest and smallest stamps to be found
with patterns other than personals?

Now, that I have rediscovered them, I will share them with

fellow members. Someone working in an Illinois State office
must have been a stamp collector. Ordinarily, stamps this
size are not used by businesses. The pattern is on an 8c

Scott Catalogue number 1464, one of four patterns in blocks
of 4.

I never expected to find such a tiny perfin as this P236,
which is on a 15¢ Dolly Madison.

Over the years, when checking
thousands of perfins, one 1is bound
to find many unusual results from
the patterns that have been punched
into the stamps.

Douglas Cutler (#2113), our U.S.
12 C Catalog Editor, found the pictured
copy among his collection and I
would say that it is one of the most
unusual that I have ever seen.
Study it closely before reading the
rest of this article.

What deductions did you make?

First, I would surmise it was made
17 B by a single die device, The first
punch made a complete pattern
punched from the face side.

Second, the clerk had either a pair
or strip in his hands and he flipped
it over. The second punch partially
perforated the stamp illustrated an
partially perforated an adjacent
stamp. One pin broke with the
Jelete I01-17 initial operation and this resulted
in the second or partial punch, with
only one control hole.

So, the pictured stamp is the only one known with normal and
reverse on one stamp, plus showing ‘the before and after
example of pin breakage.

The original die I81-14, then became I81-17 and you now see
them both on one stamp. One way of keeping up with such
developments is to ensure that you have all of the Additions
and Corrections (A&C) pages to your U.S. Catalog.

LONDON, TILBURY & SOUTHERN RAILWAY

Another railway to serve the Essex region prior to the
Nationalization of the rail network was the London, Tilbury &
Southend Railway (L.T.S.R), This in it self had been gobbled
up by the bigger concern of the Midland Railway before
Nationalization by act of August 7, 1912, but in general the
whole of the L.T.S.R. system still survives under the
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auspices of British Rail. This is due to the area it serves
and the ancillary amenities of that area. It was, and still
is, a fact that workers are needed for London, but London
could not and can not house them all. Also, those living in
London required leisure spots for their days off and
vacations. The two met conveniently with the setting up of
the L.T.S.R. With termini in the capital at Liverpool Street
and Fenchurch Street stations, by arrangement with the Great
Eastern Railway, and stations 1inland and along the Thames
Estuary to the North Sea it enabled Londoners an easy access
to the countryside and commuters a convenient mode of

transport to their work. Southend has for long been what
Blackpool is to the Northerners, the seaside away day spot.
If fact, so popular was Southend that two routes were

established to the town with two different terminating
stations, and such exists today.

The L.T.S.R. headquarters were at Fenchurch Street station
within London and their remit was to establish rail links
between the capital and the Thameside ports and lower Essex
resorts, and to commence a working steamboat service linking
Tilbury, Essex with Gravesend, Kent, such being duly
authorized by Act 15 of June 17 th. 1852 and Act 19 of June 5
th. 1856 of Queen Victoria.

Two established railways were
contracted to construct the line,
the Eastern Counties Railway and the
London & Blackwall Railway, and a
line was established from the Gas
Factory Junction near Bow and the
Junction with the Great Eastern at

Forest Gate. The former linking
into Fenchurch Street and the latter
into Liverpool Street, to

Shoeburyness via Dagenham, Rainham,
Purfleet, Grays, Tilbury, Stanford-
le-hope, where a junction leads to
Thames Haven, Pitsea, South
Benfleet, Leigh and Southend. Later
a line from Rumford on the Great
Western was constructed to Grays via
Upminster and South Ockendon to
facilitate North Essex access to
Thames Ports without the need to
shunt in and out of London. This
was followed by the docks rail network at Tilbury. The
Whitechapel (London) warehouse and depot for freight opened
in April 1886. Then a quicker route from London to
Southend opened in 1888, running from a junction with the
first route below Barking via Dagenham second station
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(Dagenham is a center for the
vehicle industry), Elm Park,
Hornchurch, Upminster, West Horndon,
Laindon, Pitsea, then the old route
to Southend. Also at this time, the
ferry boats were established between
Tilbury and Gravesend and such boats
saw service as tenders to passenger
liners, conveying passengers to the
stations of L.R.S.R. so that they
could continue to London.

