So, why the three-year wait
between i am an Elastic
Firecracker and the new
album? “We wore ourselves
thin,” says singer-songwriter
Tim DeLaughter. “We were
pretty much burned out... so
we decided to regroup.” Tkat
involved the addition of gui-

tarist/trumpeter Philip
Karnats and drummer Ben
Curtis to augment the found-
ing trio of Tim, guitarist/
pianist Wes Berggren and
bassist Mark Pirro. The
result is a more ambitious
sound for the band that dealt
us the 1995 Alternative-
Active hit “I Got A Girl.”
“Waited A Light Year” brings
out the tripping side of
Tripping Daisy. Think
Radiohead and Spiritualized,
only more accessible. A
adventurous pocket sympho-
ny, “Light Year” uses three
distinctly different musical
movements that culminate in
a blinding wall of noise. You
need a record or two that
push the boundaries... make
this one of them.

Iron Maiden’s career has
spanned twenty-two years
and has seen numerous
line-up changes while sell-
ing forty-five million
albums. Their latest album,
Virtual XI, has album art-
work that features some of
the bands favorite pastimes;

reality. They have also
developed a soon to be
released computer game,
“Ed Hunter.” “The Angel
And The Gambler” was
“written while driving down
the M4 to Wales using a
small cassette recorder I
had with me,” says band-
member Steve Harris. “It
has a really 70’s rhythm feel
to it, similar to The Who
and UFO, which I like a
lot.” We think you will too.

Mancow Muller

A week after Mancow Muller jolted the
industry by defecting to a competitor, market
watchers are still wondering why. After all,
Mancow had been WRCX’s cornerstone since
its July, 1994 inception. The Chicago Active
Rock powerhouse was built on the brash,
testosterone-driven morning talent. And it
seemed to be a marriage made in ratings
heaven.

Apart from a staggering offer made by |
Emmis, what factors contributed to the split |
with Chancellor? Sources close to the situa-

tion told fingb Mancow was unhappy that

Chancellor had not cleared his show in other
markets. Mancow lost faith in the company, they said.

“We were looking to Chancellor to help in our syndication efforts,” his
agent, attorney Bob Eatman, said. “Given the time frame we had, there was
nothing concrete to help us make a decision.”

But Emmis, a much smaller company than Chancellor, made no overtures
about clearing Mancow’s Morning Madhouse in its other markets. (The com-
pany denies rumors that it will simulcast the show on its KPWR/Los Angeles.)
“We'd love to see your syndication succeed,” Emmis VP of Programming Rick
Cummings told Mancow. “We’ll help you out.” A source said Mancow believed
his show would be cleared in more markets if he was “on the right station in

Chicago.”

Another factor contributing to Mancow’s move: The 31-year-old morning

During his tenure,
Morris also ran Atlantic Records. He began his music career as a songwriter.

In one of his first appointments, Morris this week named Universal Music
International President Jorgen Larsen to the position of Chairman/CEO of
Universal Music International, also effective upon the completion of the acqui-
sition of PolyGram by Universal Studios.

In other PolyGram/Universal news, PolyGram parent Philips Electronics
has signed a definitive agreement to sell its 75% majority stake in PolyGram
to Seagram for $10.4 billion. The selling price is $200 million less than the
original amount — agreed to in principle last month — due to PolyGram’s soft
second quarter performance.

As for Levy’s future plans, don't expect him to be on the sidelines too long.
There’s already speculation that Warner Bros. or EMI could be interested in
his services.

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personality felt more comfortable and more in touch with the Alternative for-
mat.

“I'm going where there’s more freedom and a commitment to win, where I
can look to the future and not the past,” Mancow said in a statement through
Eatman. “Q-101 will be the final frontier for "Mancow’s Final Frontier for
Freedom of Speech.”

The upside for Emmis was the opportunity to wrestle a powerhouse morn-
ing show from a competitor it was already neck-and-neck with in total ratings.
“We knew that if we had that,” Cummings said, “we’d have a situation where
one plus one equalled three... Mancow may have been worth more to us [than
Chancellor]. We knew that if we were going to get him, we’d have to make an
investment that would make people choke a little bit.”

