“TURNS TO ME”

NOVA SCOTIA, CANADA On
May 24th of this year the Taiwanese
freighter, the Maersk Dubai, manned
by an international crew, pulled into
the port of Halifax, Canada, laden
with the heavy weight of an evil con-
cealed. This evil was revealed through
the courageous action of a Filipino
deckhand, Rodolfo Miguel, at consi-
derable jeopardy to his own life and
welfare.

The freighter carried cargo to
numerous countries as It constantly
circled the globe. During a recent
Atlantic crossing, two stowaways were
found on board, a not uncommon
event on ships of this type. The time
honored tradition of the sea 1s that
such individuals would be put to work
scrubbing dishes until the ship docked,
at which point, they would be turned
over to the local authorities. This is a
custom as old as sailing 1tself.

However, the Captain of the
Maersk Dubai was not to do what was
expected. Instcad, he reacted with a
stunningly cold swiftness, and ordered
the men thrown overboard. The two
youths were hardly able to believe
what was happening to them. In a last
desperate attempt to avoid their fate,
they had clung to the legs of the offi-
cers who were pushing them into the

ocean, all the while, begging for their
lives. But the officers ignored their
pleas, even as the boys pulled out pic-
tures of their familics, spilling them
across the deck in a final futile gesture.
Miguel and several other sailors had
tried to intervene, but were viciously
reprimanded and threatened by the
Captain.

With nothing as close to God on
earth as a Captain at sca, the deck-
hands dared not confront the officers
further. Within minutes, they witnes-
sed the condemned men struggling in
the water as the ship pulled away.

Later on in the voyage, a third stow
away was discovered by the officers
and suffered the same fate. The mor-
ning after this third killing, Miguel
was horrified to encounter a fourth
stowaway trying to sutrender to him.
Grabbing the youth, he tried to pull
him towards a hiding spot in the engi-
ne room, but the man, not understan-
ding, struggled against him, repeating
over and over in hroken English that
he wanted to surrender. Finally,
Miguel pointed to the Captain
through a porthole and gave the uni-
versal sign of a finger across the throat.
Suddenly, comprehending the danger,
the man followed his benefactor
towards a hiding place in the hold.

There he would remain until their
arrival in Canada, where Miguel
managed to delivered him safely to the
authorities. He also made a complete
report on all that had occurred.

Presently, Miguel's hopes for swift
Justice and a return to a normal life are
not to be as the entire case has turned
into a diplomatic nightmare. The
shipping company has hired an army
of lawyers who have gotten the accu-
sed officers released on bail while they
work on having the case dismissed on
international legal technicalities. The
company continuces to pay all the offi-
cers' expenses, including full salartes
and travel expenses for their wives to
Canada.

Meanwhile, Rodolfo Miguel has
fared less well. He languishes in a
small hotel room awaiting the outco-
me of the case. Despite the fact that
his family is being harassed in his
homeland the Canadian Government
will not allow him to bring them into
the country. He has not been able to
find wotk and has had to defend him
self from ridiculous counter charges
that rhe defense team has fabricated in
an effort to diffuse the truth.
Hopefully, as public awareness of this
casc grows, there will still be a chance
for justice.

Stern Invades Denver Radio Market
But Loses Another TV Affiliate

Howard Stern is finally getting his
hands on the elusive Denver radio market.
Tribune’s Classic Hits KKHK (The Hawk) has
signed Stern for mornings, effective
September 14, fingb has learned. Meanwhile
Stern’s TV show lost its third affiliate in as
many weeks.

The predictable avalanche of media hoopla
that accompanies a new Stern sign-on is well
underway in Denver: “He’s gross. He’s dis-
gusting. He’s yucky. And he’s about to be
ours,” The Denver Post warns.

radio partner in the past but Jacor ultimately
decided against putting his syndicated show on KBCO, to protect Lewis &
Floorwax at Classic Rock sister KRFX. Now they’ll compete with Stern,
whose show will air live on The Hawk from 4 A.M. until 6 A.M., followed by a
complete, two-hour tape-delayed version commencing at 6 A.M.

With just one rocker competing against Jacor’s four Rock stations, Tribune
Denver Radio VP/GM David Juris figured he needed to drop the big one.
Research uncovered “a significant void for an entertaining morning show,” he
says. Promising “fairly significant movement,” Juris claims 20% to 25% dis-
satisfaction levels among morning show audiences at Denver Rock and Talk
stations that Stern would likely siphon listeners from.

Unlike his early syndication years, when he was heard on mostly Classic
Rock outlets, Stern has lately focused on Alternative and Active Rock affilia-
tions. How will he fare married to Classic Hits? “The perception is that he
lappeals only to] males 18-34 but, in fact, he has extremely strong appeal 35-
49, Juris contends. “It’s really an adult show.”

KKHK is Tribune’s first Stern encounter. The station currently has no PD,
following Lois Todd’s recent resignation over “philosophical differences.”

Stern is also adding WPXC/Cape Cod to his radio empire, but things aren’t
looking as rosy on the TV front. The Howard Stern Radio Show has lost three

stations in three weeks. The latest cancellation comes from KUSI-TV, an inde-
pendent station in San Diego, where Stern’s radio program airs on KIOZ. The
Fox affiliate in Lubbock and the ABC affiliate in Phoenix were first to dump
the CBS-TV show due to its raunchy content.

Stern’s ratings continued to decline in his third week on network TV. The
September 5 installment of Radio Show posted a 2.9 rating in the 30 metered
markets where Nielsen measures overnight ratings, down from a 3.8 in week
No. 2 and a 4.9 in its debut week.

The King may soon get his day in court to settle a protracted lawsuit he
lodged against Evergreen Media after they dumped his syndicated radio
show from WLUP-AM/Chicago in '93, after only 10 months on the air.
Evergreen — a precursor to Chancellor Media — said then that the show's
FCC woes made it too hot for them to handle. Stern sued for breach of con-
tract and fraud. The original $45 million claim has since been reduced to $25
million, and could come to trial in New York in the next few weeks, according
to the Chicago Sun-Times.

Meanwhile, on the other side of the continent, Jacor has grounded its
Phoenix “Eagle.” Operating just one Rock product in a market the size of
Phoenix isn’t Jacor’s M.O,, especially when it’s not a big ratings winner. Such
was the case with Classic Hits KGLQ, one of two Sun City stations to fall into
Jacor’s hands via the Nationwide deal. Rather than continue to slug it out with
Sandusky’s three-headed Rock cluster, The Eagle flipped to Hot AC Friday
afternoon (9/4), to complement CHR-leaning Modern AC KZZP and join Jacor’s
growing national “Mix” network. 'ZZP PD Dan Persigehl, who now programs
both stations, says “The New Mix 96.9” is 60% ‘80s, 25% ‘70s and 15% ‘90s. The
Eagle airstaff is out in favor of a jockless rollout. The new call letters are
KMXP.

