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EDITOR’'S COMMENTS

Fall is a busy season for radio collectors — op-
portunities for buying, selling, and camaraderie
abound. These activities remind us — as if we
needed reminding— of the fun of the chase. It's
A.R.C.'s good fortune when that chase leads to an
article recording what the hunter has leamed along
the way.

Such is the case with Peter Burton's cover story
on “The Other Ozarkas,” which represents eight
years of research. The striking Ozarka emblem on
our cover may be familiar to many of you, but what
you may not know is that your Viking, Belmont,
Kroehler, etc. may be, in fact, an Ozarka.

In the 1930s, Ozarka Inc.'s financial difficulties
led to Ozarka chassis ending up in cabinets made
by other companies. This must have been quite a
tumabout from Ozarka's heyday in the 1920s when
over 4,000 part-time salesmen sold Ozarkas door-
to-door after signing on to “The Ozarka Plan.” This
plan gave them 12 free service lessons, but only
after they had purchased a demonstration instru-
ment. Peter's ongoing research will no doubt start
many of you on an investigation of your own sets.

Another research project, this one by Robert Ene-
mark resulted in this month's article on a Silvertone
shortwave receiver, Model 5656A. Robert suspects
that this interesting 3-band set was made for Sears
by Howard Radio.

Alan Douglas’ series on vintage tube testers con-
tinues this month with coverage of military models.
Alan reports that military tube testers are a good
choice regardless of the manufacturer, since most
were designed by Hickok, holder of the basic tube
tester patent. Alan was spotted at the recent AWA
meet carrying an early capacitance bridge under his
arm — a clear sign that more early test equipment
articles are sure to come from Alan.

Four meets and auctions from New Jersey to
Ohio, Michigan and lllinois are covered this month.
Our meet and auction coverage is designed both for
those interested in seeing photos of the unique
items that often show up at meets and for those who
dive right into the auction prices. Unusual items at
these events were a Hallicrafters S-1, a Cutting and
Washington Type 12, an Adams Morgan RA-10,
and an Atwater Kent “fan dial” set.

Radiofest 1995, held by the Antique Radio Club
of lllinois is one of the largest meets in the U.S.
Although hampered by rain, Radiofest once again
lived up to its fine reputation. During a break in the
rain, your editor counted almost 200 flea market
vendors. Auction sales totaled nearly $23,000, and
the event was rounded out by an equipment con-
test, a banquet, and tours of the Muchow Museum.

The New Jersey Antique Radio Club swap meet
and auction, held in July, had heat to contend with,
but it also resulted in success. Auction totals were
nearly $10,000.

Auctions by Estes Auctions and Albrecht Auction
Service featured items from crystal sets to the Art
Deco period. A number of telegraph and ham items
were auctioned also.

A.R.C. always welcomes a new twist to an old
story. Peter Burton's interest in Ozarka radios
gives us just that in his research on off-brand
radios made by Ozarka but sold under different
names. You may be surprised to learn that one of
your treasured sets is an Ozarka in disguise.
(Editor)

Over the years much has been written about
the Ozarka Radio Company of Chicago, lllinois,
most of it by my friend Don Patterson in his Radio
Age series. My research on this company takes a
slightly different path — to those off-brand radios
that were made by Ozarka and sold under differ-
ent names. Some of these names | am sure you
will recognize, but some may come as a surprise
to you, as they did to me.

From 1922 to the end of 1932, Ozarka operated

successfully, using a fleet of self-employed entre-
preneurs trained by J. Matheson Bell through a
series of letters and home study courses. Bell
intended to sell the finest radios through this enthu-
siastic group rather than through retail stores.
However, by the end of 1932, many radio com-
panies had folded up and disappeared almost
overnight. Faced with declining sales and credi-
tor problems, Bell was forced to renege on his
promise to his independent salesmen, and he
began to sell radios and chassis to the retail
trade. Using the name “Viking,” he created a

series of radios which sold through department
and other retail stores. Nevertheless, the end
came quickly for Ozarka. In 1933, the bankrupt
company was sold at auction, ending ten years of
creative production.

Don Patterson has reported that J. Matheson
Bell bought the repair portion of the business at
the auction and re-established himself in the re-
tail end of the business selling and repairing
radios under his own name. The bulk of the
remaining Ozarka radio parts and chassis were
sold to the highest bidder.

For me, the unused chassis have become a
research delight. Tracking down the different ra-
dio manufacturers that used the Ozarka chassis
in their radios has kept me busy for years.

