Hi. Welcome to my first anniversary DX Montage. In all modesty, I can 
claim that it's the best one yet; read on, and you'll see why...it's less 
"me" and more "us." Let's hope that some of the rest of you are inspired 
to share your thoughts, opinions, views, biographies, and so on; when I 

inherited the column from Tom Kephart, Montages like this one were what I 

hoped to offer every month. Let's start with a really special feature.... 

OUR FAR-FLUNG CORRESPONDENTS: Or, Gre Fischer Wins a DX Vacation 
The winners of the Voice of Turkey's Contest r88 r éssay competition were 
awarded a ten-day, all -expenses -paid trip to Turkey, which took place in 
late September; the winning essays were translated and broad' st in 16 
languages. Out of over 200 entries, the five lucky winners ere: 

Sheldon Harvey, a veteran DXer from outside Montreal, CIDX P sident, and 
the originator (along with our own Bill Westenhaver) of a sb about short- 
wave listening broadcast on FM from McGill University; 
Athanassious Orugas, of Athens, a dedicated long-time listener with half 
a dozen receivers in his shack; 
Gao Xanxim, of Xichang, Sichuan, China, an economist and true intellectual 
who has sharpened his English on VOA's special -English programs over the 
years (a la Willis Conover) --his command of English is impressive; just 
talk s...lo...w...1...y; 
A Muscovite physician who didn't arrive as expected at Ataturk Airport 
(VOT staffers called the Soviet Embassy and were eventually informed that 
the winner "couldn't make it" --period); 
And yours truly, SPEEDX member Greg Fischer, of LaCrosse, Wisconsin, a 

relative newcomer to SWLing. 

Ah, the trip! It was a whirlwing, masterfully guided tour (including 4 

internal plane flights) of some of Turkey's highlights. We met with the 
general director of the TRT (Turkish Radio and Television), dined with 
VoT staff and with a former BBC director, were interviewed by radio and 
TV services, and, in summary, were treated like visiting dignitaries. 
Istanbul, with its beautiful mosques, palaces, the Bosphorus ("Europe 
Kisses Asia"), and the bellydancers (1), was indescribable (sigh!). 
Izmir, on the Aegean, included swimming in turquoise water among Greek 
ruins. Ankara is a modern capital --very Westernized, yet exotic (the 
shopping is fantastic everywhere --especially leather goods, carpets and 
kilims, enameled ware, and copperware). In central Anatolia, sightseeing 
included moonlike landscapes, underground Byzantine cities, and a visit 
to a small rural village which is home to many folk artists, poets, and 
musicians. In Antalya on the Mediterranean, we were treated to 2 days at 
a TRT resort with concentrated swimming and (as always) eating. Turkey 
is a gastronomical delight for the adventurous (we dined on dishes with 
names like Vizier's Fingers and Lady's Navels, for example); the seafood 
is especially remarkable in its variety and preparation. Our hosts were 
gracious and beautiful people who overcame all language and cultural 
barriers --"no problem!" 

So...tune in to 9445 kHz at 2300 and 0400 UTC (the times changed on 25 
September), and get a feeling for Turkey via the airwaves. Then gear up 
for "Contest '89" and experience Turkey in person. 

You talked me into it, Greg, and thanks for writing. The VoT is my favo- 

rite "music station" on shortwave; it must sound great live --with or 

without the "visuals!" 

Our cover portrays a Turkish vase owned by neighbors of Betsy Robinson. 
Thanks, Betsy! 

Finally, to close out a pleasantly thematic section, Rich D'Angelo for- 
wards a nugget from VoT's latest programme schedule: 



