T'S official! SACD is to be launched in 
Europe "early this Autumn". This 

information comes from Sony's SACD 

Europe newsletter which includes news on 

both hardware and software. In the war of 

the formats it appears that SACD wins the 

marketing battle. As it stands at the 

moment, there are no less than 15 hard-

ware manufacturers and 18 recording 

companies supporting DSD technology. 

SACDs main champions, Sony and 

Philips claim they are both "working 

closely in the development of stereo and 

multi-channel production systems" 

according to David Walstra, the general 

manager of Sony International (Europe). 

Whether this is relevant to the Autumn 

launch remains to be seen, as the only 

products liable to be launched are proba-

bly the SCD-1 player and partnering 

amplifiers and speakers that are currently 

available in Japan. The first products are

Both 

came out tops, with the unmistakable 

smoothness of vinyl violins in the 

Tchaikovsky captured near-perfect, while 

the rumbling bass (not from the turntable I 

hasten to add!) of the Talvin Singh album 

was also present and correct. In addition, 

the Philips erases individual tracks and 

whole discs very quickly indeed, so tea-
making and thumb-twiddling are kept to a 

minimum. 

The only downside to the '880 is its 

playback - not that it's bad, it 

could just do with more 

warmth and depth.

The Pioneer 

has been around for a while and, 

although well built, loses out slightly on 

and ease and speed of use, whilst the 

Philips CDR-880 is a reliable workhorse 

with commendable playback quality. The 

Traxdata recorder is very similar to the 

older Philips CDR870 in the performance 

stakes., whilst being priced at about the 

same level as the CDR-880. 

Any of these machines can be relied 

upon to do their job more than adequate-

ly. They all feature the same functions 

and facilities in one way or another, and 

the only slight differences tend to occur 

in playback performance. 

CDRW is a newish domestic format 

which is suddenly looking affordable. At 

this rate, it won't be long before the sec-

ond generation of recorder-players is 

knocking at the door, and then the ques-

tion of whether or not to keep a seperate 

CD player will be even harder to decide.

tat at the window of my luxury apart-
ment, watching the lights dancing on 

he surface of my mug of Co-op 99. 

Suddenly the telephone rang. hurrying to 

the hall and deftly lifting the knitted crino-

line lady, I answered under my impenetra-
ble incognito: 

"Special Agent White - Secret Service, 

Tooting Branch." 

"Ah! White, get to Headquarters, 
pronto!" 

It was the voice of Major Pope, Head of 

Dept. I glanced at my wristwatch. Eleven 

fifteen. Obviously a serious matter to get 

the Major out of bed before mid-day. 

"Now, White, we're sending you on a 

special review mission on a brand new 

high power integrated amplifier" 

Major Pope looked across his desk 
quizzically. I could sense his keen 'brain' 

searching for weakness or hesitation. 

"Something troubling you, Captain 

White? 

"Well, sir, it's just that I don't think 

hefty integrateds are my thing, sir. I've 

always been a low-power pair of 

monoblocs, pre-amp and sensitive loud-

speaker kind of chap. I just don't think I'm 

cut out for the big stuff, sir. That's all sir" 

Major Pope narrowed his eyes to 

steely slits. His glasses fell off... 

ONE OF THE GREATEST pleasures 

in my life is reviewing a powerful integrat-

ed amplifier. Musical Fidelity's latest amp 

is certainly on the weighty side but it car-

ries it very well. The new 'A' series look 

combines rampant monumentalism with a 

goodly dose of pure style. Casting an eye 

over the armour-plated brushed alumini-

um fascia, your attention is caught by the 

slightly nautical-looking volume knob in 

burnished brass. Neat push switches 

select inputs via internal relays - this is an 

unusual and welcome refinement in an 

amplifier which costs less than £ 1500. 

When the amplifier is switched off, the 

last setting in use becomes the default 

when it is fired up again. 

Form follows function on the back 

panel as well. Towering over the sur-

rounding countryside are the mother and 

father of all loudspeaker terminals. I 

should think that these would stand you 

in good stead if you fancied doing a bit of 

arc welding on the side but, be that as it 

may, they provide no excuse for poor 

connections to the 'speakers. Selection of 

MC or MM phono amplification is by 

toggle button - fitted on the back to avoid 

possible problems with prying little fin-

gers. In case bi-amping or self-powered 

'speakers are required, there are also 'pre-

amp out' sockets. 

Taking a peek under the bonnet, the 

layout follows Musical Fidelity's custom-

ary neatness with individual toroidal 

power transformers and amplification cir-

cuitry facing across a 'corridor', with the 

volume pot in the middle. Generous 

heatsinks are arranged to convect heated 

air out of the top vents and to draw the 

necessary cooling air in underneath. 

Looks aren't everything, of course. If 

you're going to shell out £1399 for an - 
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amplifier, it has to sound more than just 

alright, although with 150W/channel into 

8(2, power should not be a problem! The 

idea is not for the amplifier to be driven 

flat-out into the least sensitive 'speakers 

you can find. Instead, the true benefits are 

gained using a 'normal' loudspeaker, 

allowing the amplification a generous 

amount of headroom. In this way, nothing 

you play, no matter how fast, complex or 

furious should faze your system. The 

question is, is this something that can be 

heard? 

HAVING HUMPED the A300 

into place and connected all the 

bits, I certainly felt that I deserved 

some music. For a light but satisfy-

ing snack on CD, I turned first to 

Dvorak's American string quartet, 

tastefully played in this instance by 

the Schidlof Quartet on the Linn 

label. One of the benefits which 

was truly apparent immediately 

was the sense of effortlessness with 

the sound. There's not a lot of 

power needing to be shifted with a 

string quartet but the gains were 

felt in speed and sparkle. 

Interestingly the 'cello had gained a 

rather more bassy texture than the nasal 

sawing you sometimes hear. Well, well!... 

the true sound of the instrument peeping 

through! 

I decided to leave the stiffest test - 

vinyl - 'til last and take a wander among 

the air-waves. Stumbling across the late 

Dennis Brown's To The Foundation. I 

realize synthesized keyboards are a some-

what peculiar test for ' natural' reproduc-

tion, but there's something to be attained 

nonetheless. In this case, the ambience 

from the system gave a very ' live' feel to 

the music. For those who know the track, 

have you ever wished that the flute 

player had tuned up beforehand?! 

Radio 1 happened to be plugging 

Central Reservation when I arrived, which 

featured something rather interesting in 

the mandolin line - or it may have been a 

plucked fiddle. What's certain is the true 

booty verve which the A300 was applying 

to my loudspeakers, not just in the bass 

but all over. Even high order rhythmic 

monotony gains a little when reproduced 

with this amount of real power. 

ONE PROBLEM which can afflict 

high power amplification is quiescent-

state noise arid kw-gain distortion. You 

know the sort of thing - the rush of the sea 

over a pebbled beach which seems to be 

par for the course with PA equipment! My 

personal acid test for this is an old 

L'Oiseau Lyre recording of Thurston Dart 

playing the oh-so-quiet clavichotd. If this 

is played at a true volume level, it doesn't 

take much amplifier noise to swamp it 

altogether. Irritatingly, considering that 

time was pressing, the reproduction was 

so entrancing that I found I'd listened out 

both sides, so I think it'll probably do! By 

review 

the way, let's not forget what a result of 

this kind says for the quality of the phono 

stage - I understand that the A300's phono 

circuitry is intended to be a significant 

upgrade on the well-known (and well 

reviewed) X-LP, and it certainly sounds it. 

By now you will realize that I was 

forming an extremely high opinion of the 

A300. For one thing, I was able to 'fit and 

forget': once the simple process of plumb-

ing it in was accomplished, I just listened 

to music, pure and simple. Having tried 

and failed to catch it out with an 

enormous range of different styles, 

I came to the conclusion that 

Musical Fidelity's big new baby is 

one of those all-too-rare beasts 

which simply gets on with it, send-

ing scores of well-behaved watts to 

the loudspeakers without trying to 

hog the limelight itself. 

If you've ever wondered what 

high-enders get out of spending 

untold thousands on their kit,

A300 integrated will give you a 

pretty heavy hint.

W
HAT should you pay for a 
tuner? Considering the general 

run of prices, the T- R460 at 

El 20 is about in the lower-middle range 

alongside classics like Denon's TU-260L 

Mks I and II. You can slell out an awful 

lot more but not too much less if you real-

ly want to stick to your high-fidelity guns. 

True to modern expectations, no-one is 

content with only an Cn/Off switch and a 

tuning dial, so there's a full collection of 

features including a timer, which - if you 

happen to have a compatible (Teac) 

amplifier - could convert your system into 

sitive tuning plus a broad spread of fea-

tures mean that value for money is its 

strong point. 

a high-end alarm clock. Search-by-style 

and other RDS features are all provided, 

including the potentially useful 'name that 

un-named station' option. With untold 

commercial/pirate stations lacking RDS 

information, a well-spent minute or two 

would save "what on earth is this sup-

posed to be?" puzzlement. 

NOT CONTENT with solely FM, the 

'R460 offers MW as well. Although the 

great(?) days of "Two-Four-Seven, Me 

crYum Waaave..." are long gone, numer-

ous local stations are still sojourning 

there. So, though not the most transparent 

of sources, it still has its uses. 

One happy turn-up for the books was 

the fact that the LED signal strength meter 

is exactly that, rather than the all-too-

common yes/no light. Some of the stations 

which the tuner was detecting were far 

too distant to be pulled in, but at least I 

knew they were there, rather than having 

them muted completely. 

I had the good fortune to be testing the 

Teac during this year's Aldburgh Festival. 

Obviously in no mood to pull their 

punches, the Festival's organizers present-

ed pianist Alfred Brendl with a tasteful 

selection from the 18th and 19th-century 

masters. Since Mr Brendl is a keen per-

former of Haydn, it was no surprise to 

find an impeccable interpretation of the 

C major Sonata in his programme. 

Piano is the instrument of choice for 

checking midrange, and in the Teac's case 

it was mostly present and correct. Still, 

having detected a lack of that indefinable 

'presence', I listened keenly to the com-

mentary and announcements and came to 

the conclusion that these could have been 

crisper and more incisive. 

Radio 1 can seldom be accused of a 

dry tonal balance, so I dipped in to what 

turned out to be Gorilla's Do Or Die. 

What with the catalogue of sound effects, I 

was left wondering whether the record 

had been as clearly mixed as it might have 

been, although every one of the 

T-R460's 42dB of stereo separation seemed 

to be in action. Budget tuners often come 

a cropper down in the lower octaves, but 

the Teac kept its cool here with basslines 

well catered for, but not to excess. 

A later slice of R3 threw up Messiaen's 

dissonant masterpiece Chronocromie, 

which covers just about the whole field of 

orchestral music. As before, there was a 

hint of the papery to the midrange and 

that tantalising lack of substance and real-

ism. This also gave rise to some dislocated 

imaging - why I'm not quite sure, because 

stereo separation was very good on Rock 

mixes. 

At the price, the Teac is a workman-

like tuner that goes about its work without 

fuss. It's not going to knock Denon's 

revamped classic off its top-spot, but sen-

 ANNOY'S Revolution range is the 
next step up from their hot-cakes 

popular Mercury line-up. There 

are now three models making up the 

numbers, with the R2 placed in the mid-

dle. The main 'revolutionary' feature is 

the use of auto transformers in the 

crossover, as opposed to resistors, to 

match the output of the tweeter to that of 

the mid/bass. Less esoteric is bi-wireabili-

ty through gold-plated terminals. 

