REPORT AND PROJECT HIGHLIGHTS

Just two weeks ago, the Creative Work Fund awarded $504,700 1n new grants to 15
visual and performing arts projects Over 1ts history, the Fund has awarded 99 grants
totaling $3,162,851. Fifty-one of these projects are complete and have submutted final
reports A handful of others are finished but have not yet reported results

Several projects recerved very good press coverage in recent months, most notably a
feature about the Healing Garden at U C.S.F/Mt. Zion’s Cancer Treatment Center 1n
Landscape Architecture. With assistance from publicists Driscoll and Horton, a recent
1nstallation of quilts by Ellen Oppenheimer and Qakland school students, was featured in
local print media and television Also noteworthy, several of our lead artists have
reccived other awards and grants. John Santos recerved and David Worm was nominated
for an Izzy award for “best composition for a dance performance” for their Creative
Work Fund-supported projects; Harrell Fletcher, and “Los Cybnds” (the artists
collaborating with Galeria de la Raza) received Creative Capital Fund grants (selected
among more than 2,000 applicants nationally), and Laeticia Sonams received a $50,000

Cal Arts/Alpert Award. Two fund-supported artists—John Leafios and Chns Johanson—
were featured in the 2002 Whitney Bienmial

In the coming year the Fund 1s inviting proposals from media and traditional artists. Last
“year, when the Fund made its first grants in traditional arts, it used a'panel of outside
nominators to recommend projects In the coming year the Fund will use a combination
of invited nominations and open applications. In spite of its short history 1n this field
(Traditional Arts were first included in 2000), the Fund’s director has been invited to
speak at a statewide gathening about funding for folk and traditional arts on the grounds
that the Creative Work Fund’s contribution 1s “groundbreaking and sigmficant

The Fund continues to have imitators. The Heinz Endowment’s “Creative Heights”
program 15 its closest cousin and has awarded 1ts first set of grants in visual and
performing arts. The Joyce Foundation now 1s researching the Fund’s model

The Fund’s expenditures were less than was budgeted in 2001-02 because directors of the
contnbuting foundations agreed with staff to delay the 1dea of publishing a catalogue or
book. Publicists Drniscoll-Horton also spent less than anticipated because several projects

they planned to promote did not happen according to schedule. Staff has invested in a re-
design and updating of the Fund’s web site

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SELECTION PROCESS

As reported in January, the Fund received 76 letters of inquiry in performing arts and 49
in visual arts  Carclina Ponce de Leon (visual arts) and Antigone Tnimus (performing
arts) assisted with the review of these letters. From among the letters of inquiry, 29
performing arts applicants and 27 visual arts applicants were mvited to submat full
proposals A few applications dropped out (and one was disqualified) between the letter

of inquiry and full proposal stages, resulting 1n 27 performing arts proposals and 24
visual arts proposals.

The Fund’s grants review panels met on June 4 and June 7, 2002. Panel members were-

Projects recommended by the panels and approved for funding by the four contributing
foundations were-

Visual artist Claudia Bernard: will collaborate with choreographer Kimi Okada of the
ODC Dance Company to create “Fhight to Ixcan,” a performance explonng personal loss

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in the context of the rash of political deaths occurring in Central and South America 1n
the 1970s

Artist Elise Brewster 1s collaborating with Susan Schwartzenberg, Robin Grossinger and
scientists of the San Francisco Estuary Institute to present to a general audience research
about the evolution of the Bay. Their medium will be four bayside billboards in San
Francisco and the East Bay, to be transformed into site-specific art works that are linked

to a web site and to exhibitions at the Lawrence Hall of Science and the San Francisco
Public Library.

Christian Burns and Alex Ketley, co-artistic directors of The Foundry, are collaborating
with Yerba Buena Center for the Arts to create performances and video installations in
non-traditional performance spaces within the Center’s facility, such as the loading dock,
underground mechanical tunnels, administrative offices, and theater dressing rooms.

Artists Ann Chamberlain, Alison Sant, and Klover Kim are collaborating with researchers
at the University of California San Francisco Mt. Zion Cancer Center and patients at the
Carol Franc Buck Breast Care Center to explore the uses of image, metaphor, and
language 1n medical research and 1n treatment of and communication with patients. The

artists’ research will culminate 1n “Archutecture of Healing” installations in both the
research and treatment centers.

Director Ellen Sebastian Chang and KITKA Women's Vocal Ensemble are collaborating

to create “The Rusalki Cycle,” an opera weaving together traditional Slavic folk songs

with onginal new music by composer Richard Einhorn. KITKA’s nine vocalists and an

ensemble of Western classical and Eastern European folk musicians will perform the
“opera. Its subjects—the Rusalki—are powerful fémale figures in Slavic

Folklore. The collaborators envision transforming their centuries-old stones into a non-
narrative, contemporary performance.

Kate Connell and Oscar Melara are collaborating with the Labor Archives and Resource
Center of San Francisco State University to create “Our Worklife,” exploning three
generations of Bay Area workers. The finished pieces, three-dimenstonal murals

incorporating archival matenals, will be mounted in the intenors of five SamTrans
commuter buses in spring 2004

Poet and playwnight Brian Freeman will collaborate with Berkeley Repertory Theatre
artistic director Tony Taccone and dramaturg Luan Schooler to create “Here and There,”
exploring the politics of HIV/AIDS in South Africa Mr. Freeman will focus his research
on the life of Simon Tseko Nkoli, an international gay nghts activist, founder of the
Township AIDS Project, and often descnbed as the “Harvey Milk of South Africa” The
project will culminate with staged readings and possible production in 2003-04,

Birgit Gehrt will collaborate with the staff and teenaged participants of The Body
Positive—an agency addressing girls and women'’s problems with self-esteem and body
dissatisfaction and commutted to strengthening their sense of self-worth. Collaborators
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will create, “Alterations,” a series of unconventional body garments and sculptures to be
exhibited both 1n a gallery and on Body Positive’s web site

Choreographer and dancer Joe Goode will join forces with the Magic Theatre and 1ts
artistic director Larry Eilenberg on a new theatre work. Goode 1s well known for work
combining language and movement and this collaboration on a new piece n the senes,
“What the Body Knows” continues that exploration with a deeper and more specific
focus on text. Work-n-progress presentations will be held 1n fall 2002.

Actor and director Margo Hall, collaborating with the Z-Space Studio and playwnght
Leigh Fondakowski, will create a new work revisiting the tragedy of Jonestown. The
project seeks to reclaim through extensive research the individual stortes behind the
tragic deaths 1n Guyana Collaborators are working closely with the California Histoncal

Society, which recently acquired extensive archives about the evidence, and with an
ensemble of professional Bay Area performers.

Addressing the alarmingly high incidence of breast cancer among residents of the
Southeastern area of San Francisco, documentary photographer Anne Hamersky is
collaborating with the Margie Cherry Complementary Breast Health Center to

produce public art displaying health messages and raising community awareness

of breast cancer support programs 1n Bayview and Hunters Point. Transit shelter and bus

intenior posters will feature images and words of breast cancer survivors ltving in the
immediate community.

Composer and musician Joharr Jabir will collaborate with Theatre Rhinoceros on a new
____musical theater piece exploring hair and the role it plays in 1dentity construction—
"7 7777 particularly within the Queer and African Amenican communities. The piece will
mcorporate a musical score by Jabir, and narrative based on oral histories and interviews,

co-written by Jabir and Theater Rhinoceros’s co-artistic directors Doug Holsclaw and
John Fisher. Hairstory will premiere 1n fall 2002.

Visual artist and vocalist Laurie Polster, poet, author, and translator Ammiel Alcalay, and
the Magnes Museum are collaborating to create “Memones of our Future,” an
interdisciplinary installation exploring the Mizrahi (Judeo-Arab) culture and the complex
interplay between Arabs and Jews in the Middle East. The artists seek to uncover inter-
cultural relationships through research into linguistic, historical, musical, political, and

mythtc sources. Their fimished installation will be exhibited at the Magnes Museum with
related events at venues throughout the Bay Area.

Playwnight and director Octawvio Solis will collaborate with the ensemble Campo Santo to
develop and premiere a two-act play inspired by events surrounding a young criminal
Latino couple who went on a robbery spree, holding up San Francisco area bars and

nightclubs 1n the 1980s--a true-life story exposing social, political, and cultural
undertones of the City.
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Composer and musician Wayne Wallace, choreographers Laura Elaine Ellis, Aisha
Jenkins, Robert Henry Johnson, and Robert Moses are collaborating with the presenting
orgamization ODC/Theater to create a new work based on the Faith Ringgold quilt, “They
Came to Amenca.” “Qult” will compnse three mawn dance sections, interwoven by

music, text, and a movement-based narrative; and will be accompanied by Wallace’s 10-
piece orchestra.

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CHALLENGES ADDRESSED

Last year’s grant awarded to American Indian Contemporary Arts to collaborate with
Gilbert Blacksmuth was not released until sprning 2002 because the organization’s
executive director has been 11l and unable to work with the artist on the Memorandum of

Understanding. She has recovered, all paperwork has been submutted, and the grant has
been paid.

RECENTLY COMPLETED PROJECTS

Since January 2002, the following projects have been finished and presented to the
public

American Conservatory Theater (Grant awarded: Performing Arts, 199?, $14,000)
The American Conservatory Theater’s (ACT’s) collaboration with Kronos Quartet was
presented 1n a workshop version at the grant’s culmination several years ago. ACT found

the work strong enough for a full production at Theater Artaud in Apnl 2002,
Performances sold out and eamed strong reviews.

