Among other places where ap-
plications may be secured Area ma-
rine dealers, power squadron of-
fioials, Coast Guard Auxiliary of-
ficlals and other clvic organiza-
tions.

The new numbers would provide
an excellent .meéans of identifying
boats, especially during hurricanes
when hoats break from thelr moor-
inga.

President Kennedy apparently
does not plan to make any great
changes in the methods he has
ussd to get his programs through
Congress. But circumatances may
fores him to depart from the quilet
pressure of his firat year In office.

One of them la the death of
SBam Rayburn, Speaker of the
House, and the choloe of Repre-
pentative John McCormack of
Massachusetts to succeed him in
that sensitive post. McCormack
has many capabllities, but he is
nelther a Jong-time friend of Ken-
nedy nor is he completely dedicat-

McCormacik is not likely to pro-

Novel Detalls

The details of a manned lunar
landing -are visualized as follows:

Thess two vehicles
will leave the surface of the earth

per second and- will reach the
vicinity of the moon In about 70
hours, - The precise transit time
I8 related directly to the cut-off
velocity. The vehiclea on epproach
to the moon will. decelerats by
about 3,000 feet per second and
go into a circular orbit at a lunar

The vehiclea will then rendezvous
In orbit around the moon and a
man will be transferred from the
Apollo craft to the shuttle,

It is asgumed that a complete
reconnaissance will be made to find
the most Ukely landing place on
the moon. When the man is ready
to go the shuttle must go from
a circular orbit to an elliptical
one — a speed of 200 feet per
second will be used for this mane-
uver. When the vehicle reaches
its ~“peri-cynthean” sititude of
about 100 miles the powered land-
ing J)hlae will begin to deatroy
the 6,000 feet per second of down-
ward velocity., In this fashion the
shuttle will land & man on the
moon.

After an Intensive exploration of
the lunar surface the man will take
off from the surface of the maoon,
accelerate to about 6000 feet per
second to'get back into a circular
orbit.
