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Eviction May Force Thrift 
Shop To Close

The Council Thrift Shop, a 
long time labor of love for the 
Rhode Island section of th~ 
National Council of Jewish 
Women, has been served with an 
eviction notice. 

The building and land at 392 
Cranston Street has been sold to 
the City of Providence. City offi­
cials said this week that the par­
cel will be used for non-profit 
housing. The shop has been 
given an extension until Decem­
ber 1, during which time the 
Council does not have to pay 
rent, Thomas Moses, the director 
of planning and development, 
said. 

But long-time members of the 
Council fear that the shop, which 
has been a fund-raising operation 
for over 50 years, will be forced 
to close. "The rents are just pro­
hibitive out there," Barabara 
Long, the chairwoman in charge 
of the store, said. 

The shop originally opened on 
Westminster Street and was 
staffed by Council members on a 
full-time basis. Long credits the 
early success of the shop to the 
work of many council members 

including Cele Lowe, 88, and 
Celia Adler, 90, both of Provi­
dence. Both women remain ac­
tive members today. 

In the old days, Long sa•d, the 
shop would take donations up to 
$20 worth of merchandise and, 
in return, the Council would 
throw an annual bash and fash­
ion show at the Rhodes on Paw­
tuxet. "It was the event of the 
year," Long said. "Everyone was 
there." 

After years on Westminster, 
the shop moved to Brook Street 
on the East Side. Break-ins and 
vandalism forced a move to Ives 
Street. From there they moved to 
lower Cranston street where a 
fire gutted the building 16 years 
ago. The shop has been housed at 
392 Cranston Street ever since. 

Boxed in between store-front 
churches, check cashing joints 
and colorful meat market signs, 
the shop is a nondescript red 
brick building with red boards 
covering all the windows. 
Painted graffitt, adorns one wall. 

But inside is a colorful menan­
gerie of double knit slacks, ice 
skates, books, tables, trinkets

American Jewish Congress 
Seeks To Testify In First 
Amendment Case

The American Jewish 
Congress has asked a Federal 
Court judge for permission to 
participate as a " friend of the 
court" in a legal action brought 
against the Providence School 
District. 

A lawsuit filed last spring by 
Daniel Weisman, 42, of Provi­
dence, and the American Civil 
Liberties Union, alleges the dis­
trict violated constitutional bans 
on prayer in public schools. 
Weisman, a Rhode Island Col­
lege professor, filed wit over the 
performance of an invocation 
and benediction at his daughter 
Deborah's graduation ceremony 
from the Nathan Bishop Middle 
School. 

The invocation, he says, was 
performed in a school function 
and on school property and as 
such, violates the separation of 
church and state as guaranteed 
by the first amendment. 

The case, which is still pend­
ing, is believed to be the first 
such challenge in Rhode Island 
and a decision would likely affect 
all schools in the state. 

The school district ack.nowl• 
edges the invocation was read 
and that others have been recited 
in the past, but deny that it vio­
lates the constitution. 

And in an ironic twist, the in­
vocation that spurred the suit 
was performed by Rabbi Leslie 

Gutterman of the reform Temple 
Beth-El. Weisman is also Jewish 
(see story page one) and was 
raised in Brooklyn, N.Y. The 
suit, and the subsequent action 
by the AJC, has caused some un­
certainty among Rhode Island 
rabbis, some of who perform 
public invocations. 

The AJC filed the amicus cu­
riae brief last week. If granted, 
they would be allowed, in an ad­
visors capacity, to provide testi­
mony and evidence on relevant 
issues during the case. The orga­
nization has participated in simi­
lar battles around the country 
and their action would be in sup­
port of Weisman. 

Before filing, they asked for 
and received the full consent of 
the Jewish Federation of Rhode 
Island. Elliot Cohan, the Federa­
tion executive director, ,said "the 
Federation does not condone 
and will not support violations of 
the Establishment Clause. 

"We don't claim to speak for 
the entire Jewish community, 
just the organized portion that is 
the Federation," he said. 

But area rabbis are not sure 
whether they go along with the 
stance of the Federation. 

Rabbi George Astracham, the 
chairman of the Rhode Island 
Council of Rabbis, said the Fed­
eration's action was presented to 
the council at their last meeting

In August, nine Rhode Islanders 

spent six days on a jaunt through 
Israel. They weren't tourists and 
they weren't visiting family. They 
were volunteers from the Jewish 
Federation ofR.l. with a mission· to 
become better fundraisers . 

Fundraising and travelling may 
seem miles apart from one another 
and, physically speaking, they are. 
But this mission was designed with 
the conviction that, by visiting the 

sights to which Federation and 
United Jewish Appeal (UJA) funds 
go, solicitors would develop a much 
more personal commitment to fund­
raising and thus become better so­
licitors. 

Fifty-two percent of Federation 
monies go to Israel, lending support 
to programs concerning Immigra­
tion and Absorption, Rural Settle­
ment, Youth Aliyah, Education and 
Renewal and Development. The 
1989/90 UJ A budget has been cut 

by nearly 30%. All but the Immi­
gration and Absorption programs 
have undergone cuts, making fund­
raising a more imminent necessity. 

The mission's six-page itinerary 
was jam-packed with activi ties 
pertaining to these five areas. These 
activities ranged from planting trees, 
to visiting a Youth Aliyah Village, 
to meeting with a Palestinian repre­
sentative.

Reaction Varied, But 
Family Determined

Daniel Weisman's court action 
against the Providence School 
District provoked varied reac­
tions from friends and relatives, 
and from total strangers as well. 

Weisman filed last June in 
Federal Court claiming that an 
invocation and benediction read 

·at his daughter Deborah's gradu­
ation ceremony, violated the first 
amendment of the constitution. 
The suit is still pending. 

Most noteworthy, he says, was 
the feedback from Deborah 
Weisman's classmates at the 
Nathan Bishop Middle School. 
(She now attends Classical High 
School and the law suit has been 
modified to include that school.) 
Some students disagreed with 
the suit, but all of them seemed 
respectful and took the issue seri­
ously, Daniel Weisman said. 
"There was no abuse at all, not 
from a single kid." 

Unfortunately, the same can­
not be said of the adults. Several 
days after Weisman's name hit 
the airwaves, he received letters 
filled with anti-Semitic rhetoric 
and several threatening phone 
calls as weH. 

There were many others who 
admired his actions, but there 
was also some confusion among 
his friends and other Jews as 
well. One man approached him 
and asked, "What's wrong with 
you? You had the rabbi, what 
else did you want?" The state-

ment was in reference to Rabbi 
Leslie Gutterman who per­
formed the invocation at Nathan 
Bishop Middle School. 

"This was not an issue of equal 
time for Judaism," Weisman 
said recently in an interview 
from his home on the East Side 
of Providence. "Separation of 
church and state is the law of the 
land and most people don't ap­
preciate that." 

At least one person warned 
that it's not safe for Jews to raise 
public issues like this because of 
the threat of anti-Semitism. 

"That's ridiculous, I cannot 
bar myself from public participa­
tion, I couldn't live life like that," 
he said. 

Weisman, who is not reli­
gious, feels such invocations -
no matter how benign - are 
wrong; in part because of that 
sense that a majority is imposing 
their will on a minority, or in this 
case, on eighth grade students. 
"It's a serious issue, I don't think 
it's trivial at all," he said. 

The higher courts seem to 
agree and have ruled similar in­
vocations unconstitutional in 
other states. 

And he concedes his gut level 
reaction to the issue probably 
was inspired by his sense of his 
own Jewishness, and an aware­
ness of historical persecution. "I 
probably responded as a Jew," he 
said. "I can't separate it. 

"If I was a really religious per-

son, I wouldn't like it either; I 
would expect to have my reli­
gion," in the appropriate place 
for it, he added. 

A professor of social work at 
Rhode Island College, Weisman 
grew up in Brooklyn. From an 
early age, he said, his parents in­
stilled in him a sense of Judaism 
as a belief in social justice. As a 
teenager he was involved in the 
civil-rights movement - "be­
fore it was fashionable to do 
that," he said. 

He studied at City College of 
New York and eventually re­
ceived a PHD from Rutgers Uni­
versity. 

Several years ago, on the eve of 
an important Jewish holiday, 
one of his daughters expressed 
some innocent puzzlement as to 
what the whole thing was about. 
"I said to myself, 'Uh oh, this is a 
problem'," he said. 

The prospect of his daughters 
growing up with no Jewish iden­
tity was troubling to him, and he 
had always remained unaffili­
ated from synagogues and other 
organizations. So for the next 
several years, as a family project, 
he researched the moral impera­
tives of the Jewish tradition 
throughout the ages and shared 
them with his family. 

His wife, Vivian. is the assis­
tant director of the Rhode Island 
Jewish Community Center. He 
has another daughter. Mcrith. 
who attends high school, and the 
family has a dog named Issac.

Domestic Issues High Former Nazi

On The Agenda For NJCRAC

NEW YORK (!TA) - The 

Rabbinical Council of the Syrian 
and Near Eastern Jewish Com­
munity will no longer perform 
any marriage without medical 
proof that both parties don't 
have AIDS. 

