“I spent forty days straight taking radia-
tion treatments,” exclaimed Pastor Eddie
Cooper with New Life in Christ Ministry
when describing his bout with cancer. “That
was my wilderness. Jesus was in the wilder-
ness for 40 days also. That was my forty
days experience in the wilderness.”

Cooper was diagnosed with prostate can-
cer in September of 2013. He said he wasn’t
sick or anything but during his routine
checkups with his doctor, his Prostate-Spe-
cific Antigen (PSA) levels continued to rise
which prompted his doctor to order a biopsy.
Cooper said while waiting on the results of
the biopsy, he suddenly started losing a no-
ticeable amount of weight.

“It’s the fear of the unknown, that’s the
hardest,” said Cooper. “You know, you can
worry yourself to death, and that’s exactly
where [ was going.”

He said he began to realize that he had to
do something to change his thinking. One
day when his grandchildren were visiting, he
looked at them and said to himself, “I’m not
going anywhere.” And, from that day for-

ward he thought differently about the cancer.
“I began to think, yes I have cancer, but can-
cer doesn’t have me.”

He chose not to tell anyone in his fam-
ily or church about the cancer except for his

wife. He said he didn’t want to burden oth-
ers with the news because he knew he was
going to fight it with God’s strength and
guidance.

“I’m a pastor, and at one point I was wan-
dering how I was going to do this without
telling the church. I thought maybe there
would be times that I wouldn’t be able to
minister. But, I would have a treatment, get
up off the table, and go preach. God was in
it all the way, I could see his hand moving
throughout the whole experience.”

He said he looked at the forty days of go-
ing through treatment as if he were going to
work each day. He would get up early, get
dressed and be at the treatment center early
in the morning. By doing it early, he was
better able to proceed with the rest of day
as usual. Cooper said throughout the entire
forty days, he never got sick from the radia-
tion nor did he receive any burns.

“My last treatment was December 31,
2013. I never will forget that day. And, I’ve
been cancer free since then,” exclaimed
Cooper with a huge smile. “I just thank God
for what he did, and the way he did it. There
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was a time when you heard that ‘C” word it
was like a death sentence. But, I'm here to
tell you, today, it is not a death sentence be-
cause with God all things are possible.”

Cooper spoke of how comforting and sup-
portive Dr. Primprell and his staff at Onco-
logics Inc in Laurel were to him during those
forty days. “You know, when you see some-
one for forty days you get attached to them,”
said Cooper. “I take my hat off to them.
They service you and treat you well. They
were so good. Even today, from time to time
I’ll go by and take them some goodies.”

When asked what advice he would give
to someone battling cancer today, he said,
“Don’t look at having cancer as a sickness
or a disease; it might play in your mind to
where it will take you out. Before I found
out I had cancer I was fine. I wasn’t sick
or anything like that. So, ask yourself what
were you like before you knew you had can-
cer and operate in that same way. It’s okay
to have cancer, but don’t let the cancer have
you.”

He added, “And, don’t put your faith in
man; put your faith in God.”

Not only did her daughter have a
baby, but her son-in-law, Malcolm Jenkins,
who plays with the Philadelphia Eagles, won
the championship and then the Super Bowl,
so she was unable to return home until re-
cently.

Barnes is a native of Laurel/Jones County

and retired from the Laurel educational sys-
tem after serving 30 years. She said she
wanted to move closer into the city after liv-
ing 20 plus years in the county in the Currie
community of Jones County. She wanted to find a spacious home that would comfortably
handle her large family when they visited.

Barnes had settled on the Jones House with three bedrooms, three baths, and approxi-
mately 3,000 square feet that was built in 1962. The house was formerly owned by Peggy
and Tek Jones, a prominent radio personality in Laurel years ago. She chose it because it
was well built and she wanted a large kitchen and large living room area, and, that’s exactly
what she got after Ben and Erin completed the renovations.

The renovations to the outside of the home included replacing the rod iron front door
with double stained wood doors, replacing the white siding with a navy blue-gray color
siding, removing the planter brick wall and replacing it with nice landscaping, and adding
wood flower boxes under the windows. The back patio needed no renovations. Patio fur-
niture was added and a tropical oasis created with plants.

The renovations inside were much more drastic. In 1962, when the home was built,
Masonite Corporation in Laurel was flourishing. Many homes in the Laurel area used the
Masonite paneling that was produced at the plant as part of the décor. The Jones house was
no exception and Ms. Barnes agreed with Ben and Erin that it was time to for the paneling to
go. In addition the flooring throughout the house was replaced with engineering hardwood
flooring.

To give Ms. Barnes an open floor plan in the kitchen and living room area, several walls
in the kitchen were removed and the opening to the formal dining room area was enlarged.

“I'love the little breakfast nook; I wasn’t expecting that,” said Ms. Barnes. The breakfast
nook is right in front of a window which overlooks the beautiful patio and back yard. Dur-
ing the open house, the Azalea’s in the backyard were in full bloom.

Ben and Erin are al-
ways repurposing things
when they can during
their renovations.  For
Ms. Barnes, Ben utilized
the well-made oak cabi-
netry in the kitchen with
its unique built-in cutting
board as the base for an
eleven-foot island. He
also made a large wooden
dining room table which
seats about 14 people
with the wood from sev-
eral of the ceiling beams
that they eliminated in
the living room area. By
eliminating some of the
beams in the living room
area, it lightened up the
room and helped the liv-
ing room area flow into the open
kitchen area nicely.

Seeking the help of her best
friend Mallori Rasberry, Erin toned
down the brick fireplace by white
washing it with watered down white
latex paint.

Ms. Barnes told Erin she liked
earthy colors and the Afro-centric
décor. Seeking the help of her
mother, Karen Rasberry, Erin made
a special pillow for Ms. Barnes out
of Kenyan Kuba cloth.

To add that Afro-centric flare to
the décor, Erin and Mallorie took a
trip to the Rusty Chandelier in Lau-
rel in search of a faux Zebra rug.
The rug was placed in the small “music room” where Ms. Barnes old piano that her mother
bought for her is displayed.

Barnes said since the completion of the renovations and the filming of the show last year,
they have been able to fit approximately 60 people in the home at one time. “They were
everywhere, in every room, and outside on the patio,” said Barnes laughing.
