A U.S. Passport is Your Key to International Travel

The U.S. Department of State’s Passport Services
Directorate issues U.S. passports to traveling Americans.
Passports are a request to foreign governments to permit
you to travel, and also allow you to re-enter the United
States.

A passport book or card is proof of identity and U.S. cit-
izenship. U.S. citizens can use each as follows:

m The passport book for all international travel by air,
land, or sea.

m The passport card to enter the United States from
Canada, Mexico, the Caribbean, and Bermuda, and
at land border crossings or sea ports-of-entry. U.S.
citizens cannot use the passport card for interna-
tional air travel. The wallet-size passport card is con-
venient and less expensive than the passport book.

Whether you plan to apply for a first-time passport book,
passport card, or both, submitting your passport application
is easy. The United States Postal Service® makes it conve-
nient to apply for a passport with the Retail Customer
Appointment Scheduler (RCAS) tool. Customers now have
the opportunity to self-schedule a first-time passport appli-
cation appointment through a variety of options:

m Online or on a mobile device at usps.com scheduler.

m At any one of the 2700 Self-Service Kiosks (SSKs).

m At the Retail counter of more than 17,000 select Post

Offices.

The RCAS tool guides you through the appointment
process in four easy steps:

1. Choose a service.

2. Find available appointments.

3. Select your appointment time.

4. Provide contact information.

The RCAS tool will display available appointment times
for participating Post Office™ locations that offer passport
appointment services within the selected radius. Users will
receive notifications of their scheduled appointment via
email or text.

If you are renewing your passport, you must do so by
mail. You do not need to make an appointment for the
renewal. The directions are straightforward- — simply take
your documents and payment to the nearest Post Office
and mail everything to the U.S. Department of State using
Priority Mail® or Priority Mail Express® service.

For best results, follow these passport and international

travel tips:

m  Apply for your passport book or card early.

m Check the expiration date of your current passport.
U.S. passports are issued to adults for 10 years and
children under the age of 16 for 5 years.

m Visit the Department of State website at
travel.state.gov/content/travel/en/passports.html for
the following information:

m Find out how to apply for or renew your passport;
m Get passport fees and forms;

m Track your application; or

m Report your passport lost or stolen.

m Enroll in the Smart Traveler Enroliment Program at
step.state.gov/step. U.S. citizens and nationals
who travel and live abroad can use this free ser-
vice to register their trip with the nearest U.S.
Embassy or Consulate.

All Expedited Packaging Supplies
(Standard, Specialized, or Customized) that the
Postal Service provides to a customer are consid-
ered when the NSA is established.

Mail Prepaid Stamped Flat Rate Envelope.

Environmental Management

Compliance Reminder: Refrigerant Management

When released, refrigerants can harm the environment.
Refrigerant-containing equipment at Postal Service™ sites
must be managed in accordance with Postal Service and
regulatory requirements. Potential equipment includes:

Chillers,

Air conditioners,

Fire suppression systems,
Drinking fountains,
Refrigerators, and
Freezers.

Requirements apply to both Postal Service employees
and contractors performing maintenance on usSPs® equip-
ment, as well as training, handling, recordkeeping, and
disposal.

Refrigerant Management Requirements

Never vent or otherwise release any refrigerants into
the atmosphere for any reason.

Maintain required documentation:

= An inventory of refrigerant-containing equipment
at the site.

m Records of system maintenance, service, and
repair, particularly those documenting refrigerant
addition or removal. Sites must obtain and main-
tain records from contractors who service refriger-
ant-containing equipment. Contractor records
need to show the work that was done, not just

m Employees that purchase refrigerants may require
certification.

m Manage refrigerant storage cylinders properly:

m Store in a centralized, secure location that is
restricted to authorized employees.

m Purchase and use cylinders that are certified by
the Air-Conditioning, Heating, and Refrigeration
Institute and Underwriters Laboratories.

m Clearly label refrigerant cylinders to identify their
contents.

m Document each cylinder purchase.

