The adjoining table shove the present organizational 
structure of the Department of Defense together with 
the numbers of personnel assigned to each organiza- 
tional component. 

In the lepartment of Defense Reorganization Act of 
19^8, the Secretary of Defense was authorized, when- 
ever he determines it will be advantageous '.;o the 
Government in terms of effectiveness, economy or 
efficiency, to provide for the carrying out of any 
supply or service activity common to more than one 
military department by a single agency or such other 
organizational entitles as he deems appropriate. 
This authority was applied to the broad fields of 
atomic energy, communications,  supply, etc. through 
the establishment of separate agencies within the 
Department of Defense but outside of the three mili- 
tary departments.    Many of the personnel working in 
these fields previously assigned to the military 
departments were transferred to these new agencies.

About 1,000,000 military personnel have shore- 
based assignments In foreign countries, and. In 
addition, approximately 100,000 Navy and Marine 
Corps military personnel are assigned to fleet 
units in waters adjacent to foreign countries. 
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AGES OF MTLnARY PERSONNEL 

The essentially youthful nature of our military forces 
is highlighted by the data on the opposite page. 

Most enlisted volunteers enter active service during 
their late "teens" with about one-seventh (currently) 
signing up for a second tour of duty. Officers first 
enter active duty at ages about four years older, and 
inductees (currently) at around 20 years of age. These 
first tour personnel currently make up about three-fifths 
of total forces and account for the low median 22.7 years 
of age on 30 June 1969. 

On page 32» the percentage of total male military 
personnel in each age group is shown. 
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EDUCATIONAL IjjVEL OF MILITARY roRSONNEL 

The table on page 3U shows the percentages of 
officer and enlisted personnel who have conpleted 
various steps of formal high school and college 
training. 

The military services provide the opportunity and 
encourage their personnel to continue academic study. 
There are after-hour study programs open to all, and 
also programs designed to give selected individuals 
further education in connection with their military 
career development. 

During the past ten years the proportion   of officers 
who are college graduates, and the proportion of en- 
listed who are high school graduates, has increased 
substantially (page 3?)«    The changes are due mainly 
to greater selectivity in procurement and retention 
which have been dictated, to a great extent, by tech- 
nological change and the resulting higher technical 
skill requirements.

Unadjusted reenlistment rates Improved considerably 
during the three years following the low point in Ft 195*1, 
remained relatively constant during JY 1958 through PY 
1966, and have been declining during the last three and 
one-half years.

Host of the civilian personnel of the Department of 
Defense are hired directly by the military departments, 
the Defense agencies, or the Office of the Secretary of 
Defense and Joint Chiefs of Staff Organization as em- 
ployees of the United States Government, and are desig- 
nated as direct hire civilians. Some foreign nationals 
are employed in this manner in overseas areas in addi- 
tion to U. S. citizens. 

In a few foreign countries, however, substantial 
numbers of foreign nationals supporting military activ- 
ities are technically employees of the host government 
(or an agency of that government) and are assigned to 
work with U.S. Forces under contracts or agreements 
with that government on a reimbursable cost or other 
predetermined basis. These foreign nationals are 
designated as indirect hire civilians. 

Both categories of civilian personnel must be counted 
to provide a complete picture of the DOD civilian work 
force. Figures on the number of indirect hire civil- 
ians, however, are unavailable prior to 31 January 1933* 
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CIVILIAH PERSOMNEL - DIRECT HIRE    (l) 

There have been vide fluctuations in the number of 
direct hire civilians employed by the Department of 
Defense in the past 30 years. 

Beginning in January 1953 > the definition of direct 
hire civilians was revised to include approximately 
100,000 native Koreans and Ryukyuans who had not been 
included before that tine.    As a result, recent data 
on direct hire civilians are not strictly comparable 
vith the older data. 

These data comprise civilians paid from appropriated 
funds.    They exclude civilian employees of military 
nonappropriated fund agencies such as post exchanges 
and commissaries.

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CIVILIAM PKRaONMEL - DIRECT HIRE (2) 

It 1B frequently useful to distinguish between two 
broad groups of direct hire civilians, namely, sala- 
ried personnel and vage board personnel. The dis- 
tinction is based on method of salary or vage 
determination. 

Salaried personnel consist primarily of employees 
occupying positions subject to the Classification Act 
of 19^9 as amended, plus those few employees whose 
compensation is established by acts other than the 
Classification Act, by executive order or by admin- 
istrative determination. 

Wage board personnel consist of employees whose com- 
pensation is determined by wage boards or similar 
administrative authority serving the same purpose, 
and is adjusted periodically in accordance with local 
prevailing wage rates. 

In general, salaried personnel comprise technical, 
scientific, administrative, supervisory and clerical 
workers and for this reason are sometimes designated 
"white collar" employees. Wage board personnel, on 
the other hand, are usually craftsmen, production or 
maintenance workers and are therefore designated 
"blue collar" employees. 
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TOTAL FEDERAL GOVERNMENT AND DQD DIRECT HIRE CIVILIANS 

The Department of Defense accounts for about U3 percent 
of all direct hire civilians In the Executive Branch of 
the Federal Government. This proportion has declined 
from ^3 percent prevailing at the end of the Korean War. 
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CIVILIAN PERSONHEL ACCESSIONS AND SEFARATIOMS 

The table on the opposite page shows the number of direct 
hire civilian personnel "gains" and "losses" in recent 
years. 

During calendar year 1969» accessions and separations each 
averaged approximately 21,300 per month. Based on average 
strength, the monthly accessions and separations rates were 
about I.65 percent each. These are equivalent to annual 
rates of about 20 percent. 

However, the accessions for I969 were somewhat distorted by 
the fact that in January about ^0,000 National Guard Techni- 
cians became federal employees. Excluding these personnel 
the accession rate for January 1969 would be 1.55 and for 
the calendar year average 1.39 or an equivalent annual rate 
of 17 percent rather than 20.

This table shows the strength of the reserve components 
since World War II. 

The number of reserve officers,  including those on 
active duty, declined during the period 1953 through 
1957 and leveled off at around 800,000 during the I958 
through I965 period.    The number increased to 903,000 
at the end of 19^9 mainly due to the increase in the 
size of the active forces. 

The number of enlisted reserves has varied considerably 
over the years mainly due to variations  in the numbers 
being released frcm active duty and reverting to the 
reserves  for completion of their military service 
obligation.    The number of enlisted reserves,  including 
those on active duty, has  increased from a low of
