NASA satellite will carry 
UM researchers' software 
Associated Press 

A satellite that '\'c\SA plans to launch on 
Dec. 16 \\ill car~ computer software designed b) 
a L'niwrsity of '.\lontana research team. 

The Terra satellite is designed to prO\ide 
dail), detailed information about the health of 
Earth. The craft is the flagship of the l\ational 
.\eronautics and Space Administration's Earth 
Obsel'\ing System. a series of satellites equ ipped 

to scan the world . 
At the university, researchers used a $7-9 

mill ion grant to design software for Terra. The 
project began in 1992. 

"This launch represents a milestone in one 
of the most significant research projects on tlw 
campu:-; of the PniYersity of '.\lontana ... said lJM 
President George Dennison. 

The uni,·ersi ty team headed b\ Stew Run­
ning contributed software for a satellite

Forbes behind, but opponents 
still \Vary - of his 111oney

DALLAS - Steve Forbes is 
behind. 

In the race for the 
Republican presidential 
nomination, he's behind in Iowa, 
behind in New Hampshire, 
behind in party endorsements, 
behind in national media 
attenli0n. 

Still, opponents view him 
warily because of the one area in 
which he's not behind - money. 

"You can't discount the 
power of a limitless pocket," said 
Mark McKinnon, advertising 
consultant to GOP front-runner 
George W. Bush. 

Forbes, a mmionaire who 
heads the Forbes Inc. magazine 
empire, largely is self-funding his 
campaign. I Ie calls himself the 
only "real" conservative with the 
resources and organization to last 
over the long haul. 

Already, he has spent $t9 
million - almost as much as 
Bush. lt hasn't yet made a dent 
in the polls but Forbes said he's 
convinced he has a winning 
strategy based on two factors: 

- Pricking the notion that 
Bush is the most electable 
candidate. 

- And uniting conservative 
support behind an issues-driven 
campaign. 

"B us h 's whole thing is 
inevitability," Forbes recently 
told a Waterloo, Iowa, crowd. 
'There's no philosophy, there's 
no core issue that's motivating 
people to back his campaign." 

Bush has rejected such 

complaints. 
Forbes gets a chance to 

make his case face-to-face against 
Bush on Thursday when all the 
GOP candidates debate in 
Manchester, N .H. It's the first such 
forum the Texas governor has 
attended. 

Of those still in the primary 
hunt, Forbes has been the most 
aggressiveingoingafterBush, who 
consistently gets 55-60 percent 
support in national polls. Forbes 
has been mired in single digits. 

lnarecentNewYorkspeech, 
Forbes said Bush has more in 
common with Democrats Bill 
Clinton and Al Gore. 

"Gov. Bush is vague, I'm 
specific," said Forbes. 

Forbes said he is looking 
forward to stressing differences 
with Bush on education, spending, 
taxes, Social Security and health 
care. 

On taxes, he said, "the typical 
Texan pays more taxes than he or 
she did several years ago." On 
education, he said, Bush wants "a 
bigger role for the federal 
government ... 1 want to go in the 
exact opposite direction." 

A week ago in Arizona, he 
accused Bush of learning policy 
positions "off the TelePrompTer" 
and believing that "government 
should guide our future. n 

For his part, Bush has said 
he's grounded in tlle philosophy of 
a compassionate conservative who 
believes government should do a 
few things and do them well, and 
private and faith-based agencies 
should pick up the slack. 

In Forbes' Jooing presidential 
run four years ago, he drew 
attention for his constant focus on 

a flat tax. This time, he has 
broadened his social message and 
picked up conservative support. 

Last week, a dozen national 
conservative leaders linked to the 
early Ronald Reagan years 
declared Forbes the only ~true 
conservative" in the race who can 
win. 

The Forbes backers said they 
doubt Bush's commitment to such 
issues as reducing the role of 
government, cutting taxes and 
fighting abortion. 

"Bush is essentiaUy an 
establishment Republican," said 
conservative activist Paul Weyrich. 
"His administration would not be 
dominated by conservatives but by 
Republican establishment people." 

Richard Viguerie, longtime 
conservative publisher and direct 
mail guru, said former President 
George Bush "never walked with 
conservatives and the son has never 
walked with conservatives." 

