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INTRODUCTION.

(The present wotk—7Zarkasangraha.)* 

This Tarkasangraha, included in the Gaekwad’s Oriental Series, is an 

original work by Anandajiina or Anandagiri, the well-known erudite com- 
mentator on Sdnkardchdrya’s Bhashyas. 

It is a critical examination and a systematic refutation of the Vaiseshika! 
or the Aulukya system of philosophy—the champion of Hindu Realistic Phi- 
losophy; or in other words, a logical refutation of the Creationist or Realistic 

standard from the stand-point of the Polyonomic standard; or according to 
Sanskrit terminology, of the Arambhavada from the point of view of the 
Vivartavada. 

Its founder, Kanada,? the Empedocles of India, was a devotee of Siva,3 

pupil of Somasarm, and an inhabitant of Prabhas-Patan iu Kathiavada.4 

Its Object.—It seems that out of all the systems of philosophy, the 

present author chose this particular one for refutation, and not Nydya or any 
other, because the Vaiseshikas are considered to be the greatest logicians, the 

chief exponents of the atomic creation of things, and upholders of the reality 
of matter. ‘They have thus been the pioneers of all the dualistic philosophers 
(Bhedavadins). In this connection, Anandajiana himself observes that ‘‘this 
effort is to establish, by arguments logical and authoritative, ‘‘the One without 

a Second; 5” and in the concluding part of the work he affirms that ‘‘by aps

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plying the methods of arguments here propounded in refutation of the Vai- 
seshika philosophy to other systems, the improbability of their theories and 
definitions will be manifest.’?! 

In the same strain, Raghunathavarma in his LaukiLanydyasangraha 

declares that ‘‘poor Charvakas and others become easily refuted by arguments 
by which the Vaiseshika,—the protagonist of disputants known for his — 
vigorous, dry and cold logic,—the upholder of the truth of duality,—is to be 

conquered.?”? This is also clear from a remark of Lakshmana Sdstri Dravida 
in his preface to the Ahandanakhandakhadya to the effect that ‘‘by the above 
facts itis proved that the idea of soul as propounded by the Naiydyikas 
(logicians) is not acceptable to Gautama, but is identical with the Vaiseshika 

theory, and therefore Sankaracbarya refutes, in his works, the Vaiseshika, 

setting him up as his opponent,’’3 

Some of the tenets of the Vaiseshikas about topics commion to other 
philosophics are controverted in several other works, such as Zadlvapradipika 
of Chitsukha etc.; but none of them handles them so thoroughly and syste- 

metically as the present work does, which has in view particularly the esta- 

blishment of the falsity of objects (Sec. 3, 4, 69 and 70.) 

Its procedure.—The author of the Zarkasangraha, in his task, gene- 
tally follows, from its tenth section dealing with ‘earth’ ( gfid1), the order of 
the subjects in the Paddarthadtarmasangraha of Prasastapdda (the standard 
work of the Vaiseshika Philosophy ), and that in the first chapter of 

the Padarthatattvanirnaya of Gangapuri, omitting the section ou enumeration 

of categories ( gamer), and the section showing similarities and dissimi- 

larities ( araeyyaeyaeca ), and the section about worldly bondage and eman- 

cipation ( #ararqaigatm ): as these are touched upon in the treatment of 
other subjects. He, moreover, includes in his refutations, ‘non-existance’ 

( sma ) which was held as a seventh category by the later Vaiseshikas, and 

‘disputation’ (am ) and other subjects specially treated by the Naiydyikas. 

Many of the passages in this work, beginning with the words yaé/u 

(aq) and ending with 7/7 ( rf) (e. g. on pp. 28, 65 etc.) are to be met with 
in the Padarthatlvanirnaya-vivarana.

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It is one of the maxims of the Nydya philosophy that ‘an object is real 

if it can be defined and proved.’! Anandajiidua, therefore, in order to prove 

that there is no real object except Brahman, takes up each and every ‘object’ 
of the Vaiseshikas, first examining its various definitions (which, in one 

way, may be said to rest mainly on sense-perception or inference), and then 

showing that the defined does not also stand the test of reasoning. In 

some cases, he examinés the ‘indicative cause’ (sq%) adduced for re- - 

cognizing the same, and then proceeds to point out the fallacies in the syllo- 

gistic inference advanced to prove it; aud then ends by concluding the non- 
reality ( strat ) of the object ( a4, Tri ) handled. 

The definitions and syllogisms controverted are principally those of his 
ptedecessors-some of Prasastapida, Udayana, Sridhara etc. and others 
from Nydyasara (chapters first and second, chiefly in sections 42 to 48 of the 
present work), Jfanamanohara and others. 

Its Subject-matter.—After offering homage to the Almighty and his 
preceptor, Anandajiana commences with declaring the general doctrine of all 
the dualistic philosophers, that there are two main categories—entity and 
non-entity (qrammat). He then proceeds to the examination of the ‘Entity’ 
through its possible meanings or definitions, and all its sub-divisions as ex- 
pounded by the Vaiseshikas, details of which will be gathered from the contents 
given here in Sanskrita. 

It may be noted that, in the course of this, he deals at some length, 
with ‘duality’ ( fea ) (pp. 1-4), the origin due to excessive heat ( qraatef ) 
(pp. 61-63), and separateduess resulting from division (fiqnrafrrm) (pp. 

73-75), as they are considered to be the special features of the Vaiseshika 
system; and also with ‘differentia’ (qy¢q) and ‘division’ ( fram) (pp. 

71-75), and ‘distance’ (qraryta) (pp- 75-77), because they are mutually 

related and help in proving the ‘theory of separatedness’ ( ¥zq7z ), in opposi- 

tion to the ‘theory of one unit or non-dvality’ ( s4zar ). 

The author, in this division, deals more fully with ‘substance’ ( zsq ) 

or more propetly ‘Reality,’ and its principle sub-division Earth or Thermal 

matter (gfi7ft), because all the other categories or entities are dependent on 
the ‘substance’? and their other sub-divisions follow the case of Earth. 
On the non-establishment of these two, all others fall to the ground. Sub- * 
stance or Reality cannot be proved, because it is incapable of being defined.? 

After treating thus all the ‘Entities’ ( maqzrai: ) with their sub-divisions 

(pp. 17 to 128), the author proceeds with ‘Non-entity’ ( apqq), and its sub- 
divisions (pp. 128 to 133).

