1976 year end report and its April 1977 quarterly report.
After the Commission had repeatedly notified respon-
dent concerning the inadequacies of its reporting and after
the Commission had found probable cause to believe that
respondent had violated former 2 U.S5.C. § 434(a)(l)(B) and
reasonable cause to believe that respondent had violated
former 2 U.S5.C. §§ 434(b)(2), 434(b)(6), 434(b)(9),
434(a)(l)(A) and 434(a)(l)(C), on March 22, 1979, respondent
finally filed four of the five missing reports and a 1978
year end report. 2/ While respondent has never amended
either its 1976 year end report or its April 1977 quarterly
report, in August and September 1979, pursuant to subpoena,
respondents' Treasurer provided the Office of General Counsel

with much of the additional information requested. 3/ From

2/ Respondent has never filed a 1978 10 day pre-general
election report. However, respondent's 1978 year end

report filed on March 22, 1979, covered the period from
October 1, throuyh December 30, 1978, and included the

period to be covered by the 1978 10 day pre-general election
report. After receipt of respondent's 1978 year end report
ana consultation with staff in the Reports Analysis Division,
the General Counsel's staff did not continue to pursue filing
of the 1978 10 gay pre-general election report by respondent.

3/ Materials provided included further information regarding
a cash expenditure reported on the 1976 year end report and
detalls about a fundraiser reported on the April 1977 quarterly
report, including the names and addresses of many small contri=-
butors who bouyht tickets to the fundraiser. Respondents'

on July 8, 1980, the Commission found no probable cause to
believe that respondent violated 2 U.S.C. § 44la(a)(l)(A).




the state of the materials provided, it appears unlikely that
any further attempt to pursue missing information would be
profitable.

Respondent has apparently been inactive in 1979-1980
and had only limited activity previously. 4/ According to
information provided by respondent's Treasurer in August 1979,
respondent's existence as a political action committee was
an unintended offshoot of its formative purpose. (Attach-
ment l). Respondent was set up to provide an extra inaugural
ball for North Carolina Democrats coming to Fresident Carter's
inauguration. When the affair made a profit, in 1977 Respondent
made contributions of $1,359.27 each to seven candidates from
North Carolina. According to respondent's 1978 year end
report, respondent had $6,145.99% cash on hand as of December 31,
1978. Receipts for the year came from partial refunds of
contributions made in 1577 and totalled $2,514.89; the only
expenditure was a contribution to one candidate in the amount
of $359.27. There has been no reported activity by respondent

since that time.

4/ Respondent has not filed a report since April 1979 when it
tiled a postcard indicating quarterly activity had not exceeded
$1,000 of either receipts or expenditures. A computer run for
1979-80 covering possible activity by respondent reported by
candidates or other committees indicated no activity whatscever.
Thus, by definition respondent apparently is no longer a political
committee. See 2 U.5.C. § 431(4)(A) (former 2 U.S.C. § 431(d)).
485 respondent does not appear to have any outstanding debts or
obligations, it has apparently been eligible for termination
this entire time. See 2 U.5.C. § 433(d)(1), 11 C.F.R. § 102.23
and former 2 U.5.C. § 433(d), former 11 C.F.R. § 102.4.




Further pursuit of this
matter would require litigation. Given the respondent's
inactive status and other circunstances described above,
the Office of General Counsel recommends that the file

be closed.

In complfance with your request, I will try and set out some of the
background information on fundraising activities undertaken by the
North Carolina Democratic Inagural Committee.

In December 1976, 1t was evident that thousands of North Carolinians
planned to come to Washington for President-elect Carter's Inauguration.
Understandably, all of these people would expect to take part in the
Inagural activities including the Inaugural Balls to be held the evening
of January 20, 1977. It was also evident that most of these people would
not be invited to the official Balls.

To provide some remedy to this situation, a group of North Carolinians
working in Washington met to set up some unofficial social activity
for the evening of January 20, 1977. The sole reason for this effort
wis to make the North Carolinians travelling to Washington happy and
the entire effort was undertaken for the shear joy of making others
happy. There were no fundraising motives or desires. Our hope was

to break even.

During the initial planning stages we thought that a loss would be
realized on the event. As more and more North Carolinfans accepted

the idea of this "unofficial™ Ball it became 1ikely that we would break
even. One ball was planned to be held at the Hospitality House in
Artington, Virginia.

Scon the event bacame increasingly popular and a second Ball was
planned to be held across the street at the Crystal City Marriott.
While we realized at this point that some profit was likely, we still
had no fundraising motives or intentions. No plans were made for
profits nor had specific plans been made for losses that might have
been incurred by the evfort.

In sumary, [ just want t0 make clear the scope of the effort and the
intention of this event in hopes that it will bring you to a clearer
understanding of what took place. We did file with the FEC in the
bringing just as a precaution. HNo one really knew why.

