Narrative

Grade Confiquration

The Cutter Morning Star School District is currently comprised of an Elementary School (K-6) and a High School
(7-12). The Elementary and High School are localed on separate campuses and do not share spaces.

Enrollment Growth

According to the enrollment projection summary posted on the Division of Public School Academic Facilities and
Transportation (Division) website, student enrollment over the next 10 years will rise from a 2020-21 enrollment of
634 studentsloT2T students in school year 2029-30. These numbers have been impacted by the COVID-19
pandemic, but the District anticipates a full recovery in enrollment once concerns over the virus subside.
Enrollment data will continue to be monitored by the District for planning purposes.

Gurrent and Future Proiects

The Cutter-Morning Star School District is committed to the sustainability of our facilities and we plan to address
our current growth and facility needs as follows:

Gym - Renovations - HVAC. Electric. Plumbing. Structural Foundation Repairs (PP# 1819-2601-001): the
District has received Partnership funding for replacement of the existing fire alarm system, electrical service
upgrades; including all existing panels, and new HVAC systems for court area. The fire alarm systems have been
upgraded and plans are approved for the HVAC and electrical upgrades.
Elementarv School Securitv Upqrades (PP# 2122-2601-001): the District will perform entry / security upgrades at
the Elementary School Main Building, Cafeteria, and Gym. These upgrades will include the new entryways with
vestibules at all locations, additional / improved site lighting, upgraded keyed access, new doors/hardware, and
camera systems. This an approved, but unfunded Partnership project and it will be resubmitted.
Car Wash Repair - ESSER (SF# 2122-2601-304): the car wash located on District property will be upgraded so
that it is functional again. Once repaired busses can be cleaned more frequently; helping to mitigate the spread
of COVID-19 and other viruses. These upgrades will include new hoses, sprayers, water heaters, vacuums, etc.
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HVAC Upqrades - ESSER (SF# 2223-2601-001): the District is evaluating HVAC in all buildings on the
Elementary School campus for adequacy. Equipment determined to be inadequate will be replaced with new high
efficiency equipment to improve air quality and mitigate the spread of airborne viruses such as Covid-19.
New Concession at the Football Field (SF# 2223-2601-002): the existing concession / locker room will be
demolished and a new concession with toilets will be built; size to be determined by architecVengineer.
New Football Field with Bleachers/Pressbox/Liqhtino (SF# 2223-2601-003): a new turf footballfield will be
installed with bleachers, lighting, pressbox, etc.
Drainaqe lmprovement and Parking Expansion at the old Bus Garaqe (SF# 2223-2601-700): the district is
working in partnership with the county to address site drainage issues caused by road construction. The area
adjacent to the football field where the old bus garage was located will be paved at this time as part of the project.
Sidewalks Districtwide (SF# 2223-2601-702): a grant will fund new sidewalks districtwide. These sidewalks will
run along Spring Street and from the High School to the footballfield.
Parkinq and Liqhtino at the Baseball / Softball Field (SF# 2223-2601-704): an area for parking will be paved and
lighting will be installed at the Baseball / Softball field.
Gym Lower Roof Replacement (PP#2324-2601-001):the existing single-ply roofing membrane on the lower roof
has been evaluated by a roofing contractor and is being reported as in poor condition. The district will request
Partnership funding to replace this area of the roof with a new single-ply roofing system.
Elementary School Security Upqrades (PP# 2324-2601-002): This is a duplicate project. The District will perform
entry / security upgrades at the Elementary School Main Building, Cafeteria, and Gym. These upgrades will
include the new entryways with vestibules at all locations, additional / improved site lighting, upgraded keyed
access, new doors/hardware, and camera systems.
Elementarv School Floorinq Reolacement - ESSER (SF# 2324-260'1-303): the District plans to replace the
existing VCT in the ES with new LVT tiles to assist with best cleaning practices.
Field House / Locker Room Conversion (SF# 2425-2601-301): the science wing of the old High School will be
converted into a space for football field house / locker room to assist with social distancing guidelines set by the
CDC.
Multi-Purpose Facilitv (SF# 2425-2601-305): the District will construct a new Multi-purpose facility near the
football field to assist with social distancing on the campuses.
New 5-B Middle School (PP# 2526-2601-001): the District is in the preliminary stages of planning for the
construction of a new 5-8 Middle School. Suitability for such a project is being evaluated.

Neqative Depreciated Buildinq Values

All buildings in the district are being maintained in an adequate manner through the use of school dude.

Cafeteria / Band G40%): a restroom renovation was completed in 2014 and a roof replacement was completed in
2019. Security upgrades have been placed on the master plan forfuture consideration under Partnership rules.
Old Elementarv School (-40%): this is the original Cutter-Morning Star School. The roof, HVAC, and electrical
systems were upgraded in 2016 and the fire alarm was replaced in 2020.
Hiqh School (-24%): this building has been taken out of academic service and is now used for storage.
Gym / Tech Ed (-8%): this facility received a new roof and fire alarm systems in 2017. There is also currently a
project approved/funded for the replacement / upgrade of electrical and HVAC systems.

The Cutter-Morning Star School District is committed to addressing the facility needs within our district and we are
gratefulfor the continued support of our School Board, community, staff, students, and the Division of Public

School Academic Facilities and Transportation.

Project Justification

The district currently employs (1) SRO, (4) CSSO's, and has
equipped each building with a keyed FOB system (outdated),
voice over all call system, and security cameras at the points of
entry.
These measures alone are not adequate based on current faciliiy
standards, and for this reason improvements will be requested for
the elementary school campus that would provide new secured
entry vestibules at each entry point of the MS Main Bldg, Cafe,
and Gym. These new entry will effectively restrict access into the
building making the district's ability to monitor activity more
efficient. The district will also replace all windows in buildings with
new bullet resistant glass/frames, and install a visitor management
system and centrally located lock-down system.
