Proclamation
In Observance of Juneteenth 

WHEREAS, On June 19, 1865, nearly nine decades after our Nation’s founding, and more than 2 years after 
President Lincoln signed the Emancipation Proclamation for enslaved Americans in Galveston, Texas, finally received word 
that they were free from bondage. As those who were formerly enslaved were recognized for the first time as citizens, 
Black Americans came to commemorate Juneteenth with celebrations across the country, building new lives and a new 
tradition that we honor today. In its celebration of freedom, Juneteenth is a day that should be recognized by all American; 
and

WHEREAS, Juneteenth is a day of profound weight and power. A day in which we remember the moral stain and 
terrible toll of slavery on our country – what has long called America’s original sin. A long legacy of systemic racism, 
inequality, and inhumanity but it is a day that also reminds us of our incredible capacity to heal, hope, and emerge from our 
darkest moments with purpose and resolve; and

WHEREAS, on Juneteenth, we recommit ourselves to the work of equity, equality, and justice. And, we celebrate 
the centuries of struggle, courage, and hope that have brought us to this time of progress and possibility. That work has 
been led throughout our history by abolitionists and educators, civil rights advocates and lawyers, courageous activists 
and trade unionists, public officials, and everyday Americans who have helped make real the ideals of our founding 
documents for all; and

WHEREAS, to fulfill the promise of an America where all are created equal, that they are endowed with 
unalienable rights, of which include life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness, it is upon all of us to fulfill this promise as 
the job of creating a better America and a better Maplewood is a shared responsibility.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, I, Dean Dafis, Mayor of the Township of Maplewood, on behalf of 
the Maplewood Township Committee, proclaim June 19, 2022, Juneteenth Day in the Township of Maplewood and urge 
all to not only join in festivities and celebrations but seek beyond the revelries and make sure Juneteenth doesn’t become 
just another holiday, but a day of reverence.

Section 1. The $32,003,000 General Improvement Bonds of the Township of

Section 3. The actual principal amounts may be adjusted by the Township, at 
its option, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:2-26(g).

Section 4. At the discretion of the Township's Chief Financial Officer, to the 
extent an original issue premium is received as part of the bid, it may be applied to any 
purpose permitted under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code"), 
including the costs of other capital projects previously authorized.

Section 7. The Bonds shall be dated their date of issuance and shall bear 
interest payable semiannually on the first day of May and November in each year until 
maturity, commencing on May 1, 2024, at a rate or rates per annum, expressed in a 
multiple of 1/8 or 1/20 of 1%, proposed by the successful bidder in accordance with the 
Notice of Sale.

Section 8. The Bonds shall be executed by the manual or facsimile signatures 
of the Mayor and the Chief Financial Officer under the official seal (or facsimile thereof) 
affixed, printed, engraved or reproduced thereon and attested by the manual signature of 
the Township Clerk.

For example: the difference between Captain ($169,650) and Lieutenant ($149,474) 
is $20,176 annually or $1,681 monthly. The $1,681 would be divided by the 4 
Lieutenants, so they would each receive $420.25 per month that there is a vacancy in 
Captain. Payment would be retroactive to the date the vacancy occurred. The same 
methodology shall be used for Sergeants in the event of a vacancy in Lieutenant.

2. The foregoing shall be incorporated into, and made a part of, the CNA.
3. The May 3, 2023 grievance is fully and finally settled with each side bearing its own
