Virtual Meeting
BOH Meeting start: 8:52 pm
Opening Statement read by Mayor on behalf of BOH President
Present: Mayor Dafis, Mr. DeLuca, Ms. Cripe, Ms. Adams (Ms. Engel absent)

A resolution was read by the Clerk stating that as permitted by the Open Public Meetings Act, stipulating that
active participation by the public is limited to observation as set forth in the Agenda.

Mayor Dafis made a motion to approve July 5, 2023 meeting minutes.

HEALTH OFFICER REPORT

Health Department Updates:

Mayor's Wellness Campaign: Walk with the Mayor program continues throughout the rest of the year.
Schedule of dates and location was shared.

Community Health Fair: Saturday September 30", 11am-2pm Maplecrest Park

Health Related lliness and prevention: Given the most recent heat wave, information from NJDOH and CDC
was provided for the public to prevent and reduce heat related illnesses.

Animal Control:

July Animal Control status report from the Township of Bloomfield Animal Control: 21 animal control calls: 7
domestic issues, 14 sick or injured wildlife. After hours calls: 4. In addition, Health Department REHS and
nursing staff responded to and addressed 5 dog bites in July (through bite incident reports from either the
hospital or Maplewood PD).

Communicable/ infectious disease updates:

Nursing Activities: from May- July ,120 screening test were provided in the community; a combination of our
nursing staff as well as working with county and or other mobile service providers like Braven Health at
community events and health screenings at the senior apartments. Reportable disease investigated: 7.
Homebound COVID-19 vaccinations administered: 2.

Essex County Mobile Health Clinic: is up and running an offering COVID-19 primary vaccines and boosters, as
well as health screenings and health education. The weekly schedule for July 28-August 6 was shared.

COVID:

o As of July 27th, COVID-19 community transmission (based on hospital admission levels) is LOW,
statewide. There are less than 10 hospital admissions per 100,000 people in the state of NJ.

Environmental Health: a run down of environmental health activities, investigations and inspections were
provided for the month of July.

Resolution #260-23 was included in the consent agenda, “Agreement with Essex Regional Health Commission
for Interim Registered Environmental Health Specialist (REHS) services” which is needed for us to meet all
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state inspection requirements and address complaints and investigations since we do not have a FT REHS on
staff since May.

Spotted Lanternfly: HO Davenport emphasized the importance of killing spotted lanternflies at any stage of
their life cycle as they are harmful to our ecosystem.

Social Services/ Mental Health:

HO Davenport provided literature on ‘Signs of A Drug Overdose’ and to call 911 if you witness a drug
overdose, even if you have drug paraphernalia on you, you will not be prosecuted. It is more important to save

a life. This literature was provided by Essex Regional Health Commission through their Opioid Overdose grant.

These have been included in the harm reduction kits that were shared with the first responders.

HO Davenport continued to share the New Jersey Department of Human Services social services flyer that
includes contact information for different resources and services.

The next Essex County Monthly Community Grocery Giveaway, open to all Essex County residents, is
scheduled on August 17,

Community Fridge: Food delivery from United Community Corporation (UCC) has started late this month,
Monday- Saturday, between 10 am-2 pm. Door is being delivered and installed by next month. Township
meeting with UCC and Friends of the Fridge on Thursday to discuss how to coordinate food deliveries.

Project BEST (Better Eye-Health Services and Treatment): Two areas that are really important in the health
department are harm reduction as well as injury prevention. 42% of individuals 65 and older with severe vision
impairment reported having a fall in the prior year. LHOC Sarah Taylor was able to find a great free resource
for free eye exams for ages 3 years and up, hosted in Newark, three times a month and we are looking into
scheduling a mobile clinic. Health Department has free NJ transit bus tickets for children and adults if
transportation is an issue.

Presentation ended: 9:06 pm

BOARD OF HEALTH DISCUSSION

Mayor Dafis asked HO Davenport to elaborate on the meeting with partners on Thursday re: the community
fridge.