The L.T.S.R. only really took over
running the line in 1875, having
leased the network out for 21 years
to the constructors. Once they took over, they soon added
to the network and it was a profitable concern returning #2.8
million to the share and stockholders from 1875 to 1911.

The badge shown on this page 1is for Locomotives and on the
previous page for carriages. These denote the name of the
line and incorporate the Tilbury Fort Gateway in the center.

USER IDENTIFIED 110 YEARS LATER
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The folded letter sheet illustrated above has three perfins,
a pair of 1d reds with letters in all four corners (Scott
Catalog number 33) and a single halfpenny rose (Scott Catalog
number 58). The letter was postmarked London, December 4,
1878 and 1is backstamped "Paris/2/ (DISTxIBxx)/27), where "x"
indicates an unreadable character. The center of the
circular backstamp apparently contains the time and the date
(5/DEC/78). A transit time of one day London to Paris in
1878 must have been out of the ordinary.

The pair of penny reds are from plate 210 positions NC & BD.
The plate number on the halfpenny stamp is indistinct;
however it appears to be from plate 19, position RB. All
three stamps are punched "D/R & C°" which is assigned Tillies
Catalog number D416. The perfin is described in The Perfins

of Great Britain: A Catalog-Album as 11/13/14/8/6, 4 /5 and
the user is not identified.

Since this letter consisted of a folded letter sheet, the

contents were preserved and they are shown below. This
fortunate circumstance permits us to identify the user as D.
Radford & Company, London E.C. From the letterhead and

contents we can determine that they were Coal Merchants.

Perforated stamps are worth at least as much as those non
perforated 1f used -- On cover they are very rare -- unused
with gum intact they are very rare -- Among the stamps which
have been perforated are ordinary postage, air mail, express
mail, return postage guaranteed, and parcel post.

My thanks to Mr. Herman Heller, a non-member, for
the cover. Mr. Heller replied to an insert that I did for STAMPS 1in
February 1987. If more mevbers wrote to the editors of various
national stamp publications, more interest would be generated in the
perfins field. You also get all sorts of contacts with non-perfin
collectors.

MEMBER’S HOBBY ENABLES DEALER TO FIND CLIENT

(Condensed from an article by Ernest Kehr in the New York
Herald Tribune for July 1942. Courtesy of Charles Metzs.)

Because of perfins, a New York dealer was able to reach a
client in real detective fashion when accepted methods had
failed.

A few years ago a New York dealer received a letter in answer
to his ad, in which the writer signed his name, but failed to
give an address. Later, he mentioned the incident to a
collector and showed him the 1letter an envelope. The
envelope was franked with a two cent presidential perforated
with these letters: RICo(in C)/LD and cancelled at Church
Street Annex Office.

Seeing this clue, the collector suggested that the dedler
send the envelope to Dr. Louise D. Larimore. Within two days
the envelope was returned with a note identifying the concern
that used those initials. A telephone call to the firm
located the writer and the dealer was able to purchase the
material offered.

Dr. Larimore, now affiliated with the Greenwich (Conn.)
Hospital, formerly was a resident of New York and during her
stay there, was instrumental in organizing the Women’s
Philatelic Society, hnhow regarded as the country’s foremost
feminine stamp collector’s group.

Her philatelic interests embrace several fields but Tike most
general collectors she has a specialty 1in which she can do
research without great cost. Several years ago, Dr. Larimore
started collecting perforated initial stamps and since they
are outcasts her friends gave her all that came their way,
later she began to classify and identify them as to the firms
using each design. At present, she has what is probably the
largest <collection of its kind and as few have not been

identified it is possible for her to tell exactly what firm
uses each design.
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In addition to United States issues, she has several albums

of foreign perforated 1nitial stamps. The foreign are
divided into two groups, those punched by business firms, and
those punched by the governments for use on official
business. Most Br. Colonies use OH/MS an abbreviation for

"Oh His Majesty's Service." Many foreign governments employ

the practice of perforating initials instead of overprinting, l
and they are not listed in U.S. catalogs. Dr. Larimore urges
collectors to watch for such items, as they are relatively

scarce and listed at premium prices in foreign value guides.