The Emmis offer did exactly that. Published reports indicate the company
will pay the man who once faked his own suicide on the air $2 million in salary,
a $250,000 signing bonus, company stock, 5% of station cash flow, and a hunk
of syndication profits that could total more than $3 million annually. Emmis
officials have said those estimates are inflated but “not vastly over-stated.”
The new contract makes Mancow the highest-paid local radio talent in
Chicago and places him among the top five nationwide. ‘RCX, which said
adieu to afternoon driver Lou Brutus in January, reportedly refused to match
Q-101’s offer. Mancow’s 'RCX salary was estimated at $1 million a year.

Mancow’s contract with Chancellor expires July 19. Both parties are still
working out details on “various departure issues,” including when he can start
on Q-101, according to Eatman. Among the unresolved issues are the con-
tract’s non-compete clause, and making arrangements for Mancow’s support
cast.

Meanwhile, WRCX Station Manager/PD Dave Richards says he’s
“thrilled to welcome America’s highest rated Rock morning show to America’s
premier Rock station. The Bob & Tom Show is a different, incredibly funny
show but it’s primarily a male Rock morning show and we are a male Rock
radio station.”

Richards says Bob & Tom’s less caustic,
more adult approach doesn’t signal a program-
ming shift at 'RCX. “We’re not planning any for-
mat modifications. We will remain Chicago’s
Rock station.”

’RCX moved swiftly to fill the gaping hole
left by Mancow’s sudden departure. Chicago
simulcasts of the three-time Marconi winning
program begin June 29. It’s the first major mar-
ket Active Rocker for WFBQ/Indianapolis-based
Bob & Tom, whose 25-54 male-heavy show is
carried mostly on upper demo Rock stations in
medium and small markets, and which recently
joined the expanding Hicks-Muse media empire.

'RCX VP/GM Mike Fowler, who, ironically, appeared last week on the
cover of fmmgb with Mancow, in a feature story on managing high profile air
talent, said the station “chose not to match the inconceivable offer made by
Emmis. We arrived at this decision due to eroding advertiser support for
Mancow’s show.”

Chuck Hillier, VP/GM of Q-101, doesn’t sound concerned about that.
“With this deal, we see unparalleled new opportunities for Q-101 among exist-
ing advertisers and among new advertiser categories,” he told the Chicago
Sun-Times. “Mancow’s understanding of what the audience wants and his abil-
ity to entertain are second to none,” Q-101 PD Alex Luke told fingb. “His
track record in Chicago is proof of that. It bodes well for [Modern Rock] that
both [Howard] Stern and Mancow’s flagship stations are Alternative sta-
tions.”

Mancow’s final show on '/RCX was June 19. He’s expected to start at his
new radio home in mid-to-late July, following an Alaskan vacation. He
replaces the morning team of Wendy Snyder and Bill Leff who, according to
the Sun-Times, may not be off the air too long: “While Steve Dahl keeps talk-
ing them up to join him at (CBS FM Talker] WCKG, Snyder and Leff have been
hearing from stations up and down the dial. Even WGN-AM has come calling.”

CHANCELLOR BUYS MARTIN
MEDIA It's the first non-radio
acquisition for the new Jeff
Marcus-run Chancellor. The for-
mer cable tycoon said he wants to
diversify Chancellor beyond just
major market radio, so he’s plunk-
ing down $610 million in cash to
grab 13,000 billboards in 12 states,
serving 29 markets. Chancellor has
radio stations in six of Martin’s
markets, and over 40% of Martin’s
revenue and cash flow are derived
from markets where Chancellor
owns stations. The radio-billboard
synergy is something CBS and
Clear Channel already subscribe to.
Meanwhile Marcus said he would
“personally love to see Capstar
combine with Chancellor.” The new
Chancellor President/CEQO made
the remark at a NationsBanc
Montgomery Securities conference
in New York. He also said that
Chancellor would consider buying
LIN Television Group all in an
effort to expand the second-largest
radio broadcasting company.
Chancellor, LIN Television and
Capstar are all backed by the
investment firm of Hicks, Muse,
Tate & Furst. “We will have the
opportunity, not the obligation, to
purchase LIN,” Marcus said, “and
there may be an opportunity to pur-
chase Capstar as well.” He added
that Chancellor’s looking to buy
more radio stations and billboard
companies. At the same conference,
CBS CFO Fred Reynolds said his
company is looking to boost its cash
flow by buying radio, outdoor
advertising and television proper-
ties. He added that CBS discontin-
ued its annual dividend of 20 cents
per share on March 1 “to leave more
money for free cash flow.” The com-
pany intends to use the increased
cash flow to continue its $1 billion
stock repurchase plan announced
in February, and to seek more
acquisitions.