WDRK/Panama City also flipped last Friday, from Active Rock to what PD
Mark Murphy calls “Lite Rock.” The station, now calling itself Lite 107.9,
began spinning 10,000 songs in a row at 5:30 PM., which Murphy expects
should go on for about a month-and-a-half. Now jockless, 'DRK is not cur-
rently searching for an airstaff.

In Knoxville, Modern Rock WNFZ became the latest station to adopt the
“Extreme Radio” moniker. Along with the new positioner, 'NFZ is now airing
what PD/MD Shane Cox describes as a heavier Alternative format, focusing
on Metallica, Tool, Rage Against The Machine, KoRn, The Flys and other edgy
artists. Knoxville’s Extreme has replaced roughly 30%-40% of its music
library.

And Modern Rocker KHTY/Santa Barbara was set to change formats
around 3 PM. Sept. 10, though the new format wasn’t certain at presstime.
PD/MD Deanne Saffren said she heard rumblings that Classic Rock could be
a possibility.

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HERALD PULLS ADDS OFF
WBCN In a move precipitated by
questions posed to him during a
recent interview on WBCN/Boston by
afternoon personality Nik Carter,
Boston Herald publisher Pat
Purcell has pulled what the Boston
Globe reports (9/3) as “about
$200,000 in advertising off of
WBCN’s airwaves.” The action stems
from an August 24 live interview on
Carter’s show where Purcell alleged-
ly thought he was to be queried about
his paper’s redesign. Instead, Carter
“lit into Purcell in what one observer
described as a “tirade’ against the
tabloid, questioning its handling of
issues of race and homosexuality,” the
Globe reports. In a statement
released to the Globe, Purcell said,
“In the course of the interview at
’BCN, there were charges and accusa-
tions made that were not only totally
unfounded, but lacking in fairness
and decency as well. Because of this
unprofessionalism, the decision was
made not to advertise with the sta-
tion at this time.” A spokesperson for
Purcell, George Regan, also told the
Globe, “It might not be a bad idea for
Nik Carter and others at the station
to attend a sensitivity course.” As for
where 'BCN stands on the issue, GM
Tony Berardini simply told the
Globe, “1 don’t want to get involved in
commenting about it.”

We've got more news about the
John Lennon box set mentioned
in last week’s Rock Report. Many
years in the works, The John
Lennon Anthology, a massive John
Lennon box set is slated for release
on November 3 via Capitol
Records. Comprised of 100 unis-
sued Lennon recordings — demos,
alternate takes, outtakes, televi-
sion appearances — the four-CD
set supervised by Lennon’s widow
Yoko Ono, son Sean and Rob
Stevens, will cull together many of
the tracks originally aired on The
Lost Lennon radio series. The four
CDs are each titled after a differ-
ent stage in Lennon’s life and span
the years 1969-1980. Disc one is
Ascot, named after his huge white
palatial English estate shown in
the classic “Imagine” video and
film. New York City spotlighting

Lennon’s creative and political
rebirth in The Big Apple. The Lost
Weekend, a confused and decidedly
unhappy 18-month period spent in
L.A. Separated from Ono, John
worked and partied with the likes
of Keith Moon, Harry Nilsson,
Ringo Starr and Phil Spector.
Finally, the last installment,
Dakota, charts Lennon’s home
demos, many recorded on a boom
box during his house husband
days. Demos of “Watching The
Wheels,” “Dear Yoko,” “Whatever
Gets You Through The Night,”
“Mind Games” along with unre-
leased tracks like the Bob Dylan
parody “Serve Yourself,” “Sally &
Billy” and “Dear John,” the last
song Lennon ever wrote, are likely
inclusions. A sumptuous 60-page
booklet including rare pho-
tographs, liners, commentary and
Lennon artwork will house the col-
lection.

Elvis Costello is a true musical
chameleon. From his days as a
New Wave pioneer to his forays
into Classical music, Country and
Western, Stax/Volt and Motown,
and impressionist Pop, he has
always been a brave artist, less
concerned with commerciality and
more with developing his artistry.
Costello’s new CD, Painted From
Memory (Mercury), a collaboration
with famed composer Burt
Bacharach, is a wonderful and
magical listening experience that

release the last week of September,
Painted From Memory is a sophis-
ticated and challenging record,
expertly mining Bacharach’s clas-
sic songwriting abilities with
Costello’s incisive lyrical and musi-
cal edge. The result? A marvelous
uplifting record resplendent with
surprising and often eclectic musi-
cal vistas. “This House Is Empty
Now,” the R&B flavored “The
Sweetest Punch” and “Such
Unlikely Lovers” and the magnifi-
cent “God Give Me Strength,”
Costello and Bacharach’s first col-
laboration, are among the many
treats in store.

How surprised do you think we
were to find a great Pop tunesmith
contributing to the pages of this
here Rock Report? Ken Sharp’s
new release, Happy Accidents, is a
stunning collection of Power Pop
confections that bring to mind the
likes of Squeeze, McCartney,
Todd Rundgren, and Queen,
while maintaining an identity all
its own. With a supporting cast
that includes members of
Philadelphia Popsters
Wanderlust, Rundgren’s former
Nazz mate Stewkey, and
Chicago bassist/vocalist Jason
Scheff, Sharp serves up tracks
that range from sprawling and psy-
chedelic (“Wrecking Ball”), to
sparse and sweet (“Beautiful”).

Expertly edited by noted UK.
musicologist Colin Larkin, the
books cull information scoured
from a mammoth database of over
7,000,000 words all compiled from
years of painstaking research tap-
ping into the most foremost of
music authorities. Available now
are a series of various Virgin ency-
clopedias that comprehensively
cover every music genre imagin-
able. Among the books available in
the series include the Virgin
Encyclopedia of ‘50s, ‘60s, ‘70s and
‘80s Music and an Indie and New
Wave installment. A massive and
scholarly undertaking, the tomes
— each devoted to a particular era
or genre — provide exhaustively
detailed entries on thousands of
artists and groups. Every entry
includes a concise bio, complete
discography, and up-to-date album
ratings. Also included are incisive
historical and subjective context of
how each act/group’s contributions
should be assessed and evaluated.
Unlike other Rock reference books
of its type, these tomes go the extra
yard, yielding copious and previ-
ously unknown information. From
the obscure (Philadelphia’s late
‘T0s/early ‘80s New Wave combo
The A’s to name one) to the most
familiar, it’s all here. These refer-
ence books are wholly indispens-
able for both the music fan and
radio station.