IDENTIFYING THE OZARKA CHASSIS

The Ozarka chassis can be identified in one of
two ways. First, the logo trade name — “Viking”

— appears on the license tag, as shown on the
Viking Model 91 in Figure 1 and the Viking Gothic
Model 91 in Figure 2. Second, the initials “O” and
“A” may be found together, as shown on the rear
tag of the Clago Super Defiance in Figure 3 and
the Belmont Series 70, shown in Figure 4, or
separated on either side of the tag, as on the
Kroehler Model 93 in Figure 5.

The radios that | have identified so far and for
which | have photographic evidence are the fol-
lowing: the Belmont Series 70, shown in Figure 6;
the Clago Super Defiance, shown in Figure 7; the
Kroehler Model 93, shown in Figure 8; the Viking
Model 91, shown in Figure 9; the Viking Gothic
Model 91, shown in Figure 10; the Viking Model
93, shown in Figures 11 and 12; the Viking Model

93B, shown in Figure 13; the Marshall, model
unknown, shown in Figure 14; the Clago Kings-
bury, shown in Figure 15, and the Clago Heri-
tage, shown in Figure 16.

Other manufacturers that | suspect used Ozar-
ka chassis are Universal, R.K. Labs, Rada-Cen,
Fred Stein, Radio-Chron, and Howard. Drop me
a card if you come across any others not on my
list. The research continues.

Most challenging wasthe research on the West-
minster Jr., made by Belmont Corp. of Chicago

and shown in Figure 17. The 4-tube set has an
Ozarka tag but was not listed in any material | had
collected. In Larsen's book The Locater and the
Mallory Radio Service Encyclopedia, | found that
the tube numbers showed only five manufactur-
ers using this type of setup. The 4-tubzs setup
could be found in Trav-Ler, High Frequency Labs,

Howard, Insuline and Stewart-Warner radios.
The clue | needed came when | purchased the
Belmont Tombstone shown in Figure 18. The es-
cutcheon on this set, shown in Figure 19, ts similar
to the one on the Westminster, Jr., except that it
has a Viking logo. Going back to my books, ! found
a 4-tube Belmont which used a Type 35 tube in-
stead of a Type 51 tube as indicated on the other
schematics. The chassis layout, knob location, and
cabinet are a strong indication that my Westmin-

ster Jr. was made by Belmont, using an Ozarka-
designed chassis. Tube complements for a variety
of sets with Ozarka chassis are shown in Table I.

I continue to have a lot of enjoyment research-
ing the “other Ozarkas.” This research has intro-
duced me to many collectors and new friends
throughout the country. There is also the satisfac-
tion of knowing that there are still some Ozarka
“originals” around, such as the Ozarka Model 95,
shown in Figure 20.

My special thanks to Don Patterson, Richard
Foster, John Case, Frank Heathcote, and Bill
Jones for their help with photographs. Manythanks
to those of you who answered my ads in A.R.C.
when | needed information. As with any project
you set out to do, this one has changed with
every new Ozarka | find. | am sure this story is not
complete, but | couldn't wait to share with you my
interesting findings.

Silvertone 5656A Shortwave Receiver

This handsome 3-band set, shown in Figure 1,
covers 0.54 to 18.5 MHz in a nicely ventilated,
large, black, wrinkle cabinet 21" wide by 10" high
and 11" deep. Its huge 6" back-lit dial has a 360
degree logging scale, the pointer of which moves
16times as fast as the frequency dial pointer. The
EC band is cream colored, as is the logging
scale. The middle band is a nice, teal green, while
the highest frequency band is a mustard yellow.
This model was released for production in 1936,
and probably sold with or without a cabinet.

| purchased this set in early 1989 from collec-
tor Leon Schimmel of Spanaway, Washington.
He said it had been recabineted, and he thought it
had been made for Sears by Howard Radio. A
separate communication with Chuck Dachis —
“The Hallicrafter Collector” — notes also that it
was probably made by Howard. There are circu-
lar, black and chrome label bezels around each
knob which appear to be identical to those on the
Hallicrafters Super 7 and Super 8, S-7A and S-
8A. Dachis writes that the latter were also made
by Howard Radio, as were the Sky Chief S-14
and Sky Buddy 5T.

Collector Dan Mertz of Richland, Washington,
sent me photos and sketches of his Hallicrafters
Sky Master (quite rare), which he believes was
also made by Howard. It's obvious that the large
7%-inch diameter, bronze bezel around its attrac-
tive dial is identical to the one on my Silvertone
5656A.