HISTORY OF THE VOICE OF TURKEY 
On 10 November, 1938, Turkey first started its shortwave transmissions, 
using a 20 kW transmitter. Turkish Radio and Television now has three 
250 kW and two 500 kW transmitters, and is proud to celebrate its 50th 
anniversary with as much spirit and enthusiasm as at its inception. 
Our foreign -language broadcasts started off in English. French, and 
German, and were expanded in 1940 to include Romanian, Arabic, Farsi, 
Bulgarian, Greek, and Urdu. The same year, a Turkish -language programme 
entitled 'The Voice of Home,' broadcast twice daily and 30 minutes long, 
was added for Turks living abroad. 
The neutral and objective coverage of WWII by Ankara Radio, as compared 
to other stations, increased both its popularity and its credibility, 
with the result that a soaring number of listeners started tuning in. 
Ankara Radio achieved 100 kW in 1950...following which, the mostly news - 
oriented programmes were diversified and evolved into their present form. 
The station became 'The Voice of Turkey' in 1963, acquired its first 250 
kW transmitter in 1970, and remains dedicated to its goal of helping to 
project an objective and accurate image of Turkey's social, culturel, 
historical, economic, and political perspectives, the world over. 
RADIO AUSTRALIA: An Appreciation by Ed Cichorek 
I first tuned in Radio Australia back in 1963, on my Space Scanner. I 
still remember the thrill, and will always have a soft spot for them; 
RA was my first real DX. 
Radio Australia is, in my opinion, the best source for regional and local 
coverage in the Pacific. What may be a local -interest item today might 
blossom into a worldwide headline story tomorrow. 
"Smith's Weekly" is a fast -paced and down-home look at people and things 
in Australia. I love Keith Smith's selection of headlines from local 
papers and his "man on the street" interviews. His survey of new vs. 
used car purchases recently was just the type of thing that's easy to re- 
late to; and who can dislike his "Romp with Australian Children?" Maybe 
all countries should have this type of thing, totally unrehearsed, and 
require the politicians to listen to it --out of the mouths of babes.... 
Another favorite is "Window on Australia." Much more detailed than 
"Weekly," this show takes me past where the travel brochures end. Rob 
Hoskin virtually takes you with him out there in the outback or whatever, 
through the first-hand interviews. I've always enjoyed the mental con- 
ceptions I conjure up from a good story. If I ever fulfill my fantasy to 
visit this land, Radio Australia will have had a lot to do with it. 

Recently, "Communicator" ran excerpts from a public television forum that 
addressed RA's relevance. Former defense minister William Pritchard 
questioned RA's continuing tax burden on the public; he also accused it 
of evasion of censorship, and political intrusion, during the Fiji coup. 
An Indonesian student said that she felt that RA plays a vital role as 
a news source for the Pacific region. And, of course, RA itself had its 
voice in Jeff Harriott, their controller of news and current affairs, 
who seems to strongly believe in the "cultural credibility" of the sta- 
tion. There certainly seems to be something brewing, and it makes for 
exciting listening. I can't imagine the Pacific without Radio Australia, 
and I've sent my letter of support to Keith Smith. 

I couldn't agree with you more, Ed. I followed the Fiji incidents on RA, 
and was amazed all over again at how immediate and vital radio journalism 
can be. Incidentally, I thought that "evasion of censorship" was part of 
a free medium's job.... 

BOOK REVIEW: Perspectives on PASSPORT 
Rich D'Angelo: I use it all the time, more than the WRTH. It's invalua- 
ble for scanning the bands. Although the high frequency information has 
a tendency to become dated, the tropical band information remains rela- 
tively current. 
Don Thornton: Equipment reviews have been scaled back, which is OK since 
they were covered at sufficient length last year. The best article this 
year was on Peruvian tropical -band stations by Don Moore. After reading 
it, I was halfway tempted to send $1 to one of them to play a communicado 
directed to me, as an extra incentive to get my lazy bones out of bed to 
do some pre -dawn Latin DXing, hihi. 
Ed Cichorek: The article by Ian McFarland reminded me that this isn't 
necessarily a spectator sport: Meaningful criticism of broadcasters' 
fare, or the lack of it, are really my only two options. I'll probably 
do more letter -writing to stations in 1989. 
I had a good read with it; I'd like to see periodic supplements, with 
frequency updates and more articles.

Radio Canada's Derek Quinn, while generally liking the book, objected to 

the term "World Band." Ian, however, raised the interesting point that, 

after all these years, most North Americans still can't tell the diffe- 

rence between "shortwave radio" and "Ham radio," so maybe it's time to 

start over with a fresh image. (SWLD, 1 October) 

A list of contents: The Moore and McFarland articles mentioned previously; 

an interview with James Michener (the ne place in the book where the term 

"shortwave radio" rears its ugly head --guess nobody dared edit this famous 

SWL); articles about Utilities (Larry Van Horn) and sunspots (Gerry Dexter); 

Dave Rosenthal's account of how shortwave radio helped get him out of Iran 

in the days preceding the fall of the monarchy; several briefer articles; 
and Alex Batman's descriptions (replete with more wretched puns than I 

thought any one human could create) of most of the international broadcas- 
ters and their programmes. The famed frequency grids occupy 250 of the 

book's 400 pages. 

I'm an ILG user, and I'm so used to that format that Passport's frequency 
grid seems almost too spacious by comparison. A lot of DXers, though, 

find that the ILG looks like someone kicked over a Scrabble board, and 

will probably appreciate the layout of Passport. I don't see the need to 

use blue pages, though; it detracts a bit from the otherwise attractive 
legibility. 