The cabinets of the r2s are very solid 

too, especially when you consider the 

price. They might not tip the scales too far 

towards the back-breaking, but a quick 

rap on the side results in a dead "thock", 

hinting that cabinet coloration should be 

minimal. Fitted to the elegant enclosures 

with their Scandinavian looks are two 

130mm long-throw paper cones and a 

25mm soft-dome tweeter. 

Partnering the Tannoys during their 

review stay were an Audio Analogue 

Puccini SE integrated and Roksan's 

Caspian CD player. Cables were 

Nordorst's Blue Heaven in both intercon-

nect and loudspeaker departments. 

TANNOY'S LOUDSPEAKERS have 

thus far generally been happy on a broad 

musical diet, but the Mercuries and more 

lately the Revolutions have demonstrated 

the kind of attack and punch that suits 

Rock and Dance down to the ground. 

Rage Against The Machine's blistering 

first album was therefore first through the 

Tannoy's. 

The opening rant, Bombtrack, rocked 

the rafters thanks to a powerful, taut pre-

sentation, Zack De La Rocha's Marxist 

propaganda spitting out venomously. This 

crisp, clean album makes the most of the 

tight, focussed drive of the bass guitar and 

drums, production aspects highlighted by 

the r2s in a bottom-end kick and rhythm 

that were addictive. This control and 

impact cropped up in the midrange as 

well, guitar riffs and power chords mighty 

and robust. 

It was in their detailed and spacious 

midrange that the r2s really raised them-

selves above the budget brigade. 

Nowhere was this more obvious than on 

Bill Evans' piano in Flamingo Sketches 

from Miles Davis' Kind Of Blue. His 

modal passages often get overlooked by 

'speakers, but the Tannoys proved his 

piano contribution was far from being the 

'also ran' of the ensemble. The r2s also 

portrayed his playing as natural and warm 

rather than synthetic, putting over a slight 

accentuation of the syncopated rhythms. 

WITH THE RICHER fare of Brahms' 

Symphony No.4, the Revolutions were a 

little less engaging as they closed in 

slightly with the dense, smooth string 
writing. This, and a tendency to mild wiri-

ness on violins, were the only small 

penalties to pay. Otherwise, the perfor-

mance remained powerful and free from 

coloration and bass boom. 

The r2s are a fine example of how 

much loudspeaker you can buy for mini-

mal money these days. They are punchy 

and exciting performers, especially if you 

favour Rock, Pop or percussive music of 
any kind. They slip slightly with richer, 

more lyrical fare, but still give it a 

detailed and exact presentation.

boffins locked away behind the 

oor marked "Gimmicks: useless 

but desirable" come up with next? 

Karaoke inputs already feature on some 

'hi-fi', so does this mean we'll be seeing 
'speakers fitted with sushi conveyor belts 

before the millennium is out? Probably 

not, but I'm left scratching my head over 

the drawer that adorns the front of Sony's 

plush DVP-S7700 DVD/CD player, espe-

cially as this is one piece of equipment 

that doesn't need bells and whistles to sell 

itself. 

It may tug at the purse strings, but that 

motorised slab of anodised aluminium 

which slides down and out so you can 

load a disc into the '57700 seems like a 

long way to go to keep the fascia's button 

count down. Since the item in question 

carries only Play, Pause and Stop, Sony 

have opted for more controls behind the 

flap and a full complement on the remote, 

which is the easiest tool for flipping 

between the player's two digital filter set-

tings, Sharp and Soft. Having toggled 

between this pair for a while, I finally set-

tled on Sharp and a system made up of a 

battery-powered DPA 50S pre-amp, 

Musical Fidelity X-A200 monoblocs and 

Jamo Concert 8 loudspeakers on 

Elemental Audio's massive reference 

stands. 

MUSICALITY HAS been the forte of 

the handful of DVD players that actually 

cut the mustard on CD replay, but in other 

areas like finesse, bass wallop, detail and 

sound staging, even the successful few 

have generally lagged behind CD-only 

machinery at the same price. The DVP-

S7700 suffers no such shortcomings. 

With pungent basslines supplied by Beth 

Orton's Trailer Park album, the Sony 

proved it had a meaty, solid sound with 

none of the looseness, which slows 

rhythm. Tangent was one particularly lis-

tenable example, the plucked double-bass 

and irums propelling this moody number 

along and maintaining its film noire 

menace intact. 

One thorny test track which floors 

plenty of gear is Presence's Far, Far Away 

From My Heart. Providing the same sort 

of spiritual uplift 

you'd expect 

from some of 

Tricky's bleaker 

moments, this 

four-minute study 

in despair com-

bines a ponder-

ous bass 'thunk' 

with powerful 

synth chords in a 

recipe that can 

end up with all the speed and impact of 

porridge. In spite of the Jamos being a 

touch baggy in their lowest octave, the 

Sony steered well clear of breakfast cereal 

similes by putting together a surprisingly 

firm, fast bottom-end. Whether this con-

trol is due to the S7700's electronics 

(including that rare beast, an R-Core 

mains transformer, a liberal spattering of 

audiophile capacitors and an OFC mains 

lead} or its confidence-inspiring build 

(heavy, resonance-damping baseplate on 

top of Sony's off-centre-mounting feet) is 

open to debate. What remains unques-

tionable are the musicality, weight, delica-

cy and clarity that come from a presenta-

tion free from poorly-focussed imaging, 

blurred separation and beermat sound 

staging. 

CRYSTALLISING THIS players 

virtues were BR5-49's Hillbilly Live From 

Robert's and Elgar's Violin Concerto 

(Nigel Kennedy, Vernon Handley con-

ducting the LPO). The former had hats a-

flying and more beer-fuelled Nashville 

ebullience than you could shake a stick

CRESTA 'FA WAVE 
Richard White takes a dive 
into the bargain basement 
with KEF's Cresta 2 minis. 

A
s S we discovered last issue in our 
loudspeaker group test, there's no 

hortage of small and inexpen-

sive loudspeakers; practically every firm 

has an example of the breed on their 

books. KEF's new Cresta 2s fit the niche 

inasmuch as they are a diminutive 14in. 

by Bin, by 91/2in. (hwd) and tip the price 

scales at around £150. The question is, 

what distinguishes the KEFs from any 

other bargain bookshelfer? 

Well, for a start the cabinets are reas-

suringly heavy and the 41/2in. mid/bass 

driver and complementary lin, dome 

tweeter again inspire confidence. At the 

back, the port is close to the substantial 

bi-wire terminals, and (Cool Britannia!) 

there is a transfer of a Union Jack flag to 

put us all in carnival mood. So much for 

the construction; rumour has it that loud-

speakers can be listened to as well... 

AS A PRIMARY check for the more 

obvious nasties, I reached for Neville 

Marriner's masterly arrangement of Bach's 

Art Of Fugue. With its wealth of shimmery 

harpsichord sound, plus the sometimes 

unexpected tone-colours of authentic 

Baroque instruments, through an indiffer-

ent reproducing chain, this recording can 

sound like a joke in poor taste. The 

Crestas evidently did little wrong as I 

found I'd listened out the whole work 

with undiminishing pleasure. There 

weren't any difficulties with treble accura-

cy either, the whole effect smooth and 

detailed, with the heavy harmonic content 

of the Baroque oboe coming across par-

ticularly well. 

Benny Waters in Stockholm gave the 

Crestas an opportunity to show their met-

tle with the ambience of a live recording. 

In truth, there was a lack of breadth to the 

sound stage - with a recording of this 

quality, it's usually possible to sense the 

audience sat around their tables with 

more revealing 'speakers. In this instance, 

they seemed to have popped out for some 

fresh air, which wasn't unexpected given 

the cost of the Crestas. On the other hand, 

imaging was very good, and Mr Waters' 

breathy 'old time' saxophone was allowed 

to give of its characterful best. 

ROOTLING ROUND for an indis-

putable bass test, Fernando Germani's 

spirited performance of Widor's well-

known Toccata was just the job. ' 32ft. C' 

is around 16Hz so we needn't expect 

most ordinary loudspeakers (or most subs, 

come to that) to reach down that far. Still, 

the KEFs displayed a naturalness that did a 

convincing impression of the missing bot-

tom notes. It would in any case be unfair 

to expect earthshaking effects with small 

cabinets like these. Their real strengths lay 

more in the upper bass, where plenty of 

'air' assisted the illusion of sound stage 

depth. 

Spinning round the radio dial for some 

boom-ba-de-boom stuff failed to wrong-

foot the Crestas. Even when driven by 

low-power valve amplification, they con-

tinued to give a loud account of them-

selves without becoming hard and nasty. 

Smooth but not insipid; powerful but 

not stroppy. Many manufacturers would 

count themselves proud to have achieved 

this balance in such a confined space. 

When you consider the vast array of sub-

£200 loudspeakers, there's an excellent 

case for including the Cresta 2 on your 

short-list.

U
NLESS you're the happy owner 
of a Revox reel-to-reel and 

handy with sticky tape and a 

splicing block, or you enjoy spending all 

evening in front of a CD-RW recorder 

finalising your track selection, MiniDisc is 

the way to go. When it comes to chop-

ping and changing your music to suit, 

there's nothing to touch it. 

The above is all well and good when it 

comes to full-size domestic machinery, 

but things can go awry when you start 

talking MD portables. Some of these have 

shrunk so far the end of a ball-point pen is 

the only way to interface usefully with 

them, and then you have to struggle 

through a denser command structure than 

your average Kung Fu computer game. 

Not so the AM-F70. 

AIWA'S BEAUTIFULLY-crafted palm-

top recorder is a breeze whichever 

feature you're after. Recording 

from digital sources (in this 

case a modified Pioneer DV-

505 DVD player) produced 

the expected consistently 

close recordings, although 

there was still a slight but 

perceptible general loss of 

dynamism and crispness 

partly down to the 

TOSLink optical output 

standard on portables. 

Headed with a Trio L-07D 

turntable instead, the AM-F70 

demonstrated its ADCs were capa-

ble, if not the most transparent around - 

there was a touch of compression to 

dynamics and some looseness to the bass 

which persisted even when the three lev-

els of DSL equalisation were switched off 

and manual level setting rather 

than automatic employed. What 

this added up to through a pair 

of Sennheiser HD 565 head-

phones was a version of Bob 

Marley's Sun Is Shining that was 

mellow even by Reggae standards and 

a slightly sluggish Suzanne Vega on 

Caramel. Transparency in general 

remained fine, though, and there was 

enough drive to keep feet tapping. 

A happier input was most Dance, a 

couple of up-beat tunes from Moloko's 

I Am Not A Doctor emerging fresher 

thanks to their synthetic nature. Berk's 

Joga worked well too, in spite of its 

relaxed tempo. However, fans of Classical 

and acoustic Blues will find the AM-F70 

isn't as revealing through its analogue 

inputs as Sharp's ' 722 (which sells for 

roughly the same money). 

Once I'd packed one of HiSpace's 

MDs full of tunes, I went in for a 

spot of editing. Erasing tracks 

or re-arranging them was a 

piece of cake thanks to a 

very clear, informative 

manual. Putting a divid-

ing marker into a tune to 

split it in two was no 

problem either, and join-

ing two tunes together 

during playback involved 

only a few button presses. 

Alphanumeric freaks will 

also be pleased to know that 

up to 1700 characters can be reg-

istered on the one blank, so you can title 

away to your heart's content at 50 charac-

ters per tune. 

OTHER USEFUL functions include 

the ability to play a 

disc at double speed, record 

in stereo or mono via an optional 

mic (which makes the AM-F70 a superb 

dictaphone), and extendable playback 

time to around 40hours by plugging in the 

external battery pack loaded with three 

AA cells. 