Ruth Asawa Fund (Grant awarded: Media Arts, 1998, $35,000)

On May 22, 2002, “Bach One Teach One- The Alvarado School Arts Program™
premiered at San Francisco State University. The 30-munute film begins with the stories
of Ruth Asawa and a group of neighborhood artists whom she convened to create an arts
program at the elementary school more than 25 years ago. It then traces the history of
parent involvement and generational change at Alvarado, culminating with a wonderful
tile mural Asawa’s son Paul Lanier created with Alvarado students in 1999-2000 Soe’s

documentary style retains an informal, “handmade” look and matches the film’s sﬁbject

perfectly. Asawa, now frail butsill vigilant ontekialf of arts edacation, was honored at
the film’s opening.

California Academy of Sciences (Grant awarded: Traditional Arts, 2001, $35,000)
Nigerian Sculptor, Geoffrey Nwogu, painstakingly recreated traditional Mban clay
figures in Cowell Hall at the California Academy of Sciences duning February, 2002.
Nwogu's plece was a family of three deity figures modeled from mud clay positioned in a
decorative structure with a platform and backdrop. Thus rare sculptural expression 1s
practiced 1n the Igbo villages near the township of Owerri, in Southeastern Nigeria. For
visitors to the Academy—including a significant number of Nigerians—this was their
first exposure to the artform. Nwogu was introduced to the tradition as a child but had
never had the opportunity to create a Mbari® He 1s best known for his carvings in wood.

This project faced several challenges, all of which were addressed by the Academy’s
extraordinary anthropology staff One of its greatest assets was public exposure——an
estimated 250,000 Academy visitors saw the work in progress and completed—and
Nwogu tired of answering the public’s questions. An extraordinary young intern, Robin
Quarrier, from Dartmouth College was assigned to the project soon afier 1t was launched.
She proved to be very effective at interpreting 1t for visitors, keeping Nwogu on project,
and documenting the work. She also created a fascinating yjournal of the sculpture’s
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development She presented a lecture about the project to Dartmouth faculty when she
returned to college 1n Apnil

The Academy made special efforts to engage the public with the work. It organized )
“stations” where children could model forms from clay, and a Nigeran musical
celebratron featuning drummer Onye Onyemaechi. Nwogu'’s work was featured on the

Academy web site, and 1n local papers including the San Francisco Chronicle and San
Francisco Examiner, and he was interviewed on local radio station KALX.

Project materials challenged the artist. Traditional Mban figures are fashioned from
special mud that 1s gathered from anthills and includes organic matter and ant spittle
Nwogu was working with cornmercial clay that was not to be fired and he soon
encountered the problem of its cracking. After some experimentation, he discovered
organic materials to mix into the commercial clay so that 1t behaved more like the
traditional medium. At the project’s completion the Academy faced the problem of what
to do with it as the sculpture was centrally placed in Cowell Hall and weighed more than
aton. While traditionally, a Mban sculpture is allowed to “seep back into the soil,” the
Academy staff had grown very attached to the sculpture and did not want to sec it
destroyed. Concerned about its weight and tendency to crack, they brought in a forkhift
to move 1t to a less central location. The transfer occurred without damage to the piece
and it will now live 1n a corner of Cowell Hall until the Academy’s renovation project
begins. Beyond the values of providing an opportunity for an artist to experiment with a
new medium and create an impressive work, this project introduced a httle known
cultural practice to both scholars and the general public, and made a significant
contribution to the Academy’s ethnographic archives.

‘Media Alliance (Grant awarded: Media Arts, 1999, $35,000)

Media artist glenda drew completed the CD-ROM “Makibakal,” created through a
collaboration with Media Alliance and Pearl Ubungen Dancers and Musicians This
project connects to another Creative Work Fund-supported grant, the collaboration
between Filipinos for Affirmative Action and Pearl Ubungen to create a performance
work about the Philippine-American war., “Makibaka!,” the CD-ROM, engaged
teenagers as interviewers of elders n the Filipino-American community and incorporated
their research along with documentary footage into a media piece that used Ubungen’s

movement as its central metaphor. Collaborating artists hope the piece will be placed in a
kiosk in an historical society or public library.

This project took longer to complete than anticipated due to changes in both lead artists’
lives and in admunistration at Media Alhance Although collaborators’ 1deas changed
over time, the fimshed project closely resembles the onginally described project. The
lead artist had never before collaborated with performing artists and described 1t jokingly
as “...an exciting mix...when 1t works.. other than that 1t can lead to premature heart
failure.” Collaborators were thankful that the Creative Work Fund was flexible about
allowing them to take the time they needed to complete the project rather than pushing
them to adjust their vision and-meet the original timeline  glenda drew wrote:
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This was a great opportunity to work with others, yet retain creative control
(unlike the collective work | have done in the past} Pearl 1s an amazing person
and an amazing artist and now my friend The interns are an tnspiration  The
process of collaboration, although at times frustrating, 1s empowenng and

ennching. And I believe in the nature of this kind of work This 1s the kind of art
that saves souls and gives people hope

Native American Cultural Center (Grant awarded: Literary Arts, 2001, $15,000)
Poet Abena Songbird collaborated with the Native Amencan Cultural Center to create a
poctry round robin among Native Amencan writers across the country This project
culminated with a live performance at SOMARTS (the South of Market Cultural Center),
in October 2001 and with publication of “Rounddance,” a CD-ROM based on the poem

in March 2002, The fimshed work incorporates a 30-page manuscript and the work of 50
wrters.

The lead artist, who is relatively young and inexpenenced, received minimal support and
assistance from her collaborating organization, which went through a major
administrative upheaval soon after the grant was awarded. The Center lost its funding
from the San Francisco Arts Commission and its executive director. It was fortunate that
the lead artist had brought a third partner into the original collaboration—web designer
Derck Wilson—who was very competent; that Andrew Brother Elk, a member of the San
Francisco Arts Commission, was supportive of the project, and that SOMARTS was
serving as the project’s fiscal sponsor. Abena faced delays due to techmical glitches and
frustrations with the Center, but the project occurred as envisioned. She also struggled
with the ambiguities of protecting the writers’ of a collaborative document’s copyrights

on the Web, receiving significant in-kind assistance from other artists’ web sites. In spite

of these challenges, her idea sparked a lively éxchange among the partiGipants, attracting
early on well-known Native Amencan writers who set a high standard for “Rounddance.”

SOMARTS (Grant awarded: Traditional Arts, 2001, $35,000)

Cuban Danzén master Roberto Borrell, his Orquesta la Moderna Tradicion, and guest
artists from both Cuba and the United States presented “Musica Cubana: Roots to
Timba,” on April 14 and 21 at the SOMARTS Cultural Center in San Francisco. The
program traced the Spanish, African, and French dance and musical traditions leading to

Timba and the closely related forms Danzén, Cha-Cha-Ch4, and Guarcha. Staff attended
a packed performance on April 21.

While this nonprofit organization 1s troubled by enormous fundraising challenges

to preserve and make accessible an aging ship, the collaborators created an
intriguing, thoughtful project.

Their shared mussion was to explore accessibihity for people with disabilities on
the ship and their onginal idea was to create a mechanical sculpture that would hift
wheelchairs over the tall thresholds of the ship’s doorways. As they collaborated
with Ralf Hotchkiss and other experts on design for persons with disabilities, they
quickly learned that oniginal mechanical sculptures designed to Iift persons 1n
wheelchairs would raise prohibitive liability concems  Equipment and
architectural tools for persons with disabilities are developed and tested at great
cost. Trautman explains their reasons for changing course: “To pursue a project
that would use a lot of resources with the potential that 1t would not solve the
problem 1n a safe and dependable way would be a mistake.”

Therefore, rather than building one machine for one threshold, they created ramps
and an accessible passageway incorporating sculpture. (For example, one ramp
on the main deck 1s made of transparent matenial. Beneath the transparent “floor”
is a bright red kinetic sculpture whose movement mimics that of a door-locking
mechanism in the shup’s hold—a part of the ship that is not yet accessible.) The
artist explains, “We focused our energies on this path so that it would become the
most important and preferred route through the ship, not the one that was used
only by people with disabiltties ™ Six sculptural installations nhabit this path.
“The sculptural instatlations attempt to span the divide between what is necessary
and what is a wish, a hope, that the world could...go beyond the code book and

begin to work on a language of invention and spirit that could benefit people
beyond issues of mobility ”

This project was deeply collaborative. The artist and organization worked well
together and with Access Innovations, a firm specializing 1n accessible solutions.
The artist is also an architect and wrote that while collaboration was common 1n
architectural projects, this was the first time he had collaborated as a sculptor and
that 1t was effective in “...pushing me beyond my self-imposed limits, and
making me reconsider some of my approaches and techniques.” He concluded:

The collaboration, the conversations and disagreements, the context of

solving a problem, 15 a way to allow my work to begin to peer out of its
shell and consider the complicated world outside....

Filipinos for Affirmative Action (Grant awarded: $35,000, Performing Arts,
2000)

--Artist’s report from Pearl Ubungen

“Tagulaylay/The Presidio™ was a large-scale, site-specific work that premiered at
El Polin Spring in San Francisco’s Presidio in September 2001. The performance
was one-hour in length and performed six times. It was inhibited by the “extreme
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difficulty” of working with the Presidio Trust; unanticipated problems with the
INS and travel plans for Filipino artist Joey Ayala, and lead artist Pearl
Ubungen’s suffening a serious 1njury that required her to perform in a body cast
(which one reviewer praised as a particularly effective costume) Filipinos for
Affirmative Action organized volunteer involvement 1n the project and outreach

activities—a panel discusston with leading Filspino-American artists, community-
based workshops, and presentations.