The Brooklyn-based council is 
the first rabbinical authority to 
impose such a regulation, but 
speculated that others would fol­
low suit. 

The regulation , which went 
into effect September I , requires 
a doctor's letter stating that the 
bride and groom have tested neg­
al ive for Acquired Immune Defi­
ciency Syndrome before Sephar­
dic rabbis will consider perform­
ing the ceremony. 

Spokesmen for the Orthodox, 
Conservati ve. Reform and Re­
constructionist rabbinical or­
ganizations told the Jewish Tele­
graphic Agency that they ha ve no 
such regulation, although some 
were aware of the ground-break­
ing policy. 

Rabbi Joel Myers. executi ve 
director of the Conservative 
Rabbinical Assembly, said the 
Sephardic rabbis "are showing 
concern for the safety of their 
community" and called the regu­
lation "an extreme measure to 
prevent people from unknowing­
ly contracting AIDS." 

Myers said that, although he 
would personally not officiate at 
the wedding of an AIDS victim, 
the decision would be up to indi­
vidual consciences among his 
colleagues. 

He predicted that rabbinic 
policies would change on a large 
scale only if state marriage Ii-

cense laws change. 
Rabbi Hanania Elbaz, a board 

member of the Sephardic rabbis 
council , told JTA that the regula­
tion was adopted as a preventi ve 
measure, and not a healing 
method. He denied any signifi­
cant outbreak of AIDS in the 
community. Elbaz said the coun­
cil was prompted by rising statis­
tics of AIDS cases, and projec­
tions that 2,000,000 Americans 
will have AIDS by the year 2000. 

Sephardic rabbis are known to 
be particularl y st ringent. Elbaz 
says his community hasn't ac­
cepted any converts si nce 1935, 
when the rabbinate decreed that 
the community may not marry 
them, permit them to join syna­
gogues or bury them in Jewish 
cemeteries. This includes con­
verts who underwent Orthodox 
procedures. 

Elbaz speculates that the Cath· 
olic clergy is considering adopt· 
ing a similar position on AIDS 
testing, and he is dismayed that 
more Jews have not done so. 

The New York Archdiocese 
told JTA that Catholic priests 
abide by state regulations, which 
do not require any medical docu­
mentation. The New York state 
legislature abolished the require­
ment of blood tests in I 985. 

Rabbi Hersh Gi nsberg, of the 
Union of Orthodox Rabbis, said 
.. There are no laws in the Jewish 
religion that state such testing is 
necessary," and said there are no 
plans at 1h1s time to implement 
an AIDS policy. 

Rabbi Max Schreier, of the Or­
thodox Rabbinical Cou ncil of 
America, said hi s organization

community agencies nationwide 
wi ll be asked to put a high prior­
ity in the coming year on Cath­
olic-Jewish relations, Arab­
American propaganda and con­
gressional passage of a ch ild-care 
bill fo r working mothers. 

Those issues are among some 
35 areas of concern covered in 
the 1989-90 Joint Program Plan 
for Jewish Com munity Rela­
tions, issued by the National 
Jewish Com munity Relations 
Advisory Council. 

Other issues in the plan in­
clude Soviet Jewish resettlement, 
Sout h African apartheid, chu rch­
stale separation and homeless­
ness. 

The plan , issued every fall 
since 1955, is considered an 
overall policy blueprint fo r Jew­
ish organizations under the 
council's umbrella, expressing a 
broad American Jewish consen­
sus on the mai n issues of the day. 

"These are the gut issues that 
wi ll energize the com munity rt· 
lations field in the year ahead," 
Albert Chemin, executive vice 
chainnan of the advisory cou n­
cil, sa id at a news conference 
where this year's plan was re­
leased. 

The cou nci l, commonly 
known by the acronym NJCRAC, 
coordinates the policies and av 
tivities of 11 national organiza. 
tions and 117 local councils in­
volved in intergroup relations . 

NJCRAC constituents include 
such welt-known Jewish .. de­
fense agencies" as the American 
Jewish Congress, American Jew­
ish Committee and the Anti­
Defamation League of B'nai 
B'rith, along with the three prin­
cipal U.S. synagogue federations, 
several national groups. such as

NJCRAC officials said the 
joint Program Plan is distilled 
out of positions adopted at the 
council's national plenary meet­
ing in February. The final 80-
page document released here was 
the result of discussions and re­
finements adopted over the in­
tervening months by affiliates 
around the country, they said. 

The end product is a docu­
ment that combines a detailed 
agenda on specifically Jewish 
interests with an upda1ed but 
strikingly clear restatement of 
the Jewish community's tradi­
tional liberalism on domestic 
U.S. issues. 

.. Jewish communi1y relations 
activities." the document says in 
its introduction, "are directed 
toward protecting" the condi­
tions needed for the "continuity 
and well-being of the Jewish 
comm unity ... 

That means a broad range of 
social programs usually associ­
a1ed with the liberal agenda, the 
plan continues, including "dem­
ocratic pluralism," "the wall of 
separation between church and 
state," and "equal rights, justice 
and opportunity ... 

It also means detailed strate­
gics for com munity action in 
such areas as the Middle East 
peace process, U.S.-Soviet rela­
tions and Soviet Jewish rights, 
anns conirol, housing and home­
lessness, anti-Semitism, black­
Jewish relations and raising the 
national minimum wage. 

New to the plan this year are a 
call for the Jewish community 10 
begi n working toward universal 
health care in the United States

JERUSALEM (!TA) - Otto 

Skorzeny, one of the wiliest and 
most dangerous Nazis, once 
worked for lhe Mossad. Israel's 
secret intelligence agency, ac­
cording to an article that will 
appear in Malara, a monthly 
devoted to weaponry and intelli­
gence. 

According to the editor, 
Amnon Kave, the fonner Waffen 
SS colonel helped Israel end the 
collaboration of Nazi scientists 
wi th Egypt in the early 1960s. 

The Mossad was convinced in 
1963 that German scien1i sts -
unregenerate Nazis desiring ls­
raers destruction - were help­
ing Egypt build rockets and other 
weapons to attack Israel. 

Based on that rationale, a high­
level decision was taken to em­
ploy Skorzeny, whose legendary 
exploits made him a powerful 
and influential figure in post-war 
Nazi circles. 

Skorzeny, once dubbed " the 
most dangerous man in Europe," 
was then li ving in Spain. Accord· 
ing to the art icle, Mossad agents 
secured an invitation to his 
heavily guarded villa in Madrid 
in 1963, and after a sumptuous 
all-night dinner and breakfast 
persuaded Skorzeny to convince 
the Nazis working for Egypt to 
abandon their projects. 

The result was that Skorzeny 
summ oned to Spain a fonner 
soldier of his command then 
working in Egypt. 

He introduced the two Mossad 
agents - who were posing at 
NATO officers - as his friends, 
explaining 1ha1 NATO was very 
interested in details of the weap­
ons project in Egypt. According

Despite Misgivings, 
Jewish Groups Backing 

Change in Refugee Policy

WASHINGTON (JTA) -
U.S. Jewish groups are generally 
supporting the Bush ad mini stra­
tion's decision to process all 
Soviet refugees in Moscow, 
rather than Rome or Vienna, but 
they find many flaws with the 
October I start-up date. 

The new policy should save 
Jewish relief agencies millions of 
dollars spen t on housing Soviet 
Jews in Rome while they await 
permission to enter the United 
States as refugees. 

It will also likely bring an end 
to the government's practice of 
denying refugee status to some 
Soviet Jews, which has been 
harshly criticized by some mem­
bers of Congress as a betrayal of 
the longstanding U.S. pledge to 
help rescue Soviet Jewry. 

That practice began last Sep­
tember, when Edwin Meese. who 
was attorney general at the time, 
issued a directive ordering the 
Immigration and Naturalization 
Service to no longer grant refu­
gee status automatically to 
Soviet Jewish applicants. 

Since then. a fifth of all Soviet 
Jews applying for refugee status 
have been refused, on average. 

Both houses of Congress have 
now passed legislation that 
would give Soviet Jews, Evan­
gelicals and various Indochinese 
nationals the presumption ofbe-

ing entitled t0 refugee status, al­
though it has not yet been ap­
proved in final form. 

Under the Refugee Act of 
J 980, refugee status is accorded 
to those who can demonstrate a 
"well-founded fear of perse­
cution" in the country of their 
origin. Those granted refugee 
status automatically receive U.S. 
government funds for transpor­
tation and initial resettlement. 

Theoretically. Jewish groups 
could have paid for those refused 
refugee status to fly to the Un ited 
States, where they could enter as 
"parolees" and likely become 
regular immigrants. 

But the groups did not wa nt to 
··put our consent on a phony 
system." ex plained Mark Tali s­
man, Washington representati ve 
of the Council of Jewish Feder­
ations. 