m Dispose of refrigerants, refrigerant-containing equip-

ment, and cylinders properly:

m Refrigerant equipment. Evacuate refrigerants
and tag equipment as empty. Use a local waste
management or scrap vendor for disposal and
keep disposal records.

m Refrigerants/Refrigerant-containing cylinders.
Recycle waste refrigerants using a local, EPA-
approved reclaimer. Keep records of off-site
shipments. Never send refrigerants for disposal
and never mix refrigerant types in the same
cylinder.

m Empty refrigerant cylinders. Label as “Empty”
and recycle with other steel recyclables at local
steel recycling center. Never reuse non-refillable
cylinders.

USPS Stormwater Policy Reminder: Vehicle Washing

The United States Postal Service® (USPS®) has estab-
lished policies to reduce pollution from stormwater and
snowmelt, which can cause hazardous chemicals and pol-
lutants to enter the environment and harm rivers, streams,
lakes, and coastal waters. These policies require employ-
ees and suppliers to take specific actions to minimize pol-
lution and protect water quality.

USPS has a “Zero Discharge” policy for stormwater.
This means USPS or USPS third-party contractors cannot
release or discharge pollutants (i.e., oil and grease, metals,
acids/bases, or other such chemicals) into stormwater sys-
tems. This policy includes preventing vehicle wash water
from entering stormwater drains.

Vehicle washing must be conducted inside vehicle wash
bays at Postal Service™ vehicle maintenance facilities
(VMF) or conducted outside by third-party vehicle washing
suppliers that use approved zero discharge washing meth-
ods. Sites that do not have an available VMF or third-party
vehicle washing supplier must use either an on-site dry-

wash/waxing process or take the vehicle to an off-site car
wash facility to ensure compliance with environmental
requirements.

Postal Service sites using third-party vehicle washing
services must establish contracts through the Vehicles,
Delivery, and Industrial Equipment Category Management
Center (CMC) using the nationally-approved statement of
work for vehicle washing. Contracts established through
the CMC require suppliers who wash vehicles to use either
a dry wipe process or a wet wash that collects and contains
wash water for proper off-site management.

Equipment Maintenance Allowance Schedule for Rural Routes

Rural Carriers

In accordance with the provisions of Article 9, section
2.J.3 of Handbook EL-902, Agreement Between the United
States Postal Service and the National Rural Letter Carriers’
Association, effective July 3, 2021 (pay period 15-21), the
equipment maintenance allowance (EMA) will increase to
80.5 cents per mile, or a minimum of $32.20 per day,
whichever is greater.

Auxiliary Rural Carriers, Rural Carrier Reliefs,
Rural Carrier Associates, Rural Carrier Part-Time
Flexibles, and Auxiliary Assistance

Employees providing auxiliary assistance or serving
auxiliary routes under the provisions of Article 9, section
2.J.5, receive an EMA of 80.5 cents per mile or $8.65 per
hour, whichever is greater. This EMA must not exceed the
amount provided in the special equipment maintenance
allowance for the route stops and miles.

EMA Rate Schedule

The EMA rate schedule on pages 15 and 16 supersedes
all previously published EMA schedules for employees
receiving EMA.

Burn Notice: UV Safety Awareness Month

July is UV Safety Awareness Month, a time to learn more
about sun and skin protection. Ultraviolet (UV) radiation is
emitted naturally by the sun, as well as through artificial
sources, such as tanning beds and different forms of light-
ing. It has some benefits — such as providing Vitamin D —
but it also poses many health risks.

Invisible UV rays can damage anyone’s skin in 15 min-
utes, causing sunburn, skin aging, eye damage, and skin
cancer, the most common cancer in the United States.

To reduce your risk:

m Apply sunscreen regularly, even on cloudy or cool

days.

m Seek shade under an umbrella, tree, or shelter for
relief.

m Wear clothing to cover skin exposed to sun, including
long-sleeve shirts and pants, hats with brims all the
way around, and sunglasses.

m Limit your time in the sun, especially between 10 A.M.
and 2 PM., when the sun’s rays are most intense.