'"We've been a little too 
quiet," he said, promising that the 
group will fan out as in key states 
on Forbes' behalf. 

It's in Iowa and Ne\' 
Han1pshirewhere the Bush bubble 
must be burst, they said. Iowa's 
caucus kicks off the delegate 
selection season on Jan. 24, and 
New Hampshire's first-in-the 
nation primary is Feb. 1. 

Forbes' standing in Iowa, 
where he has spent 45 days lo 
Bush's 19, represents his effort's 
high-water mark. His best 
measured support is in the low 
20 percent range. 

"Once the air of 
invincibility starts to collapse, the

Decision to give lab 
space to researchers 
harms undergraduat 

To the Editor: 

In response to the 
Erponent article, "Student fees 
to fund research Jab" (Nov. 19), I 
would like to enlighten the 
student body to the happenings 
in the Biology department. First 
of all, the Biology department 
was initially going to cancel the 
lab portion of Biology 310, 
Comparative Anatomy, to 
provide space for Dr. John 
Miller's primate neuron 
research. Only after professors, 
like Dr. Lynn Irby, calJed foul did 
the administration come up with 
the lab space in Gaines Hall. 

With this new lab space the 
administration has imposed 
restrictions prohibiting the 
students from spending time in 
the Jab outside of their normal 
lab period. According to Dave 
Varricchio, the instructor, 
students m the past spent an 
average of two hours a week 
outside of class in the lab 
studying. The article made it 
sound like this restriction would 
be a minor inconvenience. 
Having taken the course from 
Dave last Spring, however, this 
is much more than a minor 

inconvenience. 
By reducing the lab p 

of Biology 310, the Bi 
Department will effect 
impair any future F!Sh and\ 
Management undergradu 
ability to complete their d 
reason is that this lab la 
foundation needed to com 
senior level biology courses 
Ichthyology, Ornithology, 
Mammalogy.

But analysts say some 
1ters are uneasy about Forbes'

inservative issues. 

"Steve Forbes in 1999 is a 
mservative, pro-life, pro­
hristian Coalition issues 
mdidate, which he wasn't the 
st time around," said Steffen 
:hnlldt, a political scientist at 
>wa State University. Some 
eople, he said, "are a little bit 
mical." 

In the TV air war, Forbes' 
olitical ads have focused on his 
ositions on issues. His 
lITlpaign has produced, but has 
ot aired, some that raise 
uestions about Bush's record 
s governor. 

For now, those remain in 
ne can because Forbes aides 

said Bush has fumbled in some 
areas and undermined his 
efforts. 

Still, others say Forbes has 
too big a hill to climb. 

"Apart from his 
pocketbook, he would not be 
considered a serious contender," 
said Whit Ayers, a Republican 
consultant in Atlanta who's not 
involved in any presidential 
campaign. 

Ayers discounts Forbes' 
chances because, he said, "He 
doesn't have the pre-requisite 
quality that most Americans look 
for in a president - a record of 
success in a high ranking political 
position." 

Never having held office is 
a "difficult hurdle to get over," 
Ayers said. "I can construct a 
scenario where he gets to second 
in a number of states, but not 
first." 

Forbes has batted away that 
criticism, saying people believe 
it's time to elect an outsider. "It's 
time," he said, "for someone 
who's not tied to the political 
class."

The two months since her husband's 
eath have been a heartrending, yet inspiring, 
x-perience, .Jennifer Lowe told 1,000 people who 
ttendcd a memorial senicc in Shroyer Gym on 
he Montana State University campus Friday 
ight. 

"We received hundreds upon hundreds 
pon hundreds of cards and letters and they mean 
o VCI} much," ~1rs. Lowe said. "It shows how 
uch Alex touched all of you and how much we 
can to you." 

Alex Lowe and photographer Dave Bridges 
f Colorado died in an avalanche Oct. 5 on 
hishapangma mountain in Tibet, which at 26,291 
eet is the i4th highest mountain in the world. 

we was part of a six-man team that intended to 
limb up and ski down its slopes. The expedition 
as called off after the avalanche. 