The conclusion, Anandajiiana always arrives atin the respective sec 
tions, after discussing according to the very rules of reasoning! propounded 

by those who call themselves Logicians, is that no satisfactory definition of 
any can be maintained, or no sound argument can be advanced to support 
such athing, and therefore, all such subjects are unreal—mere effects of 

delusion (qq ) or nescience ( yfrm ) on the part of individuals ( Hq: ); just 

as, a serpant mistaken for rope does not admit of any definition or proof, 
But no delusion takes place in vacuum or without some substratum, and 

this substratum, where the world-delusion has taken place owing to partial 
ignorance of the true and only thing, is nothing else but the Self, Braliman. 

The author, at this point, enters into an examination of the super- 

imposed ( aarafiaa )—the seeming world—the aggregate of all objects that 

formed the subjects for refutation—whether it is real or false, or both real and 

false, or something different from the last (p. 133). It cannot be said to be 
real ( aq-frarrrareqa +), because in a later stage, to the befitted ( sifynré ), it 

appears false without the least shadow of doubt; it cannot be said to be false 
also, because it is different from such as never becomes an object of cognition; 

and it cannot be both at once on account of contradiction. Hence the super- 

imposed is peculiarly different from all these, or is ‘inexplicable’—Antrvdchya 
ot Anirvachaniya—as it is technically termed. It (p. 135) does neither mean 

that it cannot be defined nor that it can be an object fit for definition (for some 
at least have tried it), but it means that it is indefinable in any way that a 
thinker may hit upon, as has been shown throughout the work by arguments, 
which can be applied, as required, to other cases not included here or that 

may be put forth in future. One should be careful here that this inexpli- 

cability is not predicated as a real property of the super-imposed, because an 
unreal thing can have no quality real, but that it only suggests or conveys the 

sense that the substratum of the super-imposed is the thing real (p. 136). 

(The cases of particular delusions, such as that of a serpent in a rope 

or of silver in a mother-o-pearl and other cases of undoubted illusory know- 

ledge are instances confirmatory of the above inference and serve for the 
inductive process.) 

Now this super-imposed must have some cause for its appearance. But 
no real thing can be the material cause of an unreal thing. Hence it must 

“have forits cause an equally unreal thing and such cannot be any other but 

the nescience or ignorance of the substratum ( stfraame ). 

This Nescience is impossible in Brahman (the Highest Being), one 

may say, as it is omniscient; also impossible in individual souls, because the 

Vedantin holds them non-different from Brahman. But this is not so; for, it 

is not possible to deny nescience (absence of true knowledge), because this is 

1 Reed TeMe:-xf AAG. 
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everywhere evident. This nescience, again, is not independent or self-existing, 
for in that case, it would be no nescience. Then, if it is dependent, it can only 

be dependent on Brahman, for it is the sole thing; and this Brahman, which 

is Omniscient ( aya ) according to the Logician, can ke called so only through 

nescience, which alone can become the means of its (i.e. the Brahman’s) being 

connected with other things. As long as this nescience lasts, there is the one 
or the other order or system of all things, just as in a dream, 

Every phenomenon can be accounted for by the acceptance of one 
nescience in connection with the Brahman. Accordingly there is no neces- 

sity to assume a plurality of nescience. Presumptive evidence and law of 

parsimony ( aqqq) are satisfied in the acceptance of nescience as a unity 

possessing wonderful potentialities (p. 138). In fact, this unity of nescience 
assumes different forms, and therefore, if its one form—the dreaming state— 
disappears, there is no reason why its another from—the sensuous waking 
state—should not disappear. It should be remembered that though the forms 

of this one nescience are numierous and outwardly different, they are all one in 
nature ( eq ) (p. 139), in as much as they all are unreal ( sqrqthyn). Thus, 

one nescience only is the root-cause of all different appearances ( 3ayfrm ) 

or different perceptions, all of which crumble down to unreality when the 

root-cause nescience disappears or is destroyed by the advent of true know- 
ledge ( fam1). Even logical arguments proving duality are worthless, for they 

are found to be vicious on the attainment of the truth, even in this same state 

of mundane affairs (p. 140). 
To the enlightened then, this dualism is perceptible only as a phantom, 

on account of a remnant of nescience ( 3fqr0) that ends simultaneously 

with his life. 
Thus nescience is one, but is both dependent on the pure-soul, and 

makes him the object of its operations. It also belongs to the individual soul 

who is not at all different from the pure-intelligence-Soul ( fran ). 

The shadow of this unreal nescience makes the pure soul think himself 

to be fettered, and himself to be happy at the disappearance of the darkness 

of ignorance by the light of knowledge; but, in fact, the Vedanta neither 
preaches nor asserts plurality of souls ( saz ) nor that of nescience. 

Thus to the right thinker, on his realising the purport of the ‘‘great 

sentence’’—*'That thou art,’’ there is not-there was not-and there will not be 

either bondage or emancipation; but to him there is only the Highest Being 

which is also the individual soul—the real Self. (p. 141). 

This knowledge is (in nature) re-cognition ( seqfte ) or re-presenta- 

tion. The notion (modification of the internal organ ( afa) of ‘I’? or of 

Nescience arises in the Self; and as it originates in the vicinity of the Self, 

the ‘quality of doer’ or agency( #4 )is falsely attributed tothe Self. When this 

notion of ‘*I’’ is destroyed by the rise of knowledge, it leaves bebind a similar 
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impression ( art ) in the form of ‘‘That I(am).’’Here too subjectiveness and 
objectiveness are attributed to the Self through usage ( sqar ) or convenience, 

though nothing is really a property (aq ) of the Self-who is not different or 
distinct from Brahman, (the sensuous world being an illusion thereon). 

In short, Anandajiiina concludes, one inexpliable Nescience (stam ) 
is the cause of all seeming differences ( 4¥z ), through which, one (Self)-really 

free and unconnceted in all ways with any thing—thinks himself to be really 

in an opposite condition, until the Nescience (the cause with its effects) is 
destroyed by acquiring the true knowldge from the Vedanta. Thus ‘absolutely 

real’’ is neither bondage nor emancipation, (the one or the other notion being 
mere error—one thought of as the removed, the other as the remover,-) but it 
is only the Self-Bliss ds-covered by the removal of Nescience with its effects, 
and always unconnected in the least with any object. This position as proved 
here is unrefutable. 

Tarkasangraha then is a polemical work of Metaphysical Philosophy, 
rationally inquiring into the fundamental nature of things, and is thus useful 

to seekers after truth as well as to those who want to cultivate their powers of 
argumentation. 

4 
ANANDAJNANA OR ANANDAGIRI 

The Name Anandagiri. —Though in some of his verses and in the 
colophons of all his works, his name is given as Anandajiiana, he is popularly 

known as Anandagiri, by which name he too designates himself.! Other 

authors who quote him do so by the latter name. 