I. BACKGROUND
The Federal Election Commission ("Commission™) has
previously found reason to believe that respondent North

Carolina Democratic Inaugural Committee may have violated

2 U.S.C. § 441a(a)(1)(A) and multiple subsections of 2 U.S.C.

§ 434. The Commission has further found reasonable cause to
believe that respondent violated former 2 U.S5.C. §§ 434(a)(1)(a),
434(a)(1)(C), 434(b)(2), 434(b)(6) and 434(b)(9) and found both
reasonable cause o believe and probable cause to believe that

respondent violated former 2 U.S5.C. § 434(a)(1l)(B).

Oon

May 28, 1980, the Office of General Counsel sent respondent's
Treasurer a brief in which the General Counsel recommended that
the Commission find no probable cause to believe that respondent
violated 2 U.S.C. § 44la(a)(l)(A) and find probable cause to
believe that respondent violated former 2 U.S.C. §§ 434(a)(1)(A),
434(a)(1)(C), 434(b)(2), 434(b)(6) and 434(b)(9). The brief

was received on June 2, 1980. There has been no response from

respondent.

GENERAL COUNSEL'S BRIEF

1. Statement of Case

This matter was referred to the Office of General Counsel
by the Reports Analysis Division on November 15, 1978. It
involves possible violations of the reporting requirements of
2 U.S5.C. § 434 1/ by respondent North Carolina Democratic
Inaugural Committee for failing to provide additional infnrmltiﬁn
on two reports of re;eipts and expenditures ("reports”™) and for
failing to file five reports. 2/ It also involves possible
violations of 2 U.S.C. § 44la(a)(1)(A) by respondent in contri-
buting to political committees in excess of $1,000 prior to
qualifying for multicandidate status. Respondent is a party

committee which filed a statement of organization with the

Omissions and inconsistencies in renpnndent's'reparts

appear with the filing of its first report and continue through

later reports. These omissions and discrepancies vary in
type and significance from incomplete disclosure of contributors
to apparent typographical errors on dates in reports. They
‘sare part of a pattern of carelass reporting by respondent
which also includes late filing of reports, non-filing of reports
and non-responsiveness to requests and notifications from the
Commission.
In its 1976 year end report, f£iled on November 28, 1977,
respondent reported $325 in cash expenditures on line 20a,
Schedule B, failing to provide the full name and mailing address
of each person to wnca such expenditures had been made. (Attachment
l, p. 4, line 20a). Respondent failed to include on line 27,
Schedule C, a lcan to respondent reported on line l6a, Schedule
(Iéd., p. 3, line l6a). Additionally, respondent incorrectly
listed the coverage dates of this report as December 15 through
Decenber 31, 1977, (Id., p. 1, line 5), and there was a discrepancy
in the coverage dates petween the cover page and the second
page of this report. B f, line 5;
with Attachment 1, 215

information on fundraising activity indicated on line 20a,

On March 29, 1978, after the respondent failed to respond
to requests for additional information on its 1976 year end
report and its 1977 April 10 quarterly report, 4/ the Commission
found reason to believe that respondent had vinlatéd the Act.

Respondent's 1977 October 10 quarterly report, filed on

November 28, 1977, indicates on line 245, Schedule B, that on
September 18, 1977, respondent contributed $1,359.27 to each of the
following political committees: Gudger for Congress Conmittee,
Committee for Charlie Rose, Neal for Congress Committee, Keep

Ike in Congress Committee, whitney for Congress Committee,

Fountain for Congress Committee and Jones for Congress Committee.
{Attachment 3, p. 3, line 24b). On March 27, 1978, the Commission
sent respondent's treasurer a surface violation letter notifying
him that respondent appeared to be in violation of the contri-

bution limitations of the Act for making contributions to

candidates in excess of 51,000 prior to qualifying as a multicandidate




committee. Respondent failed to respond to this notice. On May 3,
1979, the Commission found reason to believe that respondent may
have violated 2 U.S5.C. § 44la(a)(l)(A). 2/

On June 28, 1979, the Commission sent a subpoena and order
to respondent's treasurer covering documents and information

which he had repeatedly promised to provide to the Commission but

had never produced. On August 10, 1979, respondent's treasurer

submitted a partial response to the subpoena and order which
included copies of cancelled checks covering the contributions
made by respondent on September 18, 1977, fundraiser information,
information on cash expenditures and some information on contri-

butors. He submitted further contributor information on September 14,

1979.

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‘71. Legal Analysis

The possible vioclations alleged herein consist, with one
exception, of failure to comply with the reporting reguirements
of 2 U.5.C. § 434. While the requirements of the various sub-
sections of 2 U.S5.C. § 434 vary, there is a common pattern in
all of these alleged violations. Respondent has repeatedly

failed to respond, or gesponded in an unsatisfactory manner, to

notices from the Commission or inquiries from staff members.

Not only did respondent fail to comply in the first instance,

but respondent repeatedly ignored Eurth&f requests. The reports
filed by respondent on March 22 were only filed after the
matter had been turned over to the Office of General Counsel,
and even then it was necessary to issue compulsory process
before respondent submitted further information.