Ms. Cripe asked if the Senior Resource Guide which was just published and HO Davenport demonstrated a
copy, included the Project BEST free eye exam information. HO Davenport stated this information will be
included in the next reiteration. LHOC Sarah Taylor has done an amazing job in the short time here to find
resources we didn’t even know about so this is great.

"Interpretive Statement"

This ordinance will establish a fee of $150.00 per year for the securing of an outdoor café
license and will require the removal of all equipment used in the outdoor café during a declared
state of emergency or at the direction of the Township office of Emergency Management.

WHEREAS, the Township of Maplewood presently has, as codified in Chapter 187, an
Outdoor Café Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, certain modifications to the Outdoor Café Ordinance have been
recommended; and

Cafes must remove all tables, chairs, umbrellas or other equipments used in the

NV5 has prepared this letter proposal for the extra engineering services required that are
beyond the services covered under our November 15, 2021 scope of services titled
“Proposal for Advancement of Full Piping Solution through Final Design, Permitting and
Construction”, the September 16, 2022 scope of services titled “Proposal for Extra Tasks
Associated with the Advancement of the Full Piping Solution through Final Design,
Permitting and Construction”, and the January 30, 2023 scope of services titled “Proposal
for Extra Tasks (No. 2) Associated with the Advancement of the Full Piping Solution
through Final Design, Permitting and Construction”.

These extra out-of-scope services performed (and pending) are as follows:

EXTRA (PERFORMED AND PENDING) OUT-OF SCOPE SERVICES

Extra Task 1 (Performed) — Coordination with NJDEP and the Township regarding
NJDEP’s 1/19/23 Deficiency Letter and 1/30/23 Comment Email

A deficiency letter and follow-up comment email was received from NJDEP on 1/19/23 and
1/30/23, respectively. NV5’s previous scope-of-services include an initial review of the
1/19/23 letter, the formulation of draft responses to the comments, and attendance at a
virtual meeting with the Township on 1/23/23 to discuss the letter.

Extra services performed but not covered by previous scope-of-services include the
following:

1. Review of 1/30/23 NJDEP comment email and the formulation of draft responses.

2. Coordination with former Assistant Commissioner Vince Mazzei. This included
compilation of NJDEP deficiency comments and draft comment responses in a summary
email and coordination with the Township. A request to Vince Mazzei requesting his
input on how the Township should proceed was sent via email on 2/16/23. Vince
informed NV5 and the Township on 2/22/23 that he is no longer Assistant
Commissioner responsible for permitting and that Kati Angarone has taken over for him.

3. Coordination with Assistant Commissioner Kati Angarone. This included coordination
with Jessica Cobb, executive assistant to Assistant Commissioner Kati Angarone, to set
up a meeting to determine direction on how to proceed. A virtual meeting between
Assistant Commissioner Angarone, NJDEP staff, and the Township/NV5 took place on
4/20/23. NJDEP provided direction on non-technical comments, but recommended a
separate follow-up meeting to discuss technical comments related to the hydrologic and
hydraulic (H&H) analysis. NV5 prepared and sent an email to NJDEP on 4/21/23 with
additional information requested at the meeting.

4. Preparation and attendance at the recommended follow-up technical meeting with
NJDEP that took place on 5/2/23, plus subsequent email coordination. Based on this
meeting and follow-up correspondence, NJDEP is not in agreement with NV5’s drainage
area delineation and H&H analysis, both which defy my 30 plus years of engineering
experience, as well as the expertise of other NV5 engineers that were consulted.

5. As aresult of the 5/2/23 meeting, and as outlined in NV5’s 5/12/23 email as well as
verbal communication, there were two (2) options for moving the project forward: (1)
Perform H&H calculations to determine if upper watershed roadways divert 100-year
runoff, or (2) Accept NJDEP’s drainage area delineation and revise application
documents to address Flood Hazard Area (FHA) Rules pertaining to the regulated FHA
floodplain. NV5 preliminarily assessed option 1 to determine if roadways act as drainage
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divides. Due to the great effort involved with associated detailed H&H modeling and the
unlikelihood that results would work in our favor for the 100-year storm, NV5
recommended moving forward with option 2. The Township agreed with this approach.