(Charles Bein, our English member has 28,000 perfins with
6,700 different dies all on stamps of Great Britain. -- Ed.)

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WEEDS CAN GROW IN MY GARDEN

In my salad days of perfin collecting, I would follow every lead, even
driving to nearby states for material. But now in my retirement years,
I prefer to hunt my quarry with the aid of the USPS.

This however, is an account of an early experience in my quest for
perfins -- an account which some few readers may find amusing. A few
of the facts have been changed slightly to enhance (if I may be so bold
to say) the entertainment value.

Let me begin at the very beginning. I had developed a swapping
technique with a new-found correspondent. While he specialized solely
in U.S. perfins, I collected perfins of the world. He was a heavy
advertizer in the swap colums of the philatelic journals, and in the
process he accumulated unwanted foreign perfins which I always had
first chance at.

On one occasion, he sent a large manila envelope crammed with perfins
just as it had come from his swap partner. The envelope yielded very
few items for me except one envelope stuck at the bottom of the
envelope. That item was a rather scarce one from Uruguay, which I
lacked. On a hunch, I decided to write the original sender since his
address was with the enclosed material. What struck me as unusual was
that his initials were U.S.A. And, that is how he signed his
correspondence. His prompt response indicated that he has hundreds of
albums which he was stripingtorid himself of the more salable pieces,
but that I would be welcome to visit and search through his material.

He wrote that he had a five volume "weed" collection that he had not
examined for years.

Well, if you have ever seen sugar plum fairies dancing, that was the

time they did for me! Weed!! . . . these were the uncharted seas of
perfin collecting ... fiscals! labels! seals! forgeries! cinderellas!
non-Scott items! ... perhaps even some stationery! and dealing with a

man who had the initials U.S.A, how could I loose? There just had to
be some perfins in those volumes, I knew it. It is the same feeling

one gets when he knows three bars are due up on the slot machine or
that a large trout is about to strike.

After getting the directions to his place via the interstate highway
system, I started out accompanied by a non-perfin collector friend who
was interested in examining the material which had been accumulated
over a lifetime (U.S.A. was an octogenarian at the time). The car ran
well, the day was fine, we had packed a lunch and we were anticipating
and experiencing that euphoria which come to small children the week
before Christmas.

U.S.A. turned out to be a short, portly, jovial fellow, who had been
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retired from a large corporation. He seemed more interested in our
companionship than in selling his stamps. He literally did have
hundreds of albums, some locked in a huge safe in his basement garage
and others stored in his attic. He explained that he needed a dumpster
to remove all the junk so we could maneuver a tricky flight of attic
stairs. We had to carry the albums down to the garage where we could
examine them on a picnic table which he had set up for us. How he had
amassed all those volumes, I never did learn. I suspected that U.S.A.
collected albums rather than stamps. There were all sizes, shapes,
colors, and thicknesses. These were old, old, OLD. A scuba diver
could not have been more excited at finding pieces-of-eight than we
were when we started to turn the first pages. Those sugar plum fairies
were not just dancing, they were jitterbugging!

I picked up the first "weed" album ... remember now, they had not been
picked over, not even opened for years. The age of the books suggested
that nothing had been entered in them since 1920. Upon opening the
first album, I was surprised to find illustrated pages. My thoughts
were that back-of-the-book material would be on plain pages. By now,
here was Abyssinia and half a dozen scattered regular issues. What?
No "Weeds?" I flipped through the rest of the album and then the other
four, but all were the same ... some regular stamps scattered
throughout, but no "weeds." Finally, I did go through those five
albums page by page and found perhaps a dozen perfins on regular
issues, all of which I kept, but most of them were in my collection.
What a disappointment! The sugar plum fairies had long since become
immobile.

I was wondering how I could have been so mistaken? I had carefully
explained in our correspondence that my only interest was perfins.
Could U.S.A. have misled me just to have some company for a Saturday
afternoon?