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Days Of The New frontman
Travis Meeks told fans during an
on-line interview that he will be
parting ways with the other three
members of the band - guitarist
Todd Whitener, bassist Jesse Vest
and drummer Matt Taul - following
their tour with Metallica and
Jerry Cantrell.

According to a report in Variety,
Steven Tyler’'s lead vocals on
Ringo Starr’s cover of the Dobie
Gray classic “Drift Away,” were
erased when Aerosmith’s label,
Columbia, didn't want the track
competing with Aerosmith’s two con-
tributions to the Armageddon
soundtrack. The original version
with Tyler’s vocal was on the
advance promotional pressing of
Starr’s new solo album, Vertical
Man. After Tyler's vocals were taken
off, Starr got Tom Petty to sing on
the track at the last minute. Tyler
does appear elsewhere on Vertical
Man, though, supplying drums on
“Drift Away,” harmonica on “Love
Me Do,” and backing vocals on sev-
eral other tracks.

Too Hip For The Room

A Problem Solving Forum for

By Liz Janik

Progressive radio isn’t
the only format that
needs real communica-
tors on-air, but it is defi-
nitely the format that
the listeners expect
announcers to have
something to say that’s
worth listening to.

Originally, free-form

Progressive radio
emerged as the anti-format to the hype-
driven radio of the late sixties. High rota-
tions, slamming production and jocks in a
perpetual state of hysteria characterized
hit radio, then and today. And there are
certainly fans for this type of radio. But,
there is also a demand for a format that
offers listeners a more personal touch,
both musically and with the on-air per-
sonalities.

Progressive radio traditionally
offered listeners a wide variety of new
music not heard elsewhere and announc-
ers who related to their audiences as real
people, not as “DJs.” After all, there is no
entertainment value in liner cards and
positioning statements, mixed with music
backsells consisting of “that was..” and
“coming up next.” There never will be.

While Progressive radio allows
announcers to be more than one-sided
disk-jockeys reading liner cards, too often
the air talent does not live up to their
opportunity to be colorful and entertain-
ing communicators. Too often, the exact
opposite is true. It’s surprising that so
many Progressive announcers have a
dull, monotonous and even pretentious
delivery. Announcers who embrace such a
style of delivery will leave the audience,
and your ratings, flat.

There are many reasons why
Progressive radio air talent frequently
don’t hit the mark, either in human con-
tact, or entertainment value. The reasons
why announcers aren't able to connect
with listeners range from little on-air
experience to little or no training and the
ever-present low wages.

Unfortunately, one of the biggest rea-
sons for low level performance for the air
talent is the Progressive programmer.
They perpetuate the poor performance of
the on-air talent because of their precon-

ceptions of what the format should be,
often with little understanding about the
real needs of their listeners. These pro-
grammers encourage music snobbery and
a “too cool” attitude. To be successful,
Progressive radio has to be more than a
free music service for the musically elite
listener.

Progressive radio needs to bond with
the average listener if it wants to grow
and thrive. It needs to play the music that
a larger audience wants to hear — and
have announcers that make the listeners
feel that they’'ve found a home on the
radio dial.

Here are some points to keep in mind
when directing your air-talent to connect
with their audience:

*Listeners want to be enter-
tained, not educated.