Punk Rock didn’t start with the
Sex Pistols, Clash and
Ramones, but back in the mid-
’60s with an endless array of strug-
gling groups, most honing their
craft in garages, all primed to cap-
ture some of the magic and raw
power of such bands as The

Rolling Stones, the Yardbirds
and the Kinks. Nuggets: Original
Artyfacts From  The  First
Psychedelic Era 1965-1968 (Rhino
Records) is a terrific four-CD col-
lection that shines the spotlight on
many of these worthy, yet often
obscure groups. A continuation of
1972’s critically acclaimed Nuggets
collection compiled by future Patti
Smith guitarist Lenny Kaye (a
record included here in its entire-
ty), this generous bounty of musi-
cal riches is a raw and defiantly
sweaty celebration of the joy of
knowing three guitar chords
pumped up by wide-eyed ambition,
innocence and heart. Included are
such well-known jewels as “Lies”
by the Knickerbockers, the
Standells with “Dirty Water,”
“Psychotic Reaction” by Count
Five, “Incense And Peppermints”
by Strawberry Alarm Clock (a
band that featured Ed King,
future lead guitarist in Lynyrd
Skynyrd), “Pushin’ Too Hard” by
The Seeds, the Frat-Rock splen-
dor of “Wooly Bully” by Sam The
Sham & The Pharaohs, Ted
Nugent’s band the Amboy Dukes
with “Journey To The Center Of
The Mind,” and the timeless
“Louie, Louie” by the Kingsmen.
These well-known tracks are but-
tressed by a dazzling assortment of
equally vital and supercharged
Garage Rock glory. One listen to
the glorious Byrdsian jangle of the
Choir’s “It’s Cold Outside,” “Open
My Eyes” by Nazz, Todd
Rundgren’s ‘60s troupe, “Live” by
the Merry-Go-Round (a song cov-
ered by the Bangles), the bruising
tough sound of the Remains with
“Why Do I Cry,” and “The Witch” by
the Sonics, among others, provide
more than enough amped up
morsels to satiate the appetite of
the serious Rock fan. A spectacu-
lar booklet packed with rare photos

and featuring commentary by
Lenny Kaye and noted Rock
scribes Greg Shaw, Alec Palao
and Mike Stax round out this
definitive look at Garage Rock.

Marillion, now signed to Raw
Power/Castle and still boasting a
big fan base, release the new
album, Radiation, on September
21, with the single “These Chains”
out on the 14th. The new set, pro-
duced by the band with enginer
Stewart Emery, follows last
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year’s Top 30 album, Strange
Engine.

Fresh from the stack of great
reviews for recent live appearances
at Paul Weller’s Victoria Park
show and at the Guildford Festival,
Ian Dury and the Blockheads
have announced their first UK.
tour since 1982. Mixing new songs
from their acclaimed Mr Love
Pants album with old favourites,
they’ll start at the Olympia in
Dublin on October 9, with a
London date at the Forum on the
18th and a closing show at
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Portsmouth Guildhall two days
later.

Much-loved, quintessentially ‘70s
combo Mott The Hoople have
their career celebrated with a
three-CD boxed set, All The Young
Dudes: The Anthology, released by
Columbia on September 14. The
62-track set includes 37 previous-
ly unreleased tracks, including a
rare lead vocal by David Bowie
of his title track song that became
Mott’s biggest and best- known
hit. But the most exciting and
surprising news for Mott devotees
is that four of the original mem-
bers, Ian Hunter, Mick Ralphs,
Dale Griffin and Verden Allen,
will reunite to play an informal
in-store set at the Virgin
Megastore on the 16th to support
the release, which since the band
split rather acrimoniously at the
end of 1974 is, we reckon, the first
time they will have appeared
together in 24 years.

Polygram TV’s next compilation
project is a Greatest Hits collec-
tion by the Steve Miller Band.
Marking the 30th anniversary of
their first album, the collection
includes all their best-known
songs and hits the shops on
September 28.

Asian Dub Foundation, who've
just been supporting the Beastie
Boys on some West Coast dates
in the U.S. (at the Beasties’ per-
sonal request), have the limited
edition EP Naxalite out on
September 14. The Mercury
Music Prize-nominated ADF are
restricting the EP to 5,000 CD
copies and 2,500 on 12-inch vinyl.
Liverpudlian singer-writer Ian
McNabb has completed a new
“stripped down” album, A Party

Political Broadcast On Behalf Of
The Emotional Party. He's releas-
ing it on his own Fairfield Records
label on October 12 and support-
ing it with a huge UK. tour that
begins on October 10 and stretch-
es right through tp December 13.
The album features contributions
from ex-Waterboys Mike Scott
and Anthony Thistlethwaite
and bassist Danny Thompson.

All Saints sold 116,000 copies of
“Bootie Call” last week to achieve
their third consecutive UK. #1
single, ahead of Five’s
“Everybody Get Up” which came
in at two, with “Crush” by
Jennifer Paige at four. Sheryl
Crow’s “My Favorite Mistake”
opened at nine, Aaliyah’s “Are
You That Somebody” at 11 and
Aerosmith’s U.S. chart-topper “I
Don’t Want To Miss A Thing” at
12, a new UK. career best for the
veteran rockers. “Sunmachine”
by Dario G entered at 17,
“Celebrity Skin” by Hole at 19
and Tin Tin Out’s “Sometimes,”
with vocals by Shelley Nelson,
at 20. Everything’s still rosy for
Boyzone on the album chart:

ZOMBIE EATS “CROW,” FED
UP WITH STUDIO SYSTEM:
With Hellbilly Deluxe debuting at
number five on the charts, Rob
Zombie is enjoying more success as
a musician than he is as a film-
maker. A year ago, he announced
that he would be writing and
directing The Crow III, naively
unaware of how major studios
work. Zombie was paid for the 18
months he worked on the script,
then was told they wanted to take
The Crow franchise in a completely
different direction. “They wanted
to take out all the references to the
crow in my script and turn it into a
new movie,” says Zombie. “I think
my script was just too out there.”
Zombie tried to rewrite it but he
got fed up with the process. He had
already put two years into it and
he had barely accomplished any-
thing. “I was sick of sitting around
having meetings,” he explained, “so
I decided to go make a record.” He
doesn’t know how many millions of
dollars were sunk into Crow I11,

but he does know “none of it is ever
going to go on the screen.” Zombie,
whose work has obviously been
heavily influenced by film, hasn’t
given up his goal of making films
but he has given up on the
Hollywood studio system at least
for now. “For the money that was
spent developing a movie that
never got made, we could have
made ten movies,” says Zombie.
“To spend two years on something
and have basically nothing to show
for it really drains the life out of

you. You work forever and then
someone goes, ‘Changed their
minds.”” Zombie has friends who

are special effects artists and will
work on $1 million projects only to
have the director say, “I changed
my mind.” One good thing did
come out of the experience though.
He met a lot of people in the indie
world who are willing to finance
projects. “I don’t’ want to make a
$30 million movie,” says Zombie,
“I'd rather get a million bucks and
go make something crazy.”