This receiver has the following tube line-up:
Type 6K7 RF, 6L7 Mixer, 6C5 BFO, 6K7 iF, 6Q7
2nd Det., 6F6 output, and 5Y3 rectifier. The BFO
is a separate sub assembly, so it probably was an
optional item. The selectivity control located on
the front panel mechanically changes the cou-
pling of one IF coil to vary the bandwidth, much
as is done in older Super Pros with two [Fs, It
wauld be interesting to compare this set with the
Super 8 to see what may be identical.

In restoring the Silvertone 5656A, | added oc-
tagonal, old-style “communication” knobs, but the
original ones may have been wooden like those
on the S-7A and S-8A. The restored set took a
second place award at the ARCA 1989 Conven-
tion. | would appreciate any additonal information
anyone may have on this set which is listed in
Rider’s Volume X, page 33.

VINTAGE TEST EQUIPMENT

Vintage Tube Testers —Part 2

This is the second of a se-
ries of four articles by Alan
Douglas on vintage tube
testers. The first, which dealt
with the calibration of a Hick-
ok tester, appeared in the July
1995 issue, pages 20-22.

| admit to being a tube-
tester junkie, with seven Hick-
oks, an enormous Weston
analyzer, several emission
models, and a few antiques.
Butone good tester is all any-
one needs, and in view of the
fact that no two testers ever
agree, you're really better off
doing all testing with the same
model every time.

Since Hickok had the ba-
sic patent on the most practi-
cal circuit, many of the best
models were made by that
company. The main excep-
tions are the military models
designed by Hickok but made
later by other contractors.

Military Models

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Since Hickok did not make a
cheap tester other than the
820 model of 1960-1961,
you're safe buying almost any
you see, though | would avoid
the ones designed mainly for
TV tubes, with an array of
sockets on the panel. | would
also aim for the newer mod-
els, for reliability.

If you haunt hamfests and
flea markets and read ads,
you'll find your Hickok, but if
you want something now, off
the shelf, the military models
are your best option. The
most popular military model
by far is the TV-7 up to TV-
7D, all made during the
1950s, by a variety of con-
tractors — Hickok, Supreme,
Triplett, and Daven at least.
Surplus prices on these have
been going up every year,
but considering the construc-

tion quality, performance, parts availability,
and so on, they're still real bargains.

| bought two from Fair Radio just to see
what I'd get for $110 — a TV-7 and a TV-7B.
Figure 1 shows the TV-7B, front view, and
Figure 2 shows the chassis components.
\While neither was perfect (two resistors in
the TV-7 line-test circuit had changed value,
and some technician had altered another
precision resistor to compensate, rather than
fix the real problem), both of them work now,
and they even agree on Gm readings!

The TV-7 has only an arbitrary meter scale
of 0-120, but there is a definite conversion
tactor for each range. B is 3000 micromhos
tull-scale, C is 6000, D is 15,000 and E is
30,000. Grid-signal voltage is reduced for
the higher ranges.

An oider military model is the |-177, shown
in Figure 3, which was made
during and just after World

and can’t really be repaired (you'll be sorry if
you use sticky-tape on them). You can save
most of the wear and tear on roll charts by
making a one-page chart of most-commonly-
tested tubes and attaching it inside the lid of
your checker.

The TV-2 shown in Figure 4 and made by
CBS-Columbia on a 1952 Army contract,
was presumably designed by Hytron or its
subsidiary, Air-King Products, before CBS
bought Hytron in June 1951. The circuitry is
standard Hickok, except for the addition of
DC bias and screen supplies. Everything is
metered, except plate current, but all the
adjustments interact, so that setting up a
tube is quite a chore. The TV-2 reads on
“percent quality” rather than a calibrated val-
ue of Gm, making comparison with other
testers difficult. And, in my example, the
screen voltmeter read about 10% high, throw-
ing the Gm readings off, despite its being
hermetically sealed and not adjustable (I had
to increase the muitiplier resistor to recali-
brate it). | wouldn't recommend the TV-2 as
an “only” tester.

I'd love to hear from anyone invoived in
tube-tester design or production, and to lo-
cate an early-1930s Hickok in working order.

War ll; it's a repackaged ver-
sion of the Hickok 510/560. |
dought mine for $25 around
1962, probably my first pur-
chase from Fair Radio. it
worked fine, but, being an old
design, wouldn’t test most 7-
pin miniature tubes or any 9-
pin ones at all. There was an
adapter made for it, but it cost
as much as the tester. | got
around that by buying a sec-
ondhand 6000A in 1966,
which has just the opposite
problem — no 4-, 5-, 6- or 7-
pin sockets.