SPEEDX SELF-PORTRAIT, by Guy Atkins 
Ism 32 years old, and married eight years. I'm involved in Quality Con- 
trol and prototype assembly for a company that makes safety t,sting equip- 
ment for the nuclear industry; previously, I spent nine years in graphic 
arts and advertising. And --I just gotta say this --I live in town with 

a really weird name: Issaquah, Washington! 

My excitement in shortwave began at age 12, when I was sure _ was hearing 

the roar of multi -engine prop planes on the SW bands of my family's 
"camping radio," a battered Sears Silvertone portable. (Little did I 

know that I was simply tuning FDM transmissions in AM mode). 
My pleadings for a "real radio" convinced my father to buy me a black 
behemoth for Christmas: A Hallicrafters SX-71, complete with matching 

speaker nearly as big as a guest bedroom. I won over our cranky, eccen- 

tric landlord, Mr. Ledakis, by letting him listen to the Voice of Greece. 
My father wasn't so pleased when the landlord insisted we accept three 
bottles of non -memorable homemade wine as an expression of his gratitude. 
Mr. Ledakis wasn't so bad, though --he even helped me put up a dipole an- 
tenna, on the condition that I'd never listen to Commie stations. 

After 13 years without a shortwave radio (temporary insanity, I guess), 
I returned in 1981. Wow, radios with digital readouts! And priced less 

than a BMW! No more guessing at frequencies, and no more interpolation 
charts that looked like Wall Street trends.... 
I made many a modification to an ICOM R-70, and most of them actually 
passed the "smoke test." Thinking of new mods and antenna experiments 
kept me awake many a night (my apologies to my ever -patient wife, 
Rochelle). Currently, I'm using an NRD-525, but I'm a bit leery of 
digging into its expensive innards. 
It was these changes in technology that really got me back into the hobby, 
but what made SWLing fun was meeting other hobbyists in person and through 
clubs like SPEEDX. In 1985, I began to host meetings for area DXers, and 

it's been very rewarding; it's exciting to introduce others to the hobby, 
and to see them grow in enthusiasm and expertise. I guess everybody has 
a soapbox: Mine's labeled, "Hear what you're missing...on shortwave 
radio." I try to do my part to let the huddled masses know that they 
don't have to huddle around the television.

This is an interesting contrast to the form presented in last month's 
SPEEDX: It's a lot less "categorized," but probably, when done right, 
just as informative and fulfilling both for the DXer and the recipient. 
Or perhaps you have other ideas? Please write to this column, or to:

It's kind of a serious issue. It's no secret that the serious interna- 
tional broadcasters are getting pretty fed up with feeling obligated to 
answer QSL requests that are of no use to them. The 1989 EDXC convention 
may not happen, in fact --largely because of the bad feelings between 
broadcasters and DXers/QSL hounds; the Austrian DX Club has bowed out of 
its sponsorship of the next convention, on the grounds that the tone of 
the convention needs to be redefined --should it be for DXers only, or 
should the focus be on giving listeners a chance to get together and 
hobnob with broadcasters? Ideally, as far as I'm concerned, a convention 
should be both; but it didn't work that way this year. (RNMN, 29 Sept; 
ANARC Newsletter, 10/88) 

RADIO CANADA INTERNATIONAL: An Appreciation hy Don Thornton Many DXers say they aren't interested in listening to major international broadcasters because (besides the fact that their powerful transmitters block the "real DX") the programming is dull. RCI is not dull. 
"As It Happens" is on local week -nights (2330-0030), and is a same -evening rebroadcast of the CBC-produced interview program. It usually consists of a half -dozen or more telephone interviews with people in the news or people with special knowledge of current events. Some are very serious, a few are humorous, but nearly all are interesting. 
Ian McFarland produces most of RCI's weekend programs. "Innovation Canada" and "Spotlight on Science" have scientific/technical themes, but are pro- 



duced with the lay listener in mind. From discussions on the ozone layer 

to computers to cancer research, these are lively, easy -listening programs. 