As far as looks and construction go, 

this little Aiwa is definitely at the head of 

the bunch. Sonically it's not quite on a 

par with Sharp's equally well-built but 

stylistically idiosyncratic ' 722. Then 

there's the fact that the AM-F70's head-

phone stage seems less stressed driving 

into a hi-fi set-up than most headphones. 

As ever, an audition is the best way to 

decide, but if your eyes and ears share the 

buying decisions, the AM-F70 is one for 

the shopping list.

IRST up is a recent favourite of 
ours, the Pioneer DVD-717 is the 

most up to date player from the 

Japanese giants, and in our head to head 

review last month we discovered it was 

one of the best audio players on the mar-

ket. It's certainly an attractive customer, 

being available in Japan's favourite 

Champagne Gold hue, with a sexy blue 

LED and chunky central loading drawer. 

Incidently, the remote is also one of the 

most user friendly around. 

When it comes to upgradability, 

Pioneer's DVDs come with two digital 

outputs (coaxial and optical) which can 

be used with an outboard 24/96 DAC to 

improve the sound even further. 

And when it comes to sound, it really 

delivers. Present are all the sonic traits of 

a DVD player such as smoothness of line 

and tuneful musicality. Also, in addition 

to this, there is a bass attack and drive 

which is sometimes lacking in other 

machines. In our review we noticed that 

with music such as the Chemical Brothers 

the Pioneer was "a real rocker that will 

have you reaching for the volume control 

to get the neighbours in on the act" 

Another, more DVD-like trait, that the 

717 possesses is a slightly rolled-off treble 

response that gives a beautifully smooth 

sound to all types of music. The choral 

group The Sixteen warbled their way 

through The Eton Choirbook with a 

serene and fluid sound that never sacri-

ficed detail for refinement: Simon Pope 

noting that "the clean polyphony of the 

Magnificat flowed from the Magneplanars 

with enviable freedom". Definitely both a 

classy looker and performer. 

More hi-fi is up for grabs in the shape 

of the ASC bookshelf/stand mount loud-

speakers from Arkaydis. These incorporate 

an unusual slanted front baffle which 

attempts to overcome standing waves 

within the cabinet - it certainly makes 

them stand out from the crowd. They are 

hand veneered in a variety of woods, 

including Sapele, Cherry and Rosewood. 

The open and detailed sound of the ASCs 

belie their modest dimensions. These 

characteristics are rarely found on 'speak-
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• competition 

ers of the £400 mark, and its good to see 

such traits at this level. 

Refinement and a natural sound are 

the hallmarks of the ASCs, as Richard 

White noted in his review. With 

Beethoven's Sixth Symphony "The ASCs 

had a pleasantly realistic touch with 

midrange dwellers like the brass sec-

tion's horns". But it's not just with 

classical fare where the Arkaydis 

speakers shine, with Diana 

KraII's lounge-crooning they 

produced a "comfortably 

clean, precise imaging of 

the accompanying quar-

tet". Although, due to 

their dimensions, the ASCs 

are well-suited to smaller 

scale recordings, they 

make a name for them-

selves with whatever you 

feed into them. We summed them up by 

saying " If your listening room is petite and 

you seek a natural, controlled loudspeaker 

which won't cause bass boom, the ASCs 

are one for the wish list."

'Control' is also a key word for the last 

object in this month's treasure trove. The 

Cyrus dAD1.5 is the successor to the 

dAD1 CD player. The classic Cyrus die-

cast chassis remains - all the enhance-

ments are inside the box. The DAC linear-

ity has been boosted and both digital and 

analogue sections, as well as the disc 

motor, have independent internal power 

supplies. The sonic hallmark of Cyrus, a 

smooth sound coupled with clean sound-

ing treble, is present and the player has 

great control, even with the most 

demanding music. Playing Berlioz's mam-

moth orchestration in his opera The 

Trojans "all manner of timpani-banging, 

bass drum thumping and chorus yodelling 

failed to throw it" 

In smaller pieces the cyrus delivered 

the goods just as well. Tchaikovsky's first . 
string quartet, played by the Franz 

Schubert Quartet benefitted from excel-

lent separation with a smooth and rich 

string tone. The dAD1.5 is a more than 

worthy member of the quality CD club 

and its excellent detail and imaging are 

up there with the best.

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1VID t jf)if 
Does Croft's Epoch Elite 
pre-amp give the full 
details? Richard White 
takes a turn at the 
controls.

 HE Croft Epoch Elite (£950) is a 
self-powered valve pre-amplifier 

with MM phono stage. Our 

review model was arranged with unity 

gain on the line inputs, although the man-

ufacturer will set higher line gain to order 

at no extra cost. 

A quick canter round the technical 

outline: the Elite uses a three-stage circuit, 

powered by a toroidal mains transformer. 

This feeds valve regulation for the high 

tension and solid-state regulated DC for 

the heaters. Unusually for these days, the 

circuit is hard-wired throughout, no PCBs 

being employed. This is an approach 

which is apparently not ideally suited to 

modern volume manufacture but is still 

possible for the small firm. Needless to 

say there are sonic 

benefits - assuming 

of course that the 

original design is 

alright! Common 

sense dictates that 

signal paths should 

be as short as possi-

ble; and this is more 

practicable with 

hard-wiring than with PCBs. 

Each of the four inputs - phono, tuner, 

tape and CD - is selected by the rotary 

switch on the front panel. Between each 

of the points is a mute' position, the pur-

pose of which may seem obscure, until 

you notice the independent volume con-

trols for each channel. 

Those who have mourned the current 

scarcity of balance controls will find these 

handy; those who haven't will discover, as 

I did, that they are not nearly as fiddly as 

you might imagine. By using the muted 

positions on the selector, silencing the sys-

tem to answer the telephone is a simple 

matter, which allows the setting of the 

volume knobs to remain untouched. 

THE UNIT IS solidly built and the 

somewhat bulbous fascia is surprisingly 

comely in a variety of backgrounds. 

Listening first to CD, the Epoch Elite 

distinguished itself by practically vanish-

ing from earsight. Comparing the line-

level performance with, literally, a pot in 

a box showed the pre-amp to be clearer 

than a cheap passive pot for a start. 

Comparing it with a better specified 

home-made stepped attenuator yielded 

similar results. This is by no means a bad 

result for active circuitry! 

If anything, the Hanover Band's spirit-

ed small-scale Beethoven recordings 

seemed to gain a little in sweetness 

through the Elite. 

Turning to jazz/din-

ner music, Diana 

Krall seemed to be 

singing for my ears 

only - still there is 

such a thing as wish-

ful thinking! No trace 

of the fractionally 

hard edge with 

which some equipment can afflict her. 

Turning to the radio Prems and the 

Enigma Variations, the Elite responded 

with tremendous speed and verve, a very 

necessary attribute in some of the faster 

movements. The thundering bass passages 

powered through unscathed and there 

was not a drop of distracting tizzle in the 

upper strings. In short, exhilarating. 

A PRE-AMPLIFIER of this class truly 

stands or falls by its phono stage. With my 

trusty Music Maker in harness, I gave 

Trevor Pinnock's recording of the 

Goldberg Variations a spin, primarily to 

check for transient and upper treble 

response. Well-loved though this record 

is, I was thoroughly refreshed by all the 

extra detail which the Croft allowed 

through. Even the creaks from the harpsi-

chord pedals gained a new lease of life - 

you could almost hear what brand of pol-

ish had been used on 'em! 

Leaving subtleties aside for the 

moment, vinyl is still required to fire the 

big guns, such as the fight scene in 

Tchaikovsky's Romeo and Juliet. The 

speed with which the szforzando stings 

were delivered was still hair-raisingly 

impressive and, better still, the fast string 

tuttis did not lose their way but remained 

clear and urgent. 

Pre-amplifiers are a somewhat ill-

defined breed, so an example as able as 

this deserves very serious consideration.

UNERS are funny things: for a 
start we take them so much for 

granted. In a lot of ways they are 

like television sets: aside from staring 

blankly at the screen, does anybody care 

much, within reason, what the picture 

and sound are like? Except, except... 

Somewhere there must be a healthy-ish 

market because I see no marked decline 

in the number of different tuners on offer. 

Forget about Digital Radio for the 

moment; just about every major manufac-

turer offers a 'steam' FM tuner. 

The new Cyrus FM7.5 is essentially an 

update of the now six-years-old FM7, and 

a stylish beast it is. In line with Cyrus' cus-

tomary neat-but-solid line, the box is 

deeper than it's broad, and has heat-sinks 

cast directly into the casing. On the front 

panel is a large LCD which displays both 

the frequency in numbers and also an arc 

of 'blocks' which has two functions, 

according to choice. In one mode, the 

degree of arc indicates the signal strength, 

which can be useful when you're setting 

up the aerial initially. In the other, which 

the manufacturer calls 'magic eye mode', 

the closing of the 'curtains' shows how 

well tuned a particular station is. Using 

the numerical fine-tuning display, adjust-

ments can be made in steps of 10kHz, 

which is nit-pickingly small. Assuming 

that you have followed the instructions 

properly and are getting maximum signal, 

it's high time you had a listen. 

I HAD THE very good fortune to be try-

ing out this tuner during the Proms sea-

son, so every night there was a splendid 

lucky dip of masterpieces for the Classical 

enthusiast. Sooner or later someone is 

going to twig that a certain tragic lady 

'cellist does not have to be mentioned 

every time Elgar's famous concerto is per-

formed. That apart, Tortellier fils took the 

orchestra and soloist through this sturdy 

old chestnut in a way that would have 

made his late père proud. 

Cello tone is rich in partials, so the tre-

ble needs to be particularly well behaved 

to give a good accomt of this instrument. 

It was altogether very handy to start my 

listening with such a familiar piece. The 

FM7.5 was content to hand on the music 

smoothly with clean but not squeaky tre-

ble and a pleasant richness in the nether 

regions. 

PETER MAXWELL Davies' newly-

commissioned work, Spinning Jenny, had 

plenty of percussive content to check the 

Cyrus's get-up-and-go. This orchestral pic-

ture of the industrialized north allowed 

the tuner to demonstrate its full grip of the 

niceties of orchestral tone colour, particu-

larly the frequent bass drum thuds. 

Radio 4's comic show Just A Minute 

afforded ample opportunity to put the 

reproduction of the human voice to the 

test. Better still, the placing of the per-

formers proved to be a good check of 

stereo accuracy. This is important: if there 

is muddle in the decoding stages, it can 

be very difficult to decide who's speaking 

when the whistle blows! 

You'll not learn much about high 

fidelity from compressed Rock stations, 

but it's amazing what electronic effects 

and phasing tricks can be played on quite 

standard mixes. True to type, the Cyrus 

passed on the mish-mash to thrilling effect 

(if you happen to be in the mood). 

The FM7.5 has many virtues: fine per-

formance; compact size; ease of use. 

Unfortunately it falls between two price 

brackets, and it's possible that the not-

fusseds will stick to the under-£200 mark, 

whilst audiophiles could splash the extra 

cash and go further up-market.

I am the first to admit that I am not fully 

up to speed on the ins and outs of elec-

tronics, and I know I risk looking really 

stupid amongst the experts who grace 

your letters pages, but something has 

been bugging me that I have just got to 

ask you about. 

As a student, I have to get what 

equipment I can, and it is usually vintage 

- not for reason of sound quality, I think, 

but just because it doesn't look sexy' 

anymore. Anyway, I have bought an old 

turntable, and a Leak Stereofetic tuner 

(£5 - sounds great!). When it came to 

wiring these up to their respective plugs, 

I was a tad confused. Neither wire was 

obviously marked as live or neutral. 