Ubungen has developed an important body of work incorporating historical
content and interaction with community groups. “Tagulaylay” allowed her to
extend her collaborative partnerships to include musician Joey Ayala and dig
deeper 1nto Fihipino-Amencan lustory It was the largest site work she has ever
made. She reports, “...the piece told of an important part of history that continues
to be overlooked and...the target audience of Bay Area Filipino Americans was
reached. Also important to me was the work that occurred internationally as
collaborative/cultural exchange here in the Bay Area and in the Palippines.”

Galeria de la Raza (Grant awarded: $35,000, Visual Arts, 2000)
--Artist’s report from John Leafios

~Organization report from Carolina Ponce de Leon

A relatively young, three-member artist team, calling themselves “Los Cybrids,”

led an ambitious cntique of new media in the Latino/Chicano commumity. Their

project included on-line art, the installahon “Techno-Promesas* Putografia

Virtual”; three “performalogues” fusing multi-media performances with panel

discussions; three digital murals; and three performances. To expand audiences,

events were held both at Galeria de 1a Raza and The Lab. This project stretched
""""" " 777 "the dftists to work with media that wete new to them, and led to continuing

collaboration among the artists for which they recently received a grant from the
Creative Capital Fund.

Intersection for the Arts (Grant awarded: $35,000, Performing Arts, 2000)
-Qrganization report from Deborah Cullinan

Intersection’s collaboration with jazz composer Marcus Shelby resulted in a
cntically acclaimed production of The Lights by Howard Korder. As they entered
the project collaborators discovered that they did not have sufficient funds to pay
for the nghts to adapt the play to a different setting nor to incorporate dance as
fully as planned in the original proposal Therefore, their collaboration focused
on developing a mustcal version of the Obie-award winning play. They also
realized the lhimitations of mounting the play (which includes a large cast, and—n
this version, a twelve-piece orchestra) in Intersection’s small theater and moved
the production to ODC/Theater which served both as a venue and community
partner in developing the work In spite of these changes in venue and approach,
the collaborators produced an artistically strong, positively-reviewed project
addressing the spinit of the original proposal.
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Oakland Ballet (Grant awarded: $35,000, Performing Arts, 2000)
--Orgamzation report from Reneé Heider

“Umén Fraternal,” an oniginal work based on the Cuban danzoén tradition by
Robert Moses and John Santos, was described quite well by lead artist Santos 1n
an earlier report, but the Ballet’s point of view was added by Heider, who
explained, “Ballet is an art form that has historically, 1n large measure, 1gnored
people of color—in all areas-—audience, dancers, choreographers, staffs, and
boards. One of Oakland Ballet's primary objectives 1s to nght this omission ”
In addition to expanding their repertoire, the ballet used the premiere as an
opportuntity to expand promotion of their work in bi-lingual and ethnic press.

This project’s accomplishments extended past 1ts initial presentation The
Oakland Ballet re-mounted the ballet 1n 2001 after its warm reception 1n 2000.

-The Cincinnati Ballet performed in Apnl of 2002 and in May of this year John

Santos won an [zzy Award (The Isadora Duncan Dance Award) for this work 1n
the category of “best original dance score of 2000-01 ” To do so, he won over
Creative Work Fund recipient David Worm, also a nominee, who had
collaborated with Project Bandaloop (see below).

Precita Eyes Mural Arts Center (Grant awarded: $35,000, Visual Arts,
1997)

--Organization report from Susan Cervantes

Precita Eyes Mural Arts Center collaborated with artist Seyed Alavi, Estna, and
Mission District teenagers to create “What do you Think?” temporary murals
based on comic strip thought balloons. Collaborators onginally planned to_create
30 murals, but limited the project to 23 when the time and cost of secunng sites
exceeded the original project budget. Artistically successful (many of the sites
chose to keep their murals permanently and follow-up grants from other
foundations allowed collaborators to produce postcards based on the images), this
collaboration turned cold mid-way. Alavi complained that Precita Eyes was
charging too much money to administer the grant and Precita Eyes complained
that Alavi stepped away from the murals after the design stage, counting on
Estnia, guest artists, and the teenagers to paint them. The two artists—Alavi and
Estria—seemed to work well together and used the project to expeniment with
collaborative design by computer. Cervantes reports, “Even to this day Precita
Eyes continues to receive positive calls responding to the art work,” and “The
most meaningful part of the project was Seyed's concept which brought the
opportunity and outlet for the youth to express themselves under the direction of
Estria, who is a great spraycan artist, computer graphic designer and teacher.”

Project Bandaloop (Grant awarded: $35,000, Performing Arts, 2000)
—QOrgamzation report from Amehia Rudolph

“Resonate,” a new twenty-four minute dance by a capella musicians SoVoSo,
lead artist David Worm, choreographer Amelia Rudoiph, Project Bandaloop, and
sculptor Lawrence La Bianca, premiered at Project Artaud May 24'2001.
Rudolph, writing on behalf of Project Bandaloop, “...was happily surpnised by
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David Worm’s ability to work with my movement images and timing needs with
such flexibility.” This project seems to have developed in a manner that was very
close to the ongunal plan. In addition to her pleasure in working with SoVoSo,
Rudolph wnites of her delight at sculptor LaBianca's playful response to her
desire for “hanging trees” from which to dance The collaborators’ greatest
challenge was finding rebearsal times that all seven dancers and five musicians

could meet. The results earned warm reviews from the press and sigmificant pre-
event publicity.

Rudolph wnites-

One of the direct effects of this grant was to cross pollinate audiences
from music, dance and the plastic arts as well as the outdoor enthusiasts
and environmentally oniented public. Especially the well established
audience bases of Project Bandaloop and SoVoSo met for the first time in

one space. The relationship I developed with each of the collaborating
artists...will likely result in future collaborations.”

Tenants and Owners Development Corporation (Grant awarded: $30,000,
Visual Arts, 1998)

—-Organization report from John Elberling
Tenants and Owners Development Corporation’s (TODCQ's) director reported on
process and results of the low income housing development agency’s
collaboration with artist Ned Kahn to create a wind-activated sculpture on the
exterior of Ceatrice Polite Apartmeats at 321 Clementina Street. Over the course
__of six months the Clementina Commons advisory group worked with the arust to
“review the project concept and design, and “They are very pleased with the
wallart.” Elberling writes: “As intended, 1t has become a dramatic ¢clement 1n
the Yerba Buena Neighborhood's cityscape that very strongly reasserts the
timeless presence of natural forces—light and wind—in this very man-made

contemporary place.” The organization would hke to hire the artist to create
another piece on an adjacent wall.

Zyzzyva (Grant awarded: $35,000, Literary Arts, 1998)

—~Organization report from Howard Junker

—-Artist reports from Heather Drohan, Chiam Bertman, and Paul Flores

Zyzzyva's final report may prove to be the Fund’s quirkiest. The project
commissioned six writers to create first novels through close editing relationships
with Zyzzyva’s editor Howard Junker. Realizing that not all of these first attempts
would prove to be publishable, the project proposed to publish four books. Junker
fecls, in retrospect, that none of the finished novels was truly excellent and
learned along the way that developing a first full-length book takes a significant
amount of time during which wnters may best be left to their own processes. Not
only was the development stage rocky, Junker encountered a serious disagreement
with his fourth novelist, Robert Mailer Anderson, when he refused to reprint
Anderson’s novel Boonville Anderson hired an attomney to threaten Junker, but
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the contract he had signed gave Zyzzyva the option of reprinting, not an obligation
to reprint

If Junker had differences with his wnters, they (with the exception of Heather
Drohan) also found him to be difficult. Bertman and Flores both descnibe good

beginning relationships that deteriorated 1nto their being yelled at by the editor.
Anderson called Junker names

While a poor example of collaboration, this project yielded some good results
Bertman’s and Anderson’s novels were both positively reviewed HarperCollins
bought the paperback rights to Anderson’s novel Boonwille for $50,000, and these
proceeds were split between the author and Zyzzyva, benefiting both Inspired by
the project, a Zyzzyva board member gave the magazine funds to sustain the
“Zyzzyva Discovery” series of first books with a poetry series. Junker learned
through this process that 1f he were to invest in publishing a book he wanted the
full, completed manuscript up front before The poetry series provides this
option. He found working 1n a commssioning mode to be less successful.