The groups also were con· 
cerned that Bush administration 
officials would deny refugee sta­
tus to an even larger percentage 
of Soviet Jews, if they thought 
private groups would pay the 
cost to transpon emigres waiting 
in Rome to the United States. 

The cat-a nd-mouse game now 
appears about to end . Attorney 
Genera l Dick Thorbaurgh issued 
a d1rect1ve that orders his INS

WASHINGTON (JTA)- When 
some 200 members of Agudath 
Israel of America met with 20 
congressional leaders and nine 
top administration officials re­
cently: 

Seven out of 12 senators made 
pro-Israel statements; one spoke 
in support of Soviet Jewry; an­
other called for the repeal of the 
U.N.'s "Zionism equals racism" 
resolution; and another called for 
limits on the U.S. dialogue with 
the Palestine Liberation Organ­
ization. 

On the administration side, 
Vice President Dan Quayle 
asked for help on a national child 
care bill ; the attorney general en­
listed support for his pro-life 
agenda; the president's chief of 
staff promised hi s help on an 
asbestos clean up act; and first 
lady Barbara Bush saluted the 
group's adherence to "family 
values." 

And on the purely " hamish" 
side, two officials spoke Yiddish; 
one senator blessed them in 
Hebrew; and one congressman 
wore a yarmulke as he announced 
his plans for a national kashrut 
bill. 

In all, it was a day-long display 
that stunned Agudah leaders and 
observers alike, both in the range 
of topics covered and in the will­
ingness of top officials to meet 
with a group representing a 
minority of American Jewry -
its Orthodox branch.

Tear Gas 
Protested

JERUSALEM (JTA) - The 

Civil Rights Association has 
asked the Israel Defense Force to 
investigate the alleged unauthor­
ized use of tear gas by soldiers 
against students at a girls' high 
school in the West Bank town of 
Halhoul on September 5. 

About 250 girls became ill 
from gas inhalation, the associa­
tion stated in a letter to Gen. 
Yitzhak Mordechai, commander 
of the central sector, which in­
cludes the West Bank. 

Several dozen of the students 
were seriously affected, the letter 
said, and many more were thrown 
into panic by rumors that the gas 
would make them infertile. 

The letter also charged that the 
soldiers used obscene language. 

An IDF spokesman said the 
soldiers fired tear gas only after 
the girls rioted and threw stones 
into the main road of the town. 

The spokesman said no more 
than 20 of the students suffered 
from gas inhalation, and that 
they were treated at a local hospi­
tal and sent home. 

The spokesman also denied 
that the gas could affect fertility , 
saying it was approved by the 
army's chief medical officer. 

Nevertheless, IDF Chief of 
Staff Gen. Dan Shomron took 
the unusual step this week of re­
minding his troops to exercise 
restraint in the use of force . 

A memorandum distributed to 
soldiers serving in the West Bank 
and Gaza Strip stressed that force 
may be used only when neces­
sary to accomplish a certain mis­
sion and never as a punitive 
measure.

The United States Holocaust 
Museum 
Craft That Saved 1,400 
Lives Will Be Part Of 
Permanent Exhibition

WASHINGTON, D.C. - El­

sinore, a coastal fishing town in 
Denmark, is the location of 
Kronberg Castle, scene ofShakes­
peare's Hamiel. This picturesque 
town was also the scene of a 
modern-day drama - under the 
cover of night in late 1943. From 
the dark beaches of Elsinore, 
hundreds of Danish Jews were 
smuggled to safety in Sweden by 
their fellow Danes. 

The Elsinore operation was 
part of a major rescue mission , 
one of the rare organized rescue 
efforts during the Holocaust. 
Hundreds of Danes from all lev­
els of society worked successfully 

to rescue 7,200 Danish Jews -
more than 90 percent of the Dan­
ish Jewish community. The res­
cue was carried out in October 
and November 1943 in response 
to a leaked secret order from Ber­
lin for the deportation of the 
entire Danish Jewish population 
to Eastern Europe, where the 
Nazi killing centers were work­
ing to capacity to exterminate 
the Jews of Europe. 

And now, the "02," a motor 
boat that shuttled 700 Jews and 
700 Danish resistance fighters to 
freedom - more than any other 
vessel in the secret and danger­
ous rescue operation - will be 
permanently docked at the 
United States Holocaust Memo­
rial Museum, currently under 
construction in Washington, 
D.C., and scheduled to open in

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Chazon: A Vision of the Future

What does Judaism have to 
say about sex? 

That depends on whom you 
ask. And the varying responses 
will likely be impassioned, criti­
cal and sometimes explosive. 

Last week, a visiting rabbi told 
a group of Brown University stu­
dents that Jews must rethink 
their traditional ethics and feel­
ings in light of the changing 
norms of the secular world. 

The discussion was entitled 
"Redefining a Jewish Sexual 
Ethic" and was presented by Re­
constructionist Rabbi David A. 
Teutsch. 

Earnest, bearded and seeking 
new recruits for the Reconstruc­
tionist Rabbinical College in 
Philadelphia, Teutsch spoke for 
about 30 minutes, giving stu­
dents a brief glimpse into the re­
constructionist movement via 
some straight talk on sex. 

Founded and developed in 
20th century America, Recon­
structionist Judaism accepts 
modern life as a "post halakic" 
world. A world where the large 
body of Jewish legal tradition is 
still a valuable resource but gen­
erally irrelevant to many Jews at 
large. 

Traditional prohibitions against 

homosexuality and masterbation 
are no longer compatible - not 
just with secular society - but 
with the notion of a changing, 
evolving Judaism, Teutsch said. 

Such ethical stances are not 
new in organized religion and 
neither are the inevitable debates 
that arise between reformers and 
the more traditional-minded. 

But in recent times, secular in­
stitutions, such as public schools, 
are making the leap to face up to 
the changes in behavior, sexual 
and otherwise, that affect the 
family unit. Daycare, classes for 
unwed mothers and other re­
forms have been initiated by 
public school administrators 
who complain they now must 
pick up the slack left by the fam­
ily - and religion. 

Teutsch stressed that Judaism 
must speak out and address 
problems in order to stay rele­
vant. In traveling around the 
country he found many Jews 
wanting for dialogue on such 
subjects. · 

"There has been a tendency for 
(Judaism) to brush things under 
the carpet," he said. "Judaism 
must speak out on the issues that 
affect our lives," he said.

Australian-born Rabbi Mattis 
Kantor has produced a unique, 
year-by-year, day-by-day ac­
count of Jewish history in a con­
cise yet remarkably comprehen­
sive form . 

Entitled The Jewish Time­
Line Encyclopedia, this volume, 
published by Jason Aronson Inc. 
(May, 1988) begins with the crea­
tion of the universe in the Jewish 
year I (3760 B.C.E.) and ends 
with the Israeli withdrawal from 
Lebanon in 5745 ( 1985). It 
employs chronologies and time 
lines to convey Jewish history's 
greatest people and events. 

Since Kantor writes from the 
perspective of a traditional Jew, 
biblical events such as the Flood, 
the giving of the Torah, and the 
fall of the Tower of Babel are· 
placed within the chronology of 
history along with the Spanish 
Inquisition, the Holocaust, and 

the founding of the State of 
Israel. Wherever Kantor cites a 
biblical event, he notes his 
sources so that readers may ex­
plore them. 

The Jewish Time-Line En­
cyclopedia is divided into four 
major sections, each of which 
Kantor sees as representing a 
clear stage of Jewish history. The 
first, presenting the highlights, 
includes only very major and/or 
familiar historical events. The 
second describes these events 
and others in greater detail. The 
third, which appears at the begin­
ning of each historical era that 
Kantor defines, contains even 
more detail and gives an over­
view of that era. The fourth time 
line, which makes up the body of 
the book itself, encompasses the 
fine deta il that makes this his­
tory so useful and important.

NCJW Speaks Out 

The National Council of Jew­
ish Women nationwide has been 
deeply disturbed by several 
recent decisions of the Supreme 
Court. Its d~cision in the Web­
ster vs. Reproductive Health 
Services has dealt a severe blow 
to reproductive freedom. Al­
though the court stopped short of 
rescinding a woman's right to 
abortion. it upheld Missouri's 
severe restrictions by a slim 5-4 
margin, thus giving every other 
state its approval to limit a 
woman's right to abortion. 

There is little doubt that an 
ava lanche of bills will be intro­
duced in the 1990 R.I. Legisla­
tive session. which will infringe 
upon every woman's right to 
make her own decision regarding 
abortion. 

We must begin at once to 
mobilize our forces and use our 
heaviest political persuasion to 
get our message across. We must 
make our legislators, administra­
tors and judiciary understand 
that we will not retreat from our 
hard won constitutional right to 
privacy and equality. 

Our section has joined the R.I. 
2 to I Coalition for Pro-Choice, 
which includes all like minded 
R.I. organizations, and will work 
closely with them. Renee Flink 
wi ll represent NCJW in the 
coalition.

Act For Better Child Care 
(ABC) 

With much regret , NCJW 
withdrew its support for the ABC 
bill after several unacceptable 
amendments were added to this 
bill just before it was passed by 
the Senate after much debate. 