Sunscreens use a sun protection factor (SPF) number
that indicate their effectiveness for blocking UV rays.
Higher numbers offer more protection. Everyone should
use a broad-spectrum sunscreen with SPF 15 or higher.

Read sunscreen labels for proper application instruc-
tions and apply sunscreen liberally to all uncovered skin.

Reapply at least every two hours and use more often if
you are swimming or sweating. No sunscreen is completely
waterproof or blocks all UV radiation, so reapply and take
other precautions, such as wearing protective clothing.

Verifying U.S. Postal Service Money Orders

Follow these steps to cash a Postal Service™ money
order:

1. Check that the amount does not exceed the legal lim-
it: $1,000 for domestic, and $700 for international
Postal Service money orders.

2. Check that the proper security features are present:

m When held to the light, a watermark of Benjamin
Franklin is repeated from top to bottom on the left
side.

m When held to the light, a dark line (security thread)
runs from top to bottom with the word “USPS”
repeated.

m When there is discoloration around the dollar
amounts, this might indicate the amounts were
changed.

Postal Money Order Reference Card, or online at
usps.com/shop/money-orders.htm.

3. If the money order seems suspicious, call the U.S.
Postal Service Money Ordxxer Verification System at
866-459-7822.

Provide this information to local banks and retailers, as
they also receive Postal Service money orders for cashing.

B. Other than for PMEMS and the exceptions listed below, a customs
declaration PS Form 2976 or PS Form 2976-A is required for all items weigh-
ing 16 ounces or more, and for all items (regardless of weight) containing
potentially dutiable mail contents (e.g., merchandise or goods) addressed to
or from this ZIP Code. Other than the exceptions listed below, all PMEMS
mailpieces (regardless of mail contents or weight) addressed to or from this
ZIP Code must bear a properly completed PS Form 2976-B. The surface
area of the address side of the mailpiece must be large enough to contain
the applicable customs declaration. The following exceptions apply to
known mailers, who for this purpose are defined as follows:

= Business mailers who enter volume mailings through business mail
entry units or other bulk mail acceptance locations, pay postage
through advance deposit accounts, use permit imprints for postage
payment, and submit completed postage statements at the time of
entry that certify that the mailpieces contain no dangerous materials
that are prohibited by postal regulations. Such business mailers are
exempt from providing customs documentation on non-dutiable let-
ters and printed matter.

m  All federal, state, and local government agencies whose mailings are
regarded as “Official Mail.” Such agencies are exempt from provid-
ing customs documentation, except for any items addressed to an
MPO or DPO to which restriction “B2” applies.

B2. All federal, state, and local government agencies must complete
customs documentation when sending potentially dutiable mail
addressed to or from this MPO or DPO.

C. Cigarettes and other tobacco products, including tobacco leaves,
chewing and pipe tobacco, snuff, and cigars are prohibited, including
those that are authorized in Publication 52 under PACT.

C1. Obscene and horror articles, images, prints, paintings, cards,
films, videotapes, comic books, etc., are prohibited.

E1. Mailers are responsible to ensure that all medicines and vaccines
conform to host nation laws.

E2. Any matter depicting nude or seminude persons, pornographic,
or sexual items are prohibited. Non-authorized political materials are pro-
hibited. Religious materials contrary to the Islamic faith are prohibited in
bulk quantities, but individual items for the personal use of the addressee
are permissible.

E3. Radio transceivers, cordless/cellular telephones, global position-
ing systems, scanners, base stations, and handheld transmitters are pro-
hibited.

F. Firearms of any type are prohibited, except firearms mailed to or by
official U.S. government agencies. This restriction does not apply to fire-
arms mailed from this MPO ZIP Code, provided ATF and USPS regula-
tions are met. Antique firearms do not require an ATF form.

F1. Weapons of any type are prohibited.

F2. Mailing firearms to or from this MPO ZIP Code is restricted to one
shotgun and one single shot .22 caliber rifle per individual.