"The community has been incredibly 
upportive," Jennifer Lowe said. "I want to thank 
11 of you here in Bozeman for everything you've 
one for me and my children, including yard 
·ork, babysitting and wonderful meals fixed." 

Family members, climbers and friends paid 
ribute in music, speech and film to the man 
horn many have called the world's finest climber. 

Admission to the nvo hour memorial was $5, 
with the money going to the Fund for the Children 
of Alex Lowe. 

"Alex's strength and drive came from the 
heart," said cattleman Tom Mcclay, who grew up 
with Lowe in the Bitterroot Valley. "I feel there 
was another star in the night's sky when Alex was 
engulfed on the mountain." 

Mountaineer Conrad Anker of Big Oak Flats, 
Calif., said he was close to Lowe and Bridges on 
Shishapangma when the avalanche started to 
move 6,ooo feet above them. 

When it hit, Anker was covered with about 
a foot of avalanche debris. He received several cuts 
on his head. They have healed in the nvo months 
since the incident. 

Anker and Lowe were the best of friends. In 
the dedication of his book, "The Lost Explorer" 
published this year, Anker thanked Lowe for "his 
continued friendship." 

During an interview before Friday's tribute, 
Anker said he and Lowe "were cut from the same 
cloth." The quality he valued most in Lowe was 
"his energy and his exuberance for anybody and 
e\erybody,." Anker said. 

Climber and "Into Thin Air " author, Jon 
Krakauer of Seattle, described Lowe as unaffected 
and down to earth. 

Mountaineer Jack Tackle spoke about his 
climbs with Lowe that extended over 20 years. 
Although the climbing itself was rewarding, the 
real fu n came from the friendship , he said. 

Rennie Jackson, a National Park Service 
ranger, said he remembers Lowe calling him many 
times with the invitation, "Let's go climbing ." 
Although he was Jess than enthus iastic when the 
invitation came in winter, J ackson said he would 
usually go. 

"You don't get that many times to be with 
greatness," Jackson said. "Thanks for those phone 
calls, Alex. I won't forget your laugh." 

The loudest applause at the tribute for Lowe 
was for one of his sons, wh ose dignified 
performance on the fiddle conveyed what words 
could not. 

Lowe's oldest son, u-year-old Max, said 
nothing after he climbed to the stage to perform 
a bittersweet piece, accompanied by his teacher 
Nancy Padilla on the guitar. 

When he finished, Max quietly left the stage. 
"Thank you, Max," said Gordon Wiltse of 

Bozeman, a professional photographer, climber 
and a close family friend. "That was b rilliant. Yell 
dad would be so proud of you." 
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Freshman 
faces charges of 
Internet hacking 

PEORIA, Ill., - A Bradley 
University freshman could be in big 
trouble if accusations that he tried 

to hack into the Web sites of 400 European corporations are 
correct. 

Companies from around the world notified university 
officials that someone from the campus' network had tried to 
break into their computer systems. According to the Bradley 
Scout, Bradley police traced the would-be hacker to the 
residence hall room of Blake Ferguson, 18. Ferguson was using 
a computer provided by the university. 

Police said Ferguson told them an ongoingjoke between 
him and a buddy from high school prompted him to try to 
hack into his friends PC. While trying to do so, Ferguson told 
police he unintentionally scanned corporate Internet Protocol 
addresses. That access, investigators said, could have resulted 
in the al teration of computer settings ra nging from turning 
desktop icons upside-down to disabling a keyboard. 

Still unclear is whether any or the affected companies 
will press charges against Ferguson. While most attempts to 
hack into sites failed, Ferguson did gain potentially damaging 
access to about 12 systems. The case is being reviewed by the 
Illinois State's Attorney's Office. 

Man asking for directions 
busted for possession of drugs 

DA VIS, Calif. - When deciding whom to ask for help, 
consider this: Police at the University of California-Davis 
arrested a man who asked an officer for directions. 

The officer, sensing that the man smelled of marijuana, 
detained h im and asked him to produce identification. When 
the man did so, the officer discovered he was wanted on an 
outstanding warrant with the Sacramento Police Department. 
Davis police arrested the man. A subsequent search revealed 
thatthe man also possessed 5 grams of marijuana. Davis police 
charged the man with drug possession, too.