He and Janardana the author of 7Zatvdloka samc.—As in very 
few cases the previous details of the life of an ascetic ( qftarm#) (as in the 
case of Sarasvatitirtha—author of acommentary on the _Kdvyaprak4ga) can be 

ascertained, the acceptance of the ascetic’s mode of life ( saq ) being consi- 
dered a new birth and so no reference being made to his former life, it is a mat- 

ter of satisfaction to be able to gain some information about the author on 
this point. 

Anandagiri in his Hidvdsya- bhashya- lippana says:—aTermhiaqa: aft-

Now, there exists a work named Zat/va/oka? by Janardana in which 

is found the refutation of the Parindmavdda (doctrine of evolution) of

This point 
too is found treated in the seventh section® of the same work. (pp. 4b, 5a 

ofthe same Ms.) 

These facts leave no doubt as to the identity of Anandagiri and Janar- 

dana. This is further supported by a similarity in method of sections, 

in arguments (chiefly sections 17 to 37 of Za/tvdloka) and in style of Tattud- 
loka aud Tarkasangraha. 

Moreover, Kika in his Lopanishad-bhaysh attributes the authorship 

of this Za/tvdloka directly to Anandagiri! (p. 27b of a Manuscript copy 

with me). 

Janardana, therefore, was Anandagiri’s name in his previous stage of 

life (3179). 

Anandagiri was probably a native of Gujarat.—One is further tempted 
to identify Janardana, the author of Zat/va/oka with Pandita Janardana, who 
has written a bhasya (commentary) called Jandnandanam ( ware ) on Me- 

ghadiita (Ms, at Santinatha’s temple, Cambay, copy dated A. D. 1410), anda 

Pratanubhashya (yaqav7) (small commentary) on Raghuvansa5 (Ms.

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1163) and Sthiradeva. The peculiarity of these commentaries is that besides 
giving explanations, and occasionally figures of speech and parallel passages, 
they are intermingled with the meanings of the text-words in the ( old ) 

Gujarati language also.! These appear to be early literary attempts of Ananda- 
girl, In the fragment of Aaghuvansalhashya quotations from Rudrata’s 

Kavydlankara only are met with. Mr, Nandargikar, in his preface to Raghu- 
vansa (p. 23 ) puts this Jandrdana before A. D. 1385. The epithet ‘Pandita’ 
to this Janardana, his (Auandagiri’ s) connection with Dvarkaé (where the 

Gujarati was and is the vernacular language), aud the juxtaposition of dates 

etc. do not go against this inference. 

Anandajitana—an Acharya of the Dvarka-pitha ( aa ).—The 
chronological lists of the spiritual heads of the several monasteries said to be 

established by Sri Sankarach4rya are, on many grounds, considered to be 

spurious, and new historical matter coming into light supports it, The 
names of Anandajiana, Suddhdnanda and Anubhiittisvartipa (supposed to be 

connected with Dvirki—see below), are not to be found in any of the lists. 
Now, Anandagiri in his works generally bows to Vishnu (qeaq), 

and in some places (see J/andiikyabhashyatika v.1 in the beginning and the 

end) to his particular incarnation ( s7qare ) of Krishna, but in this work, goes 

to the lengh of specifying him as ‘the Lord of Dyarka ( grexrita p. 1 and 142) 
and zrathrata (p. 142). This is very significant, and doubtlessly shows that 

Anandajiidna was once the Acharya of the Dvarkapitha. The word ‘Bhagvat’ 
( anaq) (the worshipful) prefixed to his mame may be also indicative of 

the same, Again, at the end of his Sds/raprakdsikd, he declares:— 

Aarparrernary(e7?) Tatar | seach sqrt aRdieya 2 
This verse may mean ‘I composed the said exposition of Suresvara’s 

speech having followed the path or gained the rank ( qzq1) of the worshipful 
Visvanubhava.” 

Now, if we take the first meaning of the word (fadaz’) i.e. footpath, it 
is to be observed that there is yet no trace of a commentary on Brihadd- 

rany’ aka-bhashy avartika of Suresvara, prev ious to that of Anandajidna. There 

is one by Anandapirna (called Nyay, akalpalatika) on the same, but it 

appears that he flourished some-what later than Anandajiiina, and he cannot 
be said in any way to be the same with Visvdnubhava. On the other hand, 

one may try to identify Vispvanubhava with Visveveda (the author of a com- 

mentary on Sankshcpasarika), but he is not known to have written anything 
on the Vartika. 

For this reason, there is no alternative but to accept the second interpre- 

tation i.e. ‘having attained the rank of the revered Visvanubhava’. Visvanu-

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bhava may be safely taken to be Visvaripa, which is another name of 
Mandanamisra or Suresvara, and by which name he is often quoted by Vidya- 
tanya in his Vivaranaprameyasangraha and Tailliriyadipika,; and Visvatipa 

is said to be the first Acharya of the Saradapitha at Dvarka in J/a/hdmnaya 

aud Mathelivrilta, 

It may also be inferred from the large number of his works, that he might 
have eujoyed a loug life. 

His preceptors (Gurus).—In Zat/valolu, he describes himself as the 
pupil of Anubhatisvariipacharya,! and in his other works as the pupil of Sud- 

dhananda. No contradiction is to be seen iu this, for it is well-known that a 

person may have different teachers in different subjects, for instance, Jagan- 

natha Panilitaraja in his Nasagungadhara meutions about four. But in the case 

of ‘Sannydsius’ and ‘Tautrikas’ they have generally two, one ‘Vidyaguru’ 

(teacher of various branches of knowledge) and the other ‘Dikshaguru’ or 

‘Mantraguru’ (Spiritual preceptor, one who initiates him). In these cases, 

miention of the ‘Dikshaguru’ is always made. ‘Thus the famous Anubhiiti- 
svartipacharya seems to be Auandagiti’ s (Janardaua’s) ‘Vidydguru,’ anp 
Suddhananda his ‘Dikshagutu’. 

(1) Anubhatisvartipacharya ( saqfaeqeqrarq ).—He is not ‘a man about 
whou we know nothiug.’’ He is famous as the author of Sdrasvataprakriya 
(Grammar). His other works are known to be (2) Gundupddiya( MMindilya- 
harika )bhashya-likd (a copy of which exists at Tekkematha at ‘I'richur in the 

Cochin state), (3) Nydyamakaranda-sangraha (a commentary on the Nydya- 
makaranda of Auandabodha) (a copy of it at the same place), and (4) a 
commentary called Chandrika on the Nydyadipdvali of Anaudabodha (Dec. 
Col, Ms. No. 766 of 1891-95), and (5) Mibandha (a commentary on the 

Praminamala of Anandabodha (Ms. No, 1915 in the Raghunatha Temple 
Library-K4smira), 

It will be seen from this, thathe has commented on all the known 
works of Auandabodha, As at the end of his Sirasvataprakriya and in his 
Chandriki, he invokes the favour of God Hayagriva, a deity worshipped iu 
the Southern Iudia only, it appears that he was a native of the South; but 

from the fact that Janirdana was his pupil, and that the study of his Sdrasa- 
valaprakriyi has prevailed specially in Gujarat from avery old time, it is 
very probable that for some reason he had come to live in Gujarata—Kathia- 
vada, perhaps at Dvark4, and that he thus gave au impetus to the study of 
higher Nydya aud Vedauta in those parts. 