The alleged vioclation of 2 U.S.C. § 44la({a)(1)(A) illustrates
the problems created by respondent's non-compliance with regard
to reporting requirements. FPor almost two years after respondent
made the contributions in issue in the alleged § 44la(a)(l)(A)
vioclation, the Commission was unable to obtain the contributor
information necessary to determine whether respondent had
satisfied one of the pre-requisites to obtaining multicandidate

Political committee status.

on January 20, 1977. While reﬁbundent's treasurer disclaimed

any fundraising motive for the event, he admitted that it was
realized prior to the ball that "some profit was likely."
Moreover, the event did indeed raise money through the sale of
tickets at approximately 512 per perscn 8/, and $9,514.89 of
this mconey was subsequently contributed to seven candidates for
federal office. (Attachment 3, p. 3, line 24b). Thus, in
failing to provide the total amcunt éf proceeds from the sale
of tickets for this event respondent viclated 2 U.S5.C. § 434(b)(6).

ignoring previous requests, respondent's treasurer

supplied further information about these expenditures on

August 10, 1979, under the compulsion of the Commission's
subpoena and order.

A multicandidate committee is a political committee registered

with the Commission pursuant to 2 U.S.C. § 433 for not less than

GENERAL COUNSEL'S BRIEF

I. Statement of Case

This matter was referred to the Office of General Counsel
by the Reports Analysis Division on November 15, 1978. It
involves possible violations of the reporting requirements of
2 U.5.C. § 434 1/ by respondent North Carolina Democratic
Inaugural Committee for failing to provide additional infarmatiﬁn
on two reports of reéﬁipts and expenditures (“"reports") and for
failing to file five reports. 2/ 1t also involves possible
violations of 2 U.8.C. § 44la(a)(1)(A) by respondent in contri-
buting to political committees in excess of $1,700 prior to
qualifying for multicandidate status. Respondent is a party

committee which filed a statement of organization with the

l/ As Pub. L. No. 96-187 changed the scheme of 2 U.S.C. § 434

§ 434(a)(1l)(B). On December 6, 1978, the Commission found probable

cause to believe that respondent had violated 2 U.S.C. § 434(a)(1)(B).
After the Commission's probable cause finding, this matter was

handled together with MUR 859 On

March 22, 1979, respondent filed its 1977 year end report. On October 3,
1979, the Commission voted to merge MUR 564/M.F. 70 with MUR B59.




Commission on December 27, 1976.

Omissions and inconsistencies in respondent's reports
appear with the filing of its first report and continue through
later reports. These omissions and discrepancies vary in
type and significance from incomplete disclosure of contributors
to apparent typographical errors on dates in reports. They
‘»are part of a pattern of careless reporting by respondent
which also includes late filing of reports, non-filing of reports
and non-responsiveness to requests and notifications from the
Commission.

In 1ts 1976 year end report, filed on November 28, 1977,
respondent reported $325 in cash expenditures on line 20a,

Schedule B, failing to provide the full name and mailing address

of each person to who; such expenditures had been made. (Attachment
l, p«. 4, line 20a). Respondent failed to include on line 27,
Schedule C, a loan to respondent reported on line l6a, Schedule

A. (Id., p. 3, line l6a). Additionally, respondent incorrectly
listed the coverage dates of this report as December 15 through
December 31, 1977, (Id., p. 1, line 5), and there was a discrepancy
in the coverage dates between the cover page and the second

page of this report. (Compare Attachment 1, p. 1, line 5;

with Attachment 1, p. 2}).

In its 1977 April 10 quarterly report, alsc filed on November 28,
1977, respondent failed to give complete information on nine sets
of contributors on line l15a, Schedule A. (Attachment 2, pp. 3-4,
line 15a). HRespondent omitted the occupation and principal place
of business for all listed contributors (Id.). Respondent also failed

to provide contributor information to support the entry of $1400 from




Mrs. Johnsie Setzer. (Id.). Respondent failed to give complete
information on fundraising activity indicated on line 20a,
Schedule B. (Id., p. 5, line 20a).

Respondent failed to file its 1978 quarterly reports due
on April 10, July 10 and October 10 and, also, its 1978 10 day
pre-ge;eral election report. In each instance, the Commission
}cund reason to believe and ren;unable cause to believe that
respondent had violated the reporting requirements of 2 U.S.C.

§ 434. 3/

On March 29, 1978, after the respondent failed to respond
to requests for additional information on its 1976 year end
report and its 1977 April 10 quarterly report, 4/ the Commission
found reason to believe that respondent had violated the Act. 5/

On January 31, 1979, after referral to the Office of General Counsel,

the Commission found reascnable cause to believe that respondent

3/ With regard to respondent's missing 1978 April 10 quarterly
report the Commission made its reason to believe finding on
April 21, 1978, and its reasonable cause to believe finding on
May 11, 1978. With regard to the missing 1978 July 10 and
October 10 quarterly reports the Commission made its reason to
believe findings on July 21, 1978, and October 16, 1978, respec-
tively, and its reasonable cause to believe findings on August 9,
1978, and October 20, 1978, respectively.

on contributors.