6. NV5 further coordinated with NJDEP (see 5/25/23 and 6/8/23 email correspondence
with Stephen Olivera) to clarify the floodplain modeling approach and resubmittal
requirements. An additional virtual meeting was held with NJDEP on 6/13/23 to further
discuss the hydraulic model, in which they stated that in addition to the level-pool
model, a standard step backwater model would be required to assess offsite flooding
impacts. NJDEP also requested that a submittal be made by 6/30/23, with up to a two
(2) week extension being permissible in order to be grandfathered in from having to
demonstrate compliance with the pending FHA/SWM regulation changes.

Extra Task 2 (Performed) — Revision (No. 3) to FHA Individual Permit (IP)
Application Documents and Electronic Submittal to NJDEP

With adequate direction received from NJDEP, NV5 performed the following extra services
not covered by the previous scope-of-services:

1. NV5 prepared a transmittal/comment resolution letter in response to NJDEP’s 1/19/23
and 1/30/23 deficiency email/letter. Upon review by the Township, NV5 electronically
submitted this letter to NJDEP on 6/29/23.

2. NV5 made revisions to the following documents/files to address NJDEP’s 1/19/23 and
1/30/23 deficiency email/letter:

a. Drainage area map: Revised to ignore upper watershed roadway diversions.

b. Hydrologic and Hydraulic (H&H) Models: The HydroCAD model was updated to
account for the revised drainage areas. In addition, both pre- and post-
development hydraulic standard step backwater (HEC-RAS) models, beginning at
Mountain Avenue and terminating downstream of Glenn Avenue, were
developed to assess pre- and post-development floodplain elevations. A HEC-
RAS cross section plan was developed as well.

c. FHA IP Application Report: This report was updated to include the revised
drainage area map and H&H models along with associated support documents.
In addition, the executive summary, narrative, FHA IP compliance statements,
and hardship exception request sections were revised accordingly to account for
the revised HydroCAD model, the new HEC-RAS model, the applicability of
N.J.A.C. 7:13-11.3 (floodways) and N.J.A.C. 7:13-11.4 (flood fringes), and the
new hardship exception requests for non-compliance with N.J.A.C. 7:13-11.3(b)2
(placement of fill in a floodway) and N.J.A.C. 7:13-11.4(c)3 (flood storage volume
displacement limits).

d. NJDEP Permitting Plans: These plans were revised to include the calculated
floodway and FHA lines.

e. Public Notification: Because of the new hardship exception requests for non-
compliance with N.J.A.C. 7:13-11.3(b)2 and N.J.A.C. 7:13-11.4(c)3, public re-
notification was required. These efforts involved requesting new certified lists of
property owners (within 200" of the project) from Millburn and Maplewood
Townships, revisions to the public notice letters, the certified mailing of 73
letters via USPS, the copying of the certified mailing receipts for submission to
NJDEP, and the hard copy submission of the complete revised application
package to the Maplewood Clerk. This task includes direct expenses in the
amount of $10 for the certified property owner list, $622.69 for the certified
USPS mailings of the public notice letters, and $11.84 for the UPS mailing of the
application package to the Maplewood Clerk.

The revised FHA IP Application package, including a transmittal letter, the public notice
documentation, the NJDEP Permitting Plans, and the FHA IP Report, was electronically
uploaded to NJDEP on 7/13/23. The application was determined complete for review on
7/20/23.

Extra Task 3 (Pending) — Addressing Additional Comments from NJDEP

NV5 has accounted for an additional 5 hours of time for a supervisory engineer and 12 hours
of time for a senior engineer to address a 7/31/23 letter that NJDEP received from the 26 and
28 Mountain Avenue residents, as well as any additional comments that NJDEP may have
during their technical review of the permit application package.