Deciding to have one last look, I flipped open the front cover of one
of the albums, and there was my answer. The bookplate contained the
following plate:

-~ EX LIBRIS
° Ronald W. Weed

I smothered a laugh and hid my chagrin, since the feelings of this
kind, old gentleman who had opened his home and his albums to strangers
were not to be offended.

Later, looking in a box of loose material, I did find some of the
"weeds" for which I had made the journey. In fact, as a result of that
visit, my collection boasts the only reported Belgian local perfins.
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My companion and I paid a second visit to U.S.A. some time later, but
not with the same enthusiasm as that of our first trip. In the years
that followed, I like to think that he opened his albums to other
collectors as he had done for me and that he had managed to dispose of
his albums before he passed away.

To this day, I cannot recall what price I paid for those perfins, nor
even remember the month of our first visit to U.S.A. I like to think
it was early autumn, for that is when weeds take over the garden.

Since so many perfins are found
punched in many positions on all
portions of stamps, one wonders if
it was that the operator did not
care or if some machines did not
have side guards or advancing
equipment . Perhaps price dictated
what came with the equipment,

NBC PERFIN N30

William Turney (#1538) of North Vancouver, BC submitted this cover for
our inspection. Seems that a fellow member of the NORTH SHORE STAMP
CLUB (embraces North and West Vancouver) found this fuzzy and grey
cover with perfin usage. Apparently, the post office returned the
letter to NBC in New York for 4c additional postage. NBC added a
perfinned 4c Taft stamp, the post office used a truck tire for a
canceler and sped the letter on its way to Canada. The 8c airmail was
not perforated. Does this mean that NBC did not protect airmail stamps
or that a different mail room or office handled the letter when it was
returned? (Ed’s note: The original is a commercial size cover, I have
taken the liberty of illustrationg portions of the cover. JFL)

CHECKLIST OF U.S. PERFINS

The Club has received many requests from members to develop an updated list of
U.S. perfins. Many changes of ratings have taken place over the years with the
many additions and corrections that have been made and consequently it has
become more and more difficult to locate the correct ratings. The list
published in this issue of The Perfins Bulletin replaces all previous ratings.
It is effective immediately and it 1is the official rating list for U.S.
perfins.

Rating changes which were published after January 1, 1988 are not included.
The reasons are provided below.

An extremely large list of changes of ratings, primarily upwards, was
presented in the March 1988 Bulletin. Well over 1,000 C rated perfins were
rerated to B. In September, the Bulletin Editor was provided with another list
of 660 additional C rated values which were to be rerated to the B level. All
of these changes resulted from 1987 U.S. survey. At this point it was noted
that C ratings had virtually been eliminated. At the same time a D rated

survey was being started. At this point, we put a hold on all changes until we
could check things out.

We found that the response to the 1987 survey of C rated perfins did not
contain reports from several of the large collections and only the responses
received were used to establish known quantities. At this particular time, I
was in the midst of working over the huge Kloss accumulation and also the
duplicates of several other large collections. None of this material had been
reported nor had I reported any of my own duplicates. I soon found with just
the material that I had on hand that a fair number of those items raised were
available in substantially large quantifies.

At this point, the complaints and questions started coming in from various
members indicating that they too found the increased ratings to be out of line.
Evidently, we could not expect accurate results when the membership had not
provided the information that was needed. Since Paul Mistretta had been asked

to prepare a complete listing as this one, the opportunity was present to do
additional checking.

The problem was discussed by the Executive Committee and then by the nearly 20
Club members who attended the PSS convention in August. All of the members of
the Executive Committee and all members present at the convention meeting
agreed that it was necessary to return to the ratings as of January 1, 1988.
The Executive Committee voted for in favor of this action.