Music is a common bond in
Progressive radio, between the announc-
ers and the listeners. Unfortunately,
many Progressive announcers see them-
selves as some sort of musicologists with
an obligation to “educate” the listeners
about the music that theyre hearing.
(This can also be said about the Jazz and
Classical formats.) These announcers
expand on musical information in such
detail that they go beyond the interest of
the average fan. This makes the announc-
er sound simply boring to most listeners.

Present music information in brief,
interesting bits. Find colorful and intrigu-
ing points or angles about the music to
talk about. Practice a story-telling style
and a personal approach. Avoid, at all
costs, falling back on reading liner notes
with production and performance details.

eNewsflash: There is more to life
than musie.

Music is not the only thing that you
share with your listeners. But some
Progressive announcers rarely talk about
anything else. For most people, a sense of
community is even more important than
music.

All radio stations create a sense of
community around the music that they
play, but winning radio stations expand
that feeling of community to include the

other aspects of their listener’s lives.
These things can include politics, garden-
ing, children and child care, and local
news and events. Listeners have full lives
and their lives need to be reflected on the
air to create a greater sense of communi-
ty.

Programmers need to hire announc-
ers who read magazines and newspapers;
get out into the community; go to movies
and other important events; mingle with
ordinary people who do not work in the
radio or record industries. People with
interesting lives make interesting conver-
sations. If someone is boring off the air,
they will be even more so on the air.

*Laid-back does not mean bor-
ing.

Laid-back implies a natural one-on-
one style. This is a good thing to strive for
in a format that repeatedly avoids hype
and seeks contact with the listener.
Unfortunately, too many announcers end
up sounding simply bored, and therefore,
boring. They are so laid-back that they
speak in a flat and monotonous voice.
This is unspeakably dull for the listeners.
Yet, so many Progressive (and
Alternative) stations have fallen into this
“bored, cool” attitude. It makes for bad
radio, every time.

Study the natural speech patterns of
people in conversation. There is inflection
and pacing, and often a feeling or emotion
comes through in the color of their voice.
When someone speaks with a naturally
animated voice, it is much more attrac-
tive and entertaining to the listener.

There is a big difference between
hype and a warm enthusiasm for a song
or artist. Everyone wants to avoid hype.
Natural enthusiasm wins listeners’
attention, it helps them remember a per-
sonality and even more importantly, it
helps them remember the vital details
like the call letters and dial position of
your radio station.

Whatever way you wish to classi-
fy this band, the bottom line is that they craft viciously original
songs that sound incredible on the air. This second single from
Life In The So-Called Space Age (which the band produced
themselves), deserves a serious look come add day.

Greeper Lagoon, “Wondertul Love,” (Mammoth)

It’s not often that a band can pull off a majestic marriage of lo-
fi Rock ethics and high-tech, genre-bending song structure.

It encompasses a variety of winning ele
ments: delicious melodies, fantastic guitar work, beautiful com-
position, and luscious production.

Fig Dish, “When Shirts Get Tight,” (A&M)
The bio describes the band’s sound as “Paul Westerberg-bitch-
slaps-Rick Nelson Rock.” We couldn’t have put it any better
ourselves. Although the Modern Rock format is overloaded with
releases right now, that’s no excuse to let a record slip by you.
Waiting for a story on the record to develop somewhere else
may very well take away from the format’s longevity. Break the
records yourself.

Imogen Heap, “Come Here Boy,” (Almo Sounds)
Those that have jumped on board early with this track have
experienced a stunning reaction from their audience. Many
insiders feel that imogen Heap will capture the attention of the
nation, much the way her predecessors Fiona Apple, Paula
Cole, Natalie Imbruglia and Alanis Morissette have in
recent times. We agree. She may even outshine them all. This
track is simply breathtaking in every way. It’s dark, yet uplift-
ing, quiet, then suddenly thunderous, and her voice is as pure
and as golden as sunshine. Be a part of this, and add this record
right away. Already making a huge impact at WDST, WRAX,
KFMA, KACV, KWOD, and KZON.