MICHAELS HOPES FANS SEE
FILM, NOT SEX TAPES:
President Clinton probably feels
“pissed off” about his private life
going public if he's anything like a
Rock star. Bret Michaels is jug-
gling the release of his new film
and album, A Letter From Death
Row, with giving depositions of his
own in the case of his sex tapes
with Pamela Anderson Lee. He's
scheduled to give his next one in
mid-September, just days before
his first show in a year at the Roxy
in Los Angeles on September 26.
The album comes out October 6
and the movie will have a limited
theatrical release starting
November 17. Although he’s had
little luck keeping the sex tapes off
the Internet, Michaels was relieved
when he got an injunction prevent-
ing 200,000 copies from hitting
Tower Records. “I'm not saying
what he did was right,” Michaels
says of Clinton, “but this should be

something that he and his wife,
daughter, Monica Lewinsky and
their lawyers sit in a room and
resolve. It's not for the whole world
to debate. Having your privacy
invaded is probably one of the
worst things that can happen to a
person because it takes away any
sense of having anything hidden.”
Michaels is confident he’ll have his
day in court — and that scares
him. He explains: “The scariest
part is who did it. Is it one of her
best friends or one of mine? Who
around me that could still be in my
life did it? They have to divulge
every bit of information in court. It
could be one of my best friends who
says, ‘Okay it was me, sorry, | needed
the money,” and I could have been out
with him the night before.” Michaels
believes Lee also wants to keep the
tapes private. He hopes he’s not the
butt of the joke, a case of “Whoops, it
slipped out and we’ll act mad but
we're really not.”

The negative side of that is she
also tends to forget there is poten-
tial to have a life where you can
make a living from music. She
needs people to help her out in
that regard, but she hasn’t had
anyone offer yet except me.”
Wozniak predicts that once the
world discovers Fraser, “I'm sure
she’ll be huge.”

SISTER OF ALLMAN BROS.
MEMBER FENCES OFF HIS
GRAVE: Candace Oakley, the sis-
ter of the late Allman Brothers
member, Berry Oakley, has
angered city officials in Macon,
Georgia by erecting an eight-foot
chain link fence topped with razor
wire to keep people away from her
brother’s grave. The gravestones
of Oakley and Duane Allman have
been vandalized by thousands of
visitors since the early ‘70s when
both musicians were killed in
motorcycle accidents just one year
apart. Candace Oakley says she
has asked the city for help for
years with no success, and she

plans to leave the fence up. She
called the grave sites “a freak
show with a carnival atmosphere.”

EX-GARCIA EMPLOYEE
SCREAMS FOR ICE CRE
FEE: A former employee of Jerry
Garcia has sued his estate for half
the $400,000 it receives annually
from Ben And Jerry’s Chelrry
Garcia ice cream. Suzafne
Stephens started working for
Garcia and the Grateful Dead in
1974. She claims she was termi-
nated in July, nine days after she
showed her employers a copy of a
severance agreement she and
Garcia drew up in 1993 guaran-
teeing her the income for life if she
ever stopped working for him.
Stephens’ job ended when Garcia
died but she continued as Chief
Financial Officer and Director of
one of his companies, Consensus
Reality, until July 29. Executors of
Garcia’s estate say the claim
should have been presented earli-
er and is now barred under the
law.

ELTON CRITICAL OF “COM-
MERCIALIZING” DIANA:
Elton John says some of the things
that have been done in Princess
Diana’s name have been “extreme-
ly tacky and extremely thought-
less” toward her two sons. In a
wide ranging interview with the
Sunday Telegraph in Britain, John
said he wished the princess had
been buried at Westminster Abbey
instead of an island on the family
estate, where people have to pay to
see her. Elton said he didn’t think
making it a “commercial enter-
prise” was the way to honor Diana
and placing her in the Abll)ey
would have made it easier for
everyone — including her sons —
to visit her and say a prayer. He
also took a few shots at himself for
“Candle In The Wind 1997.
“There was a joke going around
Italy that if people saw me, they'd
cross themselves and cross the
road,” said Elton, “and I did begin
to see myself as a messenger of
death.”

Radio Needs A NEW Generation of Ratings

Radio faces a bold new
reality that goes way
beyond our obsession
| S with consolidation.
We’ve all heard the
Bl soals of getting to 10 or
11 percent of the adver-
tising dollar from our
current 7-8% levels.
Right now the solutions being explored
are various organizations of sales depart-
ments, increasing the spot load, and seek-
ing “non-traditional” revenue.

While those are areas we can devel-
op, Radio also faces considerable competi-
tion with the new kid on the block chasing
advertising dollars — the Web. Look at
the huge debut of most Internet stocks.
Services like Amazon.com and many oth-
ers have opened on the stock markets with
huge prices — soaring 300 and 400 per-
cent in the opening days. These IPOs have
little if any profit to go on and their ser-
vices are free to anyone with a browser
and a modem.

They plan on generating revenue by
selling advertising. Their media (the
WWW) doesn’t even reach 40% of the pop-
ulation and the messages are just now
becoming the equivalent of crude bill-
boards — which we wait, and wait, and
wait to download. Yet the potential of this
media taking large chunks of advertising
dollars is real. The key lies in the accurate
measurement of the audience, the ability
to interact with that audience (click here
to order), and the data available from the
users.

Data and accurate audience mea-
surement is becoming far more important
than mass reach in today’s marketing
world. Firms want more than speculation
that their message may have reached a
target buyer. With the Internet you know
the “hits” and potentially who these people
are with Java scripts and other little
Internet tricks. Plus, you know all the
audience, not just a random sample that
gave you limited data.

Look at the audience research in the
average grocery, drug, or retail store today.

Using their membership discount cards
and careful analysis of the check-out com-
puters nationwide, they know exactly
what's happened every day (even every
hour) in sales and who the customers are.
They know exactly who's buying now and
who's likely to check-out with that new
Oreo-Os cereal.

Turning to radio, we live on an audi-
ence data collection method that’s over 30
years old in its design, and based on pre-
computer technology. Only 35-40% of the
sample returns the diaries, and with much
weighting and balancing for geographic,
demos, and ethnic groups, we have esti-
mates. The method of collection relies on
the sample writing down and recalling
their listening throughout the day, or the
week, and nearly volunteering to take on
the burden (unless you consider $1 pay-
ment for everything). The data is collect-
ed over a three-month period from one to
four times a year and is already three-four
months old when it’s finally published.
How many books have you thrown out due
to format, marketing, or morning show
changes months ago?

There have been advances in qualita-
tive data by integrating with other ser-
vices (Claritas and Scarborough) and cor-
relating their data with Arbitron’s own
Retail Direct surveys in some markets.
Sample sizes have improved for extra
charges. We've also seen lots of computer
breakouts of the data with the MaxiMizer
programs to the point of estimating where
our P2 and P3 audience is at all times of
the day. In the end, the data is useful to
programmers, but is it useful to firms
interested in buying commercials?

Compared to the data available from
other media, radio is way behind the
times. We could have a service that tracks
actual listening (with a credit card or
wrist watch meter) from a larger sample
with much more background and more
qualitative data. The Diary method is not
accurate and we all know it. It’s a top of
mind impression game and often has no
bearing on real listening. Even though
many of us have learned to live and play

successfully in this lie, it’'s time to work
with the truth — however painful it may
be. The others seeking the advertising
dollar now have accurate data, radio bet-
ter follow or lose.