The TV-3 and TV-10 mod-
els, somewhat similar to the
TV-7 but with roll charts, are

less common but occasion-
ally turn up. In some ways,
though, the TV-7 with its sep-
arate book of tube settings is

more likely to last, since roll
charts get dog-eared with use

Shuttle buses
took hundreds of Radiofesters to view his vast
collection.

The contest proved to be very interesting as it
featured several items rarely seen at meets. Some
are pictured on these pages.

Of course, the coming Henry Ford Museum
auction was a chief topic of conversation. The
following quote, overheard by your editor, seems
to summarize the level of interest generated by
this event, “I'm going to be there, if only for the
experience. This is going to be the auction of the
decade, if not the century!”

This more immediate auction was a lively event
with sales totaling $22,9855. Highlights included
an Atwater Kent breadboard 12 with two cone
speakers selling at $1,050, an Atwater Kent Mod-

New Jersey Antique Radio Club
Swap Meet and Auction — July 15, 1995

The New Jersey Antique Radio Club (NJARC)
held its Summer Swap Meet and Auction at the
Hightstown Country Club, Hightstown, N. J., on
July 15, 1995. The event coincided with a heat
wave bringing 102° temperature, but flea market-
ers turned out to the tune of 75 active tables.

No one tried to fry an egg on a metal radio.
However, one member displaying a Lowenstein
triple crystal detector outside under a transparent
cover was shocked to find that the crystal mount-
ing had melted! (Crystals are traditionally cast in
Wood's metal, an alloy which turns liquid at 142°.)

Fortunately, the auction building was air-con-
ditioned. A determined audience of 99 buyers
took on 500 lots of goods. Half of the lots were
listed in a catalog that had been distributed be-
fore the event. It included blocks of material from
two estates, plus club-donation and members’
offerings.

Under vigorous bidding and generally high pric-
es, sales totaled $9,800. One of the estates con-
tained some rather fine early tubes, so revenue
from tubes reached $1,900. The top-drawing item
was an Adams-Morgan Paragon RA-10 tuner at
$410. A group of three 1920s broadcast micro-
phones fetched $340. A Majestic 440 Deco-styled
table set sold for $300, as did a pair of Western
Electric 205D tubes.

Members of the Mid-Atlantic Antique Radio
Club (MAARC) supported the auction heavily.
Sam Cannan, MAARC president, stayed on his
feet for 412 hours as auctioneer and moved the
goods with enthusiasm and humor. Sammy Co-

More on L.E. Knott Apparatus Co.

In response to Wally Worth's article on the L.E.
Knott Apparatus Co. (A.R.C., August 1995, p. 4),
reader Tom French wrote that “L.E. Knott Apparatus
of Cambridge may have sold some of the stuff made
by E.R. Knott Machine of Boston, but | doubt there's
much more of a connection.”

Tom adds, “The end of the L.E. Knott Apparatus
Co. came in 1929 when it was absorbed by the
Central Scientific Co. of Chicago (CENCQO). CENCO
then used the former Knott building on Albany St. in
Cambridge as its Eastern Division warehouse. Pre-
ferring a Boston location, CENCO accomplished this
by using a Cambridge A Station, Boston, postal
address for the Albany St. building.”

To further distinguish between the two compa-
nies, Wally Worth has provided some additional
clarification. L.E. Knott and E.R. Knott operations
were separate companies, but it is likely that the two
brothers struck some cooperative deals. L.E. Knott
Apparatus Co. was the purveyor of laboratory equip-
ment and some radio equipment. The E.R. Knott
Machine Co. manufactured and sold radio parts,
including the items illustrated in Figures 1 and 2 in
the article.

The L.E. Knott Dynamic Model B horn speaker,
shown in Figures 3 and 4 in the article, was manufac-
tured by the E.R. Knott Machine Co., according to
Richard Knott. It is likely that other radio equipment
was manufactured by E.R. Knott and sold under the
L.E. Knott name. (Editor)

Introduction of the Mas-
ter horn speaker in 1926 would have made littie more
sense in the face of the onslaught of advertising and
sales of cone speakers by the likes of Crosley and
Tower.

The Utah Super Flex horn was still being advertised
aslate asthe spring of 1926 (Citizen's Call Book, p. 25),
so Mr. Crocker may very well be correct that the Fresh-
man Master Speaker was the result of a "quick fix"
scheme by Utah and Freshman to use up surplus parts.

Other than built-in horn speakers in some Freshman
models, the Master Speaker is, to my knowledge, the
only speaker offered by the Charles Freeman Co.