We've all heard "SWLer's Digest," I'm sure, featuring Ian, GH's DX News, 

and Larry Magne's equipment reviews. Even if some of the material is a 

bit basic, it's one of the better DX programs. 
"Coast to Coast" is a weekly program about current events and trends in 

the different regions of Canada. Parts of it may be of interest mainly 

to Canadians; the same goes for "The House," which concerns Canada's 

federal legislative body --but wait; isn't "eavesdropping on the local 

folks" part of the fun for DXers? "Listeners' Corner" is also a pleasan- 

tly entertaining feature program. 
All of these except "The House" are rebroadcast on "North Country," week- 

day mornings (1200). Host Wojtek Gwiazda also plays music and goes over 

Canada's morning newspapers with reporter Craig McClain every day. 

My favorite program is "Sunday Morning" (1400-1700), a current affairs 

program which is simulcast with the CBC's domestic (mediumwave and CBCNQ) 

service. Again, some of the features are of interest primarily to Cana- 

dians, such as elections and bilingualism. Others, such as homelessness, 

alienated youth, AIDS, designer clothes for pre -teens, and "Little League 

Parents' Syndrome" are more universal in their appeal, and it's interes- 

ting to hear how Canadian society copes with them. Not all features are 

so somber, however: This spring, I heard a bleacher -seat interview in 

Vancouver's old ballyard, concerning the benefits of natural grass and 

minor-league baseball in the sunshine while quaffing a cold brew.

BOOK REVIEW: Further thoughts on Proceedings 1988 
There are some things I should have mentioned last month in my discussion 
of this ambitious, magisterial volume from Fine Tuning. 
First: There is a bibliography of reprints available from the IRCA, a 
medium -wave club whose reprint service may, nonetheless, interest the 
shortwave DXer. 
Second: Chuck Bolland describes how to soup up a ferrite rod into a 
very good SW antenna; this looks like a good project for the ambitious 
but technically and financially unendowed DXer. 
Third and last: Jerry Berg contributed an article entitled 'Writing Re- 
ception Reports Using a Personal Computer.' Friends, I don't own a 

computer, and I'm getting a bit tired of this in -your -face attitude that 
too many computer enthusiasts evince, that of putting the technology in 
front of the result. I am happy to say that Mr. Berg achieves the exact 
opposite: Instead of, as I'd feared, proposing a way of flooding stations 
with the aesthetic equivalent of Publishers' Clearing House sweepstake 
offers, he explains how a hard-working family man with precious little 
time to DX, never mind write reception reports, can use personal -computer 
technology to write reception reports that still retain a human touch. 
It's about time that a DXer stepped forward with a method of enhancing 
communications; Jerry Berg has done it.

SPEEDX SELF-PORTRAIT, la William Westenhaver 
How did I get started in this crazy hobby? Well, it all started back in 
1966, when it turned out that one of our neighbors had a cheap portable 
radio with a SW band. One night, we tried it out. In retrospect, I 
doubt that we heard anything more exotic that night than, say, VOA in 
Spanish; but I was hooked, and I wanted to hear more. My Dad --who's 
always been involved in the technical side, and who was teaching Electri- 
cal Engineering at the time --still had the Hallicrafters SX-42 which he'd 
bought, new, as a Ham transceiver in 1947, so he tuned it up and said, in 
effect, "Go to it." I did, for the next five years. I listened, DX'd, 
collected QSL's and stacks of skeds, and generally had a lot of fun. 
What do I remember most fondly from those days? Among other things, I 
remember the Radio Canada Shortwave Club --I was member #6313 --even back 
before Ian McFarland started working with them. I remember planning my 
Tuesday nights around "His and Hers," Jerry and Dody Cowan's music re- 
quest show on Radio Nederland. (They were the George and Gracie of the 
SW bands.) I remember the freewheeling style of Radio Prague before the 
1968 Soviet invasion, and how, afterward, they were only a shadow of their 
former selves. Too, I remember stations which have since disappeared, 
such as the Windward Islands Broadcasting Service in Grenada; WNYW; and 
the North American services of Radio Ghana and Radio Lebanon. 
In 1971, I went from high school to university, and moved from small-town 
Indiana to big -city Montreal. There were lots of things to do, and short- 
wave listening got left by the wayside. I still had my Zenith Trans - 
Oceanic around, though it stayed on the AM and FM bands most of the time. 
Even so, I'd switch it over to the SW bands once or twice a year, just 
for old times' s,.ke. 
Anyway, in the spring of 1985, a friend of mine found a radio in a trash 
barrel of his apartment building. It was the short of cheap portable 
which probably sold for about $50 new --and was never worth even half of 
that. It did, though, have a 6-12 MHz shortwave band on it. My friend 
knew nothing about shortwave, but, to my surprise, I found myself picking 
out interval signals right and left, and ID'ing stations from the voices 
of their announcers. I figured that, if so much was coming through on 
that set, I should be able to hear much more on mine. Indeed I could, 
and I soon found myself hooked again, filling my free time with liste- 
ning, writing reception reports, and rediscovering the truth of the state- 
ment, "A watched mailman never boils." 
This time around, though, I got involved in DX clubs, SPEEDX first --of 
course --and then some others. The basic benefit of the clubs --comparing 
one's catches to what others are hearing, and picking up tips on what's 
out there to be heard --is pretty obvious to us all. Even better than 
this, however, is getting to correspond with, and to meet in person, other 
club members. So much of what we do is done in isolation --sitting there 
with earphones clamped on, going mano a mano with the weak signals. We 
really need to break that routine at times, to interact with others who 
share our interests, who know our joys and disappointments. The clubs 
are the best way in which to do this, better by far than standing on a 
street corner whistling "Lilibulero" and waiting to see who recognizes 
it. Therefore, if you're out there reading SPEEDX, and yet feeling a 
bit cut off from it all, try getting in touch with some of your fellow 
club members. The only thing you have to lose is the chance to make some 
new friends. 
I agree 100%, Bill, and thanks for writing. 
"Friendship through DX" seems to be the theme of this montage, and that's 
how it should be. Getting involved with SPEEDX has been a surprisingly 
enriching experience for me, too, on many levels...but that's a theme for 
another "Self -Portrait."