Normally wires are marked either blue or 

brown but these were just grey. Do I 

gather from this that it does not matter 

which way round you attach them? And 

know the turntable is connected to earth 

via the amplifier, but the tuner has no 

earth connection at all - is this safe?

Provided that your amplifier is proper-

ly earthed, your tuner will be earthed 

also, via the interconnects. Admittedly 

this is not ideal but it has to be 

because of the perishing nuisance of 

'earth loops'. Usually if a system has 

more than one connection to earth, 

you get hum. This is because with 

elderly gear such as the Stereofetic, 

the TIC smoothing is not nearly a good 

as we expect nowadays with micro-

chip regulation. The same goes with 

vintage valve gear. Once you get 

enough of these eddy currents running 

round the place, the hum can assume 

horrendous proportions. The time-hon-

oured solution has been to pick a 

component to which all the others are 

connected by their signal leads - usu-

ally the amplifier - and rely on that to 

earth the lot. In practice it works out 

better than you'd think. So that's why 

your tuner has no separate earth lead! 

When two-pole mains flex has no 

colour marking to identify Live and 

Neutral, it's still worth finding out

ma. My present system is an OreIle CD-

10 transport with DPA Enlightenment 

DAC, Rega Elicit integrated amplifier, 

Roksan Xerxes turntable 

(XPS3.5/RB300/Goldring 1042) and ProAc 

Tablette 50 'speakers on Target R1 stands. 

Speaker cable is SonicLink Grey bi-wire, 

the interconnects Chord Company with 

the exception of a Roksan digital lead.

INNOVATIVE APPROACH 

My current system consist of a Linn 

LP12/Ittok/Karma, X-LP phono stage, 

Leak Varislope pre-amp and TL12+ 

monoblocs driving KEF Coda 9 

'speakers. 

I recently borrowed an Audio 

Innovations Series 300 amp and was 

stunned by the results. Although the 

results were far too smooth to be 

realistic (Mick Jagger sounding like 

Frank Sinatra!) and lacking in 

dynamics, the revelation was the 

sound staging. The stereo image had 

real depth to it and instruments could 

be easily pinpointed in a broad sound 

stage that had height as well as width. 

In addition, there seemed to be far 

more detail, with vocals in particular 

sounding more realistic, if over-sweet. 

To achieve similar results without 

the excessive smoothness, what 

should 1 do? My options would seem 

to be to replace the pre-amp with a 

more modern one or purchase an 

integrated valve amp. What would 

your advice be? My budget is limited 

to about £200 plus the possible 

proceeds from the sale of my Leak 

set-up if you recommend the 

integrated option. 

James Spreadbury 

james@sprdbry.freeserve.co.uk 

To be honest, you'd have a hard 

time buying a valve pre or 

integrated on such a limited 

budget. But when you have 

monoblocs like the TL12+s, why 

bother with an integrated any-

way? By far the weakest link in 

your current system is the 

Varislope: change it for a 

Musical Fidelity X-Pre and you 

might be surprised at how major 

an improvement it is. This will 

also leave you with money to 

upgrade your loudspeakers - the 

Coda 9s were never the best at 

their £300 price point. Sell these, 

add your £200, and then audition 

the likes of Mission's 772 (£230). 

You could also try Tannoy's 

Revolution r2.5 floor standers 

(£350), depending on how much 

bass you want. JM

I know you've heard it all betore but I 

have a genuine upgrade problem that I 

think you can help with. In 1992, to add 

to my Technics turntable, Philips CD 

player and Linn Index 2 'speakers, I 
bought a Linn Intek amp. This replaced a 

Pioneer that I had acquired in 1977. 

The above was replaced through a 

series of upgrades so that my system now 

consists of a Rega Planar 2/3 (to all 

intents and purposes a hybrid of the two) 

with a Mission 773 high-output moving-

coil cartridge. The CD player is a 

Marantz CD-63 mk11 KI-S, the tuner a 

Denon TU-260L and the tape deck an 

Aiwa AD-F450. The Linn is still the main 

link to the 'speakers which are now KEF 

Reference is. The cables are mostly 

Tandy Gold Patch except for the 

Marantz, which has the Rega Couple 

interconnect. The 'speakers are bi-wired 

with Linn K20. 

I am happy with every aspect of my 

system but the amplification (though the 

phono stage is great). Do you think I am 

looking in the right area to upgrade?I am 

after a more relaxed sound, albeit with 

greater control, especially in the bass 

department (my room is 20ft. by 12ft.) I 

think I would like to go for bi-amping - 

should I use the Intek to drive a power 

A Two's company with Creek. 

amp and survive with the two? Or would 

I be better off getting rid of that and 

going the whole hog on a new amp? Any 

help would be greatly appreciated. 

Dave McKenzie 

clugsmckenzie@curranthun.com 

Bi-amping would certainly help, but 

one very importaqt thing to near in 

mina is that the integrated end power 

amps you'll be using will need to have 

the same input sensitivity. This nor-

mally means you're stuck with amps 

from the same manufacturer. 

The easiest way around this prob-

lem, should you decide agaiist a sec-

ond Intek or another matchhg Linn 

amp, would be to buy a pair of identi-

cal powers to partner with the pre of 

your choice. One relatively affordable 

combo might be Musical Fidelity's X-

Pre witn two of Creek's A43 power 

amps, total cost about £950. However, 

you'd then need to add either compa-

ny's appropriate phono stage, thereby 

sneaking the price up over £1000, 

although selling your Intek should 

raise a few quid. 

Another line of attack would 

involve spending on superior wiring. 

The Tardy cables are good for the 

mimey, but LAT's IC-50 (reviewed last 

moqth) would substantially better them 

at a cost of £30 a set. And as for the 

'speaker side of the equation, the K20 

could be upgraded to Nordost Flatline 

Gold Mil (just under £10/m). JM 

Try a little sparkle with 

an LP statmat.

I will soon be moving to a new house and 
will have access to my own room where I 

intend to set up a second system. I 

already have an amp, 'speakers and CD 

player left over from previous upgrades, 

but I want to add a turntable too.

HEAT WAVES 
I
T was 8.30am and the temperature 
was climbing through 30°C. As I ate 

breakfast on the hotel terrace. In front 

of me, sweeping away down the hill 

towards the sea lay Penang, with its tower 

blocks rising up amongst tropical palms. 

All around me the air wasn't filled with 

tropical bird song; they'd fled. No sir - it 

was filled with American accents as exec-

utives from Hewlett Packard, Intel, AMD, 

Fairchild and just about every other major

speakers, produced in China. 

U.S. semiconductor manufacturer dis-
cussed their day's forthcoming business. 

What was once a British Colony is now 

host to the Americans, who have brought 

in modern electronics technologies. 

Although impressed by their neat 

appearance and no-nonsense manner, I 

was just a little saddened to be reminded 

that Britain just isn't there. It seemed that 

all the world's great names in 

electronics have plants in 

Penang and not one of them 

British. How we have lost the 
plot. 

MALAYSIA HAS attracted 

huge inward investment in the 

electronics industry, which has 

spread itself across large industri-

al estates on the Malaysian main-

land and on the island of Penang. 

Mixed in with America's largest 

names were audio plants like Philips and 

Clarion, Blaupunkt, Toshiba, Hitachi; 

Sony's largest factory outside Japan is 

located in Malaysia too. 

With an economy reliant on electron-

ics it isn't perhaps surprising that 

Malaysians take a healthy interest in 

Met I MOM. - 730p 

audio electronics and hi-fi. There's 

enough long term investment still from 

Japan and America to ensure their econo-
my is far from doomed. 

It seemed to me that this year's 

Malaysia Audio Show in Kuala Lumpur 

reflected the economic situation. A little 

smaller and less frantic than in previous 

years, but healthy. It had the usual mix of 

local products: British and 

PAMERA American specialist hi-fi, plus 
Hl-FI AV Japanese new technology. With 

Japan a few hours away "as the 

747 flies" Japanese companies 

frequently show new products 

here earlier than in the West. 

Panasonic were the largest 

exhibitors this year. They'd 

. _ devoted a large area to DVD 

== Audio, running regular sound .„ 
quality demonstrations. This 

new coding standard offers a 24-bit 

amplitude description at 192kHz sam-

pling rate, far higher than CD's traditional 

16-bit at 44.1kHz.

ical performance. Panasonic's demonstra-

tion attempted to show how these new 

coding schemes deliver both powerful 

dynamics and low level subtleties without 
the sterility, edginess and flattended per-

spectives inherent in 16-bit. I came away 

impressed both by the sound, and by the 

effort Panasonic had put into the demo. 

SHARP WERE demonstrating 

MiniDisc and capturing the attention of 

Malaysia's young. With 54% of the popu-

lation under the age of 25 (UK: 32%; 

Japan: 29%) this is a "young" country 

with limited interest in anything much 

older than the CD. On display was a new 
portable model, the MDMT 20HS, price 

Rm1100 (£180). Curiously, Sony put on a 
lacklustre AN product demonstration, giv-

ing little prominence to MiniDisc - a Sony 

technology - and none at all to Super 

Audio CD (SACD), a rival to DVD-Audio. 

Philips has many factories in South 

East Asia, including China I was told, so 

MiniDisc's rival, recordable CD, was on 

display. There were no new models and 

prices are much like those in Europe, 

doubtless to prevent 'grey importing'. I 

noticed that local prices on electronics 

goods in general were nearly identical to 

the UK, which means Malaysians effec-

tiveN pay more than us, because the 

pound is so strong. In other areas prices 

are around 25% lower than the UK. In 

addition to full size models there was a 

neat Mini Component, the CDR- 560. 

This is available in Europe and will be 

replaced soon by the CDR-570. 

MALAYSIA HAS its own Menthor 

range of valve amplifiers and here there 

was a price difference. One model, a 

small hybrid with valve preamplifier and 

solid state output stage producing 20watts 

per channel was priced at 899 Rm - just 

£150. I was told that this was selling 

strongly. Menthor produce a wide range, 

catering for differing tastes. They have a 

70W powerhouse based on KT88 beam 

tetrodes working in push-pull, a parallel 

211 triode amplifier producing 20W and a 

push-pull 300B amplifier also producing 

20W per channel. 

From China I spotted Shenzen Valve 

Audio Laboratory amplifiers. Their 

VP110S produced 50W per channel using 
6550 operating in push-pull. Also on dis-

play were single ended 845 and 211 

amplifiers producing around 20W per 

channel, plus a 20W push-pull 300B 

amplifier. At Rm6200 for the latter 

(£1000) these amplifiers are not cheap, 

so again Malaysians do not enjoy price 

advantages over the West. Frankly, I sus-

pect that they should, since local labour 

costs are considerably lower. 

ANOTHER EYE-catching valve ampli-

fier was a tiny Audiospace 18W per chan-

nel integrated unit from Hong Kong, using 

EL34 output pentodes. Priced at just 

Rm3000 (£500) which certainly seemed 

popular with the local buyers. Audiospace 

also produce a range of valve amplifiers 

but with prices up to Rnnl 8000 (£3000) 

they are surprisingly expensive consider-

ing production again is in China. 