Projects Nearing Completion

The art.re.grup/The Lab (Grant awarded: $35,000, Media Arts, 2001)

The Lab’s collaboration with Chnis Salter and the artist members of the collaborative
group Sponge 1s currently on display inside and outside the Lab’s galiery on 16® Street.
The “saunas,” as the artists named their med:a environments are large white cone-like
structures fitted with electronic devices and suspended from the Redstone Building’s
roof. Passersby, traffic, and other motion from the street and sidewalk cause the saunas
to elicit sounds (resembling Tibetan bells) and light patterns. They are particularly
dramatic at night. In conjunction with the “sauna” installation, the Lab hosted panel
discussions about media’s role in contemporary architecture and resources supporting

temporary sited sculptures. (The Creative Work Fund's director was included on the
latter panel )

Creativity Explored (Grant awarded: $35,000, Visual Arts, 2000)

Artists Harrell Fletcher and Chnis Johanson collaborated with David Jarvey and others
from Creativity Explored to create a poster senes and artists’ book explonng the concept
of “the untverse.” The project was delayed by Harrell Fletcher’s heavy national
exhibition schedule and his moving to Portland, Oregon. The books and posters are now

finished and will be distnibuted when schools re-open 1n the fall. (See book sample n
appendix )

Tinker’s Workshop/New Langton Arts (Grant awarded: $35,000, Performing Arts,
2000)

Composer Laeticia Sonamu and sculptor Nick Bertont of the Tinker’s Workshop have
been working with East Bay teenagers to design sound and movement for their kinetic

“bags” sculptures. Finished works will be exhibited at New Langton Arts in September
2002
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PRESS COVERAGE

In the last s1x months, the Fund’s most impressive press coverage was a feature article

about the Healing Garden (a grant awarded 1n 1994 to the U.C.S F./Mount Zion Health
Center collaborating with Ann Chamberlain) in Landscape Architecture

The Fund’s publicists Dniscoll and Horton have faced similar problems to those
encountered by our previous publicist, Carla Befera, with planned projects occurnng later
than ongnaily scheduled and poor communication from artists to the publicists They
planned a press “splash” for the opening of the Artship sculptures but, upon confermng
with Creative Work Fund staff, decided not to pursue the project when we learned that
Artship staff did not secure a permut for the event. They have intended to work with
Creativity Explored and Harrell Fletcher but the release date for that project’s
—publications were moved from January to late spring to next fall (see-above). Last month
they worked successfully with quit artist Ellen Oppenheimer who recently completed
several murals with public school children (see clippings and postcard samples in
appendix). These are now on display at the Fruitvale branch of the Oakland Public

Library. Dnscoll and Horton attracted coverage of the opening 1n the Oakland Tribune
and on KGO-TV. The artist was delighted

Driscoil and Horton now are working on a “behind the scenes” story for the Tinker’s
Workshop project. Because their work load has been lighter than anticipated for the year,

their fees and expenses are also below budget (see financial report below and 1n
appendix).

GRANTS SELECTION PROCESS FOR TRADITIONAL ARTS

When the Fund evaluated its program in 1999, stakeholders recommended its adding a
category for traditional (sometimes called “folk,” or “ethnic”) artists. Last year the Fund
awarded six grants for $35,000 to projects featuring traditional artists. Two of these
projects are complete and have been very successful. The 2000 traditional arts grants
were recommended to the Fund by a comnuttee of expert nominators who also served as

a peer review pane}, examining the projects as a group before proposing that they be
funded.

The Fund expenmented with this selection process for several reasons:

¢ Due to language and cultural barriers and limited opportunities, many traditional
artists do not apply for grants and 1f they do, they are at a disadvantage due to lack

of expenence and lack of documentation

Because of lack of expenence with grantseeking, traditional artists may be deeply

offended by a grant denial that they may see as rejecting not yust themselves, but
their entire cultural traditions.

While the Fund had highly regarded nominators (including the revered Dr. Beverly
Robinson who died earlier this year), the steps between recommending the grants and
awarding the grants did not seem to be sufficiently ngorous. Had one of the nominations
been inadequate, 1t would have been difficult for the panel to recommend against 1t
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Another problem was that while nominators may be good at identifying excellent artists,
it is much tnckier for them to nominate a collaboration. Soon after the grants were
awarded, two of the artists’ relationships with their collaborating organizations fell apart
and staff helped them find different collaborators Finally, the nominators felt as 1f they
had “creamed” the traditional arts field, choosing generally well-known, established
artists Part of the Creative Work Fund’s intention 1n supporting traditional arts was to
honor artists with deep ties to their communities who may not be widely known

Conferming with two of last year's nominators, staff 1s recommending a modified
approach for 2002-03

Using a selective list provided by the Anthropology Department at the California

Academy of Sciences, the Fund will invite twenty or so culturally-specific and

community based organizations to nominate artists and collaboration.

7 =7 «*"Traditional artists and other organizations also may submit letters of inquiry,
following the process used by artists in other fields.

A committee of three experts (two of whom will be drawn from last year’s panel)

will review the nominations and letters and select approximately 15 for mini-

grants of $500 to document their work and to submit full proposals They also

will receive the $200 proposal submission subsidy offered to applicants 1n other
categories

e A prants review panel of three members who were not involved with the

nomination/invitation process will review full proposals and recommend seven or
eight grants

By working with culturally-specific orgamizations, the Fund hopes to 1dentify artists who
may be revered in theirr communities but less well known to generahists. It also hopes to
find “natural” collaborative relationships by placing the nomination in the hands of
community members rather than folklorists By offering the documentation mimi-grants,
the Fund intends to honor all of the finalists and address an acute problem in the
traditional arts field where few artists and organizations have documented their work in
ways that would help them to seek grants, exhibitions, or contracts with presenters.

While awarding the mini-grants will increase project expenditures, himiting the panel size
and applicant pool will contain costs.

FINANCIAL ANALYSIS OF PROJECTS

Enclosed 1n the report appendix is a summary of Creative Work Fund projects’ finances.
These analyze all proposed and funded projects, all completed projects, and projects by
art form. In general, over the past year average project costs have risen (The average
proposed project budget size was $57,973 a year ago and 1s now $79,665.) If this trend
continues, the Fund may wish to re-visit the question of whether or not to increase the
optimum grant amount Qtherwise artists’ fees may decline.

As of June 30, 2002
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Creative Work Fund grants total $3,162,851. The average grant size is $31,984
and has been nising gradually. (One year ago 1t was $29,676 )

Total project budgets for those projects are $6,236,625

The average proposed project budget size 1s $62,996, the average completed
project budget size 1s $58,389 (and the mean completed project budget size 15
$36,290)

* Artists fees represent $2,852,783 (46%) of total project budgets

Lead artist’s fees represent $1,011,296 (16%) of total project budgets
* Average lead artist fees are $8,530

Finished projects have gone slightly over budget, averaging 102% of estimated costs
Sadly, when project budgets are cut, that reduction seems to come from the lead artists’

e e oo 008, Which average 89% of their proposed payments. Total artists fees, however, are

close to being on track at 99% of proposed payment levels.
Compansons by art form include.

The highest expenses are in the performing arts with finished projects averaging
$79,665. The second most expensive projects are 1n visual arts, where statements
for completed projects average $53,6006.

The least expensive projects are in the literary arts, with finished projects
averaging $32,418.

The highest lead artist fees are 1n the traditional arts, where the one completed
project paid Geoffrey Nwogu $21,750.

Next to traditional arts where the average 1s skewed by the one-item survey

sample, the highest lead artist fees are in the visual arts, where they average
$9,127.

FINANCIAL REPORT AND BUDGET

A spreadsheet comparing budgeted and actual expenses is enclosed in the report
appendix. Staff has made one change 1n the financial report presentation  stipends to
applicant organizations have been moved up to the “CWF Grants” category because they

awarded selectively and to 501(c)(3) nonprofit organizations. A quick expense overview
for 2001-02 may be summanzed as.

¢ An unanticipated expense incurred in the administrative budget was the $8,000

paid to Silk, Adler, and Colvin for advice about structuning and endowing the
Fund
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Mid-year staff and representatives of the contnbuting organizations decided to
hold off on publishing a catalogue or book about the Creative Work Fund This
saved $44,000 from the “Publicity, Convening ™ aspect of the budget, and when
added to savings from Dnscoll and Horton (noted above), the Fund was well
below budget in that area At present staff 1s holding on to some surplus funds

moving forward in case the collaborating foundations decided to revive 1dea of
creating a book

Approximately $10,000 that was planned for publications 1s being used to revise
and re-design the Creative Work Fund web site.

.. The One Lombard VCR and/or television needs to be replaced before the coming_

year’s media panel meets. Staff anticipates sharing these costs with others at

OLA, and has budgeted a one-time expense of $350 toward this equipment
purchase 1in 2002-03.

Some panel members’ travel expenses
have not been submutted, so the “Panelists’ Airfare and Per Diem” category for

Application Process for 2003 Grants

In 2002-03, the Creative Work Fund 1s seeking proposals for outstanding collaborative
projects in media and traditional arts  Over the past six months, we have taken the
following steps to reach and inform potential applicants, and review letters of inquiry

* During July and August 2002, staff worked with designer Russell Mondy on a
major re-design of the Creative Work Fund guidelines and web site The resulting
publication uses more 1mages and 1s less cluttered The web site functions better,
15 up-to-date, and incorporates such new features as “What’s New?” where we
post announcements of project openings and publications  After consulting with
colleagues at other foundations and artists” programs, we have decided to invest
additional resources 1n the web site  When we are fimished, it will include more
detailed descriptions of all of the projects, biographical statements for the artists,
and links to other projects by the artists This work 1s ongoing

» Asn other years, the Fund purchased mailing lists to announce the new deadlines
and guidelines These included lists from the University of San Francisco’s
nonprofit database, Film Arts Foundation, the National Association of Media Arts
and Culture, World Arts West, the Alliance of California Traditional Artists, and
the San Francisco Arts Commussion’s Cultural Equity Grants program. We also
placed a small advertisement focusing on traditional artists 1n News from Native
Califormia and announcements 1n media journals such as Release Print

s The Fund’s publicists Dnscoll and Horton matled a press release announcing the

program to neighborhood-based, culturally-specific, and foreign-language media
outlets