One amendment would allow 
church related child care centers 
to continue to teach religion to 
their charges while receiving 
monetary aid from the govern­
ment. Another amendment 
would require employees to ad­
here to the religious tenets and 
teachings of the organization. 

Both amendments ignored 
completely the need to separate 
church and state in a facility 
which should be available to 
children of all faiths. 

In tead. NCJW has thrown its 
support to the Child Develop­
ment and Education Act (HR3) 
as approved by the Education 
and Labor Committee of the 
House of Representatives. This 
Child Care package is supported 
by the House leadership. The bill 
carries an amendment which 
prohibits any sectarian activity, 
including sectarian worship and 
instruction in the newly author­
ized program receiving govern­
ment assistance. 

NCJW is working to prevent 
any addition of damaging 
church/state amendments such 
as were added to the ABC Bill in 
the Senate.

During the Nazi occupation of 

Europe, Monsignor Roncali, the 
late Pope John XXIII, on his 
own initiative, without consult­
ing with Rome, risked his own 
life to save thousands of Jews as 
the Vatican's apostolic delegate 
to Turkey. 

I grew up in pre-War Poland, 
in the same generation as Karol 
Wojtyla, the current Pope John 
11, and Cardinal Franciszek 
Macharski. The Church - and 
Government - condoned anti­
Semitism was not far behind that 
of Nazi Germany. 

The three and a half million 
Jews of pre-War Poland were the 
target of physical and mental 
abuse almost daily. The Nation­
alist Party NDK, called 'En­
dekes,' was marching in street 
parades, like the Nazis in Ger­
many, holding banners advocat­
ing the removal of Jews from 
Poland. The small number of 
Jewish students who were admit­
ted to universities were beaten 
by their fellow Polish students. 
The Jewish students were also 
forced to sit in segregated benches 
at the rear of the classroom or in 
the corridors. 

It is of no surprise that Hitler 
erected most of the death facJo­
ries in Poland, knowing very well 
that the country is fertile ground 
for his final solution of Jews. 
Even immediately after the 
Holocaust, when more than 90 
percent of the Polish Jews per­
ished, General Anders' army, 
which was organized in Russia to 
help liberate Poland, entered 
Poland and proceeded to hunt 
down and kill each remaining 
Jew who escaped the Nazi gas 
chambers. 

The culmination of their hunt 
to make Poland free of Jews was 
the pogrom in Kieke in July 
1945, just two months after Hit­
ler's defeat. Forty-six Holocaust 
survivors were murdered by Pol­
ish anti-Semites. Leaflets were 
found after the massacre, warn­
ing all remaining Jews to leave 
Poland, lest they face the same 
fate as those Jews in Kieke. The 
exodus of the remnant of Polish 
Jews began in a hurry. They ran 
for their lives to D.P. camps m 
Western-occupied Germany, 
and some were rescured throgh 
illegal immigration to Palestine. 

One must not classify all Poles 
as anti-Semites. There was a 
small percentage of honest, God­
fearing people who appreciated 
the great contributions the Jew­
ish people made to the cultural 
and economic well-being of the 
country. During the Nazi occu­
pation, these people risked the_ir 
lives, and in some cases also paid 
with their lives to save some 
Jews. 

Today, however, the anti­
Semites in Poland can be very 
proud: The Jewish population, 
which before the War numbered 
three and a half million, is today 
only a minuscule five or six 
thousand old dying people.

The current Pope is doing his 
utmost to dejudaize the Holo­
caust and transform the six mil­
lion Jewish martyrs into a Polish 
Christian symbol. In 1971, when 
the Pope (at that time known as 
Cardinal Wojtyla) spoke in 
Auschwitz at the beatification 
of Father Maxemilian Kolbe, a 
Polish priest (it is well known 
that before World War II Kolbe 
wrote anti-Semitic articles), Car­
dinal Wojtyla urged the erection 
of a church in Auschwitz as a 
symbol of sacrifice. This was the 
first stone of a gigantic design to 
transform the Holocaust into a 
Polich Catholic event. According 
to Wojtyla, Auschwitz must be­
come a place of remembrance of 
Catholic martyrs; however, not 
one word was uttered about the 
Jews, who comprised the over­
whelming majority of the vic­
tims of Aushwitz. 

During the Pope's visit to 
Poland in June 1988, he knelt 
down at the site of the Majdanek 
death camp to pray for its vic­
tims. He mentioned 14 nation­
alities, but again, said not one 
word about the Jews, who consti­
tuted more than 90 percent of the 
camp's victims. 

During that same visit, the 
Pope, upon going to Auschwitz, 
spoke of the six million victims 
in these terms: "Finally the last 
inscription: Six million Poles 
lost their lives during the Second 
Word War - a fifth of the na­
tion." again, not a word was re­
served for the three and a quarter 
million Polish Jews. Once again 
the Church was trying to rob a 
Jewish symbol, namely the six 
million, and transform it into a 
Christian one. 

And after visiting Mathausen 
in June 1988, Pope John Paul II 
stated "The Jews enriched the 
worlct'by their suffering and their 
death was like a grain which 
must fall into the earth in order 
to bear fruit in the word of Jesus 
who brings salvation." One must 
wonder whether being killed is 
the only role of the Jews in the 
eyes of this Pope. 

Two and a half million Jews 
perished in Auschwitz; therefore, 
it is the largest cemetery ever 
known. The Carmelite order at 
Auschwitz and its newly erected 
24-foot cross is not just a blatant 
attempt to Christianize the 
Holocaust, but is also a desecra­
tion and an insult to the millions 
of Jews who perished there. 

ToWorldJewry,July22, 1989 
marks a serious upset in Catholic­
] ewish relations, because of the 
failure of the Carmelite nuns to 
move their convent from the 
grounds of Auschwitz. This was 
despite the solemn promises 
made to Jewish leaders by four 
Roman Catholic Cardinals, with 
the support of the Pope him_self 
in several communiques and tn a 
speech he gave in Vienna in June 
1988. 

The Pope, who previously 
supported the agreement to 
move the convent, now does not 
want to intervene in its imple­
mentation. I believe that if the 
Pope or even Cardinal Macharski 
had told the nuns that an agree­
ment had been made in the name 
of loving dialogue with the Jews, 

The clock of Jewish-Catholic 
dialogue, which began flourish­
ing during the leadership of Pope 
John XXIII seems to be tragical­
ly pushed backward under the 
reins of the current Pope. One

would "wait to see what the ex­
perience of(the) rabbis if' before 
discussing such a regulauon and 
its propriety. 

Rabbi Abraham Hecht, execu­
tive vice president of the 16-
member Sephardic Rabbinical 
Council, who is also president of 
the Rabbinical Council of Amer­
ica said the regulation has the 
ble~sing of the Sephardic chief 
rabbi in Israel, Rabbi Mordechai 
Eliyahu. 

He said the measure, although 
unpleasant, was sanctioned un­
der the halachic doctrine of 
"sakanas nefesh," or protection 
of life. 

He also predicted that more 
Jews will react in this fashion 
"once (the AIDS crisis) starts to 
hit home. When push comes to 
shove, they'll all do it." 

Elbaz maintains that the regu­
lation will apply to everyone in 
the community, even rabbis and 
their kin. "It's a law for the king 
as well as the slave," he said. 

Asked if he was aware that 
AIDS testing was not foolproof, 
Hecht said it was "worth the 
risk" to implement the policy 
and minimize the incidence of 
error. 

Both Elbaz and Hecht said 
even those found to have con­
tracted AIDS outside of sexual 
contact or intravenous drug use 
will not be married by members 
of their rabbinical counci l. 

Hecht, who is not Sephardic 
but is rabbi of the 1,800-family 
Shaare Zion synagogue in New 
York, the largest synagogue in 
the Syrian community, was un­
sure what the council's policy for 
confidentiality would be in re­
gard to those refused. 

According to the AIDS and 
Civil Liberties project of the 
American Civil Liberties Union, 
clergymen are allowed by law to 
refuse religious services to any­
one for whatever reason they 
deem necessary.

An Open Letter 
Dear Friend: 

For the Jewish community 
still remaining in Ethiopia, there 
is great fear and apprehension. 
The recent coup attempt in 
Ethiopia puts the I 0,000 - 15,000 
Jews in an even more precarious 
existence than they faced last 
Rosh Hashana. Times were 
tough enough before the coup. 
Now, there are conflicting signals 
coming from Ethiopia. Through­
out history, when times are 
tough, the Jews have been the 
scapegoat. 

There are signs that it may be a 
good time to push for the reunifi­
cation of Ethiopian Jews; espe­
cially since Ethiopia wants to 
improve its relationship with the 
United States. The American 
Association for Ethiopian Jews 
(AAEJ) has been in the forefront 
of this effort. In March we met 
privately with President Bush 
who gave his assurances that the 
U.S. government will work to 
reunite divided Jewish families. 