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Four students injured 
in Oklahoma middle 
school shooting 
TMScampus 

An armed 13-year-old 
middle school boy wounded four 
of bis classmates just before 8 
a.m. Monday, and was still 
trying to pull the trigger when 
he was subdued by a science 
teacher. 

None of the injuries were 
said to be life-threatening. 
Injured at the Fort Gibson 
Middle School shooting were 
two 13-year-old boys, and a boy 
and girl, both 12. 

Muskogee County Sheriffs 
Deputy Terry Cragg said the boy 

"doesn't even know who it was 
he shot ... There was not a hate 
thing. I asked him why. He said, 
'I don't know." 

The boy did not appear to 
be remorseful and had a blank 
look on his face, according to 
published reports. 

The boy, a seventh-grader, 
fired all the rounds in the 9mrn 
semiautomatic handgun. He 
was approached by science 
teacher Ronnie Holuby, who 
also serves as the safety officer 
at the school. 

School officials cancelled 
class for all of the district's 1,850 
students. There are about 450 
students in the middle school.

Lo and behold, there he \\as. walking across the 
ance f1oor. There were only a few folks in the bar. but their interest was in keno rather than 
1is guitarist for the Allman Brothers Band. 

Trucks was more than happy to sit and talk while he finished eating a pear. I asked him 
oout playing \\ith the Allman Brothers and in regard to Dickey Betts, be said, "It's great playin' 
ith him. He's definitely one-of-a-kind." 

Last summer. Derek toured with the Allman Brothers on their 3o•h Anniversary Tour. I 
ad a chance to see one of the Portland shows and Derek held his own among the grizzled veter­
ns of the Allman Brothers. 

Derek explained that he only had fi, e days to practice with the Allman Brothers before they kicked off the tour at Red Rocks. He had listened to their music 
efore, but had no direct involvement until they asked him to join the band.

From 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. student 
made ceramics art will be on sale 
just in time for last minute holi­
day shopping. 

The Ceramics Guild is made 
up of ceramics artists from MSU 
who are concerned with giving 
e:-..-posure to student amvork and 
placing the school of art in a more 
public light. while generating 
money for the guild.

The Archi e Bray 
foundation,located in a former 
brick foundry, houses a family of 
local ceramic artists. 111e Ceram­
ics Guild recruits three to four 
artists in the spring from the 
foundry to speak to student art­
ists here at MSU. 

Josh Marcus, who pulled 
the Ceramics Guild out of dor­
mancy two years ago, is a sculp­
ture major whose main focus of 
work combines wood ~th 
metalsmithing. Despite his art 
concentration, Marcus chose to 
reestablish the Ceramics Guild 
due to the utilitarian nature of ce-
ramies. 

.. Ceramics are marketable 

and fairly ine:-..-pensive to produce. 
You can easily sell a cup for $10, 
but would have a hard tin1e sell­
ing a sculphtre for a thousand 
dollars at school," be stated. "Ce­
ramics are art that everyone can 
afford." Twenty tothirtypercent 
of the sale's proceeds will go to 
the guild. 

Senior ceramics major 
Adam Swang adds,"the ceramics 
guild brings•isiting artists to the 
university, while providing the 
opportunity for students to sell 
their work." 

Swang's current work de­
picts a variety of clay community 
dwellings on a small scale. 

"I've always bad a fascina­
tion with building, and finding 
such monumental dwellings in­
spires me," he said. 

Swang's inspirations arise 
from a combination of the 
Anazasi, African Dogon cultures, 
medieval, Roman, and Egyptian 
architecture. 

The guild is "helpful for young 
artists to see the opportunity to sell 
their work," according to Swang. 
The organized opportunity to sell 
work provides a type of gratification 
for dedicated student artists. 

Swang described, as an ex­
ample of such dedication, seeing 
vice president Chris Coutre 
asleep in the studio by the kiln 
waiting for it to reach tempera­
ture. 

"This is the type of commit­
ment you will see in the ceramics 
guild and atthe sale,~ Swangsaid.