Sdrasvali-prakriyi ( arceaarafeat ) is a vritté ou the Sarasvatisutras 
(on grammar), of which, it is very probable that the author was Anubhati-

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svardpa himself. The tradition is, that in the course of a debate, he being old 
and his teeth fallen off, he pronounced punkshu (Pq) (locative plural of 
the word pxuman), instead, of the correct form punssu (FB). He was 

thereupon challenged, and he gave as his authority the Sarasvalisuiras. He 
was asked to produce the work, which he did next day, composing it in one 

night. ‘This was au intellectual feat, uot uncommon in India; as for example 
Venkata-natha (A. D. 1300), the famous Ramauuja author, composed his 

Faduka-sahasra (poem) iu oue night. 

The truth of the above tradition is supported by the fact that a special 
Sttra is there in the Sarasva/a to form the form punkshu! (in the sense of 

Paramatma-the supreme soul), which form is not to be found in any other 
grammar. (p. 103) of the edition with Chaudrakirti’s com.) 

Its authorship ctc.—-It docs not scem strange then, that under the 

circumstances, Anubhiitisvarfipa attributed the authorship toa deity, though 
he was really the author of the Si/ras and afterwards of its cri//r, Itis easy 
to understand that to conceal his authorship he purposely omitted many 
things in the Sv/ras and supplied them by lartrkas in his writ’, He wrote the 
grill? (brief notes)? to make the ‘rules for formation and inflection of words 

( afs ) as laid down in the Sarasvati-sitras (area ) easy to be understood 

( *% ); or to annotate them in the very order as they (the Stitras) stand (as 

*H is explained tomean qraaarant by Anandajidna (in his Chhand. Bhd. Tika) ; 
and he did not ‘‘re-arrange (?) the whole matter’’ as Dr. Belvalkar interprets 
the words. Thus, also, Dr. Belvelkar’s view that ‘‘the Mahomedan rule of 

India is to be credited with having produced the demand which eventually led 
to the rise’? (Sysems of Grammar p. 93) of this school of grammar seems to 

be far-fetched. 

It may be that Auubhiitisvartiipa was in some way connected with the 
Sarada-matha at Dvarka as hintcd before, and Sirada beiug a synonym of 

Sarasvati the Sii/ras were named after that deity. 

Narendranagari or Narendrapuri ( aezamd1 ).—He was ouc of the 
pupils of Anubhiitisvariipa, and seems to have written (1) a commentary on 
the Sarasvalaprakriva or some kind of work counccted with the system as can 
be inferred from the words of Amritabhirati a commentator on the S. prakriya.§

Auritabbaralr (AXA!) the author of 
Subvdhik is pot to be confounded, (as bas happened in Dr. Belyelkur's Systems of Sane 
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He is also the author of (2) a 7/ppana on Ishd-bhashya (Ms. with Govinda 

Sastri Nirantara of Nasika), and (Ss ) a commentary on Panchapadika-vivarana 

(see Sarvadarsanasangraha (Ananda. Ed. p. 169), where his name is given 
as Narendragiri probably through a mistake on the part of the copyists). 

One of Narendranagari’s pupils was the author of Sivas: ‘atamandana 

( ereeararea—a commentary on the Savasz'a/a) (an incomplete Ms. at Santi- 

nitha’s Temple, Cambay), composed at Miatripura (probably Matar in 

Gujerat). Me eulogises Narendranagari very highly for his learning in several 

branches of knowledge (verses 3-4-5). In the fourth verse is mentoined the 

name Bhatta Tungdra, who seems not to be a separate person (cf. the case of 

Satyaprabodha in the note), but an epithet or popular name of Narendrapurf 

(Pet. Rep. III pp. 204-205). 
His another pupil was Prajnindnanda (smart), the author of 7at- 

tvaprakastha d, a learned commentary on the Zaé/valoka of Anandajiana, Iu it 

he bows to Anubhiitisvarfipa in the third verse (evidently as his grand-preceptof 

or ‘Paramaguru’, and in the fourth and in the seventh to Narendranagart. 
All this goes to prove doubtlessly that Anubhfitisvarfipa and Narendras 

nagari were different persous. 
(2) Suddhananda ( serrz ).—He was the spiritual master of Ananda- 

jidna, and is always spoken of with great reverence by him, but nothing more 

is known about him.? He is not to be confused with Suddhananda, one or 

the teachers of Svayamprakdsa the author of Advat/amakarada-tikd and other 
works, who flourished later on about A.D, 1650, 

Anandagiri’s pupils.—One of them is (1) Akhandananda ( steverarz ) 
the author of Za//(vadipana ( arm ), a famous commentary on the Pancha- 
padikavivarana of Prakasatman. Its fourth verse is:—

It wasa practice with some not 

krita Grammar (p. 97) with Satyaprabodha Bhattirake alias ViSveSvarabdhi i i.e Visveras- 
figara pupil of Bralhmasigara (who calls bis commentary D/pila). 

Styaprabodha seems to be an epithetical name of VisyeSvarabdhi. 

It seems that Amritabhirati and Kshemendra. in face of the mention of the name 

of Annbhitisvaripa as ite author in the last verse of Sarsrata., attributed the authorship 

to Narendra (StH aAGzrRafafa: gaezat feat frgrasaftaeed: |...(aat°) and 
aearaaanead Be | waz ), probably becange they lived too far from Gujarat and mistook 

the pupil and the author as one person. 

1 Sarvadaréanasangraha ( aaqUaaAE ) is not by Madhavichjrya or Vidyaranys 

as is generally supposed. but by a nephew of Madhavacharya, named Madbavarys (area) 

(A. D. _ pupil of (Sarvajiia) Vishnu-bhatta (Ind. Ant. Feb. 1916 p. 21). 
2. The attribution of the anthorship of » Gaudapadabhdshyatila to him in Dr. 

Aufrecht’s Cat, Cat. is a mistake, 
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to give the name of one’s own preceptor (as of the cldest son, wife ete.) in its 

proper form, but in other equivalent words. Sometimes, the measure of the 
verse forced the writer to mention a proper name in other words giving the 
same sense. In this way the author of Samkshepa-Siriraka names his guru 
Devesvara (verse 11) instead of Suresvara, and Suresvara calls his guru 
Vedhas for Sankara (Bri. Virt.) 