On March 22, 1979, respondent filed its 1977 and
1978 year end reports and 1978 April 10, July 10 and October 10

quarterly reports.

Respondent's 1977 October 10 quarterly report, filed on

November 28, 1977, indicates on line 24b, Schedule B, that on
September 18, 1977, respondent contributed $1,359.27 to each of the
following political committees: Gudger for Congress Committee,
Committee for Charlie Rose, Neal for Congress Committee, Keep

Ike in Congress Committee, wWwhitney for Congress Committee,

Fountain for Congress Committee and Jones for Congress Committee.
(Attachment 3, p. 3, line 24b). On March 27, 1978, the Commission
sent respondent's treasurer a surface viclation letter notifying
him that respondent appeared to be in violation of the contri=-
bution limitations of the Act for making contributions to

candidates in excess of $1,000 prior to gualifying as a multicandidate

1. Legal Analysis

The possible violations alleged herein consist, with one
exception, of failure to comply with the reporting reguirements
of 2 U.S5.C. § 434. While the requirements of the various sub-
sections of 2 U.5.C. § 434 vary, there is a common pattern in
all of these alleged viclations. Respondent has repeatedly
failed to respuna, or gesponded in an unaatisfuctnry manner, to

notices from the Commission or inguiries from staff members.

Not only did respondent fail to comply in the first instance,

but respondent repeatedly ignored furthef requests. The reports
filed by respondent on March 22 were only filed after the

matter had been turned over to the Office of General Counsel,
and even then it was necessary to issue compulsory process
before respondent submitted further information.

The alleged violation of 2 U.S5.C. § 44la(a)(1l)(A) illustrates
the problems created by respondent's non-compliance with regard
to reporting requirements., For almost two years after respondent
made the contributions in issue in the alleged § 44la(a)(l)(A)
violation, the Commission was unable to obtain the contributor
information necessary to determine whether respondent had
satisfied one of the pre-requisites to obtaining multicandidate

political committee status.




2 U.5.C. § 434(b) specifies the contents of reports to be
filed pursuant to 2 U.S.C. § 434(a). 2 U.S.C. § 434(b)(2)
requires the disclosure by a committee of the full name and
mailing address as well as the occupation and principal place
of business, if any, of each person who contributes an aggregate

amount in excess of 5100 to the committee within a calendar year,

hlong with the amount and date of contributions. As noted supra

at 2 , in its 1977 April 10 quarterly report on line 15A,
respondent listed nine sets of contributors and failed to list
an occupation or principal place of business for any of them.
(Attachment 2, pp. 3-4, line 15a). Moreover, despite repeated
requests for this information, respondent has never amended this
report to include it. ‘As the contributors listed included six
sets of contributors who were reported as contributing an aggregate
in excess of 5100 to respondent within the calendar year (1d.),
respondent is in violation of 2 U.S.C. § 434(b)(2) for failing
to disclose the occupation and principal place of business of
each of these six sets of contributors. Therefore, the General
Counsel recommends that the Commission find probable cause to
believe that respondent has violated 2 U.S5.C. § 434(b)(2) for
failure to provide complete identifying information on contributors.
2 U.5.C. § 434(b)(6) reguires the disclosure of "the total
amount of proceeds from (A) the sale of tickets to each dinner,
luncheon, rally, and other fundraising event ...." As noted supra,
at 3 , respondent's 1977 April 10 gquarterly report indicated,
on line 20a, Schedule B (Attachment 2, p. 5, line 20a), expen-
ditures for what appeared to be a fundraising event which was not

Oothervise disclosed. After several previocus reguests, respondent's




treasurer finally supplied information about the event in

August and September, 1979, under the compulsion of the

subpoena and order mentioned earlier. However, respondent never
amended its 1977 April 10 quarterly report to include this
information. It appears from the information supplied that

the event was a ball organized by respondent which was held
‘En January 20, 1977. While reébnndent‘s treasurer disclaimed

any fundraising motive for the event, he admitted that it was
realized prior to the ball that "some profit was likely."

Moreover, the event did indeed raise money through the sale of
tickets at approximately $12 per person 8/, and $9,514.89 of

this money was subsequently contributed to seven candidates for
federal office. (Attachment 3, p. 3, line 24b). Thus, in

failing to provide the total amount of proceeds from the sale

of tickets for this event respondent violated 2 U.S5.C. § 434(b)(6).
Therefore, the General Counsel recommends that the Commission find
probable cause to believe that respondent viclated 2 U.S.C. § 434(b)(6)
for failure to provide complete fundraising information.