It has been further decided that no ratings changes will now take place for at
least one year. Should you have any particular disagreements with individual
items, please contact the U.S. Catalog Editor, Doug Cutler as only he can

request that such changes be made, and these are subject to approval of the
Executive Committee. (Continued on the last page)

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CHECKLIST OF U. S. PERFINS
(FIRST REVISION)

Paul A. Mistretta (722 Indian Manor Ct., Stone Mountain, GA 30083)

In May of 1988 Doug Cutler became U. S. Catalog Chairman replacing Harry
Rickard. Harry had been very active, researching many new patterns and
attempting to review the ratings of many of the patterns in the current U. S.
catalog. With the change of editors I felt that this would be an ideal time to
update the checklist of U. S. patterns published in the Perfins Bulletin
between October 1983 and February 1984. Since Harry's time as editor had been
a very active period, many changes were necessary even before attempting to
create the listing. The checklist, presented complete in this issue of the
Bulletin, represents a compilation of all patterns as they were rated on
December 31, 1987 (see the Presidents Mewhinney's letter in this issue).

There are several patterns which had become confused in the catalog updating
(A&C) process. Some are, as yet, unresolved. The checklist reflects (at least
tentative) resolutions (all previously cleared through Catalog Chairman Doug
Cutler) to these problems as follows:

A121A/121.3 -- Photo in A&C (5/85) is retained as A121.3. Delete A121A
according to A&C #U4. This unscrambles the confusion found for these
patterns.

B116.5 -- Rerating to A has been questioned due to apparent confusion with
pattern B116-5. Resurvey of this pattern is needed to clarify the
ratings of both .5 and =5.

B164/B165.7 -- Patterns B165.7 was deleted and subsequently reinstated.
Ratings of both patterns are confused as a result of the reinclusion.

C31.5/C31.5A -- Both are retained in the checklist despite being illegal
size patterns. C31.5 has an A rating, while C31.5A (a current
pattern) is unrated.

C149A/C149.5 -- Conflict of numbering here resulted when C149.5 was
inadvertently assigned to a new pattern in A&C#1. Problem was
identified in A&C#U but confusion persisted. C149.5 in catalog is A
rated; C149A in A&C#1 (as C149.5) is a D rated pattern. Fix label in
ARC #1.

C152C-5 -- Problem unresolved; pattern and rating have been retained.

C152-13A -- Mistake in identification in A&C #3. Should have been labeled
C152A-13A; B rating applies to the latter pattern. Delete reference
to -13A.

C214.5 complex (numbers C214 - C219.5a) -- Severe unresolved problems here,
probably result from the use of a multiple die machine rather than
different machines. This checklist reflects the changes made over
time, which include substitution of patterns, reratings, etc. but the
catalog section is no longer of much use for pattern identification.
As an indication, my notes read "0ld 216 became 214.5 and 214.7 (photo
identical), new 215.5 fits new 216, new 216 is 219 without control
holes, 216.7 is 219 without control holes, old 219 is now 219.5, --
confused yet?
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D82.5/115.7 -- Same pattern with a confused listing. It will be found

under D115.7 where it belongs alphabetically and following the
traditional alphabetizing pattern.

F20.5 -- Became confused with 20.2 in the ratings game. Both patterns are
rated A in the checklist.
I7 -- Pattern is problematic. Retained for now as 17 despite the

reversible pattern (IA // AI) being properly filed (or minimally
cross-referenced) as a pattern under the letter A.

I77 -- This pattern was originally placed in the section of "Number"
patterns as pattern Num.4.5 (A&C pages to previous catalog. This was
based on the fact that the first character has a sloping half serif at
the top -- suggesting a "1" rather than an "I". Removal from numeric
patterns to I patterns was not adequately explained. Problem has
already been pointed out to Doug as needing attention.

178 complex (I78 - 180.5) -- Patterns all could be from same machine with
pins deliberately removed. Different cancels -- which are consistent
by pattern -- suggest that these were truly branch office patterns.
Despite deletion in two places (1986a and 1986b), these patterns are
retained at previous ratings (both Harry and Doug concurred with this
reinclusion). Further study is needed to determine the relationship
of these patterns.

191 -- Patterns -2, -3, -4, -6, -8, -9, and -12 are retained in this
checklist despite strong evidence that they are deliberate forgeries
(Perfins Bull. 39:172). -17 was officially deleted in A&C #5 and is
therefore not contained in the checklist.

M4OA/MU0O.5 -- Problems arose with the deletion of pattern MUOA (A&C #2).