Massive Attack, “Teardrop,” (Virgin)
Grant Marshall (Daddy Gee), Robert Del Naja (3D) and
Andrew Voyles (Mushroom) first met in 1983 as part of the
Wild Bunch sound system. The trio defined the Trip-Hop
genre, spawning what came to be known as the “Bristol sound”
and helped set the stage for fellow Bristol musicians Tricky
and Portishead.

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The Aircheck: Are You Ignoring Your Most Important Duty?

A couple of months ago, during a heat-
ed session at the annual Pollack pro-
gramming conference, a number of
corporate VPs criticized PDs for not
doing enough to develop talent. The
PDs fired back that, since consolida-
tion, they are being stretched so thin
that they can’t do justice to anything.
The fact is, both sides were right.
Unfortunately, talent development
has been put on the back burner.
Regular aircheck meetings with tal-
ent, and other seemingly routine

tasks, are often the first things to go
when busy PDs have to re-prioritize their tasks. The routine always
gets shunted aside in the constant effort to put out fires.

We can't afford to let this continue. With more demands being placed
on everyone, talent development and training is even more important.
Time must be made for meeting with people. To help make these ses-
sions even more productive, here are a few suggestions:

¢ Meet with your talent, especially the part-timers, at least once every
two weeks. In fact, weekend and fill-in people need even more attention
than the full-timers since they don’t have as much time to practice.

e Set a time limit for each meeting. Make them no more than 30 min-
utes. Your time is valuable and so is theirs. If you set a limit, you'll
make each meeting more productive.

¢ Ask each person what he/she wants to get our of these meetings. Get
a sense for how each person likes to be critiqued. Some respond bet-
ter to a quick kick in the ass, others prefer - and are best motivated by
- a more gentle approach.

¢ Do more than just critique. Take the time to explain the overall sta-
tion goals and get ideas back from the people who are on the front lines
everyday.

e Let the talent know that you consider these meetings important.
Make a show of calling the receptionist and telling him/her to hold
your calls because you have an important meeting.

¢ Require your jocks to aircheck every show. Making taping the norm,
and not the exception, is the easiest way to get people to feel less
intimidated by the process and get them past the tendency to play to
the tape. Also, instead of having them cherry pick their best show for
your session, you can grab any show, at random.

e Have them work on only one thing at a time. Giving them a laun-
dry list of things to work on is more than they can handle. I recom-
mend what I call the pyramid approach; find the one thing that will
make them make the most progress the fastest, just like chopping the base
off a pyramid, it leaves you with less to work on.

* Provide examples of how things should be done. Get some tapes of
other jocks from similarly-formatted stations that do it right.

¢ Always leave them with something positive. No matter how many
mistakes were made, be sure to leave them feeling good about some-
thing that they have done. Remember, this is supposed to be con-
structive feedback.

¢ When teaching new skills, give talent very specific goals to reach.
I've heard a lot of PDs tell their night jock to “use the phones,” with no
other clarification. Frankly, most young jocks don’t know how to
respond. A million questions will occur to them. How many calls per
hour? How long should they be? Do I just play back requests, or can
I do something more involved such as a nightly question? Anticipate
these questions and lay out a specific plan for them to follow.

¢ Everyone knows that, except in the direst of emergencies, it’s best not to
hotline jocks about mistakes they've made. But do you ever use it to tell
them when they’ve done a good job? In the book, The One-Minute
Manager, they call this “catching someone doing something right.”

e For a very revealing and productive session, have the jocks critique
themselves one time. This allows you to find out how realistic they are
about their own work. Also, since they’re often their harshest critics
and they already have a lot of insecurities, this is a way to flush out
those insecurities and even make them feel more competent by point-
ing out the things that they do well.

Whatever methods you use to save time and be effective, make sure
that you create a regular schedule and stick to it. Employees crave
feedback. Real feedback, not just idle conversation. Be sure that what
you’re giving to your staff is perceived as such. Casually passing along
ideas in the hallways is okay occasionally, but don’t let it be a substi-
tute for a real meeting.