The data needs to be delivered with
adequate samples at least monthly in the
top 130 markets. Not just trends — but a
full report for the month, along with a
year-long rolling average. The data also
needs to be simplified to Average
Audience, Total Audience, Share, and
Rank in the various demos, dayparts, etc.
— explaining Cume and AQH to new buy-
ers every six months only makes it more
confusing. Let’s also work with three
standard demos (12 Plus - 25-54 - 18-49 or
18-34) and let the rest of the custom demo
buys come from MaxiMizer style software.

Who'’s going to make this — or some
similar revolution happen? We have to.
Reality is that Arbitron is a very prof-
itable monopoly and most of our efforts
now seemed aimed at keeping the large
prices paid for these services under con-
trol. There’s been lot of talk, but action
seems far off right now. Either some form
of competition is needed that challenges
Arbitron to innovate its data collection
and delivery, or perhaps Arbitron will see
the need and respond. It won'’t be easy or
cheap.

We've all seen how hard change can
be in the consolidation side of our indus-
try. Changing the audience measurement
rules and methods will also be challeng-
ing. The time to act is overdue. Teams are
on the advertising field with the promise
of faster running backs, stronger passing
attacks, and new coaching techniques.
Radio’s new ownership is betting big
bucks with big payouts expected from
increased advertising dollar share. It
would be a tragedy to lose because of an
antiquated measurement system.

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You need no introduction to FEAR
FACTORY. Their third full-length
album, Obsolete, has been ruling
the Pure Spins chart since it came
out, claiming the top spot for the
sixth straight week. The band’s
futuristic blend of technology and
brutality is the perfect music for
the end of the millennium. In
addition to perching atop our
chart, the album debuted at 77*
on Billboard’s national sales
chart it’s first week out, and has
sold over 55,000 units so far with
mainly Metal airplay. We caught
up with guitarist Dino Cazares
recently.

with

Let’s talk about Obsolete. Give us a Cliff Notes version
of the theme of the album.

The theme of the record is basically that man is
becoming obsolete. In this new chapter, tech-
nology has taken over. Man has created these
machines to make his life easier, and it’s taken
a different turn where man has created
machines much more intellectual than
humans... created machines that were able to
create themselves. Machines that were able to
evolve on their own without men. Technology is
the most useful thing in the world, but in some
ways it’s something that can really destroy us.
Whoever thought that we'd clone each other?
We clone sheep. It hasn’t happened yet, that
we know about. Even if they haven’t done it
yet, you know they’re trying it right now.

Does Obsolete have a theme like your last two albums
have? When the band formed, did you know that each
album would have a continuing concept?

Genetic manipulation is basically what it is.
All these records are basically different parts of

our story.

Did you know that each record would have a continuing
concept when the band formed?

Definitely. We always knew there was going to

be some formal theme about what we were
about. “Fear Factory” is a concept within itself.
Just the title alone means something. It’s any-
thing that causes or excites or makes fear... liv-
ing in Los Angeles, organized religions, the gov-
ernment, certain world leaders, LAPD. All
those are one big giant fear factory. A lot of
people think it’s just technology, but no, it’s us
ourselves. It all started back in Soul Of A New
Machine. Look at every title. Every title’s got
a meaning behind it: Soul Of A New Machine,
Fear Is The Mindkiller, Demanufacture,
Remanufacture, and now Obsolete.

Yes, it shows an evolution of your theme and concept.

Evolution, exactly. Obsolete. Is that going to be
the end of the concept? We don’t know.

Playing the main stage on last year's Ozzfest opened the
band up to a much larger audience than they’ve had
before. With that in mind, did you do anything on the
new album to reach the typical Ozzy fan?

What is a typical Ozzy fan? I really can’t
answer that question because I don’t know

what a typical Ozzy fan was like.

Pm thinking the old-school Metal fan, mullet, acid-
washed jeans, that whole trip...

When I was making the record I was not think-

ing of the Ozzy fan, I'll tell you that.

Fair enough. How did you hook up with
Gary Numan?

For me, Gary Numan has a really big
connection with Fear Factory. First
of all, when I was a kid I was
really into Gary Numan. I was
a fuckin’ Gary Numan freak.
To me Gary Numan’s been one
of the guys who pioneered the
electronic Pop. Kraftwerk, of
course, was one of the bands
too, but Gary Numan was Pop.
He’s always had these futuris-
tic concepts about his record,
he had a song called “Replica.” His concepts
are what inspired me today, believe it or not.
We met him in England in 1996. We were
doing a tour there and we were doing his song,
“Cars,” live. A girl was doing our lights dated a
guy who did Gary Numan’s lights, so we made
the connection there. He said he’d never heard
the band before, so we sent him a bunch of CDs.
He really particularly liked Remanufacture.
He was way into that one. So when the album
came about, we wanted to do “Cars.” We spoke
to him, and we told him we’d like him to come
out. He said he’'d do it for free. When we picked
him up at the airport we had our video camera
ready. The minute he stepped off that plane I
had my camera on. I was surprised by how
down-to-earth he was. So he did the intro to the
track “Obsolete” and he and Burton, our
singer, did a duet together on the song “Cars.”

g

So you have that taped for a B-side?

Right now we'’re going through a lot of prob-
lems. Gary Numan doesn’t own the whole song;
he only owns a percentage of it. The other per-
centage goes to Beggars Banquet. Beggars
Banquet is making a big deal about it saying
we can’t release it with Gary on. Basically, it
was his biggest hit and they’re really trying to
protect the song. So we're still negotiating, but
we can’t do anything with it yet. It came out
really good. Hopefully you'll get to hear it soon.

How was working with the Vancouver
Chamber Ensemble?

That was really cool! That was
our producer, Rhys Fulber’s idea.
He had a band called Delirium,
kind of like Enya but more on the
electronic side. He experimented
with having orchestras come in
and play on his albums. He
thought that it would be a great
idea for songs like “Resurrection”
and “Timelessness.” It was really
kind of cool having this conductor
come in and work out the song
with us. He’s sitting there with
his violin, and we’re playing stuff
on keyboard and I'm playing stuff
on guitar and working the song
out with this conductor. He was a
total geek who didn’t really know
anything about our kind of music,
and ended up liking it. He
thought it was really cool.

It’s a great way to wind down the record.

That’s one thing about Fear
Factory, since Demanufacture
we've always put thought into how
the whole record is structured.
That’s how we like to do it, we like
to structure the album.

It literally just kind of winds down.

Yes it does. The last song,
“Timelessness,” is the most dra-
matic and passionate song we've
ever written. I had to sit down one
day with all these record execu-
tives and play them the album.
We were listening to it, and when
it got to the last song and started
getting really mellow, there was
one person who actually fell
asleep!

It's cool the way the “Resurrection” initi-
ates the orchestra into it, but it's still
heavy.

We put a lot of thought into this
record, how it would be struc-
tured.