NORWAY...This station continues to have one thirty -minute program per week on 
Sun/Mon in English. During the rest of the week, the station is only broadcast 
Ti Norwegian. Listen for English Sun 1000, 1300, 1400, 1600, 1700, 1900, 2000, 

2200 and Mon 0000, 0400 and 0500 UTC To make the most of its limited tir', 
the station has grouped most of the material into regular magazines to co, .:r 
different aspects of life in Norway. TRENDS AND TRADITIONS is the outlet or 
news and features from the cultural scene. SCIENCE NOTEBOOK looks and sc ice 
and environmental questions. LISTENERS CORNER is the mailbag program. C THE 
RECORD features the music of Norway. NEWS AND VIEWS gives listeners the week's 
news from Norway. This winter, special programs will be broadcast on the unique 
childrens' campaign to STOP THE DESERT(by raising money for trees) and a look at 
THE CHURCH OF NORWAY. Radio Norway publishes a beautiful quarterly program 
schedule and they keep a mailing list. (WS) 

UNITED KINGDOM...BBC World Service announced on the November cover of London 
Calling that THE HOUR HAS COME. This is a reference to the new program 
NEWSHOUR, heard 7 days per week at 2200 UTC. This is a comprehensive look 
at the major topics of the day, plus up-to-the-minute international and British 
news. It is the broadcasters first attempt at an hour-long news program. For 
the time being, only one edition will be broadcast per day; however, if it is 
successful, we may see more editions at other times Other programs of 
note are NEWSDESK, a half-hour news program now heard at 0000, 0400, 0600 and 
1800 UTC, NEWSREEL(formerly RADIO NEWSREEL) at 1200 and 1500 UTC and WORLDBRIEF, 
a 15 -minute roundup of the week's news headlines, plus everything from sport 
and finance to bestsellers and the weather, Sun 0445, 1345 and 2009 UTC 
There will be a lot more financial news broadcast on the station, particularly 
between 0450 and 0930 UTC WITH GOOD REASON is the name of a new discussion 
program. Tune in Sun 1401,2330, Mon 0630, 1001 UTC MEGAMIX is a compendium 
of music, sport, fiT ion, health, avel, news and views for young people which 
can be heard Mon 0030, 0830, 2130 UTC We would be interested in hearing 
what you thinlca out these changes in the programming of the BBC World Service. 
As the recognized leader in international broadcasting for several years, the 
BBC is taking somewhat of a risk with these new program concepts. Time will 
tell what the worldwide reaction will be. 

USA...Voice of America --some VOA programs from William E. Westenhaver of Que: 
ATGHTLINE AFRICA on 11/24 looks at a comparison of Thanigiving traditions in 
the US and Africa...On November 8, you can hear US election coverage from our 
"Voice" in international radio...AMERICAN STORIES on 11/19 presents a Pee short 
story...STUDIO ONE on 11/20 presents a salute to Mickey Mouse on his 60th birth- 
day...COMMUNICATIONS WORLD on 11/12 looks at the U.S. Telecommunications Training 
Institute...COUNTRY MUSIC on 11/18 looks'at singer K.T. Oslin. Thanks for these 
listening tips for the month WCSM--The World Service broadcasts in English 
Mon -Fri 1600-2400 UTC and Tue -Fri 0000-0800 UTC with a repeating two-hour bloc 

news and features. On Sf, Uiiere is a weekend edition from 1600-2400 UTC. 
This station offers excelled programming.(Direct via WS)