There were plenty of British hi-fi com-

panies present. Importer Trikay had a 

'Britain in Malaysia' theme, with an ele-

gant display of Arcam and Castle prod-

ucts. I saw a few assorted Brits this year, 

including Colin Aldridge, Sales and 

Marketing Director of Meridian, who was 

supporting their local importer. Also pic-

tured here is Phil Jones who founded 

Acoustic Energy in the U.K. back in 

1987. He subsequently moved to Boston 

Acoustics in America, married a Chinese 

girl in New York and now lives in 

Shunde, Southern China. Phil runs an 

audio manufacturing business, perhaps 

confusingly named American Acoustic 

Development. "Why did you choose that 

name?" I asked. " It sounded good, comes 

at the top of any alphabetical list and we 

still have manufacturing in North 

Carolina, America, so it's not inappropri-
ate, even if we are located in China and 

funded by Chinese money - I'm here 

demonstrating our range of loudspeakers, 

which we can produce at knockout 

prices". 

I WENT TO Malaysia for two reasons: 

to cover the show and to show dealers an 

export retail version of our own KEL34 

valve amplifier. That's what found me in 

Penang after the show, a little bemused to 

find myself having breakfast amongst 

teams of Americans talking nothing but 

digital! Happily analogue hi-fi still sells 

well in the Far East, especially when 

valves are involved. There's still room for 

sanity somewhere!

AMUSEMENT 
ARKAYDIS 

Simon Pope gives ear to a pair of loudspeakers with an 
interesting slant to them. 

.1
. HE Arcaydis AS2 models 

employ the same wood 

veneered cabinets as the ASCs 

that my esteemed colleague, Richard 

White, reviewed in our June edition. 

Supplied with our review samples was a 

pair of optional dedicated stands, which 

presumably will work just as well with 

the ASCs. What differentiates the AS2s 

from their cheaper brothers is chiefly the 

drive units chosen for the task. 

If your usual listening position is low 

down and you're not blessed with a 

neck of giraffe- like proportions, it may 

be advisable to use stands smaller than 

those supplied. Due to my low-slung 

sofa (knees under chin), the dedicated 

stands raised the 'speakers a little too 

high, so the drive units were firing about 

three feet above my head! Resorting to a 

foot-high pair of 'cheapies' actually 

improved the performance in this 

instance, but in more appropriate condi-

tions, the dedicated stands give a solid 

performance. 

FIRMLY FIXED TO the backward 

slanting front baffle is a Morel bass/mid 

unit and a Titanium Dioxide tweeter by 

the French company Focal. Both of these 

units are used in 'speakers more expen-

sive than the AS2s, so with our pleasant 

memories of the ASC model, good results 

were expected. Richard noted that the 

ASCs were detailed and strong on imaging 

but took a bit of driving. Well, the same 

results were found with the AS2s only 

more so! 

The superior drive units made all the 

difference when it came to detail. My ref-

erence Roksan Caspian CD player and 

Audio Analogue's Puccini SE integrated 

amp, along with Nordost's Blue Heaven 

cable, definitely brought out the best in 

the AS2s. Sensing that these speakers 

would appreciate smaller forces rather 

than the Greatest Hits of the Dagenham 

Girl Pipers, I treated to them to the Alban 

Berg Quartet getting their bows around 

Ravel's String Quartet. The sweetness of 

the violins' woody tone was neatly cap-

tured by the AS2s to give a very smooth 

and refined performance. The warm vibra-

to which is favoured by this ensemble 

provided a musical and enjoyable listen. 

Especially good were the hard pizzicati 

in the second movement, revealing the 

sound of fingers on strings in full percus-

sive detail. 

AFTER ALL THIS sophistication I felt 

that the Arkaydis' needed a bit of rough to 

stretch them out a bit, so a dose of 

Stravinsky's Rite Of Spring was duly 

administered. The volume-control of the 

Puccini SE being cranked to 12 o'clock 

confirmed that the power-hungry Morel 

bass units need an amp with plenty of 

poke to do justice to the syncopated 

rhythms. The AS2s picked up on the pin 

point imaging of this recording, almost to 

the extent that the first and second flutes 

desks could be picked out, not just the 

section as a whole! 

Not surprisingly, where the AS2s don't 

truly bring home the bacon is in the low 

bass dept. Still, you can't expect your 

eyes to vibrate in their sockets from 

something not much larger than a shoe 

box. There's plenty of punch available 

but it's a tom-tom rather than a kick 

drum: bouncy and light rather than gut-

punching. Playing Orbital's "In the 

Middle of..." confirmed this. Whilst they 

conveyed all the electronic intricacies 

with verve, at touch more bottom end 

would have felt more involving. Despite 

this, they play electronic music well. 

Since the treble is never over-hard, sibi-

lance and tizz is kept to a minimum. 

Although the AS2s are impressively 

detailed, other 'speakers in the price 

range can offer a larger sound and heavier 

build. For example, a pair of solid wood 

faced Opera Primas are well-suited to 

classical music, are roughly the same 

dimensions, but have a deeper bass 

response (and are easier to drive). For all 

that the Arkaydis will bear a closer listen 

if you're on the hunt for a small 'speaker 

which combines fine detail with good 

manners.

T was that sultry, dirty heat you get 
in the city. I rolled up the pavement, 

hopping form shop to shop, the 

acrid smell of exhaust fumes mingling 

with pungent odours reminiscent of the 

Far East. This was London's Edgware 

Road on a hot Saturday, its lines of elec-

tronics shops attracting crowds of shop-

pers, mostly visitors. Central London is 

no place to be when the tarmac is 

beginning to melt and decomposing 

rubbish makes it less salubrious than a 
Kuala Lumpur back alley. This is when 

Londoners are stuck in their cars some-

where on the M25, desperately trying to 

get out. I weaved in and out of the 

meandering, gawping crowds, my mind 

fixed on buying recordable CDs, 

although somewhere deep down a 

picture of a beach and cool water kept 

righting its way 

through. Then I 

thought of an M25

sold. The situation seemed potentially a 

lot simpler too. There are CD-R discs 

and CD-RW discs, in Computer and 

Audio versions. An audio CD-R you can 

record just once, but it is cheap at 

around £2.50 and it will work on almost 

any CD player, but not some of the 

latest fitted with SCMS (Serial Copyright 

Management System). A CD-RW is 

(was?) more expensive but it can be 

rewritten over and over again. I needed 

audio versions of both, since they would 

be played on a variety of hi-fi machines 

including modern SCMS equipped 

Philips recorders, as well as older non-

SCMS types. 

Computers and general electronics 

such as cameras and calculators now 

dominate Tottenham Court Road's land-

cape. Specialist hi-fi is a minority inter-

est. Ask for recordable CDs and you get 

offered computer discs. I asked for audio 

discs and was surprised to find that 

some shops don't even have them yet, 

because demand isn't strong enough. It's 

company and illustrate just how far 

removed from end use such a supplier 

can be. Taiyo turn out a good prod-
uct, as do TDK, Sony, Philips and 

Maxell. There are many coating 

manufacturers in the Far East who 

cater for the low quality end of the 

market though, to supply local mar-

kets where people cannot, and do 

not, expect to pay Western prices. 

Needless to say there's always 

someone who'll ship a batch of 

these cheap discs to the West to 

make a few bob, and this js what 

I saw on Tottenham Court Road. 

Unlike computer discs, audio 

discs carry an SCMS code and are 

more difficult to produce. TDK 

tell me they have better coating 

quality too. So you can't get 

cheapo audio discs at present, 

although this is changing fast. On 

my first trek up Tottenham Court 

Road I was surprised to find that 

few dealers stocked audio discs. 

It wasn't an exhaustive survey. I 

visited five shops and was offered only 

Pioneer and Philips product. Not one of 

the shops I visited stocked 'audio' CD-

RWs, showing that demand is limited. 

Finally, I stumbled into Pro Tape, in 

Percy Street, off Tottenham Court Road. 

They had a good stock and understood 

the issues, offering me a TDK CD-RW 

XG (for audio) for £ 14. I was taken 

aback by the price, since a recordable 

MiniDisc costs around £3 - and they are 

comparable. But this was the only CD-

RW available on Tottenham Court Road 

it seemed and low demand means high 

prices, TDK told me when I phoned 

them. 

When I went back a few weeks later 

Pro Tape offered me a Traxdata CD-RW 

"for audio" at a mere £4.95: How things 

can change in a few weeks! 

So a sweltering afternoon on one of 

London's busiest thoroughfares pro-

duced some surprises. Recordable CD 

might have taken off with computers, 

but it has yet to do so with hi-fi. Yet it 

looks as if this part of the hi-fi market is 

about to get hot. Expect to meet a lot of 

confusion and a wide range of prices. 

Just don't get too hot about the whole 

thing yourself, 'cos it may drive you to 

melt down.

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. HERE can be little doubt that the 

face of hi-fi retailing is changing 

- specialist retailers who simply 

sell hi-fi separates are fewer and further 

between these days. Of course, there 

have always been market-town kettle 

shops that have dabbled (to a consider-

able case in some instances) in hi-fi sep-

arates. At the other end of the scale, 

national multiples have similarly been 

engaged with real hi-fi on and off. Yet of 

the bulk of retailers between the two, 

resisting the lure, and demand, of semi-

pro, NV, lifestyle and personal systems 

has been nigh on impossible. 

Apart from vintage hi-fi specialists, 

I'd be hard pushed to think of any hi-fi 

retailer who simply sells separates for 

audio use. You 

might think that this 

was an inevitability 

in this increasingly 

multi-media age, 

but retailing is pri-

marily a customer 

demand-led busi-

ness, and when one 

takes a look at cus-

tomer profiles, they haven't changed a 

great deal over the years. Higher educa-

tion funding upheavals may mean extra 

strain on students and the possibility of 

lower numbers in years to come, but 

there's no doubt there is still a healthy 

demand for separates amongst the stu-

dent population. It could be a classic 

student system - a MiniDisc player, a 

couple of decks and mixer, or even just 

an amp and 'speakers for the PC - but 

the point is, the demand is still very 

much there. 

Another positive sign is that so many 

teenagers are so enthusiastic about semi-

pro equipment. Some may scoff at the 

idea of two cheap turntables and a 

mixer being considered real hi-fi, but 

they're forgetting two important points: 

that an amp, 'speakers and possibly a 

CD player are still required to complete 

the system, and that these are the hi-fi 

separates buyers of the future. Scoff at 

your peril! 

Moving up the age scale, the next 

type of customers you'd be likely to see 

down the hi-fi shop would be those 

happy couples and singles who've just 

moved into their first house. A hi-fi 

system is often on the must-have list 

although, unfortunately, it's more often a 

case of a trip down to the nearest multi-

ple than a specialist. What hi-fi retailers 

must realize is that it's this audience that 

is the most receptive to new technolo-

gies. By not even stocking DVD 

machines, retailers may be throwing 

away the opportunity to sell a decent 

matching system. 

Next comes a distinct age gap. The 

only time you'll see someone in their 

30s, 40s or 50s in a hi-fi shop is perhaps 

to replace an old system that's been 

neglected over the past 10 or 15 years, 

or to buy a basic system for their off-

spring. Kids and careers are both pretty 

good at keeping this age group occupied 

and away from their hi-fis!

After the kids have left home and 

retirement beckons, either you take up 

golf or rediscover the joys of music and 

turn your attention to the hi-fi. Trouble 

is, haven't things changed and become 

all complicated these days!? A good 

retader needs to recognize the needs of 

this social group and understand that it's 

not only one that will need a little more 

time in explaining the present state of 

play to, but also one that's growing at 

the fastest rate! 

That's the broader 'socio-economic' 

categories covered. What about the stal-

warts, those groups that populate 

hi-fi shops irrespective of their 

age, class or wealth? Well, 

they fall into three distinct 

bands - the audiophiles, the 

part-time audiophiles and 

those for whom music is their 

livelihood. 