+  Working with June Anderson of the California Academy of Sciences and Amy
Kitchener of the Alhiance of Califorma Traditional Artists, we developed a list of
approximately 75 grassroots community-based organizations that work with
traditional artists and specifically invited them to nominate projects for
constderation Many of these organizations are quite small and move frequently,
and we expended considerable effort to confirm their addresses While we only
recetved one traditional arts nomination, several of the contacted organizations
submitted letters of inquiry to the Fund, and we beheve this effort helped to

uncover worthy applications from organizations and artists previously unfamiliar
with the Creative Work Fund

« In September the Fund sponsored two workshops for potential applicants—one at
Preservation Park 1n Qakland and one at the Ninth Street Media Center in San
Francisco Approximately 75 persons attended these presentations  Staff
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gathered 51 evaluations from those attending, learning that most people found out
about the semuinars by receiving a flier in the mail (39%) Over the past eight
years the second most frequent way that people learned about the Fund was “from
a friend "' Thus year “from a friend” was surpassed by the Fund's web
site—identified by 29% of those attending as their source of information

» The fall 2002 serminars were the first time the Fund attracted heanng impaired
applicants (for whom we hired a sign language interpreter) and a number of non-
English speaking applicants who came with language interpreters  Ninety-two
percent of those who completed surveys had not previously attended a Creative
Work Fund seminar and 94% had not previously applied to the Fund

+ In November the Fund received 73 letters of inquiry 1n the media arts and 43 in
traditional arts Having a limited track record 1n traditional arts, staff was pleased
by the range and number of proposals received in that field

+ Staff read all of the letters and then reviewed them with outside readers Zoe
Elton, curator of the Mill Valley Film Festival, helped to evaluate the media
letters A three-member commuittee of readers (June Anderson, folklonst with the
Califormia Academy of Sciences, Amy Kitchener, Executive Director of the
Alliance of Califormia Traditional Arts, and Ray Moisa, Native Amencan artist
and nonprofit consultant) reviewed the traditional arts letters

+  After a final review of selected letters with representatives of the four contrnibuting
foundations, the Fund invited 28 full proposals 1n media arts and 18 full proposals
in traditional arts  All of these potential applicants received $200 application
stipends Traditional arts projects also are invited to request $500 documentation
grants to record, film, or photograph the lead artists’ work The Fund 1s offering
these mini-grants in response to the problem of lack of documentation 1n the
traditional arts field

« One of the media arts projects now seems unable to develop a full proposal
because of staff changes at the collaborating nonprofit orgamzation Another may
want to re-arrange its collaborative partners and 1s in conversation with the
Creative Work Fund staff about this change

« Fuli proposals are due on Friday, March 7, 2003

Panel Meetings Scheduled

Because staff chose to work with a commuttee of readers 1n tradittonal arts, rather than a
single person, the grants review panel 1s being reduced to three members They are
Chike Nwoffiah, performing artist and Director of the Oriki Theater in Mountain View,
CA, David Roche, Executive Director of the Old Town School of Music in Chicago (and
former artistic director of San Francisco's Ethnic Dance Festival), and Kay Turner,
folklonist with the Brooklyn Arts Council in New York This panel combines a
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practitioner with an ethnomusicologist and a folklorist and brings together specialists in

Afnican, Asian, and Latin Amencan cultures The Traditional Arts panel will meet on
Monday, May 12, 2003,

The media arts panel will contain five members At present, four have been recruited
filmmaker and Umversity of California, Berkeley, Professor Loni Ding, filmmaker Pau!
Espinosa, John Hanhardt, Semor Curator for Falm and Video at the Samuel H
Guggenheim Museum; and sound artist/composer Ed Osborn  We are inviting a “new

genre” media curator to fill the final seat on this panel They will meet on Monday, June
2,2003

Recently Completed Projects

Johari Jabir and Theater Rhinoceros (Grant awarded: $35,000, Performing Arts,
2002) .
Premiening on September 5, 2002, “Hairstory,” a musical by Theater Rhunoceros’s co-
artistic director Doug Holsclaw and composer Johan Jabir, grew out of a successful
previous collaboration, “For Colored Boys ™ explonng Afncan American and gay
identity through thematically-related vignettes “Hairstory,” set 1n and around an
Afncan-Amencan barbershop, seemed promising, but as cntic Robert Hurwitt of the San
Francisco Chronicle complained, 1t was not “as polished, dynamic, oniginal or even,
ultimately, as interesting a production as one would expect " The Creative Work Fund
was awarded late in the process of the play’s development (just seven weeks before 1t
opened) and may have had less of an impact on this collaboration than 1t has had had on
other projects Nevertheless, Hurwitt’s review praised a number of Jabir's songs and the
cast whose talents were “demonstrated 1n sporadic bursts.”

Laetitia Sonami and Tinker’s Workshop with Nick Bertoni (Grant awarded:
$35,000, Performing Arts, 2000)

“BAGS,” a video and sound installation by composer Laetitia Sonamu, scuiptor Nick
Berton: of the Tinker's Workshop, and East Bay teenagers opened on Thursday,
September 19 at New Langton Arts Thus playful, engaging installation featured bags of
all kinds exhibiting distinctive motions and sounds—from a feathered handbag that cooed
“Gucci, Guccl, Goo” to a child’s backpack that scooted and darted across the floor, to a
collection of suspended paper bags that exhaled and shuddered in unison  While Bertom
and Sonami are sophisticated engmeers in their respective fields, the project made use of
computenzed pneumatics, and was technically difficult (For example 1t was hard to set
the sound levels so they could be heard in a crowded gallery ) However, the sculptures
were witty and complex and the teenagers who helped with sound recording and with
determining the BAGS’ “personalities” seemed very involved in the project they and

their farmlies and friends attended the opening, where a number of them helped greet the
public and serve as docents

Beau Sia and Youth Speaks (Grant awarded: $35,000, Literary Arts, 2001)
“No Man’s Land,” featuning spoken word poets Beau Sia, Paul S Flores, James Kass,
and Marc Bahmuthi Joseph, explored archetypes of maleness and machismo through the
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points of view of four young writers from different cultural and social backgrounds
They performed 1t on September 20 and 21 at ODC Theater 1n San Francisco, selling out
both nights  All four poets, who are 1n their twenties and early thirties, teach with Youth
Speaks In creating “No Mans Land,” they “turned the tables™ on their usual process--
inviting the teenagers whom they normally teach to cnitique and help shape their work

On September 21 the collaborators” performance closed with a poetic response from five
teenaged writers

In the final months of the project’s development, the wnters hired Kamilah Forbes,
director of the New York City Hip Hop Theater Festival, to direct “No Man's Land "
She staged the piece well and helped the writers weave muluiple short works together into

a coherent piece The wnters plan to continue developing “No Man’s Land"” for touring
and presentation at poetry slams

Wayne Wallace, Laura Elaine Ellis, Aisha Jenkins, Robert Henry Johnson, Robert
Moses and ODC Theater (Grant awarded: $35,000, Performing Arts, 2002)

“The Quult Project: Pieces of Me,” featuring four African American choreographers
collaborating with yazz performer and composer Wayne Wallace and ODC/Theater
opened on October 31 and ran through November 10 at ODC Theater Related events
with artist Faith Ringgold (who created the “Qult” that the choreographers used as
inspiration for their works) were presented at Stanford University on November | Some
years ago, Theater Artaud presented an annual Afrnican Amenican choreographers
showcase—*“Black Choreographers Moving Toward the 21* Century”—which fostered
discussion about the development of a local Afncan Amenican dance aesthetic  “Pieces
of the Quilt” picked up the thread of that vital discussion and added the perspective of
composer Wayne Wallace, whose music bridged the performers’ varying styles

Not long before “Pieces of the Quilt” opened, ODC Theater's director Andrew Wood
resigned his position under pressure from ODC’s board of directors Nevertheless, the
project was well-produced, well-attended, and artistically strong

Christian Burns and Alex Ketley (The Foundry) and Yerba Buena Center for the
Arts (Grant awarded: $15,000, Performing Arts, 2002)

As Wattis artists-in-residence at Yerba Buena Center for the Arts, dancers Chnistian
Burns and Alex Ketley (The Foundry) spent months at the Center creating new
performance and media works With a grant from the Creative Work Fund they produced
“The Fleshing Memory,” an original dance incorporating movement and videos
developed 1n the Center’s “non-public spaces™—loading dockets, the roof, heating ducts,
tunnels, and staff offices “The Fleshing Memory” premiered on January 2 and 3 (dunng
the Center’s biennial “Bay Area Now” exhibttion) 1n the Center’s Forum The Foundry
earmned high praise for this new work from San Francisco Chronicle cntic Octavio Rocca
(see appendix), and sold out both performance nights

Gloria Frym/Community Works (Grant awarded: $35,000, Literary Arts, 1998)
While Glona Frym had previously reported to the Creative Work Fund on her
collaborative process with teenagers at Intemnational High School 1n San Francisco, at the
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end of 2002 she completed the final re-wnte of a 350-page novel Rose of the Mission
See below (1n Final Reports received) for additional information

Joe Goode/The Magic Theatre (Grant awarded: $35,000, Performing Arts, 2002)
Currently playing at The Magic Theatre, Joe Goode's first “play,” “Body Familiar”
premiered on January 10, 2003 Described as “a movement-infused meditation on love,
lust, memory, and body parts,” “Body Familiar” features three dancers from Goode’s
dance troupe and three actors who frequently perform for the Magic Theatre This
project represents an excellent example of collaboration, with each of the partners fully
engaging 1n unfamiliar processes for creating work It attracted a feature story by
Octavio Roca in the San Francisco Chronicle (see appendix)

Projects Close to Completion

Harrell Fletcher and Creativity Explored (Grant awarded: 335,000, Visual Arts,
2000)