It's been almost five years 
since Operation Moses was 
abruptly halted. Families are still 
separated. Ten to fifteen thou­
sand Ethiopian Jews remain 
stranded in Ethiopia. Haven't 
they waited long enough? 

During these High Holidays, 
when you are in synagogue pray­
ing with your loved ones, imag­
ine the pain of the 1,800 Ethi­
opian Jewish "orphans of 
circumstance" who live in Israel. 
One or both of their parents 
remain in Ethiopia. Although 
they are thankful for their reli­
gious freedom and civil liberties, 
they cry themselves to sleep be­
cause they have not seen their 
parents in four, long years. The 
AAEJ represents the greatest 
hope for these children. 

Since last Rosh Hashana, the 
AAEJ has been instrumental in 
helping to reunite 268 Ethiopian 
Jews, with their loved ones in 
Israel. But we need your help. It 
costs the AAEJ on average 
$3,000 to bring one Ethiopian 
Jew safely to Israel. You have 
helped us in the past. Please help 
us again by generously sending 
your tax deductible donation. 

There is no greater mitzvah to 
begin the New Year than that of 
Pikuach Nefesh - the saving of 
a life. This Rosh Hashana we 
pray for the inscription to reunite 
divided Ethiopian Jewish 
families. On Yorn Kippur, we 
pray that this message be in­
scribed in the Book of Life.

which refugee status has been 
denied. 

"In considering whether an 
individual had been subjected to 
persecution or would hold a well­
founded fear of persecution 
based on religion, nationality, 
membership in a particular 
social group or political opinion, 
each case will be reviewed with 
due regard for the environment 
to which the person would be 
exposed in the Soviet Union," 
said Thornburgh. 

He added that "in no case 
would any such person be re­
turned to the Soviet Union." 

This was an apparent effort to 
quash U.S. refugee coordinator 
Jewel Lafontant's ill-received 
statement that Soviets back­
logged in Rome could always 
"return to Russia. In these days 
of glasnost, that's not an impos­
sible thing," she told a congres­
sional panel. 

Thornburgh's directive ap­
parently paves the way for U.S. 
adjudicators to grant refugee sta­
tus to the 20,000 Soviets cur­
rently in the "Rome-Vienna 
pipeline," most of whom are 
Jews. 

The Jews leave the Soviet 
Union on Israeli visas, arrive in 
Vienna ancl then decide whether 
to go on to Israel or "drop out" 
and settle elsewhere. Those who 
wish to settle in the United States 
are sent to Rome to apply for ref­
ugee status. 

Among 17,000 Jews in the 
pipeline are 4,000 Soviets who 
have already been refused refu­
gee status, and 400 who have 
been refused again on appeal, 
said Talisman. 

Thornbourgh's directive ap­
plies just to Italy. It remains to 
be seen how selective immigra­
tion authorities will be in Mos­
cow. 

The U.S. announcement to 
move the processing site resolves 
one of two unprecedented strains 
Jewish federations have faced 
this year in coping with U.S. 
refugee policy. 

While the federations in the 
not-too-distant future will no 
longer have to provide housing 
to Soviet Jews in Rome, they 
have been spending close to 
$21. 9 million this year for do­
mestic refugee resettlement in 
costs normally assumed by the 
government. 

That figure represents addi­
tional domestic funds needed 
when the Bush administration 
raised this year's Soviet refugee 
quota from 25,000 to 43,500. 

While the administration pays 
the processing and transporta­
tion costs for refugees, Jewish 
federations match every federal 
dollar expended on domestic re­
settlement of Soviet Jews with 
two times or more that amount. 

Congress this summer ap­
proved $75 million for the addi­
tional processing costs, but it 
may take another two months to 
approve the $2 I. 9 million feder­
ations have been shelling out for 
resettlement, with the expecta­
tion of being reimbursed. 

Under the new system to be set 
up in the Soviet capital, Soviet 
Jews and other applicants for 
U.S. refugee status will live at 
home while their applications 
are adjudicated at the U.S. Em­
bassy in Moscow. 

Lawmakers at hearings on the 
refugee situation faulted the U.S. 
plan as not sufficiently fleshed 
out in time to make the October 
I shift. The date was chosen to 
coincide with the start of the 
1990 fiscal year. 

Sen. Howard Metzenbaum 
(D-Ohio) plans to circulate a let­
ter in the Senate asking Secretary 
of State James Baker to delay the 
start-up date. according to Nancy 

Coffey·, the senator's spokes­
woman. 

The Hebrew Immigrant Aid 
Society has expressed reserva­
tions about the Moscow process­
ing plan. But Karl Zukerman, its 
executive vice president, said, "If 
we had a capacity in (the Soviet 
Union) to move people out 
rapidly, without a backlog, it 
would be worth taking a risk." 

HIAS will discuss opening 
shop in Moscow with a working 
group to be set up by the admin­
istration and private groups to 
work out the logistics of the new 
policy. 

One big concern of Jewish 
groups is whether the Justice 
Department will provide enough 
adj udicators to process the back­
log of 40,000 applicants for U.S. 
visas currently in Moscow. 

U.S. officials told Congress 
that the number oflNS adjudica­
tors would be increased on Octo­
ber I from three to six. 

But Talisman said the admin­
istration would need to place at 
least 50 adjudicators to handle 
the current backlog. He said 
there are plans to send an addi­
tional 22, possibly followed by 
25 more. 

Perhaps the biggest "what if' 
of the new U.S. policy is its as­
sumption that the Soviet parlia­
ment, the Supreme Soviet, will 
radically revise its emigration 
laws next spring, as promised, to 
permit large numbers to immi­
grate directly to the United 
States. 

At present, the Kremlin largely 
confines Jewish emigration to 
just one country, Israel, a policy 
it justifies as repatriation of Jews 
to their homeland. 

When asked if the Soviet gov­
ernment has assured the Bush 
administration that it would 
allow large numbers of Soviet 
Jews to emigrate to the United 
States, Max Robinson, U.S. con­
sul general at the embassy in 
Moscow, told the Jewish Tele­
graphic Agency, "Oh no." 

Robinson said, "At the present 
moment, they are showing a lot 
of flexibility in granting people 
exit permission." The Bush ad­
ministration is counting on the 
Soviets to extend that flexibility 
to immigration to the United 
States. 

A final concern Jewish groups 
have with the administration's 
new policy is the refugee ceiling 
it has set for the 1990 fiscal year. 
The quota of 50,000 refugees 
from the Soviet Union is ex­
pected to be exhausted by those 
who have already applied to im­
migrate either to the United 
States or to Israel. 

Competing for those 50,000 
slots will be: 

• 20,000 Soviets in Rome or 
Vienna, who have dropped out 
of their intention to immigrate to 
Israel; 

• 35,000 Soviets, mainly Jews, 
holding Israeli visas who have 
yet to leave the Soviet Union but 
are expected to enter the pipeline 
within the next few weeks; 

• 30,000 to 40,000 Soviets al­
ready in line at the U.S. Embassy 
in Moscow awaiting visas, only a 
few thousand of whom are Jews; 
and 

• at least 100,000 additional 
Soviets expected to apply at the 
U.S. Embassy in the coming 
year, none of whom will ap­
parently be able to enter as refu­
gees for at least another year. 

An unlimited number of Jews 
could enter the United States in 
the 1990 fiscal year as parolees or 
be among 30,000 "special immi­
grants" whom Thornburgh has 
proposed bringing here "in the 
national interest." 

Jewish groups such as HIAS 
and CJF remain undecided 

about whether to use such a re­
course, because those immi­
grants would not be entitled to 
U.S. government funds, meaning 
an even bigger burden for the 
Jewish community. 

Based on the expected backlog 
in Moscow through the ne;t 12 
months, a growing number of 
Jews are expected to immigrate 
to Israel. So while U.S. Jewish 
groups remain critical of the 
logistics of the Bush plan, Israeli 
officials are warmly endorsing it.

Grand Hotel: A Review

An entourage of guests sweeps 
through the revolving door of 
Grand Hotel. As they interact 
with the Hotel staff, the 
audience is introduced to each 
one by name and profession. 

We meet an aging ballerina, a 
secretary yearning to be a film 
star, an ill bookkeeper zealous to 
revive his youth, and a penniless 
baron, who sings out for "Life 
As It Should Be." The scullery 
crew from the hotel bowels 
lament about their plight in 
song. The ill bookkeeper, 
Kringlein, only wants a table 
with a view, while a doctor 
narrator dismally comments and 
philosophizes downtrodden on a 
corner of the stage. 

Detailing each step of the way 
at the onset, it's easy to 
comprehend. Put together, the 
pre-Broadway opening of Grand 
Hotel at the Colonial in Boston 
was more like Grand Central 
Station. 

Confusion at these crossroads 
erupted, supplemented by the 
overpowering musical score by 
an orchestra esconced 
throughout on the second story 
of the set's staging. The result 
was that the voices of the 
ensemble below were drowned 
out, the lyrics inaudible. It was 
more like a Wagnerian Opera. 