But I was uncon\'entional and a 
little ballsy - I said (a bad word) 
a few times, and he was rather 
shocked." 

··we went out for a drink," 
O'Connor recalls, "and it was sup­
posed to be, like, a half-hour get­
together. But it turned into three 
hours. We discovered that we're 
from the same tribe. We have the 
same artistic sensibility. So Janet 
was attached to the film a year 
before we shot it, which gave us a 
long time to talk about the char­
acter. Janet did a lot of home­
work." 

"Pla)1ng a Southerner isn't 
that easy," McTeer says with a 
laugh. "It's especially hard with 
this English accent I have. We 
only had the money for two ses­
sions· with a voice coach, but I 
made a tape and listened to it, and 
I watched "Coal Miner's Daugh­
ter,' "Bastard Out of Carolina,' and 
"Tender Mercies' over and over 
again to get the accents. Then, I

Says O'Connor: "When I 
cast Kimberly J. Brown as Mary 
Jo's daughter, Ava, the light bulb 
went off in my head just like it did 
when I saw Janet. Some people 
make decisions with their hearts, 
and others make decisions \\1th 
their heads. I make them with my 

bones - you just know some­
thing is right. And I felt Kim was 
right for Ava in my bones. We 
searched all over the country for 
a girl to play Ava, and we got hun­
dreds of tapes. I knew she was 
Ava the instant I saw her tape. 
There was something about her 
personality - witty, bright, 
charming, and an absolute wise­
ass. I fell in love with her." 

"Kimberly was 13 when we 
shot "Tumbleweeds,'" McTeer 
says, "and I was very keen that 
she not be treated like a child. We 
were the two leading actresses in 
the movie, and her thoughts and 
input mattered as much as any-

one else's. So I was both a mother 
to her and a peer. We'd talk a lot. 
My respect for her is huge." 

"We were very, very fortu­
nate to get Janet for "Tum­
bleweeds,'" O'Connor says. "I'm 
very proud of the fact that this is 
her first American film." 

"I don't know if I could've 
made it as an American movie 
actress when I was younger," 
says McTeer. "It's so much 
about the way you look. Either 
you're very, very pretty and 
you play the ingenue, or you 're 
the best friend character. It's 
not so bad when you're older 
like me."

Arnold Schwarzenegger's 
ewest film has all the makings 
ira smash hit, but is far too close 
> a near miss. If there are any 
ther disillusioned people out

:>mething grand. I can almost 
uarantee disappointment. 

A mindless religious­
humbed action flick, "End of 
>ays" tells the storv of Jericho 
:ane, an alcoholic N~w York City 
op who must stop Satan (living 
n Gabriel Bvrne's bodv) from 
aking over the earth, d~troying 
1V1hzat1on as we know 1t. 

Fulfilling the prophecy in 
he book of Re\·elation, Satan 

must find his chosen bride and 
conceive a child to ensure his 
reign. Of course, he must impreg­
nate her between the hours of 11 

p.m. and midnight, or his whole 
plan goes down the tubes. Chris­
tine York (Robin Tunney), Satan's 
"bride" has had religious visions 
her whole life and seems to have 
been born for the sole purpose of 
having his baby. 

111e plot had potential, as 
did the cast. As far as perfor­
mances are concerned, 
Schwarzenegger wasn't bad at all. 
He paled in comparison, though 
to the purely evil display put on 
by Byrne, who actually became 
his role, and made it seem fit for 
no one else but him. 

Tunney was somewhat de­
tached from the majority of the 
show, which was inappropriate 

for such a central character. 
Kevin Pollack, Arnie's pal, 
jumped in with a few good one­
liners, but was little more than a 
backdrop in the larger scheme of 
the movie. 

This m0\1e is thrilling 
and interesting at times, but too 
much of it is just plain silly. For 
exan1ple, the priests in this film 
would have us believe that "666 ", 
the sign of Satan, is actually "999" 
because St. John dreamed it 
backwards. Add a "1" in front, 
and gasp-"1999!" The year of 
Satan! Unfortunately, "End of 
Days" is fraught with such stunts. 
Not only that, but there are too 
many holes in the plot to make it 
believable.