Akhandananda in the third verse of the above work mentions Sri 
Bodhaprithvidhara (lit. mountain of knowledge), which, like Anandafaila for 

Anandagiri, seems to be a substitution for Jidnagiri, here the author taking 
up the latter half of the full name Ananda-jidna, according to the maxim of 
naming a thing by its part instead of the whole ( am@azauz771 ). 

The name Akhandanubhiti, given in the colophon as that of the pre- 
ceptor of Akhandinanda, is that of his Diksha-guru (as explained before.) 

(2) Another pupil of his is known to have written a commentary on 
the Authopanishad (Ulwar Ms. No. 382).

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It is in two chapters containing sixty sections. The work is commented 
upon by Prajiindnanda, a pupil of Narendranagart (Mss. Santindtha’s Temple, 
Cambay; and Bhau Daji Collection, Bombay.) 

C. (Works Doubtful or talsely atlributed ) 

(1) The printed text of prarq-dttt. In this there are neither in- 
troductory nor ending verses, such as are found in all the other works of 

Anandajiiana. Moreover, the author quotes Diptka (of Sankarananda) on 
pp. 46-47 and also refers to one Vachaspatya, which are not referred to in 
any of his other works; and Sankarinanda probably flourished somewha, 
later than Anandajiana, Further, five Manuscripts of it consulted in the 
Anandagrama edition of it, and Ulwar Ms. (No. 420) attribute the same text 
of the /74.i to Abhinava Nardyanendrasarasvati. 

(2) The printed text of nacqiafrazry-dizy. All the above remarks ap- 
ply to this work with the exception that the 74a quoted here (pp. 23-25-26) 
as Suyaniye (Vidydranya’s) Diprka, and that the same text of the 77kd ii 
ttributed to the same Abhinava Nardyanedrasarasvati in manuscripts at Raghu-s 
nitha’s temple in Kasmira, 

(3) waravi-z1mt (printed). This is, in fact, by Sfirya Pandita (A. D. 

(1538), as is clear from the sixth verse at the end of his commentary on the 
Bhagavad-Gitj called Paramdrthaprapa. Herein, commenting on the 66th 
verse, he quotes Ravana-bhsahya on Veda (may this not be a mistake for some 

Bhashya by Revana, a well-known Mimdnsaka,) just as he has quoted it in 
his Gitatika Adhydya III 18, and 28. Similarly his Prabodhasudhikara is 
falsely attributed to Sankardchirya, 

(4) afearafiae( sarge )area-zter (Ulwar No 401) 
(5) finnfioit (leaves 150). (Biihlez’s Guj. Ms. Cat. C, p. 82.) 

(6) efest2eata-faac. (Dr. Steins Kas-Cat. No. 1967; Dec. Col. No. 
257 of 189-95; Hiiltz II No. 1387). The first verse of it quoted by Dr 
Hiiltz shows it to be the work of a pupil of Sankaranarayanananda. 

(7) aging: —(Printed in the Bib. Ind. Series). In this work its 
other names are given as srarifafaaq and qekfaaq. The author gives his 
own name as Anantinandagiri ( sa-arzfnft ) and describes himself as the pupil 

of Sri Sankaracharya, Inthe fourth chapter, he mentions Chidvilisa, who 

flourished very late (about A. D. 1200) as one of Sankara’s pupils. In chapter 

47, he quotes from Adhzkarana-ratnamald, which proves that its author 
flourished after haratitiratha and Vidyaranya. Even the trifling nature of the 

work is sufficient to show that it is not a work of Anandagiri.

Some noteworthy works quoted in Anandagiri’s Works.— 

(1) weerg-It is quoted in Za7. Bhi. Tippana (p, 31 Ananda. Ed. ) Xa. 

Bhi. Tippana (p.119), Mu. Bha. Vyakhydna (p, 32) and Av. Va, Vivarana 

(p. 22). The work is also found referred to in Sdslra-siddhinta-lesa- 

sangraha and in Sdriraka-ralnaprabhi (Ad. 1-4-11) where a certain view 

of the author of Prakatirtha is said to be refuted by the author of Kalpataru 

(i. e. by Amalinanda, A. D. 1247-60). 

Janardana (Anandagiri ) has based his 7a//zaloka on this.' Its fullname 
is Sdrirakabhashyaprakatartha and is a commentary on the Sdriala-Sitra- 
bhishya of Sankara. There exists a copy of itat Tekka Matha. Its author’s 
name is not yet known, 

A commentary on it called Prakaldrthavivarana is referred to in Sdstra- 
siddhantalesasangvaha, but the name of its author is not yet known. He may 

turn out to be Anandagiri, as he has not only often referred to Pra/aldrtha, but 
has based one of his works on it, and has named two of his commentaries 

Vivarana (see above). No copy of it is hitherto known to exist, 

(2) aenfrar-It is quite an unknown work. Anandagiri refers to this 

work in the Za/tvd/oka. It is also referred to by Anandabodha according to 
Chitsukha (Nyd. Maka. Tika. p. 346) 

(3) qraafirrg:—(Mss.-Ben. Sk. Col; Sangha’s Bhandira at Patana), 

Anandagiri has written a commentary on this work. It is by Gangapuri Bha- 
ttaraka,* who is referred to in Nayanaprasadini-Chitsukhitika pp. 8, 63). 
This work is referred to in Sdstrasiddhdntalesaalso by Appaya Dikshita (A. D. 

1587-1660). Gangapuri flourished after the author of the Nydyali/ivati (some- 
where between A. D. 984 and 1078) according to Anandajiiina, and before 
Anandabodhacharya (before A. D. 1200) according to Chitsukha.

Some writers of the Pratyabhijiia Ssiva system have gone farther and “a xed this 
word to honor some of their most sacred works, e.g. Viji@na-bhatt@raka, Mrityyjia- bhattdraka, 
Srachchanda-bhattarala etc. NL 
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This work is in three chapters consisting of Karikas and Vritli, the 
first of which, giving an epitome of the Vaiseshika philosophy is called ‘Tarka- 
viveka’, aud the last giving that of the Vedduta philosophy is called 

‘Siddhantaviveka.’ 

Some notable authors quoted by him.—(1) 44993. Bhartriprapaiicha 
is known by nam only upto this time, but accordiug to Auandajiana he is the 

author of (1) a dhashya on Kathopanishad (Ka. Bhi. Tika p. 2) and also 
(2) of one on the Brthadaranyakopanishad (according tothe Madhyandina 
recension) (Bri. Bha. Tika p. 2). He is referred to in the text of the Briha- 
déranyaka-Varlika by Suresvara (pp. 666, 671, 1789, 1843), and Anandagiri 
quotes directly from him (pp. 1728, 1879). 