2 U.S.C. § 434(b)(9) regquires the disclosure by a committee
of the identification of each person to whom the committee has
made expenditures within the calendar year in an aggregate amount
in excess of $100 and the amount, date and purpose of each such
expenditure. As noted supra, at 2 , respondent in its 1976 year
end report, reported two expenditures of $130 and 3195 each on
line 20a, Schedule B, simply as to "cash" for "postage". After

8/ In two different places in his response, respondent's treasurer
states alternately that tickets were 512 each and 512.50 each.




ignoring previous requests, respondent's treasurer

supplied further information about these expenditures on

August 10, 1979, under the compulsion of the Commission's
subpoena and order. However, respondent never amended its 1976
year end report to include this information. 1In failing to
timely disclose the identification of the person to whom each
of the above expenditures was m;de. respondent violated 2 U.S5.C.
§ 434(b)(9). Therefore, the General Counsel recommends that
the Commission find reasconable cause to believe that respondent
viclated 2 U.S.C. § 434(b)(9) for failure to provide complete
identifying information with regard to expenditures.

2 U.S.C. § 434(a) and 11 C.F.R. §§ 104.1 and 104.4 specify
reports of receipts and expenditures to be filed with the
Commission. Pursuant to 2 U.S5.C. § 434(a)(1l)(C) a political
committee shall file a report no later than the 10th day after
any calendar quarter in which the political committee received
contributions or made expenditures in excess of $1,000. Pursuant
to 11 C.F.R. § 104.1(c)(1)(i) a political committee is exempt
from filing a quarterly report if it did not receive contributions
or make expenditures in excess of $1,000 in that quarter. However,
pursuant to 11 C.F.R. § 104.1(c)(3)(i) the political committee
shall notify the Commission at the close of the first quarter for
which the exemption applies.

As discussed supra at 3 , respondent failed to timely file
1978 gquarterly reports dus on April 10, July 10 an Octcber 10.
Respondent also ignored several notices from the Commission

concerning these missing reports. When respondent eventually filed




these reports on March 22, 1979, after repeated notification by

the Commission, it appeared that respondents receipts and ex-

penditures for the guarters ending March 31, 1978, and June 30,

1978, were not in excess of 51,000. (Attachments 4 and 5).

However, respondent failed to timely notify the Commission of

‘its exemption from the reporting requirement of 2 U.S5.C. § 434

(a){1)(C) for these quarters pursuant to 11 C.F.R. § 104.1(c)(3)(1).

Moreover, for the gquarter ending September 30, 1978, respondent's

receipts were in excess of 51,000. (Attachment 6, pp. 1, 2, 4).

Therefore, the General Counsel recommends that the Commission

find probable cause to believe that respondent violated 2 U.S5.C.

§ 434(a)(1)(C) by failing to timely file its 1978 July 10 guarterly

report. The General C;unsel further recommends that the Commission

find probable cause to believe that respondent violated 2 U.S.C.

§ 434(a)(1)(C) and 11 C.F.R. § 104.1(c)(3)(i) by failure to timely

file its 1978 April 10 and July 10 gquarterly reports or failure to

timely file notification of exemption from filing these reports.
Pursuant to 2 U.S.C. § 434(a)(1)(A) a political committee

supporting a candidate or candidates for Federal office shall

file a report not later than the 1l0th day before an election is

held in any year when an individual is a candidate for Federal

office and an election for such office is held. As noted supra

at 3 , respondent failed to file a 10 day pre-general election




report due on October 28, 1978. 9/ Respondent's 1978 October 10
quarterly report indicates that respondent contributed to a
congressional candidate on September 15, 1978. (Attachment 6,

p. 3, line 22b). Respondent in failing to file a 1978 10 day
pre-general election report while supporting a candidate for

that election was in violation of 2 U.S.C. § 434(a)(1)(A).
L&herefnre. the General Counsel recommends that the Commission

find probable cause to believe that respondent violated 2 U.S5.C.

§ 434(a)(l)(A) by failing to file timely a 1978 10 day pre-general
election report.

A multicandidate committee is a political committee registered
with the Commission pursuant to 2 U.S.C. § 433 for not less than
six months, which has feceived contributions from more than 50
persons and has made contributions to five or more federal
candidates. 2 U.S5.C. § 44la(a)(4). Before obtaining multicandidate
political committee status, a Committee is limited to contributions
of 51,000 per candidate per election pursuant to 2 U,S5.C.

§ 44la(al)(l)(A).

As noted supra at 4 , respondent's 1977 October 10 quarterly
report indicated on line 24b, Schedule B, that on September 18,
1977, respondent contributed $1,359.27 each to the political

committees of seven congressional candidates. 10/ (Attachment 3,

9/ Respondent's 1978 year end report filed on March 22, 1979,
covered the period from October 1, through December 30, 1978,

which included the period October 1, through October 23, 1978, to
be covered by the 1978 10 day pre-general election report. After
receipt of respondent's 1978 year end report and consultation with
staff in the Reports Analysis Division, the General Counsel's staff
did not continue to pursue filing of the 1978 10 day pre-general
election report by respondent.

10/ The portion of each contribution in excess of §1,000 has since
been returned to respondent. (See Attachment 6, p. 4, line l8a).