It is
reinstated in the checklist (rated B) based on input from both Doug
and Harry. Note -- while not yet published officially, pattern M40.5
is a partial of V29 and needs to be dropped.

M162.7 -- This pattern appeared in the Bulletin ([Rickard] 1988a) in
error. Rating of A applies to pattern 167.7; there is no pattern
M162.7.

N113 -- Overall renumbering of this pattern proposed in the Bulletin (PB
41: 94, 1988b) has been disallowed. See President's letter in this
issue.

N113C-5a -- Pattern incorectly cited in A&C#l. Photo is of N113C-5; there
is no pattern N113C-5a.

N113-9a -- Same basic problem. Pattern is -9; note in A&C#1 citing N113-9a
is in error.

N175/N175A -- Distinct die varieties; both are listed in the checklist.

086/V20 -- Same pattern listed in two places in the 1966 catalog. 086
deleted in A&C#1. Since the two letters are interchangable (front to
back) the pattern should be listed as "OV" and 086 should be its
location. However, consistent with the A&C pages this pattern is now
listed as V20 ("V0"). There are several other misplaced patterns
(including such biggies as Western Union which should be filed as "UW"
since the letters are reversible in the pattern, but more on that some
other time).

P2a -- After being identified as a new pattern (A&C#1) this pattern was
found to be P2 and was deleted by the statement "Photo is P2" (Rickard

1985c) .
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P137/137.5 -- "Photo replaces P137 which is a die variety of P137.5"
(Rickard 1985c; A&C#2). Intent, to create 137.5 and include 137 has
not been followed. P137 is retained with the P137.5 photo. P137.5 is
not allowed as a designator in the checklist.

R75/75A -- Illustration for 75A in the catalog is 75 with missing pins.
Illustration only should have been deleted and pattern R75A in A&C#1
new issues was simply a replacement photo for the pattern. Later
deletion (A&C#3) and then rerating of the pattern led to serious
confusion. Ratings as stated in the checklist are current. Both
patterns are real patterns.

U91/U91.5 -- became confused with deleted photo notes in A&C #2. Both
patterns are current as are the ratings.

V22.6 complex -- V22.5 is retained, V22.6 and V22.7 are deleted in this
checklist.

V28 complex -- Only V28 is retained in the checklist despite the fact that
only V27 was officially deleted.

W7E -- Pattern deleted as the same as W7I. My sense of the pattern and
cataloging is that W7I should have been deleted in favor of W7E, but
that (again) was not done.

NUM 2.5 -- To borrow a phrase -- "for the record" referring to reference
1988a -- Num 2.5 is a typo in the list; should have read Num 25.

The remainder of the new patterns and reratings were relatively simple to
locate in the various publications cited at the end of the checklist.

While the presentation of a unified updated listing of recognized patterns and
their ratings is useful, there is a second use for this listing -- the
"checklist" function.

For those new to checklists, they are simply record keeping devices. In the
space provided at the front of each record you place a symbol to designate that
you have a particular pattern. You can even get fancy and use a code in the
space provided. I use a very simple code in my personal checklist: [l means
that I have an good copy of the perfin; [«] means that I have a poor copy
needing replacement; and, [/] means that I have a good copy of the pattern - but
it is on a revenue and not a postal stamp. Lots of equally simple but
effective coding schemes can be worked out depending on your needs as a perfin
collector. Using the checklist means that you don't need to scribble notes in
your catalog. It also lets you see at a glance where you stand as far as
"completeness" of collection is concerned (actually in this cast it is 24
glances -- but that is a lot fewer than the 250 or so glances required to get
this information out of the catalog).

Before closing I wish to thank Harry Rickard, Doug Cutler, Jackie Ryan and Dick
Mewhinney who reviewed an earlier draft of this checklist, all 20+ pages of

it. Their help has kept the number of errors down (though I take full blame
for any you find). Without the help of these four reviewers several, now
corrected, errors would have not been fixed. Thanks!! And thanks again to
Doug and Harry for their patience with gquestions about some of the confused
patterns. 'Very few are still problematic.

Now enjoy inventorying your collections!! I hope you find stamps that you
didn't know you had -- and they are all A rated!!