One of the more interesting experiences I ever had as a consultant
involved this exact scenario. I got a call from a frustrated GM whose
air staff was complaining about the lack of feedback. In talking with
the PD, who had a very casual style, he confirmed that while he fre-
quently talked to his people in passing in the hall, he rarely held any
individual critique sessions. He saw this as feedback, they saw it as
casual conversations.

I suggested that he change his style and make his meetings more for-
mal. Hold them in his office at regularly scheduled times. I told him
not to worry about coming across as too corporate; he couldn’t do that
if he tried. Besides, he was the boss and his employees expected some-
thing more official. To his credit, the PD did just that. The results
were incredible. Suddenly, the jocks perceived that they were getting
real feedback. That made the GM happy and got him off the PD’s back.

They are a band truly
on the rise. Their debut album, Polythene, is as deep as they come. As far
as Jerry Cantrell goes, let’s just say we were a little more than blown away.
His solo material sounded amazing live. He also lit up the crowd with a
varied assortment of Alice In Chains tunes, including “No Excuses,” “Got
Me Wrong,” “Them Bones,” and “What The Hell Have 1?” from The Last
Action Hero soundtrack. We urge you to see him on the Metallica tour, and
go back and listen to his brilliant solo debut, Boggy Depot... While we
haven’t talked to anyone from KROQ/Los Angeles about the on-stage and
backstage shenanigans between Green Day and Third Eye Blind during
the Weenie Roast at Irvine Meadows Amphitheater, here is what we have
made of the situation from conversations with people who were present
during the show. The situation started when Third Eye Blind bassist
Arion Salazar jumped on stage during Green Day’s performance, started
to dance around and tried to give Green Day bassist Mike Dirnt a kiss.
Dirnt shoved Salazar and security subsequently wrestled and pinned him
to the ground. Salazar was kicked by Dirnt, while he was on the ground,
before being dragged off the stage. After Green Day’s set was over, Dirnt
headed to the Third Eye Blind backstage dressing room to confront the
band about Salazar’s actions. Dirnt didn’t buy Third Eye Blind's “band
prank” excuse and a scuffle broke out. The confrontation between Dirnt
and Salazar resulted in Dirnt being struck in the head with a beer bottle,
allegedly by an autograph seeking fan of Third Eye Blind’s. Dirnt was
taken to Irvine Medical Center where he had twelve stitches put in a three
inch laceration and was diagnosed with a partially fractured skull. Dirnt
was kept overnight for observation. While at the hospital, Dirnt had a hos-
pital clerk call the police so he could file a report. According to a statement
from Third Eye Blind’s management firm, Eric Godtland Management:
“Early in the day, Arion Salazar visited the members of Green Day in their
trailer. Mike Dirnt and Arion know one another thorugh close mutual
friends and the visit was courteous. Later that evening during Green Day’s
set, in the spirit of an inter-band prank, Arion ran onto the stage and bear-
hugged Mike Dirnt. Naturally, at this point, Mike had no idea who Arion
was and did not expect to anyone to grab him, so he reacted by hitting and
kicking Arion. Security grabbed Arion and hustled him off the stage, at
which point Mike Dirnt realized it was Arion with whom he had just wres-
tled.” Salazar says in the statement: “I am sorry that my attempt at doing
something I thought would be funny escalated into Mike getting hurt.
That was never my intention. I simply had too much to drink and made a
very bad decision. If I had been in Mike’s place, I'm sure I would have
acted similarly. My heart goes out to him and I hope he recovers quickly.
We have many friends in common and I just hope that they can accept my
sincerest apology. I am sorry Mike.” “It really should have been worked
out between Mike and Arion,” Third Eye Blind frontman Stephan
Jenkins recently told MTV News. I think what started off as a joke,
Mike didn’t think it was funny.” As for Green Day’s take on the incident,
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the only statement anyone in their camp would make came through
statement released by their publicist, the Mitch Schneider Organizatio
It read: “On the advice of their attorneys, Green Day are unable to cor
ment at this time.