Any plans for an Obsolete remix album yet?

If we did release it, we’d probably
call it Music For Video Games. We
already have this idea. I don’t
think it will happen. A lot of peo-
ple like it. The video game world
really likes it. Our music is going
to be in about ten games coming

out. One game in particular that is
going to be really big is “Messiah.”
The characters are looking more
and more human. They’ve been
working on this game for the last
two years. It's like Tomb Raider
meets Quake. It’s this role play-
ing game, different stages, stuff
like that. There’s actually sections
of the game where you’ve got to go
to this computer (this big screen
computer) and you’ve got to punch
in certain codes to get informa-
tion, like where to go and ask
what to do. But sometimes when
you punch in the code, Fear
Factory will appear on the screen.
It’ll have 12 songs from Fear
Factory. Four songs from
Demanufacture, four songs from
Remanufacture and two new
tracks. One song will exclusively
be written for the game, called
“Messiah.” We'’re coming out in a
million soundtracks for video
games. If we do any remixes it’ll
probably be just for that.

“Resurrection” is your first Rock radio
single. What do you think about that?

It’s good. It was kind of hard for
us at first because of that artisti-
cal integrity that we have. Plus
you have to edit the song down, so
it was kinda of hard to accept it.
But the label talked us into it and
we're like, okay, this is on your
shoulders. Ifit fails it’s your fault
and I ain’t paying for it. We have

our fan base, but, of course, Fear
Factory would like to break into
new markets. But when they've
got to chop your song in half, that’s

Like I said, artistical integri-
ty. So we decided if it works, go for
it.

So between the Ozzfest and playing for
Ozzy's birthday party, the Sabbath thing,
what's it like meeting and playing with
your bands that influenced you and you
grew up listening to?

At first, you’re extremely excited
like, Oh fuck, Ozzy, Oh shit — we
get to meet Ozzy, all that. But
then after a while when you get to
the guys they’re just like every-
body else, no big deal.

You're still psyched about Slayer, right?

Of course. But, I've known those
guys for a long time, even before |
had Fear Factory, I knew Tom
Araya. We did shows with him
before in Europe, festivals. We've
done a couple of shows with him in
England, just us and Slayer, but
we've never done a whole tour
with them. After Slayer we'll do
Rob Zombie. We were going to do a
tour with Rammstein, but they
dropped off to do the Family
Values tour.

Rob Zombie will be cool, though.

Yes. I just thought it would have
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been cool to play with Rammstein
because of the technology.

What have you been listening to recently?

I really like the new Beastie Boys.
I really like the System of a Down
record. I've really been trying to
discover new bands here in L.A.

Are you doing A&R?

Yes I am, but on a low key level.
I've gotten Coal Chamber, this
new band called Spineshank. I'm
also trying to get another band
called Professional Murder Music.
An L.A. band, PM.M. They’re like
a more extreme Filter.

Heard any good porn stories lately?

I have a friend who makes porn
movies for a living. His name is
Matt Zane, and it’s called Zane
Productions. He calls me once in a
while and says “why don’t you
come down, were shooting a
scene.” Basically to see one guy
and one girl f**k, it’s kinda boring.

$o you need to see like eight girls, eight
guys.

I told him to call me when he got
something more interesting.
“Dino, I've got one for you, come
down, bring your camera, you can
film. Come down!” So I get down
and it's a 30-girl lesbian gang
bang. It was really cool. I brought
my camera, a digital video cam-
era, the exact same one that they
use to make the movies. So I'm
they’re putting make-up on, etc.
etc. etc.. So I'm filming this.
These girls don’t care, they’re
open, right.

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Gomez, “78 Stone Wobble,” (Virgin)

“We try to be as adventurous as possible,” laughs vocalist/guitarist Ben
Ottewell, “and stop just short of taking it too far and turning it into a real
mess. There’s danger in the approach, but we kind of like that.” So do we, quite
frankly. And the funny thing is, we think you’ll like this track and Gomez'’s
sound, too. “78 Stone Wobble” is catchy, creative and adventurous and may
very well catch fire with your listeners. Remember when Beck hit the scene as
a fresh, new and unique talent? He’s living proof that ingenuity and left-of-
center Pop ideals can hit the mark. We get a similar feeling when listening to
the Gomez debut, Bring It On.

Pushmonkey, “Handslide,” (Arista)

You'll have to excuse the members of Pushmonkey if they seem stuck in the
“70s; they just have a certain affinity for a period in Rock when albums were
a religious experience to be debated and pored over, not just a launching pad
for one single and to be forgotten soon thereafter. With a grass-roots story
that'’s the kind of stuff Rock dreams are made of, this Texas quintet pack a
powerful rocking punch on their self-titled Arista debut, most notably on the
grinding “Handslide,” which culls sonic images of acts from Rock’s past and
present, maintaining an identity all its own.

Tripping Dalsy, “Sonic Bloom,” (Island)

This is a great, feel-good love song written and performed in a way that is not
only adventurous and masterful, but very Poppy as well. If you play this
record it will work. The chorus jumps out at you from the onset, and builds
into a blissful anthem that stays with you for hours. This song could be huge.
Pay serious attention to it and give it the chance it deserves. From the multi-
textured and thoroughly enjoyable album, Jesus Hits Like The Atom Bomb.

Agents 0f Good Roots, “Upspin,” (RCA)

Agents Of Good Roots’ RCA debut has already spawned the infectious track
“Smiling Up The Frown.” The second track from One By One, “Upspin,” is
equally as infectious and uplifting. Many observers feel that “Upspin” is the
song that will break Agents Of Good Roots wide open! Their concert following
is already massive, so look for major phone support when you play this record.

Feeder, “Descend,” (Elekira/EEG)

The U.K. trio’s mastery of the whisper-to-a-scream technique will send chills
up your spine with this track. Following-up the success of “High,” Feeder
ascends to greater heights with this latest release from Polythene. “Descend”
rides a wave of crashing guitars, utilizing an ebb-and-flow that is usually
reserved for such masters as Pearl Jam and the Smashing Pumpkins. All-in-
all it’s a great song that we guarantee will sound superb on the air.

Alexi Lalas, “Goodnight Moon,” (CMC International)

Soccer’s most recognizable face is making his big debut on the Rock scene, and
ya know what? The guy’s pretty good. In fact, he’s been a musician longer than
he’s been a pro athlete. “Goodnight Moon” is the first single from his debut,
Ginger. It’s a short, sweet, and tasty Pop record that won’t sound out of place
on your station at all. Lalas plays all the guitar parts, provides all the vocals
and wrote and produced the entire album. No gimmick, no shtick, no novelty
angle, just hooky Pop/Rock worthy of some attention.

Godsmack, “Whatever,” (Universal/UMG)

Coming off like a cross between Helmet and an angrier Filter, Boston's
Godsmack deliver the goods with their first single, “Keep Away.” While the
record’s been out in their native Northeast for close to a year, their sound is

more in line with the Pacific Northwest, namely Seattle (the band take their
name from an Alice In Chains track). Don’t let that make you think these guys
are robbing the AICs of the world blind. They have a sound all their own that’s
just fine, thank you.