There was also an item in "World of Radio" X460 that Radio France 
International and Radio Beijing have signed an agreement for a relay swap, 
probably beginning in November. Six hours of time per day will be involved. 
The Beijing relays will be divided between transmitters in France and French 
Guiana --these frqs, unannounced as yet, should, when ID's, go to Daniel or 
Carl. The RFI relays via China will include two hours per day on a MW xmtr 
near the Vietnamese border --good luck hearing that one! The same report also 
mentioned that the RFI/R. Japan swap will be extended to six hours per day, 
from the current 471 hours. 

The "Where are they now?" department: On the 10/16 RA "Communi- 
cator" px, Peter Bunn passed along a report from Supratik Sanatani that 
the Burma BS tests on 5040 kHz --which I mentioned in last month's column -- 
have disappeared, and that the channel is now silent. 

The "Where they aren't, not yet!" department: According to Gordon 
Darling-PNG (on HA, via Hauser/SWLD 10/15), the frequency changes to the 
PNG regional stations have been delayed, and that "no change to 120m is 
expected for some time." (I gave the frequencies for these changes in the 
September column, but I guess that this item means that you can all get a 
few extra hours sleep for the next little while -hi!) 

I gather that some people have gotten a bit concerned over my re- 
marks in last month's column about providing sufficient programme details 
in loggings. I didn't mean to scare anyone. (Honest!) I just wanted to 
point out that, especially for the rare and hard -to -hear stations, it would 
really help everyone to have something more detailed than the "M tlk, mx" 
sort of details. You don't have to send me stuff as elaborate as that which 
you'd send in a reception report to the station, though.

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Greetings, fellow SPEEDXers. We continue this month with another brief 
installment of our series on radio wave propagation. Hopefully we will be 
alloted 3 or perhaps more pages sometime in the not too distant future. 
The need for more than two pages became painfully evident after writing 
October's column!. A technical column can eat up a great deal of space 
without really accomplishing a given set of objectives. For proof, see last 
months' issue -hi!. Please let me or that all -around -swell -guy Ed Janusz 
know if you think an increased page allotment for "Technically Speaking..." 
would be beneficial or detrimental to the magazine. Now, on to the task at 
hand: 

A Propagation Primer: Introduction.continued 

Last month, we left off in the midst of a description of the various 
layers of the ionosphere. I listed the E(s) Layer (sporadic E) as if it were a 

distinct layer and seperate from the "normal" E layer. From time to time, 
thin, highly ionized layers occur unpredictably (hence the term sporadic) 
within the normal E layer boundaries. Radio waves which would have 
passed through the E layer (primarily during local daylight) and ordinarily 
would have been refracted by the higher F layer collide with this 
wandering disturbance. The radio waves are then reflected back toward the 
earth's surface. This is the common explanation for "freak" reception of 
distant VHF television stations which ordinarily would have been limited 
to line -of -sight distances. This erratically appearing layer may exist for 
several minutes or several days, but due to its migratory behavior it may 
move out of position as far as a particular transmitter/receiver path is 
considered and provide extraordinary reception for only a very short time. 

The final region, or more accurately, two regions which combine into one 
layer during local nighttime are known as the F ( or F1 and F2 ) region(s). 
The F layer is of greatest interest and benefit to the SWL/DXer, as it is 
primarily responsible for long distance communication. The principal 
height (the F2 layer) is about 200 miles. The atmosphere is very thin, or 
"rarefied" at this height. With this decrease in ion density, the less likely 
the ions are to recombine with free electrons to become neutral particles. 
The F region usually splits into two layers during the daytime; one at a 
lower altitude ( the F1 at 100 miles) and the other ( F2 ) at about 200 
miles. At night, the F1 layer "vanishes" and the F2 layer height decreases 
somewhat. 

The reason that there are several major layers lies in the fact that the 
electron density is not constant throughout the ionosphere. Definite and 
measureable gradations in this density do exist, primarily due to the fact 
that various dissimilar atmospheric gases (such as hydrogen, oxygen and 
nitrogen) tend to settle into a sort of "quasi -equilibrium" at different 
heights above the surface of the earth, giving rise to these various layers. 
For equilibrium to occur, the rate of recombination of these free electrons 
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with available gas ions must be equal to the rate that new ions are being 
created. The likelihood of ion recombination increases as the ion density 
increases. Increased density simply means that there are more ions in a 
given volume. The closer the molecules are together, the more likely the 
ions are to acquire or lose electrons through collision. 