If you consider yourself a 

member of the first group, you 

have my condolences. I'm 

afraid that, once the hi-fi bug 

really bites, it could well be with 

you throughout your life! Perhaps 

you should consider becoming a 

part-time audiophile. This is some-

one who refuses to let hi-fi take over 

their life, relationships, sitting rooms, 

dining rooms, kitchens and so on. 

Instead, they will only pick up a hi-fi 

magazine or enter a hi-fi shop once 

every couple of years or so. After a 

month or two spent catching up on 

what's new, it's time to turn the attention 

back to the computer, the camera, or the 

house. 

Last, let's not forget those lucky peo-

ple who make music their life. They 

could be just buying something as small 

as a DAT tape or as costly as a profes-

sional monitoring system. Once again, 

it's a group the retailer needs to keep an 

eagle eye out for. The old adage, "You 

can't judge a book by its cover" is par-

ticularly apt here. As many a retailer will 

tell you, it's sometimes the most scruffil \ 

dressed who end up spending surpri, 

ingly large amounts of money! 

There you have it then, a snap shot 

of the typical crowd at a hi-fi shop near 

you. I hope I've not left anyone out! 

Bearing in mind that these groups 

haven't changed all that much over the 

years, with'the possible exception of a 

decline in hardcore hi-fi enthusiasts, 

then there's still plenty of hope for hi-fi 

retailers. All that's needed is the ability 

to adapt to constantly changing tech-

nologies. That in itself is enough to 

make the customer service bit look 

doodle!

Judging by the let-

ters we occasionally receive 

on the subject, there is a body of opin-

ion to the effect that we at Hi-Fi World 

do too little slaughtering. In short, too 

many three or four globe-ers and not 

enough of the nitty-grotty. There is a fair 

point to be dug out here: is it the case 

that our editorial palettes become so 

jaded that we tend to judge components 

by industry standards' without consider-

ing other factors? A disturbing thought, if 

its true. 

Here's an hypothetical example: we 

are sent a review sample of the new 

Pickupenrun Mk 7 cartridge, price 

f78.99. We try it out on an assortment 

of arms and find that its true vocation 

lies in ploughing 

fields. The following 

questions then arise: 

Is it intended to fool 

the unsuspecting 

public? No, the 

manufacturer obvi-

valves, clock-work train sets and other 

inscrutable equipment. Rows of comput-

ers whir their tape spools in the back-

ground. White coated Mad Doktor leans 

over dinner-suited Secret Service type, 

who is strapped to an operating table. A 

surprisingly well-endowed lady looks on. 

Herr Doktor: "...so we meet again, Mr 

Band! Tell us, what does the new 

Pickupenrun cartridge sound like?" 

Band: "Do what you will, you swine, I'll 

never tell - 'Could suit the listener on a 

budget' is the most you'll get from me, 

damn you!"

ously sincerely intends it for hi-fi use. Is 

it over-priced? No, there is ample evi-

dence of at least forty quid's worth of 

care in materials and manufacture, and, 

let's face it, you couldn't make it at 

home for the money. Is it possible to 

substantially improve the product at the 

price? Probably not, otherwise it might 

have been better in the first place, and 

in the second place, components are 

priced to sell at a profit. 

You can see where this is leading - 

we are headed for a review of a piece of 

poor equipment which could be said to 

succeed 'on its own terms'. A smidgen of 

benefit of the doubt on our part (in other 

words a 'kind' review), assume that not 

all readers will look at the inescapable 

conclusions of the measured perfor-

mance at the back of the magazine, and 

the horrifying upshot is that the trusting 

public could be shelling out hard cash 

for something which we wouldn't take as 

a gift! 

This is a particularly dangerous at the 

budget level. It's all too easy to think 

'what can you expect for fxx' and tread 

carefully round the fact that the item fails 

fairly simple subjective tests - in other 

words, it sounds pretty ropey! 

Scene: High-tech laboratory full of 

James. We have methods of overcoming 

your misplaced obdurance.. obduracy?.. 

er, obdurateness?.. Miss Gettemov, pre-

pare the truth serum..." 

Miss Gettemov: "Yes, Herr Doktor..." 

Later: 

Herr Doldor: "...so you don't think it 

would be a good match for the arm I'm 

using?" 

Band: "Not really, no." 

Miss Gettemov: "Phew! That was a 

close shave, Herr Doktor!.." 

Look out for our next gripping install-

ment, pals! 

Leaving aside such true-to-life 

scenarios, what is the answer 

when even the most generous 

assessment still leaves a sour 

taste in the ears? Dear readers, 

the awful truth is about to be 

revealed. When we are sent 

gear which seems irremedi-

ably poor, we usually send 

it back! 

I can foresee a small 

avalanche of criticism about 

this: should we not 'publish and 

be damned', name and shame, let 

our readers know about all the tosh 

that's out there. We could. Indeed the 

idea has its attractions. For a start, it's 

much more fun writing pithy and ( let's 

hope) well-pointed derogations than 

writing mild-mannered, measured and 

qualified praise. 

Which would you rather read: a 

tirade of invective against an item which 

is an insult to the buying public? Or a 

feast of calm, sweet reason on some-

thing with genuine merit? Obviously the 

tirade wins hands down every time. 

Now put the boot on the other foot: 

which would be the more helpful to 

have read, assuming that you are relying 

on us for advice before plundering your 

piggy bank? Exactly - the 'boring' one! 

So although I hope no-one out there 

takes our word to the extent of ignoring 

his own ears, we do try to do a little pre-

liminary winnowing before we put pen 

to paper. That's not to say that anything 

we haven't reviewed has been cast out. 

Hi-fi being what it is, we'd need to pub-

lish something like an encylopœdia to 

encompass every new product, every 

issue. What it does ensure is that, month 

by month, we make more room to deal 

with the good stuff which we think will 

interest our readers, not the poor stuff 

we can let off steam about. 

There is a chain here: product; 

review; read; decide; buy; listen. Other 

chains may have superficially more enter-

taining links, but they don't end with lis-

tening - and that's the whole 

point of the exercise.

Standing out like a beacon among the 

numerous Boyzone's and Shania Twain's 

of the moment, Travis are well deserving 

of their place in the nominations for this 

year's Mercury Music Prize. I put them 

pretty much odds-on favourite, with Blur 
and the Chemical Brothers the only real 

competition. 

Beautifully produced by Radiohead 

knob-twiddler Nigel Godrich, The Man 

Who is a morose but brave second LP 

wI WI mMlIffiiImMIArILIIIIWIIIm 
from he Glasgow quartet, that Noel 

Gallagher lists as his favourite band of 

the moment. 

lnt mate, introverted and atmospheric, 

it neitoer shouts to be heard, nor snarls 

cynically. Instead, rising and falling gen-1 tly, we are taken on a refreshing journey 
through a series of sometimes catchy, 

. sometimes up-beat, but mostly sad songs. 

. i takes time and nurturing to be properly 

enjoyed, and it can at times be depress-

ing. But it's worth the effort. 

Of course the Oasis/Gallagher con-

nection shouldn't be ignored. While 

they make a particular thank you to the 

brothErs in the sleeve notes and have 

supported them on tour, they also tip 

their Fat very blatantly with the refer-

ence to Wonderwall on album opener 

Writing To Reach You, a brilliantly 

melodic and enthralling track, which 

gently introduces the Travis sound. 'The 

radio's playing all the usual. And what's 

a wonderwall anyway?' it chirps cheeki-

ly. Nor sure all this buddy, buddy back-

slapping should be encouraged, but hey, 

what can we do about it anyway? 

It could be said, in fact, that Travis 

are a kind of cross between the 

Manchester rockers and more cerebral 

and adventurous Oxford band 

Radiohead. At their best, a splendid 

slice of Southern US drawl, Violent 

Femmes, Bob Dylan, say, and at their 

worst, an ephemeral side almost akin to 

fellow Scottish brethren Wet Wet Wet. 

The album's third track, As You Are, 

probably best sums them up. With a 

classic Thom Yorke-style whine, singer 

and songwriter Fran Healy begins: 

'Every day I wake up alone not like 

the other boys.' You said it Fran. A sad 

lament, but a great track whico drifts by 

with great ease. Luv, with its haunting 

mouth organ, has a similar downbeat 

feel, as has final track Slide Si-ow, 

which is meant to give a radio- in-traffic 

effect, with its background car noises. 

Driftwood, perhaps the album's high 

point along with Writing To Reach You, 

is measuredly more upbeat, if lyrically 

still far from cheerful. Acoustic guitars 

and a simple bassline develop into a 

brilliantly catchy pop tune. ' Nobody is 

an island, everybody has to gc, I'm sorry 

you turned to driftwood, but you've 

been drifting for a long, long t me'. It is 

a chorus that might not pick you up. But 

the music, I can assure you, certainly 
will. 

Joy Division 

Live in Preston 

(FACTORY) 

On first listen it could be just another 

Camden Market live tape. Snatched on a 

Walkman, and re-recorded ad-infinitum in 

someone's North London bedsit, it initially 

bears ail the hallmarks of a total rip off. 

But Joy Division's Live in Preston is 

anything but. Listen deeper, it is a tale of 

self-belief, a battle of will, a victory for 

creation over adversity. It shows a band 

fighting for survival. With the speakers and 

equipment literally collapsing around 

them, the Manchester quartet give a clas-

sic lesson in determination. 

Over its 12 blistering tracks, the album 

shows exactly how far technology has 

developed over the last 20 years (Yes, 

amazingly it's two decades, since Bernard 

Sumner, Peter Hook, Stephen Morris and 

the late Ian Curtis, were changing the face 

of music). When things can go wrong they 

inevitably do. And on that cold February 

night in Preston they certainly did. 

With the tension building up, the com-

mentary can only be described as classic, 

and it's. hilarious hearing Ian Curtis firstly 

explaining that there are 'some slight 

problems', then lamenting that 'everything 

is falling apart' and finally admitting that 

everything is being fed through Hooky's 

bass amp. 

The PA announcing that the- last coach 

to Burnley is 'going in five minutes' just 

adds to the farce. 

As the band get increasingly irate, and 

tempers come near to breaking point, 

from the melee emerges an almost biblical 

deliverance, and through the smoke and 

haze of the now-defunct Prestan 

Warehouse, came possibly one of Joy 

Division's most haunting and brilliant 
appearances. 

At their best, on Colony, Heart And 

Soul and Twenty Four Hours they are 

awesome. At their worst on Interzone, and 

particularly Eternal, it is like being 

dragged through hell. 

Whatever, the aggression here is fright-

ening, and it's painfully ironic that their

Red Hot Chili Peppers 

Ca//fornication 

(WARNERS) 

While the title suggests an outrageous 

Hollywood Boulevard-style sex-fest, awash 

with silicon enhanced gals and libidinous 

2 Live Crew-type groans and butt-shaking, 

Califomication is much more a measured 

trail of rediscovery for the Chillies. 

Minus heroin habits and a rousing 

return at this year's Woodstock festival 

recently (they literally set it alight), little 

seems to be standing in the way of LA's 

finest for the first time in years. 

Californication is another notch on the 

long overdue road to repair. 

After a series of awkward detours - 

1995's One Hot Minute album being the 

most irritating - the Red Hot Chili Peppers 

are thankfully back to making damn fine 

songs, in their funky jam signature way. 