Harrell Fletcher, Chns Johanson and artists from Creativity Explored have finished
creating “A Place Called the Universe ” The project’s theme was inspired by the work of
David Jarvey, one of the developmentally disabled artists who participates in Creativity
Explored’s programs, who has created a large body of work about stars, planets, Star
Trek and related themes The finished preces juxtapose images from the daily gnt of
street life and from the heavens—commenting on different people’s understanding of
human context and cosmology  The final step 1n this project, distnbuting the artists
books and posters to public school students, has been slowed by Fletcher’s having moved

to Portland, Oregon, and his being 1n high demand as an artist Collaborators anticipate
finishing distribution this spring

Lisa Gray-Garcia and Community Defense Fund, Inc (Grant awarded: $35,000,
Literary Arts, 2001)

Wniters affiliated with Poor Magazine and the Community Defense Fund, Inc have
produced a series of KPFA radio programs based on the theme of “Poverty Heroes ” As
a culmination of their literary arts project, they have published The Poverty Heroes

Anthology of wntings This will be released at a book launch/party on February 23" at
255 Ninth Street in San Francisco

Octavio Solis and Campo Santo (Grant awarded: $35,000, Performing Arts, 2002)
Octavio Solis 1s well into s research for “Mission Bars,” (working title}, a new play
based on the true story of a Latino couple’s cnme spree through the bars of the Mission
District in the late 1980’s  Solis 1s using the story as a way to explore pressures on long-
standing, small family businesses in the Mission District over the past decade Campo
Santo 15 presenting a work-in-progress reading of the play on Monday, March 24 at

Intersection for the Arts in the Mission District  The fimshed play 1s tentatively
scheduled to open 1n October 2003
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Margo Hall and Z Space Studio (Grant awarded: 335,000, Performing Arts, 2002)
Margo Hall, other local artists, and members of the Z Space Studio are working with
Leah Fondakowski (one of the wnters of “The Laramie Project”) and conducting research
1o the story of the Peoples Temple and Jonestown—interviewing survivors and family
members The artists have been moved not only by the gnef they have encountered, but
also by the powerful sense of community and belonging members enjoyed through their

affiliation with the Peoples Temple Temple apostate, Gary Lambrev, who never went to
Guyana, told the interviewer

I think 1t’s very dissmpowering to have a myth in which all power—retains—
remains even 1n retrospect in the hand and head of Jim Jones Those of us who've
survived, and those of us who know. recognize that the power of Peoples
Temple was the power of the people who were together in the time we spent
together And that power was extraordinary Never in my life before or
since—and I’ve worked for the last fifteen years in East Oakland as a public
librannan—NEVER 1n my life have 1 been 1n such immediate contact, interaction

with people of all races It’s been the only ghimpse I've had in this ifetime of a
real, functional multi-racial society

One of the interview subjects has given the artists a previously undiscovered oral history
of the Temple collected by its leadership prior to their flight to Guyana The document
had been kept hidden 1n a closet. This remarkable find offers a rare inside view of the
Temple 1n 1ts time as a thnving institution

Z Space has secured several additional grants for this large-scale project and 1s planning
work-1n-progress events to raise further funds for the project in Apnl or May They
anticipate finishing and opening the Jonestown piece 1n October or November 2003

Lise Swenson and Southern Exposure Gallery (Grant awarded: $35,000, Media
Arts, 2001)

While Southern Exposure Gallery has a new executive director (Courtney Fink, formerly
of the Califorma College of Arts and Crafts), Lise Swenson’s collaborative film project
has proceeded smoothly “Mission Movie” will premiere on October 11, 2003

Projects Facing Challenges

Laurie Polster, Ammiel Alcalay, and the Magnes Museum (Grant awarded:
$35,000, Visual Arts, 2002)

The volatile situation tn Israel and staff changes at the Magnes Museum have been
disconcerting for collaborating artists Laurie Polster and Ammuel Alcalay, whose
proposed image/text installation explores points of connection between Arab and Israeli
cultures as demonstrated 1n literary and musical traditions  Polster and Alcalay are
working on a revised proposal to the Magnes, which they expect to submit in a few
months They are concerned that the Museum may not have the capacity to exhibit the
work as onginally proposed, may object to changes 1n the project plan (which seem
necessary to the artists because of the project’s political context), and that Peter Stein,
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who was laid off by the Magnes but who 1s supposed to be available as a curatonal
consultant, may not, ultimately, be part of the collaboration

The Creative Work Fund recommended to the artists that they delay work on the
memorandum of understanding with the Museum until they were confident that the
Magnes was in a position to be a genuine collaborator  Until the memorandum of

understanding 1s signed, the Fund will not pay this grant (which was awarded 1n July
2002)

Related Presentations of Projects and Artists

Taraneh Hemami and The Persian Center (Grant awarded: $35,000, Visual Arts,
2000)

Iranian artist Taraneh Hemani has developed a large body of work for the “Hall of
Reflections,” an instaliation of multi-layered mirrored and glass bncks and panels
representing stories of Iramans’ immugration to the Bay Area through etched excerpts
from oral hustonies, family photographs, and images from traditional Iranian fabnic arts
An exhibition based on Hemani’s work was presented at the San Francisco Arts
Commussion Gallery in September, opening on the 14th The project 1s very impressive
and the opening at the Arts Commussion was packed Hemani has yet to nstall the work
in 1ts final home, the Persian Center in Berkeley, and appears to be stalled in her
fundraising efforts for an accompanying web site

Danongan Kalanduyan and San Francisco State University (Grant Awarded:
$35,000, Traditional Arts, 2001)

Traditional musician Danongan Kalanduyan 1s developing a senies of works with a group
of young Philippine-Amenican performing artists affiliated with the Ethnic Studies
Department at San Francisco State University Last year the students performed in a rally

supporting a faculty action to improve salanies (in spring 2002) and in a work-1n-progress
concert 1n October

Final Reports Received

Over the past six months, the Creative Work Fund has received the following final
reports (listed in chronological order of their receipt)

¢ Lawrence Andrews (filmmaker collaborating with Cultural Odyssey)
Lawrence Andrews describes his film about the Medea Project’s theater workshop for
incarcerated women as a “hybnd narrative documentary that follows the lives of
several of the women inmates > He planned imtially to document the theater
workshop 1n prison and then follow the women’s lives after they were released from

jail The latter aspect “ .quickly became unfeasible due to the realities of the
women's lives ”

Andrews writes about this film’s being more of a documentary and less experimental
than his earlier works He made this artistic decision early on n the project because

he felt that the Medea Project’s work deserved a larger audience He writes with
some ambivalence about having made this choice, feeling that the film was both
unlike his earher works and not as mainstream 1n 1ts feel and approach as 1t might
have been to reach a wide audience The film has not received a commercial

broadcast opportunity (Andrews wntes of HBO as a potential venue), but has been
selected for and honored at a number of film festivals

Geoffrey Nwogu (traditional artist collaborating with the California Academy of
Sciences)

Nigenan artist Geoffrey Nwogu writes, “I want to thank you from the bottom of my
heart . Your Creative Art Funds program 1s such a life saving tool to artists like me
whose main purpose n hife 1s to create art in dignufied places and yet make it
accessible to the common man This exercise in sustenance of creative Jife, and
environment, edifies the creator, the creation, and his audience ”

The Califormia Academy estimates that 50,000 people saw Nwogu’s Mban (a
sculpted family of clay figures 1n a home) as a work-in-progress and finished piece
Whle 1t was challenging to be interrupted by the public when working, he also
reports that that interaction was the project’s most inspining part The project was
very unusual—the first time a Mban was built outside the border of Nigena—and
attracted audiences from as far away as Santa Barbara

One of the project’s greatest challenges was chemical In Nigena, a Mban 1s made of
clay from a crushed-up termite or anthill Here Nwogu was forced to use commercial
terra cotta clay, which “cracked like crazy” in the Academy’s ball where temperatures
were too warm for it to cure gradually Adding salt helped shightly Adding lemon
juice helped a bit more  One afternoon a visitor, observing Nwogu'’s frustrations, told
him about Adobe and how Native Amencans mixed hay into 1t before using 1t as a
butlding medium He recommended the synthetic fiber polypropylene to the sculptor
“Fhat 1dea of using fiber as a bonding agent in mud worked perfectly fine It made
my work much easter, and better The result was an unbelievable finish of perfectly
sincere sculpture pieces as good as those made with anthills ™

This project, the Creative Work Fund's first to be completed 1n traditional arts,
appears to have been highly successful and well-received by the pubhc

Margaret Crane (of Crane/Winet, collaborating media artists) and San
Francisco Camerawork

Long-time collaborators—wniter Margaret Crane and photographer Jon
Winet—collaborated on a multi-media installation, publication, and web site,
“Democracy The Last Campaign,” following and commenting on the 2000
elections Crane/Winet have followed several prior elections, but this was their
largest-scale election project Different editions of the installation were exhibited at
San Francisco Camerawork, Hallwalls Contemporary Art Center (Buffalo, New
York), and Intermedia Arts (Minneapolis, MN)
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In addition to an exhibit at San Francisco Camerawork, the artists produced outreach
events for this project including work with the League of Women Voters to promote
voter registration and get out the vote activities Two related public programs at
Camerawork—about altemative journalism’s coverage of the 2000 elections and a

journalist’s analysis of the campaigns—were well-attended, reaching many people
who had never before been to the photography gallery

The “Democracy The Last Campaign” exhibition earned very positive reviews in the
San Francisco Examiner, The San Francisco Bay Guardian, CitySearch com, Wired
News, and Art Issues—which called 1t “witty and sophisticated ” Perhaps most
impressive, one of the photographs was selected for the cover of Harper’s Magazine

From Camerawork’s perspective, Executive Director Marnie Gillette wnites, “Of
particular importance, was their installation involved using many technologies and

Camerawork’s mission has been expanded ‘to exhibit contemporary photography and
related technologies’™

Margaret Crane wrote, *“Both Jon and [ are commutted to working within our
historical moment We like to observe and participate 1n significant events and
explore the currents that flow beneath them It 1s important to both of us to make
work that reflects and comments on the process that effects our daily lives. Qur
culture offers up amazing matenal-—wonderful, despicable and everything 1n
between.” She closed her report  “In hindsight, we both wished we had budgeted

time and funds to continue with the project after the election We should have gone
to Flonda but who knew?”