Grand Hotel was adapted 
from Vicki Baum's serious novel 
about life in Berlin after World 
War II. Director Tommy Tune 
didn' t bring it to the level which 
made Cabaret a smash. Cabaret 
was based on John Van Druten's 
I Am A Camera. Unfortunately, 
converting Grand Hotel from 
book to stage is faulty, ana 
doesn't cut the mustard for this 
production. 

Tune has inspired a lot of 
action, too much at times, that 
distracts from the central story 
at hand, and at the expense of 
excessive commotion, there is a 
disappointing lack of character 
development. Each portrayal is 
much too sketchy.

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Emergence The Age-Old Ritual Of Tashlich 
by Reba Connell

I gre_w up in a California sub­
urb with very few Jews. Like 
many of their _gen7ration, my 
parents gave their children a reli­
gious upbringing that combined 
a humanist moral philosophy 
and trad1t1onal Judaism. They 
wanted me to have an education 
about Judaism, but they left the 
choice about active practice up 
to me. I_don't remember making 
a consc10us choice, but the val­
ues my parents taught me led to a 
s~r~h for genuine peri;onal 
spmtuahty. My parents were 
proud of me, but a little sur­
pnsed that Judaism was such a 
large part of my life.

We are told that a contrite 
heart and true confession of sin 
during the days before Yorn 
Kippur may bring about a merci­
ful judgment. ""The gates of 
prayer_ are sometimes open and 
sometimes closed," it is written 
""but the gates of repentance ar~ 
ever open." 

Our _faith gives us many op­
p_ortun111es to rid ou rselves of 
SID , and one very dramatic ritual 
carried out on the afternoon of 
the first da y of Rosh Hashana , is 
known as ··Tashlich" or "cast­
ing." It is customary to walk to a 
n ver or spring, preferably one 
with fish in it, and recite special 
pemtentaal prayers, the essence 
of which is: 
. "You will cast all their sins 
anto the depths of the sea, and 
may You cast all the sins of Your 
people, the house of Israel, into a 
place where they shall be no 
more remembered or visited or 
ever come to mind." (Mic. 7: 19) 

After _reciting the prayers, the 
custom 1s to empty your pockets 
pull them ou t and shake the~ 
three times, casting crumbs into 
the water as symboli c of casting 
off sins and starting the New 
Year afresh. 

the famil y passes out sweets to 
everyone - a delightful way for 
members of the family who con­
sider themselves the guardians of 
the well to show neighborly 
hospitality. 

Israeli author Shai Agnon , a 
rec1p1ent of the Nobel Prize for 
Literature, devoted several pages 
to the Tashhch ceremony in his 
book Days of Awe. He relates 
that . the custom of going to seas 
or nvers stems from a story in 
the Midrash; when Abraham 
went to bind his son Isaac, Satan 
went before him and turned into 
a great river with waters reaching 
up to Abraham's neck. Abra­
ham raised his eyes to heaven 
and declared: ·'Master of the 
Unive rse. You have chosen me 
and said to me "Through you 
shall My name be known in the 
world' and now the waters have 
come even to my soul. If I, or 
Isaac my son, should drown 
through whom would You; 
name be declared One?" At once 

the Holy One rebuked the river 
a_nd Abraham was saved. Tash­
heh has a parallel in ancient 
times when the Romans used to 
cast straw puppets into the Tiber 
on the Ides of May. In European 
folk usage, such offeri ngs were 
of1en made on New Year's Eve 
to the Rhine, Danube, Rhone, 
Elbe and Neckar. 

The Tashlich ritual was intro­
duced into Judaism in the 15th 
cen tu ry. There are several inter­
pretations - one being that the 
sight of water on Rosh Hashana 
recalls the fact that the world was 
created out of watery chaos. Yet 
another explanation is that man­
ki nd is "as the fishes that are 
caught in the evil net. " (Eccles. 
9: 12) 

Whatever the reason for its in­
stitution, Tashlich is a dramatic 
casting off of sins, that gives one 
great comfort in God's compas­
sion: "He retaineth not His anger 
forever, because He delighteth in 
mercy!"

Then I came back from the 
Edgar M. Bronfman Youth Fel­
lowship in Israel the August be­
fore my senior year in high 
school and announced that I 
wanted to keep shabbat.

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Shofar Shapes And Sounds========= 
by Seymour Freedman 

(WZPS) - What have the 
sages told us about the physical 
character of the shofar (animal 
horn), the sounding of which is 
the central religious act of Rosh 
Hashana? They tell us that the 
horn must be taken from a kosh­
er animal, such as the sheep, 
goat , mountain goat, antelope or 
gazelle. 

Shapes 
We are warned against using 

the horn of the cow, in spite of 
the fact that it is kosher, as it is 
associated with the golden calf 
and idolatry. 

Rabbi Abbahu teaches that the 
ram's horn is preferable as its 
curved shape is suggestive of the 
bending of the will and the sub­
mission of the worshippers about 
to repent before God in the ten 
days between Rosh Hashana and 
Yorn Kippur. The ram's horn 
also recalls the sacrifice made by 
Abraham in the Biblical story of 
the Akedah. This story of Abra­
ham's great faith and trust in 
God and in God's great mercy is 
the Haftorah portion for the sec­
ond day of Rosh Hashana. 

The sages also insist that the 
shofar be a minimum of four 
inches long, and have no holes in 
it. It is specifically forbidden to 
try to fill any holes, and make 
perfect what is flawed. Cracks 
along the width of the shofar dis­
qualify it but a shofar cracked 
along its length may be used pro­
viding there is enough space left 
between the mouthpiece and the 
crack to fulfill the minimum size 
requirement for the shofar. 

The shofar should not be 
painted in such a way as to 
change its color although it is 
permissible to coat the shofar 
with gold. It is also permitted to 
decorate the shofar with geo­
metrical designs and patterns, 
and to inscribe Biblical verses 
and the name of the community 
or individual owner of the shofar 
on it. Such designs and inscrip­
tions are particularly common­
place on shofarot made by Ash­
kenazi communities, with whom 
it was also common practice to 
reshape the animal horn through 
a delicate process of heating from 

within . Often the horn was re­
shaped into a ninety degree 
a ngle. 

The most striking and certain­
ly the largest of all shofarot are 
those made in the Yemenite 
communities. Unable to use the 
ram of Yemen, which was not 
kosher, the Yemenite Jews im­
ported the horns of the kudu 
from its native India, Persia or 
Ethiopia. From these horns they 
fashioned the remarkable spiral 
shaped shofarot often over four 
feet in length , which are put to 
use even today on ceremonial 
occasions. 

Sounds 
Today the shofar retains the 

same form it had in antiquity 
and has not evolved in time as 
musical instruments have. This 
is perhaps due to the fact that the 
sages were never interested in the 
musical or tonal quality of the 
shofar but rather with the reli­
gious meaning of the shofar's 
sounds. There are three basic 
sounds: the "tekiah," a long 
unbroken sound which symbol­
izes hope and strength; the 
"shevarim," three shorter more 
broken sounds, indicative to 
some of wailing; and the "teruah," 

, nine staccato sounds likened to 
the broken heart of the penitent. 

On Rosh Hashana it is cus­
tomary to sound the shofar a 
minimum of one hundred times. 
The first sounding of the shofar 
is while the public is seated 
("tekiah meyushav"), but the 
principle sounding of the shofar 
and the center of the Rosh Ha­
shana service is during the repe­
tition by the prayer leader of the 
Amidah (Shmonah Esreh) of the 
Mussaf or afternoon prayer. The 
congregation stands throughout 
the M ussaf service, and at the 
end of the three major divi sions 
of the service, Malchuyot (king­
ship of God), Zichronot (remem­
brance of the merit of our an­
cestors), and Shofarot (hope for 
the coming of the Messiah), a 
series of thirty blasts is heard. At 
-the end of each series there is a 
long and memorable blast of the 
horn, which is called the "tekiah 
gedolah" (the great blast). 

The " baa! tekiah ," or person 
who blows the shofar. must be an 
especiall y righteo us Jew, one 
who will petition for the whole 
communit y. A second "baa! 
tekiah" is usually at hand since 
the physical act of blowing the 
shofar is so strenuous that often 
one person alone cannot manage 
the task. Above all, the shofar 
must be sounded in such a way 
that every member of the com­
munity can hear it. 

According to the great medie­
val Jewish thinker Saadia Gaon, 
the blowing of the shofar on 
Rosh Hashana proclaims the 
sovereignty of God, reminding 
us of the covenant at Mt. Sinai , 
and calls us to renew that com­
mitment ; it recalls the voice of 
the prophets and instructs us that 
in order to li ve a life of moral 
righteousness, one must repent .

It Happened Once=========================== 
The following true story was 

·told by a man who was a young 
Jewish boy in Moscow during 
World War II: 

The possibilities of evacuation 
were diminishing rapidly. Only 
one last way remained open. A 
train was still running from 
Moscow to Bashkiria in Siberia. 
We boarded the train and trav­
eled for twenty-one weary days 
in the crowded, prison-like 
wagons. When we reached 
Bashkiria we were all taken to a 
village seventy kilometers away, 
which was so isolated that the 
villagers had never seen a Jew 
before. 