Though Sankaracharya styles his commentaries on A’aéia and Brihada- 

ranyaka, vrillis, yet as they are really drashyas, it appears that in old times 

both the words were interchangeable. So the Vrittikara whose views Sankara 

controverts in his Si/ralhashya may be this Bhartriprapaiicha, as similar views 

are gencrally refuted in Br’, Bhashya. Upavarsha was the Vrittikara, whom, 

it is believed, Sankara follows, just as Ramdnuja is believed to follow Bodha- 
yana. Some seem to have confounded Bhartriprapaiicha with Bhartrihari. 

Bhartriprapaiicha is the Teacher ( sary ) who is generally referred to in 
Vedanta works as ‘Karmasamuchchayavadi’ ( aaq=aqart), aud on account of 

his throwing ‘knowledge’ into the back-ground in his theory, he is styled ironi- 

cally ‘Aupanishadammanya’ ( sitifaviary ) by Sankara (Bri. Bhashya p. 309), 

and ‘Sampradayavid’ ( atgzmfaz ) aud ‘Brahmavdadi’ ( amar) by Suresvara. 
His whole philosophy is a mixture of Vedanta, Sankhya aud Nydya. 

The priuciples of his system as can be gathered from the above mentioued 

references scem to be that the whole world is made up of three groups ( af )- 
(1) the Highest Being ( qqra), (2) the corporeal aud incorporeal ( qaiqa ) 
and (3) the individual souls ( #11: ) who are the doers, and enjoyers of the 

fruits of their deeds. ‘These souls consist of kuowledge ( firm), deeds ( aq ) 

aud impressions ( qaum-aerm). The individual soul, according to him, isa 

part ( waza ) of the Highest Soul (qaqa), and is such on account of ne- 

science ( afer ) which is manifested fromIt, aud modifying a part of It lives in 

the inucr-organ ( s-aqzaT™ ) as a quality (qq) of it which is not soul ( ayam ). 

As au instance of it ( aenreoreqazapaqr ), le cites the case of saltish laud 
( 27ta ) as related to the carth ( frit). 

In consequence of his holding that emancipation can be obtained by the 

conjunct operation of deeds and knowledge ( yqameqzaqa ), he is forced to 

acknowledge a middle state ( starrerany or sam) before obtainiug final re- 
demption (atg )-a stage in which he apptoaches Hirpyagarbha (the Lord 
having creative power,) aud there he becomes uot a liberated ous ( g#),, but 

ouly one faciug towards the Highest Being ( qearanfiga ). Like the Vaiseshikas 
lic believes that desire (a7q) aud impressions of the past (array) are residing 
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in the soul ( sm-arhra ), and also that the Soul ( sym ) is differentiated (arneq ) 
by difference of qualities ( aqyz ) and by difference of stand-points ( zfrq ), 
but not by any limitation ( aqrfi ) as the followers of Sankara hold. 

As regards Brahaman, he holds It to be one (wy), but both dual 
aud non-dual (dadarara ) as in the case of the ocean and its waves 
( eazatxarq ); and thus there being a kind of duality, Bhartriprapaicha 
asserts the logical necessity ( 97177 ) of the ccremonial portion of the Vedas 
( az). Thus he is led to argue the reality (a7) of the cause and its 
effects and to refute pure non-dualism. 

It will be seen from the above outline that Sankara was not the first to 
introduce the element of ‘nescience’ ( #frm ) in the Vedanta, and that some 
parts of the theory of Bhartriprapaiicha aud some of his argumeutsare resorted 
to by Ramanuja, Vallabha and others, 

(2) afaerary.—Dravidacharya, according to Anandajana, also preceed- 

ed Saukaracharya, and has written a Lhashya on the Chhandogya Upanishad 
(larger than that of Sankara, which is contrasted with the former by the word 
‘small’ ( xevq ) and (2) one on the Lrihadiranyaka Upnishad. He is called 
‘Agamavid’ (Mandi. Bhishya MW 32) and ‘Sampradayavid’ (both meauning—one 

well-versed in traditional knowledge—) in another place, but not ironically as 
in the case of bhartriprapaiicha, and his views are not controverted in any 

place. He is said in the Brz. Viriika (p. 970) to be the originator of the story 
of ‘a King’s son reared by hunters’ ( sqra@atirrararenfrs ) to explain the 
gist of the Great Sentence—7Zaliiamast (That thou art), occuring iu the 
Chhandogya Upanishad. 

Front all this, it can be inferred that Sankaracharya did not propound 
quite new views out of his own faucy ( eufray ), but had a series of previous 
preceptors ( #9777 ), such as Dravidacharya and Gaudapada, whom he followed. 

Dramidacharya ( zfzrarq ) referred to in works of the Ramauuja system 
appears to be a different person, and to have written some work based on thi 
Pancharatra System and in the Dravidi language. He is probably Sathakopa, 
known as Bakulabharana, onc of the Alvars, and author of the Dramida-sanhild. 

(3) weurext.—Bhatta Bhaskara is referred to in Ishi. Bhd. Tikd 
(p.11) and Mund. Bha. Tika. (p. 38) and in Zattvdloka. 

He is a commentator on the Brahmasiiiras and seems to have flourished 
after Sankara, aboutA.D.1000. He is known as ‘Bhedabhedavadi’ ( itirerft ) 
for his main doctrine was to assert that the nature of the relation between 
cause and its effects is both of difference and non-difference (raz), and 

that such a relation exists between Brahman-the supreme cause and its effect 
the world. He seems to have modified the system of Bhartriprapaiicha to some 
extent, and to have given a basis to Vallabhachirya ( A. D, 1500) for his 
system, 

a 
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He also modified Bhartriprapaicha’s ( ayaa=aqarz ) doctrine of ‘con: 

junctness’ of deeds ( #4 ) and knowledge (m4 ) to that of ‘orderly conjunct- 
ness’ (mHaaH7aZ ) i.e. first deeds and then knowledge,-both, one after 

another, are the cause of final liberation. 

He also advocated a kind of asceticism ( fizftea=qra ) in which the daily 
rituals and the sacred thread ( 77114) (the ensignia belonging to the men of 

the first three castes, on their being called to the study of the Vedas) are not 

dispensed with. This is accepted in the RAamdnuja sect as the true Saunydsa. 

(4) 3z6q.—Bhatta Sambhu is referred to in 7% rativiloka on the topic 

of ‘authenticity of knowledge’ ( satay ), where Anandajiana hints that 

Sambhu has not properly understood the purport of Mimdnsdbhdshya and 
Vartika on this point. 