P. 3, line 24b). Respondent had filed a statement of
organization pursuant to 2 U.S.C. § 433 on December 27, 1976,

and as such satisfied the first requirement of a multicandidate
political committee prior to the making of these contributions.
Due to the incomplete state of respondent's reports, it was
‘inclear initially whether respondent had received contributions
from more than 50 persons prior to September 18, 1977. Documents
and information produced by respondent's treasurer in August

and September 1979, under the compulsion of the subpoena and
order, indicate that respondent had received contributions

from more than 50 perscns pricor to that date, and thus,

satisfied the second requirement for a multicandidate political
committee. The final ;equirement, contributions to at least

five federal candidates, was met on September 18, 1977, when
respondent contributed to the seven political committees mentioned
above. Therefore, the General Counsel recommends that

the Commission find no probable cause to believe that respondent
violated 2 U.S.C. § 44la(a)(l)(A) by making contributions to

candidate's political committees in excess of $1,000 prior to

qualifying as a multicandidate political committee.

5. Find probable cause to believe that respondent violated
former 2 U.S5.C. § 434(a)(1)(C) and 11 C.F.R. § 104.1(e)(3)(1i)
by failure to timely file either its 1978 April 10, quarterly
report or notification of exemption from filing this report.
6. Find precbable cause to believe that respondent violated
former 2 U.S5.C. § 434(a)(l)(C) and 11 C.F.R. § 104.1(e)(3)(1)
by failure to timely file either its 1978 July 10, gquarterly
report or notification of exemption from filing this report.
7 Find probable cause to believe that respondent violated
former 2 U.S.C. § 434(a)(l)(A) by failing to timely file a
1978 10 day pre-general election report.

8. Find no probable cause to believe that respondent violated

2 U.5.C. § 441lafa)(1l)(A).

In compliance with your request, I will try and set out some of the
background information on fundraising activities undertaken by the
North Carolina Democratic Inagural Committee.

In December 1976, it was evident that thousands of North Carolinians
planned to come to Washington for President-elect Carter's Inauguration.
Understandably, all of these people would expect to take part in the
Inagural activities including the Inaugural Balls to be held the evening
of January 20, 1977. It was also evident that most of these people would
not be invited to the official Balls.

To provide some remedy to this situation, a group of North Carolinians
working in Washington met to set up some unofficial social activity
for the evening of January 20, 1977. The sole reason for this effort
was to make the North Carolinians travelling to Washington happy and
the entire effort was undertaken for the shear joy of making others
happy. There were no fundraising motives or desires. Our hope was

to break even.

During the inftial planning stages we thought that a loss would be
realized on the event. As more and more North Carolinians accepted

the idea of this "unofficial™ Ball it became 1ikely that we would break
even. One ball was planned to be held at the Hospitality House in
Arlington, Virginia.

Soon the event became increasingly popular and a second Ball was
planned to be held across the street at the Crystal City Marriott.
While we realized at this point that some profit was 1ikely, we still
had no fundraising motives or intentions. No plans were made for
profits nor had specific plans been made for losses that might have
been incurred by the effort.

In summary, [ just want to make clear the scope of the effort and the
intention of this event in hopes that it will bring you to a clearer
understanding of what took place. We did file with the FEC in the
bringing just as a precaution. No one really knew why.

GENERAL COUNSEL'S REPORT

I. BACKGROUND

On 15 November 1978, Reports Analysis Division referred
respondent, the North Caroclina Democratic Inaugural Committee
(the "Committee") to the Office of General Counsel for: (1)
failure to provide complete information regarding cash expendi-
tures totalling $325 in violation of 2 U.S.C. §434(b) (9);: (2)
failure to provide identifying information on nine contributors
in violation of 2 U.5.C. §434(b)(2); (3) failure to provide complete
fundraising information in violation of 2 U.S.C. §434(b)(6);: (4)
contributions to political committees in excess of $1,000 prior
to qualifying for multicandidate committee status in wviolation of
2 U.S.C. §44la; and (5) failure to file a 31 January 1977 year
end report 1/ and 10 April 1978 reporting periods in violation
of 2 U.5.C. §434. (See attachment I). The Office of General
Counsel has alsc learned that the Committee failed to file 10
July, 10 October and a 10 day pre-general election report in
violation of 2 U.S.C. §434. The Committee's 1977 guarterly reports
disclosed aggregate receipts of 520,562 and aggregate expenditures

of 516,658.

1/ On 4 April 1978, Reports Analysis referred the Committee to the
Office of General Counsel for failure to file its 31 January 1977 year-
end report. The Committee is presently a respondent in MUR 564 for
this viclation.