Modern AC has been criticized as being “a
weekend, not a format.” Many have ques-
tioned the format’s life span. What are the
keys to the long term success of this format?
There has to be a hole in the market for it! You
can't just pick this format up and plop it into any
market in the country, and expect it to work. Any
format is based on a mix of three or four different
styles of music. Maybe the female Pop-
Alternative music is a weekend, not a format.
But. when it's blended with male Rock. and 80s
New Wave, and "90s Pop, it works. You need to
keep your eyes open for what new styles of music
may be around the corner that you can adopt to
replace a style of music that may fade. This past
Summer. we had a whole new flood of music from
artists such as OMC, Sugar Ray, Smash Mouth
and Mighty Mighty Bosstones. It was a whole
new style of music that we were open to that was
different than, say, Sarah McLachlan. But, it
was equally successful for us. Market conditions,
playing hits, and letting the listeners tell you
what they want from you, and not trying to force
a cool. hip station on them--is the key to long term
success. Be as mass appeal as they will allow you
to be, because you can't play enough hits.

How current is your station? What’s your
approximate current/recurrent/gold ratio?
Does it vary by daypart?

We get a little more current at night, and expose
more new music, but it’s not a dramatic enough
difference that the audience would probably
notice. In general, we are half and half currents-
to-gold, which is as current as we've ever been.

Do you worry
about having too
much unfamiliar
music to deal with?
We will get aggressive on
something if we all have

“ agood feel about it. 1try
to get a balance of people involved in the music
meeting. If we all look at each other and say, “I
love it! It's perfect for the station,” we'll go early on
something. For example, the Fastball record is a
recent example of something that we were really
early on, because we all just really liked it. The
less sure I am of something, the longer I'll wait. So
it really depends on the record. Unfamiliar music
in L.A. is a real danger for an adult station. [
think that we're probably one of the most familiar
of all the Modern ACs. and we have the cume to
show for it. You have to be careful

Modern ACs tend to differ from market to
market, especially in terms of the type of
gold that they play. What types of gold are
on Star?

I know that '80s gold doesn’t work in some inar-
kets, but for us, it does. Women in L.A. who are
in their 30s were in high school in the early '80s
when New Wave was everything here. We've
found that music to be compatible with our cur-
rent music. Duran Duran, Berlin, the Go
Gos... that kind of stuff is still popular.

How about the novelties like the Violent
Femmes and songs like that. Can you get
away with that stuff?

We have gone through periods of time in which we
played more of the novelty '80s. We've backed off
from that, and relegated that music to our '80s
Friday Night show, and our '80s weekends. which
we do over most holiday weekends. That’s when
we pull out Taco, Dexy’s Midnight Runners,
and the more novelty ‘80s music.

The format is targeted at women, but often
performs well with men. What is Star’s
female/male audience ratio? What are your
strongest demos?
We are 53% female, which I think is pretty stan-
dard for this format all across the country... whick
is unusual, because we are a female-targeted
radio station. But with this music, unlike the Ho
AC music in the late '80s which was Michael
Bolton and Jon Secada and Gloria Estefan,
who were less male-friendly, this music is much
more male-friendly. Our strongest demo is wonier
25-34, followed by women 35-44, followed by A
women 18-24.

Who do you share the most audience with
there?

KROQ and KIIS, almost equally on a cume level.
There’s more music sharing between the three
stations than there ever has been. You get a lot of
people punching around to hear a song they like.

Tell us about your stationality. How produced
is Star? Who does your voice work?

In February, Jim Pratt joined us as Creative
Services Director. He had worked for KOME/San
Jose, and also had done work for KROQ. He’s
definitely upped the energy level of the production
on the station. There’s a lot of energy and humor.
He does his own singing, and he produced jingles
for us. He creates parody song promos. We gave
away Volkswagon Beetles in May, and he turned
Gary Numan’s Cars into “Bug a day, in the
month of May, win cars...” He has a hip, but
friendly and funny sound. It’s not lasers and
explosions but is a lot of attitude. We get requests
for the promos. I'm really happy with the produc-
tion on the radio station now. Jim does most of
the voice work. We also have Leah Brandon,
who does 6-10pm here, do some female voicework
for our sweepers. The station is definitely pro-
duced between the records. You have to sell who
you are between every record in a creative way
that cuts through. Otherwise the world goes by
you.