Marcy Playground, “Sherry Fraser,” (Capitol)

Marcy Playground looks to extend their success at Modern Rock radio with
this, the third single from their self-titled debut. Lead singer John Wozniak’s
delicate vocals glide over a soothing mid-tempo backdrop, telling a story that
pulls you in immediately. Don'’t hesitate to jump on this track right away. One
look at the airplay and sales this outfit has generated over the past year is all
the proof you'll need to realize that they have established themselves as a
viable, sought-after act with your listeners.

Republica, “Ready To Go,” (RCA)

Republica is ready to go again with this insatiably catchy jam. The song has
been prominently featured in the new Mitsubishi car commercial, and conse-
quently, radio stations have been demanding a re-service of the record due to
a high volume of requests and increased sales. Give the people what they
want, put this song back into rotation and watch the rebirth of “Ready To Go”
take hold. Republica will have a new album in stores in January.

Not only do stations show
that they're up to date with what's
going on, they make listeners feel
the same way.

When President Clinton
made a moral transgression in his
personal life, not only did he
change history by becoming the
first president to admit infidelity
while in office, he also gave Leno,
Letterman. Conan, Kilborn and
countless morning shows enough
material for the rest of the year. It
didn't take long for promotions
departments to get in on the
action. When it came out in the
news that onetime White House
intern Monica Lewinsky had
turned in a dress stained with
the First DNA, KEDdJ/Phoenix
unveiled the “Guess That Blue
Dress Mess” promotion. The sta-
tion took dresses with four or five
different stains on them all over
Arizona. asking people to guess
what the stains were. Correct
guesses won tickets to KEDJ's
That Damn Show. WTKW/
Syracuse morning team Gomez &
Dave gave away a tie recently, but
not just any tie. The duo asked lis-
teners to draft a letter stating
“why my bubba deserves the tie,”
and one lucky winner won a Zegna
tie, the same Italian designer that
Lewinsky gave Clinton.

Presidential hijinx aren't the
only way to capitalize on current
events. Some promotions actually
help out their communities while
doing so. During the brief cab dri-
vers strike in New York City back
in May, K-Rock (WXRK) offered
the 92.3 K-Rock Kabs, giving free

Radio consolidators are

increasingly turning to program-
ming and promotion departments
to help raise non-traditional rev-
enue. (fmgb Cover Siory July 17,
1998). If vou're bringing in rev-
enue and getting listeners excited
about your station, that’s a true
sign of a good promotion depart-
ment. WMMR/Philadelphia
recently did both with their “Page
To Win” contest.

The event was actually set up
through 'MMR’'s owner, Greater
Media, in conjunction with TSR
Wireless, the nation’s largest pag-
ing retailer. Anyone going to a TSR
Wireless location that bought a
pager was automatically regis-
tered to win tickets to see
Aerosmith when they hit Philly, or
a CD from one of WMMR's core
artists. While it wasn't necessary
to buy a pager to win, the only
place entry forms were available
was at one of the 12 area TSR loca-
tions. '"MMR provided Greater
Media with the concert tickets and
some CDs of 'MMR artists, and
contest winners’ names were ran-
domly selected. Once a winner's
name was selected, they were
paged on their new pagers tor con-
tacted by phone). Those notified by
pager had nine minutes and thir-
ty-three seconds to call back and
redeem their prize.

“(TSR Wireless) needed a pro-
gram created for them to generate

excitement,” Greater Media
Marketing events coordinator
Kelly Wallace commented. “They
wanted a special promotion. So we
brainstormed a way that we could
get that done.” More importantly,
both parties mutually benefitted
from the promotion: TSR got their
name on the air and people in
their stores to buy pagers and reg-
ister for the contest; '"MMR tapped
a new NTR source and added a
cool hook to an otherwise standard
ticket/CD giveaway. “This was not
based on a traditional spot buy.”
Wallace adds. “It’s something that
could have been done traditionally,
but wasn't. It wouldn't have been
spent on a spot buy if we didn't
create this promotion for them.”

~at WLVQ's White Trash Wedding

Many stations have gotten
involved with weddings, often
helping couples get hitched on
Valentine’s Day or even orches-
trating large group weddings.
WLVQ/Columbus took a twist on
the familiar with their “White
Trash Wedding.” an event that
both made fun of and celebrated
the ‘low end” of their listenership.

“l think it was (then-PD)
Greg Ausham’s idea, explains
WLVQ Promotions Director Dave
Redelberger. “The basic concept
was there. doing a white trash
wedding. We probably stole the

idea from somebody and then
drank a few beers one night and
came up with a couple more parts
of it and just let the rest happen on

air.” Morningmen Wags and
Elliot salicited couples on the air
that were about to get married and
considered themselves “white
trash.” Initially unsure what the
response would be, the station was
quickly flooded with calls. They
eventually decided to award the
wedding to the couple with the
hest story.

“The couple that happened to
be lucky enough to win that
morning were both 17, and she al-
ready had a baby,” continues
Redelberger. “So we went through
arrangements on the air and got
somebody to loan us their double-
wide trailer and moved on from
there. Since Valentine'’s Day fell on
a Saturday. we did the event the
dav before, Friday the 13th, which
worked out pretty well ”

The entire event was broad-
cast live on the air. With the dou-
ble-wide trailer opened up and
decorated with $1.50 worth of
streamers and some station ban-
ners stapled to the wall, the fun
was about to begin. “We had two
cases of Pabst Blue Ribbon in the
sink with a bag of ice”
Redelberger says. “Believe it or
not, that was gone by about 8A.M.”

Not only did the couple play
the role to a “T,” so did the preach-
er that married them. Somehow
the station got a hold of Reverend
Lumpy. an actual ordained minis-
ter. who had Reverend Horton
Heat permanently tattooed on his




arm and a huge beard. Lumpy
made a beeline for the Pabst when
he got there and continued drink-
ing all day.

“As people started coming in,
they were dressed up for the White
Trash Wedding,” Redelberger
remembers. “It was great, the
father of the groom was wearing
camouflage and everyone was get-
ting into the spirit. After being
there for about an hour, we real-
ized that they didn’t dress up spe-
cial for the day, that’s just what
they were wearing! Leather jack-
ets with fringe, feathered hair, it
was unbelievable.”

In addition to springing for
beer, the station set up a lavish
spread featuring a cheese ball and
a sleeve of Ritz crackers and a
wedding cake that read “Happy
Birthday” with “Birth” crossed out
and “Wedding” written over it in
icing. The lucky couple also
received a pair of tickets to see
Judas Priest, and the morning
team was able to procure an inter-
view with one of the band mem-
bers during the event.