In the lower layers of the ionosphere the gases are more dense. Collision 
processes directly dependent on this density permit a greater rate of 
recombination in these lower layers. It is this degree of ionization that 
either permits or inhibits refraction of the radio wave as it passes through 
these various layers. Well, just how does this ionized layer affect the 
passing wave?. Exactly what happens is very complex, but a simple and 
somewhat superficial explanation will be adequate for our purposes. When 
an electromagnetic (EM) wave enters an ionized region, it's associated 
electric field exerts a force on these nearby charged particles. These 
charges will move in such a way as to oppose the force that caused them to 
move in the first place. These moving charges constitue a current "cloud" 
which will oscillate in the electric field of the passing wave but out of 
phase with it due to the electron mass inertia (however small). This cloud 
motion will produce a space current that "phase opposes" the original 
displacement current. In effect, this alters the dielectric constar i.e., the 
"relative permittivity" of the ionized region the wave is trave ing. The 
dielectric constant is a relative measure of how some material her than 
air would affect the energy storage capability of a capacitor. An region 
of seperation between negative and positive charges acts like a capacitor, 
regardless of where such a region exists. As the dielectric constant varies, 
there exists some frequency (known as the plasma frequency) of EM 
radiation that will make the relative permittivity of the ionized region 
equal to zero. If the energy in the electromagnetic wave can not pass 
through this region, it must go somewhere. This wave is thus reflected, 
accounting for the fact that effective electric field in the ionized region 
due to the incident wave is zero. This reflected wave is what we intercept 
at our antenna. Some energy is lost ( transferred ) in the ionized region due 
to dissipation in the form of heat and through other mechanisms. 

It is well known that the highest frequency wave that will be reflected 
from a given layer is proportional to the square root of the maximum 
electron density in that layer. This frequency is known as the critical or 
maximum useable frequency (MUF). The MUF is not actually only a single 
frequency; rather it is a range of frequencies which varies diurnally as 
well as seasonally and over a period of years. The higher the MUF, the less 
the attenuation or absorption. This permits a maximum signal strength at 
the antenna for a given transmitter power. Additionally, the transmitting 
antenna must be a very efficient radiator at low vertical angles with 
respect to the horizon. The most efficient transmission of information 
occurs when using the MUF. Short wave broadcasters normally don't change 
their frequencies just to be changing them, unless of course in the case of 
clandestine broadcasters to avoid jamming. Intelligent selection of 
frequencies to reach a given target area at a given time of day during a 
particular solar cycle takes some forethought. It doesn't happen by 
accident. SWU Dxers usually don't hear the rare or unusual stations by 
accident either. You must do a little planning and pay attention to the 
prevailing propagation conditons to know when you are most likely to hear 
the station of interest. Later in this series of articles we will see how to 
apply these and other principles to optimize our time/target schedule.

Radio Discovery Announces Agreement with RTVD: World Radio Network, S.A., owner 
of Radio Discovery in the Dominican Republic, announced that Radio Discovery will undergo a 
major transformation this month. 

Speaking at the 1987 ANARC Convention in Toronto, Jeff White, Executive Vice President 
of World Radio Network, explained that his company had just concluded a major agreement with 
the official station of the Dominican Goverment, Radiotelevision Dominicans (RTVD-- or in 
English, Dominican Radio and Television). Under the terms of the agreement, RTVD will be 
leasing almost all of the airtime on the shortwave transmission facilities of Radio Discov- 
ery, in order to relay RiVD's domestic radio service internationally. In addition, World Ra- 
dio Network will produce daily English and Spanish programs designed especially for the in- 
ternational office. 

The new programs, called "This is Santo Domingo' in English, and "Esto es Santo Doming()" 
in Spanish, will pre-empt RTVD's domestic service programming during certain hours on the SW 
service only. Although subject to change, the station plans to use 15045 kHz from 0900 to 
0500 UIC daily. 