Back in the fold is guitarist John 

Frusciante, the former backbone during 

the Blood Sugar Sex Magic peak some

years ago: out is Dave Navarro, the for-

mer Jane's Addiction man, who has now, 

going by various reports, retreated into a 

dark hermitic world to complete his book, 

Trust No-One. Frusciante it should be 

remembered had previously joined the 

band on the death of the original guitarist, 

Hillel Slovak and was pivotal in forging 

the Chillies sound away from their pure 

thrash punk/ funk crossover that had 

stalled progress since their 1984 debut, 

Freakey Style y. 

The single Scar Tissue comes from the 

same stock as their biggest hit, Under The 

Bridge (covered by the All Saints last 

year) as does the title track which has the 

same barbed commentary on the shallow 

values of their adopted West Coast home. 

California is a place apparently where 

even earthquakes are 'just another good 

vibration'. 

But this is the very essence of the Chili 

Peppers. While cynical of others' behav-

iour, they themselves are not renowned for 

abstinence (note: various addictions). A 

contradiction? Well yes. So despite medita-

tions on the shallowness of the Californian 

Lifestyle, there are still enormous helpings 

of leering testosterone to be found. 

Get On Top for example is this year's 

shameless answer to Blood Sugar's Suck 

My Kiss. This, and the unfortunately juve-

nile I Like Dirt, could easily have come 

from any of their first five albums - short 

staccato bursts of thrash funk just like the 

old days. Best ignored unless looking for 

nostalgia. 

For the most part though the album is 

adventurous and strong and not above a 

little experimentation. There's the Beatles 

influenced Road Tripping; Saviour, a 

strange stab at jangly psychedelia and 

Right On Time which is an odd though 

not unpleasant slice of post punk disco. 

Adolescence is a hard thing to shake 

off at the best of times, but the Chillies, 

long known as the voice of misspent 

American youth, are certainly trying. And 

everything seemed to be working... until 

this summer's Woodstock festival, when 

an anarchic live set from the boys, featur-

ing naked pogoing from goatee-wearing 

bassist Flea, inspired a full scale riot. 

Seems boys will always be boys.

1 (NEW) TRAVIS: THE MAN WHO 
Out of the debris of this truly unin-
spiring 'year of pop' comes at last 
something of real substance. 
Standing out like a beacon among 
the numerous Boyzone's and 
Shania Twain's of the moment, 
Travis are well deserving of their 
place in the nominations for this 
year's Mercury Music Prize. It 
takes time and nurturing to be prop-
erly enjoyed, and it can at times be 
depressing. But it's worth the effort. 

2 (NEW) RED HOT CHILI 
PEPPERS: CALIFORNICATION 
After a series of awkward detours - 
1995's One Hot Minute album being 
the most irritating - the Red Hot 
Chili Peppers are thankfully back to 
making damn fine songs, in their 
funky jam signature way. 
Adolescence is a hard thing to 
shake off at the best of times, but 
the Chillies, long known as the voice 
of misspent American youth, are cer-
tainly trying.

3 (3) BLUR: 13 
A good deal of 13 is hit and miss, 
but there is much to suggest that 
Blur will yet, like Radiohead, carry 
on producing important music well 
into the millennium. And who knows, 
there might be a happy ending: the 
tabloids are already reporting a baby 
on the way for Damon and his new 
flame. 

4 (2) SUEDE: HEAD MUSIC 
Brett might have kicked the evil 
habits he was once so famous for, 
but he clearly doesn't want to ven-
ture too far from that winning druggy 
formula. Better the devil you know, 
as he might chunter, and that musi-
cal devil ain't half good. 

5 (4) KULA SHAKER: PEASANTS, 
PIGS AND ASTRONAUTS 
Peasants, Pigs And Astronauts very 
much keeps the faith and should 
please all those die-hard Kula fans 
out there. Spiritual and hypnotic, 
with an eclectic range of Oriental 
instrumentation, it has genuine pas-
sion in its grooves and offers one of 
the best returns to Sixties style for a 
long while. Whether it will win any 
plaudits for originality is debatable.

The Musical Heritage of Western Sweden 

- what a phrase! A little like 'the greatest 

shove-ha'penny player on Portsea Island'. 

Skara Library in Skaraborg, W. Sweden, is 

a repository of music, from the eighteenth 

century onward, access to which has only 
been promoted within the last few years. 

Much of the-collection is not native 

Swedish, being rather music played in 

Sweden at the various time. Cheating? 

Maybe not. After all, in mid-nineteenth 

Century in England you'd've far more 

commonly heard Mendelssohn than 

'native' Sterndale Bennett . 

This neat collection features complete 

quartets by Abel, Boccherini, Kammel and 

Pleyel in editions which are occasionally 

simplified from more exacting works or 

else arrangements from larger pieces. 

Taken as a whole, they have considerable 

charm and present a little guide to home 

music making of the time. 

To my ear all of the pieces bear more 

than a passing resemblance to Papa 

Haydn. That's not too much of a problem 

- I like Haydn's chamber works - but his 

imitators don't invariably bear the mas-

ter's stamp, particularly his genius for 

combining lightness of touch with first-

rate musicianship. 

Actually the sleeve notes do not claim 

that these are compositions of the highest 

class. The pleasures of this collection 

chiefly reside in the unashamed element 

of domestication in the pieces. String 

quartets were at the time a relatively new 

form; not for Abel et al to point the way 

up towards dizzy heights of Beethoven. 

Perhaps the Scheinkvartetten's mem-

bers are rôle playing on this disc. If so, the 

pose is aptly chosen, because it is difficult 

to see how their essentially modest 

approach could have been bettered for 

the material to hand. Anything too histri-

onic and the not-quite-first-rate-ness 

would show through. Alternatively a too 

bland performance would kill the listen-

er's interest altogether. As it is, they have 

caught the right mood and are to be con-

gratulated on a series of performances 

which give very genuine pleasure. 

A word of warning about the record-

ing: the very live acoustic of the 

Lundbrunn Pavilion can sound positively 

horrifying through a less-than-able loud-

speaker. If things sound like a transistor 

radio in a drainpipe, it isn't necessarily 

the recording's fault! FB

This CD brings together violin concertos 

from perhaps the two best-known living 

American composers. Whilst both had a 

classical music education, it is John 

Adams that has stuck more rigourously to 

the conventions of orchestration and form. 

Both men are associated with the 

Minimalist school of composition, where 

passages and musical elements are repeat-

ed pseudo-hypnotically, yet remain 'tonal' 

and lyrical. Although similar in voice and 

virtually indentical in form these two 

pieces contrast sufficiently to make an 

intriguing disc. 

After his early Coplandesque days, 

Glass has dabbled in both Eastern mysti-

cism, and Western pop with his recent 

Low Symphony. In the meantime he has 

also churned out a few operas. Indeed, 

the Violin Concerto ( 1986/7) was Glass's 

first orchestral piece since his student 

days. 

The first thing that strikes you during 
the initial few seconds is the sheer glitter 

of the music. The rapidly descending and 

ascending runs must look like diamonds 

on the score, which is apt bcause they 

also sparkle like them. McDuffie's entry 

heralds some wonderful playing with a 

rich woody tone and just the right amount 

of vibrato. 

There is no inclusion of electronic sup-

port in this score. Instead, sonorities are 

supplied by the low woodwind, enhanc-

ing the sense of mechanism. There are 

some beautiful moments which impress, 

but somehow fail to move. Despite 

Glass's admirable compositional tech-

nique, his music never seems to get 

below surface level. Not that I dislike it at 

all, it sounds beautiful and crystaline - but 

that's it. 

The Adams concerto appears to be 

more emotionally driven and is more 

musically substantial. This is possibly 

because he sticks close to the customary 

Twentieth Century compositional style - to 

the extent that parts of the solo writing 

instantly remind you of Berg's master-

piece concerto. Changes of tempi and 

dynamics feature here and the middle 

slow movement is a sublime elegaic 

lament in which McDuffie captures the 

mixture of desolation and passion 

perfectly. 

This Telarc 20-bit recording is so good 

it could almost be tagged with the dread 

word 'audiophile'. Not too likely though, 

since the performers are too well-

established and the performances far too 

good! SP

Issued to commernorate what might have 

been Garland's 75th birthday in 1997, 

and now available in the UK, this slightly 

bizarre double CD is the result of two for-

tuitous events - the discovery in a damp 

New jersey basement of the only tapes 

recording the 30-odd hours of her early-

Sixties CBS primetime televison show, and 

the decision to remaster and release a pri-

vate recording of Judy singing at her last 

vaudeville show at the Palace Theatre in 

New York in 1951. 

What we get from the first project are 

the sixties stars who didn't show just for 

the money, but rather out of respect: 

Streisand, Jack Jones, Mel Torme, Peggy 

Lee, Tony Bennett, Lena Home and the 

double act who catapulted Judy 

back to stardom by kicking off 

the pilot show, Dean Martin and 

Frank Sinatra. 

Unbeatable ratings for 

NBC's Bonanza killed off the 

Judy show after just one sea-

son in 1962, but these tapes 

- recorded direct to tape 

without sweetening or 

remixing (then or now) - 

swing with all the class 

you'd expect, and offer an 

unexpected bonus, the sound of Garland 

relaxed, happy and in the musical compa-

ny of the people she respected most, true 

peers from the theatre, movies and music. 

Meanwhile the Palace set captures the 

vaudeville throwback Garland - before 

01' Blue Eyes (above) 

and his buddy Dean Martin 

catapulted Judy Garland 

back to stardom. 

drugs and drink and disillusion made her 

endless comebacks from the brink too 

much to bear - displaying her mastery of 

both audience and material in front of a 

"shut up and impress me" New York audi-

ence who wind up singing Auld Lang 

Syne back to the star.

And some of it is the boom in 

clubs and festivals pumping out 

the classics and live revivals 

through half million-dollar PAs 

to preppies and college kids 

enjoying a kitsch contagion. 

And then there's the con-

stant bubbling of compila-

tions and reissues that has 

kept Swing ticking over 

since Ray Charles went 

Country and Ellington to Africa. 

But in among the cashing-in there's 

always a nugget or two that's worth a 

spotlight because of its value, technical 

quality or skill in bringing a strand togeth-

er in a new way. 

Try any of these and you won't be dis-

appointed, but if you can't afford a long 

'un or more for the Duke's collection - ten 

CDs in a centennial tribute from 

RCA that brings together every side the 

Duke ever waxed for the company from 

1927 right through to 1973, with rare 

stereo mixes, alternate takes and unre-

leased tunes spicing up the classics - and 

the 51-track Jordan leaves you counting 

up the tracks you already own, take home 

'roper's four disc box set of the king of 

ihe musical comics, Spike Jones. 

Lindley Armstrong Jones ("Spike" 

courtesy of his puny physique) began his 

musical career as a drummer, working his 

way up to radio work, backing names like 

Bing Crosby and Perry Botkin. By the 

time the war started, Jones had fallen in 

with a gang of crazy musicians who 

would on gigs irreverently spice popular 

songs of the day with sound effects, funny 

voices, the works. When the band almost 

fluked into fame with the timely hit Der 

Fuhrer's Face (not a eulogy you under-

stand!), Spike, ever the business man, 

coagulated 'his' forces into a saleable 

item. Ruthless if required - the band 

drunks quickly found themselves ousted - 

he was nevertheless able to nurture an 

extraordinary variety of comic talents. For 

all the fooling, the standard of musician-

ship displayed by the Slickers is uniformly 

high: principal trumpeter George Rock 

could have earned his keep with any top 

band or orchestra of the day; principal 

comic Red Ingle had toured with Bix 

Beiderbecke in the twenties. 