Jon Sims Center for the Performing Arts (colaborating with opera composer
Carla Lucero)

Wuornos, an opera based on the life of convicted senal killer Aileen Wuornos, by
composer Carla Lucero, was the first full-length modern opera by a woman of color,
and was presented at Yerba Buena Center for the Arts with high production values
All parties worked hard but ulumately the collaborative relationship was tense; and,
for all the expense and time devoted to Wuornos, the opera was disappointing
artistically The Fund has yet to hear from the composer, but 1n November Jon Sims
Center Executive Director Charles Wilmoth reported candidly

The most difficult aspect of the collaboration was containing the ambitions of the
lead artist, Line Producer and Executive Producer Their doggedly aggressive
destre to launch the world premiere of Wuornos on a main stage with a fully
realized production lacked a tempered analysis of presenting an emerging
composer at a more modest and appropnate scale Though their equally
aggressive fundraising campaign was successful, 1t did not secure sufficient
audiences for such a large-scale and expensive production

Wuornos lost money for the Jon Sims Center Two major miscalculations contributed
to this loss [t was presented over the weekend of the Gay Pride Parade, with 1ts
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producers hoping to attract sigmficant out-of-town audiences for a lesbian work Thus
placed 1t in competition with many other low-cost and free cultural and social
opportumties Also, the producers set the ticket prices at a mid-range for
professionally produced opera—prices that were too high for 1ts target audiences

Nevertheless, Wuornos attracted significant press attention to the artists and to the
Center (including a mention last October 1n a cover story in USA Today after Aileen
Wuornos was executed) It pushed the Center to a new level of ambition and
contnibuted to its visibihty According to Wilmoth

“The most meaningful aspect of the project came with placing lesbian art about
lesbian hives on the cultural main stage The media attention that Wuornos
garnered did raise public awareness about Aileen’s tragic life and the attendant
tssues of the death penalty.. It was especially moving to encounter women
recovering from addiction and street prostitution who attended the free dress
rehearsal one sensed the empowerment and 1llumination that comes from

expeniencing one's life, probably for the very first time, as a worthy subject for art
making ”

Intersection for the Arts and jazz composer Marcus Shelby

While the budget restncted some of the coltaborators’ plans for an adaptation of The
Lights by Howard Korder, 1n most respects this was a very successful project
Marcus Shelby and Intersection for the Arts had an excellent collaborative
relationship and their partnership with ODC Theater, where they presented the work
(to reach a larger audience than would be possible at Intersection), was effective

The collaborators’ primary artistic disappointment was that they could not afford to
pay for the legal rights necessary to adapt the play to a contemporary setting 1n the
Mission District nor to add more dance pieces and onginal songs Therefore, as

Kevin Chin of Intersection explained, they ended up using the play as a vehicle,
rather than adapting it

Lead artist Marcus Shelby describes The Lights as “  the most enjoyable expenence
I've had to date as an artist ” The project gave him the opportunity to compose 1n a
new form  While he previously had created work for theatre, earlier projects had
culminated 1n recordings that accompanied the actors’ performances Shelby’s
orchestra played live for The Lights, “a dynamic sstuation” that included “conducting
the score and following the dialogue of the play sumultaneously.” The fimshed work
was a critical success, running for three weeks to sold-out houses In addition,
Intersection presented previews of the work to community groups including residents

of single room occupancy hotels and clients of Milestones, Larkin Street Youth
Center and Manon Residence for Women

Intersection noted 1n the budget summary that the orgamization had absorbed much of
the adminsstrative, marketing, and facility costs It was also truly appreciative
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“Without the support of the Creative Work Fund and the commitment to working
over the long-term with artists to bring new and nsky work into our community
we would not have been able to surpass our own goals ”

The Edible Schoolyard at Martin Luther King School (collaborating with visual
artist Ene Osteraas-Constable)

Marsha Guerrero, the new project coordinator for The Edible Schoolyard, reported,
“Ene chronicled the daily hife of students in the garden and kitchen classes with
hundreds of beautiful photographs that are 1n use to this day.” This project reached
beyond the school and students with exhibitions at such places as a popular local
supermarket “By exhibiting the work at the Berkeley Bowl| (supermarket), Ene
engaged people in a public, food-related context that heightened the viewers’

appreciation of the importance of art, and the social significance of food and eating,
in daily life "

Guerrero concluded her report “The project was beautifully presented, reflecting the
beauty and strength of fanulial food traditions ” The goal of the “Family Roots”
project had been to reflect the cultural diversity of King Middle Schoo! and facilitate
relationships between The Edible Schoolyard and more of the students’ families It
appears to have been successful at engaging more families 1n activities at the school

Native American Cultural Center (collaborating with poet Abena Songbird)
While lead artist Abena Songbird reported last Apnl on the development and
presentation of the collaborative on-line poem, “Rounddance,” Andrew Brother Elk’s
(a board member’s) report from the orgamzation’s pont of view armived 1n August

As was suggested 1n the artist’s report, this project was challenged by the departure of
the Native Amernican Cultural Center’s executive director and as a partnership
between a young, inexpenenced artist and an under-developed orgamzation Brother
Elk reports 1n the future the Center would “collaborate with artists that are more
organmized and successful at communication ™

Brother Elk ponts out that the project’s focus changed from creating an on-line poem
to an emphasis on the production of a CD-ROM He mentions that the board of the
Cultural Center had wanted to explore a new artform (online collaborative poetry) in
an indigenous context, thereby linking modem individuals to the ancient tribal
artform of the communuty story He found 1t gratifying to see the idea tried He also
pointed out that many Native writers contnibuted beautiful lines to “Rounddance ”

Thus grant was one of the smallest awarded to date by the Creative Work Fund
($15,000) and the concept of fostering an on-line story among Native artists around
the country stood up well in circumstances that were not 1deal

Roberto Borrell (traditiona!l artist collaborating with SOMARTS)
Cuban musician and dancer Roberto Borrell reported briefly on his well-received
“Roots of Timba” project with the South of Market Cultural Center The finished

work was a two and a half hour long music and dance presentation of the historical
evolution of Cuban music, demonstrating influences from France, Spain, and Africa

More than ten different ensembles performed (many composed of the same musicians
in different combinations)

It appears that Borrell and his musical colleagues—particularly Tregar Otton—were
the ones who were collaborating, with SOMARTS providing a modest but essential
level of administrative support  The exchange of musical and choreographic 1deas
among the artists (1including several who came from Cuba for the performances) was
deep and profound The project’s most challenging aspect (and unexpected expenses)
stemmed from problems with securing visas for the Cuban artists

Having attended one of these performances, 1 can report that SOMARTS was packed
and the event was well-received by its audience The staged presentation culminated
with a dance party that extended late into the night Borrell reports that the project

was along the same lines as others he had produced, but was *“the first time I put live
music and dance together 1n such a scale "

Valerie Soe and the Ruth Asawa Fund (collaborating on a media arts project)
As Ruth Asawa 1s frail, Valene Soe completed both the artist’s and the orgamzation’s
final reports about “Each One Teach One,” a 30-minute film about development of
the innovative arts program at Alvarado School 1n San Francisco

The original proposal planned to focus on six women—parents of children at the
school who were also artists and volunteer art teachers. Ultimately 1t focused more
on Ruth Asawa, the central visionary behind the other parent/artists’ efforts Valene
Soe and Ruth Asawa made creative decisions together about who to interview and
what matenal to cover and Ruth set up shooting opportunities in her garden (¢lose to
the school) and on the campus (where her son now runs a ceramics studio)

Soe reports that the project allowed her to create her first long-form documentary, and
to work with excellent filming and sound equipment She 1s known for a video art
style that has a rough “hand-made” look While her deliberate informality carned
over to this project, “Each One Teach One” also has considerable pohish

The project took longer than anticipated and the artist reports, “If I were to do a
simtlar project I would try not to have a baby dunng the process!” Ultimately Soe
and Asawa created a high-quality prece that documents an important story about how

over thirty years parent involvement can make an ordinary public school into
somethtng extraordinary.