According to strict regulations 
our family spent the daylight 
hours working on the land. In 
any case, this was the only way 
we would have some food to 
keep us from starving. So we had 
potatoes and, from time to time, 
we even obtained flour. 

As the High Holidays ap­
proached, my father worried 
about the problem of a minyan. 
We could not possibly arrange 
one where we were. But we heard 
that in a village not too far away, 
a minyan for the holidays would 
be arranged very secretly. 

Just before Rosh Hashana my 
father suddenly took very ill and 
it was out of the question to 
travel to the other village. Even 
more than his illness, Father was 
troubled by the thought: " How 
can we do without hearing the 

Shofar on Rosh Hashana?" But, 
to get a shofar in this forsaken 
corner of the world was impos­
sible. 

One day I was stunned to see 
something in our courtyard 
which seemed unreal. It was a 
Ram's head, complete with 
horns, lying at my feet. An Angel 
must have put it there! 

I found a suitable spot to hide 
the treasure. Fortunately my 
brother-in-law was due to come, 
and I felt sure he would find a 
way to make a shofar out of one 
of the horns. 

As soon as he arrived I told 
him of my marvelous find. I led 
him to the hiding place. But, 
there was no sign of the head or 
of the horns! I was dumb­
founded. Where was it? 

A few days later I was walking 
in the yard when I saw "my" 
ram's head and, yes, the horns 
were there too! This time I took 
no chances. I took off my shirt 
and wrapped it around the ram's 
head. I ran with it to my brother­
in-law who was just about to 
leave for work in the fields. 

It was not an easy job, but my 
brother-in-law managed to saw 
off one horn , bore through it, 
clean it and the result was a most 
beautiful shofar. 

On the first day of Rosh 
Hashanah a small group of Jews 
gathered in our house. My poor, 
sick father made a superhuman 
effort to get out of bed. With 

new-found strength, he sang the 
blessings prior to the shofar 
blowing, then blew the shofar 
without a flaw. 

When the sounds of this won­
derful, heaven-sent shofar filled 
the room, young and old, re­
sponded with a united outpour­
ing of weeping. Most cried 
because of their individual 
troubles. Many had lost brothers, 
sisters, parents, children. They 
cried, too, surely, because they 
were roused to repentance by the 
haunting sounds of the shofar. I, 
too, cried, even though I was not 
sure why. 

After the war we brought this 
strange shofar back with us to 
Moscow. We guarded it care­
fully. When the N.K.Y.D. ar­
rested my dear father and sent 
him to prison they took away all 
his Holy books as well as the 
shofar. 

Some time later we were noti­
fied by the Police to pick up my 
father's belongings. When I 
asked about the shofar they told 
me they knew nothing about it. 
They had no record of such a 
thing. 

Now, every Rosh Hashana, as 
I hear the shofar's sound, calling 
us to repent and return to G-d, I 
can still hear that remarkable 
shofar. It seemed to have come 
from heaven and, perhaps, it was 
taken back to Heaven'

Alan Flink, chairman of the 
Federation sub-committee that 
approved the AJC action, had 
similar thoughts, and little 
qualms over who was perform­
ing the invocation. "Church and 
state is church and state and that 
can apply to Jews, Moslems, 
Christians .. . in some respects 
you could say that this (the Weis­
man case) is the acid test." 

Weisman became concerned 
about invocations after a funda­
mentalist minister spoke at the 
graduation of his oldest daughter 
three years ago. On that occa­
sion, the minister asked for a mo­
ment of silence for Jesus, and in 
general, "went way beyond the 
bounds of propriety," Weisman 
said. 

"Generally they (invocations) 
tend to be so benign, but that 
time I felt like I was at a southern 

bible meeting." 
Before the graduation cere­

mony this year, Weisman spoke 
to the school principal and the 
graduation committee asking 
them to leave the invocation out. 
There was some dialogue, but in 
the end, the school department 
would not budge. 

Joseph A. Rotella, a lawyer for 
the school, says the invocation 
was not a violation of the first 
amendment and was not meant 
to foster prayer in school in any 
way. He emphasized that invoca­
tions before meetings of legisla­
tive bodies are commonplace 
and have been upheld by higher 
courts. "We weren't forcing 
prayer, the invocation is akin to 
asking for a higher being, who­
ever he may be." 

The case is still in discovery 
and a hearing date is expected to 
be set later this month.

A former senior Mossad agent 
confirmed the account, Yediot 
Achronot reported.

The Austrian-born Skorzeny 
gained prominence in 1943 for 

organizi"ng the glider raid that 
freed the Italian dictator, Benito 
Mussolini, who was imprisoned 
after Italy's surrender to the 
Allies. 

Skorzeny was tried for war 
crimes and cleared, but he was 
not released. He subsequently 
escaped from prison in Germany 
and settled in Spain, where he 
prospered in real estate. Skor­
zeny died July 5, 1975, of lung 
cancer.

- that could command a similar 
turnout from Washington of­
ficials. 

"For those of you under the 
age of 50, you may not appreci­
ate what this type of occasion 
means," said Rabbi Moshe 
Sherer, president of Agudath 
Israel of America, before Quayle's 
address at the Old Executive Of­
fice Building near the White 
House. 

"Forty-six years ago, to get 
into this room - when the 
Orthodox had no power, no clout 
- to get the top people to talk to 
us would have been unthink­
able," Sherer said. 

Agudath Israel's growing pres­
ence in Washington is the result 
of its own assertiveness and a 
political climate that favors 
many of its key legislative con­
cerns. 

With its support of Israel and 
freedom for Soviet Jewry, it 
shares with other Jewish groups 
a bipartisan allegiance on Capi­
tol Hill. 

Unlike other non-Orthodox 
and secular Jewish groups, how­
ever, its emphasis on "tradi­
tional family values" issues -
parochial school aid, limits to 
abortion on demand - gives it 
an unmistakable cache at the 
White House. 

While Jews as a whole voted 
3-2 for Democratic candidate 
Michael Dukakis in the presi­
dential election, eight out of I 0 
Orthodox Jews voted for Repub­
lican George Bush. 

Among lawmakers, Republi­
cans outnumbered Democrats 
3-2. 

Nationwide, the Orthodox 
community's ability to deliver 
votes is growing, but no more so 
than among Agudah adherents, 
who represent the community's 
comparative right wing. 

"There is a growing demo­
graphic trend that we are shifting 
toward the right," said David 
Zweibel, Agudath's director of 
government affairs and its gen­
eral counsel. 

"The community is growing in 
size and sophistication, and as a 
result, in influence. We have a 
reputation as a professional 
group that deals responsibly with 
issues, and we feel comfortable 
in the American political pro­
cess." Zweibel said. 

That comfort was unmistaka-. 
ble during "National Leadership 
Mission." which drew Agudah 
delegates from 16 states. 

During stops at the Justice 
Department, Capitol Hill and 
the White House. officials and 
lawmakers hailed the audience 
like old friends. and the delegates 
greeted Democrat and Republi­
can alike with warm applause. 

When Barbara Bush, a mother 
of five and a strong proponent of 
"traditional values," paid a sur­
prise visit to their meeting with 
White House officials, the admi­
ration was demonstrably mutual. 

Yiddish speakers included 
Assistant Secretary of State 
Richard Schifter and Sen. Frank 
Lautenberg (D-N.J.). 

Sen. Joseph Lieberman (D­
Conn.), himself an observant 
Jew, called his blessing of the del­
egates in Hebrew "possibly an 
historic first." 

Under the friendly surface.

Quayle's pitch for child care 
was based on the administra­
tion's desire for a bill that "re­
wards" housewives as well as 
working mothers with tax breaks. 

For its part, Agudah would 
like to see federal child care dol­
lars extended so that parents can 
choose religiously affiliated child 
care programs. A quid pro quo 
seemed in the making. 

Agudah also seeks relief from 
the school taxes they pay in addi­
tion to tuition to private Jewish 
day schools and yeshi vot.

Agudah also describes as one 

of its "major legislative prior­
ities" a bill that would provide 
Food and Drug Administration 
assurances that kosher standards 
are maintained state to state. 
Rep. Stephen Solarz (D-N.Y.) 
told the delegation that he was 
on the verge of introducing just 
such a bill. 

With each of these issues, 
Agudah is headed for a show­
down with other Jewish groups 
that support a strict separation of 
church and state. 

But based on the show of sup­
port for and by national leaders, 
Agudah sees little reason to back 
down. 

"Some organizations speak on 
one issue," said Sherer, referring 
to Jewish groups for whom Israel 
is a priority. 

"But we deal with a broad 
range of topics. We are advocates 
ofa Torah viewpoint, and there's 
not a single aspect of life that we 
don't want to shine the light of 
Torah on," Sherer said.

religious pluralism in Israel. 
In the area of Soviet Jewry, the 

plan's lengthy analyses and de­
tailed recommendations reflect 
what Chemin called "an entirely 
new ball game" in the field of 
Soviet Jewry advocacy. The plan 
notes the dramatic improve­
ments in the life of Jews in the 
Soviet Union, the marked in­
crease in emigration and the 
problems of absorbing the emi­
gres here and in Israel. 