From a quotation in the Chitsukhitika (p. 71) it appears that he has 
written a great work in the course of which he has quoted, from the original 

works of the Sainyavadi Bauddhas, authorities to show that they predicate the 

negation of any positive esse ( a-qat) not only of the outward things, but of 
their inner cognition too. 

He may be the same mentioned as a logician ( arét ) in the Prabhdvaka- 

Charita ( weaTizariattareT etc. HEFAfaTHT. FA. X44), aud so he any be a con- 
temporary of king Bhoja of Dhara (A. D. 1050). 

(5) waatft.—(Dharmakirti. About 635 to 650 A.D.) Many of his 
verses probably from the Pramdna-virttka ot from the Pramana-vinischaya are 
to be found quoted in the Bri. Bhd. Vartika. 

Chitsukhi’s commentator directly attributes to him the authorship of 
the Nyayabindu (pp. 71, 215). 

Authors who refer to Anandagiri.—It is but natural that such a learned 
aud great author should be quoted as an authority by a number of later writers. 

(1) araa-%.—Prajiidndnanda has commented upon his Zattvdtoka but 
does not mention the name of Anandagiri. 

(2) aemrpar.—Sirngadhara is probably the next earliest author who 
refers to him. In his Nydyamuktavali a commentary on Udayanacharya’s 
Lakshnavalt, he always names him in the plural number (a#eugert: ) showing 
his reverence, and contests his views in several places. All these references 
are to be met with in the present work.! 

Sirngadhara was not only a guru (preceptor) of Sesha Ananta (a9 314-4) 
(author of the Paddrthuchandrikd, a commentary on the Sapfapadarthi (the 
earliest known Ms. of which is dated A. D. 1459) and of a commentary on the 
Nydyasiddhanta-dipa of Sagadharacharya ( wracrerg ) (A. D. 1156. Epi. Ind.

indicates. In the N. S. Prabha, the tenth verse reads aa: (Ms. aa: ) myaTTfE6 

which is obviously for arto. Ananta wrote the latter work asa protege of 
King Pratapa or Prataparaja, whose particulars cannot be yet satisfactorily 
traced. 

Sarngadhara has also written (2) a brief commentary on Sap/apadirthi 

(Ms. date A. D. 1485) (Biil. Guj. Cat.), which in its turn is commented upon 

by Krishnabhatta Pattavardhana by a work named Padarthachandrikavilisa 
(Ben. Sk. Col.) 

He seems to have flourished about A. D. 1450, as the latest author he 

quotes is Vadindra (about A. D. 1325). As very little is known about some 

of the authors he quotes, it would not be out of place to throw some light on 
them. 

alfrantint.—VAdi-Vagisvara is the name of the author of Jfina- 

manohara (most probably a work of the Vaiseshika system). His views are 

often contested by Gang4puri and Chitsukha (A. D. 1200). (Ms. at Srind- 
thaji’s temple at Nathadvara). 

argtez or aéta.—His full mame is Mahadeva V4dindia, and his 

honorific titles, by any one of which also he is sometimes named, are Nydya- 
charya, Paramapandita, Sarvajiia, and Bhatta. He seems to have flourished 

about A. D. 1325, as his pupil Raghava has written a commentary on the 

Nydyasira of Bhasarvajiia! in the year A. D. 1352. There is some doubt about 
the exactness of this date as the verse giving it can be interpreted in a dif- 

ferent way (giving the year A. D. 1252); but the point can be settled by the 

fact that Jayasinha Siri (who has also written a commentary on the same 
work (about A. D. 1366) is described by his pupil Nayachandra Stiri (in his 
Hammira Kévya) to have defeated? in a debate Sdranga who was a great 

logician; and so this Sdranga can be safely identified with the father of 
RAghava. 

Vadindra was a pupil of Yogigvara alias Sankara, and he therefore 
styles himself Sankarakifkara ( ugtfegt) by which name he is quoted in 

1, Bhasarvajia flourished at the latest about A. D. 900-925 before Vachas- 

patimigra (A. D. 976), for the author of Nydyalfidratt remarks in one place: 

fagara: (p. 33), and Vachaspati is known as Tatparyichirya. (see 

VindbyeSvariprasida’s Introd. to Kiran@rali.) 

It may be passingly noted here that Nydyakalild of Jayanta and Nya yakusuman- 

jali-tarka mentioned in Shaddaréanasamuchhaycrritti (p. 94) of Gunaratna (A. D. 1409) 
are not commentaries on Nydyasdra, as misunderstood by some. Nydyatalitd is a 

work by the author of Nydyamajjari similar to Nydyasdra, and the other is the famous 

Kusumaijali. 
Tis apraarenara may | ae ae Prexaatea srafienkrt 1 a 

Sarge 14-23. 
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Sarvadar$anasangraha. (Anand. Ed. p. 98,) He was perhaps a Pagupata, as is 

the case with the old Naiydyikas e.g. Uddyotakara, Bhdsarvajiia, Vyomagiva 

(who is elaborately praised for his asceticism and learning in an inscription on 

a well at Naroda (Ranoda) in the Gwalior State (Ep. Ind. I. pp. 354-361). 
(Unfortunately the inscription is undated.) His works show him to be a great 

logician, and is very often referred to in Chztsukhitikd, but no trace of him is 
found in either Chitsukha’s or Anandagiri’ s work. 

His known works are (1) Rasasdra, a commentary on Gunakirandvali 

(Ms. Pen. Sk. Col.) and (2) Mukdvidydvidambana’ (wafenfieraa ), referred 
to by the name DaSaSlokividambana in the Lakshnavali-tika (p. 6). As te- 

gards the name DaSuSlokividambana, it may be mentioned that DaSaSlokt 
(z7z21a1 ) is a work in ten verses embodying sixteen syllogisms. The colophon 

of a manuscript of this runs: 3ff Teaarraacaetal aera AAT | 

The author of this DaSaSlolki (Shodasodaharana) is Kularka Pandita 

( 32re ofea )? as Bhuvanusundara informs, Kularka Pandita is referred to in 

Chitsulhi-tika (p. 304), and he may be also the writer of the vr7/t7 on the said 
ten verses. It may be observed here that Kularka Pandita does not seem to be 

a proper name but originally an epithetical name-Panditakularka (i.e. the Sun 
in the assemblage of learned men), mistaken for a proper name by separating 
the first word Pandita and transposing it. 

Bhuvanasundara (qaqqaqrt) ( about A. D. 1425) was a Jaina. His 

works are: (1) Muhdvidyadvidambana-tikd and (2) Mahavidydlaghuvritte- 
tippana’ or Sodisoddharana-vydkhydnam. It may be incidentally remarked 
here that, in this latter work, Bhuvanasundara mentions at one place ‘Gaur- 

jari lipi’ (ata f&fq), from which it can be inferred that the Gujarati characters 

had assumed a different shape from the Devanagari before A. D. 1400. 