II. PRIOR COMMISSION FINDINGS AND ATTEMPTS TO CONTACT RESPONDENT

The Commission found reason to believe and reasonable cause
to believe that the Committee violated §434 of the Act for
failing to file 1978 gquarterly reports (April 10, July 10 and
October 10) and a 10 day pre-general election report. 1In
connection with these findings, it is only clear that the Committee
received notifications regarding their most recent failures
to file.2/

The Commission also found reason to believe that the Committee
failed to amend its reports to provide complete information
regarding cash expenditures, fundraising information, and complete
information on nine contributors contributing an aggregate amount
of $2,487.50 and notified the Committee of its finding in a
letter dated 31 March 1978 (See attachment II).3/

In addition, the Commission notified the Committee through
a surface viclation letter dated 27 March 1978 that the Committee
was in violation of §44la for making contributions in excess of
$1,000 to political committees prior to gqualifying as a multi=-

candidate committee. (See attachment III). It appears that on

2/ Although the RTB and RCTB letters of notification of the April 10
and July 10 non-filing violatiocns and the RTB notification of the
October 10 non-filing violation cannot be located, it is presumed
that these notices were mailed to respondents by Reports Analysis
along with notices to the other non-filers.

18 September 1977, the Committee contributed $1,357.27 to each

of the following political committees: Gudger for Congress
Committee, Committee for Charlie Rose, Neal for Congress
Committee, Keep lke In Congress Committee, Whitley for Congress
Committee, Fountain for Congress Committee, and Jones for Congress
Committee, for aggregate contributions in the amount of $9,514.89,
(See attachment IV).

The Reports Analysis Division and the Office of General
Counsel have made numerous attempts to contact the Committee
regarding the violations included in this matter. However, to
date, the Committee has neither responded to letters of notification,
phone calls nor has it amended its reports.

III. DISCUSSION

A multicandidate committee is a political committee registered
with the Commission for not less than 6 months, which has received
contributions from more than 50 persons and has made contributions
to five or more federal candidates. 2 U.S.C. §44la(a)(4). Before
obtaining multicandidate status, a Committee is limited to contri-
butions of 51,000 per candidate per election §44la(a) (1).

The Committee filed a statement of organization on 27 December
1976 and as such satisfied the first requirement. Committee reports
disclose the receipt of contributions from nine contributors.
Although the 10 April 1977 report filed by the Committee disclosed
apparent fundraising activity for that reporting period, the
Committee has failed to disclose complete information on this
activity in violation of §434(b) (6). Therefore, we are unable at

this time to determine whether the Committee received contributions




® - ®

from more than 41 persons at this fundraiser to satisfy the second
multicandidate committee requirement.

As previously discussed, Committee reports disclosed that on
18 September 1977 the Committee made contributions of $1,357.27
to each of seven principal campaign committees. (See Attachment 1IV).
While contributions to five committees would have satisfied the
final requirement for attainment of qualified multicandidate
committee status by respondent, we do not believe these contributions
satisfy this requirement. A Committee which contributes in excess
of its §44la(a) (1) (A) limits to each of seven recipients at the
same time should not be permitted to have such contributions count
towards attainment of qualified multicandidate committee status.

Therefoure, as the respondent Committee was limited to contributions

of $1,000 per candidate, per election until it qualified as a

multicandidate committee, the 18 September contributions, which were
in excess of the 51,000 limit, appear to be in violation of §44la
{a) (1) (A).

In view of the Committee's continued failure to respond, the
Office of General Counsel recommends that the Commission find reason
to believe that the Committee is in violation of §44la and find
reasonable cause to believe that the Committee is in violation of
§434(b) (9), S434(b)(6), and §434(b) (2) and proceed through

conciliation.4/

4/ As a condition of conciliation, we propose a civil penalty of
£2,000 which is based on a rate of 5250 per violation of the Act.
See appendix for list of violations committed by the Committee.
Note that although MUR 564 addresses the §434(a)(l) (B) violation,
this violation has been included in this conciliation agreement.
Note also that the §44la violation has not been included in this
agreement as it is presently at the reason to believe stage.




III. RECOMMENDATION

1. Find reason to believe that the North Carolina Democratic

Inaugural Committee is in violation of 2 U.S5.C. §44la(a) (1) in

connection with excess contributions made to: Gudger for Congress

Committee, Committee for Charlie Rose, Neal for Congress Committee,
Keep Ike In Congress Committee, Whitley for Congress Committee,
Fountain for Congress Committee and Jones for Congress Committee.

4. Find reasonable cause to believe that the North Carolina
Democratic Inaugural Committee is in violation of: 2 U.S.C. §434
(b) (9) for failing to provide complete cash expenditure information;:
2 U.5.C. §434(b) (6) for failing to provide complete fundraising
information; and 2 U.S5.C. §434(b) (2) for failing to prowvide

complete information on contributors; approve the attached
conciliation agreement.

Oon , 1978, the Federal Election
Commission determined there was reasonable cause to bellieve
that the North Caroclina Democratic Inaugural Committee (the
"Committea") committed certain violations of 2 U.5.C. §4134
(b) (9), §434(b) (6) and §434(b) (2). Specifically, the
Commission found reasonable cause to believe that the
Committee failed to provide complete cash expenditure
information in wviolation of §434(b) (9), failed to provide
complete fundraising information in violation of §434(b) (6)
and failed to provide ample information on contributors in
violation of §434(b) (2).