You talked about the ’80s weekends... what
other special programming do you run? Are
there any daily features?
On Saturday night, we have a mix show from 9pm
from lam. We work with Hot Mix out of Phoenix
to produce it, and we've definitely become a player

Run down the airstaff for us, starting with your hot new morning show.

Jamie, Frosty and Frank are on from 5-10. They’re followed by Larry Morgan from 10-2,
Ryan Seacrest with Lisa Foxx from 2-6. Leah Brandon goes 6-10pm, followed by Bradley
from 10-2am, and Bill Alexander from 2-5am.

How has the Jamie, Frosty and Frank show developed in L.A.?

It’s too early for anything empirical, but we’re seeing a swing. Obviously, they came in with a

bang.Morning show habits are hard to change, but we're seeing a lot of people who initially said
that they didn’t like them now saying that they can't stop listening to them, and they’re
late for work because of it. We're excited about the long term potential. We're really
happy that they’re here.

Tell us about the Star Lounge. You’ve had some major artists come
through and perform.
Being in L.A. helps. And we’re about two blocks from the NBC studios,

who you are We’ve also built it up. The lounge used to be the conference room. It’s a

good room acoustically, and it’s very funky in its art design. There are
betw_een everv_ ~  brightly colored walls, leopard skin furniture and lava lamps.

It seems that artists become passe more quickly now, and that they
have a tougher time following up their initial efforts. They burn bright,
then burn out. Modern AC is a more artist-intensive format than traditional
AC. How important is it to build career artists for the future that the format
can own? How can we do a better job of artist development?
I think that we'’re really song-driven, and, yes, there have been a lot of “one hit wonders.”
Sometimes it seems that every add is by an artist whom we’ve never heard of before. It’s tricky.
You can't really hang your hat on a lot of these artists, because you don’t know what’s coming.
There are certain events, such as the Lilith Fair, that are priorities. Artists such as Matchbox 20
and Sheryl Crow are core for us. But, will they still be core next Summer? The callous thing to
say is, if they have a good second song, we'll play it. We've played three singles from Matchbox 20,
Sheryl Crow and Jewel. We played five Alanis singles, and four Hootie singles. If there is more
than one hit on the album, we’ll play them. We all want artists to build our stations around,
because ultimately, it’s about playing hits.

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hile many people comment on the

You arrived at Star in April of '95. Would that have been close
to the station’s inception?

The station had been on the air for two or three years as a Hot
AC. A month after I got here, we got a research project back that
pointed out the opportunity for more of a Modern-leaning Pop-
Alternative station. It wasn’t because of my arrival. But, right
after I got here, we started shifting the station more towards the
direction that it is now.

How scary was that at that time? I’'m sure there were a
lot of skeptics. It’s a Liz risk to take in a big market. You
must have felt like quite the adventurer.

It was new territory, and it was exciting. I knew as a listener
that I would like it, because the more mainstream AC music was
gradually weeded off the air in favor of more B-52’s, R.E.M.,

the original Modern AC stations continues to prosper and grow in the nation’s #2 radio market. Guided
by Angela Perelli, Star 98.7 has become & major player in a very competitive environment. A West Coast
radio vet, Perelli started in the biz as an intern at KYUU/San Francisco with Don Bleu, who was doing mornings.
The first official paycheck came from K101, where she landed the morning show producer gig. She spent 7 1/2
years at the station, working her way up through the ranks as Programming Assistant, Music Director, Corporate
Programming Assistant, Assistant Program Director, and finally Program Director. In April of ’93, she headed
for L.A., and took the APD position at KYSR, rising to PD in September of *96.

How has the station’s format changed since those early
days?

But, I don't hear back
from listeners anymore that we're an Alternative station. We're
a Pop station that is more of a Rock-leaning than Rhythm-lean-
ing Adult Top 40.