WLVQ did their whole morn-
ing show live from the double-
wide. “We had the ceremony on the
air, which was great, because the
couple’s baby cried through the
entire ceremony,” Redelberger con-
tinues. “He was just wailing,
which made for great radio. We
almost had a fistfight break out
between the bride’s family and the
groom’s family. It was a Springer
episode waiting to happen.”

KEGL/Dallas is also waking
up and smelling the pork rinds.
Later this month, morning man
Russ Martin will be having his
first annual “White Trash Party.”
Teaming up with a local mobile
home distributor, the Eagle is get-
ting them to set up a double-wide
trailer in front of a bowling alley to
serve as the VIP area. They’ll also
bring in a Southern Rock cover
band to play some Skynyrd tunes,
and they plan on having Pabst
Blue Ribbon, Schlitz and other
exotic brews for sale.

Both of these promotions are
not only funny, but tied into the
station’s attitude and positioning.

MEET THE BEETLES

With all of the hype, hoopla
and hysteria that surfaced earlier
this year when Volkswagen rein-
troduced the Beetle, you'd almost
have though it was the Fab Four

invading America back in ’64.
However, it was a German inva-
sion, not a British one, and all of
the new VW Beetles are “the cute
one.” While Boomers wanted a
newly re-designed Beetle because
it might have reminded them of
their first car, nearly everyone else

wanted one because it was a cool,
sleek and fun car. Sensing the
demand for Fahvregnugen, sta-
tions snapped the cars up like they
were going out of style. As you can
see from the accompanying pic-
tures, just about every station
wanted to get their hands on at
least one of the cars to offer their

listeners.

Philadelphia’s Y100 (WPLY)
may as well just change their
name to VW100: The station is in
the process of giving away their
7th Beetle. A promotion that came
at exactly the right time, the sta-
tion was able to tie in both a TV
campaign and introduce their new
morning team around the new car.
Unable to officially tie their give-
away in with Volkswagen, Y100
paid cash for all their cars. The
only tie-in VW did in the Philly
market was with non-profit
WXPN, so Y100 bought eight cars
total, two for themselves and six to
give away. The station qualified
listeners by doing “Beetle Drive-
Bys.” When listeners heard the car
“drive by” on the air, they had to
be the 13th caller. If they were,
they won $100. At the end of the
week the station drew a winner.

Y100 was able to pick up
interest and listeners via a clever
TV campaign. “The commercial
came about from us talking about
our Spring campaign,” Y100
Promotions Director Kelly Gross
recalls. “We knew we were going to
go on TV, and we had a new morn-
ing show to introduce. We also
knew we were going to give away
these Beetles. Local jocks rarely
appear in TV commercials, and
ours are really fun, so we decided
to do it.” The entire idea, from con-
cept to filming, turned around in

two weeks, and the actual com-
mercial was filmed in one day.
With some help from Philly ad
agency Reimel Carter, they came
up with a twist on the “Da Da Da”
Volkswagen commercial. Instead
of two men picking up a chair,
though, new morning team
Marilyn Russell and Preston
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Elliot drove around picking up
various Y100 jocks. “It was a great
promotion, and it was such an
exciting thing because of what the
car is and what it means to so
many people,” Gross says, adding
that now that the cars are more
commonplace, she thinks they look
“naked” when she sees one with-
out a Y100 logo on it.

Y100 is currently giving
away their seventh Beetle, this
one in conjunction with Coors.
“They wanted a silver Beetle (as
opposed to a silver bullet), and as
we were giving ours away, they
came up with their own idea, and
we were the perfect vehicle for
their vehicle giveaway,” Gross
comments. So the station regis-
tered people for the car all sum-
mer long, while Coors drove it to
appearances at local clubs, giving
the station additional exposure.

SIN CITY

What would you do for
$1,000? Would you admit to your
deepest, darkest sin? Would you
then confess to the person you
sinned against? WXTB/Tampa is
finding out just how far people will
go for a grand with their month-
long “Sin To Win” contest.

The station has opened up a
dedicated phone line where people
can call up and confess what they
did and if the station thinks theirs
is the best confession, they’ll be
chosen to win $1000. The catch is
that they’ll then have to confess to
the person they sinned against.
“Say a guy calls and said he had
sex with his secretary and one
of them is married,” 98 Rock
Promotions Director Mike Olivieri
hypothesizes. “Then we’ll select
him, but he has to be able to back
it up by either telling his secre-
tary’s husband or his wife. We've
gotten a lot of people cheating on
their spouses and stealing money
from the LR.S., not claiming
taxes,” he adds. “We’ve had a cou-
ple of calls from girls that said
when they were supposed to be at
their friend’s houses, they were
really out with their boyfriends.
We’ve gotten some interesting
responses so far.”

Last year’s
Arbitron at-work listening study
demonstrated the ratings opportu-
nity the workplace represents for
a myriad of formats, not just Soft
ACs. KEGL/Dallas has zeroed in
on that opportunity with their
“Turn Us On, We'll Get You Off”
promotion. In saying they'll get
you off, the Eagle means that
they’ll send contest winners on a
trip, but the station makes the
boss happy, too.
The contest 1is rather
straightforward. Listeners regis-
ter by writing, faxing, phoning or

e-mailing the station. While regis-
tering, participants state when
they listen at work. The station
announces a different name once
during each of the four principal
dayparts, at the set times of
9AM,, 2PM,, 5P.M. and 8PM. If
the person whose name was
announced calls the station within
an hour, not only do they win $250,
their boss gets a prize like Six
Flags Over Texas passes or concert
tickets. All of the winners for a
given period of time are put into a
drawing for a trip.

Since the contest began in
January, one of the most recent
places the station has gotten win-
ners off to was New York City to
see Lenny Kravitz’s final dress
rehearsal before his tour. In addi-
tion, the next night, the contest
winners had dinner at his house.
Other prizes have included a trip
to Germany to see those kooky
pyromaniacs Rammstein on their
home turf. Their current giveaway
is being done in conjunction with

the new soft drink, Surge. Winners
will win the Surge jet, and be able
to go anywhere they want for five
hours of flying time. Promotion
Director Loren Condron calls
“Turn Us On, We'll Get You Off” a
great database builder “because
you're getting a lot of great info
about people plus good letters to
read on the air.”

TRIP LIKE | DO

Branding is a key component
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of any successful radio station. If
listeners can identify with your
station’s attitude and positioning,
they’ll relate to and use your sta-
tion more. Successful branding
involves, among other things, pro-
motions that reflect, support and
amplify your brand. Most Active
Rock stations aren’t giving out
copies of Titanic, and you'd be
hard-pressed to find any Modern
ACs running a Wrestlemania pro-
motion.

KBCO/Boulder has found a
promotion that ties in with the
typically upscale Progressive
demographic that incorporates
their station positioner. The sta-
tion has been running an ongoing
promotion called “World Class
Adventures,” something PD Dave
Benson terms “a logical exten-
sion” of their “World Class Rock”
positioner. “We send people to
exotic locations,” Benson explains.
How exotic? How about such far-
away destinations as the Arctic
Circle, the Great Wall of China,