White said that Radio Discovery listeners will not find drastic changes in the overall 
sound of the station because Radio Discovery has already been relaying some RTVD programming 
as a public service for several months. "The main changes they will note," said White, are 
that the station will be on the air for many more hours per day, and that 'This is Santo 
Domingo' will offer a lot more up-to-date news, information and music from the Dominican Re- 
public. Also, since we're moving the station into the RTVD facilities, we'll have emergency 
power available to keep us on the air during power outages in Santo Domingo 

The international service programs will be produced by Jeff White, World Radio Network 
President Rudy Espinal, and Operations Manager Pedro Estrella. "This is a very unique ar- 
rangement,' noted White. "What we have here is a government -owned radio station contracting 
with a privately -owned company to operate its international shortwave service. That will go 
a long way toward ensuring objective program content and international credibility. Also, 
RTVD Internatioal may well be the first government -owned shortwave station which offers 
private, public and government -owned companies and organizations in any country an opportu- 
nity to Purchase advertising time. We're going to make RTVD International a very innovative 
station. [Thanks to Jeff White for this information, dsl

Audubon Society Halts TV Tower: The National Audubon Society has filed suit to halt 
construction of a 1,249 -foot television tower it says would be a hazard to endangered wood 
storks. The proposed tower would be in the wood stork's path when the birds fly from their 
nesting colony at the Corkscrew Swamp Wildlife Sanctuary to their swampland feeding grounds 
six miles away, the enviromnental organization said. The tower site is 2.5 miles south 
the sanctuary, which is about 27 miles southeast of Fort Myers, Florida. 

The Lee County Circuit Court suit seeks to overturn an earlier decision by the county's 
zoning board that approved plans for the tower to be built by WEVU, a Naples TV station.

Program Commemorates Radio Japan's 52nd Anniversary: A major achievement of Ra- 

dio Japan as an international shortwave broadcaster in recent years has been the programs 

it has made in collaboration with other broadcasting organizations. Radio japan's latest 

project in this field was between 14 and 16 hours UIC on May 31st, when a two-hour English 

language psuguam, Hands Across the Airwaves, was broadcast live, with Radio Japan serving 

as the key station. June 1st is amemorable day for Radio Japan, for it was on that day in 

1935 that Japans first overseas broadcasting service was launched. The two-hour live pro- 

gram was aired as part of the anniversary commemoration. 

The other participants were the BBC, Radio Australia and Radio Canada International and 

they provided Radio Japan with live material by satellite. These three stations have all 

taken part in similar joint productions with Radio Japan in the past. Radio Netherlands al- 

so took part by sending Radio Japan a pre-recorded tape. Besides the overseas topics, there 

was music, quizzes, telephone interviews with listeners, etc. For those unable to hear the 

program live, an edited 40 minute version was broadcast on June 1st. 

To mark their anniversary, Radio Japan also aired special editions of their "Hullo" pro- 

grams. Hullo Fran Tokyo", 'Hullo America" and Hullo Australasia" were broadcast from a 

special studio which is located inside the FUR( Broadcasting Center's "Visitor's Gallery" 

where the public can freely care in and watch broadcasting operations. The studio is extre- 

mely popular with visitors to NHK and is usually used for domestic radio broadcasts, but 

this was the first time it was used by Radio Japan. [Fran the Radio Japan News Letter, and

But their plans could be cut short by 
the Federal Communication Commie - 

on, which has cited crew members 
for operating e radio etetion without a 
licence. An FCC spokeswoman, Mau- 
reen Peretino, cold officiate expect an 
international jurisdictional question 
on the ship to be cleared up today. 
Once it is remlved, the FCC believes it 
can halt the station's btoadcaete based 
on e 1970 cam involving a ship in wa- 
ter. off of New Jersey. 

"This ship io doing nothing illegal, 
nothing wrong, and won't move," mid 
Rendi Steele, 30, of Queens, who is be- 
hind the attempt to avoid government 
regulation by operating a elation in 
international waters about 455 mile. 
off Long Beach in the Atlantic Ocean. 
Steele iß a peeudonym. 

"No government agency will be per- 
mitted aboard our ship. If they do, it'll 
have to be with force," he said. Steele 
said the anchor weighed 10,000 
pounds and »aid the ship did not have 
a winch strong enough to pull it up. 
"We will resist anybody'. attempt to 
censure our freedom of .

FCC records show that one of the crewmen, 
Allan Weiner of Maine, was prosecuted by the 
FCC for operating unlicensed radio etatiom in 
Maine and New York in 1971 and 1984. 

While the government ecrambled to clear dip- 
lomatic channel» and build it rase, Weiner and 
the rest of the crew panned the day apparently 
unconcerned about the attention they were get- 
ting. 

Weiner, the nation's engineer, tinkered with 
equipment he admitted was "leas than etate of 
the art." The equipment is, bolted to the floor in 
the ship's massive hold, where a faint fiahy email 
allude. to previom tripe with a different cargo.