For the next thirty years, the City 

Slickers steered as close to Goon Show 

lunacy as the US gets, and, even if you've 

never seen one of Jones' trademark che-

querboard suits or heard the quickfire, 

Marx Brothers patter breaking up the eas-

ily-destroyed band, there should still be 

some potent sound triggers here: the 

William Tell Overture, Casey Jones, 

Camptown Races, Love For Sale.... noth-

ing is sacred, nothing can't be torn apart, 

re-invented and turned from art to chuck-

le, wail of pain to irresistible belly-laugh, - 

or vice versa - and all with consummate 

virtuosity.

Back in '87 Rosario was a bit of 

an underground anthem wizard, produc-

ing the classic You Used To Hold Me and 

truly contributing to the sound of the 

early house movement. 45 Miles is a bit 

of a hotch-potch, if truth be told. It opens 

with a pair of deep and churning tunes - 

the first twisting drum 'n' bass into the 

proceedings to a wonderful effect. 

Mello...but yet tawnting is another dark 

but captivating track, .a bit of a surprise 

given Rosano's background but an 

intriguing foray into experimental house 

all the same. 

Handbaggers needn't worry however; 

there are at least three cheesy numbers 

sandwiched into all the experimentation. 

Names like Minna Give It Up, Take me 

Up and Don't Throw Our Love Away 

kinda say it all really - we're talking 

dancefloor pop at it's fluffiest. 

Fluctuate between dark and light 

house music he does, but Rosario's 

sharpest tangent comes in the form of La 

Ariana Latina which may well become a 

monster track to really drive this hotch-

potch album into the mainstream.

Despite the fact that it's not part of a big 

name series adrenalin will probably sell 

thousands of copies on the back of one of 

those cheap, late night TV adverts featuring 

semi-naked clubbers 'off-it' in an Ibiza 

dub. The pop pickers at Dance Dept didn't 

even secure the backing of a big name DJ 

in the mix (or any for that matter....who, or 

what, actually mixed this?) they were that 

confident with their play-list they didn't 

bother. And in most cases they were right, 

Push. Energy 52, Paul Van Dyke, Pete 

Heller's Big Love, Mike Koglin Chicane, 

ATB, Way Out West and David Morales all 

contribute very, very strong tunes which 

beg to be bought and played loud. But 

shoe-horned in between are those all too 

familiar dance tracks that compilation mar-

keting execs just can't seem to resist; the 

likes of Robert Miles, Underworld, 

Faithless and Fatboy Slim - they've been 

played to death and seem out of place on 

what is essentially a current selection of 

house anthems. So there's rough with the 

smooth, keep remote control to hand at all 

times for easy track skipping!

Not the last word in midrange or bass clarity, but gives real hi-fi results for a paltry £50. 
For their size and price they offer some super qualities, especially stable imaging. 

A mini monitor with more precision and dynamism than the size and price tag would suggest. 
Capable all-rounders, the Optimas combine smoothness, insight and control to great effect 
Excellent imaging with clear treble and midrange. Bass slightly dry and boxy but would suit a smaller room. 
In spite of a few colorations, the Jamos are fine examples of budget active operation 

With greater transparency and a bit more get-up-and-go, the 510s could be leaders of the budget pack. 
The 60S is open and detailed but coloured too. 

Rhythmic push and tuneful bass are the plus points of these small standmounts. 
Breezy presence good dynamics and a sense of fullness. Not the utmost in clarity, some box colouration. 
Strong bass can get out of control, as can treble. This tends to overpower the midrange.

Impressive bass with midrange clarity are pluses. Prominent treble stops the 801 from challenging the best.

Clean, incisive, detailed and revealing, especially in the bass. 
Great value introduction to active. The sound is deep and powerful but could be a little coloured for some.

We ere currently working on mains cords, forgive the humour, but it is very dif-
ficult to filter the nasties without contaminating the power itself. We will have a 
checp product which is quite good most of the time, and we may soon have a very 
simple but powerful cord without passive electronics but it won't be inexpensive.

Power increases into a 4ohm load, reach-

ing 72watts. These are useful amounts, 

enough to get high volumes in most 

rooms, providing a fairly sensitive modern 

loudspeaker is used. 

Unfortunately this amplifier suffered 

crossover distortion, which has an extend-

ed harmonic structure. At low signal lev-

els, and at high frequencies, distortion 

rose to 0.2%. This increased to 0.35% 

into a 4ohm load which demands more 

current. These are fairly large amounts for 

such distortion and may well result in 

some roughness or grMiness to the sound. 

Input sensitivity was useful at 250mV 

for full output, noise low and DC off-set at 

the loudspeaker terminals low as well.

The A-300 produces a lot of power, mea-

suring 144W into 8 ohms and 225W into 

4 ohms. That's enough for very high vol-

umes, even in a large room, assuming a 

pair of loudspeakers able to absorb such 

power and turn it into acoustic energy 

rather than voice coil heat.

During which I spent some time won-
dering 1) why many expensive systems were disappoint-
ing, and 2) why hi-fi is much less successful than comput-
ers. I assume the second to be a consequence of the first. 

Our industry thrives by the path of upgrading, ie spending 
more money, and while it is certainly true that there is a 
price/ performance hierarchy, my essential point is that at 
any level there should be a musicality or rightness .... 
Usually there is not, and in fact the elusive magic is even 
harder to achieve at the higher price points. 

Once you have selected your components and achieved 
a degree of synergy, the two major sources of contamina-
tion are structural and airborne. We have found two 
recently revised products to be major steps forward in 
mechanical isolation or vibration management although 
their methods are very different. The Townshend Seismic 
Sinks are equipment platforms suspending turntables and 
CD Players on air cushion, now effective in two planes and 
with minimal axial yaw. Seriously, you can get 24-bit sound 
from your existing 16-bit CD Player today!! Price? £230. 
Refund if not amazed!! 

The other approach is by the RMS (Reference Music 
System) division of Stands Unique.

The record circuits, meaning primarily 

the ND converter, produced little degra-

dation. Treble rolled off a little more and 

so did bass, giving a measured frequency 

response within ldB limits of 17Hz-

20.6kHz. Distortion rose only a little too. 

I'd expect recordings to sound smooth 

and inoffensive. 

The analogue record level control was 

an odd affair giving three approximately 

6dB steps, incorrectly marked as 3dB on 

the display and in the handbook. Philips 

had a last minute change of mind here I 

suspect! 

The OdB recording level was 1.8V in and 

out (ie, zero gain). With input gain reduced 

6dB (-3dB indicated), the analogue input 

accepted 3.6V before overload occurred. 

With 3dB set on the dis play, input gain was 

roughly x2 and input sensitivity 0.9V; with 

6dB set on the display, input sensitivity was 

at its maximum of 0.5V. 

These settings will handle most sources; 

all the same, the system was pretty odd 

and not as simple and effective as the con-

ventional rotary control of the CDR 880. 

The CDR 765 measured very well in 

all areas and should give a high standard 

of sound quality. NK

PHILIPS CDR 880 
I measured an early press sample of this 

machine which had a sticker on the back 

declaring it non-standard. However, 

because it measured superbly, Philips 

need not have bothered. 

The only unusual feature was a replay 

frequency response through the DAC dis-

playing a small treble lift. Luckily, 

because the DAC is very linear (produc-

ing just 0.018% distortion at -30dB and a 

relatively low 0.33% at -60dB), I'd expect 

the sound to stay smooth. 

The recording circuits worked very 

well. Frequency response through the 

ADC and DAC was ruler flat from 10Hz 

up to 20.8kHz. Distortion increased mod-

erately at middle levels, rising from 

0.023% to 0.03% at -30dB for example, 

whilst at lower levels it was reduced by 

noise acting as a dither signal. 

Analogue input sensitivity was low at 

750mV for OdB record level, lower than 

the CDR 765, but low output sources will 

still record into this machine because of 

its dynamic range. A 250mV source 

would hit - 10dB maximum, for instance. 

The CDR 880 reaches a very high 

standard of measured performance in its 

replay and record circuits. NK

PIONEER PDR-555RW 
Pioneer have been producing CD 

recorders for some years now, so the tech-

nology is theirs, not Philips'. Replay fre-

quency response had a small treble rise 

and an early roll off, the - 1dB limit being 

a low 18kHz. Subjectively it would be 

difficult to detect this. 

Out-of-band artefacts were obvious, 

part of Pioneer's Legato Link idea where 

such products supposedly give an ana-

logue-type supersonic response. Since 

they are uncorellated to the main signal, I 

think little of this. Distortion was very low 

on both channels, noise low and channel 

separation high. Output was +2dB up on 

the Philips players, measuring 2.4V. 

The ADC had an almost complete 

absence of recording distortion. The 

record chain was a few dB noisier than 

the Philips machines and our distortion 

figures measure this, not distortion. 

At 220mV record sensitivity was simi-

lar to that of cassette decks, far more use-

ful than Philips' 800mV. Frequency 

response reached 17.3kHz. 

The PDR-555RW measured well all 

round, but Legato Link may well affect 

sound quality.

The Traxdata 900 measured identically to 

the Philips CDR 880 (except in one 

respect) and there was no difference 

between them internally. This recorder is 

a re-clothed Philips unit from their OEM 

division. 
Only analogue input sensitivity was 

different, measuring 600mV for OdB 

record level, better than the CDR 880. 

This is useful and in my view makes the 

Traxdata slightly more desirable than the 

CDR 880. I say this because old analogue 

sources often produce no more than 

300mV or so and digital recorders will

R460 matched that of current tuners with 

19kHz pilot-tone notch filters, running flat 

up to 14kHz before plummeting down 

into the MPX notch, as our analysis 

shows. The filter is well matched in, so 

there are no in-band response aberrations. 

The filter effectively removed pilot at 

19kHz (-68dB) and sub-carrier at 38kHz 

(-83dB), so neither will produce whistles 

or block Dolby action when recording. 

Distortion was low with sum and dif-

ference signals, but curiously high at 

0.8% with left and right. However, since 

it was second harmonic only it will be 

inaudible in practice. 

Noise measured -69dB, when -73dB 

or so is more common. So, although not 

noisy, the Teac wasn't as good as rivals 

here. Full quieting occurred above lmV, 

so for best results the tuner should see this 

amount of signal from an aerial. 

The RF performance was respectable, 

with a stereo sensitivity of 40uV and alter-

nate channel selectivity of 80dB. Audio 

output was very high at 1.5V. 

The Teac measured well. It does not 

match leaders like the Denon TU-260L Il 

but it costs commensurately less.

Cyrus new FM7.5 tuner has a frequency 

response that extends smoothly right up to 

15.3kHz, with just a slight high-frequency 

shelf to ensure a neutral sound. Our 

analysis shows this effect clearly. 

The pilot-tone filter worked well, sup-

pressing 19kHz pilot to -68dB and sub-

carrier to -93dB, with minimal affect upon 

audio response. This prevents pilot block-

ing Dolby action in tape recorders. 

Noise was low, measuring -75dB 

(CCIR wtd) at full quieting, which was 

obtained above 1.25mV of input from the 

aerial. The signal-strength meter needs to 

be fully lit (which takes 1mV) for such a 

performance, and in most locations this 

means using an outdoor aerial. Tuners are 

all alike in this respect; the Cyrus benefits 

by having an informative signal-strength 

meter, though, which gives a clear read-

ing. It's only a pity the display was not 

marked directly in millivolts. Instead, 

Cyrus use a handbook diagram marked in 

dBuV (that is, dB relative to luV). Few 

users will be able to interpret this. 

Sensitivity was fine and alternate chan-

nel selectivity very high, so the tuner pos-

sesses a strong RF performance. With low 

distortion and a healthy audio output of 

700mV, the Cyrus measures very well in 

all areas and is up with the best.