Gloria Frym and Community Works (collaborating on a literary project)

Final reports from both the lead artist and orgamzation were recetved in January
2003 Commumty Works focused its part of the report on the students’ engagement
in the project Seventeen students read the novel Tess of the d 'Urbervilles with their
English teacher fudy Bebelalar and writer Gloria Frym A group varying from six to
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eight members then participated twice a week in an in-depth after school salon Most
of the students were jumors and the group was very diverse racially and culturally.
Community Works’ Executive Director Ruth Morgan reports that the most successful
aspect of the project was these students’ “rare opportunity to work closely with an
exemplary artist/writer ”’ While both the organization and the arust believe that the
project was too ambitious to complete in a single school year (as onginally proposed),
the depth of the students’ engagement 1n advising the wnter and analyzing the work
was moving and important to the wnter and organization

Once the class and salon were finished, 1t took the wnter two additional years to
complete the novel The wnter mentions several personal and professional 1ssues that
interfered with the project, but that her “biggest challenge was deciding, after much
experimentation, to abandon the multiple point of view approach ” She also
mentioned that 1t was difficult to keep wniting after the school salon ended because
the students had been her informants and inspiration for the piece “Fortunately
Community Works made photographic portraits of many of them, the contact sheets
of which are posted by my desk In particular, one female student became the
physical prototype of my main character Rose.” Frym also discusses the project’s
significance as her first novel “As a poet and short story wniter, I learned about
carrying narrative through time ™

In spite of this project’s very late completion, the artist’s and organmization’s working

relationship was excellent and their deep respect for one another shines through the
reports

E.G. Crichton and Kim Anno (visual artists collaborating with the Gay and
Lesbian Historical Society)

“Lost and Found” was a multi-med:a installation exploring the history of middle class
and low-income lesbian women 1n the Bay Area. It incorporated an interactive web
site, a large, cloth-bound artist book, a satirical mixed media installation of “lesbian
hair,” clothing displays, photographs, maps, a sculptural video book, and other works
Of its many parts, the artists felt the web site was the least successful

As onginally proposed, it was exhibited at the Center for Sexual Diversity (formerly
the Gay and Lesbian Historical Society) and at the San Francisco Public Library An
unexpected opportunity arose for the artists to also develop and display work on this
theme at the Richmond Health Center There they achieved a remarkable level of
community engagement 1n and enthusiasm. “Working in Richmond, a city relatively
untouched by Gay Liberation, was incredibly moving and inspinng  We met amazing
and courageous people we wouldn’t normally encounter, and felt that our project

actually was able to make a difference in terms of mediating tensions around
homophobia ™

While the artists were pleased with public response to the project, including excellent
press coverage, they were disappointed by their collaboration with their sponsoring
organization, whose involvement was mimimal Nevertheless, the artists benefitted
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from access to the Society’s archival holdings and will be donating the new archival
matenals they uncovered to the Society

E G. Crichton reports, “Each form we took on was a new expenence because 1t had to fit
a specific public context This was a joy for us both of us most of the time " Also, for
her collaborator Kim Anno, many of the media they used were new and very exciting

Overview of Project Finances

In reviewing final reports for project funded and completed to date, the Jon Sims Center’s
opera, created with Carla Lucero, has been the most costly project, with total expenses of
$295,070 The least expensive project has been Creativity Explored “Animals in the
Natural Environment,” a mural at Laguna Honda Hospatal, costing $13,500

An overview of expenses for 55 completed projects 1s enclosed Current average figures
for all disciplines are

Completed Projects in All Disciplines

Average total project costs  $61,913 (Median project costs are $45,000)
Average Creative Work Fund grant $30,574

Average total artists fees paid  $27,557

Average lead artist fees paid  $9,038

In companing total costs by art form, performing arts projects have been the most
expensive with average costs for 19 completed projects of $91,002 Other disciplines (1n
descending order of average total project costs) have been

» Visual arts (22 completed projects) averaging $53,606

¢ Traditional arts (1 completed project) averaging $36,290
¢ Literary arts (7 completed projects) averaging $32,787

o Media arts (6 completed projects) averaging $31,106

Detaited information for all projects funded, all projects completed, and all projects
broken out by art form are included tn the appendix The most dramatic shufts
demonstrated 1n these documents during the past six months are the increase 1n the total
costs for performing arts projects (by an average of nearly $10,000 per project), and the
increase 1n lead artist fees by nearly $1,000 The trend toward increasing project costs
may lead the Fund to reconsider increasing the optimum grant size tn the future The
trend toward higher fees for lead artists 1s good to see 1n general we’ve been
disappointed by the amounts artists have paid themselves to manage ambitious projects

Creative Work Fund Budget and Actual Statements

Because the Creative Work Fund’s annual “cycle” begins and ends 1n the summer, staff
has found 1t useful to work from a July 1-June 30 fiscal year Each fiscal year represents
the costs for announcing, selecting, and awarding a set of grants (usually n two broadly-
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defined genres) Such a budget and financial statement 15 included 1n the appendix as
“Creative Work Fund Budget/Actual 1999-2004

However, to mesh the Fund’s budget with the Walter and Elise Haas Fund’s financial
reporting, staff also has kept a calendar year budget and actual report In conversations
with Susan Clark earlier this year, 1t seemed that the Columbia Foundation would benefit
from seeing this yearly statement, so for the first time an annual statement for 2002 1s

included 1n the appendix (“Creative Work Fund Budget/Actual 2002™) as is an annual
budget for calendar year 2003.

Income

In 1999, the four contnbuting foundations began a new cycle of $150,000 awards to the
Creative Work Fund Three of the foundations (all but the Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr
Fund) commutted at that time to five years of support at $150,000 each Sylvia Yee
informed the Fund that the Haas Jr Fund did not award any grants for longer than three
consecutive years and that the Haas, Jr Fund would need to re-evaluate 1ts support in the
final two years of the five year cycle The Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr Fund's three year

award came to an end in the rmddle of 2002* 1t awarded a fourth year of support to the
Fund later that year.

When the Fund was oniginally created, ail partners agreed that the Walter and Elise Haas
Fund would manage 1t and that the others would pitch 1n to assist with administrative
duties While all of the partners have been helpful (lending staff for key events, allowing
the Fund to use office and meeting space, etc ), 1t became obvious that the Walter and
Elise Haas Fund’s administration of the Fund was more taxing than oniginally imagined
Therefore, at the suggestion of Peter Haas, beginning 1in 2000-01, the Columbia
Foundation, Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr Fund, and Minam and Peter Haas Fund began
awarding an additional $5,000 to the Creative Work Fund annually toward the Walter and
Elise Haas Fund’s adminstrative costs  All four partners contributed the $5,000 that first
year. The Columbia Foundation did not award the additional $5,000 1n 2001-02 Staff
has talked to Susan Clark about this and she has asked for another wnitten proposal

clanfying the multi-year nature of the commitment Creative Work Fund staff will
submit that request to the Columbia Foundation this month

Attorneys’ Fees in 2002

In 2002 the Creative Work Fund consulted with Silk, Adler and Colvin about how to
appropnately endow the Creative Work Fund as a separate entity Two bills were
recerved from the law firm for this consultation—the first for $8,000 and the second for
$11,149 57 The bull for $8,000 was paid by the Creative Work Fund (out of the $5,000
administrative grants from the three family foundations) The Walter and Elise Haas
Fund paid the $5,149 57 balance As a one-time contribution toward this unusual
expense, the Columbia Foundation, Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr Fund and Minam and
Peter Haas Fund each contributed $1,000 These $1,000 contributions partiaily

reimbursed the Walter and Elise Haas Fund for paying this bill and do not appear in the
Creative Work Fund financial statements
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In most years, the $35,000 contnbutions from the three foundations will pay for temporary
staff and partially support the salary for Frances Phullips’s assistant In 2001-02 (and CY

2002), because of the unusual attorney’s bill, only $7,000 went toward temporary
assistants and staff salanes

Other points to observe about the 2002 statement and 2003 budget include

One grant awarded 1n 2001 (to American Indian Contemporary Arts) was not paid
until 2002 because the organization contact had been 11l and unable to work on the
memorandum of understanding

Two grants awarded 1n 2002 were not paid  As discussed above, changes at the
Magnes Museum have worried the artists who have not completed the memorandum
of understanding Kitka also has not completed 1ts memorandum because 1ts
collaborating composer has been traveling in the Australian outback

Grants awarded 1n 2002 came 1n shghtly under budget (an unusual situation) because
one of the projects the panel chose only requested $15,000 Whule this left some
budgeted funds uncommutted, the amount left over was not enough to fully fund an
additional project, so the money was forwarded into the 2003 grants budget

As mentioned above, traditional artists selected 1n 2002 to submut full proposals are
eligible for $500 mini-grants to document their works As of the end of 2002, only
one organization had requested 1ts mini-grant Additional mini-grants are being paid
out of the 2003 budget

Staff shifted funds budgeted for a publication into costs for enhancing and expanding
the web site

Beginning in fall 2002, based on researching fees paid by other foundations, staff
raised panelists® honorana from $500 to $750

Travel costs have nisen 1n 2001 and 2002

Several of the projects that Dnscoll and Horton (the Fund’s publicists) planned to
publicize 1n 2002 were postponed or inappropnate Scott Horton assisted fabric artist
Ellen Oppenheimer with the dedication of four new quilts in Qakland branch hbranes
and worked with Laetitia Sonamu and the Tinkers Workshop on their opening at New
Langton Arts but other plans fell through (keeping publicity expenses low) In 2003,
they plan to work on more activities the Poor Magazine book launch, the Z Space
Studio’s Jonestown research, Body Positive and Birgit Gehrt’s garment sculptures,
Claudia Bernard:’s collaboration with Kimi Okada and ODC, Kutka’s “futunistic folk
opera” developed n collaboratton with Ellen Sebastian Chang, and Gilbert
Blacksmith’s workshops in regalia making for Native American youth They also
will assist with announcing the project grants awarded in June 2003

The television and VCR in the upstairs conference room are not working well and
staff has budgeted some funds for equipment purchase to replace them in 2003

Other funds at One Lombard may choose to participate in this expense