Most significantly, the plan 
says the " Jewish community 
relations field should urge the 
president to carry out his ex­
pressed intention to invoke the 
waiver provision of Jackson­
Yanik, based upon the assur­
ances given the secretary of state 
by the Soviet Union." 

The provision entitles the 
Soviet Union to U.S. trade privi­
leges fo r a limited period, in rec­
ognition of substantial improve­
ments in its emigration policy. 

The Joint Program Plan is 
structured into 36 separate topic 
areas, each of which carries a 
series of individual, concrete rec­
ommendations or "strategic 
goals" - a total of 180 goals in 

all. 
Among the plan's specific rec­

ommendations to its members 
are to: 

• "Oppose any efforts by the 
administration or Congress to 
weaken any standing civil rights 
protections." 

• Support government "pro­
grams that will result in adequate 
supplies oflow-income housing." 

• Press for "legislation that 
would raise the minimum wage" 
and "oppose any attempts to in­
clude a subminimum wage." 

• "Continue to interpret to the 
general community the complex 
challenges faced by Israel in its 
ongoing efforts to restore order 
in the West Bank and Gaza 
Strip." 

• "Convey to the Israeli lead­
ership a concern" over "the con­
sequences of the status quo in the 
territories." 

• "Design and implement pro­
grams with the black community 
on our international agenda, 
such as the security of Israel, 
freedom for Soviet Jewry, ending 
apartheid in South Africa, Ethio­
pian Jewry and famine in Africa." 

According to Chemin, "you 

would find that two-thirds of the 
Aemrican Jewish community 
agrees with almost every single 
item in the Joint Program Plan." 

Of all the items on the plan, 
Chemin said, perhaps the high­
est priority should be assigned to 
the congressional Act for Better 
Child Care, to which a full page 
is devoted in the document. 

A recent study conducted by 
the Council of Jewish Federa­
tions found that "the most 
sought-after service in the Jewish 
community is child care," Cher­
nin said, noting that the increase 
in working mothers and the ris­
ing cost of day care were turning 
the issue into a crisis for Jewish 
families nationwide. 

"Fewer than one-half of re­
spondents feel that their guts 
beat with concern over that 
particular legislation," Arden 
Shenker, NJCRAC's national 
chairman, said of the child-care 
act. "But if you push them, I 
think 95 to 100 percent would 
say this is an important issue." 

The most divisive issue con­
fronting the drafters of the pro­
gram plan was the South African 
system of racial separation 

known as apartheid. 
The program plan contains 

a seven-page statement on 
apartheid as part of its 80-page 
roundup of major issues facing 
Jewish community relations 
agencies for the coming year. 

Shenker called it "the most 
fully fleshed position on apart­
heid" to be issued by a broadly 
representative body of the U.S. 
Jewish community. 

Of the 36 policy statements in­
cluded in the document, six are 
accompanied by separate state­
ments of dissent from one or 
more member agencies. 

None of the dissents related to 
Israel or the Middle East, despite 
the broad di versity of groups 
endorsing the statement. 

The single group registeri ng 
the most dissents was the Union 
of Orthodox Jewish Congrega­
tions of America, which depart­
ed from the consensus on abor­
tion rights, religious pluralism in 
Israel, tuition tax credits for par­
ents of parochial school students 
and church-state separation in 
federally funded day-care pro­
grams. 

states. 
Five member groups dissent­

ed, however, from the statement 
on apartheid, which included a 
call to "support investment by 
corporations currently doing 
business in South Africa." 

Four groups, the American 
Jewish Committee, the Anti­
Defamtion League of B'nai 
B'rith, Hadassah and Women's 
American ORT, declined to back 
the blanket call for divestment. 

A fifth member, the Orthodox 
Union, backed d ivestment, but 
called for closer coordination 
between the U.S. and South Afri­
can Jewish communities in anti­
apartheid action. 

This year's Joint Program Plan 
was the first ever launched with 
the fa nfare of a publ ic news con­
fe rence. NJCRAC officials said it 
marked a tentative turning away 
from the council's tradition of 
keeping a low profile and leaving 
the spotlight to its constituent 
agencies.

While Likud and Labor are 
united on the principle of hold­
ing elections, which Israel first 
suggested last spring, the two 
parties are divided on the specif­
ics of implementing the elec­
tions. 

Likud flatly rejected Mu­
barak's proposals recently, only 
two days after Egypt's ambassa­
dor to Israel formally presented 
them to the government. 

Labor is prepared to discuss 
the Egyptian points, which in­
clude allowing East Jerusalem 
Arabs to participate in the 
elections, international supervi­
sion of the referendum and 
withdrawal of the Israel Defense 
Force from the vicinity of polling 
places. 

While Labor is amenable to 
the "land-for-peace" principle 
that Egypt insists must be the 
basis of the whole process, Likud 
is fi rm ly opposed to reli nquish­
ing more territory. 

With such glaring differences 
between the partners, it is diffi­
cult fo r many observers to see 
how the present coalition can 
survive. 

An examination of the three 
main players in the unfolding 
political drama - Likud, Labor 
and the ultra-Orthodox bloc, 
which traditionally holds the bal­
ance of power - may cast light 
on what is likely to transpi re in 
the next few weeks. 

As far as Likud is concerned, 
Shamir would like the present 
coalition to survive. But he has 
stated bluntly that there are 
" things more valuable than 
unity." 

He feels himself personally 
betrayed by Rabin, who failed to 
coordinate his Cairo visit with 
the prime minister. 

The two men met for little 
over an hour recently to discuss 
Rabin's talks with Mubarak. 
Neither they nor their aides had 
anything to say afterward. 

But Shamir told a correspond­
ent for the Canada-based Sun 
newspaper chain that he might 
know in a few days whether his 
differences with Rabin can be 
resolved. 

Rabin was in fact co-author 
with Shamir of the Israeli peace 
ini tiative un vei led on May 14. It 
ca lls for the Palestin ians to elect 

delegates who would negotiate 
with Israel for interim self-rule in 
the territories and eventually a 
permanent settlement. 

Observers who thought the lat­
est crisis would have the effect of 
closing ranks within Likud 
proved mistaken. 

Recently, Ariel Sharon, the 
outspoken minister of industry 
and trade and aspirant for 
Shamir's job, delivered a blist­
ering allack on the prime 
minister. He accused Shamir of 
leaving most of the Cabinet out 
of the policy-making process. 

Sharon railed against the fact 
that Shamir, together with his 
close Likud ally, Foreign Minis­
ter Moshe Arens, seem to have 
formed a rump Cabinet with 
Rabin and Vice Premier Shimon 
Peres, the Labor Party boss, to 
deal with Egypt's diplomatic 
moves. 

Sharon complained there has 
been no reference so far to the 
Inner Cabinet - five Likud and 
fi ve labor ministers - which is 
supposed to be the government's 
top policy-making fo rum. 

Similar criticism has been 
voiced by another Shamir rival, 
Deputy Premier David Levy, 
who is minister of construction 
and housi ng and has a strong fol­
lowing among Likud's Sephardic 
voters. 

If the differences with Labor 
cannot be resolved, Shamir is 
expected to press for early elec­
tions. He seems to believe an 
election campaign would subdue 
his own party's internal rivalries 
and force a divided and un­
prepared Labor Party into a con­
test it does not want at this time. 

As for Labor, the immediate 
effect of Rabin' s trip to Cairo 
and the looming political crisis 
has been to paper over cracks in 
the party's facade. 

In fact , the imminent His­
tadrut labor federation elections, 
scheduled for November, have 
caused warring elements to call a 
cease-fire. But no one doubts 
that internal warfare would flare 
anew if the unity government 
collapses. 

Observers discern basic tacti­
cal differences between Peres 
and his longtime rival Rabin. 

If the unity government falls, 
Peres will try to put together a 
narrow-based, labor-led coali­
tion government with the 
religious parties, observers say. 
Rabin would instead opt for elec­
tions, wi th himself heading the 

Labor ticket. 
The conventional wisdom in 

Labor ranks is that Rabin would 
handily win a leadership contest 
with Peres al this time. Both men 
have been prime ministers. 

Peres, for all of his cerebral 
qualities, is seen as a " loser" -
or at least not a winner. 

He has led the party through 
four election campaigns and 
failed to win any of them de­
cisively, not even in 1984, when 
Likud was saddled with responsi­
bility for a sour economy and the 
unpopular Lebanon war. 

It is unclear, however, whether 
Rabin would actually seek to 
block an attempt by Peres and 
his supporters lo form a narrow 
government with the Orthodox. 

As for the religious parties, it 
remains to be seen whether the 
ultra-Orthodox learned from 
their chastening experience in 
1988, when, having overplayed 
their hand, they were eventually 
spumed by both major parties.