(3) amaaceaat.—Ramainanda-sarasvati (about A.D, 1575) in his Sd, 

Bhd. Ratnaprabhad refers to Anandajiiana by the name of ‘‘the old’ (zgn:). 

(p. 5. Nir. Sag. Ed.) 

(4) exaecredtiie.—Sadinanda, who flourished after Nrisinhasrama 

(A. D. 1547) (the author of Advaita-dipiha and other works, and who is said 

to have converted Appaya Dikshita from Saivism to Sankara Vedantism) quotes 

from Si. Bhd. Tika of Anandagirisvami in his Advacta-brahmastddhi (p. 11). 

(5) sfrpompaqacaat.—Srikrishnananda-sarasvati also quotes the same 

wotk in his Siddhdntastddhdijana (Vol. I. p. 194).

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(6) agacdpy.— Mahesvara-tirtha (perhaps a pupil of Rimatirtha about 

A. D. 1650) bases his commentary Laghusangraha on the Brihadaranyaka- 

vartika-séra of Vidyaranya, on Anandagiri’s commentary on the Vartzia. 

(7) *rH.—Kiké, in his hiabhdshya, refers to Anandagiri’s comment 

on f§dbhdshya and his Tattvdloka. Kika, son of Ganga, was a Nagar Brahmana 

and has also written a commentary on the Avanda-prasasti (Ms. at Baroda 

Central Library). He flourished proably in the sixteenth century. 

Anandagiri’s date.—From Anandagiri’s identity with Jan4rdana esta- 
blished above, and other data (given above), it becomes easy to arrive at his 

approximate date. 
A manuscript of Prajiidndnanda’scommentary on the 7ud/vdlokd (at Santi- 

ndtha’s temple at Cambay) is dated A. D. 1376 (Pet. Rep. III p. 208). Allowing 

some years for the real date of the composition of the commentary, and some 
more for that of the original text of 7u//va/loka, the latest date for its author 

Anandagiri may be fixed as A. D. 1320. 

On the other hand, Vidydranya’s Vivarana-prameya-sangraha evidently 
seems to be written after the [7.-/altva-difana of Anandagiri’s pupil. For, 
the use of the word ‘prameyam’ ( 9qqq ) in the latter work does not refer to 
Vidydranya’s work but bears the same sense as the word ds/heyam ( WHITH ) 

or siddham ( fea ) very often met with in the present work bears; and in 
other respects too the 17, Ara. sangraha seems to have drawn from Tutlva- 

dipana. ‘This circumstance also strengthens the conclusion that Anandagiri 

flourished before Vidydranya (A. D. 1331-1387). 

Again, as Anandagiri referes to Ahanduna in Tutt. bhi. lippana (p. 49 
Guj. Pr. Ed.) whose author Stiharsha! flourished (about A. D. 1187) in the 

latter half of the twelfth century, and as Anubhfitisvarfipa author of Sdrasavata 
grammar and the teacher of Anandagiri was probably a contemporary of Bopa- 
deva (A. D. 1260), if not earlier, it is safe to conclude that Anandagiri flouri- 
shed at the latest in the latter half of the 13th century.? 

1, He was not a contemporary of Udayana (A.D. 984) as is generally supposed, 

for in it he refers to Vyaktirireka and its author Mahima i.e. Mahimabhatta, who flourished 
in the early part of the eleventh century. cf.—2ali afafaansgy tfaelataelaa | Feqal- 

nifrg sra(e?) afar afearea: i ( avsay p. 1327, Chow. Ed. ) 
2. This thirteenth Century, it seems, has produced many great authors, as teachers 

and pupils in the field of the Vedanta Philosophy. For convenience’ sake, they may be 
put as under: 

(1) Chitsukha (about A. D. 1200) (author of Tattva-dfpitd ete.), his pupil 

SukhaprakiSa (author of Nydyadiparalitita etc.), and his pupil Amalinanda (A. D. 1247- 
1260) (author of Kalpataru etc.) 

(2) Anubhitisvardpa, his pupil Narendranagari, and his pupil Prajiandnanda; 
Anubbitisvaripa, his pupil Anandagiri, and his pupil Akhandinanda; (the details of whose 
works are given above fully.)

(The Manuscript. ) 

This edition of Zurkasangraha is based on a single manuscript 
existing in Vadi-Parsvanatha’s Bhandara at Patana. It consists of thirty leaves, 
written generally in the Arishtha-mdalrad style. Each side of it contains 21 
lines, and each line about 85 letters. It has, on each side, margin of about 

one inch marked out by a line in the red ink which sometimes obliterates the 

last letter in the lines. Each marginal space has, on both sides, about the 

middle, circles made in red, those on the right containing the running number 

of leaves (of works copied one after another) in black ink—in the present 
case from 1042-1071, while its right corner is marked with the number of the 

leaf of the present particular work. It begins with the words: g aq: a(4)=4q 
and is evidently copied by a Jaina scribe, probably in the fifteenth century. 

In it one can meet with examples of mistakes committed by scribes, 
such as interchange of avusvdra and md/rd, mistaking a marginal note in 

the original copy for a part of the text (p. 130), introduction in a wrong place 

of a textual addition in the margin (very rarely), omission to write numbers 

on letters transposed (rarely), and omissions and additions of Xarnas (K4n4s), 

letters duplicated but undeleted, letters of the original dropped thinking them 
to be repetitions, and vertical-line-punctuations in wrong places. Some of the 
letters are always confounding or interchangable, such as, @ written for 

m1, £3 for ft, @ for 4 or 4, 7 or % for a, f for fA, a for Tand &, % for 9,4 fora anda 
for 4) @ for 4, 9 for 4, 9 for 4, #4 for J, #4 for #H, 9 for 4, £ for Z etc.} 

The editor has, under these difficulties, tried to make this edition as 

correct as best he can, by consulting corresponding portions in Tattvapra- 

dipika of Chitsukha, Nydyamustavali of Sirngadhara, Padarthadharmasang- 

raha, and other works to settle the doubtful or incorrect readings of the 
manuscript. 

In this edition, the letters cr words that appeared to have inadvertently 
fallen off in the original manuscript are marked in paranthesis, and when a 
different reading is suggested it is sometimes marked with a note of inter- 

rogation. The punctuations have not been uniform and in some places were 
found inadequate to convey the proper sense perfectly. The asterics in the 
printed text show /ucuna, though not marked as such in the manuscript. 
It remains to be added that the work being very difficult, the editor has