In addition, based on information ascertained in the
normal course of carrying out its supervisory responsibilities,

that the Committee may have violated certain other provisions
of the Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971, as amended.
Specifically, it appears that the Committee contributed
$359.27 in excess of its permissible limit to each of the
following political committees prior to qualifying as a
multicandidate committee (see 2 U.S.C. §44la(a) (4)), in
viclation of §44la(a)(l): Gudger for Congress Committee,
Committee for Charlie Rose, Neal for Congress Committee,

Keep Ike In Congress Committee, Whitley for Congress Committee,
Fountain for Congress Committee and Jones for Congress
Committee. (See attached report).
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Regarding the §44la(a)(l) violation, you have an
opportunity to demonstrate that no action should be taken
against you. Please submit any factual or legal materials
which you believe are relevant to the Commission's analysis
of this matter. Where appropriate, statements should be
submitted under oath. 1In addition, please submit copies of
both sides of the cancelled checks written to the seven
committees listed on the attached report. As the Commission
is under a duty to investigate this matter expeditiously, we
request that you submit your response within ten days after
your receipt of this notification.

As the Commission also found reasonable cause to believe

that the Committee violated §434(b) (9), §434(b) (6) and §434
(b) (2) of the Act, the Commission has a duty to attempt to
correct these violations for a period of 30 days by informal
methods of conference, conciliation and persuasion, and by
entering into a conciliation agreement. 2 U.S5.C. §43 7g(a)
(5)(B). If we are unable to reach an agreement during that
period, the Commission may, upon a finding of probable cause
to believe a violation has occurred, institute civil suit in
the United States District Court and seek payment of a civil
penalty.

We enclose a proposed conciliation agreement that this
office is prepared to recommend to the Commission in settlement
of this matter.

If you agree with the provisions of the enclosed con-
ciliation agreement, please sign and return it along with the
civil penalty to the Commission within ten days. I will
recommend that the Commission approve the agreement.

Background

On April 4, 1978, the Disclosure Division referred to the
Office of General Counsel the names of 21 party committees that
failed to file the 1977 year-end report required by 2 U.S5.C.
§434(a) (1) (B) . For each committee, the Commission found reason
to believe and reasonable cause to believe. All the committees'
names appeared in the Commission's publication of March 27, 1978.
The details of this matter were set forth in the General Counsel's
Report considered by the Commission on May 3, 1978.
II. Analysis

On May 3, 1978, the Commission voted to take no further
action with regard to the California Democratic Council, the
Columbia County Democratic Party, and the Socialist Workers/
Weinstein for Board of Education. The Commission also directed
that compliance action against Democrats Abroad (France) and

Democrats Abroad (United Kingdom) be continued through MUR 576.
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The Commission directed the General Counsel's Office to
attempt to obtain the delingquent reports from the following

thirteen committees:

Jasper County Republican Committee - Mo.

A. Group I

Of the thirteen committees listed in Group I, five have
filed their year-end reports. The reporting data for these
committees is summarized in the attachment. None of the commit-
tees listed receipts and expenditures in excess of $30,000. In

accordance with the Commission's non-filer procedures dated

May 23, 1978 (pages 7-8), the General Counsel's Office recommends

that no further action be taken as to these committees.
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Of the remaining eight Group I committees, five filed
letters explaining that they had terminated their activity. All
five of the committees have been terminated by the Reports
Analysis Division. All of these committees had minimal receipts
and expenditures for 1977. The reporting data for these commit-
tees is summarized in the attachment. As these committees had
minimal activity and have now been terminated, we recommend that
no further action be taken.

The remaining three committees from Group I, Napa County
Republican Central Committee, North East Socialist Workers, and
North Carolina Democratic Inaugural Committee did not file 1977
year-end reports. The reporting data for these three committees
is summarized in the attachment. The last reports filed by the
Napa County Republican Central Committee and the North East
Socialist Workers were 1977 April 10 Quarterly/3a postcards.
Both committees had minimal receipts and expenditures in 1976.
Because of the minimal activity of these committees and in ac-

cordance with the Commission's non-filing procedures dated

May 23, 1978 (pages B and 9), the General Counsel's Office

recommends that no further action be taken against these two
committees.

The North Carolina Democratic Inaugural Committee filed
three reports in 1977 listing total receipts of 520,162 and
total expenditures of 516,333, Because of the large amount of
financial activity and in accordance with the Commission's non-

filer procedures dated May 23, 1978 (pages B8 and 9), it is
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recommended that compliance action be continued against this
committee through attempted conciliation.

B. Group 1II

The Commission voted to delay action on the three com=-

mittees listed in Group II because a request had been made by

the Association of State Democratic Chairpersons to report its
own financial activity as well as that of Montana Dollars for
Democrats and South Dakota Dollars for Democrats, two related
committees. The reporting data for these three committees is
outlined in the attachment. The Association has now filed a
year-end report which reports 1977 financial activity for all 37
state organizations which participated in the Dollars for
Democrats program. On May 5, 1978, the Association filed a
termination report with the Commission and the Association has
been terminated. As compliance has been obtained, the Office
of General Counsel recommends that no further action be taken
as to these three committees.
